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HYMN OF ST. OLEMENT.

In previous numbers of the RECORD we have given translations of three
famous hymns of the Latin church, cumposed Ly Anibrose, Augustine, and
Gregory, the earliest of which, that of Ambrose, was written at the close of
the fourth century, or about the year 385, The great hymn of Clement of
Alexandria, hearing the abuve title, is the carliest uninspired composition
in any langnage used in the service of praise of the early Christian church,
which has come down to vur day.  Dr. Killen, of Belfast, in his valuable
text-bouk on the Ancient Church, thus speaks of the psalmody of the age
immediately succeeding that of the apustles, and of the relation in which this
hymn stands towards it. “In the earliest notice of the Christians of the second.
century which occursin any pagan writer, their psalmody with which they
commenced their religious services is particularly mentivned; for, in his
celebrated letter to the Emperor Trajan, Pliny states that they met tegether
before the rising of the sun to ‘sing hymns to Christ as to a god” It ia
probable that the hymns here spoken of were the Psalms of the Old Testa-
ment. Many of these inspired effusions celebrate the glories of Immanuel,
and as fur vbvious reasuns the Messianic Psalms would be used more free
quently than any others, it is not strange that the disciples are represented
as gssembling to sing praise to Christ.  But the Chuich at this time was
not confined to the ancient Psalter. Hymns of human compusition were
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occasionally employed ; and one of these, to be found in the writings of’
Clement of Alecandria was perhaps sung in the early part of the third cen-
tury by the Chiistians of the Egyptian capital. Inf uential bishops some-
times introduced them by their own authority, but the practice awakened
suspicion and was _considered irregular. Ience Paul of Samosata in the
Council of Antioch, held A. D. 269, was blamed for discontinuing the
}lzsalmslforn}er]y used, and for esteblishing a new and very exceptionable
ology.”
ymlft isgzlatter of regret that we cannot speak so highly of Clement as of
the Latin fathers whose hymns have been before us. He was the first to
introduce Heathen philosophy into the teachings of Christianity, which he
converted into a mere philosophical system ; although there is no valid
reason for believing that he denied the divinity of our Saviour or rejected
the doctrines of Grace. The Christian morality which he teaches is cold
and heartless, dealing with externals, and, at times, quite inconsistent with
thestatements and injunctionsof the Scriptures. “‘An allegorizing perversion
of Scripture,” says Cunningham, “had been practised before this time by
Christian writers ; but to Clement attaches the responsibility of not only
practising it, but of laying it down formally and explicitly as a right and
proper rule for the interpretation of Seripture.” The same writer says,
Tt is not surprising, and indeed, rather creditable to the Church of Rome,
that ¢it has been made a matter of discussion among some of her writers
whether Clement was ever canonized, 4. e. whether he be legally entitled
to the designation, of a Saint, and should in consequence be invocated and °
supplicated to intercede with God on our behalf, It is rather creditable
- that doubts should have been entertained upon this point ; though after all
there are many much worse men and more heretical writers in the Romish
calendar of the saints than Clement of Alexandria.” The date of Clement’s
birth is unknown, but his death took place in the year 220. As he had
surpassed in learning his teacher Pantauus, so his fame was cclipsed by his
pupil and suceessor in die school of Alexandrin, Origen.  Clement of
Alexandria is to be distinguished from Clement of Rume, the disciple of the
Apostle Paul, und one of the Apustulic Fathers, who wrote an epistle to the
Corintluans pear the close of the fist century, which is extant., The
following translativn of the greater part of Clement’s bymn (the whole of
which appears in the translation of the Ante-Nicene Library) is by Dr. W.
Lindsay Alexander, the well-known Independent minister in Edinburgh.
It certainly contwins no heresy, whatever may Le said of the father’s prose
writings.

O00LLECTION TOR THE ASSEMBLY IUND.

By appointment of the General Assembly, the collection for this fund
will be made on the 8rd Sabbath of July. By instructions of the Asserably,
a few words may be said for the purpose of showing the necessity of a liberal
contribution from. every congregation. Last year the reteipts for the fund
were $2101.58, and the expenditure $2517.20, the expenses being larger
than usual, in consequence of twu meetings of Assembly, and a greater than
ordinary amount of printing. The fund has thus a debt of $415.00. For the
present year there will be a still larger demand upon it, as the Assembly
ordered the payment of the salary of the agen who was engaged for the
College Endowment Scheme to be made from the fund.  For this- purpose
alone $300 more will be required. In all $3000 will be required for all
purpuses during the current year. But if every congregation were to send
even a moderate collection, the amount would easily be made up. The
objects of this fund are connected with our organization as a church, and
shonld have an interest for every congregation. Assembly minutes are
sent for every session, and yet a large number of congregations every year
fail in remitting for the fand. Indeed some systematically neglect it, or
send amounts quite inadequate. We trust that every minister will see
that this object is duly attended to, aud the amount sent to the Treasurer at
once, as the Assembly expenses fall to be paid at the very beginning of our
financial year.
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PROOEEDINGS OF THE GENERAT: ASSEMBLY.

. The Assembly, according to appointment, met in Knox Church, Hamil-
ton, on the evening of Tuesday, 4th June, the opening sermon being preach-
ed by the Rev. J ohn Scutt, of Lundon, the Muoderator for the last year. Mr.
Scott chose for his text part of the 13th verse of the 31d chapter of the 1<t
Epistle to Timothy—that thou mayest kuow how thoua oughtest to hehave
thyselfin the house of the living God."  The sermon was felt to be season-
able and suitable.  Mr. Scutt received the thanks of the Assemlly for the
manner in which he had Jdischarged the various dutics of the Moderator-
ship, and for the suitable and inpressive scemon with which he opened the
Assembly.

The Assembly was constituted, the roll called, and the attendance mark-
ed. We may state that there was a very full attendance of the Ministers
commissioned by the several Presbyteries, only four of the whole number
being absent.  Of the Elders there was a fair attendance, although the num-
ber of those absent was greater than that of Ministers, Mr. W, Fraser, of
Bond Head, one of the Clerks of the General Assembly, was unanimously
elected Moderator, and on taking the chair addresced the Asssembly, giving
in the course of his address, o brief statement of the progress and growth of
the Presbyterisn Church in Canada. Mr. Wm. Cocl vane, of Brantford,
was appointed Recording Clerk of the Assembly pro tempnre,

CHANGE IN THE ROLL.

The Recording Clerk read a summary statement of the changes in the
rolls of the several Synods. We shall not give all the particnlars, but we
may state that two inistersswere repurted as having been removed by
death during the past year, viz., Dr. R, Boyd, of Prescott, and Mr. Francis
Duncan, of Markham. Since the date of the report another Minister has
been removed, viz., Rev. W, Luady, of Strathroy. Fifteen had been or-
dained, viz., thirteen to the pastoral work, one for the Foreign Mission
field, and one as Professor in Manitoba Cullege.  Eight ministers were re-
ceived from other churches, and twelve young men received license to
preach the Gospel.

COMMITTEES APPOINTED.

On the firat evening, varivus Committees were appointed, viz.,, on Com-
missions—on the Records uf the Ueneral Assembly and of the several Synods
-—on returns of Presbyteries to remits of last year, and on correspondence
with other churches,

DEVOTIONAL EXERCISES.

Besides the devotivnal exerdises at the beginning of each diet, the fivst
hour of the forenvon dict of theseeund day of the Assembly’s seasinns was
spent in such exercises, the Moderator, and Messrs. Baird, Cochiane, and
MecKinnon taking part.

COURTESIES TO THE ASSEMBLY.

Letters were read from the Secretaries of the Young Mens’ Christian As-
sociation, and the Mechanics' Institute of the city tendering to the members
of the Assembly the frce use of their rooms and libraries during the sessions
of Assembly; also a letter with a book of telegrams, stamped as free,
from the Domunion Teleuraph Company, for the uee of the membem.
Thanks were tendered to these Bodies respectively.
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RFFERENCE FROM PRESBYTERY OF TORONTO ANENT STANDING OF DR.:WILLIS.

On a seference from the Presbytery of Toronto, and the position of Dr,
Willis, who has removed beyond the bonuds of the church, a Commit-
tee was appointed to consider the matter and report. A reference from the
Presbytery of London was committed to the same Committee, and it wasre-
mitted to them to bring up & rule for the consideration of the Assembly
which should apply to similar cases, In due time the Committec reported
with yeference to the special cases remitted to them, that the name of Dr
Willis should he retained in the roll of the Presbytery of Toronto, and
that of Rev. Donald McKenzie in the roll of the Presbytery of London.
The concluding clause in the report with reference to the position of re
tired members, &c., generally, was sent down for the consideration and
judgment of Presbyteries.

RESIGNATION OF PROFESSOR YOUNG.

