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INTELLIGENCE FROM REV. G, L. McKAY.

We are in receipt of another letter from Mr. McKay, our missionary in
Formosa, it is dated 5th May. Mr. McKay says : “ An English doctor has
arrived, and wishes to help me in this great work ; therefore I have rented
another house fur $2.50 a month. It will make a good hospital for t*is
year, and is connected with my house in which I live, and which I use as a
chapel. The foreign cummunity have contributed to help on the work, and
without drawing on the Church (save fur the house-rent and perhaps a few
dollars for incidental expsznses), we have enough to carry on the work till
the close of the year. I cannot tell yoa how much good the work I have
been carrying un myself hias done.  Scarcely a day passes without some one
applying for my assistance, and, thank God, I have been able to cure scores
of poor suffering ones.  The doctor comes vnce every day to assist me. Ifis
all for the sake of the Lord's wourk, therefore He will bless feeble efforts. T
will let you know, from time to time, about the work. Would that the
whole Church, would pray the Lord of the harvest for a great blessing. I do
hope that this will nut keep back a doctor from Canade. This man is in
the employment of the foreign community, and is employed for a limited
time. He cannot attend to work away from here. His sympathies cannot
be like those of a medical missionary.  In the meantime I am thankful for
the assistance ; but I hope a doctor will come from Canada before long. It
i3 altogether best for him to take a course in theology. I expect to go into
the interior in a week or two. Yesterday I preacheg in Chinese to a house
Lrowded, and many standing outside. Yours sincerely, G. L. McKav.”

OLp CaraBar.—Rev. Mr. Anderson, at Old Calabar, communicates
the gratifying intelligence that, by authority, all Sabbath trading has been
stopped, as also the sale of strong drink. The missionary adds: * While
the proclamation is only of a negative «character, it implies much that is
Eositive. It implies rest from worldly toil ; it implies time for the great

ody of the population to attend the services of the sanctuary and other
means of improvement, such as Sabbath schools and Bible classes. It would
be difficult to over-estimate its value. I rejoicein it as one that hath found
great spoil.” He adds that on the following Sabbath the attendance was
much more numerous than before, being fully 600.

CAFFRELAXD.—At Umgwali, six candidates for the catechumen classes
weowe admitted into fellowship with the Church. Some of them were young.
One was an old man upwards of 70. He had been for some consi erable
time under convictions, and at last he could withstand them no more. The
missionary says him : “ He is a joy to his family, a wonder to many, and
though tottering on the brink of the grave, he can, I trust, say, with Simeon
of old, ¢ Lord now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, for mine eyes
have seen thy salvation.””

FREE CHURCH MISSIONS.

Mr. Tomory, the missionary at Constantinople, announces the baptism of
Mordecai Sitberstein. He had been for many months assistant teacher in
the German school. He is described as a simple, honest man, of quiet and
meek disposition, very zealous for the good cause, and very anxious to bring
Jews to the hearing of the gospel.  Seldom a day passes that he does not
seek an opportunity of speaking to Jews. On the occasion of his baptism he
was deeply affected.

Another case is under the consideration of the missionaries, that of the
son of a Rabbi, in Galicia, well acquainted with Hebrew and German. The

The grants
to the various supplemented charges and Mission Stations were revised.  Messrs,
Walker and Bartlett were appointed a Committee to visit Buxton, and Messis.
Warden, Bates, K. Urquhart and W. Coulthard to visit Harwich to explain the
new law adopted by the Assembly as to supplemented congregations and to en-
deavor to get the people to take practical action thereanent. ~ Steps were taken to
further the settlement of a Minister in Amherstburg.  Interesting reports were
given as to the encouraging prospects of the station recently openeﬁ in Dresden,
and Messrs. Warden and Gray were appointed a Committee to organize a congre-
gation there during the present month, and to take steps to secure if possible, the
erection of a church building this season.  The same gentlemen were instructed
to organize a congregation on the 7th concession of Dawn and to visit Wallace-
burg and Dover for the purpose of effecting a separation between these congre-
gations, and the union of Wallaceburg with Dr. sden—if this can be done withont
mjury to any of the congregations interested.  Mr. P. Nicol, the Missionary
laboring in Sombra, addressud the Presbytery ; he gave a most cheering account
of the state of this field ; cighteen new members were received last month, and
two new churches are about to be built, and in addition, the people have sub-
seribed over 8350 per aunum towards the support of a MMissionary, besides con-
tributing liberally to the schemes of the Church. .

The Rev. F. Smith, for many years a respected minister of the Methodist
Episcopal Church aund at present a member of the Presbyterian congregation,
Bothwell, appeared before the Presbytery and applied to be reccived as a Minister
of the Church. The Presbytery unanimously resolved to make application in the
usual form to the next General Assembly for leave to receive Mr. Smith as a Min-
ister of the Church.

Messrs. Warden and Gray were appointed a Committee to allocate among the
congregations of the bounds the Presbytery’s share of the Assembly Fund.
Messrs. Waddell (Convener), Becket and Warden were appointed a Cominittee to
draft a plan of Missionary meetings to report at next mecting.

