DECALOGUE.

It may occur to some that Dr. Macleod has been engaged in such an old-
fashioned work as the persual of that once fa: famed and still venerated book
¢ The Marrow of Modern Disiuity,” for his argument and his language re-
garding the death and burial of the moral law do find their ancestry in that
book ; but in a far different connexion. The proposal of worthy Edward
Fisher to put the law out of sight altogether, has nothing at all to do with the
divinely inspired ¢ fen words,” as they werc called by the pions Jews ofold,
in relation to the regulation of hnman conduct. It had to do exclusively with
the moral law viewed in its covenant character ; and we all know that jp that
chatacter its obsequies were celebrated long before the great event to which
T:. Macleod makes reference. Man, as a fallen creature, can neverbe saved
by puny and futile attempts to keep the commandments of God; and the
unbelievicg Jews, we know, in ¢ gzoing about to establish their own righteous-
ness,” deprived themselves of all the peace aud all the good hope” which
would have accrued to them from a cordial acce ptance of the glorious Gospel
Butso far was TheMarrcw from impinging prejudicially onthejdomain ofthe law
aga*f rule of life” to the believer, that, in the wide compass of British Theo-
logy and the English tongue, you will not find a better exposition of the pre-
cepts of the decalogue in their evangelical relations ther that which the
second part of that book presents, and our most gearty wish is, that every
student in Divinity would ponder ok parts of that remarkable work, aided
in the exercise by the excellent notes of Thomas Boston.

Our impression is, that our modern ¢ broad church” divines are not much
acquainted with the pious writers of tho oldentimes,” and this may be one

" cause, why so many shallow writers of the nresent day have vented so many
grievouserrors. But whatever there may be in this, it must gratify every-
friend of truth and sound morals that the views of Dr. Macleod and his abettors,
have received such a stout resistance at once from the Eu]pit, from the Charch
courts, from the platform, and from the press. The Préshyteries both of the
Free and Established churches have uttered no uncertaia sound by their warn.
ing trumpets ; and venerable ministers approaching to fonrscore have had
their ¢ decade of rest” painfully interrupted by such hideonsg unearthly and
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and assuredly un-Scottish utterances. One of these fathers, who for fifteon
years on owr British American coatinent, and for twice that number of years
at home, has published from mauy a pulpit the salvation of God, has backled
on hisarmour anew, aad in 8 well reasoned argament of twenty four small
poges,” has with singular precision and accuracy ¢ red, fhe marches' between
the law and the Gospel, showing wherc the law i superseded by the Gospel,
and where it is rather confirmed and established by it. The ¢ ceremonial” in-
stitutes are seen retiring from view simply because they had served their in-
tended purpose. The principles involved in the true” or ¢/ judicisl code’ are
shewn in the light of the laws of nature and of nations’ which aie unalterable,
while mszy ot flidir specific details belong to an economy long since wound
np ; while * the moral law” is magnified and aggrandized by the stamp of
Deity, and the seal of existence and a control at once boundless and per-
ennial. ¢ What then''—adopting the closing words of the nest brochure—
¢ what then shall we think or say, of those in this free-thinking ege, who
have the audacity to affirm that the Decalogue was buried in the grave of
Jesus ? I ask, whendid that funeral take place ; who were its attendants ?
By whom was it witnessed ? where isits evidence ? Is it here, ‘Think not thatTam
come to destroy the law or the prophets ; T am not come to destroy but to fulfil.?
¢ For verily I say unto you, till heaven and earth pass, one jot or onme
tittle shall in no wise pass from the law till all be fulfilled.”” Or,isiw
interment recorded in such statements as these ‘¢ Whosoever shall break one
of these least commandments and shall teach men 8o, shall be called the
lesst in the Kingdom of Heaven.” ¢ It is easier for heaven or earth to pass
than for oxe tittle of the law to fail.”” No surely, ¢ Be perfect’” 13 the lan-
guage of both Testaments. It is the glory of the Gospel, that instead of
lowering the standard of holivess to the imperfections of man, it strives to
raise his to that noble and celestial height. Kverything is in the ascend-
ant. The doctrines, the precepts, the examples, the images,.
the lapguage of the Bible—all breathe a tone of sublimity that
i1l harmonizes with low pursmts, sensuat appetites, and worldly affections.
Let us follow whither they lead us. Let perfeciion in holiness be the stand-
ard at which we agpire ; and let usnever count that we have already attain-
ed, or are already perfect, 50 long as we are not wholly and entirely comforzi-
ed to that law of the Lord which is holy, just ard good.

LETTER FROM REV. R. JAMIESON.
Nansimo—Vancouver Islaud, Dec, 1st, 1865,

Rev. R. F. Burns,

My Dear Sir: Mr. Duff has, T think, already informed you of my purpose
10 visit this place when he returned from Cariboo. Though the distance
direct from New Westminster across the gulf is only about 70 miles, I was
obliged to come by way of Victoria, and was detained there two weeks waiting
ox o steamer. The weather was too rough at the time to venturs in & canoe,.
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or the small coacting craft, especially as every day I expected a steamer to
start up. Nanaimo is beautifully situated on the east coast of Vancouver
Island, eighty miles north of Victoria. It is noted chiefly for its coai mines,
and its growth is_gradual though very slow. Ina paper read before the
Royal Geographical Society of London in 1857, it was said, ‘‘ Nanaimo alto-
gether isa flourishing little settlement with about 125 irhabitants, of whom
37 are working men, the remainder women and children ; tiere are about 24
childven at school. * * * There is good anchorage al{ over the har-
bour. * * * About 24 houses have already been put up by the Hudson
Bay Co.”” Coal was discovered here in 1850, and the very tardy pace at
which things have moved, has been attributed to the indifferent management
of the mines by the Hudson Bay Co. In 1863, the mines changed hauds, and
the Vaccouver Coal Company, composed of English capitalists, came’ into
possessivn, and affuirs are gradually assuming & more prosperous and satis-
factory aspect. This next year the managers confidenily expect to export
just double the quantity of coual they were able to do in 1863-—and at less
than half the cost tothe purchaser at which it was first exported in 1853—
viz—now at $5 per ton to San Francisco, aud $6 for home consumption., The
company at present employ iu all 210 men, and pay sut over twelve thousand
dollars per month in salaties and wages. Miners’ wages range from $2 50 to
$5 00 according to quantity taken daily,—outside hands from $1 75 upwards
according to skill and nature of employment, with an allowvance of coal per
month. The Douglass pit, the only one now in operation, is producing four
thousand tuns per month. A pgreat deal of money has been expended on out-
side works, such ag bridges, work-shops,. wharfs, railroad tracks (two, about
half a mile, each) and cottages which are rented to the workmen and others
by the company. A second company has been formed, Ihelieve in England,
and have taken ap 4 large district a few miles inland where a very fine coal
seam has beeu discovered, and it is ‘ expected” (a word of vast extentin,
these regions) that operationg will commence immediately. Il so, there will
be a few hundreds added to the population, as six miles of railroad will be re.
quired the first thing. The present population is variously reckoned at from
600 tc 800, including no less than 100 children of school age, and for the edu-
eation of which very poor provision is yet made. As is the case m all the
towns ont here, a very smill gercentage of the inhapitants are church going.
Farms have been taken gp, and are cultivated as yet on a small scale, in the
few fertile spots scqtfef@a in different directions a few miles from town, Two
agriculfural settlemits on the codst are gradually ‘rising into impprtance—
Comax, say 60 north, aﬁég Cowichan 40 miles routlr of this. When roads are
completed Nanaimo may become a profitable central pdsition, ecclesiastically
and otherwise, for both Uistricts. ' o

