TIE CALVINISTIC SYSTEM OF DOCTRINE—MISREPRESENTATIONS
EXPOSED.—No. 2.

At the closc of an article in our last number, we adverted to misrepresenta-
tions of Calvinism by a recent writer in the organ of Canadian Wesleyanism,
Those which we then exposed he repeats in a variety of forms, and with the
assurance of one who was giving an unquestionably correct account of the
views of Calvinists. T point vut merely, without further remark, everything
that is erroncous or ohjectionable in his statements, wonld be a formidablo
task as well as a fruitless one, and would require much more space than wo
purpose to devote to the whole subject; and it would be an absurd and un-
called for proceeding to expose minutely, and at length, everything advanced
by one so reckless in his statements, and who deals o Jargely in incre asser-
tion without indicating the grounds on which his assertions are based. e
writes with professions of candour, anl with an air of authority as if he were
master of his subject; but what can any one possessing the least acquaintance
with the matter think of the intelligence or eandour of a writer who deals in
such assertions, as that Calvinisin * separates the will of God from Ilis counsel,”
“refuses to recognize Iis moral attributes as controlling 1is will and s acts,”
and ¢ reduces Ifis moral government to a government of mere power;” that
it “makes Ilis will not a holy will)” and “all the woral law of God to be &
mere system of positice precepts, which we are to obey, not because they are
right and agreeable to the nature of God, but oily beeause it is His will!”

Assertions like these, and others which this wiiter makes in regard to Cal-
vinism, are plainly contradicted by our Standards. For example, our Confes-
sion deelares that ** such as truly believe in the Lord Jesus and love Him in
sincerity, endeavouring to walk in all good conscience before Him, may in this
life be certainly assurcd that they are in the state of grace, and may rejoice in
the hope of the glory of God; which hope shall never make them ashamed ;"
and that ‘this certainty is not a bare conjectural and probable persuasion,
grounded upon a fallible hepe, but an infallible assurance of faith;” whercas
according to this writer, * Calvinists make conversion a matter of great unces-
tainty,” so that “no one can be absolutely certain of the genuineness of his
conversion!” It is very cvident 0 the other hand that, on Arminian or Me-
thodist principles, there can be no such thing as an assurance of salvation, and
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that Paul never could have said, as he did, “Henceforth, there is laid up for
me a crown of rightcousness which the Lord, tho rightcous Judge, shall give
e at that day ; and not to me only, but unto all them also that love His ap-
pearing.” 2 Tim. iv. 8. According to Arminians, Paul, notwithstanding of
all his high attainments in grace, might still have fallen away and perished,
and .hey that love the appearing of the Lord Jesus may fall away finally and
for cver, and so may never receive the crown of righteousness, but on the
contrary be consigned to cverlasting misery and shame.

Were it worth while, we should have a good deal to say in reference to this
writer's account of the origin and history of Calvinism, of the views of Cal-
vinists on the subject of grace, and of their way of rcasoning in support of
it 'We merely state that, though we have read many Calvinistic writers,
we never read in any of them that Calvinists so thought and reasoncd ; and
that it could be said with a great deal of truth of Arminianism that it
is founded on assumption and on false metaphysics, in opposition to plain
statements of the word of God. Mr. Wesley tells us in one of his ser-
mons (and these have the unqualitied sanction of Methodist Conferences),
that “he verily believed that the rcal heresy of Pelagius was neither more nor
‘less than this: the holding that Christians may by the grace of God go on to
-perfection ;” and that * he (Mr. Wesley) would not affirm that the arch here-
tic of the fifth century (Pelagius) was not one of the holiest men of that age;”
and thus we are the more glad to find the Wesleyan organ saying of Pe-
lagius that he taught dangerous errors. According to it, the truth of
God had never been fully exhibited from the days of the apostles till last
century, when Wesley arose—a period of 1700 years!~—a proof surcly that
what was peculiar in his doctrines has not been so very plainly revealed as his
followers would have us believe.

It has been common with Arminian controversialists to magnify modifica-
tions of sentiment among Calvinists, so as to create the impression that there
are great differences ameng them ; and also to hold up promineatly a view of the
order of the divine decrees which has been held by very few, but against which
it is casiest to awaken strong prejudice.  Arminius, in treating of the subject
of predestination in one of his works, is guilty of the gross unfairness of de-
voting about four-fifths of his space to those who carried furthest the view
referred to, and only the remainder to an exposition of the views of other
Calvinists and of his own. It would ve casy to shew that there is a greater
varicty of sentiment amongz Arminians than among Calvinists ; on the subject
of election, for instance, some holding that the choice of God is based on a
-forescen faith and obedience, others, that the choice is one of nations and com-
munitics to outward privileges, other saying that it is a choice of individuals
to such privileges, and others again, ift we remember right, that all are chosen
to a salvable state.  The description which the Clhristian Guardian gives of
‘the three classes into which he divides Calvinists is so far from correct, that
from it no one ignorant of the subject could possibly learn the truth. He
states, for example, that the first class hold that God has foreordained what-
socver comes to pass—leaving it to be inferred that this belief is peculiar to
them, whercas all Calvinists hold this; and he proceeds further to stato that
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this first class hold that God has forcordained the sins of the wicked in the
senso (as appears from a subsequent statement) of being the cfficient cause of
their sins, whereas all classes of Calvinists utterly abhor such & sentiment,
and hold that, while God is the author of all good, His decree with rclerenco
to sin is permissive merely, and that Ile ncither is, nor can be the author or
approver of sin.  Thus, in the Shorter Catechism, it is said that *“ our first pa-
rents, being left to the freedom of their own will,” (so that the decrees of God
did not interfero in any way with that freedom) * fell from the estate wherein
they were created ;" and the Confession says, *“ this their sin God was pleased
according te His wisc and hnly counsel to permit, having proposed to order it
to Iis own glory.” No one, we may state, ever held that God had anything
more to do with subscquent sins than Ho had with the first; though Armi-
nians talk about neccessitated damnation, as if Calvinists held that the decree
of God interfered with the free agency of men, and laid them under a necessity
of sinning.  We might point out other equally gross misrepresentations on
the same subject by thls writer; but our readers will infer &is pretensions to
be considered competent to deal with such questions from e fact that, if his
accounts were true, the late Dr. Chalmers, than whom few indeed have ever
been honoured te render more distinguished services to the interests of religion,
and who is hknown the world over as a great man of the decpest picty, held
that God is the efficient cause or author of sin, and acver made a frec offer of
salvation to sinners!

This writer says that ‘““many Calvinists deny the foreknowledge of God, by
asserting that He can know the future only because, and only so far as He has
forcordained it.” With how much justice he makes the chargg, is evident from
the fact that not a single Calvinistic writer can be found in any age who does not
maintain the omniscience and forcknowledge of God ; while, on the other hand,
there are Arminian writers who have denied these attribates, and others have
shewn that they would gladly enough have done so, could they have scen any
likely way of evading the Scripture evidence on the subject. Calvinistic divines
have on Scriptural grounds ascribed to God thic knowledge of all possible things,
of all things that His almighty power could effect, whether these should ever
be brought into existence or not; and Iis forchnowledge of all things that
should actually come to pass they hav rcpresented as being based on His
cternal decree to cffect or permit these things. His elernal foreknowledge, for
example, of the existence of the world was based on His purpose to create the
world; and His forchnowledge of the fallen state of man was bLased on His
purpose to permit the fall, when Ile knew that man in the circumstances in
which he was placed would fal! into sin. Because they have done so, this
writer represents them as denying the forcknowledge of God! Would any
Arminian say that the foreknowledge of God that the world should exist, was
irrespective of His purpose to create it ? On the other hand, Dr. Adam Clarke,
the Methodist commentator, was driven to deny the cssential omniscience of
God in order to escape from the peculiarities of Calvinism. Porter in his com-
pend of Mcthodism (which is used in the Methodist church in the United
States as a text bLook in the training of local preachers), when he answers
the question, * did not God forcknow who would rejoct the gospel and be lost,”
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uses only tho hesitating language, * wo presume IIe did." Episcopius, whomn
tho Christian Quardian praises, (according to Owen in his display of Armi-
ninuism) calls the forcknowledge of God a troublesome question, and writes as if
it were n debateable subject whether there were any such thing or not; while
Vorstius says that “God in Hig own manner sometimes fears. that is, with
reason suspects, and prudently conjectures, that this or that evil may arise !

