INCIDENTS FROM THE WORK.

{jOME weeks ago ayoung stran-
< ger entered the office, and
asked whether we could aid

M=l him insecuring employment.
There was on the face of the applicant
8 look of sadness, and even want. We
spoke to him for some time, and finally
drew from him the fact that he had
been in Toronto for two weeks. He
came from a Western village hoping
to secure employment, but had failed.
His means (two or three dollars) had
been spent and he was now homeless,

enniless,and for over forty-eight hours

ad been without food; yet he did not
ask anything beyond help to sercure
work. Learning from him thathe could
return to his old employer, we offered to
send him home that evening, and at
once secured a ticket and also provided
him with a hearty meal, and give him
a small amount to procure food on the
journey. When we expressed our
mtention, he said “I never expec-
ted to find such friendship shown,
but you may depend upon it I shall
not forget the act.” We then entered
into conversation concerning the Lord

which might have been as_far as you
knew misplaced, and there is a verse in
my mind as I write which tells me of
One who will remember you when He
shall say “Inasmuch as yehave done it
unto one of the least of these my breth.
ren ye have done it unto me.” May God
bless you and prosper you is the prayer
of your brother in Christ.

Some
few weeks ago a young man entered
the Room and wished to see the Secre-
tary. The stranger seemed to be in
utter despair. Only a very few days
had elapsed since he left a situation in
an EFastern city. His testimonial were
ﬁood, but he had given away to strong
rink. and those few days dissipation
had so 1educed hir. physically and
mentally that he had decided to take
his life. The pistol was purchased, but
on his way to the banks of the Don,
he had been stayed by the good hand
of God, and led to the Rooms. After
some conversation with him he gaveup
the pistol and it was with a feeling of

man could be, he smiled and said: “Ah,
sir 1 know that, if I had not accepted
the Lord Jesus I think I should have|
made way with myself this week.”

Thus unwittingly we had been help-
ing a poor disciple.

that he would againmake a place for him
if he returned. On his discharge from ;
the Hospital, a ticket was secured and
he is now again at his work. He left us,
weeping bitterly at the thought of his
past folly but we have occasion to be-
lieve with clearer views of his only
safeguard.—Faith in Jesus Christ.

Young Men, it shows that the Associa-
tion possesses an elasticity which en-
ables it to stretch out its arins toward
any case of need. A man had come
to Toronto from England. bringing with
him three children aged respectively
16-12 and 9 years. He proposed finding
a home and then to bring out his wife
and remaining little ones. He secured
work but in a few weeks his health fail-
ed, and ne had to be admitted to
the Hospital, where he died. Our As-
gistant Secretary had repeatedly visited
him. Before his death he urged his
lads to take advice from the officers of
the Association. Word was therefore
sent to the Rooms, and enquiry being
made we ascertained that the wife (now
the widow) was to sail from Liverpool
in three days. It would be down-right
cruelty to allow her to come here, if it
could be prevented. Atonce we cabled
to the friends in England, the facts of
the death, and to stop the family. It
reached them in time, and thereby
much suffering was doubtless prevented.
In the meantime through the kind help
of one of our Board the youngest child
was admitted to one of the city charities
until arrangements were made by the
friends at home to have him sent back.

The other lads are in situations and we'

hope yet to be used of God for their
welfare.

We might multiply cases but these
may serve to show that God has a place
for our work in this city, and we desire
to so do that work as ever to realize
that his blessing is with us. That
blessing which maketh rich, and to
which he addeth no sorrow.

We also remind ourreaders that they
can help us in many ways to more ef-
fectually do this work.

