standard of value in such publications),

and that is accuracy. If the tabulated
statement which appears on page 41, is
to be judged from our knowledge of
some of the figures, the Report is lack-
ing the essential referred to. For in-
stance, Toronto is reported : INo Bible

Class! No Boy's Meeting!! Whereas,

the Toronto Association has a larger

numbher of Bible Classes than any other

Association in Canada and has a Boy’s

Branch, which the Lord notices and

blesses notwithstanding the omission.

The printing having been done _in
Montreal, may account for the failure
to rectify the returns, and also doubt-
less prevented some changes in wording
of reports, (which, had the authors seen
them in type, a sense of propriety would
have suggested), for instance, we notice
in a brief report of a little over two
pages the words ‘‘I, me, my and my-
self,” 74 times.
