VOLUNTEERS

at the Ottawa camp, by the Y.
M. C. A. of thatcity.

“You will be pleased to know how our
camp work is getting on. Wo hold
gospel mectings each evening, a local
Evangelist having charge of them. Last
night President Topley showed some

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i} stercopticon views of Manitoba and some

of the military celebrities in Canada, ete.
It was a change and attracted many who
donot come to the meetings. We hold
the meetings in the open air, there are
possibly two or three hundred each even-
ing, and I havenever attended religious
meetings where such attention and appa-
rent good results follow. There are only
1200 men here. The government have
kindly placed at our disposal § of a house
(in which the Post Office is) and a marquee
tent. In the building we have ecvery
facility for writing, (stationery free); also
various games, (hurmless). In the tent
weo have the leading dailies, (10) ; THustra-
ted Magazines, (7) ; and newspapers from
all the districts represented by the men,
and also religious newspapers. Behind the
tent are Dumb-bells, clubs, horizontal and
parallel bars.  As to the patronage, there
have been about 900 letters written, and
there can not be less than 500 visits to our

building daily. The Reading tent, when
the men are not drilling, has between 20
and 30 in it reading all the time. We
find the organ a big attraction to the men,
it attracts quieta little crowd by itself,
there being many who can play Sankey and
Bliss Hyms. The officers speak in the
highest terms of the work.”

Outside of the regular work at our
Association Rooms, we look upon this camp
work as the most important in which we
can engage. In these camps we have from
5,000 to 10,000 young men annually assem-
bled at different points. The several Volun-
teor Corps are made up of the finest
of our young men. Many are on
these occasions absent from their homes
for the first time. The emissarics of Satan
are on the alert for them. The canteen is
open at all hows. Ts it not therefore our
duty to step in,and by every possible means
seek to throw a protecting arm around these
precious fellow young men? That this
work is appreciated by xight thinking men
is evident in the fact that the Commanding
officers have in more than vne instance re-
quested that the woik be taken up, and
now again at Ottawa, the Militia authorities
have supplied the accommedation needed,
so that the whole expense of the work at
Ottawa will not exceed $40. We trust that
next season every camp in Canada will be
visited—God willing, Toronto will do its
share towards visiting all within reasonable
distance.
