Because the
editor of a paper or hls advertising man
buys flve dollars’ worth of goods a
mouth {rom your store and charges them,
Fou are not golag to glve him alt your
advertising. No, not even !f he has a
froift pew in the church you attend—
scmetimes. You wlll gspread your adver-
tising through all the mediums at hand
auceording to their merit. Tally another.

Agaln, you are going to write adver-
mente this year; you aro going to write
striking advertisements; they will em-
body features uever seen belore In your
towa. They will be fresh, witty, polated
und pressive. You wlill invent one or
two of these ldeas; and swhere will you
get the rest 2 You will steal them., But
of course if you read this page !n this
Journil once a wmonth your consclence

will be cagler—because thon you will only
be the recelver of stolen goods. Nover-
theless, It you expect to write advertise-
mente al! out of your own head, and do
it successfully, then you are n talented
lndivldual, and you are foollsh to waate
Your time sclling books or fancy gooids.
There are higher ¢pheres for you. But it
you are an ordlnary individual yHu wihl
see that you tako In once In a while,
and not be giving out all the time. You
must contlnuo putting coal In the stove
to coutinue getting out heat. Tully an.
other.

Advice !s cheap, but the chatter’s ad-
vico s to go slow-il you are swift.. to
go fast—It you are slow, That Is, try to
strike & medlum. Don't waste all your
moeney--or your credit--fn advertiging ;
but do all you can conslsteat with a
good return. Make advertislug pay ; just
ne you would any other line of goods you
sell. It niust, can and should be done,
Create a little hum of your own; and
don’t he always travelling with some-

CHAT ON THE BOOK MARKET.

Undoubtedly fewer cheap paper edl-
tlons of English authors’ works
from the presses of the Unlted
States are fludiog thelr way Into
Canada., This 18 due to the Interna-
tional Copyright Law, which I8 the
causa causans of the beneflcent change.
The American publisher is now restricted
In the sphere of hls plracies, and new
British novels are now published In the
United States under a dlfferent systom.
The old system worked Lard for the Can-
adlan jobber with certain classes of
books. Supposing & now novel was Is-
sued In Great Britain In a good editlon
selling here at oue dollar or upwards,
and a Canadlan jobber lald In a good
stock of this editlon, he was very liable
to have it left on his hands by the flood-
Ing of the market by a pirated United
Stautes editlon at a very much
cheaper price. Thanks to the Interna-
tional Copyright Law, this danger has
been removed to a great extent ; In fact,
almost entirely.

But while the International Copyright
Law has done thls for the Canadian job-
bers, 1t has made the Unlted States ed!-
tlons still the most usclul for the Can-
adian trade. The Britlsh editlon 18 gen-
erally an expensive one, new novels being
nearly always published there in the
three volume, 81s. 6d. edition. The same
novel will be published In the United
States in a single volume, cloth bound,
which will retail at $1, $1.60 or $2. The
ditference resulting in the difference in
the customers of each country. In Great
Britaln the books go mostly to such Iib-
rarles a8 Mudle's, with Its numerous
branches In every town and city In the
Unlted Kingdom. The managers of these
ltbraries will take thousands o! coples
ol every meritorlous novel publlshed. But
on this continent, every man buys hils
own volume, and the consequence Is that,
as & reader cannct afford to pay a large
price f{or evory bonk he buys, books are
publlshed at much cheaper prices. 1t 1s
snid that the librarles such as we have
mentloned are losing thelr trade to some
extent, but the conservative people of
Great Britain will no doubt retaln them
for many years yet. The Capadlan book-

buyer I8 much the same in charactor as
the Unlited States buyer, and the conse-
quence I8 that our jobbers tako the Am-
?rllcnn cdition I1n preference to the Brit-
sh.

We have pointed out that real cheap
paper cover edltions aro becoming fower
on account of less plracy by United
S8tates publishers. But paper editions
will still be found In Canada. The Unit-
ed States publighors are stlll issulng pa-
per cditions, but at n higher price, on
account of the payment of a royalty.
Few of such edltlons aro sold at less
than 60 cents retall, and some ol tho
leading American housces aro trying to
do away with even these, and attempt-
Ing to supply the whole demand with a
dollar or a dollar and a hall cloth edl.
tlon. It ls to be hoped that they will
succced, both for the sake of the book-
sellers and for the sake of the buylng
publle, who wlill thus recelve good books
In respectable bindings. Some of the Cun-
adlan Jobbers also arrange with the Brit.
Ish publlshers for paper bound editions
from the plates which have been usecd
for botter novels. These edltions’'are gold
at retall from 15 to GO cents. Thus it
can be clearly seen, as we havo had ocea-
slon to mentlon before, that paper buand
books aro golng to be restricted to a
narrower sphere.

