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PHOTO SUPPLIES AS A SIDE LINE

By W. F. Ralph

AVE you cver considered the advisability of run-
H ning a photo supply department in connection
with your stationery business 7 For some time
past there have been indications that the introduction of
a department devoted to photo supplics in Bookseller
and Stationer would be very acceptable and useful to
those readers who alrcady handle such goods, as well as
to those who would like to try this attractive sido line.
It is the inteation of Bookseller and Stationer to con-
duct such a department i support can be had from its
rcaders with the view of encouraging the photo supply
business among them and any correspondence on the sub-
jeet by readers already interested in the business or who
thirk of entering into it will be welcomed by the editor.
The addition of side lines to the regular husiness is
finding great favor among the business men of the pres-
ent day, who are quick to scize on any idea that will
make for their own advancement. Thus it is that prob-
ably most of the readers of Bookseller and Stationer at
present handle wall paper and music, although those
lines are not, strictly speaking. books or stationery. But
they harmonize with the main part of the stationery
husiness and for that reason arc legitimate lines. The
santc may be said with regard to any other side line
If it harmonizcs and can be conveniently carcvied with the
rest of the stock then, providing there is a fair profit
in handling 1it, it shouid be carried.

The sclling of photographic goods appeals to a wide
and good class of customers. The modorn camera is an
artistic and scicntific instrument, and is fit for exhibi-
tion in any stationery storc and fits in well with general
stationery Photo supplics such as mounts, papers, post
cards, plates, films, albums. cte., are much akin to
other lines handled by the stationer. There arc also a
large number of books dealing with the art for which
sales can be craated, and some photographic magazines
for which subscriptions can be obtained.

One decided advantage in handling photo goods is the
fact that the sale of a camera and outfit docs not end
there. A purchaser will continually need supplies.

The photo supply business is not at all dissimilar to
wany other lines carried by the stationer. Tun {act the
stationer appears to be the proper person to  handle
such goods. The amateur photographer is usually a per-
son of some culture an. refinement, who reads books.

o

If you attract him into yvour stare to buy his supplics
he is likely to prove a good customer in your other lines
as well. Then the stationer coming into contact as he
does with a large number of customers of artistic
tastes, is in the best position possible to interest them
in amatenr photogeaphy.  Large  munbers  of  school
teachers and their popils, the country over, are mterested
in the subject. It is a notable fact that an amateur
photographer is a most cnthusiastic devotee of the art
and wiil make photos of anything, anywhere. e is a
great consumer of supplies, and the number .of ama-
teurs is increasing rapidly year by year.  The trade
has grown so much of Iate that many huge manufactur-
ing plants exist for the sole purpose of supplying the
demands of amateur photography.

Photography has been simplificd to such an extent
that little or no acquaintance with the art 1s necessary
in handling supplics. The main principles can be gather-
ed in a few hours from one of the text hooks which ac-
company an amateur outfit. So long as satisfactory
goods are sold the result will be the satislaction of hoth
buyer and seller.

Some of the points to be kept in mind when starting
a photo supply department are:

The amateur trade is confined to a limited number
of sizes of plates, films. papers and  mounts. Conse~
quently a large stockof gonds would not he required.
It s stated by the Donivien Phao Supply Company,
one of the Toronto dealers, that a suflicient stock to
start with can be purchased from $35. upwards.

It is well that cameras of two or three different
sizes should be stocked, as it is a good pohiey o let the
public actually see what they can get in your store. For
any size of camera not in stock an order can be sent in
to the jobber which will be filled in a few days.

Spring, which is nearly due. is the opening scason
for the amateur photographer and great attention
should be paid to the show wind.w. 1f veur store has
two windows, usc one of them continuously for photo
supplies. If you have only one. use part of it for a
monthly exhibit of supplies. Plieards, illustrated with
original photographs, and lots of other advertising, such
as phamphlets. ete. are supplied by all jobbers, A zlass
showease with good arrangement of materials 13 a great
drawing card for the interior of the store.

ary school work., Additions are constantly heing made,
onc of the most recent heing a new series of readers for
Nova Scotia, issued in 1906. In recent years the books
published in the Royal school serics have embodied the
most modern ideas of teaching, and every development
of modern printing and color work has heen used to en-
hance the value of the books.

