PASTORAL LETTER TO THE CLERGY AND LAITY OF THE DIOCESE OF
TORONTO.

| My DEAR BRETHREN,

You are all aware that the members of our beloved ohurch residing within tho
Dioceses of Huron and Ontario, before receiving permission to elect theix respeotive
Bishops, were required to provide an endowment for their decent maintenance.

This reasonable condition they have from their christian liberality fulfilled, and
thus have they secured the permanence and independence of their bishoprios.

The mivimum sum thought nececssary to satisfy this important objeot, was ten
thousand pounds currency, or forty thousand dollars,

Perhaps, it would have been better, had this diocese also commenced to collect its
episcopal endowment when the otber two began, but not being under the sameo
urgency it was thought more judicious not to move in tho -Toronto endowment till
the Dioceses of Huron and (ntario had completed theirs.

PFive or six years ago, we had many church members amongst us, who would not

. bave hesitated a moment in giving several hundred pounds cach towards tho
support of their Bishop. But now, although the same liberal spirit still exists, a

cbt:ngo (l’f times and circumstances has deprived them of the ability of contributing
8o largely. :

We have nevertheless the good example of the two Dioceses of Huron and Ontario
before us. the church inhabitants of which are respcetively less numerous than wo
are, and yet they have generously contributed thoe requived amount. Hence, what
they have done with increased exertion, our church members (being I trust equally
willing) can do with greater ease and convenience.

But it does not seem necessary for me to dwell upon this subject, or to enter
minutely into the details by which it may be accomplished; thete are matters
which more especinlly belong to the committes on tho endowment of the sce,
appointed by the Synod, a preliminary report of whose proceedings is annexed to
this notice. I shall therefors content myself with mentioning & few points which
appear necessary to be carvied out to seccure the proposed endowment of the Seo
of Toronto, with as little delay as poseible.

I would first remind you, that all true and zenlous sons and dnughters of the
¢bureh, within the diocese, should consider themselves religiously bound to promote
with all their might this great object, o maintenance for their Bishop. and manifest
a0 abiding interest in its uccomplishment, let it therefore be the work of the whole
church as of one man,

The clergyman of each perish or mission, with the churchwardens, might form
local boards throughout the divcese, in communication with the great central com-
mittee of the episcopal endowment fund in Toronto. The parochial boards of each
township might occasionally meet to forward the work, going from house to house,
goliciting donations and subscriptions, and accepting the smallest contribution with
thankfulness, and in this way reaching every friend and individual member of the
church in the diocese, while reminding all as they proceed, that in so good a cause
1tis & privilege and & blessing to give even the widow’s mite.

County and district hoards might also be employed, so that every grown-up
member and even children might be enlisted in the service, and made joyful parta-
kers in helping forward this labour of love.
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In conclusion, lot it bo remembored, that although my health by God's blossing i
at present good, yet I am 80 far advanced in years that I mny pnes nwny atany
momant, nud that it would bo a great consolation to me to know that this desirably
object, evoa if not quite nccomplished, had made encouraging progress beforo my
departuro,

REPORT OF SECRETART.

Sinco assuming the duties of the office, it has been my aim to place the affairs
of tho socicty so fur a pertains to the position I occupy, in such a shape as that by
roference to the books, & correct statement could be presented ; I have no doubt of
being ablo to effect my wixhes so soon fs 1 am evnabled to adjust the land matters,
This i~ the obstacle which presents jtself, I have made this a special ohject of atten-
tion, but overy day’s experience of this branch of the society’s affairs satisfies me
that it will require much time and great care to place this accountin a relinble shape,
The arrears for taxes is o matter of importance, and I have therefore opened n cor
respondence with the trensurers of the several counties, in order to ascertain what,
if avy taxes are due and up to what period. The routing duties of the office prevent
my undividsed attention, which, under existing circumstances, would certainly be
necessary for a length of time. for I believe it will be found requisite to mnke an
entirely new record and register of all lands held by the society, whether in trust
or otherwixe, 1 have the sntisfaction of reporting that in some few instances I
have been able to adjust nccounts with purchasers and lessees, and hope at the en-
suing quarterly meeting to be able to report still more fuvourably. The amount
gollectable on nccount of the annual subscriptions will have to be nscertained by
personal application to the incerpornte members, this not having been done, it is
pousible that there will be a difficulty in cullecting arrears, but a considerable sam
ought to be realized from this source.

