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some reasons why fheir withdrawal is not greatly to Lie regretted, still we
cannot avoid expressing a regret at the severance of a connestion which
has continued since the infancy of our Parish, and which at .ae time was
ane of very active co-operation, when the choir was kept up, and, we
learn fro:m the public press of the day. most creditably kept up, by the
boys of Upper Canada College, under the direction of Mr. Barron.

Ot neyghbours of the Chureh of the Ascension have sustained a great
loss ia the death of Mr. Sunuel Boies Smith, whom most of our older
members will v ollect as havig been for many yewrs jdentitied with St.
George's.  Waen the Parish of the Ascension was formed Mr. Smith
became intere~sed init and ultimat.ly becameits chief financial supporter,
and it is currently reported on good authority that the support does not
cease with his death but is to continue subject to certain conditions, and
to cventrate in an cndowment of $30,000. Would that our Canadian
Church had a few more such sons.

Axorni Church has within the past menth heen cstablished in the
jmmediate neighbuurhead of our Parish—St. Thomas', formerly at Seaton
Village, but now near the upper end of Huron street, which was re-
opened in its new situation on Sunday, 23rd July.

3) ; but that 1t will go away from the
font more bright and beautiful than the sun, or the owars, or anythin:g
on carth, so that God will smile to Jook upon it, and the angels in heaven
will watch and rejoice with a decper joy, and that all this will be dene by
the power of the precious bload of Jesus—and the truth will be inpressed
upon the child’s mind in 2 way that he will never forget. In such ways
s this must doctrine be brought home, clothed, as it were, in flesh and
bload, that the child may behold it living before him, instead of the dry
hones of an abstract statement, Whese skeleten form perhaps only serves
1o terrify bim as a speetre from the world of hard lessons.
