One of the prettiest sighits on a Sunday
morning is the littie flect of boats, froni différent
points on Lake Rosscau, coming into pnirt for
Service.

At Port Sandfield the Service is hceld at pre-
sent in the dining-hall, of the cxcellent Hotel
therc. The Hotel occupies one of the prettiest
and pleasant'vst points betwcen Lakes Rosseau
and Josephi. Mr. Enoch Cex, the proprictor, is
a strong Cburchrnan, and is now taking active
stcps to secure funds for building a Church.
