LENT.

The three Sundays before Lent are called Sep-
tuagesima, Sevagesima, Quingquagesima, because
they are, in round numbers, about 7o, 60, and 50
days before Easter. These wecks scrve as a
preparation for Lent, and are best spent in
thinking about the coming holy time, in making
rules for spending it (that you may not have this
to do when the time has come), and in asking
God to help you in your desire to keep the sca-
son as you ought. Lent is the period of 40 days
(not counting Sundays) before Easter, and is kept
in memory of our blessed Lord’s Temptation and
Fasting in the wilderness. By keeping it we fol-
low the example of His fast, and make ready for
the festival of Easter. No 7caf Christian will fail
to keep it in some way. Spend what time you
can spare on your soul. Examine your daily life,
confess your sins to God with shame and sor-
row, pray for pardon and strength to do better,
give more to the poor,and deny yoursclf what
you can with safety in food, ease, slcep, amuse-
ment, &c. Follow your Saviour as closcly as you
can along His path of self-denial, and He will
lecad you 1n time to share His cternal joy,

This is a time in which you may get much
good for your soul, and you must give account
to God for the use you make of it. Each Len:
may be your last; lose no time, then, and do what
you can, that cach may leave you holier than it
found you.

Mr. Robarts, the Supcrintendent of the Mission
School, gives us a most encouraging report, the
mfant class alone having fallen off.  Of course
that was to be expected. One can not blame
the mothers for keeping the little ones at home,
on such Sunday mornings as we have had of
late. As some of the classes in the large room
contain too many scholars, the Superintendent
would gladly wclcome tcachers. The school
opens at §.30 a.m,, and closes 10.30 a.m., so that
there is ample time given to reach the church
for morning secrvice.

The Mission Scrvices, despite the very dis-
agrecable weather of late, have been very well
attended.  Satisfactory results arc alrcady visi-
ble Some who only on rare occasiosns re-
ccarved the Holy Communion, have become reg-
ular communicants ; others have signified their
intention to become candidates for the rite of
confirmation ; and others again, arc more regular
in their attendance at the Housc of God.  Surcly
for these results we should be very thankful.

HOW TO PRACTISE IT.

RULE 1.—Consccrate yourselves perfectly to
the Lord, with all you have and hope for.

RuULE 6.—Take pains to inform yourself upon
all the great works to which the Church has set
its hand.-—Selected.

WISE COUNSEL.

You have a feeling, I am sure, sometimes, that
it is right to go to Church, but what do you think
you ought to go to Church for? Is it because
you want help to be good ? A great many people
I know will say yes. But this is not the greatest
reason why it 1s right to go to Church. You ought
to go to Church to worship God. You will get help
for yourselves of course ; but that ought to be
the second thought, not the first. Christians
meet in God's house to give him the worship
to which he has a right. God is great, God is
holy, God created us; and it is our duty to
worship Him. So it would be foolish to stay
away from Church because the clergyman does
not preach the way you like, or because you feel
rather stupid or worried and don't feel inclined
to go, or because you have been doing some wrong
thing and fee] half ashamed to.go. Never mind
your feelings. Go to Church with your fcllow
Christians, and give God the worship of your
body at least, if you cannot do more. You ought
to worship Him with body, soul, and spirit ; but,
at least, make your body go to Church, if you
cannot do more. Never mind whether the ser-
vice is exactly as you like. Perhaps you like a
great deal of music, and there is very little ; or,
perhaps, you like very little, and therc is a great
deal. Well, make up your mind cither way.
not to tronble yourself, but go with your neigh-
bours to give God the honour duc unto His
name.—Selected.
