The S. George’s Branch of the Church Women’s
Mission Aid Socicty begin another season’s work
on Friday, the first day of this month. The
object of the Sewing Mecetings is to aid poor
Missions in the Diocese of Algoma and elsewhere.
All who can ply the ncedle are invited to help.
Work may be done at the School House, or
taken home.

The help of the charitable is carnestly asked
on behalf of a poor woman who lately lost her
husband, and is not only very ill, but completcly
destitute. She has been kindly cared for at the
Sisterhoed Hospital for the past six weeks, and
will probably have to remain there for six wecks
longer. Miss Gamble has collected cnough to
pay for the past six weceks, at $3 per week, and
will be thankful for any sums sent to her at the
Rectory to pay for the poor woman’s board, any
medical attendance in the futurce. Prompt atten-
tion to this request will save Miss Gamble many
weary steps, and much trouble. The Sisters’ care
of this poor woman will probably prove to be her
salvation in more ways than one.

Visitors are very much needed for the General
Hospital. We commonly have two or three
parishioners there, whom 1t is impossible for the
Clergy to visit as frequently as desirable. Onec
Indy has already promised to pay a fortnightly
visit to read to and show kindly interest in such
sick parishioners. The Clergy will be glad to
have the names of four or five more who will help
in this work.

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THE WHITE CROSS ARMY.

There was held in St. George’s Church School-
house last cvening, (24th ult) a meeting which
may be said to have begun the “ White Cross”
movement in this city. The members of the
White Cross Army are called upon to make the
following pledges: 1st. “ To treat all women with
respect, and endeavor to protect them from wrong
and degradation ; 2nd. To endeavor to put down
all indecent language and coarse jests ; 3rd. To
maintain the law of purity as equally binding
upon men and women; 4th. To endeavor to
spread these principles among their companions,
and try to help their younger brothers ; 5th. To
use every possible means to fulfil the command,
“ Keep thyself pure.”

Commander Pocock, R. N., President of the
Church of England Workingmen’s Association
of Canada, occupied the chair at last evening’s
meeting, and outlined the history of the move-
ment.

Canon Dumoulin spoke of the general revivai
in, the Church of England, and of two great
movements which were taking place within her
bounds—the C. E.T. S., and the White Cross
Army. In regard to the temperance, be said the
clergy had done good work; but about another
great evil—impurity—there has been a terrible,
sinful silence—a kind of unholy compact be-
tween pulpit and pew. The subject, impurity,
in all its phases, was treated by Canon Dumou-
lin, and the succeeding speakers, Mr. N. W.

The specches
were listened to with deep attention. Forms of
pledges and samples of Miss Ellice Hopkins'
“White Cross” pamphlets were distributed among
those present. Another meeting of a similar
character will be held on Tuesday, October 12th.
