Scwm preached and held an after meeting in
the interest of the United Thank Offering to
be presented next year in St. Paul’'s Cathedral
at the Pan-Anglican service. This offering
is being gathered from all parts of the world,
and will represent the gifts of the whole
Anglican Communion. This diocese is expected
to contribute $20,000, and all such contribu-
tions will be sent back to the country which gives
it, to be used for their own missionary work.

The Parish Guild held its first meeting of
the season at the Rectorv on Oct. 3rd. It
was decided to hold a sale of work on Novem-
ber 22nd and 23rd, the first charge on the re-
ceipts being the sum of $225 to pay for a new
furnace for the Rectory.

George’s is a very vigorous society, and at the
last meeting between 30 and 60 members at-
tended.
