the okl established rights of the blood-
avenger, and thereby to further the preva-
lence of a mild, gentle, and forgiving
apirit.  To any of these rix cities a person
who had unawares and unintentionally
siain any one might flee, and if he reach-
ol it before he was overtaken by the
avenger of blood, he was safe within its
shelter, provided he did not remove more
than a thousand yards from its circuit, nor
quit the refuge till the decease of the high
priest under whom the homieide had taken
place. If he had transgressed these pro-
vigions, the avenger might lawfully put
himm to death. Before, however, the
fugitive could avail himself of the shelter
conceded by the laws, he was to undergo a
solemn trial and make it appear to the
satisfaction of the magistrates of the place
where the homicide was committed, that it
was purely acdldental. Should he, how-
ever, be found. to have been guilty of
murdar, he was delivered into the hands of
the avenger of blood that he might die.—
An1 the [sraelites were strictly forbidden to
spare him, either from consideration of
pity, or in cousequence of any pecuniary -
ransom.

Paseing from Seripture to the authority
of the Rabbins, we are informed that in
order to give the fugitive all possible ad--
vantage in his flight, it was the busimess of
the S8anhedrim ta make the roads that led
to thecitias of refuge convenient by en-
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larging them, and removing every obstruc-
tion that might hurt his foot, or hinder his
spoed. No hillock was left, po river was
allowed over which there was nota bridge,
and the road was at least two and thirty
cnbits broad. At every turn there were
osts erected bearing the words Refuge,
Refuge, to guide the unhappy man in his
flight.

“When once settled in the city of Refuge,
the manslayer had a convenient habitation
assigned him gratuitously, and the citizens
were to teach him some trade whereby he
might support himself, A¢ the death of

And if the slayer
died 1n the city of refuge before he was re-
laased, his bones were delivered to bis
relatives after the death of the high priest
10 be buried in the sepulchre of his fathers.

Now, as these cities of refuge among
the Jews are in some respects illustrative of
Christ as the sinner’s refuge. and may lead
the mind of our readers to think of Him,
wa shall order our observations with this
view,

SIX CITIES AND ONE CHRIST.

There were six cities of refuge, and
these were placed at such convenient dis-
tances that any of the children of Isracl
who were 80 unfortunate as to stain their
Liand in their brother’s blood, could reach
the place of refuge within twelve or four-
teen hours. It was a great advantage that
they could find a place to shield them so
nigh. But though ‘here was need for six
cities, thore is no need for more than one
Chuist,  He s nigh to all that call upon
Him., He is the sinner's refuge, and
wherever the sinner may be, whether at
the north or the South, the east, or the
west, whether on the summit of a moun-
tain, or in the deepest Lollows of the earth,
be can find in Christ a ready refuge.

THE AVENGER.

We wih to speak apecially with you,
reader, on the share that falls to you in
the great work of the world’s conver-
sion.

" And so ought it to be with the world.
Its first, and, in a sense, only concern i,
« How can I be converted ? how can I re-
turn under the sceptre of Him that created
me, I feel thatl haverevolted, and that I
underlie His wrath. I feel that darkness
—deeper and  thicker darkness than that
which enwrapped me before the Almighty
voice had said ¢Let there be light'—ob-
scures my face. I bear on my bosom,
alas! millions and millions of men who
know not the Saviour,and who are perish-
ing for ever. Unholfdeeds are done up-
on me, and accents of blasphemy and dis-
obedience ascenl to Heaven instead of
praise and blessing and thanksgiving.
How shall [ be reconciled to God, with all
erring, sin-ladeny idol-wershipping tribes?
1 groan to be delivered from ¢ the hond-
age of corruption ihto the glorious liberty
of the sons of God.'” This ouzht to be
the world’s one question; as it undoubted-
ly is the world’s one work. Its evangeli-
sation not only takes precedence of all oth-
er questions relating to its destiny and
well-being, but it includes them all. Its
good government, ita civilisation, its happy
social, and cconomical condition, are wrapt
up in its ciuistianisation, aud would all
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follow in the train of the one mighty
blessing of its conversion.

