on this earth, and are up to all sorts of
tricks and dodges, but possibly England
may just now put more confidence in the
Ameer's professions of ‘riendship tbanin
the protestations of honcrable intentions on
the part of the subjects of the Ciar, as he,
doabtless, has o keen eye to British gold,
a metal that ever rings with a moat seduc-
tive chink in the ears of an Oriental. The
Ameer certainly outwitted the Rumian of-
ficers whom he discoversd to be epies en-
deavoring to find out the nuture of the 1e-
jationship between Indis and Afghanistan,
and who had accepted his hospitality. The
wily Ameer had a series of letters of & most
misleading nature preparad and placed in
such a position as to lead those who found
them to imagine that they were meant to
be hidden, but where the Russians would be
sure to come upou them. They did so im-
mediately, and telegraphed their purport to
St. Petersburg, thusleading the government
most completely astray. aund thoee officers
now have the satisfaction of knowing how
nicely that cunning Ameer bas ¢ done »
them.

Last meok a most alarming report reach-
ed us from the North-West to the effect that
soveral tribes of American Indians had
crossed tho frontier and were taking the
war path in conjunction with the Bloods,
Picgans and other Blackfect Indians, Soon
after the rumor began to circulate it wxs
found to be utterly bascless. The Glode,
in commenting on the falss report, ssys :

¢ Qur lads" of the Q. O. R. and Royal
Grenadicrs who havo been sent off to the
North-West are reported to have (to usea
vulgsr phrase) ** toughed it out,” well ao far,
and have surmounted the difficulties of the
march, blizzards, sleeping in wet clothes
and all the other dissgreeables which go to
prove “hiow merrily we livo that soldiers
be,” with admirable pluck and fortitude. It
is, wo beliove, a fact that tho majority orat
least alarge percentago of these yourgfollows
ato cither members of athletic associations,
lacroseo clubs, &c., or ave in a great measure
ardent devotees of athleticism ihsome sbape
or form, and there czn be ba' litile dosis

that the stamina displayed in the trying
marches to the North-West has been de
veloped in the athletic sports in which our
voluateers tako 80 prominent a part. Such
afact is a stropg argument in favorofa
gymussiom for Toronto, s schome to es-
tablish which kas been on foot foi some
time but which has nct met with tho en-
couragement it deserves,

The massacro of eleven persons by Indians
at Frog Lake {s merely a taste of what theso
uncivilized red men are capable of when
once they start on the war-path, and of
what may happen on a very much larger
scale before the troubles fn the North-West
are ended. There scems to be no doubt
that such & massacro actually took place,
but it is extrzemely hard to know what to
believe about this robellion when tho papers
on one political aide are manifestly magnify-
ing every unfavorable report, whilast those
on the other say but little about tho same
report, or suppress it altogether. If the
Indians immediately in the ncighborhood
of Fort Pitt, which is about 40 miles from
Frog Lake, are determined to continue their
bloody work, then it looks very much as if
Tnspector Dickens and his amall force of 25
Mounted Police, together with thoso few
men, women and children who are cooped
up in Fort Pitt, are in an extremely perilous
position, unless speedy succor reaches them,
for they will certainly be cut offshould they
attempt to retrcat to Battleford, a distance
of noarly a hundred miles, However, itia
impossible to say what a day may bring
forth, and there may bo no further masesacre
after all, which is the best way to look at
the matter,

It may be stated that the Inspector
Dickens, whose name figares in the des-
patches from the North-West Territory, is
said to be the youngest son of the eminent
author, Charles Dickens. If this be true,
and there is no reason for doubting the as-
sertion, the gallant ingpector has inherited
but Jittle of the genius and brilliancy of his
gifted father, though he is said to be an ex-
cellent officer.

There appears Lo be every indication of
» general Indian rising in support of Ricl,
and the danger to the moro remote settlo-
menta cannot be over estimated, It is
doubtful if the force now on its tvay to
attack Riel is atrong enough to affect any-
thing, and the prospect is that tho rebellion
will not be quelled uatil » good deal of blood
has boen spilled,

In bis last latch of foreign nomiunations,
Mr. Cloveland has stuck to his policy hith.
erto pursnod, of naming men whose sclec-
tion is a surprisc to both parties.  Thero
are certainly many obscuro names in his
list, and those which aro known aro not in
any waynotcd. Tho South has a large
ahare.

Baturday morning, the 11tk of November,
1838 —The proparation of batteaux and
barges this morningat the village of Lachine
was evidenos of some importsnt move
to advance efther on Chateauquay or Beau-
harnois. The men looked to their guos and
sccoutrements to be ready for any sudden
call, These batteaux were vsed that night
40 cross to Canghnawsgs, as stated in our
last peper in TaoTR,

The bugle ssund to muster was a daily
all. Atthe muster this mornlisg a demand
wsa made for twenty-five,voluntesrs to take
charge of the steamer to the Casoades with
the arms snd clothing for the Glengarriss.
Every maun iu the ranks stepped foriward to
g0, Therequisite number was soen selected
and marched on board—the writer among
them.

During the pravieus fow days news had
veached us of the gallant affairs by the
frontier volantiets at Laoolle and Oddll-
town. Stray reports had eome that the
Amerioan sympathisers were collecting in
foroe at Ogdemaburg to crom to Preacott,
when they heard shatythe Glengarry High-
landers had left Upper Canada. The pext
week brought news how our Brookville and
Prescott boysacquitted thamselves 20 nobly
at the battle of the Wind MUl Poing, at
Prescott. Several hundreds of lives were
sacrificed in these different battles. Menof
the present day know little cf the sufferings
and hardships endured by the velunteers of.
thoss days. Every mun bors himself proundly
as if the fate of the empire reased on bis
good old musket and biswell-filled cartouche
box !

All on board: it was a little paffing
steamer, not much lerger than one of these
swall togs 10 be now seen on ofr canals
during the asummer. There were many
anxioss eyes cast after us and many good
wishes expressed for our sale return. The
reader will remember that it was en the
previsus Saturday that the steamer ¢ Henry
Brosgham " "was captursd by the patriots,
and our litte steamer with its precions
load of axmi and clothing was just starting
10 pass over the sawe waters, with snemies
everywhere around us.