A communication was read from Professor G. P. Young intimatin¥ his
appointment to the chair of Metaphysics and Ethics in University College,
Toronto, and resigning his Professorship in Knox College. A Commit- -
tee was appointed to consider the matter and report at a future sederunt.
The Committee subsequently presented a report, and,in accordance there-
with, it was agreed that the Assembly accept with regret the resigmation of
Prof. Young, and express their sense of the great value of the servicesren-
dered by him in connection with Knox College, and of the loss sustained by
his withdrawal from it. The Assembly, at the same time, are glad to know
that in consequence of his appointment to ths ehair of Metaphysics and
Ethics, in University College, the students of the church, who prosecute
thewr studies in Toronto will still have the opportunity of availing them-
selves of Prof. Young’s inspections.  Further, the Assembly direct the
Board of Knox College to enter into communication with Professor Young,
with the view of ascertaining whether his new duties may consist with con-~
tinued connection to any extent with the work of Knos College, and, if so,
the Board is hereby anthorized to lcarn whatever services Professor Young
may be able to offer,

REPORT ON THE STATE OF RELIGION. .

On the evening of Wednesday bth the Report on the State of Religion
was called for, and the same was given in and read by Mr. Johu McTavish,
(onvener. After reading the report, Mr. McTavish intimated his desire to
be relieved of the Convenership.  The Assembly agreed that the Report be
received, the thanks of the Assembly tendered to the Committee and especi~
ally to the Convener, and that the Report be remitted to a Committee to
consider the recommendations contained therein, and report to the Assem-
bly. At a subsequent diet the Committec appuinted in this matter report-
ed the following (éeliverance, which was adopted by the Asserbly. '

The Committee appointed to frame a deliverance for the General Assem-
bly with reference to the Report on the State of Religion, reported, through
Dr. Burns, Convener, as follows:—

1. The General Assembly rejoice in the evidences presented in the Re-
port of an increasing interest in spiritual things throughout many portions
of the church, and record their sense of devout gmtituae to God for every
hopeful symptom of His presence and blessing, at the same time, they find
cause for deep humiliation in the review of past sins and short-comings,
and abundant reason to labour and pray for a general revival of the Lord’s .
work in the midst of us, .
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2. The Geaeral Assembly regret that Sessions have not more generally
returned answers tu the qiestions fsael by the Committee, and 1mstruet
them, in future, to take onder that information be regularly comnrunicated
on this impurtant subject whether in the form of direct replies tu ques-
tions proposed, or, in such other way as they deem most suitable.

3. Inviow of the evidence which the Report presentsof the growing ten-
dency to worldliness anl worldlv eanformity, and, in some quarters, of the
indulgence, on the pirt of church members, in practices inconsisteut with
their Christian profession, the {feneral Assembly would earnestly counsel
all under their care, who have named the nameot Christ, to depart from ia
iquity, to come out from the world and to be sepatate, and to touch not the
unclean thing, to avoid the very appearance of evil, to walk in wisdom to-
ward them that are without, and, 1t the temper of their words, the tone of
their conversation, and the tenor of their deportment, to give none necasion
to the adversary to speak reproachiully.

4, The General Assembly would direct special attention to the repeatel
allusions of the Report i the prevailing sin of intemperance as the fruitful
source of misery in the world, and of evils manufold and disastrous in the
church; they would also rejoice in the testimony borne of a growing inter-
eat throughout the chavch in the progress of temperance, and would affec-
tionately counsel all our office-bearers to have special regard to the canses
of intemperance within their respective bounds, and to dv what in them
lies, by carnest precept aml consistent practice to have these removed.

5. The Generul Assembly feel gratified by the proofs which the Report
supplies vl increasing attentinn throughout the church to Christian liber-
ality, and pecsonal effort for the good of others. In view, however, of the
fact also brought cut that the faithful and godly up-bringing of our chil-
dren, and expecially the duty of family worship, are not attended to as gen-
erally as the Word of God and the Covenant engagements of church mem-
bers demand, the General Assembly would direct special attention to
these vital duties as most intimotely associated with the progress of a health-
ful piety in our church.

6. The General Assembly would recommend to Synods and Presbyteries
to continue the conferences on the state of Religion, which are now happily
Decoming general, and to have the devotional element increasingly pervad-
ing their ordinary meetings.

7. The General Assembly instract Sessions to hold periodical meetings
for prayerful deliberativn respecting the spiritual state of their respective
congregations, and for consideting the best means of promoting a more faith-
ful ﬁischm‘gc of the duties entrnsted to them.

8. The General Assembly would also recommend the revival of the gond-
1y practice of Presbyterial visitations, and alsd the sending forth of deputa-

. tions to engage in Evangelistic work throughout different distriets of the
Church. . ’

9. The General Assemblv resnlve hereafter, in connection with the pres-
entation of the Report on the state of Religion, to hold a conference on the
subject, and that it he remitted to the Committee to arrange for this confer-
ence as they see fit.

3ARRIAGE WITH A DECBASED WIFHE'S SISTER.

The Re%ort of the Committee appointed by last General Assembly
20 revise the report then submitted on the subject of Marriege with a de-
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ceased wife’s sister, was read by Mr. Gregg the Convener. The thanks of
the Assembly were tendered tg the Committee, and especially to the Con-
vener, for their diligence. It was further moved, seconded, and unanimously
agreed to, that the Report, as now submitted, be printed in Tract form,
and circulated, as an excellent exposition of the grounds vn which the stan-
dards of the church are based on this subject.

SABBATH SCHOOL REPORT.

The Sabbath School Repurt was given in by Mr, Cochrane, of Brantford,
Convencr, There was also read a report on the selection of Salbath School
books; also an overture from the Presbytery of Guelph recommending the
p{epa;}ation of a uniform scheme of lessuns fur the Sabbath Schouls of the
church.

The Reports were received, and the thanks of the Assembly tendered to
the Commuittees, especially to the Conveners, for their diligence  The
repotts, with the overture, were referred to a special Committee to consider
the several puints connected with the subjects, and report to an carly diet of
the Assembly.

At a subsequent diet the Cummittee on the Sabbath School Report and
other papers presented a report, in accordance with the recommendations of
which the Assembly ordered the Report tv be printed in the appendix to the
minutes of Synod ;the Assembly recommended the Synodicaland Presbyterial
C-nferences on Sabbath Schuol work. The Committee on Sablath School
hoake was continued with certain instructions ; and a Committee was ap-
pointed to consiler the propriety of preparing a uniform series of lessons,
It was rccommended tov, that so fat as muy be practicable, Presbyteries
make arrangements {ir holding Sulbath Schuol Institutes or training classes
for teachers within their bounds. .

DAY OF THANKSGIVING,

The Awsembly appointed a Comnittee to arrange for a day of thanksgiv-
ing, and to correspond with vther Evangelical churches now holding their
annual meetings, that the same dav may be observed as generally as possi-
ble throughout the land. The Committee subsequently reported, through
Dr. Burns, Convener, that the 14th November appearad to be the most suit-
able day, and it was appointed accordingly.

RECEPTION OF MINISTERS AND LICENSING OF STUDENTS.

Applications were made by varivus Presbyteries for leave to receive sever-
al ministers applying for adnissivn, and alsu for leave to admit to public
probationary trials several students of Divinity who had finished the pre-
scribed curriculum.  The Assembly appointed & Cumuittee to consider ma-
turely the several cases and report.  In accordance with the report of the
Committee the Assembly granted leuve to the Presbytery of Montreal to re-
ceive Rev. L. Dionne, of the French Evangelical church; to the Presby-
tery of Ottawa to receive Mr. Turnbull, formerly & minister of the Church
of England ; to the Presbytery of Hamilton to receive Rev. Mr. J. R. Me-
Kvteheon, from the United Presbyterian Church of North America. The
Assembly also agreed to receive into the Church, Messrs. D. Taylor, D. Me-
Intoch, J. Smith, and J. Galloway, who had not had an opportunity of ap-
plying to any Presbytery of the Church.

The Assembly granted leave to the several Presbyteries applying to admit
to public probationary trials and license, the following stufents —Messrs
M. Danby, J. Stewart, R. Whillins, W. Kay, E. Cockburn, R. Pettigrew
W. Armstrong, J. Macalister, D. D. McLennan, H. Sinclair.

DELIVERANCE ON COLLEGE REPORTS, ETC.

The report of this Committee was presented on the afternoon of thi
13th. The report recommended that, during the ensuing year, the
question of an additional Professor in Knox 5ollege be consi&,ered hy.

resbyteries, and that they nominate such minister as they may deem
suitable for the chair. The Assembly, however, decided to proceed,
n accordance with overtures which had heen submitted, to the election
of a Professor, when Mr. W. Gregg, of Cooke’s church, Toronto, was unen~
imously elected to the chair of apo%ogetics. The Assembly also appointed
Dr. Proudfoot lecturer for next session in Homiletics, The Assembgy adop~
ted the recommendations of the report authorizing the Senate to make ad-
ditions to the Library of Knox Col ege. A recommendation was also adop~
ted with reference to the number of times that students shall be called to
tv preach while the work of the classes is going on limiting the number of
times to six, and that it be the same for each Theological year. The Bur~
sary scheme was commended to tlgi liberality of the church; and the Senate
in connection with the Board, was authorized to make provision for the
teaching of elocution. . -

With reference to Montreal College, the Assembly, in accordance wii
the recornmendations of the report, applauded Mr, J. M, Gibson, Lecturer in
Exegetics.

The colleetion for the training of French students and French Evangeliz- ~
atiun was ordered to be taken up in all the congregations of the church.