It was agreed to hold the next regular meeting of Presbytery in Bothwell, on
Tuesday, 231d day of Septembe- next, at 11 a. m.  To this meeting the clerk was
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instructed to invite as many of the elders and managers of the vacant congrega-
tions of the Presbytery as can find it convenient to be present, to confer concern-
ing the best method of securing settled pastors for these congregations as early as
possible. It was also agreed to hold a Sabbath School Conference in connection
with the meeting of Presbytery in Bothwell, and Messts. Warden (Convener),
Gray and Bartlett were appointed a Comnittee to make allnecessary arrangements
therefor, so as to secure a large attendance of Sabbath School Superintendents
and Teachers and render the conference interesting and profitable.—R. H.

A Committee, consisting of Messrs. Blein, MacMillan and Park, Mr. Parks
Convener, was appointed for examination of Students; and the Clerk was in-
structed to notify the Students within the bounds to appear for examination at
next ordinary meeting, the Presbytery expecting that those also will appear wlo
intend entering Ccllege for the first time.

The following Committee was appointed to prepare a scheme for the
holding of Missionary Meetings, to be submitted at next ordinary meeting,
namely, Messrs. Blain, Moffat and Duff, together with an Elder from each of those
Minister's congregations, Mr. Blzin, Convener.

Mr. Crozier gave notice that he would move at next meeting, that the Pres-
bytery take steps to the end that the stipend of all its Ministers be raised to the
sum of $600 per annum.

ATTACK ON REV. C. CHINIQUY AT ANTIGONISH.

New Grascow, Nova Scorra, 14th July, 1873,
Rev. Editor of the Record:—
My Dear BrorHER 1¥ CHRIisT:—Thinking that our christian friends
of Canada will like to know all about the grave events which occurred
on the 10th, at Antigonish, I address you the following details :~—

The day before, when I was to take the coach, a gentleman, unknown
to me, took me apart, and said: “Mr. Chiniquy, if you want to live a liltle
“ longer, do not go to Antigonish ; fur the Romanists of the place will surely
“kill yow.”

I thanked my unknown friend, and answered him : “There is no bet-
““ter place than the battle-ficld, where an old soldier likes to die. If it is
“the will of my God that I should seal with my blood, my testimony against
“the awful apostacy of Rome, let His will be done.”

I found the amiable Mr. Goodfellow full of esteem for the priests of
Antigonish, and full of admiration for their liberality. I told him!: “You
‘“do not know the priests of Rome, it is just when they speak more in
“favor of liberty that they are preparing their darkest plots against it.”
And I gave him to read my condemnation to death, with the sentence of death
of all the Protestants in the theology of St. Thomas Aquinas. Telling him
that every priest and bishop of Rome were bound, once a year, under the
pain of eternal damnation, to say, in the presence of God, that this sentence
of death was such a just and holy sentence that the Holy Ghost had evideatly
inspired every word of it.

The Rev. Mr. Goodfellow found that the sentence of the wholesale
extermination of heretics such an extraordinary thing, that he copiedit ; and
I became soon convinced that he had found good reasvn to modify his former
views about the liberality of the priests.

A walk of a coupie of hours through the village of Antigonish convinced
me that we were soon to have a most intevesting time. I had never seen
such threatening faces as those of the Romanists, who were rapidly gather-
ing from every corner of the country.

We opened our religious meeting in the Preshyterian church, at half
past seven o'clock p. m. There was a very respectable number of Protest-
ants inside the church ; but there were more Romanists outside. |

The subject of my address was, “The errors of Rome ; and the duties
of Protestants towards the Roman Catholics,” and 1 had not spoken ten
minutes before the Roman Catholics began to walk in and sit in the pews.
But soon after, at a signal, they left the church with as much noise as possi-
ble. They repeated thisa sccond time. But they made such noise and
cries—mixed with the ringing of their bell—that it was sometimes difficult
0 be heard in the church. 1t became evident that the priests had schooled
their people to do some mischief.

When the meeting was over, I gave my left arm to Rev. Mr. Goodfellow,
and my tight one to brave Elder Trotter; and, recommending myself
to God, I walked out of the church. But we had not gone ten feet before
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areal hail of mud, sond, small stones and eggs fell upon me and the
kind triends who tried to protect me. Soon after stones weighing more than
five and six pounds began to strike me with such a force that sometimes I
lost my breath, and that I would have fallen down it my noble friends had
not supported me with their arms.

It was then that a big stone, which had missed me, struck the dear Mr,
Goodfellow so cruelly on the head, and with sech a noise, that I thought he
was killed. He staggered ; and would have fallen on the ground, had not
some frigad helped him to stand up. Hecried “Oh! my God, they have
broken my head :” The blood soon began to flow on his face, and he put
his two hands on the wound so as to prevent it.

Though T was myself much bruised and enfeebled by the many stones
which had already hit me, I felt so indignant when I saw the blood of my mar-
tyred friend flowing, that I turned towards the furious mob, and told them
in their teeth: *“You are a band of cowards! Ah! if I had here a dozen of
my brave Orangemen !”