But to come to my own mork immediate work. I have to premise that ex-
perience bids me say little of the present, and far less of future possibilities and
probabilities, I have conducted a few services, visited a good deal, and helu
a public meeting this week, and the prospects are apon the whole more en”
couraging than I expected to find from previous correspondence with friendss
when I was feeling my way a few months age. Thatis.to say, ‘‘ encouraging’”’
for this part of the world, At the meeting on Monday night & goodly namber
attended, resolved that a Presbyterian congregation be organized and sup-
ported to the best of their ability, and appointed a large committee of manage-
ment. At my urgent solicitation they also resolved to pay four dollars per
Sabbath, at least, out of the coliection, towards ourForeign"Missicn Fund, to
be increased as means, and incidentai expenses allow. I insisted on the prin-
ciple of self support being acted upon from the commencement, No one can
more deeply regret than I do the almost total absence of growth as yet to-
- wards the self sustaining point in your mission to these Colonies, But the state
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of affairs commercinl and religious, has been unprecedented in British Colonia)
History—such extravagant expeciations, resulting in such retrogression and
depressicn, and the effect upon my own mind has been at times indescribably
depressing. I must say, however, in the face of all, that I cannot but think

from the many yet very imperfectly daveloped resources of these Colonies, a
prosperous future is in store for many thousands in these woods, and waters,
mountains and valleys ; especially if better governmental measures be soon
adopted, and above all better qualified men to carry them out. And I must
also say most advisedly and with gratitude to God and humility before Ifim,

1hat the value of your mission cannot possibly be measured by any money test,
particularly the invaluable labors directly, and perhaps even more indirectly,
of Mr. Duff during his thirteen months residence in Cariboo. At the same
time, I now cease to wonder that when the six years engagement of ten or
eleven English Church ministers expired, they relurned 'home, aud only two-
or three have come out to supply their places.

I shall—D.V—write very soon again and keep you informed as to our pro-
gress or otherwise in Nanaimo, up to latest dates before meeting of Synod.
My family were all well when I left them on the 4th of last month.

REPORT OF VISIT TO ST. ANN’S, ILLINOIS.

To the London Presbytery of the C.P. Church, the Report of the depu-
1ation to St. Ann’s Illinois respectfully showeth, that we visited St. Ann'son
the 9th, 10th, and 11th December, 1865, and received a most cordial weleome
from the Rev. Me+ Chiniquy and the congregations, and the pupils of the School
or College. .

The ix:lformation we have to communicate may be included under the follow-
pg heads :— .

1st. The Congregation of St. Ann’s, It is composed of 500 communicants,
all converts from Romanism. The average attendance in fevourable circum. .
stances is nearly 800, We preached twice to them and received an address.
presented by the Elders, in which they expressed fervent gratitude to God for
bringing them out of darkness into the blessed light of the gospel, and also
thaoks to the C. P. Church, for receiving them into its fellowship, and also
eraved on interest in the prayers of the Church, and sympathy, and assistance
in their present trying circumstances. There are evident tokens of a work of
grace smong then, and there is & freshness in their religious feelings and a
thirst for the word of life, such as arerarely to be found among those who
have long enjoyed the gospel. g

The Sabbath School, which we also visited, has an average attendance of"
75, Itis conducted in an interesting manner. A pleasine feature is the at-
tendance of a considerable number of grown up persons —some of them aged
—diligently learning to read the Scriptures in their own language. There
is also a prayer meeting on Tuesday evenings, attended by 55. ‘

2nd. The School, or College. It is under the Supecintendence of Mr,
Chiniquy, assisted by one male and two fernale Teachers. The attendance
last summer averaged 135—all studying French, English, Geography, and
Arithmetic, and sixteen studying Feometry, algebra, and Civiland Ecclesias-
tical History. About1Z ave expected to stady Latinand Greek. The School
is opencd aud closed with prayer and exposition of the Scriptures. Thrice a
week there Is an exereise in cantroversial Theology, having special reference
to Romish errors. The pupils evince the liveliest interestin their sindies,
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and seem greaily to appreciate theiradvantages. It ought to be stated that
they are ctiely young. The more advanced pupils having left the settlement
and obtained situatiuns in stops and offices in the neighbouring towns, where
thero is great demand for their services. It is believed that they adhere
strictly to their religious priuciples, and do much good in exposing the errors
of Romanism to their congregations. The College is of vital importance to
the mission. Without it the children could scarcely be trained up in the Pro-
testant faith. In the County school religion is not taught. Were Mr.
Chiniquy's school given up, the Romanists would immediately open one,
The school is very popular, ia.ving afar larger attendance than the County
school, acd being attended by many of the children of Romanists.

3rd. St. Ann's as a ceatre of Missionary operations, There are the follow.
g preaching stations around it. JMomence, 12 miles distant, audience 50,
visited quarterly ; Aroma, just commenced, 8 miles distant, audience 303
Chateauville, 10 miles disiant, visited monthly, communicants 20, audience
40 ; Middleport, 18 miles distant, visited every alternate month, commani-
cants 25, audience 50. At all their stations Romanists aitend aud are well
disposed. The field could be grestely extended, if three Were labourers io
enterupon it. There are many French at all towns along the Illinois
Railways. There is a constant immigration from Lower Canada, upwards
of one thousand having come overlast year. It seems an interesting circum-
stance that such numbers are thus brought away from the influence of the
Priests, and of family and local associations, and settled in & country, where
perfect freedom of thought and speech prevail, and where the tone of publie
feeling is as free as the breezes which sweep over these vast prairies, and is
eggentially repugnant to tyranny of all kinds. Should the immigration con-
tinue, what numbers of French Canadians may thus be brought under the in-
fluence of the truth, and what a powcrful auxiliary may this mission become
to the French Canadian Society. * Who can tell what infinence their
correspondence may have in opening the eyes of, the friends whom they leave
behind | May not teachersyet be sent from St. Ann’s to Lower Canadd ?
It would be difficult to pomt outa more promising Mission to the Roman
Catholics, or one more favourably situated, or & more indefatigable or success-
fol Missionary than Mr. Chiniquy.

We had the pleasure of meeting the Rev. Mr. Lafontaine, who has recently
arrived from Lower Uanada, He was ordained a Priest in the Diocese of
Quebec, in the year 1858, He was appoiated in 1864, Teacher of Theology
in the College of Nt. Mary of Monoir, in the Diocese of St. Hyacinthe. To
qualify himself for thic new office, he devoted himself most earnestly to the
study of the Scriptures, in-humble dependence on divine guidance. He had
not long searched the écm’pwres thus, befure he became thoroughly convinced
that the Church of Rome could not be the Church of Christ. Feeling deeply °
his need of more light, and more leisure for study, he went on a Mission to
Now Hampshire. There he carried on for months'a correspondence with Mr,
Chiniquy, who has previously uuknown to him. About three months age, he |
gaw his way clear to quit the Romish Church. He is now head master of Mr,
«Chiniquy’s school ; and he purposes to apply to the Presbytery at next meet.
Jog to be received as a minister. He is ayoung man of excellent abilities ang
education. We trust he will prove a valuable accession to the Mission, and,
in view of his characicr and mental discipline, will do much to consolidate
pnd extend it. .

4th. Difficulties. There ars chiefly of a pecuniary nature. There is one,
however, of a denominational character, which must notbe ¢verlooked,
Where s0 many Romanists became Protestants, there was an eager desire
manitested by various denominations to bring them over to their pecaliar
views. As Mr. Chiniquy wished to keep his flock together, they became un.
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riendly to him. There are very small Baptist, Episcopalian, and O. 8.
“PresbyterianCongregations. They are, taken separately, in poiat of numbers
uninfluentisl. They sre not known tc have converted a single family’ from
Romanism. Tbeir labours have been confi.ed to Mr. Chiniquy’s converts.
The strifes thus produced have had the effect of driving 30 families back to
Rome, a1d have also retarded the work ol conversion among Romanists, who
have been accustomed to altac’y 8o much importance to the outward and visible
nnity of the Church. This unfavourable influenca is gradually weakening,
and, it is hoped, will soon dissappear.

The Mission has been brought into pecuniary embarrassment by two law-
suits. Une was instituted by the Bishop of Chicago to recover the church
property, supposed to be worth $8000. Thissuit has been three times de-
cided in Mr. Chiniquy's favour, by the County Court, But the defence hasg
cost him $1000. The case which has been appealed to tho Supreme court is
aiill pending.