The writer in the Guardian of course charges against Calvinism that it
involves millions of infants in damnation; we say of course, because this
is onc of the staple charges advanced by Methodists which they are never
weary of repeating. The charge was made by Wesley in language of the
lowest ribaldry, when he said that according to Calvinism * God causcs
infants of a span long to pass through the fire of hell;” it occurs in an ad-
dress to the devil of most revolting blasphemy ; and Wesley's charge and lan-
guage have to this day the sanction of Methodist conferences, for no better
reason, so far as we can discover, than that ke said so! There is no such doc-
trine contained in our Standards, nor, so far as we know, has it been advanced
by any Calvinistic writer. The truth is that on this subject, as on many
others, Calvinism, as a system, is silent, and leaves men to form their own
conclusions, The uso of creeds and confessions, as every one knows who is
at all acquainted with the history of the Christian Church, is to repudiate
crror, the existence of which alone has rendered them necessary ; and had the
Westminster Assembly of Divines, by whom our standards were compiled,
reckoned the universal salvation of infants dying in infancy a doctrine incon-
sistent with Calvinisin, tho principle on which they were acling would have
required them to insert a condemnation of that doctrine in these Standards.
Ia the absence of such condemnation, the allegation that the doctrine of the
damnation of infants is necessarily involved in Calvinisin can only be deemed
one of the countless slanders of Arminians, which they persist in circulating
with the view of injuring the Presbyterian Church.

A passage in the 10th chapter of the Confeszion of Faith has, we believe,
been sometimes pleaded in support of this charge. The chapter relates to the
subject of cffcctual calling ; and after the calling of those who have come to
years of understanding has been deseribed ag occurring in connection with the
ministration of the word, the question naturally arises, can infants, who are
incapable of being called in the same way, still be renewed and saved ? This
is answered, as follows, in the next section: “elect infants, dying in infancy,
are regenerated and saved by Christ, though the Spirit, who worketh when,
where, and how He pleaseth.” From this passage some of our opponents
have argued thus: infants dying in infancy are described as elect; therefore
others dying in infancy are not so. In this way of reasoning, when John in
his second Epistle, addressing the elect Iady, speaks of her ¢ clect sister,” it
would follow that she must have had a sister who was not elect!  We need
hardly say that the word elect, when used in Seripture with reference to salva-
tion, mcans chosen, not from a particular family or class, but out of the whole
mass of human beings, and, therefore, the expression “elect infants” in the
Confession of Faith can only mean infants chosen, not from their own class,
but out of the human family, and the passage fairly admits of the interpreta-
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tion that all infants who dic in infancy are sawed. The Wesiminster Divines,
in compiling our Standards, were carcful to insort nothing for which an expli-
cit warrant could not be cited from Scripture. Finding that the word of Uod
clearly sets forth the salvation of some who die in infuncy, they express them.-
selves accordingly ; and in so doing they use language which, if we arrive at
the conclusion that all infants dying in infaney are saved, will quite naturally
admit of this interpretaticn,

While Culoinism as « system is thus silent on the subject of the universal
salvation of infants (as it is un many other subjects), except so far as to hold
that this is not inconsistent with its principles, and while there is no warrant
for the slanderous charge put forth by Wesley, and still sanctioned and cireu-
lated by his followers, we may cite a few facts which shew what views are,
and have been, actually propounded by Caliinists on this subject. The largest
body of sound Calvinists in the world s the . id School Presbyterian church
in the United States; and in a tract by Dr. Fairchild, issued by their Publica-
tion Board, and entitled ** What Presbyterians believe,” it is explicitly stated
that they believe that all dying in infancy are eclect unto salvation. This is
conclusive as to the view of that church on the subject. Unless our memory
be at faalt, we have scen a similar statement in a tract issued under the
authority of the New School Presbyterian church in the States; but we have
not the tract to refer to.  Dr. Candlish of Edinbargh, now the greatest man in
the Free Church of Scotland, in his work on the atonement, argucs that the
death of infants is a fruit of the atoncment, and a proof of their clection to
cverlasting life.  The Rev. Thomas Scott, whose commentary on the Scriptures
is in gencral use among Calvinists both on this continent and in Britain, in his
exposition of Matthew xix. 14, says, *Infants are as capable of regencration
as grown persons, and there is ground to conclude, that all those who have
not lived to commit actual transgressions, though they share in the effects of
the first Adam's offence, will also share in the blessings of the second Adam's
gracious covenant ; without their personal faith and obedience, but not without
the regencrating influence of the Snirit of Christ.” Toplady, who was an uncom-
promising opponcnt of Wesley's dactrinal views about a century ago, declared
again and again his firm belief tha: the souls of all departed infants are with
God in glory ; and we have seen 4 quotation from Flctcher, the coadjutor of
Wesloy, who says in his fourth check to Antinomianism, published 90 years
ago, * Calvinists arec now ashamed of consigning infants to the torments of
hell”—an admission that Wesley's charge was slandcrous, at the time when it
was originally made. Yet Methodists have never ceased to endorse the original
slander by Wesley. We shall merely state further, that Dr. Hodge of Prince-
ton, a man of great learning, says that the leading Calvinistic divines of all ages
have held that all infants dying in infancy are saved through the blood and
Spirit of Christ. The doctrice that all infants dying in infancy are elect and
saved, is utterly inconsistent with Arminian allegations about impartial grace,
and about election heing to outward privileges merely, or being based on the
foresight of faith and geod works.  According to that doctrine, a large portion
of the human family are, it is plain, unconditionally elected to everlasting life,

We hope in our next paper to consider the views of Wesley and of Mcthodists
on the subject of infant damnation,
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THE DUTY OF CONGREGATIONS TO THEIR MINISTERS.

The solemn responsibility resting upon pastors, in relation to those commit-
ted to their spiritual oversight, is confessedly great.  They are solemnly set
apart for the discharge of sacred duties; they have engaged as in the sight of
God to watch over the flack of Christ; they have to give themsclves to the
work of the ministry, and to be instant in season, out of season warning,
exhorting and cntreating, secking earnestly, if by God's blessing they may
gave some.  But it is not on ministers alone that respousibility rests.  The
responsibility is mutaal.  There are relative duties, duties develving upon the
people, dutics which they must be held as having solemnly undertuken to
discharge. It is their duty to caoperate with the pastor in his works of faith
ard labours of love, not claiming exemption from active service on hehalf of
Chrrist, but seehing to aid the pastor in the sabbath school, or in visiting and
in secking generally o exert an influence for good on those around. Tt is their
duty to wait on his ministrations, ard to seek to induce and encourage others
to do so likewise. Tt is their duty to sustaiiz with their prayers the labors of
their pastor, for cheerless and fruitless will his Jabors be, if the prayers of his
people are not freely given. It is their duty, morcover, to support with a
cheerful liberality the ordinances of religion amongst themselves, and to aid in
extending the kingdom of our Lord Jesus Christ.

We intend to say a very few words with reference to this last mentioned
duty. It is necessary that it should be stated and enforced from time to time,
Paul in the course of his epistles again and again sets it forth prominently.
Nevertheless it is a daty which is sometimes performed with some degree of
remissness. It is one, too, whieh many ministers do not feel at great liberty
in enforcing.  They can indeed plead with earnestness and with cffect for the
exercise of an cnlarged liberality in the cause of missions abread, but they
cannot, or at least they do not, with equal earnestness plead for the exercise
of liberality with reference to their own support.  We are satisfied that for
the real success of the gaspel ministry very much depends on the liberal,
prompt and cheerful support given to the pastor. In peint of fact we believe
it will be found that where ministers leave their charges, or where mutau) dis-
satisfiction and unhappiness exist, the causc is generally to be found in some
lack on the part of the cougregation to carry out the solemn responsibility
resting upon them with reference to the support of the ministry.