'THE YOUNG MEN'S CHRISTIAN

The following article appeared as an
; Bditorial in the columns of the Mil-
| waukee Sentinel, during the recent In-
]tgé'national Convention held in that
city :—

The international convention now in
session in this city represents an extra-
ordinary social force which the world
does not fully appreciate. As an
instance of the influence of harmoni-
ous organization it is striking enough
to demand the serious study of social
scientists, which it has not received.
It is the Jatest and the most remark-
able development of the Christian
religion.  Statistics can convey but
a faint idea of the enormous influence
in our social life of the Young Men’s
Christian Association. = The greater
part of its work cannot be represented
by figures, and the organization is too
busy doing itg work to talk much about
it. Itis the ideal Christian organiza-
tion —unconcerned as to doctrines,
holding only as to central truths of
Christianity, and working by practical
and unselfish methods for the promotion
of purity and the eradication of crime
and distress. In respect of harmony it
is perhaps the most extraordinary body
in'the world. It has one clear purpose
—the rescue of men, and particularly
of young men, from idleness, intemper-
ance ard immorality in general It
works towards this purpose with good
sense, patience and amazing earnest-
ness. 1t concerns itself not at all about
the doctrinal points which have divided
former Christian workers into almost
innumerable sects and which have so
often overshadowced the chief purpose.

The Association embraces in its act-
ive membership thousands of the keen-
est business men in the world. Clear-
headed, practical men, who direct its
affairs as they do their own. These
practical business men, who live in the
world, who associate freely with men
and know what men are, have come. to-

They find thous-
ands of young men who are without
good home influences, and they offer
them friendship, & reading room, a
place for social enjoyment, food when
they are hungry, a bed when they are |
homeless, work when they are. idle,
support when they are tempted. They
seek the companionsaip of young men
who have been lured into dissipation, |
talk with them and fortify them against |
the power of appetite. They make a,
cheerful home in every city for the;

oung man who is a_stranger, or who,
is denied home influences. In short
the Young Men's Christian Association |
is doing the work that the churches
cannotdo. Itdoesnotaskthata young
man shall be a Christian to receive the
benefits of the society. It extends the
band of friendship to the world, and
undertakes to help men to lead sober
and industrious lives. _

Recognizing the temptations which

beset young men employed on the rail-
ways, it has made them a special object

of care. It has itsrailway department,
and the good it has done is heartily ad-
mitted by railway mandgers who have
all become regular contributors to its
treasury because they find their em-
ployees more trustworthy under the
work of the Association. There can be
no higher testimony to the value of
the work than this. Among traveling
men, again, the Association is doing a
noble work, and business men have

learned to appreciate its importance by
the improvement in the character of
their salesmen. More than any organi-
zation the world has known it reaches
into the active lifo of society. It does
nothing but good, and it does an im-
mense amount of this. When business
men of whatever, or no creed, find their
business interests are advanced by the
influence of this association on the
young men, nothing more is needed to
indicate the extraordinary character of
the work, Whatever may be a man's
religious beliefs, if he is & man with a
love of mankind in his heart, he ought
to feel the most profound respect for
the body of men who are doing more
than the churches can do to regenerate
society. If we areto judge of the tree
by its fruits, we must held this Associa-
tion in the highest esteem.

The growth of the organization is as
extraordinary as the simplicity of its
methods. Although it has been in ex-
istence for a quarter of a century its re-
cent development is what is most re-
markable. " TUntil it had earned, not
merely the confidence but the enthu-
»iastic support of business men by years
of faithful endeavors, it grew with con-
parative slowness, Within two years
the increase in the representation of
societies at the annual convention has
amounted to more than 40 per cent. The

Association grows more infiuential and |

the membership grows largerevery year.

¥ Earl of Shaftesbury, the ven-
erable president of the London associa-
tion, which is worthy the attention of
all the friends of relifgious truth and |
progress. From this letter we quote
the following :—

LoNDON, 24 Grosvenor Square, }
April 23, 1883.

My Dear Mr. Hind Smith,—* * * *
My official position as president of the
Central ¥. M. C. A,, and my long experi-
ence added to it, may give me some-
what of a right to say a few words on
the remarkable occasion at which you
will be present.

First, I heartily congratulate them,:
and I thank God for the singular suc-
cess that has blessed their efferts in the
great cause of the elevation of the
young men to the highest conception,
of morality and religion. They have
laid the true and only foundation, the
foundation of the everlasting guspel,
and of Jesus Christ and Him crucified.
If this superstructure be in constant
harmony with the foundation, it will
stand for ever; if not so, it will speedily
fall and their labor be thrown away.
Great issues depend on all this; the
peace of the world, the honor and com-
fort of social life, and the right appre-
ciation of the true dignity Poth here
and hereafter,

This digpensation seems to be draw-
ing to a close.