There has been considerable talk on tho
Toronto book market lately about tho
British shilling editlon ol such works as
those by Pansy. A certaln dry goods
store 1n this clty 18 selling this edition of
Pansy’s works at 19 cents, postpald to
any address in Canada. Now, these hooks
cannot posstbly be bought in Great Brit-
atn less than 7d. per copy, nor laid down
in Toronto for much lesa than 18 cents,
When, therefore, they are sold for 19
cents, and the postago s three cents, tho
seller Is seen to lose nearly two cents a
copy. This shows at once that the regu-
lar bookseller eannot sxpect to compete
with guch scllers. No dealer outside the
city can lay these books down at hig
storoc at less than 20 cents In small lots,
or perhaps a cent less It he purchase a
large quantity ; and a llving profit will
make the retall price 25 cents. This 18
the price which must be demanded If the
bookseller 18 to make a profit vut of
these books. If he wish to compete with
the dry goods vendors of books, ho must
do as they do, use such lines as these as
leaders, sell at cost price, and make up
his llving profit on other Unes of books.
As long as the dry goods housed can ob-
tain these books, the regular Lookseller
can expect to meet their competition In
no other way. It is & lamentable state
of affairs for a buukseller to witness,
but it must be faced with a storn unbend-
ing courage.

BUSINESS IS GOOD.

I have just
veen duwn cast, and sold more goods
than ever I did on tho same ground and
at the sume season, Thelr hollday
trade was excellent ; in fact, It was good
all over the country, and everything s
aatisfactory.”

WALL PAPER.

EW peoplie seom to understand the
F position of the wall paper trade
In ite relatlon to the existing
tarlff charges on lmportations. Some
articles and letters have appeared In
some of our leading dallles, which show
that the public are Inboring under some
strango delyslon; or, at least, aro be.
ing misled by persons who are extremely
jgnorant of the true position or unjust
In thelr methods of presenting argu-
menta,

The dutles are specific, and for that
reason, by taking extremo instances, they
can be made to appear trivinl or oppress.
fvwo, When It s known that some glits
cost 4 1.2 cents In the Amerjean markot,
and that our duty on these 18 slx cents,
there would xeom to be an Instance of a
182 per cent. tarlif. But when it is con-
sldered that n glit at 50 cents may e
finported, with the same duty Imposed,
wr wonld serm to have an Inktance of a
12 per ceat. tarlil. Now, to explain this
thoroughly it muut needs ho polnted out
that glits at 4 1.2 cents are cheap trash
uwsed ns lenders to cateh o certaln trade,
and that thisx Is 0 cut price on the part
of the United States manulacturers,
There s n distinct lors to the manufac-
turer on all goods sold at this price : but
atill certnln reasong have cnuked this low
price In o particular line, This method
of procedure on the part of forelgn wall
paper manufacturers led to the chunging
of our dutles from nd valorem to specifle,
Surplus stocks from botl: the United
States and England were belng dumped
into Canadn at the end of cach season
at & great reduction, much to the detrl-
ment of a steady stablo trade, and the
prosperity of domestic manufacturers.
Such a method of getting our papers
avns not golng to bo always bLeaeficial,
and heace the change. It was thought
thnt by making the duties speciiie, the
making of the Canndlan muarket Into a
garbage pit would be jmpeded ; and the
result hng proved the wisdom of the ad-
viserr of the government, With three fac-
torics in the country producing gouds
front the lowest to the highest gradea,
there Is no necexalty for importing such
cheap rubbikh as gold papers at 4 1.2
cents per roil. 1t may prevent the con-
sunmer getting cheap papers ol some
clusses, but it does not provent him get-
ting the worth of his money In cvery
cnue. )

. Buch Ix the basls of our present system
of tariff dutics on wall paper. The result
fa o healthy state In domestic manufac-
tures. Domestic papera are cqual In cer-
tain grades to Imporfed papers. As good
paper Is used for painting upon ; even In
some cures botter grades are found, Pat-
terns are lmproving oach year, and col-
oriugs can now compare very favorably
with that found on {mported papers.
True, the conrumer pays a small share
in the attalnment of this degree of pro-
ficlency, but the share fs small, as the
Autles 1f justly averaged wil be founad
to be less than 30 per cent., and not over
100 per cent., as  some unialr persons
have tried ¢ argue,