A branch warchouse was opened in londen at 35
Paternoster Row—the very heart of the publishing cen
tre—about 1570 and fully half the business of the firm is
transacted from that centre.

Messrs, Nelson were the first British publishers to
open a branch in New York. It has developed into a
large Bible business, operating a plant of its own in New
York. The New York branch some ten years ago organ-
ized 2 committee of Aumerican scholars for a new revis-
ion of the Bible, and the result of theit labois—the Amer:-
can Standard Revised Bible=was tswued 1 1901, The New
York business has recently been amalzamated with K.
- & J. B Young & Co., and turped into a limited com-
pany in which the Edinburgh firm hold the controlling
interest. At the same time the firm acquired a large
interest in the Bible business of the King's Printers in
London—Eyre & Spottiswoode (Bible Warchouse) L.td.

The business is now in the hands of Mr. Thomas
Nelson, 1., his brother, Mr. Ian Nelson, and Mr. G.
M. Brown. Of rceent. years, the firm have extended the
area of their publications. While the school book and
juvenile departments have not been necleeted, they have
made a speeialty of other branches, such as the New
Century Library (large type standard wvorks printed on
very thin India paper, colored toy books and cloth-hound
English classics, published at sixpence.

Messrs. Nelson's recent suceesses have been largely
duc to the perfection of machiners in use at their works.
enabling them to produce new beoks considerably below
the current cost in the printing trade. They have just
crected an additional factory equipped with every de-
vice that cngincering science can suggest, in which all
the operations of book manufacture will be done by ma-
chinery, hand labor being only used for feeding the ma-
chines. It is believed that the creetion of this factory

is evidenee of Messrs, Nelson’s intention to entor a new
field of publishing, by the issue af copyright  fiction at
prices which will cause some surprise in the publishing
trade. hey have already proved that non-copyright

neace. The facilities in their new factory should enable
them to produce copyright fiction at a correspondingly
remarkable price.

Why L might as well have
nsked that man to take ont an accident poliey insuring
the dog kennel i the hack yard against the vagaries of
an carthquake. Advertise!  That man would have com-
mitted bigamy cheerily rather than spend a fifty dollar
hill on advertising. No argument at my disposal was
keen enough to pierce his (riple-plated prejudice. e
had only one competitor—a wide-awake gentleman who
reahzed the cash value of advertising.  And my friend, of
course, was payving for the other fellow's adverlising.
Some people appear generous when they are only short-
sighted. My friend often seemed really philanthropic.

have ever known Jones—if he had not used the pub-
lieity columns of the loeal papers, Jones’ short
talks, appearing in  the papers may not have been  ex-
cellent advertising. But they sold his goods—not only
hooks: but all the other lines hie carried. And young
Jones, with the - foolisl: notions about advertising,’” has
done more for the higher education of the people of that
town than all the preachers and teachers in it. Because
Jones believed in advertising and it paid him to adver-
tise. At the end of his first business year he told me
that his business was casily $3,000 better than the com-
bined sale of his competitors—which was a  modest
claim to make under the circumstances.

Jones spent the equivalent of his rent innewspaper
publicity, and he backed that up with a useful and in-
teresting little booklet—just a few pages—which he
published quarterly. Jones’s Quarterly contained a list
of the new books and a few sentences of pertinent eri-
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ticism, clipped from the Tondon press, on ench hook, the
amount of criticism never occupying more than one page
of the booklet and seldom exceeding half a page. All
Jones’s advertising created desire for his books. It roused a
curosity which landed one in the People's Library—that
was Jones’s name for his store, and the people liked it.
‘Uhat curiosity svon reached the buymmg stage, when the
suave Mr. Jones got started.  Before the end of his first
year in that town Jones employved two smooth assistants,
His business was much befter than the best book busi-
ness in o neighboring eity three tumes the  size of his
town and judicious advertising made his business.