As regards the amount applicable for investment it will be scon by the following
statement that so far from there being any thing to invest, thero is a difficiency, tho
particulars of which is given on the next page.

In the month of April, tho Mission Fund with the Commercinl Bank was over-
drawn upwards of $3000, an advance was mado by that Institution of $6000, of
this sum $3000, has been re-paid.

Auxown, that the application of the widpw of the late Rev. R. G. Cox for a pension be
received, and that n pension of £50 per annum be granted to her, the assent of
the Bishop having been signitied to the Society by the Honorary Secretary

The Secretary read the Report of the Committee, appointed ai the annual meeting
of the Church Society, as follows :—

The committee beg to report that they have exnmined the minutes relating to
the sale and transfer of the lands given by the Goverument, in lieu of the Darlington
Glebe They find that in November, 1858, the lands, 5250 ncres, were sold to Mr.
Workman, for the sum of £3000  £1000 being paid down, and notes given for the
balance pagable in one and two instalmeats, with interest. The snid notes with the
sum of £500 were transferred to the Honourable Sidney Smith, and security tnken
on property in Port Hope for £25600 payable in five years,with interest ot 8 per cent,,
and further secured by the bond of Arthur McBean, of Cubourg : the property on
which the security was taken was valued according to the Salicitor's Report, at
£7600. n copy of which valuation i3 not forth-coming, aud it is believed that the
bond of Mr." McBenn is of ne value. Your committee would recommend that the pro-
perty should be offered for sale, in separato lots, in the latter part of November, on
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tho torms of ono-tenth downm, tho balanco payablo in niuo nnnual payments with
intorest, s reserved prico boing fixed upon ench lot, to bo ascertained nnd fixed n
such way as may bo determined by tho aociety. .

Referred toland committes
to decide a value, interest to be paid thercon in perpetuity at 6 per cent. per annum.

An application was read from Mr. G. Thomas, asking for remuneration
for extra services; the sum of fifty dollars was granted upon the recommendation of
the standing committeo.

A deed was presented from David Bannister, nnd wife, to the Church Society, of
two rods and five perches of laud in the township of Tay, for a church and burisl

round.

Rev. D. Rend, gives notico that at the next quarterly meeting of tho society, ho
will move the nduption of the fullowing by-law, to regu'nto the manngement and
approprintion of any surplug, or otherwire, sholl continue to be mannged by tho
Clergy Trust Committeo as heretofore. 2nd—That all swplus orising at'er the
payment of fixed charges on the fund, shal! Le div.ded into two equal amounts and
spplied to the ealnties of tho clergy. in manuer tollowing :—38rd—one half to be
sppropriated in salnries at the rate of {5300 pcr anoum, the other half at the rato of
$400 per annum.  4th—That all the clergy of the Diccese licented and recognised
by the Bishop wnd not under ccclesineticnl censure shall bo eligiblo to benefit by
this provision.  And all vacancies in the hst of aunuitants from such of the clergy
in regular rotation, bnsed on seniorsty of orders in the diocese, such nunuitauts
b;zmg placed first in tho list for the smaller amount and passing in courso to the
higher.

bth—That any clergymnn once placed on the list, shall remnin thereon so long
a8 he continues to do duty in the diocese, but shall forfeit his claim by removing
from 1t, or by the withdrawal of his license by the Bishop or other constituted
autiority.

8th—Any clergyman accepting a government rectory or other richly endowed
liviug, shall r2sigu his income from the commutation fund, and by such acceptunce
shail be regarded as having forfeited bis claim upon said fund, revertheless it shall
be ehgible for bim on resigning such rectory (ov living) to be again placed on theo
list of annuitauts so soon as & vacnncy shall arise, provided such cbange has the
sanction of the Lord Bishop of the Diocese.