But to, whom has this work been com-
mitted! This is the question which we -
press on you, reader. You answer, “ It
has been committed to the minister, who
has been ret apart to serve in boly things,
and especially to watch for the conversion
of souls. It has been committed to the
mirsionary, who has separated himself, and
gone forth to preach Christ among the
heathen. It is committed to the Church,
which has been orgauised for thatvery end,
which has the peculiar agency for the work
at her disposal, which has obtained the
promise of tne Spirit, which alone can re-
new men, and which has been speeiaily
charged, ¢ Go ye into all the world, and
preach the gospel to every creature.””

We do not even bid you abate the legiti-
mate diligence and industry you may have
displared in it. It is in the way of that
calling that you are to look for such op-
portunities a8 you can wrn to account, and
as God will bless.  And if you are single-
eyed in this respect, every day, and every
hour of every day, will bring such oppor-
tunities. In all things be a Cluistian, and
that is but another way of sayifg, in all
things be a missionary.

But that you may bea missionary, it is
not needful that you should go to some
distant land, where burning sands look
down upon you, and strange tongues are
heard on every side. Heathendom is near.
Heathendom is around.you. This man,
who lives but a stone’s cast from you, and

who never enters a church, or wko, though.

a church goer, is manifestly without the
power of godliness, is part of heathendom.
He wews your dress, he speaks your
tongue, yetis he a worshipper of other
gods. Go to him, and you act the part of
a missionary; go to him, and you have
preached Clhuist to one ignorant of Him.
You may not convert him, it is true, but
You are free from his blood, ana your own
piety will be the healthier for the effort.
But if the attempt is made, in faith, in ear-

vest desive, and in a dependence on God's’

Holy Spirit, the likelihood is that you will
“gave g soul, and hide a multitude of sins.”
{\lxd than you will have the joy of thiek-
Ing thai another soldier has been added to
the army of the Lamb, and that the world’s
miilenuium is 80 much the nearer.

¥en members has mul:iplied itself into £f y
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churches? Ton thousand souls Bave been
hopefally converted ; fifty millions of per-
soms have heard the true Gospel; and
efght millions of pages of tracts, and four
hundred thousand copies of the Scriptures
have been put into circalation.

How has this work, under God, been sc- .
complished? Let us learn from the pas-
tor's own lips:—* All our members wera
initiated and instructed into a regular sys-

tem of operations, Every man and wo-
man is required to do something for the
Lord, and thus the Word of the Lord has
been scattered. 'We have now about sev-
emy brethren in Hamburg, who go out
every alternate Sabbath, two by two,
preaching the Gospel; and by this means
the whole city has heard the precious
name of Christ.” ¢ We think thwt all the
talents in the Church shoull le brought
out. A list of the brethren who can speak
is kept, and they are sent to villages to
preach on the Sabbath, and they go out
as the Church directs. Then, apart from
these labourers, and from the labours of the
female members, we have an interesting
mackivery which has worked well, and
costs mothing—and that is, the travelling
appremices. Itis the custom of appren-
tices to travel after learning their trades,
and many come to Hamburg. They are
supplied with tracts, which they distribute
at home and abroad. In Vienna andin
Pesth, thousands of tracts and Bibles were
seattered during the revolution, the way for
which Lad been prepared by these young
men.” Itis statedgthat there is scarely a
fomale member o the large church in
Hamburg who has not two or three Bibles
and a parcel of tracts to distribute; and
thit, in a sing'e year, through the 8ix
hundrel members of t hurch and its
pistor, every family i?t’ ciy of cne
hundiel 2n | fifty 1housand it.habitants was
viaited, for the purpese of religious conver-
sation, an | the distribution of Looks. And
there is this rema-kable circumstance be-
side, thut thourh these devoted men and
their brethren in other parts of Germany
fyrm les: than fifty churches, they keep up
:erching at nearly four hundred stations!
What a history is this! What facisare
these! Thzcase iat onee full of instruction
and encouragement.~ Church Record, 1850

TRAFFIC.