This w» ~i first sail on Lake St Louis,
n fact it was our first sail on a steamer,
The watér was amooth, without a xripple.
The boya being op for a lark, baving lsarned
that the pattiots had Do cannon, “‘helda
countil of war,"” and ordered all the mat.
trasses in the boat $0 be carried sothe dedk,
with which they lited the side of the steam.
er-facing the shore, a8 a protection from
bullets, ‘and then prevalled upen the
captatn to run close into the Beauharnols
shore, just out of gun-shot reach. It waaa
mad prank! Had the patriots known the
value of our cargo, and the weakness of the
gusrd, they might—being 3,000 to 4,000
strong--have capturcd the wholeofus. We
possed within a mile of the town; the
patciota were zeen in hundreds en the shore.
They remained silent spectators of owr
onward course, doubtless wondering who or
what we wers. FPoor fellows! they were
ignorant of our mision and of our weakness,
and 41s0 of the fate which befal them before
thé dawn of the next morning ¢

In due coures, just about duk, we ap-
proached the onsoades, alowly and cautious.
1y steaming up to the old mall steamer

wharf. o did not know who were there;
on nearing it we recognized the bonnots of
the Glengarries. To our cheer theirs in re-
spense came. Woe then learned that a com-
pany of them bad beem loft in charge of
the villsge. It appears now nearly In.
credible that $hese men were there for three
days without bhearing a word from Lanhine ;
commaunication was interrupted,

Woe learned from them that the Glengar-
ries had been looking for us ever since the
provious Thursday, and on that moraing
{Saturday) bad crossed the St. Lawrenoe
at Hungry Bay, above Coteau du Iac, to
to march down on Boauharnois, The cap-
tain of the company would not receiva the
arms and olothisg from us, his force being
too small, he sald, to protect them, We
were therefors cbliged to kesp them on
boaxrd.

Night closed in. It was clear and cold.
O ur position wassota very comfortableone
We-had $o keep a striot guard all night—no
sleep. We were withiz seme fire miles of
the patriot camp. Whatif they had known
our pesition and bad had pluck? In pre-
paring to make curselves comfortable for
the ‘night, fansy our surprise to find that
we had Iefc Lachine witbout laying in pro.
visions of any kind, not even, asour old
drill'sergens said, having one ration of grog
for bim! There was nota loaf of bread nor
even s bisouit to be had in the village, the
Glengarrics had eatan them clean out, Some
of us did not get a bite for thirty six hours,
oot till after our return to Lachine the next
afderneon.

The listle steamer’s deck was our home
that night, hungry but not cold, for we had
plenty of firewood. Bye and bye, as dark-
ness set in, our eyes were atrained to catch
any movement on the Beaubarnols side of
the 8t. Lawrence. Moving, fickering
flashes were to be seon hare and thers
on the opposite shore ; what were these?
It was soon discovered, er, at least, we

| believed theae lights to indicate the line of

raarch of the Glesgarry men, nearly 2,000
strong. The flashes we attributed to the ro-
flaction of he moonlight on their gons.
Nigh on fifty yeers have come and gove
slooce that eventinl night when we paced the
deck of our little steamer close by the old
whar! at the Cazcades. Let us try and
picture our then dangerous position, which
at the time and under the consequent ex-
citement we did not seriously realize,
Within some £ve miles of na was the chief
patrdot camp of about 4,000 men, They
had it in their power, bad they had courage,
to capture our boat, cargo, and the whole of
our Uttle band of twenty-five! e ought
not to bave remained over night with our
valaable cargo in 35 dangerous and exposed
a position. We should have steamed back
to Lachine,

Asnight grew on apace our gazs was con-
stantly directed to the march of the Glen-
gurrics ; at times their line of march would
be lost to view by some curve or other ob.
stroction of the road, thence emerging they
marched ateadily onward, in regular order,.
or apparently so to us, from our distant,
midnight view point, The afght or scens
was grand beyond description! Our know-
ledge that they were the Glepgarrics was
gathered from the guard in the village,
otherwiss we would have put them down as
» body of the patricts on some midnight
wxpedition.

‘We pamed a sleepless, anxiousnight, con-
stantly o the watoh, Nothing worthy of
note occurred, except that a small boat
twice sppeared near us by the shore, witha
covplo of men in it. This gave us m0.cea.

carn at the time as they pretended to belong
to the village.

After the dispersion of the patriot camp
we learned, to our astonishment, that our
povition had been visited that night,and that
an agtack was planned and would have been
made on us early on Sunday morning by a
body of ploked men from the patriot camp.
The march of the Glengarry men and their
arrival in the neighborhood of Boauharnols
about midnight of Saturday diverted tho
attention of tho patriotsa to matters nearor
their own home and saved us from falling
into their hands,

harnois on Sunday morning will appear in
our next.

UNDER THE FIGTREE;
OR, LIFE IN BARBADOS.—NO. 2.

In the hope that my first paper respect-
ing Barbados Island may have proved of
aufficient interest to the readersof TRuTH
to justify me in inflictlog another, I venture
upon a few notes on the socia), as influenced
by the religious life, of the natives. *¢ Under
the Figtree ”* is not intended to be suggest-
ive of apy comparison of the said natives
with the ons who originally merited an
encomium from the highest source for his
guilelessvess ; but in fact quite the roverse,
as the figtree in this case is associated with
a circumstance which has a prior date. Tho
bearded figtree of Barbados is that from
which it derives its name, given it by the
Portugese, and is said to be atree of the
same genus as that from which our first
parents obtained the aprons, and the matting
suspended from the branches, and formed of
intertwined twige, certuinly would answer
the purpese. The religion of the Island,
regarded as a profession o adherence to
some particular form, was divided at the
1aat census amongst the following: Church
of Hpgland, 151,000; Wesleyan, 13,000 ;
Moravian, 5 000; Roman Catholic, 524; Jows,
23; and not stated nearly 1000.