With referenee to the addition of the Presbytery of Kingston be added to
the three Presbyteries now connected with the Cullege, it was agreed that the
matter be remitted to the eunsideration of the Presbytery of Kingston with
the instruction that they report to next Assenbly their views thereon, the
Assembly granting leave to the congregations wituin its bounds to send
their cullege contributions to the Treasurer of Montreal College dwring the
current ecclesiastical year, . .

A recommendation that an additional Professor be appointed as soon s
possible was laid on the table until next meeting of Assembly.

The Assembly appointed two Lecturers for three months each, dur
ing next session, viz,, Messrs. W. McLaren, of Ottawa, and}John Campbell
of Toronto,

. The Assembly recommended that the first Sabbath of October be ob-
served as a day of special prayer for the Culleges,

With reference to the Manitoba College—
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1. fl‘he Assemibly appointed a Committee to draftan act of incorporation,
and,tn connexion with the Presbytery of Manitoba, to take steps for hav-
ing it sanctioned by the Legislature of the Province of Manitoba.

2. The Assembly appointed a Board of Trustees for the College ;

8. And also 2 Board of Management.

4. It was referred to the Senate and Board of Examiners of Knox Col-
lege’to consider to what extent the course of study in Manitoba College
can he regarded as equivalent to the preparatory course i Knox Cullege
and Montreal, and tu report to next Assembly.

5. It was agreed that the collectivns for College purposes in the Presby-
terv of Manitoba be appropriated to the support of the College there.

ERECTION OF A NEW PRESBYTERY.

Overtures were presented to the Assembly in favour of the erection of a
new Presbytery, to be culled the Presbytery of Bruce.  After hearing those
appointed to support the vvertures, and full considemtion of the subject,
the Assembiy agreed tu the overture, and constituied a new Preshytery to
be called the Presbytery of Bruce, comprising the whole county of Bruee,
with the exeeption of the congregations in that county at present connected -
with the Presbytery of Dutham, and the conaregation of Allenford in the
Presbytery of Uwea Svund.  The new Preshyterv was appomted to hold its
first meeting iu Kincardine on the 1st Tuesday of August, Mr. John Fraser
to De its first moderator.

PETITION OF MR. W. C. WINDEL.

. A Petition from Mr. W. C. Windel was laid before the Assembly pray-
ing to be restored to his former status as a member of this Chuurch, and that
he may be connected with the Presbytery of Cobourg. There was also a
petition frum the congregations of Carhourg and Ballydufi, asking that these
congregations be also received into the Church and cunnected with the
Presbytery of Cobourg. After consideration of these petitions it was

ed to appoint a special cominission with full powers tu call for parties
and settle the case.

10YAL ADDRESS TO THE QUEEN.

The Assembly unanimously agreed to draw up a loval and dutiful ad-
dress to Her Majesty the Queen. A Committee was appointed to draft the
same. On being reported the draft was adopted and ordered to be trans-
mitted in the usual way.

REPORT OF HOME 3MISSION COMMITTEE.

The Report of the Home Miscion Committee was presented on the evening
of Friday, 7th, by Mr. J. Laing, Convener. The Report set forth the oper
ations of the Home Mission scheme for the year, the receipts being .
814,992.46, and the expenditure $15,202.12, leaving a deficiency of $209.66.
There are in all 122 mission ficlds reported, being an increase of 26. Nine
congregations have been organized from mission stations, and u pleasing
growth is reported in many others. The supplemented congregations are
in number less by two than last year. The report referred to the great
ineguality in regard to the rate of contributing among the Presbyteries of
the Church, and concluded by stating that the Convener now resigued the
position which he had for some years held.
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The Report was referred to a Committee to consider the various matters
embraced in the repoit. To the same Committee the Assembly referred
several special applications from Presbyteries with reference to the employ-
ment and standing of ordained Missivnaries, and with same cummittee in
wnnection with the Committee on College matters, was referred an overture
for the Presbytery of Manitoba with reference to the Manitoba College.

At o subsequent di¢t the Assemlly adopted the fullowing deliverance :

The Assembly expresses its satisfaction aud its gratitude for the decided
progress which has been made in the cause of Houme Missicns during the
past year, as shown in the amount of work accomplished, in the increase of
contributions to the fund which exceed those of last year Ly the sum of
$2,744, and in the circumstance of nine mission stativns having been ad-
vanced into organized congregations, and the same number of supplemented
congregations having become self-sustaining ; and also notices, with appro-
lativn, the interest and zeal manifested in the cause of missions by the
students f both Knox College and the College of Montreal, and the large
amount of work accomplished by these respective Societies, and further -
regards, as of great importance, the city mussion work conducted at con-
si&emble expense by several congregations, exclusive of their liberal contri-
hations to the general schemes of the Church.

The Assembly observes, with regret, that while the advance in the income
of the Home Mission is considerable, it does not equal theincrease of expen-
diture ; that there is great inequality of liberality in different Presbyteries ; -
and that, in the case of several, there is an actual decrease in the aggregate
amount for the last year ; and in the view of these circumstances again
urgently enjoins on Presbyteries to take a greater interest in the cause of
missions, and to employ all proper means for inciting defaulting congrega-
tions to a performance of their duty.

The circumstance of 113 ministers of the Church having stipends less
than the minimum of $600, and there being little prospect from the present
rate of contributions, of the number being eminisged, is deeply regretted,
and the attention of Presbyteries and congregations called to this, asa
reason for increased efforts to secure greater liberality. )

The Assembly instructs the Clerk to acknowledge receipt of the grants
of £100 Sterling respectively for the Free Church of Scotland, and the
Presbyterian Church ot Ireland, and tender the cordial thanks of the Assem-
bly for the same, and also to express the thanks of the Assembly to the
Presbyterian Church of Ireland fur appuinting a Missionary to labour in
connection with the Canada Presbyterian Church, in the Province of Mani- -
toba, with an allowanee of £50 yearly in part payment of his stipend.

With reference to the application of the Presbytery of Manitoba for assist-
ance for Prof. Bryce, the Committee having received an unofiicial intimation
of the appointment Ly the Synod of the Presbyierian Church of Canada
in connection with the Church of Scotland, of Mr. Iart an ordained Mis-
sivnary to labour in Manitulg, and the strong desive expressed by the Synod
for co-operation with this Church in the work in Manitoba, the Assembly
express s its satisfaction at the propused co-vperation on the !Jo.rt of a

" sister Churcly, and instructs the Presbytery of Manitobato act in thismatter

as to its wisdom may seem fit.
The Assebly resulved that the Presbytery of Manitoba have leave to em- _
Ploy another labourer for such fields as they may deem necessary ; also that
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when Mr. Donaldson, the ordained Missionary of the Irish Preshyterian
Chureh, is received as a minister of this Church, by the Presbytery of Mani-
toba, the Home Mission Committee be authorized to make his salary equal
to those of the other Missionaries, and to pay his expenses from Toronto to
the field.

The Ascembly agreed that a definite understanding be sought with the
Presbytery of Manitoba, respecting the salary, to be raised for the Mission-
aries in the respective districts, to which their labours are devoted, and that
for the present year also, an additional swn of$100 be given to each-of the
Missionaries, whereby their claims are raised to $700,

The Assembly, in accepting the resignation of Mr. Laing, Convener,
whose services are no longer available to the Church in that capacity, ex-
_presses its cordial thanks to him for the important service he has rendered,
2t no small sacrifice on his part, to the cause of Home Missions during the
seven years that he held the office of Convener, regarding, as it does, the

axtension of the Home Mission operations, and the efficiency with which
these have been conducted, as largely attributable to his ability and dili-
rence. The Assembly would take this occasion also to express its high
respect for his character, and hi< ability and devotedness as a Minister of
the Gospel, and, as he has acceptel another position of importance and use
. falness, prays that the blessing of the Lord may rest on him and his
family, and that he may be favored with comfort and success in his work.
- In compliance with petitions from the Presbyteries of Simcoe and Ottawa,
she Assembly authorizes the former Presbytery to appoint Rev. James Bar-
‘ton, B.A., to take®charge of the Muskoka Missions at a salary of $600 per
annum, and the latter {i’l‘e\-bytcry to call and ordain a Missionary to laber
atthe Mattawan and other points in the Upper Ottawa, at the salary which
may be deemed necessary ; both these ordained Missionaries kaving a seat
in their respective Presbyteries.
LETTER FROM REV, W. AITKEN.

The Assembly took up a letter from the Rev. W. Aitken, formerly of
Snith’s Falls, and was recently a missionary in Brstish Columbia. In
accordance with the request therein contained the Assembly agieed to grant
WW. Aitken a certificate of ministerial standing.

SABBATH OBSERVANCE.

The Committee on Sabbath Olservance presenfed a veport, and Mr
Medlulien., Convener of the Committee, addressed the Assembly in support of
the recomendations of the Ruporl. The Assembly agreed to receive the
Report, and instruct the Committee to take such stevs as in their wisdom
they might deem proper, in the way of petitions to Parliament, and remon-
strances to the Directors and employees of Railroad Companies, and in other
Ways, as may tend to abate the evils of Sabbath desecration.

’ MODE OF ELECTING THE MODERATOR.