I had not finished the last word, before a hail of stones struck my breast,
and nearly threw me down on my back. About ten seconds latey, two
stones struck my shoulders and one the neck. I staggered aguin, then two
other stones struck the back of my head with such a terrible force, that I
felt unable to walk any longer. My bodily strength was rapidly giving
way, and it seemed then that it was my last hour. I repeated the words of’
owr dying Saviour: “Father receive my soul into thy hands.”

It is then that I heard a friendly voice erying: “Walk in! quick!
walk in!” I eried to Mr. Goodfellow: * Let ws walk into that house ;” and
we stepped in without losing a moment.

The murderers seeing that we were escaping from their hands with
our lives, became, if possible, more furious ; they cried out *‘kill him! kill
him!” and threw a volley of stones; but they missed me—the stones lost
themselves through the windows which they broke.

When safe in the houce of Mr. Cameron, who exposed his life and the
life of his family to rave ours, the few Elders who had tried to protect us,
and the brave and admirable sisters who had walked with us, washed the
blood which was covering the face and the head of Mr. Goodfellow—and
after they had rendered me th: same service, they did all in their power to
prevent inflammation of the brain, by washing my head and my shoulders
with cold water and vinegar.

1 then said : “ Brethren and sisters, this is a most solemn hour for us
#all—the dear Saviowr is evidently with us—He has saved our lives in a
“ most miraculous way. Let us now hear His sweet and saving words—let*
“us read the xv. Chap. of John.” But, as I was too weak, as well as Mr
Goodfellow, to read, we requested one of the Elders to do it for us.

It was a solemn hour, indeed, when bruised, wounded and bleeding for
our Saviour’s sake, we heard that Dear Saviour, who had also been bruised
and wounded—who had bled and died for us, whispering into our ears :
“ Abide in me and 1 in yow.” I am the true vine: Ye are the branches.”
“ As the Father has loved me—so I have luved you. Continue ye in my
“love. Greater love hath no man than this, that 2 man lay down his life
“for his friend. Henceforth, I call you not servants, but friends.”

“Ye have not chosen me—but I have chosen you, that ye should go-
“and bear forth fruit.”
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“If the world hate you ; ye know that it hated me before it hated you,
*?The servant is not greater than his Lord.  If they have persecuted me;
¢ they will also persecute you.”

These words were flowing into our souls as rivers of light and life, and
Jjoy, which no humnan words can express, filled our hearts.

We fell on our knees to thank our merciful Heavenly Father, for having
«chosen us to suffer for Jesus’ sake, we asked Him not to punish, but to
convert our murderers ; and we requested Him to accept the offering of our
bruised bodies, of our souls and our lives for His service and His glory,
We asked our Dear Saviour to unite our sufierings, our wounds and onr
blood with His, and to make us as perfectly one with IHim, as the branch is
ong With the vine.

At one o'clock at night, the Rev. Mr. Goodfellow had sufficiently re-
cuperated his strength to allow him to go home. I remained alone with the
Christian family of the fearless Mr. Cameron. But that night was to bea
sleepless night to me. There were too many, and too strong emotions of
joy and gratitude to God in my heart to allow me to shut my eyes.

Besides that, the Romanists had remained around the house, till the
first dawn of day, trying to find how to enter and lay their hands on me,
just as the people of Sodom did around the house of Lot, and they had
filled the air with their threatening cries and blasphemies.

A1l this was done just at the door of the priests of Antigonish. From
their windows they could see aud count the stones ; they could even hear
the noise they made on our bruised bodies, when they hit us! yes, during
more than five hours, that the Romish murderers tried to take away my life,
their priests were there, present! With a sign of theirlittle finger, a single
word from their lips, they could have stoli;pcd the riot, and driven the ~ioters
away!  But the sign of the finger did not come, the word was not pro-
nounced ! For that work was, positively, the priests’ work.

I do not say this to raise the bad feelings of the Protestants against the
blind slaves of the priests in Canada ; but I say it fo awaken them from
their criminal and disgraceful slumber ; to prevent them from continuing
1o support the diabolical system of Popery, by giving their sons and daugh-
ters to the Jesuits and the nuns, the manufacturers of the wafer-gods! "1
say those things to show to the disciples of the Gospel, that the time is come
to put a stop to the threatening and formidable increase of Popish power and
audacity, not by persecuting its slaves, but by enlightening and converting
them, by supporting the different schemes of the Church for that object.

Dear brethren and sisters: Have I not, more than ever, the right to
tell you that it is your duty to support your soldiers, when Druised and
Dleeding, they fight for you, the great battles against the implacable enemy
of your souls, your Bibles and your liberties ! Have I not the right, when
thanking you for what you have done in the past, to tell you: ¢“Do not for-
get, in your fervent prayers, those who are there, exposing day and
night, their lif for our dear Gospel cause! Is it not your duty, as your
privilege to strengthen their arms and cheer up their hearts, till the last
victory is gained, and the walls of Babylon fallen? Truly yours,