The other suit was instituted by the sexton. Thishas also been decided
in the County court three times in Mr., Chiniquy’s !favour ; but by associating
with Mr. Chiniquy, the names of diffierert members of the congregation, the
suit is again before the court. The defence of this has cost $200. Mr.
Chiniquy's enemies do not expect to gain either of the suits ; but they expect
to break him down with law expeoses. They know that a few more victories
of this nature achieved by him would be his rain.  There are therefore $1260
of expenses now due. But is gratifying to know that in both suits Mr,
Chiniquy is the defendant, and that according to the decision of the court he
ig in the right.

TFurther, there will be in January 1366, $400 due to the Teachers of the
school. They thus require 31600 to meet past espenses—of this one $1000
being urgently needed immediately. DMoreover the current expenses of the
school have to be met. These amount fo $10C0 per annum. It is clear that
this amount must be obtained from some other source than the pupils’ own
contributions, They are present heavily taxed for the county school to which
they do not send their children. They also pay $600 per annum to Mr.
Chiniquy, which is all that they are able at present to do. Axd in view of so
extensive missionary operatious, and the expense of living, and the hospitality
he has to extend to his numerous visitors, it is evident that he would require
$200 to be added to his salary.

5th. In view of the whole case it is recommended that the Presbytery should
have frequent communications with this Mission, that it should be visited by a
deputation once a year. This would greatly encourage the people ; for they
seek countenancejand sympathy. This could also have the effect of speedily
terminating local and vexations oppositions, and even of patting an ‘end to
these variouslaw suits. It is because the people seem friendless and alone,
they are so presistently attacked.

It issuggested further that the Presbytery do again recommend that a colf
lection be taken up in all its Congregations in aid of this mission, and also that
the other Presbyteries of the Church beinvited to assist by a special collection,
or in any way they think proper. It issuzgested also in view of the promising
and extensive natore of this Mission that the Presbytery do invite the T'ree
and U. P. Churches and the Irish Presbyterian Church to grantan annual
donation to 1i. If the facts contained in this report were communicated to
them, they would cheerfully and liberally respond to that call. We are
warraated to say this specially of the Irish Church, from what we know of its
zeal and succes in prosecating missions to Romanists, and also from itsesteem-
ed representative to this Church, the Rev Mr, Johnstone of Belfast, who said
that his Church would gladly assist us with men and money if required,
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As God has been pleased to commit this mission to us, it weuld bo sad to
allow it to fail for want of support. It would bea signal triumph to Rome,
and a lasting disgrace to the C. P+ Church,

LETTER FROM REV. J. D. GORDON, EROMANGA.
Dillon’s Buy Eromangs, Aug. 28th, 1865

The letter which follows was addressed by the writer the Rev.)J. D. Gordos,
Missiouary at Eromanga, to the Sabbath School children of Bay Street
Toronto. We observe that subsequent accounts from Mr, Gordon reprosent
the island as in a disturbed state, and the position of the missionary as one
of great peril. We earnestly hope that the danger may soon pass away, Sir W.
Wiseman, the British Commodore, to whose prudence and ene sy the mission.
sies on the other islands bear very strong  testimony, had kindly visited Mr,
Gordon, and offered to remove him to any place of safety he mizht choose,
‘We shall anxiously look for further accounts. EpiTor.

Dear Young Friends :—Though very slow in complying with a request
made by your Superintendent on that Sabbath afterncon, when the R,
Mr. Ferrie, and Thad the pleasure of addressing you, still I would not have
you think, it is because I cared butlittle about you, or the request so kindly
made on your behalf. I have no more forgotien you, nor my poor promise
than I have the disinterested kindness of which 1 was the recipient in To-
ronto. And Bow atso great a lapse of time what shall I write to intersf,
to please or instructyou? Were I to take the country for my theme it would
be a wide one ; or the inhabitants thereof, it would be wide still. Let us
iry a little of hoth.

As to the country, it has mounteins, and rivers—very small ones, and
hills and valleys just like your own, only not cultivated so weil. And the
shores are alike, and the wide ocean which encircles all. The houses gre
not constructed of wood or atone, but buiit out of reeds and grass. Thev ara
oval, open at one end, windowless, doorless, and floorless. Sometictes Fmall
reed bedsteads raised afew inches off the ground are seen inside; but usually
the people lie on the ground, naked, around a small fire, which is kept alive
all night. Their blankets are fire. From cold, smoke, and inseen but riot
unfelt occupants of all such houses, one passes an uncomfortakle night. The
latter especially are obstrasive, and pay not the slizhtest regayd to your fuel-
ings. Were 110 givea description of theirmode of cooking, <t would be is-
teresting, for I have often looked at them about it, with unabited interest,
but it would teke up too much time. Saffice it to say that they cook withount
pot, kettle, or pan, and eat without spoon, knife or fork.

They are summoned to Church and School, by the beating of a wooden
drum.  This 18 made out of asmall block about eighteen inches long, which
is held on one arm, andstruck with a small stick. These drums are Just like
little pig troughs, and not any prettier.

The Gospel cloches these people. The heathen will not wear clothing.
Every woman wears & nuL ber of girdlcs made of Ieaves, Some look as large
as though they were within crinoline, and their fulness might remind
you of that of silk dresses. Christian women wear their 71_u7np5ats short,
theheathen dragging on the.giound three or four feet beL' .d. “Nearly eve
woman, young and old, istatooed. This is a paipful operation, the usug
ﬁiure is that of a leaf on each cheek, the stalk being at the angles of the monih,
The figures— all rude deyices—often cover the whole of the upper part of tha
body. ~ Tue flesh is cut by hundreds of scars during the operation, bleeds pro-
fasely, and is {hen plastered with the ashes of a kiud of gum, which remgins
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on for a week and is then washed oft. The practico inso far as my knowledge
extends is peculiar to this islond. It i3 done to make the women different 1n
appesrance from the men, The Gospel in due time will do away with the
basbarous practice.

Inrespect to dress there is no particular fashion followed. The principat
article of clothing is a shirt; and the most is made of it by exposing it all
even when they have trowseison.

They nre neatly all diseased. They are subject to running sores which
come and go—uud of which several die and many suffer much. Their wants
aro few and so are their comforts. Their supplies are scaniy. They enjoybut
little of life. The sick, aged, and infirm, drag out a miserable existence.
Though they differ .from us widely, still they havemany things in common,
They have pain, grief, hope, and fear and joy, insome measure, in common.
Their hatred 18 a8 bitter; their affectionas warm, Their colour is different,
bat the inward defilement the szme. Inshort they have souls to besaved or lost
and so have we. Some of them have been washed, and others are repairing
to the fountain. They are notsoon nor easily convinced of sin. It is easy to
educate the intellect, but not so the feelings, The one i within, the other
beyond the reach of human control. Those who have embraced Christianity
are fond of singing, though not very goed singers; and regularly and
devoutly perform their devotional exercises. Young boys, and little girls are
the amartest to learn. A few have scarcely vapacity to learn the art of read-
ing. Two hundred are at present attending school. ~ Satan is the great scape-

oat. Whenanydoes anything evil and is taken to task for it, Satan is im-
mediately blamed. It is well his shoulders are broad. They are creatures of
jmpulse rather than of reason. They are afraid of disease, but meet death

with composure.