We do not consider it necessary to enter at any length on a statement of the
arguments from scripture on this subject.  Both from the old Testasuent and
from the new it might be shown that it is the rule of Christ’s house, *he
appointment of the great Head of the Church, that they who serve at the
altar should live of the altar, and that they who receive spiritual benefits from
the labors of ministers shouly contribute of their carnal things. *Let him
that is taught in the word cominunicate to him that teacheth in all good
things.”  We do not believe that peaple really deny the truth of the principles
here stated 5 but they do not allow them to have their full foree. Many give for
the support of the minintry as if it were a mere charity or gratuity, which they
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may withhold or not, or as if it were & mere favor to the particular individual,
But it is an act of sustick. 'The minister is entitled to his support. “The
worhinan is worthy of his hire.” It is true he lovks for his reward hereafter.
Iis stipend is not an equivalent for his labors.  But he has a nicur to look
for the cheerful and liberal support o his flock. I this is withheld, it is
scarcely to be wondered at if harassing cares check his cnergics, aud even if
the cffect is felt in the diminished power of his ministrations.

One great evil which we have often seen, and which we fear is not uncommon,
is that the members of a congregation take little interest in the matter of the
minister's support, and think that they have done all that is required when
they have paid their own contribution.  Now we believe that more than this
is required.  No meniber of a congregation should consider that he is free
from obligatior: while there is any shortcoming.  The minister cannot deal with
individual. on the mattcr of stipend. The obligation lies on the congregation
as such, and as long as there is any deficiency cach should feel the responsibility
resting upon him. There may be various methods of raising the nccessary
funds. There may be the weckly offering, which has many advantages to
recomnniend it; or there may be an annual subscription payable quarterly or
half-ycarly , or there may be pew . _nts, although the principle of pew rents
we consider wrong aud in many respects injurious. There may be Jeacons
sct apart for attending to the temporal interests of the congregation ; or there
may be managers sclected from year to year by the members of the congrega-
tion. But whatever system is in operation, every member of the congregation
should take an interest in the matter, and should feel himself responsible so
far as his influence or ability may go, for the full implementing of the cngago-
ment of the congregation.

Every member too should do what is in his power to set forth the true
standard and measure of liberality, by giving *“as God hath prospercd him."”
‘We have known instances of individuals making yearly additions to their
meang, advancing from comparative poverty to wealth, while still their annual
contributions fur religious objects remained the same.  We have known indi-
viduals, who, when at the head of large establishments, gave no more than when
they were young men in the cmployment of others.  No doubt in such cascs
it may be said that there could Lave been no religious influence acting upon the
individual.  But it is also truc that even christians fail to recognise, or to act
upon the true principle that should regulate their giving. God in his word
hath set forth the measurc of christian liberality.  We are to give as God hath
prospered us.  “Freely ye have reccived, freely give” Were members of
churches genorally to recognise thedr obligativas in the light of such directions,
they would not only feel the blessedness arising from the exercisc of an en-
Jarged liberality, but would influence others to come up to the same slandard.
And thus there would be no lack of means for the maintenauce of ordinances,
and for the extension of the gospel to the regions beyond. At the present day
we find mary chiurches taking up the subject of systematic beacvolence, and
adopting special means to direct the attention of the people to the matter
This is & movement from which, we doubt not, good results would flow.

$14, Widowy' Fund $13; Bobeaygeon, for Home Missions $4, for Foreign
Missions §6, Widows' Fund $17. This has been done in addition to other
extra cfforts in connection with the support and extension of the cause of Christ.

Rev. J. Nisper—Desiovation As Misstoxary.—On the evening of Thursday,
7th ult, tho Rev. James Nisbet, formerly of Oakville, was designated as a
missionary to the Red River country. The services, which were very impres-
give and interesting, were conducted in Bay-strect Chureh, Toronto. Prayer
having been offered by the Rev. W. Reid, addresses were delivered by Rev. Mr.
McTavish and the Rev. Dr. Burns.  The designation prayer was offered by Rev.
W. Gregg. A few appropriate remarks were miade Dy Principal Willis, in
presenting to Mr. Nisbet, in the name of the Foreign Mission Committee, a copy
of the Holy Scriptures. Mr. Nisbet soon leaves for his mission field in the
Northwest.  Wo trust he may be conducted thither in safety, and that he may
earry with him a rich blessing.

Brimisi Corvupia.—Although no letter has been received directly from Mr.
Jumicwon since his arrival in British Columbia, it is ascertained by letters from
parties in Columbia that he has arrived safely. One of Mr. Jamieson’s former
tetters went to Britain and back, before it reached the hands of the Convener
of the Committee, and it is possible that this may have been the case again,
We hope, however, soon to hear from him directly.
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BUXTON MISSION.

Tho 11th anniversary of the Buxton Sabbatn School was held at the Church
there on the 25th February last.

"The proceediugs were vpened with prayer by the Rev. William King, who
also tooh the chair.  The Report was then read by Mr. Ezekicl Cooper, from
which it appeared that the vperations of the school had boen regularly carried
on during the year, two visitations of the cntire settlement having been made
by the teachers, and the monthly meetings having been punctually held at the
house ¢f Mr. King, The average attendance of scholars did not appear quite
cqual to sume previous years, this being partially attributed to the absence of
our valuable and estecmed Superintendent, Mr. Thomson, who has been for
more than twelve months laid aside by sichness, and is we fear at this moment
stretched upon the bed of death.

The amount raiscd in the schivol during the year for Foreign Missions was
stated to be §8, which by the vote of the children was appropriated as in for-
mer years to the ““Old Calabar Mission.”

After the reading of the Report interesting and instructive speeches were
delivered by Rev. William King, Rev. Mr. White (officiating in Tilbury),
and Messrs. Thomas Stringer, William Scott, and Ezchiel Cooper, of Buxton.

During the proceedings an excellent and bountiful repast, provided by the
settlers, was served to the scholars, of whom thero were about 100 present,
aud also to the parents and fricnds, who were assembled in large numbers—
the church being quite filled —their pleased and happy faces and cheerful voices
testifying how .ioroughly that part of the cntertainment was appreciated.

One of the most attractive features of the day was the performance of a
variety of beautiful sacred picces by the choir, which hasbeen for some months
under the training of Mr. E. Cooper, 2 young man belonging to the settlement
who is receiving his education at the Mission School with a view to cutering
the ministry.  'he sclection and execution of the picces did great credit to the
taste of the leader and tho diligence of the members of the choir.

The meeting Lroke up at about 4 p. u., all concurring to testify that the day
had been most pleasantly and profitably spent.— Communicated.

NEW CHURCH AT INVERNESS, C. F.

The new church at Inverness, Megantic, was opened for public worship on
the 13th of March, when a sermon was preached by the Rev. W. B. Clark,
Quebee, from 1 Kings viii. 27— But will God indeed dwell on the earth? &e.
The Rev. D. McVicar, Montreal, followed with a sermon from Romans viii. 32,
Ile that spared nst IHis own Sun, &c. The church was wdl filled with an
audicnce amounting to upwards of 400, who manifested unflagging attention
throughout the leng service.

In thie afternoon there was a capital banquet served up in the Court House,
and it affords us much plaisure to say that the handsome sum of $167 80 was
realized from the collection in the Church aad entertainment in the Court
House together.

After the comfrtalle refreshments had been partaken of the people ad-
journed to the church, when the audience was much larger than in the morning,
there being then from five to six hundred present.

The evening meeting was opened with prayer by the Rev. Mr. Tisan, of the
Wesleyau Churdh. Iuteresting addresses were then delivered by the Rev. Mr,
Brown, Lueds, on Christian Union; by the Rev. Mr. McVicar on the clements
of power in the church, by the Rev. D. Marsh, Qucbee, on church prosperity ;
and by the Rev. Williama Scott, St. Sylvester, on Irish Revivals. = Addresses
were delivered also Ly the Rev. J. McConechy, Leeds, the Rev. W, T. Trues-
dale, Kingsey Falls, and others.
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Theso were by far the largest arnd most interesting meetings ever held in
Inverness, and what adds to their value and importance, they were theroughly
catholic in their spirit—Presbyterians, Methodists, Baptists, and Independents
all meeting cordially and fraternally together.  Whilst the area of the church
was densely crowded, there were present on the platforin not fewer than ten
roinisters.