Styles o stationery have not materinl-
Iy changed fross last senson, though
ROMO of the distinctions arca little more
marked, New  varpleties of note paper
with floral decorations, eccentrie dhnen-
Rlons and consplcuous rintings are pro-
duced, but fail to become standard. The
most eclegant as well as genteel paper
&old I8 o bheavy cream-white shieet, fold-
ing once In &« »square envelope. This
sheet may have a rough {inish, and the
coars¢ mottled appearance of conrse
wrappiug paper, by the lrregular ar-
rangement of water lines, when it s
known as * Greelan Antlque.” It may
be smoothly finished, with no gloss, and
very heavy and silky in texture, when it
fs called ** Kid Pinish.” It may have a
rouglh cloth finlsh or peecullar rough ef-
feet known as ** Parchment Vellum."”
Quite the latest paper used §s o so-called
otehing paper, which has a rough sur-
face, with varlons Irregular depresslons,
and rougher still, almost llke Bristol
board, s the socalled hand-made parch-
ment. A new varlety of puper has broad
water lines stnmped across the paper
horizontally and dlagonally applied to
the cavelope. The same styles too, are
carrled out In the thin llned papers for
those who like & thin paper for the pur-
posc of letter writing.
invitation or regret and tormal corre-
spondence the heavier varieties are em
ployed, The only new ¢int produced this
year I8 a very dellegte vlolet whade,
which 1s sometimer used by anesthetie pro-
ple. Another shade hnown as azure,
which 15 In reality a dull, sclt blue, is
also Rome what popular. Dull stone color
and chocolate are also sometimes scen,
but the conservatlve woman of good
taste selects always u plain cream-tint-
ed paper. At the top of the page and in
the centre, lnstead of the corner, Is her
address stamped in colored letters, sur-
munted . by her monogram of coat of
arme, if she has one.

The lady's visit-
lng card s large, square and imposing,
and cngraved In large script, cgpecially
if the name Is a short one.

Tho swaller the bhook
the grenter scems the demand, and from
the huge octavo we have accepted the
16mo, and ¢ven the 32mo. Popular au-
thors are put up into the smallest forws.
Howels, Curtis, Holland, lke Marvel,
Puage, Longlvllow, Holmes, Cuble, Whit-
tier—all of these are In small editlouns,
and “infinite riches in & lfttle room” s
the order of the day. Standard authors
have, tvo, been transformed and brought
within the tendencles of the thnee. And
ax glits, the “‘glove” edltions ol linw-.
thorne, Dickens, Scott, L.amb, Irving and
Tlhackeray are, indeed, *‘camco’ volumes
and “nuggets’ of daintlest make,

Collectlions from the poets are, too, in
greater vogue than ever, and such recent
little literary gems ns “ Tales from
Ten Poets,”” are nut only model gifts but
pleasures for hand and eye. The change
in style Is a wise one, for it not only
means for us the standard authors, but |
brings then: into forms which will throw
them into thouannds of hands for whom
the larger sized books had no attrac.

Last week, while in Hamllton, I drop-
ped into the wholesale statlonery and
printers’ supplies house of Buntln, Gll-
lies & Co., 62 King street east, and tovk
a look through their large establlshment.
C. W. Graham, who has been manager
for the past {ive years of & business that
was established 47 years ago, was good
enough to go through with me. 1iis prl-
vate office and sample room are to the
lefl a8 one enters the bullding, and the
general office to the right. In the rear,
oun the ground floor is kept a largoe stock
of news, book, nud wmanllla wrapping
papers ; paper bags, and twine. The
bullding s flve storles in helght, each

flat being 30x160 feet. In the cellar are
stacks of straw board, wood board and
mill board ; cases of glates and slate pen-
cils ; inks of such celebrated manulactur-
ers as Stephens, Stafford and Underiood;
heavy wrapping papers, brown, rag and
straw. On the second floor orders aro fill-
¢d from the shipping room, and here the
jnvoice clerks have thelr desks, All goods
going out are re-checked twice to avold
mistakes, There I8 also on this {loor no
end of lines carried by the trade, such as
blank books, memorandumn books, pencils,
penholders, fountain pens, tablets, seal-
ing wax, playing cards, ruled printers
stock and flitt and linen papers, (British
and American). Thelr * Japan Linen
Brand” ot flut paper for correspondence
and blank book manufacturing ls wor-
thy of special mention. There are also

rubber bands, crasers, school books and
supplles, note papers, printers’ loks,
tags, scribbling and cxerclse books., Tho
stationery department hags a worthy
manager in J. B. Glilles. On the next
floor g a stock of envelopes, blotting pn-
pers, tissue papors, copying papers, card-
bourd and cover papers, roll window
biind, bindera’ leathers and stock. The
bindery 1s also on this flat, and 18 equip-
ped with rullng aml cutting machines
and presses that ennble them to turn
out first-class work on short notlce. On
the floor above fs stored binders’ cloth,
tollet papers, and surplus stock,