1 realize just as clearly as auy man that it would be

suicidal for some small dealers lo spend the equivalenl
of their rent in advertising; bul 45 per cent, of the men
in the trade could apend that amount very effectively,
while 95 per cent. ean advertise, and should advertise,
more than they do. Cirenlar advertising seldom pays.
The average bookseller and stationer will find it a pro-
titable investnent to state their values in the loeal papers
—-not onee or twice, but pretty regularly. Yon ean pro-
duce effeetive advertising only by having o thorough
grasp of your business alung with a fair knowledge of
your probable customers’ wants as well as tastes. The
man who can create a desire for literature—the posses-
sion of it—is generally an effective advertiser.,

POINTERS FOR

Don't forget the twenty-fourth of May when laying
your plans for May business. This holiday will always
be extremely popular with the rising generation, as it
furnishes an excellent excuse to let oft fireworks. Al-
though fireworks bear a closer relation to the business
of a toy-shop than to a book and slationery store, in the
staller centres of population the handling of such goods
has become the legitimate provinee of the stationer

This bemng the case, as You have probably discovered
by your own cxpericnce of past scasons, it behooves you
to hunt up the record of your last Victoria Day fire-
works sales, and find out which is the best selling line.

Stimulate the Desire.

Having accomplished that mmportant research into the
lustory of your store, hegin early to inform the public
that Victoria Day is a proper day for fireworks cxplod-
g, flag-flying and all manner of patriotic ceichrations
Don't allow the desite of youth tu celebrate to wane in
the least, as it means helping oul what might otherwise
be a somewhat dull season.

‘Then there are the other necessaries of celebrations,
like flags and bunting. Early in May bring these goods
well to the fore: and as an example for your fellow
citizens to follow 1t nught be well to spend a little time,
a few days before the 24th. wn decorating your outside
store front.

Post Cards for the Visitor.

My is usually the month in which lake navigation
(as far as passengers are concerned) really opens. Tour-
ists begin to roam over the countryside, and exceeding
dull must be the town which does not centertain during
the summer, quite 2 number of them. Your town,
wherever it is. is bound to have a number of visitors m
it during the sunny moath of May—and many more later
on. In these days of thue picture post card, rarcly doces
@ person leave his native piace, without first being
pledged by multitudes of friends to ““drop them a card
vecasionally.”

This card habit is onc of the best fads that ever
struck humanity, from all points of vicw, with the pos-
sible exception of the postman. It pleases the sender, and
the recipient, and it is a good source of profit to you.
In May bring out vour best lines of local view cards and
serial comics. Also devote some of your window space
to souvenirs of the town, especially those of the more
portable kind. Above all, don't forget to let the visitor
Know where you are. An attractive, *‘stick-out-in-the-
street” sign is invaluable for this purpose. Remember

that nowadays, the first thing a visitor does alter find-
ing his hotel or his fricnds is to hunt oul the post card
shop. Make yourself easily found by the visitor.

Photo Supplies.

If you are carrying photo supplies you will do well
to mahke the fact very prominent, and aim especially for
visitors, as the camera habit is as universal as the post
card habit. When a visitor is sure of a source of supply
near at hand he won’t be too stingy with the supplies
he has brought with him. Films and plates are ihe
mawm things demanded by  the tourisi-camera-man  or
woman, amd probably an occasional camera.

A Prize for the Boys.

It is a good policy to get in a line of the cheaper
sort of cameras—those at $1 to $3 retail, to catch the
boy trade. llow would it be to offer a little prize, say
an awr-rifle or some other thing dear to the boyish heart,
to the boy who takes the best photo during any stated
period with any stated kind of camcera ? This has been
done over and over again in other lines of goods. It is
one of those old, yet cver new dodges, which never give
out, for the simple reason that it is based on the human
love of friendly competition. Stay a winute ! Why con-
fme such a competition to the hoys 7 Have another one
for girls, with a prize suited to them. By doing this vou
will not only vncourage the sale of photo supplies, but
will encourage the love of art in all the competitors.