Tth—Nothing in this by-law shall be construed so as to prevent an exchango

COUNTY SIMCOE, MAY, 1868.
(To the Editor of the Church Chronicle.)

Dran Sin,

It may not bo uninteresting to tho readers of tho *‘Curonicle” to hear of onr
doings in tho *“ woods” of S8imcoo, I thereforo beg to drop you a briof sketch of our
recent proceedings.  Several efforts have, frowm time to time, been made to organize
a clericnl associntion, but to no purpose. However, as the number of clorgy in the
county, have within the past two years, incrensed from seven to twelve, it was
considered that wo might snfely venturo upon the sttempt of ostablishing the
associntion. Accordingly the 6th of February was appointed with the consent of
all partios for a general ,cndezvous at Creemor, in the Rev. C. Ruttan’s mission.

At soven, p.m., tho brethren nssembled in the neat little viliago church for divine
servico. Tho following clergymen wero present: the Rev. Dr, Strong, Rov. Messrs,
Ardagh, Stewart, Fletcher, Ruttan, Langtry, Fidler, Creighton, and McCleary.

After prayers were snid by the Rev. Dr. Strong,'and an excelient sermon prenched
by tho Rev. S. B. Ardagh, M.A., a portion of the congregation remaincd, who ap.
pointed o committeo for the purpose of building anotler church in the missioa,
Tho utmost unanimity prevailed, and some $350 towards this objedt was soon sub-
seribed.  This speaks well for the prospects of the project, and also for the success
which is attending Mr. Ruttan’s labours,

At ten o'clock on the morning of the following day, the brethren assembled in
tho church, and after offering up prayer for assistance from on high, proceeded to
deliberate on the best means of maintaining unity and brotherly love, and for
edvancing tho iuterest and prosperity of our beloved church.

Tho incumbent of the parish occupied the chair; the Rev. A, Stew~rt was
unanimously elected secrotary, rules and regulntions were ndopted for the govera-
ment of tho organization, and much friendly and nmicable di.cussion ensued Aa
ndmirable cssay was read Ly the Rev. J. Fletcher, M.A, on the duties of the
miniatry. Having arranged for the noxt meeting of the association in the month of
Mgy, prayer was said by the chairman and the procecdings brought to a close.

In the evening we again hastened to the temple of the Lord. Every coruer was
filled.  After prayers un able discourse was delivered in a most impressive manner,
by the Rev. Mr. Stewart, which commanded the closest attention of the large
assembly gathered in from the village and surrounding country.

It wore much to be desired that nssociations of this character wore moro generally
encouraged by the clergy in their several districts.  They must tend to strengtien
the hands of the younger brethren especially, and more particularly so when situated
in isolated positions and cast nmongst a rural people, where meauns of improvement
are fow and difficult to be obtained.

It gives mo great pleasuro to ait down to write to you, and to give you somo
informntion about this mission. Qod continues to bless my work; for thia I rendor
bim hearty thanka.

The Indians of this placo havo attonded church very regularly. Thoy attend the
English servico as well ag their own,  For their benefit I read in their own langungo
o chapter out of tho Bible, which I afterwards oxplain in a fow words, and a few
prayers, whenover wo have English service. I have often wondered how patiently
and quictly they listened in church, although the greater part of the sorvico was
read in o langunge of which they know very ‘ittle. Their conduct has pleased mo
grently.  Thoy wero in their sugar-bushes Intely.  Somo of those are three miles
from this place, and some seven or cight miles; yet the people come to church ag
usunl; and they do not attend the Sundny services alone, they nlso attend servico
on :uch days ns Christmas, New Yenrs’ Day, tho Epithany, Ash Wednesdny, &o.