Traffic has become almost omnipotent.
Look at cur factories, our forges, our rail-
WRYS, OUT rivers, our geas: everywhere you
meet it, and must get out of its way.—
Stand at midnight, or in the grey morning,
withiu a railway station, and you will see
the poriers on the wately, the lamps burn-
ing, toe signal’s flashing ; you will hear the
hoarse snort of the goods engine as it
morves in or out, or the shrill whistle of the
train for whose arrival you wait. Even in
quiet thinly-peopled country districts, some-
thing of this is felt; but the power of this
monster is growing terrible in our great
eities. London will soon be tunnelled for
tratic.  Railways will soon be laid along
the streets for traffic.  Nothing of comfort
or quiet or beauty, not life itselt can stand
in the way of traflic. There is traflic in
everything. Man's brain and sinew, and
flesh and blood; woman’s beauty and vir-
tue; clildren’s sweet playtime goin traffic.
There is danger that our most sacred rights
and heirlooms may be swept away in
traftic.

Even so-called religious men live so
much beneath the shadow of this almost
universal power, that they searcely think of
challenging its claims. When any new
demand is made, it is enough to speak the
word traffic; and as at the spell of a
tyrant's name, purseor lifeis yiclded. * The
monster gives its dreadful authority to the
humblest official that gnards its goods, and
eonfers on the most obscure Police Act the
power to abrogate Divine Law. It is
smaring how much this wretched material-
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ism has been permitted to grow amid alt
our talk about liberty and spirituality.

Until we seek first the kingdom of God
and His righteousness, we shall continue
less or more subject to the spell of Traffie.
Rise, Jeave all and follow me, are the first
words the Lord speaks, when He means to
be Lord. If we will insist on keeping even
a fox's hole or a bird’s nest for ourselves;
if we will insist even on burying our dead
or bidding them at home farewell, beforo
we obey Him, we cannot be his disciple.—
Tuou art my portion, our soul’s must say.
With full purpose of heart, we must cleave
to the Lord.  And we may be sure, that
if there is to be any real apostolic work
done by us—if w2 are to repeat the heroie
historics of the Acts, we must Jearn and
live the simple, self-denving disciple-life of
the Gospels; we must through great tribn-
lation, enter into the Kingdom. But Tax
Kixenom must be a reality—the nobless
reality to us next TaE Kixe.

Writlen by Judge Hale, Lord Chief Justice
of Kngland, and found in the closet,
amongst his other papers, after his
decease.

He that fears the Lord of Heaven and
Earth, walks humbly before Hem, thank-
fully lays hold of the Message of Redemp-
tion by Jesus Christ, and strives to express
his thankfulness by the sincerity of his
obedience. Ho is sorry with all his soul,

when he comes short of his duty. He
walks watchfully in the denirl of himself,

and holds no confederacy with any Lust,
or known Sin; if he falls in the least mea-
sure, he 1is restless till he has made his
peace by true Repentance. He is true to
his promises, just in his dealings, charitabls
to the poor, sincere in his devotion. Ha
will not deliberately dishonour God, al-
though secure of impunity., He hath bis
hopes and his conversation in Heuven, and
dares not do any thing unjustly, be it ever
go much to his advantage: and all thie,
because he sees Him that i8 invisible, and
fears him because he loves him; fears him
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a8 well for his goodness as his greatness.
Such a man, whether he be an Episcopa-
dan, an Independent or an Anabapiist;
whether he wears a surplice, or wears
none; whether he hears organs or hears
none; whether he kneels at the communion
or for conscience sake, stands or sits, he
hath the life of religion in him; and that
Life acts in him, and will conform his soul
to the Image of his Saviour, and go along
with him to eternity, notwithstanding his
practice or non-practice of things indiffer-
ent. On the other side, if a man fears not
the eternal God, he can commit sin with
presumption; drink excessively, swear
vainly or falsely, commit adultery, lie, eo-
gen, cheat, break his promise, live loosely,
though at the same time he may be studi-
ous to practice every ceremony, even to
serupulous exactness, or perhaps may as
stubbornly oppose them. Though sueh an
one should ery down Bishops, or Presby-
tery; though he should be pebaptised
every day, or declaim against it as heresy;
and though he fast all the Lent, or feast

out of pretence of avoiding supersition;
yet, notwithstanding these,and a thousand
external conformities, or zealous oppositions
of them, he wants the Life of Religion.