All denominations rest on an equal basis
in relation to Government support, which is
in the ratio of their cumerical status.

Notwithstanding the bitter hatred, and

existing in the Island againat *‘color,” the
Government liberally provides the very
beat educational facilitios and religious op-
portunities for the blacks, although, of
ccures, the number of places of worship is
out of proportion to the density of the popu-
laticn. As a consequence of this, where
ordinary efforts are made by the clergy to
promote the religious welfare of tho people,
the churches are crowded to excess, and ap-
plications, backed ©p by a tender of the
requisite four ahillings, are made in vain for
eighteen inches of space in the church;
whilst indifference, or apathy, the result of
a settled conviction that the blacks are un-
worthy of attention, produce their patural
results. The eflects of -edncation, and
especially religions education, upon the
Congo or Pongs mind, ave various, and cer-
tainly embrace self.confidence. In hix low-
eat state, thenegrois, in his own eatimation,
the equal of the white; with intellect do-
veloped, where thereis capacity for develop-
ment, he becomes infinitely superior, and
speaks of the ‘‘poor buochra® with con-
tempt. In the educational institution, it
is found that the intelloctunl power of the
black (oone of the beat at any time) wancs
early ; whilst thoee who have an admixture
of white blood—(no uncommon thing in
Barbados)—excel their white brethren,
Henoe colored men are found in thy ranks
of the logal and other profemirus in the
Island, one of them filling at present,

The religion of the negro does not depend
upon the particular church, and no denom.

systems of warring Christendom. This
argument, if admitted, could be nsed with
greater force against Christianity as
wholo by atheists and infidels, Emotional.
ismn is found about as zafe a test of piety
smongst the untutored Africons asit i
when found at a modern camp-mecting or
rovival ; a8 good & test, in fact, as isthe
being “‘a communicant,” or * member of the
church,” ete., tho expression in vogus
amongst those who strain at a gnat and
swallow a camel.  The religious negro will,
as a goneral thing, on his way home froma
participation in the means. of grace, steal
his neighbor's yams, or alaughter bis
pet ewe lamb, yet thero aro some amongit
them whose morality is not inferior
to that of any people, but they are
raroly found, and cno cannot cxpect much,
perhaps, from apeople just emancipated
from slavery. Tho improvement in the
moral condition of tho negroes, indeed,
would scem to be in tho inverze ratio to
tho oprortunities of improvement, asea
aged Rural Dean and Rector infornied me
that when heo took charge of his parih
thirty years previously, he could safely sp
point any momber of his congregation tos
position of trust in a parochial zocicty, but
that at the present time it wounld bo diff-
cult to find one. With all tho religiousad-
vantagesand cducational facilitics provided
by the direction of bencficent Imperial
suthority for the ameclioration of the ca
dition of tho manumitted slaves, there ca
belittle doubt bhut that, if left to them
sclves,

FROM WINNIPEG TO THE ROOKTES.

Some of these youthful cities of the weat
aro not equally favored with Calgary. One
bundred miles west of it, nestling in as
beautiful an opeaing in the mountains as
ttooght could conceive of, is a new city
which it was expected that mining opera.
tions weuld boom into notoriety, wealth and
population. Our train was detained heye,
not by business, for nearly an hour. Looking
sround, I noticed a ¢“Windsor,” which, I
may remark, is about the first equipment of
every great future western city then other
sign boards indicating a condition of great
commercial progress. The buildings are all
baltof hewn logs. I asked a passing resi-
dent if there were one hundred houses in
the place,

“Yes,"” ke replied, ¢ but there are only
about six reaidents here now,”

A boy interrupted, insisting that there
wero only five residents. I dared not take
partin this grave question of population,
for I should have insisted on a muster cut
of all cho inhabitants that we might count
them,

Pointing to a brick kiln, I asked if the
clay thero made good brick,

“Yes,” the man replied, and pro-
posed that I walk over and inspect
them, As I did not wish to put up for 24
bours at the unoccupied *“Windsor,” I de-
clined. Then he ran away and got & brick
to thow me, and with a sadness that would
break an aversge heart, he mid: “They
are worth $40 per 1,000 down at Calgary,
bat they will not fetch $14 per 1,000 here.”

Of course
there is just the faintest kind of inconaist-
enoy in their different statéments, but that
is nothing ; # only helps you to underatand
their meaning. A few of the rcsidents also
imagine that losnsed drink would improve
general buainess,

Imade careful enquiries of men in pos.
tions to apeak intelligently, more particu.
larly of officers in the Mounted Police. It
is admitted that liquor is smnggled in, and
that altogether too much enters legally on
the Governor's permits; still the general
teatimony is that, boyond caloulation, this
probibitory Iaw promotes sobriety and at.
tendant virtues. Xt {s not a failurc by any
means, The quiet and good ordor of the
many thrifty villages, are Incaloulably
suporior to other villages where the
license system prevails. Though the law
depends for its enforcement upon hands not
in sympathy with it, yet this territory
would take a long step down, if the license
system were introduced. The people feel
this, They bave declared thelr judgment
by petitions, signed by a vast majority of
all the population, againat the project of
the North-West Council to allow the manu.

OURHORTH-WEST TROUBLES.

RY RRY. JOSRPII WILD, D, D,

Theso are lively times among the nations ;
even our Dominion joining in the general
uproar, In rogard to the trouble in the
North West, I do not think it will be as
serious as some think. The cause of the
diaturbance seems a little difficult to get at.
When the prairie sod is first turned over
white clover appears ; how or why no one
seems to know. 8o in like manner eertain
troubles and diffioulties coms to the surface
in tho settloment and growth of new coun-
tries, In this respect Canada has been nc
exception.

It has always been » hard taak to adjust
the general to the individaal. Look, forin-
stance, at the United States. It took them
one hundred years to find out how to adjust
the Central Government to the States, and
both to the Territories. They labored long
and patieatly by legislation and compromise;
yot they had many minor and one big re-
bellion, Even in ths limited circle ofa
{amily the samo principles ave antagoniatic.
Boya from 15 to 21 years of age ave very
hard to manage. At that period they thirk
they know everything, they take advice
poorly and ill brook restraint. The father
reprosents general government, and the son
the local, or state.