An overtrire transmitted through the synod of London, with reference to
the made of electing the moderator of Assembly was read. The object of
the overture was to do away with the nomination by Presbyteries. The
Assemhly, after hearing Dr. Waters in support of the overture, agreed that
there was 10 reason for changiuy the presentlaw and praceice of the Church

UNIGN OF PRESBYTERIAN CHURCHES. '
At the afternoon dict of Monday 10th, the Assembly proceeded to con-
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<ider the subject of union with other Presbyterian Churches. The Clerk -
-read the returns from Presbyteries to the papers in union sent down by the
last Assembly, embracin% basis of Union and accompanyin%Resoluﬁons.
It ap[penred that 16 Presbyteries had reported as follows:—Six approved
.simpliciler, viz.,, Brockville, Kingston, Ontario, Hamilton, Chatham, and,
Manitoba ; Ottawa approved generally with slight modifications on the 2nd
.article; three Presbyteries—Cobourg, Toronto, and Paris approved generally
with slight modifications of the 2nd article ; Durham approved generally
with slight modifications of the 2nd article, and would add an article on the
Headship of Christ ; Huron approved generally, with modifications of the
1st arvticle : Simcoe approved generally with modification of 2nd article,—
would add an article on Headship, and would separate endowment from
union question : Montreal recommended an article on the Headship of
Christ, and modification of the resolution anent Colleges ; Guelph disap-
proved, on the ground that the basis does not condemn Erastianism ; and
Stratford considered that the Assambly should take no further steps till the
other negotiating Churches have considered the basis. '

The Assembly then proceeded to consider the latticles seriatim. Each
article was considered separately. Several amendments were proposed, but
‘the articles in their original form were successively carried. It wasthen
moved by Dr. Topp, seconded by Dr. Taylor, that the form articles, which
hence has been adopted separately, form the basis of union for the united
Church. It was moved in amendment by Mr. Ross, seconded by Mr.
Paterson, “that, in order to a right and harmonious uwnion, itis deemed
eseential, by the General Assembly, that the basis of union should contain a
recognition of the Lord Jesus Christ as the only King and Head of his
Church, and also as the King of Kings and Lord of Lords.”

Mr, Scott moved an amendment, seconded by Mr. Tolmie,  that the
Assembly delay its final decision on the basis until the committee-on unien
Tad ascertained the views of the negotiating Churches, or the Headship of
Christ over the Church as making her independent, in all her proceedings,
of the interference of any other anthority, and has also ascertained the pro--
bability of these Churches, agrecing to the insertion, in the basis, of.an
article on the subject, and instruct the Committee accordingly.”

It was moved in further amendment by Mr. Cochrane, seconded by Mr.
Wardrope, ¢ that the four articles which have now been adopted separately
form the basis of union for the United Church ; but in view of the fact that
many esteered members of the Assembly desire a recognition of the Head-
ship of Christ over His Church, it be an instruction to the Uniorr Committee
to endeavour to secure, in some way, such a deliverance, as shall meet the
views of all parties in this Church, and report to next Assembly.”

Before taking the vote, Dr. Taylor, at the request of the moderator, led
the Assembly in prayer. The vote was then taken, when the amendment
of Mr. Cochrane was carried successfully over the amendments of Mr. Scott
2ud Mr. Ross, and over the motion of Dr. Topp. The yeas and nays being
called for, 80 voted yea, and 31 nay. The Assembly accordingly decid

-on terms of Mr. Cochrane’s amendment. Several members of the
Assembly recorded their dissent. '

A motion was now made by Mr. Tre, seconded by Mr. Lowry, todefer
further discussion of all other matters connected with the union negotiations, -
until next Assembly. The motion was, however, lost, and the Assembly -

then proceeded to consider the resolutions on Collegiate Education an
. other subjects. :
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Dr. Proudfovt then, seconded Mr. Ure, moved the adoption of the-
first clause of the resolution vn Cullegiate Education, to the effect that the
negotiating Churches should enter into union with the Theological and
Literary Institations whieh they now Lave, and that application be made to
Parliament for such legislation as shall bring them into relations with the
United Ckurch, similar to those which they now hold io their respective
Churcheg, and to jreserve their corporate existence, government, and
functions un terms and cunditions like to those under which they now exist.

An amendment was propused by Dr. Waters, seconded by Mr. J. W.
Mitchell, to the effect that inasmuch as a Targe number of  the office-bearers
and members of the Church are vppused in the present ci- umestances of the
country to undertaking any general clussical philusophical teaching, asa part
of the Church's work, it would, therefure, be greatly preferable that the
faculties in arts of Queen's College and Union College should be placed on
such a basis as, while preserving them in all their efficiency, wou}r], at the
same time, remove them from the direct control of the church,

It was moved in further amendment to Dr. Prondfoot’s motion by Mr.
Cochrane, secouded by Dr. McVicar—“that the _Assembly delay further
considerativn of the College yuestivn in the meantime.” The amendment
by Dr. Waters having Leen withdrawn, the vote was taken between Dr.
Proudfuot’s motivn and Mr. Cuchrane's amendment. The motion was car-
ried, and the yeas and nays being called fur, 64 voted yea and 27 nay.

Several members dissented from the finding come to,

The second clause,of the resolution on collegiate education, having refer-
ence to endowment, was deferred until the report on the endowment move-
ment was presented.  Subsequently the matter of endowment having been

“referred to the respective Boards of the Colleges, the clause was omitted.

The third clause it was agreed to leave out.

Dr. Proudfoot, seconded by Mr. Scott, of Napanee, moved that the
fourth clause be adopted to read as follows:—The Assembly instruct their
Committee in union, in bringing this resolution under the notice of the
Committees of the negotiating churches, and seeking their approval thereof
1o inform them that this church still adheres to its repeatedly expressed op-
position to state grants for denominational colleges in these provinces,
and further instruct their Committee to ascertain whether there is a definite
prospect of leaving union action in the United Church in this matter.

Ms. Wilson, seconded by Mr. Ball, moved that this clause be left out.

Dr. Proudfoot’s motion was carried by a vote of 73 to 4. Messrs. Wilson
and Burion dissented.

On proceeding to re-appuint the Tuion Committee it was found that those
of them who were present dedined to act. A Cummittee was then appoint-
ed to nominate the members of the Cotnmittee in union.  Ultimately, how-
ever, the former Committee was re-appointed.

REPORT OF FOREIGN MISSIONS COMMITTEL.

The Report of the Foreign Missions Comauittes was presented on the
evening of Tuesday 11th by Mr. MdLaren, Cumvener.  The report 1efured
to the operations carried on duning the year in British Columnbia, the Sas-
katchewan, and mission in China undertaken by the Rev. G. L. McKay. It
referred to the selection of wnother missionary for the Saskatdiewan, Mr.
Edward Vincent, who had been ordained Ly the Proshytary at Ottanwa, Tt
mentioned the gratifying faot that there Lad Leen sudh an Lncrease in the
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amount of contributions fur Foreign Miseivn purposes, that not only had
the deficiency of past years Leen wiped out, but a balence of nearly $3,000
was on hand af the end of the year.

The Assembly received the report, tendered thanks to the Committee and
gspecially to the Convener, and referred the report to a Committee to consi-
der the recommendations and reportat an carly sederunt; the Assembly in-
structed the Committee to meet with the Committee on the Home Mission
Report to confer on the recommendations anent Biitish Columbia; further
the Assembly rendered its sense of gratitude to the Great Head of the
church for the auspicious opening up of a Foreign Mission work such as is
presented in the report, and for the large increase of contributivns to the
funds of the Mission. At the invitation of the asseibly, Mr. Vincent, ad-
dressed them.  TIis address was listened to with attention, and approbation, .

At a subsequent sederunt the Committee reported, and in accordance with
the recommendations contained in the report the General Assembly agreed
to transfer the missivn in British Columbia from the Foreign Misston Com-
mittee to the Howe Mission Committee buat that for the first year vue half of
the liabilities Le Luine Ly the Foreign Missior Fund. The vther recommen-
dations in the report of the Forcign Mission Committes were adopted with
the exeeption of the Fifth, It was agreed to transfer the name of Mr.
Edward Vincent from the roll of the Presbytery of Ottawa to that of the
Precbytery of Manitoba ; alsu that the Forcign Mission Committee have

ower to send a deputy to visit the Prince Albeit Mission, encourage the
Missionaries in their work, enquire into the methol of its operations and
make any suggestions which may be deemed advisable.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON BTATISTICS.

The report of the Committee on Statistics was called for on the evening
of Tuesday 11th, and was presented by Dr. Waters, Convener. The reports
which had been drawn up with great labour and care prescribed many
encouraging features, showing very marked progress during the year.

The report was received, and the thanks of the Assembly tendered to the
Committee, and very especially to the Convener for the great pains taken
in the preparation of the report ; the Assembly further aﬁopted the recom-
mendation of the Committee, and ordered the report to be published in the
appendix to the minutes. The Assembly also granted to the Convener
the sum of 873, as a recognition of his services involving a great amount of
labour. .

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC.

The Assembly proceeded to consider the answers of Presbyteries and
Kirk Sessions to the remit of last year on the subject of Instrumental
Music. It was found that eleven Presbyteries approved siagpliciter of the
Tnterim Act, one approved generally, one while disapproving of the terms
would grant liberty, four disapproved ; of Kirk Sessivns twenty-three ap-
proved, and forty-two disapproved.

It was then moved by Dr. Proudfoot, seconded by Mr. R. Rodger,—
“That as the interim act in reference to the use of instrumental music in
public worship has been aporoved by a large majority of Presbyteries, it be
aow enacted as the law of the church in this matter.