. What more shall Tadd my dear young friends? Oftendo I find myself
askiog the question, *¢ can these dry boneslive ?”  This is now the 26th year
of the Mission on this island and alas how small a hold has the Gospel yet
“gpou the -people.  Satau disputes every inch of his territory. Noah built the
ark bat coullnot launch it. So we ruay instruct the people, but cannot quicken
them. I heor them sometimes pray tor the Holy Spirit to come down like a
flood, but He comes not ;_and many are high and dry on the summits of for-
.mality iu consfquence, Pray forus, You may dousgood service in this way.
Sow beside all waters, at morning and evening. In blessing others you shall
be blessed. (onsecrate the dew of your youthunto the Lord. Remember the
life mostacc:ptable to him isthe one most beneficial to mankind,

Jewise Missioxs—Prstim.—The Rev, Mr. Koenig, gives the following in-
teresting uccount of two additional baptising st Pesth, .
It affords me much pleasure to inform you, that we have again been privi-
leged to welcome two of the seattered and peeled nation into the fold of the
great Shepherd of the sheep. ¢Two of a family,” according to the literal
promise o? the God of His backsliding children, professed their faith in the
crucified Lord of glory on Sabbath before last, and were baptised into the
death of Christ. Ano ther member of the same family joined our chuch in
January last, and has since that time given increasing and pleasing ovidence
of a work of grace in her soul. Her elder brother, a highly-gifted young man
of twenty-five years, and a younger sistes, have now followed her example
The latter received her edacation in our mission school, which she left two
years and a half ago, and then joined her elder sister, who had been receiving
religious instruction from me for u counsiderable time., With Mr. G——]
have been most intimately acquainted for more than two years. During thig
entire’ period he hos pursued his enquiries with unflagging interest and
zeal, and it has been an interesting study to me to observe the progressive
intellectual and spiritual process, through which he passed. At the sug-’
géstion of his mother, whe is still a Jewess, he visited me in 1863, when he
returned from Vienna, where he had finished his chemical studies, and as I’
found in him a youth of great natural amiability and refined education, I feltat
-once greatly drawn to him.
4¢ Shortly before this, on a journey in Hungary, a 'rench New Testament
happened to fall into his hands in the house of a Jewish friend, who bad
received it many years ago in Pesth from one of the missionary brethren.
He began toread it as asubject, which, according to his appreciation,
deserved his interest as much 838 any other work which he had studied ; and
long after he had commenced his regular weekly visits at my house, he pur-
sued his inquiries, as he afterwards remarked, with the view of studying the
sacred volume as he would any science. Notlong ago he said to me, that in
those days he treated the Bible as a botanist does_his plants in preparing an
herbarium. He dissected the doctrines of the Bible, classified, arranged,
and distributed each in their proper place, frequently opened his herbarium
and admired his treasures, but in spite of his admiration they were all dry
and dead plants to him, he saw no clement of lifein them and as little did
he feel hife in himself.  This is his own deseription of his experience. It
wag then an entirely intellectual process, but neverthelpss very interesting;
and the zeal, which he evidenced week after weel.. certainly did not surpass’
the pleasure and gratification, which each hour of converse with him afforded
to myself. When he had arrived at a certain stage I gave im for private
reading ‘ Bogue’s Evidence of the Divine Authority of the New Testament.’
This well- known and excellent work was the means of giving him a fresh’
stimulus, asalso of correcting and enlarging his views of the character of
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Christ and his divine nature. Soon after this the change in the mannerin
which he apprehended the truth beeame most pe reeptible. Nicodemus the
timid and unenlightened inquirer by night had been transformed into a Nico-
demus devoted to the Galilean with his whole heart. .

¢ On the day of baptism the subject of the sermon was 1 Tim. i. 15 : ‘Fhis
ia a farthful saying,’ &ec. ; after thatI addressed our two young friends from
Joshua xxiv. 22 : * Ye are witnesses against yourselves, that ye have chosen
you the Lord to serve him.”  And they said: ¢ We are witnesses "  And then
they solemnly professed their faith in Jesus as the Lamb of God, that taketa
away the sins of the world.

¢ May the Lord, the God of their fathers and their covenant God, keep
these young disciples and male them to grow as plants in his house; and may
all, who read this simple record, give thanks to him for standing vy his own
promise quoted above in Seremiah iii. 14.

MISSIONS OF THE UNITED PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

The missionary intelligence of the United Presbyterian Church is
interestiing and encouraging, conversions being reported at most of the mis-
sion fields.

OLp Carapar.—The Rev. Mr. Goldie, Missionary of Creek Town mentions
the baptism of three young men. Two of them Mr. Goldie hopes may become
useful a3 teachers, All the three were natives of a remote district in the in-
terior.

Carrraris.—The Rev. John Sclater gives an account of the admission to
the Lord’s table of eight persons, who,after due examination, were considered
1t to be recognized as members of the visible church. With one exception
all these are in the prime of life, and give much hope of future usefulness.

Jaxmmea.—The last Record contains an interesting letter from the Rev.
James Watson of Kingston Jamaies, with reference to the recent insarrection
in that island. Mr. Watson refers to the transactions that had taken place,
with which our readers are no doubt, familiar through the newspapers, He
states that the iebellion is fairly put down, and the Island restored to peace
andorder. So faras was known, not a single individual connected with the
United Presbyterian Congregations bad any thing to do with the insurrection,
or bad showu any seditious or improper spirit. Mr. Watson gives an account
of an extraordinary Bill introduced by the Government, for lhe regulation of
religious worship, the effect of which would have heen very seriously to affect
the freedom of worship, and to wmrest evangelistic and pastoral work. The
Bill, on a representation being submitted to the G overnwent, was laid aside.

Ixp1a.—The Rev. Mr. Shoolbred, in a letter dated Beawr, 18th October,
gives an account of the conversionr and baptism of Kisturi, the wife of Salig
Ram, ove of the cburch ' members. He says,—¢ Our convert, Salig Ram’s
wife, who, at the time of her husband's conversion and baptism, seemed in a
hopeless state of religious indifference, and who, tor many months after that
event, remained utter!y careless, has at length been brought savingly, as we
have reasoa to trust, ueder the power of the truth, and has been gathered into
the good Shepherd’s fold. Itis now several months since this gratifying
change began to uppear. TFormerly, although invited to be present when
Mrs, Chinta Ram, with the chiidren and others, came tothe bungalow for in-
struction, she cither abseated Lerself, or by her demeanour showed only too
clearly that divine truth feiled to attract herinterest, or affect her heart.  Her
faithlul uusband sometizes expressed to me his deep concern at her state ;
and I could only urge faithful luving efforts to instruct her in divine truth,
copjoined with patience aund prayer, inthe hupe that the blessed Spirit himself
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would become her teacher, touching and sundaing her callous heart. At last
these efforts were blessed ; 8 marked change Dhecame apparent in Kisturi,
The attempt to read, which before scemed u weary and hopeless task, became
her delight ; and with the will came the power.  She would sit for near an
hour at my feet, reading laboriously at first, but with ever-growing ease, in
the Gospel according to St. Joln, and diinking in with absorbing interest its
living exhibitions of the Saviour’s truth, and love, and grace. The fruits of
many months of patient, prayerful teaching, which before secmed thrown
nway, now manifested themselves. Her progress in the knowledge ot divine
things was wonderfully Yapid ; and having approved herself to all of usas
being truly under the teaching of the Holy Spirit, we had no reagon to refuse
her very eager desire to reccive admission to the fellowship of the church.
Accordingly, on the evening of Sabbath, the 17th September, after 2 public
profession of her faith in the Lord Jesusand in the great essential doctrines of
gospel truth, she was baptized, and took ber place in the little band which
witnesses here for the truth and purity of our holy religion against the degrad-
ing falsehoods o1 heathenism. -

Very covsud ravle cir-
culation of the Scriptures has been effected through tuls s.cw1y, i+ Frauce,
Italy, Spain, and Chioa.

Eptcatiox 1v IRELAND.~In Ir.land, aad beyiud lreland roc, there has
been a good deal of discussion with reference 10 ceftwin coteruplated e juca-
tional changes.  The Government, it is said, have agreed w grant most of
the demands of the priests and the Ultramontane party.  1iese demends
include the modification of the educatioual institutions, both the higher and
the lower, the collezes and the schools. The danger which thr ateas ‘the
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Queen's colleges has called forth several defenders, some Catholic, and still
more Protestant. The attention of Presbyteries is called to the subject, and
there has becn recently held o special meeting of the General Assembly of
the Irish Presbyterian Church. One might imagine that the British Govern-
raent might bave leurned before this time, the impoasibility of satistyiog the
demands of Popery.

DEPARTURE OF THE REV. JOHN GEDDIE.