The church ig a handsome Gothic edifice, after 2 plan by Mr. Andrew
Peebles of Quebee, and reflects great eredit on the congregation of Inverness.

We may add that picces of music were tastefully sung by the young people
of tlu‘: congregation, both in English and Gaelic, in the intervals between the
speeehies.

pAﬁcr having stated thus much it can hardly be neeessary to add, that the
people separated well pleased with the intellectual treat, which they had re-
ceived.

Gmé—r—al Religious Intelligence.

Procress or Rievte1on ix Briraiy.—The various religions periodicals report
many interesting symptoms of the progress of religion in Britain.  In London
various special means are still employed for the spiritual improvement of all
classes, the highest as well as the lowest.  The special missionaries employed
for the benefit of the cabmen have not laboured in vain.  Many of them now
attend divine worship on the Lord's day, as well as Bible classes. A Library
has been established, and several societies with a view to the cultivation of
cconomy, temperance, &¢.  About 2000 cabmen are now members of these
clubs, and not a few both among cabmen and cab proprictors are decided fol-
lowers of the Saviour. Preaching to the aristocracy has been resumed by
Captain Trotter, Mr. Blackwood and others, who give addresses in Willis’s
Rooms every Saturday at half-past three in the afternoon. There is good
reason to belicve that these efforts have not been fruitless.

In various parts of England, as in the West Riding of Yorkshire, religious
revival is also advancing.

Special preparations have been made for having suitable serviees for foreign-
ers and strangers in London during the season of the great exhibition. An
association has been formed for the distribution of Bibles and Tracts, of which
the Bishop of Winchester is president.  The Bishop of London, Sir Culling
B. Eardley, Hon. A. Kinnaird and others have taken a prominent part in pro-
moting these important objects.

Tus Bicextexary Cenesration.—The Bicentenary of the ejection of Non-
conformist ministers of 1662 still occupies general attention. Propesals are
made suggesting that the Presbyterian churches should take up the matter at
their meetings of assemblies and Synods.  We regret to observe that some
unpleasantness has been occastoned by certain charges of dishonesty in regard
to the use of the forinularics of the Church of England which bave been
madc by some of the non-cpiscopal mibisters. In consequence of this, Canon
Miller of Birmingham has publicly intimated his withdrewal from the Bible
Socicty. Other evangelical clergymen, who take a more comprehensive view of
matters, have intimated that they do not intend to withdraw from codperation
with their non-episcopal brethren.

Tur. Epvcamiosan Questioy ix Scoti.axo.—The Lord Advocate's Educational
Bill has called forth a large amount of discussion, The bill proposes, first, to
appoint an Educational Commission, consisting of twenty members, four offi-
cials from cach of the Universitics and four to be nominated by the Crown,
who are to be churged with the camying out of the details of the Bill. ‘The
Bill contempliates three classes of schools, viz: First, Rural schools, which are
to be supplementary to the Parish schools ; second, District schools, in popu-~
Yous villages and districts, not being Royal Burghs; and third, Burgh schools.
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Many objections have been taken to the proposed plan. It is opposed by the
Established Church, chiefly on the ground that it makes no provision for reli-
gious instruction, Many Preshyteries of the Free and United Presby terian
Churches are opposed to the Bill, partly on the ground of the incteased patron-
age which would be given to the heritors and parish ministers in regard to the
rural schools, and still more because the Episcopalians and Roman Catholics
are exempted from the provisions of the Bil and allowed permanent grants
for schodls of their own.  Some meodifications may be made by the Lord Ad-
vocate, and it is desirable that the Bill should be made such as to command
the general approval of the people of Scotland.

Lapours or Gavazzt iy Itany —Gavazzi continuces his energetic efforts for
the advancement of religion in Italy. He has organized an Evangelical church
in Florence, and hopes soon to organize one in Naples. The future ministers
for both churches are now studying at the Theologic.l Seminary lately estab-
lished at Genoa.

MeeTing or UsiTep PressyTeriay Syxop.—We have received intelligence
of the mecting of the Synod of the United Presbyterian Church, and of the
first two days proccedings. The Rev. D. Smith, of Biggar, was clected Mode-
rairr.  Several topics of interest were to engage the attention of the court.
One of the pringpal of these was the proposal to extend the session of the
Divinity Hall and set apart the Professors exclusively for the duties of their
chairs.  We shall notice the proccedings more fully ir a futuce number.

Axericay  Reniciovs Axxiversarirs.—The May anniversuries, fail this
year (as they did last) to awaken that all-absorbing interest with which they
were expected and attended before the outbreak of the rebellion.  Still they
record again, on the whole, the proceedings of a prosperous year. The Socie-
tics, in general, have sutiered Jess from the war than was expected, and some
arc cven able to report an increased incorne. .

Princeton Seminary, which cclebrated, last week, its 50th anniversary, is
one of the best endowed and most flourishing schools in America. 1t aus five
endowed professorships, together with nearly forty foundations or scholarships
for students whose means do not cnable them to sustain themselves. The
library building, the gift of a New York gentleman, is an ornament to the
State of New Jersey; and while the anniversary exercises were going on, two
other New York gentlemen presented to the trustees fifty thousand dollars, as
a free gift for the purposes of the institution. The gentlemen referred to were
the Messrs. Stewart of New York,,

Another of the theological seminaries of the Old School Presbyterian Church,
that of Danville, Kentucky, will probably be the subject of an animated dis-
cussion at the approaching General Assemnbly. Dr. Breckinridge, who is one
of the professors, has announced hix intention to resizn, on the ground that
he has been charged by Rev. Dr. Robinson, of Louisville, with having per-
verted the influence of his office, and the funds by which it was endowed, by
his advocacy of loyalty. Both Dr. Breckinridge and Dr. Robiuson are dele-
gates to the General Assembly.—T'%e Methodist,

Muerper of AN Avericax Missioxarv.—The Rev, J. Coffing, an Amcrican,
missionary stationed at Adana in Syria, was lately murdered by two ruffians
while on the way to Antioch. His servant has also died from injuries received,
and a Turk who accompanicd him remains in a very dangerous condition.

Augicax Tracr Soctery.—This Socicty, which formerly maintained absolute
silence on the subject of slavery, is now speaking out, and has published seve-
ral works of a decidedly anti-slavery character. It is proposed again to effect
a union between the Boston Society and that in New York.

Axericax Bisir Soctery.—The receipts of the American Bible Socicty dur-
ing the year have been $373,131 81, and the issues 1,099,483,  Not less than
650,100 books have bten distributed during the year in the army and navy of
the United States,
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G onununications.

OUR IIOME MISSION WORK.—No. 2.
(7o the Editor of the Canada Presbyterian Record.)

Sir,—Tt is very desirable, when speaking of any plan or proposal, fully to
understand what is meant, fur, otherwise, of course we may be thinking of one
thing, and others of somcthing very different. I rather fear that, with regard
to the CesTrar Fuxp, there has been a good deal of this misapprehiension. I
may be wrong; but it is my impression that some of the brethren think that
in establishing such a fund, there would be something like interference with the
liberty of congregations, and that ail connected with the denomination would
bo obliged, or at any rate enjuined, to forward ell their missionary contributions
to the Synod's Treasurer, and Presby teries be instructed to deal with defaulters
Y according to law.”

If any have such an impression, T cannot wonder at their determined oppo-
sition to such a Fund. I, however, they would only consider the matter alittle
they would sce that such is not and canuot be the idea of those who are
earnestly solicitous for the establishment of such a central synodical scheme.
1 greatly mistake, if there is a single member of Synod, who would wish to u~e
the slightest coercion in the case, or trench in the smallest degree on the full
liberty of individuals and congregations.  All that is proposed, as far as I un-
derstand the matter, is, that cungregations be invited and encouraged to send
in what contributions they may think proper, to the Synod's Treasurer, in
order to form a Synodical Home Missivn Fund, entirely analogous to the Foreign
one. or that for the French Canadian Sudiety 5 that the Fund thus formed be ad-
ministered by a Conmittee appointed by Synod, net independently of Presby-
teries, but through means of them. and that, far from its being intended, or
calculated to interfere with Presbyterian action, or the full development of local
activitics, it is expected, as it is most carnestly desired, to second and sustain
the one, aud bring out more completely and satisfactorily, the full vigour of the
other.