Some 256 hands are kept employed in
aml around tho establlshment, attending
to the wants of a trade which oxtends
from the Atlantic to the Pacific. The
firm*s travellers aro the following well-
known gentlemen: W. C. Cunningham
covers the lower provinces, Central On-
tarjo and all around west of Port Arthur
to the coast.

Greely inherited irom his Scotch-Irish
ancestors plajaness ol speech. “ I can,”
he used to say, * write better slang than
any cditor in America.” He know the
value of awords., The traditlons called
him profane, and nowadays onc rarely
heara n story of Greely which does not

turn upon some qualnt archalc use of
o protane phrase. Yet he was far {rom
belng profane—was pure minded, and of
proper speech, as o dally latercouxse
of years canbles me to testify. He was
impnt;ent of ignorance or frivosyity. He
wnd a  complamning way, generally
amusing from its gquajntuexs, apt to be-
come petulant I anything teased. He
and the capacity ot spoatancous aver-
sjoni—jormed opimons of people by a kind
of sccoud-slght. I knew one noted man
whom be dislked, as well as I could
mnke out, for no other reason than the
cotor of his hnir. He never furgave an-
other for belng & collego graduante. Life
and ite cmployments were in carnest par:
posce ,there shouid bo no tritling by the
wayside ; no lolllng over vanitles; no
giving way to meretriclous appotites;
nad therefore the greatest of crimes was
drink. A man's troth was sacred; 1t
was the human expression of a divine
attribute ; and, therefore, next to drink,
there was no crime so great as marriage
jotidellty. His disllke to tobacce, ns to
wine, wax an Indication of personal dls.
comfort. There was no virtue qQuite ns
desirable as thrift, and thrift was Lest
served by small salaries. The materlal
happiness of mankind was o constant
care. The Jersey marabes that stretch
from Hoboken 1o Nawark distressed him.
*Is there no way—aro there no lessons
in the cconomle conditious of Hollund to
teach us how to reclaim these wasted
rquare mlles of marsh and overflow and
make them oto wholcsome, cnduring
hotnes 2°° This wns a frequent eaquiry.
Hix disltke of alavery when you siited
1t down, was rather an carpest of sym-
pathy with ths white man wbko was
yndernad din his lubor than sentiment
for the negro.

Thd untislavery atmosphese surround-
g the Tribune was not fnspired by
Greely. It really came from the gifted
young men who were attracted to the
Tribunce because o1 its Independence and
hRh literars standasd. uheei) was gen-
erous 1o honest, weliincaning thoeaght,
whether he accepted It or not, an dhe
wus A purist as to furm Sa in time, be
ginnlng with the advent of Ripley es-
caped from the ruins of his Brook Farm
—or, a8 Carlyle, if 1 reembdber, called it,

You
may lose a dollar on a sale by giving
n customer an inside fact comncernlug a
certain article he is about to buy, but
you have won that man's coufidence and
respect a hundred dollars’ worth.

The elevated car
guards watch for daily papers like the
hawk for a young morsel when hungry.
‘The pajrers picked up this way are sold
to & newndealer of course. The boys in
raliroad traina and the conductors on
surface cars show the same eagerness to
grapple & newapaper the moment It Is
lald aside. It has beem the custom In
less populated commuuities to lend out
periodicals and books, and often passing,
through the roll of customers, to be sent
back 10 the news company, {inally reach-
ing the publisher. Cousiderable loss at-
taches to all this. The entire waste ol
stock, shipping and freight bills. Some-
thing should be done, and 30 many clever
ldeas have been tested, it would be well
to take action and systematize the mat-
ter. It js a small, mean Individual who
will return such goods and demand pay-
meait, but as this class are with us and
numerous, the pressing question before
the publiskers is the wiplag out ol the
evil.~~The Nowsman.