The bookseller and stationer is a fortunate individunl
in that most of his wares, like photo supplies, are such
as tend to the clevation of  the human mind. In the
single case of fireworks, however, (remarks the cynical
sub-cditor) they tend to elevate sections of the luunan
hody.)

Our friends, the travelers, {requently  :end
us subscriptions, and, of course, where o merchant hnows
a traveler to be a representative of a reputable house he
may be sure that the subscription he may take will reach
its proper destinatiou.

We trust that our friends throughout the country
will lend us their assistance in endeavoring to land these
fraudulent solicitors. The names of the men and the lo-
caltties in which they were last heard of are: €. H.
Raymond, Berlin, Ont.; J. C. Murray, Farnham, Que.;
McDonald, St. Hyacinthe, Que. There is another, operat-
ing in Galt, whose name we have not yet ascertained.

A CUSTOMS TANGLE.

MERICAN publishers, who are aceustomed to im-
port quantities of English books, are at piesent
much exereised over a reeent customs decision, which
makes the royally fees on imported books a part of the
forcign market value and therefore subject to duty. E.
P. Dutton & Co. imported books at 9s, each. A contract
between the publisher and importer imposed the condi-
tion that on each book sold in America 7s. must he re-
mitled to England as a royalty fee for the author. The
New York appraiser added the 7s. to the 9s., and de-

manded the ad valorem duty on the total.

The absurdily of this decision vests on the indefin-
iteness of the amount of the author’s voyalty. The roy-
alty being based on the number of houks sold, caunot
be determined with any degree of aceuraey beforchand.
There has been friction in 1egard to the dutiable value
of books since 1577, but the customs officers have, lat-
terally, at least, accepted the iuvoices of Importers and
paid no atiention to the question of royalties. Puablish-
ers will. of comse. fight the new ruling to a finish,

The cunosity
arousced in the ncighborhood by these four letters was
simply astounding. Many customers came in, and made
a small purchase, obviously for no other reason than to
inquire the meaning of these mysterious four letters.

Now, this merchant is a young man and a pusher.
When lhe got a customer interested in his trademark he
didn’t tell these customers what it meant and let it go
at that.

and sent their small purchases home for them, and wrote

He took their addresses in all cases possible,
the addresses down in his book. By this means he got
addresses on his mailing list which he possibly would not
have secured otherwise,

Barners are great pushers. A man enters a harber
shop with the intention of being shaved. He sits in the
chair, asks for a shave and gets it. As the barber is
sponging off the custoner’s face he suggests a massage,
or a hair cut, or tonic, and in gight cases out of ten thy
customers [alls in with the barber’s suggestion. 1f bar-
bers didn't push their opportunities like this there would
be few of the elaborately fitted up shops which now pre-
vail over the whole country.

As an instance of where no cfiory was made to push,
the present writer entered a stationery store the other
Jday and asked for a small notebook. The young lady in
attendance showed him  several kinds and he finally
bought one at 10 cents. There the transaction cended. No
inquiry was cven made by the saleslady as to whether
**There was anything clse 7%

Now a pusher would not let a thing like that occur
at any time, more particularly when no other customers
are waiting. When a customer has been given what he
asks for, the pushing merchant will try and get him in-
terested in some other line. He will, for instance, ask
him if he kas read such-and-such a hook ; or if he has
scen any of this-and-that hne of post cards; or if he
has scen this-or-that article or story in such-and-such a
magazine. And if the customer has not seen any of these
things, show them to him.

For a stationer who wishes to really develop all the
possibilities of his business there 1s nothing hke the mot-
to: *'Keep posted on all the latest deselopments in your
linc of business, and PUSI.”

When  be
married Miss Mitchell there was still much to do before
the pen was a perfeet production , but he signalized the
hridal morning by making a gross of steel pens hefore go-
ing to the altar e died a millionaire

The hand-colored photogravuies on
parchment are most artistic, while the "Gem™ and **Art”
folivs of oll reproductions are very haadsome.  The
Boudoir scries of 4d. cards 1s i very good taste, as are
the 150 different lines of calendars ranging from 3d to
1s. retall.