I would in this lotter thank tho Church Socicty for their kind offer to support o
schoolmnster and catechist for tho Little Current.  Mr. John Burkitt of Orilin, who
was appointed for tho work required, could not come up last fall, on account of his
wife’s serious illness. In Lis lotter which he wroto to me igtely, ho mentions that
he will bo at the Little Current this month,

The Superintendent General of Indian affairs and the Deputy Superintendeat
General, came hero last fall and held n council with the Indians who live on this
Island. Al that part of tho Island west of Fleywood Svund and Manitoulin Gulf,
was ceded to tho Government. The Indinns are to bo puid for tho land which they
bave surrendered, and which will be sold to whito secttlers; cach head of n family
is also to get 100 acres of land and a deed.  Many of the Roman Catholic Indians
who catne to the council attended our church when divine service was held init.
Just before they left for their respective villnges, about fifteen of them camo into
my bouse, nnd asked me for some of our books, which I gave them; some nsked for
the Prayer-book, some for the Testament, and some for our Hymn book, I was very
glad to see such o desiro on the part of theso Indinng to see and read our books.
May they derive benefit from reading them!  May God oless them and lend them
into the truth by means of the books they have received! Roman Catholic Indians
hase frequently asked me for the Indian and English spell’ng book, which was pre-
pared by the Rev. James Chance, and which was printed by the Church Society.

Mrs. Jacob’s renders me much assistance in my work. She plays the harmonium
in church, and teachies the Sunday School, and in the morning daily school which I
have established. Twenty-three dollars were collected in this place to pay for the
harmooium; the balance of the money that was required to pay for it was collected
for us by kind friends near Toronto. The instrument is very good. The singing in
church has improved greatly since we have had it. We practised singing every
Thursday cvening during the winter. The number that was present on the last
occusion of our singing was twenty-four.

I baptised a heathen Indian last November, and a heathen boy tho following
month—the man is about 45 years of age. Although he hae lived here a great
many years, it is only last summer, when he lost bis youngest child, that ho first
exprossed his wish to be baptised. He firmly refused before to embrace the ohris-
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tiaa religion. Tho afiliction which was sent en him did him good. The boy that [
speak of is tho youngest son of a pipe maker who is still unbaptised. Tho father
for a long timo refused to give up his son to be baptised. Itis evident that heis
now entertaining favourablo thoughts about the christian religion. He comes t;
chureh regularly, and he has told me that when he kuows more about christianity
ho will embrace it fully. His wife and daughter, the latter of whom is grown up
and has several children, were baptised on Easter-Day this year. Ilis wife was at
one time more prejudiced against the chiristian religion than he was.  She did not
appear to like my guing tu the house to read and pray.  When I first camo to this
migsion she never attended church, The other Sunday I observed her kneeling
down and offering up a short prayer just after getting to her seat; how pleased was
1 to notice the change in her.

We had our Sunduy school festival on the 26th of December. Mrs. Jacobs and
I commenced to teach the Indian children last fall, as soon as the Indians had taken
in all their crops. We taught for two hours every day except Saturday. We
taught the children to read Euglish and to write. I gave them sometimes a Bible
lesson and o lessun on the maps. We discontinued teaching them when they left
with their parents to go tothe sugar-bush, We shall soon resume the work of teaching
them. They made considerable progress in their lessons during the time that they
attended school; some of them wrote beautifully. Five read the third book of
lessons,

A mssionary moeting was held in the church here in March. It was well attended
by the Iudians. I delivered the first speech. The other speakers were Chief
Meshuabkwonga, Peter Duniel, and Chief Charles Wabibekake, (White Hawk). The
Indians did not give anything at the time for church purposes; they only made
promises. They have since given $18 18. The sum of $18 53 wus givea by
others here; the total sum that bas been collected is $36 71. Of this sum $20 are
now remitted; in this sum is included my annual subscription of $5, for the
Widows’ and Orphans’ fund ; the balance will be spent in the mission. The Indians
at Little Current bave not been so liberal, they only promised to give $7 75 at the
missionary meeting that { held at their village. :

A greater desire has been manifested by the beathen Indians at Shegwaindot Bay,
to hear the gospel.  They and the christiun Indians who live among them attended
the secvices which I held at their village this wiater better than they have dono
hitherto. One Sunday that I was with them, the tent in which we met together
(for there is no dwelling-house in the place) was quite full. A double row of them
sat oll round. About 42 were present. From the way the tent was made, we
could not stand up, and we had some difficulty in kiecling from want of proper
room. Of course there were no chairs in the tent; Mrs. Jacobs, who was with me,
aud myself kad to sit as the other Indians did. It was =« cold day. We felt the
cold bebind us, but in front of us was a large fire which gave great heat. The
tent, which was birch bark, was kept very clean; on the ground were placed reed
mats and fir branches. I baptized four children on this occasion. Four adults
bave consented to embrace christianity, these I shall baptize soon, God willing. A
Roman Cutholic Indian, who has been living among them, told me that he would
forsake Romaniswm, aud join our church.