‘Why should I Come to Jesus?
Yovu are a Sinner, Come for Pardon.

Perhaps you do not feel you aere a sin-
ner. At least, you think youare no worse
than others, but better than many. You
are no drunkard, thief, adulterer, but kee
the Sabbath, read the Bible, and attend
the house of God. But have you indeed
obeyed all the commandments? Never
broke any of them? Always been true,
chaste, sober, honest, forgiving, kind {—
Never indulged in pride, malice, anger,
deceit, or lust? God requires’ purity of
keart as weli as of outward conduct, and
he knows all our thoughts Have you
then never cherished tue thought of sin in
your keart, though you Lave feared out-
wardly to commit 1t? Besides, the first
and chief ¢oiemand is, ta lave the Lord
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our God with all onr mind and strength.
Have you always done this; always .been
thankful for his. mercies; always carefully
read his word in order to obey it ; always
tried to please him, loved to pray to him,
taken delight in his day, his people, his
worship; always striven to be « holy as he
isholy,” to make known his truth, to in-
duce others tolove him, and endeavoured in
all things to glorify him{ If you have
done this, you have still only just done
your duty, and have nothing to boast of.
But you have notdoneit. Conscience tells
you so? You know youhave sinued thou-
sands of times. Youknow you have sought
your own pleasure, and in your best actions
you have not been prompted by a desire
to please God. Yon have lived for yourself;
you have sought man’s approval, but God
has not been in all your thoughts. The
Bible tells us, “If & man say he hath no
sin he decciveth himself, There is none
righteous, no, not one, All Lave sinned
and come short of the glory of God.” O
my fellow-sinners, is it not true of thee
“The God in whose hands thy breath is,
and whose are all thy ways, thou hast not
glorified ’  You are a sinner.  Guilt, en-
ormous guilt hangs upon you. In God’s
Book all your sins are written down. You
cannot get rid of them. Were you to
labor for thousands of years, you could
not atone for the least. All you could do
would only be yourduty. Paying to-day’s
debt still leaves yesterday’s where 1t was.—
And were you to give all you possess, or
suffer torture and death it would not take
away sin, The past cannot be recalled.
But there is forgiveness, free, full, eternal,
for the guilty, Jesus has pardon for thee,
sinner, purchased with his own blood.
Come forit. Come to Jesus Christ for if.

got possession by so detostable a triek. Bug
this impious work . of destruction was at

leugth stopped, sad the owner of the book
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had himself related to his mother that this
took place « on the evening beforea baitle”
in which his regiment was ordered to oecu-
py the perilous post of the advanee guard.
At this critical momeat sertous thouchts
came into his mind in a very strange man-
ner, and all of a sudden the words of the
man whom he had tricked out of the book
came to his recollection like a thunder.
clap, and these words were, « 1t i3 a fear-
ful thing to f2ll jnto the hands of the liv-
ing God!” ¢ And if I shoull to-morrow
fall into His hands!” exciaimed he, in an
agony of mind. This thought” haunted
him without intermission during the whole
of the night, and in consequence, as soon
as ever it became light in the morniug, he
took from his knapsack the Look which
appeared to have Lecome his aecuser, ihe
terrible volce of which did not leave Lim a
moment’s repose.  What was his astonish-
ment, when, instead of a host of threats
which be expected to read in the pages
which still remained, heread appeals such
as the following :—¢ God sent not his Son
into the world to cowlemn the world; but
that the world through him might be sav-
ed” (John i, 17). «He that hath the
Son hathlife” (1 Johnv, 12). “ For he
is the propitiation for oursius; and not for
ours ouly, but aiso for the sins of the whole
world” (1 Johnii. 2). “By graee are ye
saved through faith; and that not of your-
selves; it is the gift of God” (Ephesians
ii. 8). “Come untome, all ye that labour
and are heaven laden, and I will give you
rest” (Mat, ix. 28).