Taking allin all, I consider that Canada
has done well ; the distutbances have been
fow and light in comparison to many others.
We should remember that we aro a mixed
poople, coming from many nations. Also,
that being the caso,we would very natunally
have diverso views of social, political and
religlous queationr, Theeo thirge are in us,
they weore imported, we and our fathers
brought them with us, and we shonld' dver

remember that, belng {mported,they areno ¥

jndigenous to Canada The only way t,
deal with them is by compromise, or modifi-
cation, or improvoment ; that is, a0.limate
thom, and adapt them to Canada.

Religiously we have found a polnt of
unfon, The state-ohurch idea has passad
away, In & religioussonse woe are all
happy ; our rights are seoured ; the general
hsa manfully met the individual. Perhaps
our Cathalic friends are not wholly satisfied ;
they ought to be.

There are two things that we ought to
now believo, and acco st and livo and abide
by, Tho outsido worlu ought to know
thom.

1. The first is that we are a part of Britain
~—that we aro,in fact, Britain, when the Em-
pire ia spoken of, 'We are not French, nor
German, nor Italian, nor any other nation,
bat British-Canadians, The British idea of
the North-Weat {s, ax regards the laying
out or surveying, that it be dona aystemati.
cally. Inthe survey carried out in the North.
West all are dealt with squarely and hou.
orably, The French half-breada bave a way
of their own ; they have s Freachy idea
about the shape of their lota, Thelr idea,
however, ix neither sclentifioc nor Britiah
hence they must yield. Their grievances
in this rospect cannot be met,

Britaln won this conntry by battle.pur.
chase—and we came ir poasesslon by oan-
cession from Britain and purchase by money
from the Hudson's Bay Company, The
territories of the North-Wast bolong to the
whole Dominion, and when new provinces
are formed it is expected that they will con.
form to, and be submimive to, the general
government. Ia a responsible government
like ours tyranoy cannot long hold sway,
and peoplo and provinces can have their
honost righte and liberties,

When Manitoba was erected into a
Province Indians, Half-breeds snd other
seitlers were carefully attended to—

o fact they were all generouly
dealt with, The Half Breeds of Man-
toba, for {iwstance, had granted to

them one million four hundrod thousand
acres of land, and this grant simply moans
that each matured Half Breedgot 400 acres,
snd two hundred and forty acres to cach
Half Broed child bora beforo that tims,
Surely this was coough.  But the majority
of these Half Breeds made poor use of the
Iand ; most of them, in fact, sold out their
1sud and claims, and moved on farther
north-weat, ontsido of the Province of Mani.
toba, and in the new and unsurveyed Terri.
tory they became roaming aquatters, again
claiming homesteads of their own sizo and
shape. This, verv properly, the Dominton
Government resisted. Thero wero, doubt.
lews, some fow Half Breeds who naver had
had apy homestead grant in Manitoba;
these our Government were willing to deal
with. But the great troubl: bas been to
ssparats the homest from tae dishonest
claimants.

2. The socond thing to remember is that
Britain is)s Protestant Emplire ; s0 when she
is laying out new Provinces she muat do so
agreoably with the great and glorious prin.
ciplos of Protestantism. She must and wiil
givo all mects, denominations and churches
fair play, Toleration to all, equalization
for all, and tymannization over none, And,
also, ashe must not permit Lersolf to be
tyrannized over by any, not oven by our
Catholic friends.  Political partizanship has
folt tho.pressare trom the Church, and to
the Church's hurt and injury and injustice
of the whole Dominion, thoy havo too often
ylelded. Qa this point 1 am sorry to be.
lievo that neither Qrits nor Torics are inno.
cent.

This North-TWeat question mmat bo aet-
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tled on principles that are just and fair tol

all parties. The commision, just appoint-
ed, I hope will do good work and true
work,

others, For myself—and I think most of
the country is with me--I do not want that
this Archbishop should bave anything to do
with it. He had altogother too much to do
with the former Rebellion. Itisa note-
worthy fact that the 10,000 Indians and
Half Breeds undar the. Mothodiat missions
are quiet; so with the othor Protestant
missions. Bat the Pagan 1vdians, and the
Half Breedsand Indiaus under the Catholio
authority are the ones in rebellion. There
is a leason for us in this atate of things,

In the Bill of Rights put forward by Riel
and others thcre are several points that
look suspicious to me.  Tho clause, for in-
stande, that asks grants cf Jands for church
and school purposcs. I would like to ask :
What church and wbat kind of
tchorls? Perhaps another clause in
this Bill of Rights may give me »
cue; that the Dominion Govern-
ment appropriate $10,000 or more par year
to furniah nucs as teachers. Ido hopethat
the Commission aud our Government will
do nothing of the kind. Gifts in this di.
rectln are not atisfying but appetizing
ruther.

Welll we have now over 4,000 20ldiers
gono to scttle this trouble. The policy of
sending out a good and strong forey is a
wiie cne. For, 1do not think Riel and the
others will fight if they see the Government
and country are in earnest. This rebellion,
will seriously retard immigration and sot
the country back; but once over it will
tend to consolidate tho Dominion  The ex-
presiion of loyalty from =)l parts is, in
part, a good return for such a set back.

God bleas our voluntcers, and give peace
and prosperity to the North-tWest.

«f our past records, atill rub oureyes in
wonder and amazement, and as wo hear the
martial tread of armed men, and witaess th
immense military preparations, aud see the
departure of the atmed hoets towards the
1aud of the setting s1n, we stop in bewilder-
ment, and asy, s it nocaible that afterall
our boastings wo Lave or hand an Indian
war? And that, of all times, it should vome
row, for when these tribes were mighty and
could muster thele thousands of warriors,
we, the subjicts of the “Great Mother
Across the Waters,” were ever welcomed as
the trusted brothers, and treated as honored
guests inall the tribes, both north and
scuth of the boundary line.