It was moved in amendment by Mr. Monteath, seconded by Mr. James
Brown,—That in view of the conflicting opinivns Lrought out in the returns
-on instrumental music in the worship of God, and in viewalso of the evils
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that might arise if the interim act were adopted, the Assembly resolves to.
refrain from legislation on said question, and agrees to re commend to all

arties who may differ a= to the mode of divine praise, to exercise mutual
forbearance and charity.

It was moved in further amendment by Mr. J. M. King, seconded by Mr.
Cochrane,—The General Assembly declines to enact any law on the subject
of the use of instrumental music in the worship of God, but judges that the
Inatter is not one in which uniformity of usage should be enforced in this
. Church, especially in view of the gencral expression of the Church’s mind
in favour of extending liberty tu cungregations therein ; nevertheless, in
agreeing to this deliverance, the General Assembly deems it seasonable to
enjoin due regard to simplicity of worship, and the peace of congregations,
in connexion with any changes which may be introduced.

G It was moved in further amendment by Mr. Wilson, seconded by Mr.
reen,—

Whereas, it is a doetrine held by this Church as founded upon and
agreeable to the Word of God, to which all its ministers and offlce-bearers
are pledged, viz., * That the true God is not to be worshipped in any way
not preseribed in the Holy Scriptures, (Conf. of Faith, chap. xxi, see. 1st.)

‘Whereas, it cannot be shown that the use of instruments of musicin
Higb'fggrship, under this new aud more spiritual dispensation, Is so pre-
scribed :

‘Whereas, to sanction the use of such instruments in worship, would be a.
violation of the basis of the union so happily effected in 1861, which pro-
vides “That the ordinances of worship shall be administered in this
Church as they have heretofore been by the respective bodies of which it
is.composed :”

‘Whereas, to authorize their introduction, or grant leave to Kirk Sessions
and congregations to introduce them, would virtually, if not actually, cause
division in the Church, and produce many evils with respect to the service-
of praise: .

‘Whereas, it is un-Presbyterian and unwise to commit so important a
matter as that of the regulation of the mode of worship to Kirk Sessiong
and congregations, and to do so, would tend to disturb the harmony and
peace of congregations, and destroy that nniformity of worship that shounld
prevail in a Presbyterian Church:

Resulved, that the whole subject e laid on the table.

It was moved in further amendmeot by Mr. J. Scott, London, seconded
by Mr Lowry, as follows.—The reporf of the retwrns on the subject of
instrumental music in connexion with the public worship of (Rod having
been read, the Assembly agrees not to pass the interim act on the subject
into a law of the Church, nor in any direct way to legislate on the question,
and, while laying no prohibition on the use of an instrument, where con-
gregations agree 1 desiring it, at the same time declare a preference for
expression of praise in vocal music ulone, as more in keeping with the
simplicity of the New Testament dispensation, and more fitted to secure the
cnds of spiritual worship; and recommend that cungregations confine them-
%elllvesh'w this mode of praise, both in the Sabbath School and in the

urch,

Dr. Proudfuut cruved leave to withdraw his motion in favor of the amend-
ment of Mr, King,
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Mr. Monteath craved leave to withdraw his smendment in favor of that
of Mr. Scott. Leave was, in both cases, granted. Vutes having been taken
on the remaining motions, Mr. Scott’s amendment was carried over that of
Mr. Wilson, and Mr. King’s motion over that of Mr. Scott. The ycas and
nays were called for, when 59 voted yea, and 32 nay. The roll was called
for, when 60 voted yea, and 37 nay. Mr. King's motion was then declared
to be carried. From this finding Mr. Ross, in his own name and iu that of”
vthers who might adhere, entered his dissent for reasons to be given in.

REPORTS* OF VARIOUS COMMITTEES.

At the last two sederunts of Assembly yarious reports of Comniittees,.
which had been ready, but in consequence of the pressare of business, had
not been reached.

ENDOWMENT COMMITTEE.

Rev. Dr. Topp presented the report of the Eudowment Committee, ex-
plaining the causes which had led to the endowment movement not being:
prosecuted. The Assembly received the Report, thanked the Committee,
and remitted the matter of endowment to the Cullege Boards, respectively,
to take such action as they may deem expedient to secure endowments for
the Colleges.

AGED AND INFIRM MINISTERS' FUND.

A Report from this Committee was laid before the Assembly at an early
period of its sessions. Said report was reeceived and referred to a Com-
mittee. On the report of the Committee the Assembly remitted it to the
C(immittee to bring up a weil matured plan for the future working of the
scheme. :

MINISTERS’ WIDOWS' AND ORPHANS' FUND.

The report of this Committee was presented and received. The fund con~
tinues to be in a highly prosperous state, the accumulated fund being up-
wards of $69,000, and the number of annuitants 21. It was remitted to the:
Committee to revise the rules, and especially to consider whether the posi-
tion of the fund may not warrant now an increase in the amount of the.
annuities.

FINANCE COMMITTEE,

The Report of the Finance Committee was read, setting furth the amount.
of receipts and expenditures for the various church schemes, From the re-
port it appeared that there is a large increase in the aggreate of the receipts
for the schemes. The repart of the auditors was alsy submitted, certifying
that they had examinel the buuks and vouchers of the General Agent and
found them correct.

In accordance with an overture for the Presbytery of Paris the =salary of”
the General Agent was increased to $2000 per annwm.  The salary of the.
recording Clerk was increased to $150.0u.

HOME AND FOREIGN RECORD.

The report on the Home and Foreign Record was read by Mr. Reid..
Tt stated the receipts and expenditire for the year, and proposed sume modi-
fication with a view to the more general circulatiun of the Recor:l. The Re--
pqrttt was received and the recommendations left in the hands of the Com-
mittee,

CORRESPONDENCE WITH OTHER CHURCHES.

The Rev. A. B. Simpson reported diligence as o deputy last year to the

general Assembly of the Free Church of Scotland, and to the Synod of the ~
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United Presbyterian Church. The Assembly received his Reports and
tendered thanks for the efficient way in which he had discharged his duties,
The Moderater and Clerk of Assembly with Mr. Soott of London, were ap-
pointed a Committee on correspondence with Foreign Churches for the en-
suing year,
STATED COLLECTIONS.
The stated collections for the several schemes of the Church were appoint-
. ed as last year,
. . THANKS,

The cordial thanks of the Assembly were tendered to the minister of
Knox Church, the Trustees of the Church, the Christian friends in Hamilton
who had su lspitably entertained the members of Assembly, and also
{)o the Railruwl and Steainboat Companies for reduction of fare to the mem-

ers. :

It should be stated that the Minister and Trustees of Knox Chureh were
most attentive m anything that could teud tv the cunidort of the Assembly.
Their conduet 1n this respect was entitled to all praise.

The business of the Assembly being ended the Moderator in appropriate
terms addressed the Assembly, thanking them again for the honowr con-
ferred upon him in clecting him to the oflice, and the kind forbearance ex-
ercised toward him during the Session of Assenbly. He then gave out
Psahin 122, Verses 6-9, which having been sung, Mr. Ure at the request of
the Moderator, led the Assembly in prayer. He then announced that the
Assembly was dissolved, and appuinted another General Assembly to meet
in the City of Toronto, anil within Cooke's Church there, on the first Tues-
day of June, 1573, at 7 o'clock in the evening.

MEETINGS OF OTHER PRESBYTERIAN ASSEMBLIES AND SYNODS.
; FREE CHURCH GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

The Assembly met in Edinburgh on the 23rd of May. Dr. C. J. Brown
was called to the moderator’s chair. After hearing reports, the vacant pro-
fessorships in the Glasgow College were assigned to the Rev. J. S. Cand-
lish, and Mr. Lindsay, a licenciate, The subject of union_ occupied much
of the discussions of the Assembly. The motion of Dr. Adam, of Glasgow,

_ to the effect that ministers of the United Presbyterian Church shovid be
- eligibie to calls from Free Church congregations, was carried by a-vote of
369 to 172. Dr. Rainy’s motion for a committee of Assembly to watch over
amovements in the Established Church and without, tending towards a
change in the Establishment, or its overthrow, was carried by a
vote of 322 to 84 TheSchool Bill occupied the attention of the Assembly,
and was approved of provisionally, the proviso being that no limitation
should be imposed on the kind of religious instruction ¢ nveyed at set
times, or the extent to which it should be imparted, The reports presented
to the Assembly were full of interest and encouragement. The sustenta-
tion fund showed an increase ; College endowments were progressing, and
other funds kept well up to the mark, or went beyond it. Some interesting
deputations were heard, and stirring speeches on 1nissions were delivered
by Dr. Duff and others.

UNITED PRESBYTERIAN GENERAL SYNOD.