The Rev Jobn Geddie, the missionary of Aneiteum, has left Nova Scotis,
with the view of returning to the distant but interestiag field of lahour, where
his missionary ¢fforts have already been erowned with such remarkable suc-
cess. He sailed from Halifax by the Asia early in the morning of the 2nd
olt. On the Tuesday evening before his departure, & missionary meeting was
held in the Temperance Hall, which was filledto its utmost capacity with
members of every denomination, to bid farewell to Mr. Geddie and his family
before 1heir departure. The Presbyterian Wilness of Halifax, givesan in-
teresting report of the meeting. Mr. Geddie gave an address on the com-
mencement, progress and present position of the Gospel work in Aneiteum and

cther Jslands of the New Hebrides.

He referred to the generous support accorded to the Mission in this
Province and elsewhere, and spoke very hopefully as to the future.—~He was
particularly pratified at the spirit manifested by the Church of Scotland in
these Provinces, and felt that there isa latent Missionary spirit in that church
which its own ministersand members bardly realize. The largest single col-
lection for the mission since his return had been made in St. Mathew’s Halifax 3
the largest in New Brunswick, by Dr. Donald’s Church ; and Dr. Cook’s
Church at Quebeo had offered any amount of assistance that we might require.
In a few simple, earnest words Mr. Geddie bade farewell to the audience and
solicited a continued interest in their prayers.

Then after appropriate re solutions were adopted, the first being moved by
the Rev. G. W. Hill,Rector of St. Paul’s, and others being moved or suppert-
ed by ministers ot several denominations. 1n the comse of the evening, the
proceedings of which were in the highest degree interesting, the following
bymn was sung by the choir and congregatiou.

PressyTerY oF ToroNTo.—The Presbytery of Toronto met on the 6th, an
7th of February. The ministers of the City of Toronto, with their Sessions@
were appointed a Committee, Mr. Topp convener, for investigating the wants
of any locality in the city or neighbourhood to whick their attention may be
directed, to take steps as they may deem expedient in the circumstances, and
to report to the Presbytery. A Committee was appointed, with Principal
Willis as convéner, to confer with the congregations or representatives of the
congregations of Yorkmills, Fisherville, Weston and York Towalive, with a
view to arrange their supply of divine ordinances. On the motion of Mr.
Gregg, the Presbytery resolved to overture the Synod,on the subject of an in.
crease to the Stipends -of ministers generally throughout the church. Dr
Jennings obtained leave of absence from his charge for three months on sac.
count of the state of his health. The Presbytery expressed their readiness to
afford assistance, so far as may be necessary, in supplying his pulpit ; and a

Communications were read 1st, from the Clerk of the Presbytery of Hamil-
tor intimsting thut the Rev. D. Inglis had declined the call addressed to him
by the congregation of Knox Church Montreal ; 2ad, from the Clerk of the
Presby.ery of Brockville, intimating that the Rev. A. Matheson had declined
the call from the congregation of Martintown jaad Williamstown ; and 34,
from Mr. John Davidson, probationer, deciining the call from St. Sylvester.

The Rev. Dr. Taylor reported that he had in accordance with iastructiong,

re‘ded at the election of & minister ia the congregation of Kuox Charch

Iontreal, and that the Rev. Robert Irvine D.D., late of Hamilton C.W., had
been unanimously elected and called. The call with relative documents,
was laid on the table. The Prechbytery received the call and approved of
Dr. Taylor's conduct in the matter.

The Rev. Dr. Irvine, who was present, on presenting his credentials of
character and stauding as a minister of this church, was received thereon.
TFe call from Kno : Church was then sustained, placed in Dr. Irvine’s hands,
aad vas afterwards accepted by him. The Presbytery appoiated his induction
to take place on Tueaday the 6th of February at 7.30., p.m., Mr. Gibson, to
pre‘ecl:h and preside ; Dr. Taylor to address the Minister ; and Mr. Young the
people.

THE LATE REV. MARK Y. STARK, M.A.

. The Rev. Mark Y. Stark, whose death we briefly noticed in our last issue
was born at Dunfermlime, Scotland, on the 9th November, 1799, His parents
were of high respectability, a.dhad a large circle of connections, scme of
them occupying important and influential positions, His grandfatbher was
minister of the Parish Church at Tullybole, and his father was proprietor of
the Brucefield Linen Worka at Dunfermlime. His mother, originally Miss
Young of Cleish Castle, died while he was still an infant ; and after Ler
death he was brought up by bis aunt, Miss Young, until his father s second
marriage, with Miss Bar.natyne, daughter of Dugald Banratyne, Esq., of Glas-
gow, a well known and highly respected citizen, whouse writings on Political
Economy and kind:red subjects attracted much attenticn at the time. His
tather died in 1812, while Mark was atill a boy. His step-mother, who still
survives at an advanced age, was all that a mother could be to Her own son,
and after the death of his father, Mark was broughtlup almost entirely in the
family of her father, Mr. Baonatyne. His early education was principally re-
ceived ata school in Essex, Euglaud, where he made great progress, especially
in classical studies. He afterwards passed through the ordinary course of the
University of Glasgow, where he took the degree of M.A., in 1821. He
studied Theology at tl e same Cniveisity under Dr, Stevensou Magill and his
colleagues in the Theological Faculty, and after the asual trials, was licensed
to preach the Gospel in 1824, by the Presbytery of Glasgow in connexion
with the Established Church.,

After finishing his Theological studies, he geted fur some time a3 tutor. in a
family of high respectability, a position for which hig superior scholarship, his
excellent character, his cultivated manners and his varicd accomplishments
peculiarly fitted him. He was highly esteemed Loth by the parents and by his

upils, who Jearced to look upon him in the light of a valued a1d trustworthy
riend. He wa3 more than once on the Continent, travelling through France,
Germwany, and Switzerland, and Italy. As he remained for a considerable
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time at some of the principal cities which he visited, he had opportunities of
carrying on and extending his studies. These opportunities he diligently im-

roved, attending lectures at the University of France as well as at Berlin,

uring lus first visit to the Continent, he remained for a considerable time
in the family of Dr. Becker, of Offenbach, with whom he contracted an in-
timate and lnsting friendship. One winter he spent in Rome, thus having an
opportunity of making himself familiar with the works of art, which are found
in that celebrated city. Mr. Stark had very great taste inevery thing con.
nected with the fine arts, and could use his pencil with great effect and skill,
His sojourn on the Continent gave himalso an opportunity of making himself
& thorough proficient in the French, German and Italian languages, and of en-
riching his library with many works of foreign authors.

Whule Mr. Stark was still & probutioner, repeated prospects were presented
of & settlement in the Church of Scotland, but while he was highly esteemed
wherever he was known, the hopes of his friends in regard to his settlement
were not realized. He then began to think of Canada as a field of labour,
and, in 1533, come to this Province, with recommendations from the Glaggow
Colonial Society, a Society which did much about the period referred to in
sending Presbyterian ministers to the North American Colonies. He brought
alsu letters from influential friends to the Governor, Sir John Colborne,
from whom he received much attention and kindness. Soon after is arrival
he was called by the congregativns at Ancaster and Dundas, where he wag
speedily inducted as Pastor, succeeding the Rev. Mr. Sheed, who had some
time before been removed by death. At the time referred to, ther: were but
few Presbyterian ministers in the western part of Canada, and these were very
widely scattered. The Presbytery of Hamilton extended from Lake Ontario
to Ambers.burgh., For a shorttime Mr. Stark had but few fellow-labourersg
within reach, but soon after his own settlement, the late Mr. Gale was settled
at Hamilton, Mr, Stark officiating at his induction. Other congrega-
tions were urgsnized,and other ministers soon settled. In the life of a minister
in Canada, in such a situation as that occup’ed by Mr. Stark, there are not
usually mapy incidents of importance to note. Ordinary, every-day work,
pastoral visitation, and missionary tours—soraewhat more arduous thirty
years ago than they are now—filled up the time of the minister, leavingy bat
little leisuzs for anything beyond the proper work of the ministry. In every-
thieg connected with his work, Mr. Stark was diligent, faithful and conscien-
tious, aud soon enjoyed, in a very large degree, the affection of his people.
and the respect of the community. ?