In the absence of any such fund, many would find great difficulty in discov-
ering a way, by which they might help in evangdlizing the country ; or, atany
rate, help them who stoud most in need of other assistance.  Some congrega-
tions, no doubt, might, from the suggestion either of the ministers or of soine
of the members who huew the facts of the case, take one or more struggling
causes under their special care, and foster them, as far as pecuniary help
at any rate, was concerned, for a few years.  This has often been done, and in
general not wuch to the satisfaction of cither party.  Better that, than nothing
but better, in st cases, somcething else, if possible. At the very best, it is
an irregular, incomprehensive way of going to work, and if universally acted
upon, nught allow just thuse particular causes, which required sympathy and
assistance most to languish and disappear.  There may, of course, be cougre-
gations that know =0 well the circumstances of others, that they feel con~tiamed
to assist them., Well, be it so—they can do o with perfect propriety, and
assist a general Fund at the same time.  Or, the procealdings of a particular
Preshy tery may, to sume neighbouring congrogations, appear so interesting and
important, that they feel constrained to help them diveefly ; well, in such a
case, also, no one would have any reason to object, except that they were acting
80 far, in ignorance of the whole field.  But, while there may be such isolated
cases, there will be an ever increasing number, where any desire is to do the
greatest awount of guod with their cvatributions, and whe haviag ne particular
regard fur one place more than another, wish simply, that their ibundance
should st efficicntly supply some othier lack.  For suck, a central Fund, is
Just the very thing; and the Committee of Synod are simply their administra-
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tors not dictating to Presbyteries, what they shall do, or how they shall do it,
but distiibuting to each according to the work done, and the necessity made
manifest. It is for Preshyterics, not the Committee, to see that people of each
locality do their duty, and that the preacher sent among them does his; it is
for the Ireshytery to determine what course of evangelistic efiort shall be pur-
sucd, and to what extent they shall proceed ; the Committee having merely
power to say that considering the Fund placed at its disposal, and the 1casonable
demand of other parts of the field, only so much help can be extended.  On the
very face of it, all this luoks simple and reasonable cnough. What, then, is so
objeetionalile i it as to lead to so much opposition? 1 believe that the one
cause of so much opposition is a strong, and, to a certain extent, "wholesome
jealousy of Svnodical Committees.  Altogether, it lias been found by painful
experience, that the * best of men are but men at the best,” and that the more
extended the sphere in which any committee is called to act, so much the more
difficult to apply efficient chechs cither to its partiality, or its dictatorialness,
or occasionally, to its red-tape obstructiveness.

Now, T am not prepared to say that Synodical Committees have not, in any
case, done all this. 1 believe they have, and caused heart-burnings, and most
painful jealousies thereby ; but [am just as fully convineed that these heart-
burnings have been as frequently caused by such Committees fearlessly and
conseientiously doing the work which the Sy nod appointed them te do, and by
those with whom they had to transact bu-iness, from their very iznorance of
all but their owa locality, cherishing most exaggerated ideas, and making most
unreasunable demands, ~ At the same tiwe, it surely onght to he possible for
the Synod to frame such regulations, and to give the Committee such a consti-
tution as would reduce the danger to a minimun,

T am certainly, not prepered to endorse a statement, made in the Synod last
sear, to the effeet, that the working of the ecntral Fund in connection with the
Jate U. P. Synod was necarly * perfeet.” T believe, on the contrary, that heart-
burnings ded arise sometintes from its working, and nat @leeays witheut reason;
that there was a tendeney toaards its faliing permanently into the hands of a
few ; and that sometimes, nof from {is worl Lig, but from its very constitution,
it ratlier hindered than otherwise, very promising Evangeli tic eftorts. We all
know the old adage De mortuis, e., but Tam not speaking of individuals, but of
a thing, an organization, a mode of action, and I do say that in some respects, it
stood in need of amendinent. For instance, by its making no provision for
evangelistic cffurt in localitics where there was no organized congregation, it
tempted Presbyteries Lo congregate stativns prematurely, in order they might
be regarded as vacancics, and get a proportionate increase of supply on that
account ; while it cramped the energies at once of preachers and ministers, by
having no power to recognize Sablath services exeept in conneelion with regu-
tar congregations, ur, at lcast guase regulier, vo that a Presbytery appointing a
tissionary to a promising locality whete there was ne churelt organization,
could look fur no assistance frum the euntral fund, for mee'ing the necessary
expenses.

1 am qguite aware, indeed, that special difficullies surround t1is matter, inas-
much as one Presbytery might carve out as much mission work, as would ab-
sorb all the general funds aud leave the 1egular ~tations unprovided for; but,
at the same time, Talway s filt it as an impertection in the U. P plan, that ne pro-
vision whatever was made for strictly mis~ionary work, till it rcached a certain
stage, and, that in order to bring it up to that, it was felt necessary to have, in
addition, a local Presbyterial Missionary Fund to supplement and supply the
lack of service of the gencral.  Sume may way that this was 20 imperfection,
and, Mr. Editor, ! am not prepared to as-ert that 2 local and general fund are
necessartdy antagonistic. 1 shiould not like theidea, in all cas~s, of Presbyterics
comung, cap in hand, to any commiittee explaning, hosw they hd fickds so invit-
ing, and 20 extensive, and asking for help, if they could, by funds raised within
thuir own borders, eet all thar demands ; and, thercfore, upon the whole, I
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rather incline to the suggestion of the London Presbytery—that there should
be both. With the one, however, as ¢ Synod, we have nothing to do. It is for
cach Presbytery, or rather each congregtion, to act according to ils sense of
duty in that respect. But with the other, in some form or other, and with all
desirable regulations, I believe we not only have to do, but that to it, if we ere
to be fuithful to our cause and to our country, we shall assuredly finlonrsclves
shutup. [ have left myself no roorn to remark upon Mr. Kemp's plan, and itis
not necessary. It recognizes the necessity of a ceutral fund, and the question
with him is simply oncof degree. I may be wrong, but the more I thiuk it over,
the more it appears cumbrous and unworkable, with the difficultics of both the
special and general plan, attached to 1t, and having others, inaddition, peeuliarly
its own,

In a very short time, our supreme court will be called upon to decide on
this, aud some other important matters; Iet the prayer of all well-wishers to
“our Zion” be, that the spirit of wisdom and understanding may guide in all
the deliberations ; and that the decisions be such as in the highest legree to
contribute to the consohdation and advancement of the Canada Presbyterian
Church, and thereby, as we fully believe, to the securing the best interests, for
time and eternity, of multitudes, in this wide and fair land.

Dear Mz, Eprror—Will you allow me a word or two on the above topics
ere we close our Sessional labours. I regret to say that very few of our wan-
derers from the shelves have as yet returned.  They have * kept leat” long
beyond the fair canonical season ; and the forbearance of the authorities is in
imminent danger of being overstretched.  Will a “terdum sapieati” do, or
must recourse be had to stronger measures ?

Among our kind doners for last year 1 notice as follows: The benevolent
friend who has for years helped us on by his liberality has not forsaken us.
To that genfleman we owe a pretty complete set of valuable periodicals—
Witue », Guardian, &e., from 1843 downwards ; a Jarge supply of cheapened
teat broks for the students; the binding of many volumes; and several new
publications of merit. To the Rev. Mr. Sanson of Trinity Church, and to
George Beardmore, Esq., merchant in this city, we owe a number of valuable
volumes. One of our students in Theology, Mr. J. 1. Thom, A. B, of
University College, has presented us with an ancient collection of all the sym-
bolical books of the Lutheran church in Germany, with a striking engraving
of the Digt of Augsburg in its sittings in 1530; also, Hont's * Apocryphal
Now Testament” and one or two pamphlets. To another student, Mr
James Malcolm, we are indebted for a copy of the Walsh New Teslament.
These are examples worthy of imitation.