But the P. of 1. have become an incor-
porated body fur far higher purpuses
than buying sugar and tea, If Patrons
hanve blLeen benefited by getting thelr
goods cheaper, that I8 slmply an outcome
of the organizatlon,

At o recent meeting of the Victorin
B.C.. Board ot Trade, the question uf Do-
wminton legislatlon regarding lnsoivency
was brought up, and it letter read {rom
thhe Vancouver Board. J. M. Todd sald
that the Attorney-General would have
a bH1 brought blefore the Legislature
tframed upon the Ontarlo and Manitoba
Acts, Robert Ward wished the matter
placed In the hands of the Dominion mem-
bers.

Rumors are flying thick aad [ast as to
the formntion or attempted formation of
a typenriter trust. That ruch a combin-
ation I8 in process of formation there can
he no doubt, althuugh the alleged pro-
moters of the scheme are evidently with-
holdlng the facts untll they are assured
of suceees. The name of E. N. Fowler, of
the Equitable Mortgage Compunay, 40
Wall strect, I8 most protninently connect-
¢ with the matter. The scheme, 50 far
asr f{acts chn be arrived at with the
menger Mformntion granted, scems to be
the formation of a single comany which
shall be compoxed of all or as many as
possible of the flrms engaged In thls line
of busjness.

Each company will be represented in
the combination to the extent of the
value of ite burinegs. Thir company will
tenue S20,000,000 of ntock, of which cach
company in the trust will hold shares
cqual to thie value ol 1ts plant, the value
aof which jo each of the companles con-
cerned 8 now said to be In process of
adjustment. The sum mentloned §s un-
doubtadly far too lorge, as good author-
ity says that It s more than double
enough to buy up all the typewrlter

hoth from publlc and private collections,

Under such a
conibinatlon 1t 18 alleged that the price
of machines will not be advanced, and
that the only obfect Is to do away with
the severe competition which enters Into
the traunsaction of business a8 now con.

This {8 an assoclation formed and
managed Ly Mr., Edgar 8. Reade,
with  headquarters at  Halifax., He
proposes to supply dry goods, boots
and shoes, books, ctc., at 20 to 50 per
cent. lvse than retallers who dealt in the
respective class of goods. The 1ife mem-
bership fee was $10; but people have
ferreted ovut the scheme. A recent trial
war held as to the yalldlity of notes

The judge gave judgment In {av-
of of the holders, viz., the Bank of Mont-
real. The foilowing from the statement
in defence is fnteresting :

That the sald Fdgar S. Reado repre-
senting himself ay the agent and man-
ager of the Home Supply Associutlon,
falvely and frauduleatly represeuted to
the defendant thav any goods of any kind
description or quality that defendant de-
sired to purchase that the Home Supply
Assuciation would supply him, the sald
defendant, at from 20 to 50 per ceat. dis-
count on the prices the sald goods could
bLe sold in Hallfax, and i sald defendant
would subsceribe and pay sald associa-
tlon the sum of §1G the sald assoclation
would Jssue to him, the sald defendant, a
Hife member certiticate of sald assocla-
tion, which would give the privilege of
obialning avy goodr that he required
at the place aforesald, and upon such
representation so made the delendarnt
xigned the said note. And upon the faith
aud representatlon aforesald : \Whereas,
fn truth and In fact there [s no such as-
soclation, and such agsociation (If any)
arnot and has refused to furnlsh such
goodr to the delendant at the dlscount
aforesald, and has never given tbe cer-
tificate, all of which sald plalntitts had
knowledge, and that sald note was en-
dorscd to the plalntiffs for the express
rurpose of avolding this defence, and
after sajd note became due, nand that
there was no consideration for the muk-
ing of snld note.”

The pinintifs replled at length, con-
testlug all th> aliegations of delendant.

Stipendjary Adotton reviewed the evil-
dence and sald he could not see any-
thlug In the case that would justiiy him
ir saying awnything Iavorable to the
traneactions with the assocliation. Mr.
Reade had floated the assoclatlon, re-
presenting hlmsell as its sollcitor. The
first lmpression had heen that he was a
legal solicitor, but it had turned out that
1t meant he sollcited members. The cer-
titicate of the association was not slgn-
ol by anyliody. Reade's name was priy,
ed a2+ manager and then his Initlals wle
written as solleltor. Ills honor thought
the certiticate worthless, and that those
whoe had subscribed would have to suf-
{cr Bat i glving his deelsion he had
to by governed by law. The notes were
held by the bank as collateral, and it
was not shown that there was nny col-
1usJup between the bank and assoclation,
or that the former was aware ol the
circumetancer leadlng up to the notes
But he lu.d to take the law as lic founc
1t