Besides 100 varieties of private greeting cards, Messrs.
Ildesheimer are showing 20 different boxes of  auto-
graph Christmas cards at prices hetween 6d, and 2s. 6d.
Very arnate are the plush folding cards in ornamental
shapes, decorated with artificial flowers. These, and
also the tablet cards, have folding strut on the Lack, so
that they inay stand on table, desk or shell.

AN EASY WINDOW TRIM.
By Aethur Conrad

When in New York recently I noticed that crinkled *

tissue paper was used largely in making displays of pic-
ture post cards and that the effect secured was excellent.
One Broadway store had two windows treated in a sim-
ple manner with white tissue paper, the efficet of which
was extremely charnung, as the fine qualities of the cards
were thereby strongly emphasized. The tissue paper was
fastened right across the top front of the window,
brought. straight back to the middle of the back of the
window and then brought forward to the bottom frout
of the window. The general effect was like a large white
wedge pushed into the window. With the white paper as
a background, cards were fastened to it at equal inter-
vals. There was not a superfluity of cards TFach one
had lots of white paper around it to show it off.

Another window had a somewhat similar cffect. anly
the paper was fastened up and down the front sides of
the window and carried te the centre of the back of the
the window. It was the wedge efficet, only turned  the
other way.

Still another window had merely a straisht up and
down arrangement o f the paper, brought Hell forward
in the window.

White paper was most largely employed, though T
Jdid notice other shades here and there. The idea com
mended itself to me, as crinkled paper is an inexpensive
material and a few cards go a long way in such a dis
play.

H. Leavitt gave an address on Traveling Librarics, and
Mrs. Mutch, of the Rosedale Art League, Toronto, gave
an address onp how to supply the library with pictures.

At (he evening  session Mr. AL H. U. Colquhoun,
Deputy Minister of Education, gave an informal talk on
fhic subject of Public lL.ibraries.

From the back-yards of thou-
sands of peaceful Canadian homes issues forth sounds as
of musketry, which sounds in reality are merely testi-
monials to the muscular skill of Messrs. Houscholder in
making the dust of twelve months fly from the carpets.

Now is the time of all times to push wall paper for
all it is worth. Get some convincing copy written for
vour newspaper space, and keep your windows filled with
vour choicest. lines of wall decorations. Slack not in
thine energy, O merchant, and don’t, whatever You do, for-
get the advertising value of a show-card in the window.

1t stands to reason, that many a woman of your
town, with the house-cleaning fever raging wmadly in her
blood, will pass and repass your store upon purchase
hent. Tt’s up to vou, as the saying is, not to let her pass
vour store once without being attracted by your spring
wall paper exhibition. Price will count with her! She
may be wishing as hard as she can, that she could afford
a new paper for this, that, or the other room. Brush
up vowr argumentative faculty—that there is argumenta-
tive faculty in abundance among Ontario stationers was
moven at the recent school-book deputation—put the very
cream of wall paper argument in neat legible letters upon
a show-card, surrounded by the very choicest of your
moderate priced lines. Keep, however, some of your very
hest and higher priced lines in  the background ; for it
shounld he vour policy to gradually work a buyer of mod-
erate priced lines up to the higher grades. This vou
ought to he able to do in many cases. although ’twould
he impossible in all. A good argument fotr use in this
copnection is the obvious fact that the hetter the wall
paper, the longer it lasts and the more pleasure it gives.

Dry Goods Review has this to say ahout wall paper
adverlising.: “One ad. that we have picked out at ran-
dom has an attractive illustration and is headed, ‘Ar-
tistic Wall Necorations.® Part of the matter [ollow-
ing is:

We have a very
nice line of high-grade wall papers, made for those who
appreciate the best efforts of clever artists in most ela-
horate combinations, with which vou will he able to
match any particular kind o! house furnishings." The
heading is excellent ; the word decorations gives the
woods a higher standing in the eves of the public than
would the mere term ‘wall-papers.’