As some incorrect statements have been made with regard to the Indians in this
mission, and as these statements bave appeared in some of the papers, I shall here
give a true statemant of fucts. There are now 153 Indians in the mission whe are
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members of our churoch. Some of these reside here, and some in more distant
pinces. Thore have always been somo Roman Catholics at Manitowaning. Tho
church was not built by government, and it cost $2440. Some Indians have left
Weguamekong, the principal Roman Catholic village on this island, as well a8
Manitowaning, to reside elsewhere.

REPORT OF THE REV. JAMES CHANCE.

GarpeN River, Savnr St. Marie, June 13th, 1868.
Rev. AND DEAR Sir,

Io accordancs with the plans previously submitted to, and sanctioned by the
society, I have made o missionary tour along the north shore of Lake Superior;
but Idid not accomplish all I hoped to have accomplished, owing to the greay
expense, which would bave been immense, and which I did not think the society
would be prepared to defray. We went along the shore as far as Peckateck, a dis-
tance of 250 miles atleast, I wasanxious to go from Peckateek to Nimbeywong, where
there are more than a hundred families of heathen, and which is at least cight days
jouraney from Peckateek, three along the coast and five in the interior, but the gen-
tlemen in charge of the Hudson Bay Company’s establishment at the Peck, informed
me that in addition to my owa men, (three in number) I should have to employ a
guide and to hire a bark cance, and I was unwilling to incur this additional expense
without the consent of the society, When Ileft Garden River, I was under the im-
pression that Nimbeywong was only two or‘three days journey from Peckateek.

I have had many opportunities of preaching the blessed gospel to the heathen,
and to many nominal christians who are left in the vast wilderness as sheep without
ashepherd, and I leave the results of my labours in the hands of God.

Missionary work among the Indians is indeed o work of faith and labour of love,
and one in which few compartively sympathise to any great degree. The missionary
knows what n poor degraded people the Indiansare, and thelittleinterest manifested
in their welfare by christians generally, hence his work is peculiarly & work of
faith and labour of love.

The Hindoos are a numerous and & powerful people, and have caused the people
of thewation to bear food by their deeds. By their cnergy, industry and ‘commercial
spirit, they minister to our country’s prosperity and greatness, they attracta
nation’s attestion, and excite a pation’s interest in their wdlfare, and a
missionary labouring among them, feels that he is labouring among a numerous
and important people, and his labours are extensively appreciated. But who
are the lodians in these parts, and who cares for them?  They were once
numerous and brave enough to be counted as our allies, but now they are too few,
poor, and wretched to be worthy of our consideration as friends or enemies. They
are not and never will be & grest people, and will never minister anything to our
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prosperity and groatness, (except by the surrender of their lands) and they arg
regarded, or rather disregarded accordingly. DBut we aro all the children of the
samo father, one God hath created us, and redeemed us by the blood of his own
dear .., and although they are scattered up and down these northern regions,
fow here and a few there, they have immortal souls to be saved, equally precious
with our own, and in his sight, *“who gave himself a ransom for all.” Aad shall
wo begrudge any effurts made for their conversion ?

Shall we whose souls are lighted
With wisdom from on high
Shall we to men benighted
The lamp of God deny? God forbid.

In conclusion I would say that if you wish for & copy of my journal during my
Iate tour, I shall feel much pleasure in gendiny it.