This last passage, which so thoroughly
met the state of his conscience, bowed down
by a weight that well niga crushed it,
deeply aftected him.

At all events, it is
certain that erther at or before, Lis birth, a
saving operation was wrought wpon his
heart by the Holy Ghost, so that he was
eminent for holiness and ‘piety, even from
his childhood.  All conversions that havae
been effected, have doubtless been accom-
plished, through the agency of the Holw
Ghost; and that before, as well as since the
work of the Sarieur was finiched.

Thirdly, the angel speaks of Jobu’s sue-
cess'in the work of the ministry, as an ad-’
ditional element in the greatness of his
character, «“Many of the children of Isracl
shall he tura to the Lord their God;” and
then of his relation to the Mersiah, « He
shall go before him,” i.e. the Lord his God,
“in the spirit and power of Elias.” We
have here a striking testimony of the
divinity of Christ; for the Lord their Ged,
of verse sixteen, i obviously the antecedent
to Hix in the seventeenth. He shall go
before iy, t.e. the Messinh, whom he re-
presents just before as the Lord their God..

It had been predicted by the last of the-
Old Testament prophets, that God would
sebd Eljjah the prophet, tefore the coming-
of the great and dreadful day of the Lond,

which is here explained by the angel, =
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one in the spint and power of Elias—
I do not say that it was the first coming of
Josus, that was specially intended by
Malachi, in the passage alluded to. He
had no doubt the second coming more es-
pecially in view; but that the circumstance
of the Baptist’s appearing in the spirit and
power of Elijal, as the precursor of Jesus,
was typical of the coming of Elijab, before
the second advent of the Lord, is evident
from our Saviour's words in Matt. xvii.
11-12, «Eiias truly shall first come, and
restore all things. But Isay unto ye, that
Elias is come already, and they knew him
not, but have done unto him, whatsoever
they listed.” The angel’s words, with re-
gard to John's going Lefore Christ, in the
spirit and power of Elias, just mean, that
John would act with the intrepidity, zeal
and holiness of Elijah, and that his labors
would be crowned with similar success,
This passage is an exposition, rather
than an exact quotation of the words of
Maiachi. John was to turn the hearts of
the futhers of the children, and the diso-
bedient to the wisdom of the just, This
may mean that the hearts of Abraham,
and the other patriarchs, had been alienated
from their descendants, in consequence of
their sins; but that, in cousequence of the
reformation which would be affected by
John, they would be reconciled ‘to them
again.

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REVIVALS IN LONDON.

An excellent lecture—one of a winter se-
ries by various gentlemen—was not long
since delivered before the Y oung Men's Chris-
tian Association, at Fxeter Hall. The sub-
ject was “ Revivaly” and the Rev. John
Stoughton of Kensingtou was the lecturer.
Midway in his discourse he paused, and re-
quested that the hymn might be sung, begin-
ning—

“ Lord, I hear of showers of blessing,

Thou art scattering full and free;
Showers the thirsty lund refreshing,
Let some droppings fall on me,

Even me.”

"The vast audience entered heart and soul into
the song, and the effect was deeply solemniz-
ing.

That “ some droppings” at least continue
to full on this metropohs is to be thankfully
acknowledged.  'Thut the true people of God
are largely more earuest and spiritual, and
more entirely in practical harmony with the
Saviour’s compassion for perishing souls, 1
cannot doubt. The prayer of fuith, the ex-
pectation of blessing, the ceasing to limit the
Holy One of lsrael, as well as personal direct
dealing with the aucouverted, e now more
than ever kefore.

Two things are worthy of notice in con-
nection with * the additional theatre services,”
namely—1st, Large Suturday evening prayer
meetings to crave a blessing—sometimes ay
many as from 600 to 1000 attending—and
written requests for prayer read out in num-
bers, aud at once rexponded to.