Scmecof uscan vividly recall, witk pa-
tiiotic price, how that when wo were tra
velling in thoso western Territorics, where
flons the atars and stripes, when passing
through that acction of coustry devastated
by the Siwax Indisn warof 1833, we were
warned aud cntreated not to goon, as we
wre asured that our trail led through the
regions whero tho savages atill roamed, and
that we woald eurely fall victims to the 1a.
pacity =nd cruclties of thoss terrible
warriors who would certalniy kill us all,

“and teko possession of onr splendid €an-

Ism norry Mr., W.P. R, Stmet,l
one of them, called on Archlishop Tache,
and received lettors from him to Riel nud,

adian horses, and every thing else we
owned,

Proud of our being British subjects, and
of having in our possesslon a British flag,
we straightened ourselves up, and through
our spokesman and guide, the honored and
still lamented late Rev. Geo. McDougall,
sald: *“We have no foar or doubt but tha!
with our flag we can pass unharmed through
apy Indian tribe cn the continent” And
80 it proved, as regarded these Sioux. In
the most disturbod parts we hobbled our
horsea and turned them looso on the prairies
as usual; we unrolled our camp beds and
Iay down and slept, and awoke {u safety ;
we putout no guards or scntincls; we did
not even dream of danger from Indians, for
on that flag-stafl, which was only a whip
handle, was there not the flag of that na-
tion which has ever dealt hooorably and
fairly with the Red men.

But this is all changed and there has been
a rude awakening, and we are esgerly scan-
ning our past records and ssking what are
thecauses which have Jed tothis present sad
bumilisting state of affuirs, so contrary to
the past and 20 aliea to our inclinations and
deaires, for we atill wish to keep fuith with,
and live in good fellowahip with these Half.
Breeds and Indiacs.

Politicians,in the warmth and zeal of their
partizian prejudicies, are striving to make
““acape goats” aud victims out of this one
and that one, but while it is evident thst
some one has bluadered, or been too slow,
it is still an open question whether any par.
ticolar individuals should have such vials of
indiguation poured vpon them.

In an articlo like this, we canot gointo
the aubject very fully, but ws can sum np
the whole master by saying that the cause
of the whole trouble is the tcarcity of food;
or, asan interpreter tersely put it whena
band of Iandians met one of the commis-
sioncers, and the chief had, with a great
deal of pantomine and flouriah, delivered
what seemed to tho great “‘paleface” a won-
derful speech, Lo, tle interprcter, werely
said, “All his lingo is this, they aro hungry
and want grub.”

This is the cause of the present humil-
iating state of aflairs, They arc hungry,
and hungry people are dangerous and des-
perate. t

‘We cannot disguise the fact, that al-
though we have incorporated thoso vast re-
gions into our Dominjon, and have made
treaties with the Indians, and issued ccript
to the Half-Breeds, they are all very much
worse off than they were a few years ago.
The inroads of tae white mar, and his im-
proved firearms, have very much lessened
the Indians mources of game. Not many
years ago the buffalo roamed over those
boundless prairies in milliona, They were
literally “‘the cattle of a thousand hills.” It
e not very many years since they quench-

od their thirsi In the Red River, for on its
banks I have frequently picked up their

whitened bones. Their flesh was a most
nutritions meat, their sinows raade tho best
of throad, their skins mzde warm clothing
and bodding, and.wken from the hides the
haic was scraped off, not only were the Indian
tapees or wigwams on tho plaing made ont
of them, but also many waefel and neceseary
articles of wearing apparel, such as mocca-
sine, leggingw, and 1unting ahirta.

The great yeatrly €vent in the lfo of the
Hal{-Broed was the grand fall hunt of the
bullalo The crope in the Red River settle-
meat and other places whers they lived had
been socured. The hot summer was over,
and the beautiful antumn weather had vome.
Allis excitement, and thereis heard o
din of preparation, and tho rehersaf of paat
sucooraes, and the boastiul wordsof what
will yet bo dome, Yomes and obildren,

with the necessary ‘‘outfits," are huddled
into the rude yot capacious Red River carts.
The men aro mounted on their woll tried
borses, justly called “buffalo runnors,” In
somimilitary array, the long cavalcade,
pumbering hundreds of vorsons, sets out for
those rcgions whero tho acouts report the
buffalo are {ceding. Every year since tho
wave of Auglo-Saxon civilizatic. crossed tho
Mississippl, they have to go farther weat to
find the buffalo.

Tho expedition asyumed tho form of &
military organization, There were captains
and leaders, and rigid laws, which wore
sternly enforced. Every night tho tents
were pitched in a circle, and with the large
carts and other things, tho wholo encamp-
ment was made into a perfect zaroba of de-
fence. All theso precautions were necessary,
for the Ealf-Breeds and many of the wild
Indian tribes on the plains were nover on
the beat of terms, and if one caught the
other napping—well, somebody suffercd.

Often bundreds of buflalo wero slaughter-
ed. These the women skinned aud skillfully
sliced into thin laycrs of meat These wero
then sun and fire-dried, Thousands of
pounds were brought back asdried meat,
and muny thousands more were miade up
into the farfamed pemmican, A great
quantity of buffalo fat was also sccurcd.
This was used for candle makirg, and olso
variouw cooking purposer.

Probably in the next issve of Trvrml
will have more to say in regard to the former
Indian buffulo hunts, and of the causes of
the present troubles,

REMINISCENES OF AN OLD MIS-
SIONARY.

Ouar arrival in Selkirk, alias Red River
Settlement, was, to ine, an event long to be
remembered, as 1 began to realizo that I
was indeed * a stranger in a strapge land,”
though my collesgue bad oeen there pre-
viously, and, consequently, wis quite at
bome. It was then that I could institute a
comparison between a former reaidence, for
ten years in thot * vast emporium of the
world, the city of London,” Epglaad, bat,
indoing so, I became quite a cosmopolitan
in regard to life in its varicd phascs, A
travelling companion, of Scotch origin, Mr.
James Ross, a gentleman of more than or-
dinary education, soon introduced us to the
Rov. John Black, Preabjterian minister,
who gave us a most hearty welcome, and re.
garded me as his guest duriog our stay. He
soon after favorod us with with an inter-
view with the Bishop of Rupert's Lang, that
dlatinguished prelate giviog us the right
band of fellowship in & way and manaer
purely ovangelical.