This Synod commenced its sittings in Queen-street Hall, Edinburgh, on

the evening of the 13th of May. The Rev. Dr. Cairns, of Berwick-on-
“Tweed, was chosen moderator. in regwd to the Education Bill, the Synod
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carried the motion of Dr. Wim. Johnstone, containing resolutions to the
effect that it is not within the province of the civil government to provide
for the religious instruction of the subject, and that this departure of the

cducation of the young belongs exclusively to the parent and the Church;

that the Synod disapproves of the attempt which has been made
to ecnforce, by law, the teaching of religion in the Scottish National
Schools, regrets that provision should be made in the bill
for the continuance, under certain restrictions, of grants to denomina-
tional schools, and earnestly desires that the bill should contain an
enactment that the school rates shall not be applied in 1espect of any in-
struction on religious subjects, Otherwise the motin approved of the bill,
It was agreed to petition Parliament in accordance with the resolutlox_ls,
The recommendation of the Union Committee, in regard to the mutual elig-
ibility of ministers fur receiving callsin the negotiating churches was car-
ried on motion by a voteof 380 to 64. In regard to the organ question
the Synod left it to each cungregation to please itself, regard being had to the
harmony of the congregation. It was also agreed to lurther the union of
the English congregations of the United Presri)yterian church with the Eng-
lish Presbyterian c%urch. The substance of the Foreign Mission Report
hasalready been given, The other reports were equally favourable.

ESTABLISHED CHCRCH OF SCOTLAND GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

This Assembly met in Edinburgh on the 23rd of May, and Dr. Jamieson
of Glasgow was appointed Moderator. The Education guestion came wnder
consideration and & motion was carried in favour of the continuance of re-
ligious instruction in the schools, and provision for its continuance by legis-
lative enactment, Principal Tulloch moved the re-appointment of the
Committee on uniow with other Presbyterian bodies. _The question of dis-
establishment excited some discussion. The Mission Report showed an in-
crease in the contributions of members, and the Endowment Committee re-
ported that sixteen churches had been endowed during the year. One of
the most interesting announcements made was that the Bairds of Glasgow

had founded a lectureship similar to the Cunningham lectureship of the _

Free Church, having in view the defence of the cardinal doctrines of the
Gospel as these are exhibited in the standards of the church. The small re-
g;‘esentation of the eldership attracted attention and led to discussion.

any deputations enlivened the proceedings,

REFORMED PRESBYTERIAN SYNOD, ‘

The Synod of the Reformed Presbyterian Church in Scotland met in the
Rev. W. Symington’s Church, in Glasgow, on the 6th of May. The Rev.
John Hamilton, of Rénton, was chosen moderator. In order to the better

representation of the eldership in the Synod, it was agreed that sessions-

should be at literty to select an elder to represent them from any part of
the Church.  Overtures, craving the Synod to revise the termns of communion

and formula for admission to the Church, were referred to a Committee,

which reported a form that contained nous of the objectivnable terms based
upon ancient Covenanting dvcuments, The motion to make minister, of
the negotiating Pre<byterian Churches equally eligible to calls, was carried..
A letter from the American General Reformed Synod reopened a correspon~
dence lately dropped ; but it was agreed that, in resuming correspondence,
the Seoteh Syneul was to he in no respect understood as homologating the
action of the American Church in the suspension of the well-known philan-
thropist, G, H. Stewart. No vote was taken on the Education question,
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although all the motions favoured religious instruction in the public school,
The various reports on the New Hebrides Mission which is carried on
harmony with our sister Churches in the Lower Provinces and others, on
Theological Education, &c., were interesting, and denoted progress,

~8YNOD UF THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCE UF CANADA IN CONNECTION WITH
THE CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.

The Synod of this sister Church met in St. Andrew's Church, Kingston,
on the 5th of June. The Rev. Dr. Hogg, of Guelph, occupied the modera-
‘tor’s chgir. The Report of the Temporalities Fund showed that the revenue
last year was over tiirty thousand dollars, nine thousand of which was
raised by the Church. Other reports were satisfactory, especially that
-of Morrin College, which has recently been presented with the late Judyge
Aylwin’s library, and looks forward to a government grant arising from
marriage lcense fees. The great subject of interest to the Synod was that
-of Union. The Union Commuttee was re-appointed with instructions to the
the membhers to order themselves by the decisions of the Synod in their
-deliberations and recommendations, Thus they are not to allow any formal
recognition of the Headship of Christ to be pressed upon them, nor to re-
pudiate the principle of accepting state grants for denominational purposes,
while they are to allow the United Church to dispense with the manage-
ment of the Arts Department of Queen’s College, and to arrange as best
they may for the election of professors by the governing boards of the
“Colleges or by the Church Courls. A deputation from the parent church
and others from the United States and Canada, contributed to the interest
of the sersions.  Mr. Hart was appointed as missionary to Manitoba, and to
tﬁxke part in the work of the Eresbyterian College there under Professor

ryce. .

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN IRELAND,

The General Assembly of the Irish Presbyterian Church met in Belfast
on 8th June, and cuntinued in session about the usual time. The Rev.
W. Johnstun, of Belfast was called to the Moderator’s chair.  Mr. T. Sin-
clair moved the adoptivn of the Sustentation Fund Report  The total
-amount subscribed this year was £24,665, being an increase on amount of
last year of £433. All the ministers who were in receipt of the Regium
Donum have comnuted, except about thirty, who are also expected to com-
mute. The missionary and other reports were interesting. A keen discus-
sion took place on the question of instrumental music. The Assembly were
equally divided on'the question.  Scveral deputations were received. A
letter was received from Lord Farnham offering £25 per annum to each of
six congregations on his estate in the County Cavan. The Assembly ordered
1he letter to be recorded.

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE SPANISH CHRISTIAN CHURCH.

This cunrt, at which seventeen churches were represented, met in the
first week of April at Madrid. Mr. Moore the missionary of the Irish
Presbyterian Church gives the following account of its proceedings

% The commission charged with preparing a Confession of Faith presented
the result of their labours to the assembly, the examination of which occu-
pied ten daye ; and, although there were many points that gave rise to vig-
«orous discussions, each one cnntending for his peculiar views of truth, yet the
reigning spirit in the Assembly was that of mutual respect and warm, fraternal
affection. A commission was also appointed, during the sittings of the As-
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-sembly, to examine and report on the qualifications of candidates for ordina-
tion. _Of these there were five, all of whom have lLcen preaching for a con-
siderable time, and some have large congregations. The resull of the exami-
nation was satisfactory in the case of two or three, hut with regard to the
others, the commission felt bound to report to the Assembly that in ordinary
circumstances they would not recommend them as fit for the pastoral charge
of & congregation, but taking into account the greatneed there is of labourers
in this country, and on the condition that these would apply themselves with
special diligence to reading and prayer, they advised the Assembly toproceed

to their ordination. On the ollowing day (Sabbath), after the morning
service in the church of the Madera Baja, the ordination took place, in the
presence of an immnense congregation.  Senor Cabrera preached an appropri-
ate sermon, and conducted the ordination services in an admirable style,
The service was a very imposing and atfecting oue ; many were moved to
‘tears, and both the ordainers and the ordained seemed to have a lively sense .
of the responsibility of such a svlemn oftice.  In the evening of the same day
a farewell service was held in Senor Ruet’s church, where the members of
the Ass -mbly, before separating cach to his respective field of labor, met
avund the eommnmion talle, to celcbrate the dying love of our common
Lwd and King. Thus ewlel the second Assembly of Le Iglesia Cristiana
Espriole. ‘Three gentlemen were licensed to preach the Gospel, and the
zest of the business, such as the Catechism, Hymn-book, etc., was postponed
till the next meeting of Assembly, whiclt is to be held in this cityin the
first week of April, 1873, . .

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE AMERICAN PfiESBYTERL\N CHURCH.

The Third general assembly of this Church since the union met in
Detroit on the 16th of May. Dr. Nicolls of St. Louis, was elected to the
‘moderator’s chair, a3 successor to Dr. Humphreys. The meeting lasted till
#he 29th and was characterized by much harmony and good feeling. An
important subject before the Assembly was that to which we have adverted
in noticing the last n:umber of the Princeton Review, the placing on a good, ..
economical and satistactiry busis, the benevolent work of the Church. “The
various reports told of increasing prosperity and progress. Several deputa-
tions were rcceived,ircluling vne from the Established Church of Scotland,
a somewhat unusual event. The Elders’ mectings were an important
feature in the interest of session.  The next meeting is appointed to be held
in Baltimore.

A prize essay on “The Governminent of the Kinglom of Christ,” by the
Rev. J. Moiv Porteous, gives detaile L statistics of the Pre-byterian Church
throughout the world. The tabie on Great Britain and Ircland states that
there are at present —42 synods, 276 presbsteries, 4546 churches, 4514
ministers, 23,53 eiders, 15410 deasons, 1,093,149 ¢ommanicants, 62,606
teachers, aud 645,621 scdolars In Saobath Scitvols connected  with British
Preshyterian Churches, . :

The ta de of “ General Statisties of the Presbyterian Church™ is a more
interesting and swiprising docwment. It recxvns Presbytevian  details
throughout its various branches thus :—146 synods, 1180 Preshyteries,
20,133 churches, 12,774 ministers, 25,528 elders, 21,009 deacons, 26,735,396

. Iembers, and 34,351,357 >f a population. Inaddition to this, it mentions
9932 churches, 8033 ministers, and 20,379,765 of a population belonging to
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the Lutheran persuasion. Dlanks in the tables indicate that this is rather
an under than an over statement. Few will he prepared for this detail—
namely, that there are upwards of Thirty-four Millions, three hundred
thousand of a Presbyterian population ; and if any choose to add the
Lutherans, then they form an army of nearly Fifty-five Millions, The
generally estimated Protestant population of the world, as here stated, is
107,000,000, Whether, then, Presbyterians and Lutherans are taken
together, or the former alone be considered, Preshyterians must constitute
by far the largest Protestant denomination in the world. Certainly, *if
numbers are to be looked at, Presbytery deserves some consideration.”
. DEATH OF MINISTERS

Dr. Islay Burns, once of St. Peter's Free Church, Dundee, and latterly
professor in the Free Church Cullege, Glasgow, died on the 20th of May.
He was a nephew of the late Dr. Burns, of Toronto, and brother of the late
Rev. W. C. Burns, the missionary to China. Dr. Burns was a pleasant
writer as well as a good scholar and earnest Christian, and has left behind
him works of no little interest. Among them may be mentioned “The
Pastor of Kilsyth,” and his works on Church History. This death makes
the second vacancy in the Glasgow College within a short time, that of Dr.
Gibson being the first.