Scon after his gettlement he was united in marriage tothe pariner whose
labors for upwards of thirty years lessened his, and whose active mind, and
bright and joyous disposition, sustained and cheered him amidst his arduous
and sometimes discouraging labor:. His married life was a_singularly happy
one. Ile was a most loving and affectionate husband and father, and his home
was the scene of & much pure and unalloyed pleasure as falls to ‘he lot of
‘most.

When the disruption in the Church of Scotland took place in the mother
couatry and was followed by a similar division in Canada, Mr. Stark, although
always dispused tobe a peace-maker, was quite decided in adhering to the
party sympathizing with the Free Church. He occupied the Moderator’s chair
of the last Synod held before the disruption, and was chosen Moderator of
the first Free Church Synod in Kingston in 1844+ As Mcderator of the Synod
at the time of the disruption, his sitnation was one of great delicacy and diffi-
culty ; but he never hesitated in the path of daty, and was resolved, by the
grace of God, toadheroe to the principles which he regarded as seriptural and
«authoritative. Mr. Stark's people did not all adbere to him, and he snd those
adhering bad to give up the churches in which they had formerly worshipped.
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Ere luug a church was erected at Dundas, and o hall fisted up at Ancaster, and
in these places of worship Mr. Stark continued to minister as of old, his min-
istrations, according to the testimony of friends, acquiring a still more carnest
and experimental character. After a namber of years, he made ariangements
for confining his labors to Dundas, the members “uf his congregation at An-
caster uniting with the other Presbytersans in the neighbourhoud in forminga
charge, over which the Rev. J. Lees was afterwards inducted. In this ar
rangement Mr., Stark cordially acquiesced.

About the time of the Union in 1861—an event of which Mr. Stark heartily
" rejoiced —he began to think of retiring from the active duties of the ministry—
his health, which was never very robust, becoming somewhat isfira. In the
course of the year 1862 he tendered to the Presbytery the resignation of hig
charge. Many of'the friends of Mr. Stark in the Presbrtery and tk.oughout
the church would have wished that he should still retan his connexion with a
cougregation to which he had 80 long ministered. But he chose to tender his
resignation ; and the Presbytery, after making arrangements with the congre-
gation as to a retiring allowance, accepted the resignation. Wishing, how-
ever, still to enjoy the benefit of Mr. Stark's presence aund counsel, the Pres-
bytedy made application to the Synod for leave to retain his name on their
roll as a minster withont charge—an application whichthe Syned cheerfully
and unavimously granted.

Being relieved from the duties and care of pastoral work, Mr. Stark was
permitted to enjoy a period of improved heulth. He preached occasionally in
vacant congregations where his servives were required, and during the
vacancies at Dundas performed many duties among his former flock, both
public and private. It gave him great pleasure when the congregation, after
& considerable interval, succeeded in obtaining the services of the Rev. J,
MeColl, who was ordained as pastor in October last, and he gave the new
pastor & most hearty welcome, The esteem was mutual, and 1t was hoped
that the aged minister and the young pastor might, for several years, enjoy
each other’s society and intercourse. But our hopes in regard to earthly com-
fort are often disappointed, and so it was in regard to our dear departed
friend. At the begining of the present year, Mr. Stark was more than usually
well. He went to visit his eldest son, who is settled in Woodstock, and after
spending a few days very bappily with him, he went to Galt to visit Lis young-
est daughter.  While there, he preached on the evening of the 7thult., in
Knox's Church, where he had officiated not unfrequently during the vacansy
before the settlement of Mr. Smith, and always with great acceptance. This
was his Jast sermon. On the following day, he went home, leaving Mrs.
Stark in Galt.  On his arrival at Dundas he felt well aund attendeda Union,
preyer meeting—it been the week of prayer. On Tuesday he went to Hamil
ton to attend a meetingy of the Presbytery, walking to and from the Station
both at Dundas and Hamilton. After returning home in the evening, he ugain
attended a prayer meeting. On Wednesday evening, he attended wnother
meeting in his own ¢'d church—St. Andrew’s Church, and took part in the
exercises, with an unction and a fluency which were remarked by several. On
going to his own Louse he found that Mrs. Stark had returned, and they sat
tfor some time conversing cheerfully, He awoke at five o'clock on Thursday
morning feeling quite well, but by six o'clock be was cumplaining of an acute
pain which had seized him in the side. After ineffectually trying some reme-
dies at hand, Mrs. Stark called in the Doctor who proncunced the discase to be
pleurisy, but thought that it might be subdued. The prescribed remedies were
used, and there scemed to be an alleviation of the symptoms, but his prostra-
tion was very great. There followed twe weeks of much suffering, with oc-
casional intervals of comparative comfort; while alternating hopes and fears
filled the hearts of his family and fiiends. 'Ia the midst of all, he was tranquil
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and peaceful, taking great delight in listening to passages of tiit Seripture
and o some of the sweet hymnsin the little book, ¢ Able to Save,” whith
were read by Mrs. Stark. On the afternoon of Tuesday, the 23rd, he sppear-
ed to he worse, and on Wednesday, the Doctors had no hope that he could
survive twenty-four hours. The day was spent amidst much suffering, which
was, however, alleviated towards evening. = His worldly affaivs had been pre-
viously settled, but he wished some little alteration made, and was able to have
his wishes carried into effect. He was porfectly conscious of bis aporoaching
change, and, espressing his firm reliance on Jesus, longed for deliveraace. His
prayers weie speedily answered ; about a quarter past 11 p.m., he gently
breathed his iust, surrounded by all the members ot his family, except his
oldest danghter, who is now in Scoiland. The tuneral took place on the 27th
and was largely attended, not only by the membe s of his former congregation,
but by not o few from Hamilton and other places. The services were con-
ducted by the Rev.D. Inglis aad Dr. Ormiston, of Hamilton, Rev.G.
Cheyne, of Binbrook, and Rev. J. K. Smith, of Galt, Mr.McColl being un-
avoidably absent. .

Our space will not allow us to say all we would wish with reference to Mr.
Stark’s chatucler a3 a minister and an individual. But we cannot conclude
without a few sentences, on these points. Mr. Stark was a man of good
natural talents, saperior scholarship, and of varied and rare accomplishments.
He was a proficient in several branches of natural science, and especially was
an accomplished Botanist. He kept up a correspondence, long after he came
to Canada, with Sir W. J. Hooker, or rather Sir William kept up & corres-
pondence with him, for Mr. Stark was too modest a man to seek correspond-
ence with men of eminence, even on those hranches of study which fell in with
his own natural tustes. Mr. Statk was, indeed, peculiarly rich in friendsand
correspondents, mauy of them being men of emincuce in their respective
departments, Through his own family or that of his step-mother he was con-
nected with Sir George Napier, Professor Dugald Stewart, Sir William Ha-
milton, and other men of eminence. Mr.Stark had carefully preserved all
or mostof the letters which he received. The writer of this has looked into
asmall part of his correspordence, and has read a number of letters from the
individuals already named, and .tom many other, whose names are well known
‘both on the Continent and in Britain, .

Mr. Stark although mild iu disposition and character, was yetfirm in ad-
hering to principle. We have noticed his decided stand in connection with
the Disruption. A perusal of part of his correspondence has made us
acquuinted with another instance of firm adherence to Christian principle. It
appears that before he made up his mind to cometo Canada, he was strongiy
urged by influential friends in England aud in Scotland to enter the English
Church, anda perpetual curacy, ina very desirable situation in the west of
England, was offered for his acceptance, with the prospectof future prefer-
ment, Mr, Stark was, however, tvo steadfast and firm in adhering to
principle to accept such an offer, urged thongh it wasby scme very influential
triends, He preferred to come to Cauada, at a time when the bardships and
toils of a minister were far greater than they are now.