To the Rev. Thomas Lowry, formerly of Whitby and now of Mornington,
-C.\W., we owe a small collection of sermons by perhaps the carliest Presbyte-
srian nissionary in Canada West, the Rev. Robert Macdowall. Mr. L. has ap-

ended to the volume the following notices: * This pamphlet is presented to
{nox College, ‘loronto, by Jacob Shibley, Esq., of Fortiand, near Kingston.
Tt contains seven discourses on the distmguishing doctiines of Calvinism
preached by the late Rev. Robert Macdowall of Fredericksburg on the Bay of
Quinté. Mr. Macdowall came from the neigabourhood of Saratoga in the State
of New York, about the year 1805. He frequently spoke of having studied
under a Mr. Lennie, who is supposed to have been the Principal of a College.
Mr. M. brought a certificate with him in which 1t was stated that he was one
of the earliest students in the College at which he studied. These sermons
were preached o hittle before 1509, as in that year Mr. Shibley obtained the
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copy from the author. Mr. M. itincrated very much, scldom preaching two
consccitive Sabbaths in the same place, for many years after he came to Can-
ada.  Mr. Shibley heard him poeach his first sermon in the Provinee”  T'may
refer for some additional particulars of this vencrable * pioneer in the forest”
to the introductory remarhs in the Rev, Mr Kemp's volume on the acts and
doings of the Presbyterian Church in these lands.

To Mr. Crawfurd Glen of Montreal, we owe a beautiful duodecimo MS. of the
We: tminster Confession of Faith, neatly bound, with this inscription in gold
letters on the back: “This book, written by Mr. Hugh Mackail, was pre-
sented to Knox College, Toronto, by Crawford Glen, Montreal, 1861 The
handwriting i~ distinet and beautiful, and as it is pretty large, the wmk extends
to 410 pages. At the end of it appears the following note by another hand,
hut without date. “The whole of this book, together with the index, was
wiitten by Mr. Mackail's own hand, and given to me by my Aunt Mackail.
E. Heviot.™  Twish I could say that the presumption is in favour of this being
a real relic of the youthful martyr of the olden time. That this Mr. M. is a
descendant of the Tamily T doubt not, and the insertion of this notice may
lead to some interesting discoveries.

FRENCH CANADIAN MISSIONARY SOCIETY—APPRAL FOR FUNDS.

Tt is deemed necessary that the friends of this Society should be aware that
the Committee have felt much difficulty during the past twelve months in ob-
taining the funds necessary to carry on the important work of the mission.

The sources from which our income is usually derived, both on this continent
andin Barope, have to a large extent failed us thiz year.  Adverse ch cumstances
of trade, commerce and agriculture, have operated everywhere to limit our
receipts,

The Treasurer has, with his usual liberality, advanced upwards of one thou-
sand dollars to meet immediate claims, and a further sum must, it is feared, be
borroweil to carry us through the remaining months of the summer.  Not until
the fall of the year can we expeet our ordinary in-ome to come in to any extent.

What, then, in theze circumstances, can the Committee do?  Shall they,
under the pressure of necessity, close the schools at Point aux Trembles, and
recall the Missionarics and Colporteurs from their deeply interesting fields of
labor ? Surcly such a painful course as this will not be forced upon them.
They have already reduced their operations to the minimum.  The greater part
of the boys attending the mission schools will he sent home for the summer,
and only a limited number of the girls will remain; only such missionaries and
colporteurs have been sent out as are deemed necessary to retain the old ground
oceupicd by the Society. The Committee, considering the present state of the
finances, have not felt warranted to enter upon any aew fields of labor, however
inviting they might appear.

This tate of the funds iz more to be regretted wher it is considered that at
no time in the previous history of the Society have the various departments of
their work been in a more promising and pleasing condition.  The schools at
Pointe aun Trembles have been manifestly visited by the Spirit of God.  Tho
teachers there assure us that a most happy influence is working gradually and
powerfully upon the minds of the pupils generally, but especially upon the girls.
Interesting cases of spiritual awakening have come under the observaton. A
spirit of prayer has spontancously manifested itself among cven the youngest
of the scholars.  Four young persons uave been reccived by profession into the
fellowsbip of the church, who have given decided evidences of a change of heart.
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Others are inquining the way Zion-ward,— -sceking, by sinecere repentance of sin
and faith in Christ, to obtain peace with God.  Can anything be more encour-
aginz than these fraits of our labers ?

The Colporteurs and Missivnaries report, besides, that wherever they go they
find a growing d- <irc among the peaple for the Word of Life, 2 general spirit
of inquiry, and increased fadilities fur carrying on their evangelistic lahors,

A work more cucourazing than tiiis, can <carcely be presente Lo the Churches
and people of Christ, in Canada. The French-Canadians are, it onght to be
remembered, our neighbows and friend; that they have speeial claims upon
Christian sympathy.  Our welfare is inseparably bound np with theirs.  Shall
we, then, Jeave thetn under the delusions of Popery, and to all the concequences,
both spiritaal and temporal, which that s ystein of error entails upen its people ?
Surely the Protestant Churches of Canada will not be guilty of so grave a dere-
liction of duty ! To aid in this great work, we ask for your contributions and
your prayers. The spontaneons offerings of your affection for Chirist and his
canse, are urgently required, so that we may be able to carry on, to sull greater
results, the work in which, for twenty years, the Society has been engaged;
and to which we are, in the providence of God, so manifestly insited.

MISSIONS OF IRISHT PRESBYTERIAN CHURCIL

The May number of the Missionary Herald contains a letter from Rev. R
Montgomery, who writes from Borsud.  There are several encouraging state-
ments in the letter. He refers to the willingness of the people in several
loculities to hear the word, their anxiety for the cducation of their children,
and their desire to sce among them the teacher and missionary. In some
places it is true the gospel is rejected, and the missionaries treated with rude
contempt.  But even amidst such discouragements there is comfort and sup-
port for the servant of the Lerd.

In the town of Anaaa, Mr. Montzomery writes that the reception given to
the word was such as to fill him with thankfulness and hope. A meeting was
atiempted i a house, but it was found that no house in the place was large
enough to hold all who wished to be present, and the meeting was accordingly
held in the open air. The people heard the word gladly, and expressed an
earnest request that a school might be established for the education of their
children and that evangelist might be sent to instruct them in the doctrines
and precepts of christianity. ‘The mis<ionary afterwards met cight of the most
carnest of the people for conversation and prayer.  In this visit he was accom-
paniad and aided by two native members of the church at Borsud. The people
are generally of low caste but prosperous and comfortable in a worldly point
of view.

Mr. Montgomery refers to the casc of a man of high caste who has had
repeated interviews with the missionaries and christian brethren.  ITe scems
deeply impressed and the hope is entertained that soon he may be enabled to
confess Christ boldly,  He too pleads for the establishment of 2 mission in his
na]tivc t.;-‘.). From many a quarter the cry is thus heard, * come over and
help us.’

MISSTONS OF UNITED PRESBYTERTAN CHURCIL

Jaxare —The nussiovazies in Jamaica give many encouraging acconnts of
the progress of rehgion and of the effects of the late revival.  Mr. Hunnah
refers to one case m Victona town, where a man who formerly <ept a ram shop
near the church and was Inmng in vpen sin, has now closed hi< <hop, renounced
his sin, and has joined the catechamen’s class.  The Rev. W, Forbes gives an
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account of the death of two of the female members of the charch. One was
a young woman, one of the fruits of the revival, who died full of faith in the
blood of Jesus, and in the hope of ever being with Ilim.  He says regarding
her—** Death was indeed in her case robbed of'its terrors ; her Bible has been,
from lier conversion, her study and delight; and her attendance at Sabbath
School, prayer mectings, and the house'of God has been vegular and steady.
iler love to Jesus was from the first very ardent and her sense of what He had
done for her seemed to be deep and transforming.  She was one of those I
could not but regard with feelings of delight, as a precious trophy of redeem-
ing grace; and 1 felt her death as that of a sister, on: of AMiica's elected
children.”  The other was a married muember of the chuicli who had afforded
the missionary for a long time much comfort, and had Leen for years a credit
to her profession.  She also died full of hope and joy.

OLp Cattiar.—The Rev. Mr. Thomson, writing from Jkunetu, mentions the
gradual decline of some of the heathen prejudices of the people.  He says,
however—* It is not a thing to be expected that men grown up in heathen
habits of thought, bezotted with heathen viees, should suddenly be enlightened
and reformied. The revolution that must Le effected in the Calabar man’s mind
is no ordinary one. Truly the case with grown up Calabar men is almost
hopeless ; and if God in mercy convert some of them so much the greater
will the glory of 1iis grace appear.” The main hope is in regard to the
children.