MISSION SCHOOL.
LirTee Current, 20th July, 1863,
Rev. AND DEAR SiR,

Having been at this place a little over six weeks I beg to give you some account
of what has been dune: my day-school is progressing, but I found the children very
wild having been 8o long without any school or unused to any restraint, that I have
found it hard work to bring them into any sort of order, many of the children shew a
great willingness to learn : I hope by exercising some patience with firmness I shall
be able to bring them on; I have twenty-four including boys and girls on the books
with an average attendunce of cighteen to tweuty; I have also commenced a Sun-
day-school with an attendance of between twenty and thirty : in this part of my work
1 am sssisted by Mrs. Burkitt, who instructs the females : I have been able to have
two services on Sunday for the Indiaus, when 1 read the prayers in Indian, anda
germon 1n Enghsh, which is inteipreted by a young man who understands both Eng-
lit h and lndian; at these services I have generally about twenty five from that to
thirty; 1 find them very attentive, and I trust I may be enabled to do them good and
prove a blessing among them, I am now beginning to feel much pleasure in my work,
and Ihope at some future tume to give a further account of my proceedings.

Rev. axD Dear Siz,

1t is laghly satisfactory tonotice, at all our public meetings, whether of the Synod
or Church Svciety, the deep interest taken in the work of the Mission Board, and
further, the cddfidence so generally expressed in its management.  This interest
and counfidence, it is to be hoped, will coutinue aud increase, for without it the Mis-
gion Bonrd will prove but a cumbrous machinery; and it will be admitted that the
less we have the Letter, cither of machinery or legislation, which has neither otject
or purpose. The Mission .Bo.m'd, hpwever, has o most comprehensive aim, and it
must be borne in mind, thatit i yet in its incipient stage, avd much cnre and energy
will be required fully to develope and render efficient those most important prin-
ciples, which in its adoption Were moro particularly intended to be grasped.
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To tho success of tho Mission Board and the best interest of tho church, it is
most ossential that those principlesshould always permanently be kept in view ; they
moy perhaps bo briefly stated as follows :—

1st. To promote a widening of the missionary character of the Church Society.

2nd. The embracing of some work which is purely missioanry.

3rd. As far as possible separating all the clergy from direct communication with
their respective congregations in the matter of incame.

Fears are occasionally expressed by somo who took the deepest interest in the
constitution of the board when any iudication is scen of it3 essential fentures beirg
Jost sight of.  But fear is a bad ally, botter far to stand by our institution, to mark
the inseriptions oa its banner, and never tire until they are carried into successful
operation. .

p'l‘he first object will principnlly be obtained by supplementing in all possible cases

the efforts of new and struggling missions. This timely aid will enable such places
to obtain a missionary much sooner than they otherwise could do. In many cases
it mill afford the matter for making an effort which otherwise would be considered
bopeless, and in all it will create o stimulus to local exertion resulting in the ao-
complishment of far more than could bave becn effected without it.

These results have already shewn themselves from the operations of the board,
snd in this particular the design of the buard has been made effective as far as
ciroumstances would permit.

As regards the second object no step has been taken, and although we sometimes
hear expressions of disappointment in which our own sauguine wishes lead us to
join; we must allow that hitherto nothiag could have been done. But here the’
question ariges, should the attempt be indefinitely put off ? Is it not time to do
something, or at least for the board to commit itself so fully.to the principle of
having missions properly its own, as will inspire a hope of relief for the desiitute
places and retain the confidence of those members of the church (and their name is
legion) who look eagerly for such results, Wi.ll our people admit the claims of the
society to be a truly missionary character, while the new and destitute settlements
sre deepening and widening, and we neither have s mission wholly sustained by
the bonrd, nor are making any effort towards it.

Before the next isue of the Chronicle [ may perbaps send you an account of the
condition of one of our new settlements. And that perhaps the most favorable
position, on many grouads, fur the society toocsupy with as little delay as as possible.