Our next nterview was with Governor
McTavish, to whom wo presonted letters of
introduction from Capada. Ouar reception
was the most gratifylng, with the assurance
that he would, as far as practicable, facili
tate our journoyings to the regions boyond.

“RATIONAL TEMPERAKOB."

Considerable intereat has been drawn to
the fact that it is nroposed to establish a
new *‘ Rational Temperance Soclety” in To-
ronto, based on t! . idea that interiperance
can be moat effectually removed by pledging
abatizence from distilled liquors only, and
sanctioning the use of wine, beer and other
malt liquors. The object wi'l beatso to ea-
courage the enactment of a law prohibiting
the sle of distilled liquors, allowing the
others to be vended under legal sanction
a3 they now are,

Everybody would rejoice if the greit o
cial scourge of intemperance could be re.
moved or lesscned by this new organization,
of which Prof. Goldwin Smith is the most
distinguished advocate, Tempersnce socie*
ties, of wintever name, are but the expres-
alon of & burniag deaire to rid soclety of the
ggantio evils of strong drinle,

The principal obje. tion raised agsint ‘o
new organization is that it ia based ape ca
old theory which has been tried and failed
many times, viz., that aiccholic liguors are
productive of intemperance only when taken
in the form of diitilled spirite. This ides
was completely exploded by the Duke of
Woellington's Beer Bill of 1832, which re-
sulted in such an increase of drunkenhess in
England that Lord Brougham made prompt
and earneat efforts to get it repealed,

Apart from this, however, the new mive-
ment seems to lack that appreciation of the
evils it proposes to remove, and that moral
enthusisam 30 essential to successful reform.
‘When the leader of a crusade stands and
calmly looks on through the big end of a
telescope there can be little hope that he
will ever conduct his followers into the
actual field of battle, Mr. Goldwin Smith
says that there * has been exaggeration on
the subject. Drunkenness is not the source
of all crime.” What would have been
thought of a society for the abolition of
slavery, whose chief apokesman takes for
his text, “Slavery is not the source of all
crime.” Any one who aspires toleadin a
moral crusade need not exaggeraisthe evils,
but if he commenoes by minimizing them he
may at once retire.

Mr Gladstone, who speaks only as an ob-
server, not as_a temperance reformer, says
that ** the evils of intemperance are greater
than the combined evils of war, pestilence,
and famine,” and our Toronto police court
does 1ot say much for Mr. Smith's idea that
we ate reforming 8o fust under a whisky
and beer rule that we need not make so
much haate to ho sober, last Monday 60
cases of drunkenness wers dealt with in the
Toronto police court, and every day the
magistrates hive to deal with such cases.

Still no harm can bedone by reviving in-
tereat in the question raised by the Rational
Liberal Temperanco Union, Trath will
out.

‘W. Burgess, of Toronto, a representative
total abetainer, to the leading spirits of the
new movement which, it accepted, would
tend to bring about a lively discussion onall
the points of difference regarding the best
mothods of temperance work. The follow-

tion. I claim that & British vote of twenty
millions was a compromi.> between two
causes of aciion, Either the Government
maust forcibly take possession of the slaves
who had. been regarded as property and
traded assuch, or they must pay for them
°~ srder to set them free. Parliament was
divided on the question, but the Govern-
mentdecided tobuy. Mr. Hood claims that
this act of setting free men hitberto regard-
ed as property, ‘‘at the same time extin
guiabed the 1ight of property.owners in
that kind of property for all time to come,”
Bat if he will think: a little he will see that
British judgment and law did not rest upon
the money paid.

Yhose who do sell it do a0 by priri-
lege or permit, under a rigid contract bind-
ing them as to time, place, hours of sale,

tracts, ad aa they are ocontracta in which
limitation of time is an_esscntial principle,
If any wroog has been done it fsin sellicg
annual permits to certain men, and prohib.

But when
the Iaw saya—you hotel-keepers, etc,, must
in future be placed on a level with the rest
of the public, wherever is the injustice ?

Theee arenot licenses
to permit men to keep ». carriage or a dog,
but & tax upon the carrisge or dog. whic
may be ownad and kept by right and not by
permisaion,

It in useless, however, to to keep out
of aight the great reason why the prohibition
of the liquor traflic is in demand. There
are evils which muat be removed, whatever
the cost to individuals or the nation, and
without involving the questions of prece-
dent and compensation.

If publio safety demands it, & man’s pro.

perty may be justly destroyed. If, by the |

destruction of a house, we can provent the
ravages of fire over a town or city, univer-
sl judgment cries it right to do it, 1f car-
riage driving, or keeping dogs were a
great source of social ruin and public dan-
ger, public opinfon would demand their
prohibition. "If dogs were so inherently
vicious that they were a pest and o conatant
danger to lifo, their restraints during dog-
days would not satisfy the people, but the
Government would put & fine upon the
head of every dog, and exterminate them as
they did the wol-es.

The number of the slain by drink in Canada
every year is variously estimated at from
5,000 to 7,000. Mr Gladstone savs of it
that its evils are ‘‘greater than the com-
bined evils of war, pestilence and famine,”

Canadian citizens are beginning to rea.ize
that these evils are no occasional accident
of the liquor traffic, but a certain natural
consequence of its existence, as proved by
history and experidnce. While we are push.
ing this traflic to itsa doom interested men
cry—Hold 1! Lot the country first pay us
for the machinery with which we bave sown
broadcast the sceds of a worse evil
‘*was pestilence or famine ;” and there are
politicians azd others who actualy echo
this cry. Out upon such trifling! "\While
bomes are destroyed and citizensare slain in
thousands, men stand carelessly discussing
the award to bes given to those who have fa.
cilitated their ruin and Erown rich upon the
Eroceedl. As well might Parliament have

eld back the mounted police and volun-
teers, to discues the question of compensa-
ting or rewarding Riel and his followera.