Dr. Norman McLeod, of the Barony Church, Gladgow, also died still more
vecently. His death will be a great loss to the “Established Church of
Scotland, and to the work of religious literature which he did so much
to advance in connection with Good Words and other publieations. Dr,
McLeod stood high in royal favour, being one of Her Majesty’s Chaplains
for Scotland. He was also deservedly popular for many excellent qualities,
although somewhat inclined to take t%e broad side of a subject, as in the
case of the Sabbath Question. He was expected to visit Canada towards
the end of the season, and some who had met with bim in storiny disruption
times when on his first visit to this land, looksd forward to a plewanter
reunion.

CALLS, ETC. .

The Rev. J. McGlaughlan, recently from Treland, has been called by the
congregation in Chicago.

The Rev. W. Matheson was inducted as pastor of the Gaelic congregation
at Arthur, on the 22nd May. Rev. W, Blain, of Carrick, preached and pre-
eided, Rev. J. Mellillan, of Mount Forest. addressed the inister, and
Rev. J. Morricon, of Proton, the people. The cungregation was, until late-

ly, ih connection with Mount Fovess under the care of the Rev. J. MclMil-
" lan. Formerly the entire charge was a weak one, and barely able to sus-
tain & ntinister.  Now, theve are two congregations and two ministers The
new congregation, although not large, is corapact and vigorous, and has
good pronuse of growth,

Kxox CortraiE—The Bev. W, Gregs has intimated his acceptance of
the chair of apolegetics in Knox College, and will immediately resizn his
charge. There will lie now three Professors besides Dr. Proudfuot as lec-
turer in Homiletics and classical tutors.  There is every prospect of the
classess being full and the work being carried on with vigor.
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PRESBYTERIAN CoLLEGE, MONTREAL.—The attention of students and
others is directed to the annual Calendar of this institution, which is en-
closed in the present number of the Recorp. It contains full information
regarding scholarships, medals, examinations, &e., and is fitted to promote
the Collegiate work of the church. The staff of instructors for the next
season are Rev. Professor McViear, L L. D., Rev. Prof. Cousirat, B. D.,
Rev. J. M. Gibson, B, A., Lecturer in Exeyctics, Rev. W, MacLaren, Ut-
tawa, Lecturer on Apologetics, Rev, John Campbell, Torontv, Lecturer on
Church History, Rev. A. de Sola, L L.D., Lecturer in Hebrew and Oriental
Literature, Goodwin Gibson, M. A., Classical and Mathematical Tutor.
Messrs, MacLaren and Campbell were appuinted, by the late General As-
serably, and have accepted office since the issuing of the Calendar.

Mincvies oF AssempLy.—The minutes of Assembly will Le printed with
as little delay as possible, and furwarded inthe usual way.

ManttoBa.—The Rev. Professor, Bryce is about to sct out on his return
to his dutivs in Manitoba College.  Ile will Le accompanicd by Rev. E.
Vincent, who goes to tuke a place on the steft of the Mission at Prince Al-.
bert on the Saskatchewan. The Lev, W. More, of Ottawa, is likely to pro-
ceed to the Saskatehewan Mission, to consult with the missionaries, and re-
purt on the operations as there carried.

PressyTeRY oF GUELra.—This Presbytery met at Guelph on the 7th of
May. Eleven Blinisters and twelve Ruling Elders were present.  The Records of
the Kirk Sessions of Knox Church, Elora, of Doon and Hespeler, of Everton
and Mimosa, and of the Iirst Congregation of Eramosa, were laid on the table,
and Cuimmittees appointed to ¢xwnine the same.  These Committees duly re-
purted before the cluse of the sederunt, and the Records were attested in terms of
the report in each instance, .

The Clerk reported that he had received Statistical Reports, with Finanecial
Statements, more or less complete, from all the congregations within the hounds;
with the exception of Erin and Caledon West, from which no Financial State-
ment had come to hand ; and Berlin, and Arthur, from neither of which there
had been any return, .

Mr. William Kay, A.M., a student who had completed his third year in the
Theological Classes of Knox College, was present and requested to be taken on
trial for License, and having produced satisfactory testimonials that he had com-
pleted his theological cwrriculum, and performed the work prescribed to him in. -
the course of his studies, and that his charscter and conduct during his attend-
ance at College, had been suitable to his views of life, it was agreed that a Com-
mittee, consisting of Dr. William Barrie, Convener, Messrs. George Smellie and.
W. 8. Ball, be appointed, with leave to retire, to examine dr. Kay-on the sub-
jects prescribed, viz., Latin, Greek, Philosophy, Theology and Practical Religion,
with instructions to report as soon as convenient. At a subsequent stage of the
proceedings, this Committee reported that they had discharged the duty assigned
them, and were fully satisfied by the examination they had conducted. On
motion it was agreed that the report be received, and that application be made
to the General Assembly, at their first meeting, for leave to take Mr, Kay on
Trial for License. *

It was unanimously agreed to recommend JMr. A. A. Drummond as Moderator -
of the approaching General Assembly.

The Committee appointed to consider various schemes of S. S. Lessons, with.
a view to the recommendation of one for general adoptivn throughout the bounds,
reported that they had met, and agreed that, in their opinion, the Edinburgh
scheme was the one which, in the meantime, had the best claim tv their recom-
mendation for general use, and tv ask thg Presbytery to comsider whether it
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might not be of advantage to the S. S. generally, connected with the Church,
if a scheme of Lessuns were prepared under the sanction of the General Assembly,
and if they thought that it would, that they memorialize the Assembly on the
subject. It was agreed, after due deliberalion, that the recommendation be
adopted, and a Comumittee was appuinted to prepare 2 memorial in terms thereof
to be submitted tv the Supreme Court, and supported before the same by Messrs..
Wardrope and A. D. M.Donald.

In accordanee with the request of Knox Church, Elora, it was agreed that the
clause in Art. X1I. of the Constitutivn of sald congregation which reads * that
the managers shall visit the members and seat-holders half-yearly,” be changed
50 as to read, *‘may visit " the members and seat-holders quarterly.

Afer the transaction of some business connected with the Ordinary Fund, the
Presbytery proceeded to consider the petition of the congregation at Hawksville,
submitted at their meeting on 6th March last. The petition was again read, and’
the Clerk reported that he had notified the congregation, through Mr. Cadwell,
of the action previously taken by the Presbytery. Mr. Empey was heard in sup-
port of the petition. Questiong were put to him and answered. After lengthened
deliberations, it wus resolved that a Committee be appointed to visit Hawksville,
and meet with the congregation there, to enquire into all the circumstances of the
casr, and to report at next ordinary meetiug. It having appeared in the course
of deliberation that the Church at Hawksville had not been accepting, for some
time, the supply of sermon that had been appointed, and Mr. Empey having
stated that this step had been taken, not out 0? disrespect to the Presbytery, but
from their inability to meet the necessary expenses, if they were not relieved
of the debt upon their Church, it was agr ed that the Presbytery assume auy
pecuniary obligations that may be incurred through the supply of missionary
services which the congregation do not feel themselves able to discharge, till the
Committee meet with them. The Clerk was instructed to furnish the congre-
gation with an extract minute of this deeision. .

A reference from the Kirk Session of Knox Chburch, Actun, led to the appoint-
ment of Assessors to sit with that Session, and aid in 1ssuing the case.

Mr. Torrance reported that he had gone to Doon and Hespeler on the 28th
March, and moderated in a call, which had ¢>me out unanimously in favor of
Mr. John M. Gocdrwillie, A.B. Probationer. Mr. Torrance’s conduet in mode-
rating was approved.  The Call, duly certified and transwitied through the Ses-
sion, was laid upon the table, and U mmnssioners heard in support of the same.
Questions were put and answered, from whleh it aj.peared that the stipend pro-
mised, and wh ch was covered by a subscription of vqual amounis on each sec-
tion of the congregation, was 8600, when, on motion, it was resolved that the
call he sustained as a regmlar Gospel call.  Mr. Goudwillie being present,
the call was put into his hands, when he signified his acceptance of the same.
The Moderator and Clerk were authorized to prescibe to him subjects of Trials
for Ordination, that he might undergo the same at next ordinary meeting, which
was appointed to be held in Knox Chwrth, Guelph, on the second Tuesday
of July, at 1 o'clock, p. m. .