As a minister, Mr. Stark was conscientions and earnest, and specially ex-
celled i ministering tu the ¢ afficted aud sorrowing. His sermons were pre-
pared with very great care, exbLibitiug iu the composition a peculiar neatness
and finish.  They were at the same time thoroughly evangelical and practical.
Ia their delivery there was nd attewpt at effect, nothing of what is usually
called a populuy manuer ; but his pulpit minisirations exhibited an earnest-
ness and an affectionate persuasiveness, especislly during the latter years of
his ministry, which made them very precivus to those who really loved the
truth,  Mr. Stark, moreover, exhibited a higher eloquente than'ttat of th
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ulpit orator—the eloguence of a uniform, steady, growing christian cousistency
in his whole character and depustment. We have kaownbut few christians
whose life and conversation presented a wore beantiful exhibition of the graces
espocially the gentler graces of the christian life. His religic 3 character,
too, had evidently o! lats years become more fully developed. Christian friends
who oniy saw him occasioually have remarked how much he had grownin
grace. His path was truly like that of the shining light tbat shineth more
and more unto the perfect day.

V- bile very diligent in the performance of the more private duties of the
ministerial office, Mr. Stark was regular in attending the meetings of Church
Courts. Ho did not very ofien speak, but when he did speak, he was always
Listened to with tho greatest respect and attention. Sound judgment, good
commou sense, and prudence always characterized the counselsand views
which he expressed. [IFor many years he was clerk of the Presbytery ‘of
Hamiltor, and discharged all the duties of that office with the greatest pre-
cision, fidelity and exactness.

Personally Mr, Stark was greatly beloved by his brethren in the ministry,
and irdeed by all who had an opportunity of knowing him. He was £0un-
selfish, or modest, so amiable, so thoughtful of the feelings of others, that it
was impossible to be in his company and not to lovehim. ~He has gone from
us, leaving the sweet fragrance of many graces. We mourn his removal ; but
our loss is his gain. May we be enabled to follow him as he followed Chris
and may the removal of 80 many ol our ministers, oue after another,lea
those who remain, to be more and more earnest and diligent in their work,
The time is short ; the day of work is far spent, and the night is at_hand.
Let us be steadfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord,
forasmuch as we know that our labor shallnot be in vain in the Lord.

THE LATE REV. J. McKINNON.

More than a mere intimation of his death, who is the subject of this paper
is looked for. He was well known and duly appreciated iu a large circle of
acquaintances and friends. The intelligence of his death had an unnsually
startiing effect on those who had been long acquainted with him. 1t was not
only unexpected, but it seemed to bring death nearer to them, and to give a
more vivid view of the importance of life, and its relation to death, and
eternity. It was a call to redeem time, and to work all the more ditigently
while it is day, betore the night cometh whenno one can work.

Mr. McKinnon's death took place at Carlton Place on December the 24th,
1865, after an illness of ~bout four weeks. His azge wasabout fifty years.
He has left a widow to mourn his loss, and six surviving children. He had
three pustoral charges—the first at St. Thomas, the second at Owen Sound,
and .he last at Beckwith. He passed his early years in Esquesing, andat-
tended then the ministrations of the late Rev. Peter Ferguson. While very
young he appears to have had his mind seriously impressed with the impor-
tance of divine things,—and the feeling was not temporary. Havinz resolved
to give himself to the ministry of the word, he devoted himselfto the prelimi-
nary studies with great diligence and perseverance. In 1837, he passed his
time in Oneida Institnte N.Y. In 1838 he came to Hamilton, and put hirm-
self under the tiation of Dr. Rae, whose reputationwag great,not only asa
Teacher,but for the variety andextent of his attainments.  'Two of his fellow-
students died while there, viz., Stephen Balmer and JamesDarno. Thres or
four others (his fellow students in Hamilton) entered with him Queen’s
College, which opened in February 1842, under Principal Liddell.
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The Disruption of the Church of Scotland produced its results in Canads.
The Theological Students were divided in opinion ; but six out of the seven
declared their adherence to the principles of the Free Church; five of them
after remaining three Sessions at Xingston, removed to Toronto. dMr. McKin-
non was one of the first studeuts of Queen's College, and also of Knox College:
He was licensed in April 1844, in Toronto.

Among his fellow students in Queen's College, or Knox’s College, or

both, may be cuumerated the following, Thomas Wardrope, George Bell,
L. McPherson, Robt. Wallace, A. Wallace, P. Gray, Wm. Bain, J.Corbett,
J. B. Mowat, J. Black,” W. Sutherland, T. Dickson, and A. McColl.
To those who knaw him, it would be unnecessary to to state that Mr.McKinnon wa
of a frank, open countenance, and naturally of a cheerful disposition. Ee was
fand of society ; but it was while ina circle of friends of like sympathies,
that Lis qualitles appeared to most advantage in their quiet native lustre,
He possessed qu slities which when calledinto full play, enabled him to con-
tribute at least his fullquota to the intellectual repast. He had a great
fund of humour, and a keen sense of the ridiculous. Perceiving remote points
of resemblance, and making a combination of such incongruous images” as in
ke _course of conversation or discussion were suggested, he excited laughter ;
and yet there was no straining after effect ; and in telling others what had ex.
cited his langhter, he was not alone in his'enjoyment. His power ofsarcasm
was uncommon. It wag a weapon which he could wield with great effect. One
ef his most intimate friends, after witnessing on one occasion its eff« ct, advis-
ed him to cultivate the gift. * It is a dangerous as well as a formidable gift,
The temptation to abuseit is often too great. It was not in his nature to
delight in inflicting pain. e seems to have so seldom resorted to it, that
few even of those acquainted with him, were aware that he possessed 1t.  Six
Jobn Romilly after listening to Wilkerforce’s reply to an abusive speech
against him, said, “I always admired Wilkerforce’s talents ; I admire his
virtue still more, that rivalling Pitt himself in the poignancy of his sarcadm,
he habitually abstains from its use’” I believe that the principle that
guided and influenced the great statesman, animated and influenced the con-
duct of the modest and conscientious christian pastor.

Integrity was a prominent feature ia his character, henee his consistency
of conduct. Meanness and cunning were foreign to his own natare j.and in that
of others, they excited feelings of repugnance, of which there could he no
concealment. He was a man without guile. His yea was yea, and his na
was nay. No one, looking him in the face, could suspect him of duplicity,
Capable of relishing the pleasuies of friendship, and tenacious of attachments
once formed, he would be willing to sacrifice the good will of all his friends,
how great soever the pain might be,rather than swerve from what he believed to
the path of duty. Such men cannont in the common sense of the mind be
popular in their day. It ismore easy to build the sepulchres of the prophets,
than to hearken to their words. He had to endure many evils, aud to submit
to many hatdships, for his conscientious fidelity ; and though it is unreasonable
to suppose that he was zever mistaken, yet krowing the character of the
man, it would not be too hazardous to affirm, that the chief of his troubles is
to be ascribed to the fact, that he was ¢ too fond of the nght to pursue the
expedient.” He was distinguished for the great respeet which he ‘showed to
his superiors, whether in years or reiigious standing. It was only when years
brought no wisdow, and religivus profession was unaccompanied by practical
frui:is, that he stood aloof, and 1efused to hestow honor, where honor was
not due.

His general knowledge was not particularly extensive. He appears to have
for the most part confined himself tu his proper professional studies, and pas-
toral duties. He possessed a competent knowledge of the languages, but his
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forte seemed to lie in the direction of those studies which require the
exercigse of the underatanding. He had the capacity for excelling in Logic
and Mathematics. He had a strong inclination for these, but a sup-

arior influence restrained him, Though possessing, as I have already said, a
;een senee of the ridiculous, he nevercould endure to hear the word of God
employed in & spirit of levity, or toexcite mirthful emotions. The word of
God was hig daify study and delight, He was much devoted to prayer. His
pulpit ministrations were such s might be expected from & man distinguished
for the qualities which I have attempted to pourtray. No one could hear him
without being struck by his earnestness and reverential spirit. He bhelieved
what he proclaimed ; he felt what he believed.