The Rev. Mr. Baillie, at Tkorofiong, in his medical practice, has many pre-
cious opportunities of casting in the good sced.

CHINA,

It would appear that the Rev. Mr. Roberts, the missionary wheo has for a
considerable lenath of time lived among the rebils, seeking opportunities of
converting amd directing the leadors of the movement, has now left them. The
following stutement from Mr. Roberts we copy from an exchange paper:—

“ From having been the religious teacher of Ilang Sow-chuen in 1847, and
hoping that good—rdligious, commereial, and pulitical—would result to the
nation from his elevation, I have hitherto been a friend to his revolutionary
movement, sustaining it by word and deed, as far as a missionary consistently
could, without vitatine 1™~ higher character as an ambassador of Christ. But
after living smong them bifteen months, and closely observing their proceedings
—political, commurcial, and religious,—1 have turned over entirely a new leafl
and am now as much opposed to them, for good reasons, I think, as ever [ was
in favour of them. Not that T have aught persorally against Hang Sow-chuen;
he has been exceedingly hind to me  But I believe him to be a erazy man;
entirely unfit to rule without any organized government. e is violent in hig
temper, and lets his wrath fall heavily upon his people, making a man or woman
“an offender for a word,’ and ordering such instantly to be murdered, without
‘udge or jury.” e is opposed to commeree, having had more than a dozen of
his own peaple murdered sinee [ have been here, for no other crime than trad-
ing in the city, and has promptly repelled every foreign cffort to establishlawful
comierce hore smong them, whether inside of the city or not. He told me
& n after [ arrived that if I did not believe in him T should perish, as the Jews
did for not believing in the Saviour.  But lttle did T then think that I should
ever come 0 near it by the sword of one of his own muscreants, in his own
capital, as T did the other day.  Kan Wang, moved by Jus Coolie ¢lider brother
iterally a Coolic 2t doag Kong) and the duvil, without fear of God before his
eyes, did, on Monday the 15th instant, come into the house in which T was
lving, and then and there most wilfully, maliciously, and with malice afore-
thought, muider one of my servants with a large sword in his own hand, in my
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resence, without a me.ent’s warning or any just cause.  And not only so

but he insulted me myself in every possible way he could think of.  He storme
at me, scized the bench on which [ sat with the violence of a madman; threw
the dregs of a cup of tea in my face; seized hold of me personally, and shook
me violently; struck me on my right cheek with his open hand.  Then, accord-
ing to the instruction of my king, for whom 1 am an imbas<ador, T turncd the
other, aml he struck me quite a sounding blow on my left cheek with his right
hand, making iy car ring again; and then, perceiving that he could not pro-
voke me to olfend him in word or deed, he scemed to get the more nutrageous,
and stormed at me like a dog to be gone out of his presence.  “If they will do
these things in a green tree, what will they do in the dry?’—if to a favourite of
Teen Wang's, who can trust himself among them, cither as a missionary or a
merchant? 1 then despaived of missionary success among them, or any goeod
coming out of the movement-~religious, commercial, or political—and determin-
ed to leave them, which I did on Monday, Junuary 20, 1862. LJ. R

TIIE REV. P. OFLAHERTY IN CONSTANTINOPLE.

The Rev. I O'Flaherty labours single handed in Constantinople, and evi-
dently is mahing a deep and lasting itopressien in the Turkish mind. We
quote a few extracts from a report lately sent by him to the secretary for the
Mission.

“T¢t has pleased God to open up a door of usefulness which becomes wider
daily, and which, T trust, will be wide enough to admit our Churcl'’s entry and
occupation.  During the last five monthg, I have, besides many others, discus-
sed gospel truth and proclaimed the way of salvation to an average of one
hundred and twenty souls per month, who kave invited me for that purpose ;
and while that number is increasing, and part of the old inguirers scek other
means to learn the truth more fully, those numbers are for the most part
different every month.

“ But you will ask me, What is the result of all this? T cannot tell you.
All that T wish to say is, that four individuals desire baptism, four wish to place
themselves under instruction, in order to beemployed at a future tine as native
agents, and there are many who request me to establish a Scriptural class and
devotional excreises in some central position, so that I might direct their studies
and encourage and give an impulse to their devotional feelings.

“There is oneasnect of this month’s labour which is worth mentioning. A
number of anxions and hopeful inquirers, ten in all, have come to me and have
spent many hours in asking questions and in scarching the Scriptures.  Someo
have stayed till evening, others have stayed till late at night, others all night
and next day, in order to learn more.  Some of them have come twice, thrice,
or oftener, so that T have done as much this month as formerly in the way of
strengthening former impressions and clearing away objections, and have been
thus able to realize the promise, ¢ When I am weak then am I strong.’

“The son Hf the head physician of Turkey has requested me to give him
lessons in English.  The ycung man js a major in the army, and son-in-law of
the richest pasha in Turkey—the late commander-in-chief.  He has studied in
Frauce and Germany ; has been in London, to which place he also intends to
go to sce the Exhibition, T have had many an interesting conversation with
him on the impossibilicy of the Koran being the Word of God, &c.  One day
this month he came to me requesting me to give him lessons in English three
times a week. 1 consented.  The lessons are to be in his own house.  When
Iwent to give the third lesson, there was a very learned mufti there, who
requested me to allow him to join the first pupil,  Tagreed. The mufii are
those lugher order of clerico-legal gentlemen from whom the Sheik-ul-Islam s
taken. In Rowme they call them cardinals, from whom the Pope is chosen.
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This mufti has studied the philosophy of the Fast very deeply ; and besides, he
has studied science five years in Paris; so that he is altogether a clever and
interesting man, I procured the necessary class-books, and they have furnish-
cd themselves with copies of the Seriptures in Turkish, .Arabic, Persian, and
English.  Another has joined, and ten more now wish to join.

* After having conversed as to the necessity and benefit of the English
language in the present state of Turhish affuirs, there was a proposal from the
mufti, scconded by N. Effendi, the physician’s son, that I should be proposed
as o member of their literarv socicty, which was formed a short time ago.
Although they said it was strictly for Osmanlis, yet *to onc who knows the
Turkish language as he docs, and who knows and sympathises with our habits
of thinking, and who, moreover, is a native of that country whica leads the
world in all learning and fame, and which is our staunch friend, we do not see
why we should not request him to becotue a member of our society. I was
then requested by the gentlemen present to become a member. I wus neces-
sary to procure the conscut of the society at their next meeting.  But they
consulted the leading members, who expressed their cordial willingaess.

“You will at once see the importance of this, as bringing me in comact with
Turkish minds and Osmanli literature.  Some of these gentiemen despise tho
Koran, and think it is the great weight which presses down their country and
its genius.  They say, * We must never flinch from the task of declaring that
God's word and works cannot be at variance.” The only thing which keeps mo
back fr<,>,m this important offer is feeble health.  But enough of this for the
present

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HEROES OF ENGLISH NON-CONFORMITY.
BY REV. JAMES HAMILTON, LD, OF LONDON,

Who were these ministers whom the Church of England thus cast forth from
her hosom, and who, for the next six-and-twenty years, were treated, by a pro-
flizate court and a haughty hicrarchy, as the troublers of the realm, and the
off-scouring of all things ? They included such men as Goodwin and Owen--
the two names of renow n in Congregational annals, and each of them still stand-
ing up gigantic as we look back along the centuries.  They included Matthew
Poole, that mighty biblical scholar, who, in his five enormous folios, has
given the esseuce of all previous commentators.  They included men of massive
thought, like Thomas Manton and Joseph Caryl; men of fruitful fancy and en-
tertaining information, like Bridge and Brooks, and Nehemiah Rogers and Fen-
ner, and Adam and Burges~. whose voluminous writings rise from tie ficld of
our religious literature like a twin mountain-range—the one set, in their very
disintegration, supplying the rich alluvium wiach covers the vale with corn,
and mahes it smile—the other, rolling down those golden nuggets which have
made the fortune of explovers from every scet and region.  They included such
men as Howe, whose lofty intelleet and luminous insight give us new concep-
tions of the majesty of mind, and whose walk with God, so lowly andsoloving,
reminds us of the seraphim, attracted towards the Light of lights, but veiling
their faces as they approach the overwhelming vision ;—such men as Flavel,
the rapture of whose spirit would have made him touch the ecarth but lightly,
had not his hely benevolence drawn him dowu into the abodes of hisbrethren;;
suchmen as Alleine, of whom it has been said that, ““in fidelity and tenderness,
in toils for the salvation of men, in frequent converse with cternal things, he
was searcely inferior to Paul himeelf, the first of human teachers, the inspired
prince of mankind ;" sueh men as Baxter, whose ‘“call to the unconverted, ”
and * Everlasting Rest, ™ still waken cchoes in men's hearts, and are still a liv-
ing presence in the world,