I shail at pre=ent conclude with a few bricf remarks on the third feature of the
board. noticed above. )

To carry out this object of the board less has yet been done than in any other par-
ticular. And yet at the formation of the board aud in the recommendations by
which it was presented to the adoptivn of the tociety, no point was more strongly
dwelt upon than the necessity of providing svme means for removing the many and
grevious evils attendant on the working of the voluntary system in its cruie form,
by doing away with the direct payment of salary from the congregation to the min-
ister, and by gradually introducing a system by which 2 common fund would be
established from which the clergy would be systematically paid. It may be said
that all ghe board can do, it has done, by offering to become the Treasury for any
mission or parish desirous to adopt this provision, (see by-law,) and that the fault
hes with those who bave not availed themselves of it. Granted the first step has
been taken, but may we not expect that it should be followed up by taking some
measures to bring the subject fully before the quarterly meetings of the society,
urging the importance and seeking to have this system generally adopted, and also
of supplying a link still wanting; = properly constituted means of assessing and
classifying all the parishes of the diocese, in order to a systematic provision for
clerical income. Several propositions bave been made on this subject at various
meetings of both Synod and Church Society, sece Synod o 1858, and also present
year, but it does appear that the deliberate cousultation and action of the board it-
self would be more likely to produce some satisfactory result, and any useful
hints already given on the subject would bé made available.

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OBITUARY.

On Monday ovening, the 6th ult., Mrs. Hannah Nelles, tho much loved wifs of the
Rev. Abrahnin Nelles, died of disenso in the threat. Tho funeral took placo on
Thersday afternoon at the Mohawk Church. A large number of persons attended,
as might indeed be looked for, considering the great respect in which Mr. apd Mrg,
Nelles have been held for so many years; besides the friends of the family and 3
considerable body of Indinns, male and femele, wo noticed several clergymen and
very many of our most respectable inhabitants from Brantford. Thero could not bg
less than sixty earringes and waggons in the procession, Tbe funeral cortege must
have reached at least & quarter of & mile. It was tho largest and most imposing
funeral wo have seen for many years. The service in the interesting old India
Church was read by the Rev. Mv. Roberts—the Indinns first singing a very appro.
priate hymn —

¢ Rock of ages cleft for me,”

truly expressive, as we understand, of the deceased lady’s feelings. The Rev, Dr.
Townley gavo an address and read the service at the grave. The children of the
Mobawk Educational Iustitution lined the way frem the gate to tho church, the girly
in neat mourning, and the boys with ¢crape—as indeed were many of the Indians—
the sight of these poor children was not the least affecting part of tho service,
knowing as we do the almost irreparable 1oss they bave sustained. Ip his address,
Dr. Townley spoke most truthfully as well as feelingly of the long and earnest
services of Mrs, Nelles to the Indians, especiaily those connccted with the Instituts,
and urged upon its pupils, the former and the present, to show hy their future lives
the profit they had received, Ile also expressed the deep gratification the Indians
must now feel in having shown their gratitude, by their late presentation, {of which
a full account appeared in this paper a short time since) while sho was yet amongst
them to receive it. Dr. T. also spoke of the comfort of earnestly believing, ashe
did, from bhis own interviews with her, that she now *‘slept in Jesus,” that she
¢ rested from her labours, and that her works, purified by the blood of Christ, would
follow her, and brighten her crown of reward.” And we ourselves krow that for
some 85 years Mrs. Nelled, we might say, almost lived for the Indians and their
Institute. The true source of comfort was also placed before the mourners with
warm feeling—the literal fact of a glorious re-union in body and soul with all our
loved ones at the feet of the Incarnate Saviour on the part of those, and tnose only
who in this life had sought *first the kingdom of God and its righteousuess.”

One little incident almost unnerved us—just at the close of the service s number
of beautiful bunches of flowers were thrown into the grave by the affectionate hands
of the children. . ’

1t is dear to our hearts to seo those we love appreciated and bonoured—so far at
least our bereaved friends are happy-—the wife, the mother, the true sister of charity,
has not gone to her reward unwept by those she left.

T beard a voice from heaven, saying unto me, write from henceforth blessed are
the dend which die in the Lord, even so saith the spirit, for they rest from their
labours and their works do follow them

At the close of Dr. Townley’s remarks, after one of the very beautiful funeral
collects, our old friend, Mr. Geo. I. M. Johnson, gave an earnest and fluent address
in Indian, which we understood to be a resumeof the Rev. Doctor’s.—Brantford Paper.