Vincent, St. Lucia, Dominicas
Monserrat, Nevis and St. Chuistopher belong”
ing t» the Eoglish; Martinique to the
French, aud Sabs wotho Danes, Tho first
tling that strikes the travcller on a visit to
the above mentioned islands is their mount-
ainous character, which is the cause of the
saarcity of vehicles on them—except Bar-
badosand the low lands bordering the
cast of Martinigue and St. Kitts, (St
Ctrist pher.d  Thechief cxports are sugar,
Lme-jaice, cocos cuts, oranges and other
truits  Monserrat is renowncd for its lime-
jaice and suro-footed ponies ; Barbadoes for
the best munufactured sugar and molasses;
Demunioa for its delicious orunges; St. Vin
ceut for its mountainous character; St
Ritts for the largest I'roteatant church in
the lerward islands; Martinigue for ats
thowy dicas goods.

THE CLIMATE.

Generally speaking it is very hot in the
day among theso islands, but at night the
atmosphere is dampeaed by the falling dew,
Low lying lands are perticularly hot, and
very unhealthy. Tne town of St. Yierre
(Martinigue) is 2ituated at the foot of the
mountains, which form a creacent around it
and completely keep off the wind from the
north, vast and south, and when taken into
considcration that thke winds in theso is
12141 rarcly blows from the West, ono can
imagine the closencas of the place, which,
added to darty atreets and bad amells,makes
this town very unhealthy. On the other
hand tho mountains of Domiauica aro about
tho healthicst part of tho Leoward Islands,
the thermometer being about 76° Fahr. at
noon in March., Iaall the islands the in-
terior (probably from its raised position) is
much more healthy than the sea coaat
DBasseterre (St. Kitts) is a clean, tidy littlo
town,and as healthy as can be expected from
tho lowncss of its site,

TIIE INHABITANTS,

Tho inhabitants aro whites, negrocs, cool
ies and Caribs. Tho whites arc tho de-
accndants of Scotch, English and French
settlers ; they form the upper classes of the
population. Tho negro predominates in
Barbadocs and Dominica, but is not 30 nu-
merous on the other islands ; they f{orm the
laboring class. Coolics are found on most
of the islands except Bzrhadoces, Sab» and
Monserrat. In thoe moazutainous interiors
of Martiniquo and Domiaica are still to Lo
found tho remnants of the once powerful
tribe of Carib Indians, bLat will probably
soon bo extinct. Thero is also a mixed raco
of the above, such as Creoles, Coolics, Mul.
attos and Quadroons.

TUE VOLCANOES.

Beds and Bedding.
DY THX KDITOR

1f peopls would pay more attention to the
situation, style and clothing of their beds, a
gieat number of them would probably feel
much botter than they doat present. Though
the modern bed is, certainly, & vast improve-
ment on the old.-fashioned, four-post, heavi-
ly draped monstrosities so much in favor
with our great.great-grandmothers, it is
still found wanting in many of the essen:
tials to good health, Probably the fault
does not lie 30 much intho bedstead itself as
in the position in which it is placed, and the
1arge amount of unnecessary coverings that
aro piled upon it.  In the first place a bed.
stead should be so placed thatair may circa-
late freely all around and underneath it.
The practise of shoving the bed close up to
the wall is an abomination, a spare anda
delusion. As faras the popular belief con-
cerning the placing of the bed with the head
and foot pointing north and south with the
view of obtaining a current of electricity
through the body of thesleeper is concerned
wo can only aay that for thoss who believo
they derivo benefit from such s position it is
anexcellent plan to adopt it : such a position
can do o harm at any rate, but we opine
that it is much more important to have the
bed clear, by a couple of feet, at least, of the
wall and out of a dranght, though the bed.
room window .nould be opena few inches
both at the top and bottomn. The bedstead
shonld also stand guite cightecn inches from
the floor,

The bed covering is a most important item
to comfort and health. A aoft feather bed
in which the victim sinks like a stoneina
lump of soft dough isa borrible contrivance,
and when to this are added too many blank.
rts or quilts, no one need look for real re-
freshing sleep in such an arrangement. In
our opinion the harder the mattress the bet.
ter, and the less covering for the body con-
ducive to actual comfort the counder the
alecp.

Next as to the position of the head whilst
sleeping : This is in a greatmeasure a mat-
ter of taste, thoogh it is, perbaps, necdless
to remark that the head should never be
lower than the body.

Tho baro thovght of what we consider, in
this country, a comfortable bed, would send
a resident of a tropical clime neatly intoa
fever; the reality would certainly doso, and
on the other hand we are somewhat purzled
to conceive how a European, accustomed to
the conventional bed.gear of a temperate
climate, can ever obtain sound aleep on the
very hardest kind of a mattress oa which
is spread a cool cane or grass mat, and with
1o other kind of covering than a light linen
garmexnt and pair of pyjamas or mosquito
drawers, and yet, a0 casily do we conform
to custom and learn to do in Rome as the
Romanz do, a native of a cold climate whea
transplanted to a tropical one learnsina
very brie! time to regard the alccping ar
rangements of the latter as “the correct
thing,” and 2o look back with a ahudder to
the feather-body, blankets and heavy quilts
of his native land.