A petition was read from the congregation at Authur, praying the Presbytery
to appoint one of their number to moderate on an early day, in a call which they
purpose giving fo one to become their minister. The petition was accompsnied’
Wwith a subseription list of $418 56, as theamount they were able fo xaise by way
of stipend, payable 1st December, 1872, Mr. Giorge Hunter was heard in sup-
port of the prayer of the petition, after which it was agreed that the prayer be
granted that Mr. Smellie be authorized to moderate on such a day as he n.ay be
requested, and that the Clerk be jastrueted to apply to the Home Mission Com-
mittee for a yearly grant, for the present of such a sum by way of supplement, as
the Committee may feel justified 1n giving.

A similar application was made by the congregation in South Lutler and
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Amaranth, and similer action taken thereon, Mr. Millican being appointed to
moderate on such a day as he may judge best,

Mr., Middlemiss gave notice that at next ordinary meeting he would move that
the salary of the Clerk be increased by not less than $20, to be reckoned from
the beginning of the ecclesiastical year.

The Presbytery proceeded to consider the remits sent down by last general As.
sembly. The first wes an appointing Alternates to commissioners from Presby-
terics to that Cowrt. The minutes of Assembly bearing on the case was read. It
was then moved by Mr. John Davidson, seconded by Mr. Thos. McCrae, that the
prineiple of appointing Alternates by Preshyteties as Commissioners to the
General Assembly, be recommended for adeption. It was moved in amendment
by Mr. James Middlemiss, seconded by Mr. Ja nes A. Thomson, to recommend

that it shall be competent for Presbyteries, it they sve occasion, to appoint Al-.

ternates.  On being put to the vote the amendment was carried over the motion
by 2 majority, and the Preshytery decided in terms thereof.

The Presbytery then adjourned to meet to-morrow worning with leave of
at Synod, 9 o'clock, in McNab St. Church, Hamilton, and the sederunt was
colsed with the benediction. e

With permission of the Synod, the Pr.sbytery met pursuant to adjournment
in McNab St. Church, Hanulton, at uine o'clock a. m., on the 8th of May and
was duly constituted. Took up consideration of the question of Instrumental
Music, remitted by the General Assembly, in terms of the Barrier Act, to Kirk
Sessions and Presbyteries. The decision of the Assembly on. the subject, includ-
ing the granting of the prayer ¢f the petition of a congregation for liberty to use
an instrnment, in the worship of God, and an Jnterim Act on the subject having
been read, returns were handed in from the Kirk Session of Knox and Chalmers’
Churches, Elora, Glenallan and Hollin, and read, whereupon, after due considera-
tion, it was moved by Mr. James K. Smith, secondetdl by Mr. John A, Davidson,
That the Preshytery approve of the Interim Act and recommend its per-
manent enactment by the General Assembly, moved in amendment by Mr.
George Smellie, seconded by Mr. A. D. McDonald, That the Presbyfery express
in the fullest and plainest manner, their disapprobation of the Interim Act,
and recoxmmend that it Le not re-enacted by the General Assembly. Onbeing put
to the vote the amendment was carried over the motion by a majority and the
Presbytery decided in terms thereof.

The Presbytery next proceeded to consider the Basis of Union, and the Resolu-.

tions on the subject of Union as & whole, between the Presbyterian Churches in
the Provinces of British North America, which had been remitted by the Ceneral
Assembly to Presbyteries, Sessions and congregations for their mature considera-
tion, and report to next Assembiy. Returns upon the subject were read.  Moved
by Mr. Middlemiss, seconded by Mr. Smellie, That the Presbytery regard the
Basis sent down as essentially defective, inasnuch as it dves not contain any dis-
tinct and explicit testimony in oppusitivn to Erastiauisni.  Moved in amendment
by Mr. J. K. Smith, seconded@ by Mr. J. A. Thompsun, That the Presbytery ex-
press generally its approval of the contemplated Union i the Basis proposed
with the addition of the following article ¢ That the Lord Jesus Christ is the
only King and Head of his Church, that he has made her free from all external or
secular authority in the administration of her aflairs, and that she is bound to
assert and defend this liberty to the utmost, and vught 1ot to cater into any such
en%agcmcnts with any party as would be prejudicial thereto.” It was moved in
still further amendment by Mr. A. D. McDonald, seconded by Mr. J. Davidson,
That the Presbytery while approving of the proposcd Basis generally, recommend
the Assembly to propose to the other Churches with which negotiations are being
carried on with a view to Union, the Basis upon whi.h the TUnion between
the Presbyterian Chlrch of Canada and the United Presbyterian Church in
Canada was consummated for theiraceeptance. A vote was first taken between
the amendment of Mr. McDonald, and that of 3Ir. Smith, when the former was

).
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earried by a majority. The amendment of Mr. McDonald was then put against
the main motion when the latter was carried. _

The Presbytery next took up the subject of Collegiate Education embraced on
the Resolution upon Union adopted by the Guneral Assembly and sent down, fo
Presbyteries Kirk Sessions and Congregutions. Returns on tbe subject were read.
It was then moved by Mr. A. D. McDonald, seconded by M. J, Little, That the
arrangement of the matter of Collegiate Education allowed to stand over till after
the question of Union shall have been settled. Moved in amendment by Mr.
Smith seconded Ly Mr. J. Davidson, That in the view of this Presbytery, three
‘Thelogical Colleges are all that is necessary to meet the wants of the United
Church, and that there is no necessity in existing circumstances to make provi-
sion for non-theological education. On being put to the vote the motion carried
over ohe amendnent. .

At his own request leave of absence from his congregation for four or five
months, was granted to Mr. J. A. Thompson to allow of his visiting Buitain, with
a view to the recovery of his health.

FREE CHURCH MISSIONS.

Mr. Robertson of Lovedale, Caffraria, complains of the emigrations of con-
verts from the mission stations to other fields, generally for the purpose of
finding work with Buropean employers. Notwithstanding he says “our class
of candidates is very large, Our Bible Class, or Class for Bible instruction,
to0 which the members come, is attended by about eighty. Our Sabbath
Schools are also large; and with respect to the evangelistic and Day School
work, we are labouring not without fruit.” .

The Foreign Mission income of this year has not quite come up to that
of 1871, but it has been sufficient for all demands. New labourers have
been sent out to take the place of some who have fallen at their posts, and of
others whom ill health has laid aside for a time from active service. The
Report shows that 7602 Indian ehildren annually reecive Christian instrue-
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tion from the Free Church IMissionaries. This is far in excess of these
similarly educated in Kaffraria, yet the number of communicantsin Africais -
decifledf;’ larger than the number inIndia. *The native church of Bengal, for
example, has only 137 in full communion ; the native church in Lovedale has
417. "~ In India the nunber adiitted on profession siace the commencement
of thenission has Leen 1192; the number in Africa has been over 2000."
The TFree Church Record in a review of the Foreign Mission work, from
which _the above items of information have been armvn, gues on to say.
“Our Indian stations are classified according to their situation geographical-
ly:—I1. In the north-east is our Bengal Mission, with its head-quarters at
Caleutta. It has twenty principal and branch stations, five ordained Euro-
peans and three ordained Natives, and forty-four Christian agents in all.
IL. In the west are (1.) The Bombay Mission, with five ordained wissionaries,
one of whom is a Native, and with thirty-one Christian agents in all; (2.)
Puna, with three ordained missionaries, and eighteen Christian agents; (3.)
Indapur and Jalna, with two ordained Native ministers, and twenty-eight
Christian agents in all. Connected with these centres ave fourteen out-
stations of greater or less importance. III. In Southern India is the Madras
Mission, with seven branch-stations, six ordained missionaries (two of them
Natives), and forty-one Christian agentsin all. IV. Jn Central India are
(1.» The Nagpore Mission, with four branches, and employing a #orce of two
ordained Europeans, and fifteen Christian agents in aﬁ)l 5 (2.) The Mission to
the Gonds, with one ordained European.

The work in Africa is similarly classified. In Kaffraria are the principal
stations of Lovedale, Burnshill, Pirie, and Macfarlane, with twénty branches
distributed among them. At Lovedale there are two ordained Europeans,
and thirteen Christian agents in all ; in Burnshill, one ordained European,
and ten Christian agents in all; at Pirie, two ordained missionaries, and
seven agents; at Macfarlane, one European catechist, and four Native
labourers.

In connection with the Transkei Mission there are one principal station
{at Cunningham), and five branches. Its agency consists of one ordained
European, and nine Native assistants. .

A third department of our African work is carried on at Natal. The
chief station is Pietermaritzburg, and there ave two branches. The whole
is under the charge of one ordained Furopean missionary and nine assistants.
This mission has been remarkably successful ; for thongh it was only estab-
lished in 1863, it has admitted since then, on profession, no fewer than 425
1o the fellowship ef the Church.

The Gordon Misston has not yet taken root, in consequence of difliculties
oceurring in finding a suitable location. But Dr. Dalzell has again set out
on an exploring tour into the interiur, and there is good hope that he will
soon find the open door of which he has been in search. In a matter so im-
portant, it is better to have a little patience than wnake a rash choice, which
might afterwards be regretted.”

The Continental Committee reports encouraging work at Cannes and
Mentone and speaks well of the progress of the Waldensian missionary spirit.