Mr. McXinnon’s health beganto fail after the meeting of Synod. ‘'Lhe
climate during the winter seems to have been too rigorous for his eonstitution.
In August being visited by hus brother-in-law, he was indaced, ona six weeks,
leave, to accompany him to Toronto. He there consulted a physician. On
his return home he rallied. His last illness was owing to a cold while driving
over a bad road, He was attacked by inflammation of the liver, then of,the
right lung, and lastly of the left, During the laat nine days he was] compel-
led to sit in bis chair, he had no pain, but his weakness was excessive. He
could speak but little owing to astbma ; and he expressed his regret, that he
was t00 weak to meditate, it his end was near. He wag patient and uncom-
plaining. Any mention of the Saviour's sufferings always affected him
much. The book of Psalms was read (in course) during his illness, as also
that of the prophet Zechariah, The Gospel of John was substitated for the
latter. He complained of his dulness aund want of feeling in spiritual matters
owing to the influence of the medicines which he had been taking, When re-
minded of the great High Priest over the House of God, he replied “ Y am in
good hands,” Very early in the morning of the day of his death, his mind
¢ wandered,” and he urged his wife to, - dress quickly, and let us go.”
£¢ Where do yo want to go’ she. asked, “I want to go home' was bis
asswer.” His wife read the 130th Psalm. ¢ Lord from the depths to thee
I cried &e,’? ¢ that is beautiful’’ said he ¢ pray,” that was his last request,
Whenasked ¢ it he was going home to be with God and Jesus” he said but
with great difficulty ¢‘ yes.”” Soon after he failed to recognize his children
and at 6. he fell asleep. ¢ His last days” says one who watched over him
with tender solicitnde ¢¢ were marked by the same quiet trust,”” and his latter
end was peace. .

Ever since her husband’s death : she took a deepand abiding intevestin
the cause of the Redeemer, and felt unhappy when anything of an adverse
nature damped the ¢fforts of those who bad the management of the congre-
gation.

In her last sickness which was not long, she endured great bodily pain,
but was quite composed and resigned to the will of God. She was sensible that
her earthly tabernacle was fast dissolving, and spoke most aflectionately 1o
her family who were all present. She most impressively enjoined Sabbath
Observance, probably from having read extracts from Dr. McLeod's views
on that question. .

She asked to have read to her the 5th Chap. of Mat. and also the 23rd and
43rd psalms.

She spoke much of Christ, and quoting the passage, ‘¢ Allihat the Father
giveth me, shall come unto me, and bim that cometh I will no wise cast out.”
She said ¢ I have committed my soul to his keeping, and Itrust in him alone.”

A few minutes before she breathed her last, she asked to be raised up and
placed upon her knees,and upon this being done, she prayed retaining the full
exercise of her powers of mind to the last.

KNOX COLLEGE-~-DONATION® TO THE LIBRARY ;—LETTER
FROM DR. BURNS.

Mr. Editor.—Since I last announced through the mediam of the Record
the donations which Mr. Henderson of Park and other friends had kindly
made to our Library, large additions have been made by friends on a seale of
ancommon liberality. On occasion of the Jamented death of Mr, 3lcLean of
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Puslinch, two donations of books from his valuable Theological Library have
reached us. The publicatiens of the ¢ Parker Society” of England, embrace
fifty volumes of the writings of the best of England’s Protestant Bishops and
clergy, at the time of the Reformatioa—the Jewels, the Ridleys, the Cran.
mers, the Liatimers, the Hoopers, the Bradfords, and & host of others whose
name are well known, and the set of these works which had been recently
acquired by Mr, McLean, was pu-chased by Mr. Isaac McQuesten of Hamilton,
the son of our esteemed friend, Dr. McQuesten, and presented to the Library 3
and Mrs. McLean, the mourning widow of our lamented brother, generously
presented as her gift, all the hitherto published writings of the Puritan divines
or the same perivd, comprising twent y-five handsome octavo volumes,
alopg with a guarantee for the additional five volumes on their publication, to
complete the set. The volumes embracing these valuable gifts are as good
as new, and they have assigned to them a prominent place among the
treasuries of the Knox Collection, For these, as for all the donations, due
acknowledgements huve been made. Nearly about the same time, other dona-
tions were received from two friends,both of them for aseries of years official-
1y connected with the institution, oue still its accredited public representative,
and the other its still warmly attached friend; we refer to Principal Willis,
and to Professor Young.

The respected head of our Theological seminary has presented to the Lib-
rary,the Cambridge edition in three volumes folio, of the ¢ Historical Fathers”
of “the Church, Eusebius, Hegesippus, Socrates, Sozomen, Evagrius and
others ; a work of inestimable value, as forming the almost exclusive source of
all the'information we possess regarding the antiquities and history of the
Church of Christ, for the first six centuries. The work is beautifully finished,
inthe Jangnages of both Greeceand Rome ; enriched with notes by the con
tinental Editor, Valesius (Henry de Valois,)jand the Cambridge Editor, Mr.-
George Reading, Librarian to Zion College, London (1721); dedicated by
the one to Louis XIV, and his celebrated minister of State, Colbert ; and by
the other, to the then Duke of Chandos, a munificent patron of learning.
This Anglican edition was brought out by the subscriptions of nearly 300
English gentlemen, chiefly heads of literary establishments, and dignitaries of
the church. The names and the sums attached to each are all exactly set
down in Latin, and the guiding starin the galaxy, is a worthy rector of iwo
parishes near the Metropolis, and who has attached to his name (as in the
case of the others,) the amount of his subseription in these peculiar and some-
what odd terms :—*¢ Solvebat duos nummos aureos quos Anglice—Guineas
vulgo dicimus. The work is magnficent, and in fine preservation. I need
scarcely add, that our Library had beea previously in profession of both the
old and new English translations, both of the history of Eusebius, and his
¢Life of Constantine.”

The donation by Professor Young amounts to not fewer than two hundred
volumes, embracing a great variety of works by German and Anglican
writers of the present and the past age, theological and miscellaneous. It is
not, often that a public library of this kind receives such a large addition to
its lists, from apy private collection, Very thankful are we for it, but protest
against its being viewed—assuredly it was not intended—as a solatium ‘¢sooth-
ing and satisfactory,” for the loss of the personal presence and academical
labou 1s of our esieemed friend. No—the * desiderium tam cari capitis”?
still affects us ; and when the ex-professor shall have returned from ¢¢ foreign
travel,” we can assure him of a hearty welcome back to ascociations and
scenes, that would not soon fade from his remembrance nor from ours.

Vayious minor gifts in addition to the above claim grateful notice. Mr.
G eddie, the valued Nova Scotia Missionary to the South Pacific has present-
edus with the printed translation of the New Testament into the language
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of the New Hebrides. The Rev. Abralam Nelles superintendent of the New
Logland Society’s Mission to the Indian settlement at Brantford,has gifted to us
the latest edition of the Eaglish Prayer book in the language of the Mohawke.
The Rev.Thumas Wightman of Inisfil,l.as sent us (the gift of a lady in his congre-
gation,) a copy of the first edition of Matthew Ilenry’s ¢ Method of Prayer.’”
Principal Willis has ulso presented a copy of the new and enlarred edition of
his valvable ¢ Collectaneu’ of the Jatin and Greek Futhars  ¥rom the Rev.
Walter Inghs, of Kincardine, we have received a copy of the Hymn book
ased by the Converted Caffres of Africa, in their own languaze. I may also
add, that tolerably complete sets of the Edinburgh Witness, Glaszow Guard

ian, Montreul Witness, Toronto Globe, Obsecver by Mr. William Oliver, and
other repositaries of news s.nce 1843, have been subst ntially stitched up in
more than thirty volumes.

Of the gif ts to the ¢ Museum’ as distinet frc = those to the Library, notices
are usually given through the Record by the Auditors annually named by the
students. Qur museum, for its size and age, is a very respectable one, and is
adapted to patronage, aud there are few who in passing along the journey of
life, or in their various official movements to and fro, have it notin their
power to augment at little or no expense such collections. An enlargement
in the way of accomodatiun i3 very desirable, and I doubt not will by and by be
realized. Libraries and )Museums are peculiarly valuable in a young and
rising country like ours, as tending to form its meutal charaecter and to
treasure up materials for its future history.