These, and such a< these, were the men whom Charles in his perfidy, and the
bishops in their bigotry cast forth from the Church of England.  These, and
such as these, were the men, who, yea being yea, and nay being nay, knew
nothing of subscription in a sense non-natural, and who, rather than accept
a ness of pottage poisoned by falschood or embittered by sclf-contempt, threw
away their earthly all, and east themselves on Providence.

The prospect was abundantly dark.  Few of them were in the position of
Philip Henry and Dr. Owen, who, when deprived of their preferment, had per-
sonal resources on which to fall back.  Many « * them were like Mr. Lawrence
of Baschurch, when urged that he had eleven good reasons for conforming—in
his wife and ten children—replied, ** There is one reason which outweighs the
whole: ¢ Whoso loveth wife or children more than me, is not worthy of me.’
We must learn to live on the sixth of Matthew: *Tuke no thought for your
life, what ye <hall eat or what ye shall drink ; nor yet for your body, what ye
shall put on.’ ™ And many of them had to gird up their minds with conside-
rations like those with which Baxter encouraged himself in the Lord:

“ Must I be driven from my books? i “Ileaven is my roof, carth is my floor,

From house, and goods, aud dearest : Thy love can keep me dry and warm;
friends ? Christ and Thy bounty are my store;

One of Thy sweet and gracicus looks  'Thy angels guard me from all harm.

For more than this will make amends. !

“ My Lord hath tauzht me how to want [ Asfor my friends, they are rot lost;
rA place wherein to put iy head; ! The several vessels of Thy fleet,

“'h‘llc He is mine, 'l be content Though parted now, by tempests toss'd,
To beg or lack my daily bread.

A eall to Mr James Thowm from the congregation of Fden and Rockwood was laid
on the table and sustained.  Mr. Thom having aceepted of the call, his induction
was appointed to take place on the 15th of May—DMr, M. Mackenzic tu preach and
prcsilde, and Messrs. Macaulay and Andrew McLean to address the inister and the
people.

Mr. James Baikie, head master of the Galt Central Sehool, 1aid an application
before the Preshytery to be examined with a view to his being adwitted to Knox
College as & student of divinity without paszing throngh the usunl preliminary
course of study. Dr. Thomson and Messrs Torrance nnd Ball were appointed a
committee to examine Mr Baikie, and report at the meetine at ¥den on the 15th of
May, the Preshytery unanimounsly determining that in the event of a satisfactory
veport, Mr. Baikie be allowed to begin next session the study of Theology in Knox
College with a view to the ministry

Mr. Stewart, student of divinity, appeared with a view to be taken on trials for
license, and the Presbytery resolved to hear his private triuls at Rothsay on the
21st of May.

The formula to be signed by office-bearers and probationers was agreed to unani-
mously 1 the terms submitted to Presbyteries by the Synod.

All the questions proposed (o be put to ministers at ordination were agreed to
unanimonsly with the exception of the fourth, which was agreed to by a majority,

All the questions proposed to be put to probationers, elders and deacons were
agreed to unanimously.,

In reference to the propoced act refative to the admison of ministers and proba-
tioners of other churches, it was unanimonsly agreed that ministers and probationers
of the Free Church of Scotland, the United Presbyterian Churcls, the Presbyterian
Chureh of England, the Presbyterian Church of Ireland, and of the sister churches
of the Lower Provinces, should be admitted at once by any Presbytery of the
church, if expressly designated thereto by the churchies to which they belong, or if
called b a congregation, In all other eases it was uranimously agreed that no
minister or probationer of any church should be admitted or emplaved unless after
the sanction of Synod obtained, after recommendation of the Presbytery to whom
application may be made,

"The Preshytery unaniinously agreed to an‘overture to the Synod to the effect that
the expenses of members of Sy.aodical committees should be paid from the funds at
their disposal.

Mcr. Ball's notice of an overture to the Synod regarding the salaries of the ofticers
of the Synod was withdrawn by consent of the Presbytery.

A committee, consisting of Messrs. Torrance, Ball, Emslic, and James Armstrong,
was appointed to prepare a schedule with a view to the presenting of quarterly
financial reports by the congregations within the bounds,

PRESBYYERY OF GUELPIL

A meeting of this Presbytery was held at Eden on the 16th of May—ten minis.
ters being present and four elders,

The edict of Mr. James Thow's induction having been returned duly attested,
My Mackenzie of Doon and Hespeler, who was appuinted to preside, preached from
2 Cor, iv, b, and put the usual questions to Mr Thom,  The minister and the con-
gregation were addressed by Messrs. Macaulay and Andrew Mcelean.

We heard of another
white man, who was going about over mountains and through forests and
swampg, giving drink from his calabash to the poor natives, to the remnant of
the tribes of the mighty, and the renowned of former days, now dwelling by
twos and threes amony the roots of the trees of the ancient forests, and among
the brooks in the villages.  Yes, we heard of that white man ; we heard of his
going over the snowy mountaing, and up the east coast, and all over the rocks.
1 sent four of my children to meet him. They saw his face ; yes, you talked
with him.  You brought me a drop of water from his calabash. You told me
he would come to this far off spot to see me. T rejoice 1 disbelieved his
coming, hut § «aid, “Ilc may.” T built the chapel, we waited expecting.
You ~lept at night ; T did not. He came; he cume forth from the long forest ;
he stood upon our ground; 1 saw him; [ shook hands with him.  Yes, I saw
a missionary’s face; 1 sat in his cloth house; I tasted his new food ; 1 heard
him talk in our tongue. My heart bounded within me 5 1 listened ; T ate his
words,  You slept at bt Tdid not. Yez, I histened;; and he told me about
God, and Hiz Son Jesus Christ, and of peace and pardon, and of a father's home
beyond the stars.  And now I, too, drank from his calabah, and was refieshed.
He gave me a book, too, ax well as words. I laid hold of the new riches for you
and me ; and we have it now."—Child’s Companion.

One can hardly bestow higher praise on these letiers than by saying that
they arc remarkably chracteristic of theirauthor.  Few men were better known
or more admired in the circle to which he belonged.  Beyond that circle he
was little noticed ; for he wrote sparingly, and his preaching was very irregu-
lar—wholly dependent on the mood of his mind at the time, and, as is the
case with many men of genius, his mind was sngularly delicate, sensitive, and
mobile.  The Rev. George Gilfillan justly says of him, that in intellect he was
a man, in simplicity a child, and in affection 2 woman.  Ie had his own share
of affliction, and few were better qualified to zoothe the sorrows of others in
trouble. He views cverything through the medium of piety, ingeniously turns
attention to alleviating circumistances, dwells on the bright side of the case,
encourazes hope, and never fails to urge a right improvement of what was
meant as salutary discipline.  In the letlers also, cepecially those to lis son
Alexander, a lad who had gone from home to be etployed in a mercantile
house, he displays an amount of genuine worldly wisdom combined with the
puiest picty, which renders the little volume quite a valuable present from any
parent to a son similarly situated. It is for the afllicted, however, that the
letters are chicfly intended ; and for that class, alas, @ numerous one, we know
few books we can more cordially recommend. It was evidently written with-
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out the remotest view to publication. and the style is remarhadly easy and
famaliar, with a Scotdh expression here and there intermixed. But all this
gives it a chaim, especially to the natives of * Caledenia, stern and wild.”