The writer bas enjoyed tho soundost and
moat Tefreshing slumoer that ever fell to
his lot in & bedstead formed of freably cut
spruce boughs, with a wsddle for a pillew

and no other oovering than a couple of
blankota, and with the starry vault of the
empyrean for a ceiling, though certalnly this
is noreason why everybody should adopt
the same method of courting the drowsy
god. The groat essentials to sound aleep
are good digestion, a olear conaclence, and
puro air, and if a person has not these, his
woolngs of ‘‘Nature's aweet restorer, balmy
sleep,” are likely to prove in vain,

Pure air in the sleeping room is of the
moat vital importance: don't let uny old
molly-coddle tell you that it is injurious to
breathe night-air ; youbreatheimpure night.
air with your window rlosed, at any rate ;
with your window openud you breatho night-
air, of course, but it is very much purer
than that which passes over and over again
through your lungs in an unventilated room,
till it becomes actually poisonous. Aslong
as peoplo persist in almost hermectically
soaling their sleeping apartments before re-
tiring to rest, so long will they continue to
wake in the mornings with sick-headaches,
dull, aching pains about the eyes, dirty
tongues and impaired appetites,

Not long ago night-caps were almost uni-
versally worn, and a man who cachewed
their use was considered a crank. Nowa-
days we matiir feel inclined to look upon
the wearers of those articles as tho cranks.
The old-fangled idea that a person wounld
catch his death of cold in sleeping without
s nightcap has taken flight, and the sooner
peoplerid themselvon of thenotion that open
bedroom windows are injurious the better.

In conclusion let us impress upon our
rcaders the extreme desirability of throw-
ing off all garments worn Qduring the day
upon retiring to rest. The practise of
sleeping in tho day clothes is a provalent
and most obnoxious one, and has, probably,
produced more sickness than some people
can form any ides of.

Oare of the Fest.

Persons, the circulation of whote blood is
weak, are likely to have cold feet, and feet
that are 2lmost constantly cold tend to con-
gestion of the internal organs. Such per-
sons should take vigorous exercise in the
open air. The blood vessels of their feet
become narrowed, thus perpetuating and
increaaing tho difficulty. For this reason it
is well trequently to soak the feet at night
in warm water. This counteracts the ten-
dency to congestion, cnlarges the vessels,
and helps permanently to relieve the feet of
their special tendency to coldness,

Persons who are troubled with chapped
foet should soak them, before retiring, in
water as hotas can be borne, nsing ammonia
or soap freely, Then having dried them
with much friction, rub them with glycerine
nixed with an equal quantity of carbolic
acid, tho latter two per cent. strong. The
next night, and forafew nights if neccssary,
rob them again witl glycerine, or with
melted mutton or beef tallow, This prooess
repeated frem time to time will keep most
foot soft and healthy,

Feet that perspire profasely, and emit a
bad odor, should be often washed—perha,
every night, After they havo been washed,
a two per cent, solution of carbolic acid
should be applied. In auch cases the stock-
ings should be chraged daily. Bootsahould
be worn with inner aoles. Theso can bo
taken out daily and dipped in a two per
ocnt, solution of carbolic acid, and then
dried before being used again. The bad
odor is due to micrescoplc organiams. The
acid kills them,

Boots and shoes shounld be fitted to the
shape of the foot, No pressure should be
allowed to come against tho joiut of the

t toc. The alightest preasuro may in-
ame it, and sead an vader blood aupply to
it ; and thus the joint will become enlarged
—in other words grow out. This is a mad
deformity. It always tends to incresse in

|

sise and is often painful. Besides, the
Iateral prossure may develop a whole cro
of corns, not only on’the opposite slds an
toes, but on the sole of thefoot, It ismuch
easier to prevent corns than to cure them.

Our readers are all familiar with the fact
that there is a perpetual flow of air from the
colder parta of a room—including door and
window cracks—to the hot stove or register,
tho light, heated alr rising toward the ceil-
ing, and the heavy, cold air rushio in
beneath to fill the vacuum, Now theankles
and heels feel the effect of this, being near
the floor and ordinarly leas protected than
the reat of the person. Hence there some-
times result painful inflammations of tho
muscles and joints of the heel, cspecially in
persons who are focble, or those who have
rhoumatic tendencies. The remedy is to
guard thom with extra clothing, occasion-
ally taking paios to give them a thorough
heating,— Youths' Companion,

Dlseaze's Oaunsed by Disordered Emotional
Faoulties,

The cmotions are fruitful sources of dis-
case. Even thoso that are moat uscfal and
honorable may, by their abnormal exercise,
bring their possessor to the verge of insan.
ity. For often they cause him to croas the
border-line. For instance, most persoas ad-
mit that cleanliness is a virtue which every
one shonld possces. It is, pe:hapa, at first
sight difficult for us to perceivo how an in-
dividual can have the love cf personal clean-
liness in excess ; and yet that emotion may
grow, little by little, to such a degreo as to
oconstitute a veritable form of mental de.
rangement.

This is almost necesssarily a discass of ad-
vanced clvilization.  Savages can know
nothiog of it, for cleanliness is not one of
their virtnes, Doubtless it will become more
common, but as yet only a fcw cases have
been deacribed.  The first was observed by
myself a few years ago. I named the afilfc-
tion *‘mysophobia,” *‘the fear of contamina-
tion,” from two Greek words musos, dedle-
meat, contamination, and pAobos, fear.

The lady whose case I am going to de-
scribe ha ﬂw&il been remarkable among
her frisnds for her atrict ideas of cleanli-
ness, but nothing approaching mental aber-
ration had been observed till a short time
before I made her acquaintance.

She consulted me for what she feared was
incipient insanity, She was quiet and or-
derly in her behavior, and so far as her
friends’ teatimony went, entirely sane ex
cept on the onc point of fcar of contamina.
tion. .

This was exhibited by mental distress
and the practice of repestedly washing her
hands, wathout there being avy obvious
cause for 80 doing, Generally she washed
them over a hundred times a day, andon
one occasion, frem eight o'clock in the
morning till twelve at night, by tho actual
count of her maid, one hundred and ejghty-
two times.—[W. A. Hauxoxp, M. D,

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How to Raise *‘Blips.”

Take caro that the slip is made from the
young or green shoot ; stick it about an
inch deep in a plate or ssucer filled with
wet, fresh.water sand; and take care that
the sand in the sauceris kopt wet by adding
a littlo water to it cach day uatil the slips
showthe small roots. Tho saucer holding tho
slips should bo placed in some sanny
window.

The alips will begin to show the little
roots in from two to threo wecks after being
put in caucers. They should then be potted
in little pots about two inches deep, which
the Fardnors call thumb-pots, 'IRo slips
shouid bo pottted in rich, soft mould, which
can be procured from avy florist.
