tions of the country, * with no sounls to
save,” are earnestly working for the prohibi.
ticn of the drink traffis, from purely busi.
noas considerations, The hard logic of facts
has demonstrated to them that it does not
pay to employ men who drink, if abstainers
can bo obtained, The only wonder is that
any business mas, employing labor, sheuld
iguore this fact.
The Grand Trunk railway encourages all
its employees to siga tho pledge, avd all are
prohibited fiom drinking at all while on
duty. Tho Hon. Minister of Railways for
the Dominion isaued an order to discharge
any employeo of the Intercolonial railway
found intoxicated at any time, whether on
duty or not. Sevoral of the leading Awmeri-
can railways require total abstinance of all
thoss in their service, The Grand Trunk
officiale prohibit the sale of spirituovs liguors
at all the rofreshment rooms under it con-
trol, and they are using all the influcnce
they can to prevent the Liconse boards in
the Province from graatiog any liguor
licenses near any of their stations, because
of the incrcused danger to the passengors
and to the road.
The Kingaton and Pembroko railway com-
pany have, this year, set themeelves earncst-
ly at work {o prevent any tavern licenses
beiog jasued along their line, but have not
been, as yet, entirely successful, Withina
mile or 26 of one licensed house on this line
two unfortunate men have laid down oxn the
track while inebriated, within a few weeks.
One of them was badly maimed for life and
the other was killed, In both cases there
are wives and -children left in poverty, un.
provided for, Surcly such causes, produc-
ing such effects, must yet be removed by the
strong arm of the law.

Lorp Lorxg o TeMPERANCE,—On Tues.
day last a Comunittes of ladies resprosenting
the Womon's Christian ‘Temperance Union
of Montreal had an interview with Lord
Lorne and invited Princeas Louise to attend
their meeting to hear Miss Franzes Willard
on the temperance question. The Marquis
met them in person and gave them a most
cordial recoption, Ho oxplained that the
previous engagement of the Princess in con-
neotion with tho ball would prevent her ac-
ceptance of tho ladies’ invitetion. He re.
marked, peculiarly, ¢‘there aremany things
wo do which are better than dancing.” The
Marquis thanked the ladies most heartily
for their kind invitation and cxpressed his
warm sympathy with the noble work they
are doing in behalf of temporance. Hespoke,
from his own personal observation, com-
mendably ¢ the wisdom of the Canadian
Government in giving to the North-west
Territory a stringent prohibotory liquor law,
and gavo it as his opinion that for this rea.
son the Torritory possessed a great advan-
tage, to the proposed settler as compared
with the Western States, where spirituous
liquors are sold in abundance, to the greal
injury of the settlors, Tho ladies were
greatly delighted and encouraged by their
interview with His Excellenoy. It may be
here remarked that Lord Lorne oxpressod
similar viows in regard to the great advan.
tage of our prohibition law in the North-
west, to his fellow countrymea during his
last visit to Scctland. His father, tho Duke
of Argyle, ix aleo a great admirer of the tem*
perance work, and gave from his own estato,
the site for the first Good Templars Hal
erected in Scotland,

Been DRINKERS,—3It appears that the
Germans are not the largest consumors of
beer and other malt liquors, as has generally
been supposed, The Chemical Rerview figures
out that the production of boer in the Ger-
man cmpire amount to 92 quarts por capita,
but a large proportien of this beer is export-
od, In Austria the amount is 34 quarts per
inhabitant, In Great Britain 115 quarts of
very strong beor is the ratio. In the United
States the beer per inliabitant is 40 quarts,
The consumption of malt liquors is increas.
iog faater here than in ascy other country,
The consumption, however, iz chiefly Nmmit.

declared void by tho courts, in consequence

Invention of an Elootric Gun.

One of the most interesting noveltics at
the Vienna Intornational FExhibition is an
olectrio gun, Tho powder is fired by means
of a pioce of platinum in tho cartridgo, and
the elootric curront ncccessary for heating
the platinum is obtaincd from a little accu-
mulator, which must bo worn in a bolt es.
pecially devised for tho purpose. Besides
the accumulsator and the belt, a glove and a
shoulder strap aro necczsaary. Tho glovo is
worn on the left hand, and is connccted
with ono pole of tho accumulator, tho strap
with tho other,  All this would, it must bo
confcssed, bo a rathor formidablo addition
to a soldicr's accoutrements, aod ono is
Jhardly surprisod to hear that tho inventors
do not oxpect their patent to bo immediato-
ly adopted in all tho European armies,

Meanwhilo thoy point cut that thae olectrio
gun affords scveral advantages bosides tho
charm of novelty, which onght to commend
it to tho sportaman. In tho first place, it is
said to bo very oconomical 3 and what new
application of oleatricity is ovo- said to be
aoything olso—at first? Thero is no qreat
saving on the gun or tho cartridges, but
then only a quarter of tho ordinary charge
of powder 13 nocessary. Morcover, the gun
is oconomical of timo and trouble. The car-
tridgos serve many times over, aad thero is
nono of tho bother of takiag off tho old oa})..
Bat tho crowning merit which jis claimed for
tho cloctrio gun 18 that it is warranted nover
to *¢ kick."” If this warranty be really truo,
the application of cloctricity to sport ought
not to bo long delayod.—Pall Mall Gazeile,

upon his client to put up ** more margin”
%0 as to cover the decline, Another fall
and another margin, and 8o on till the un.
fortunate speculator cannot ** put up” any
more, Then the broker sslls his ahares,
pays himself and pockets the margins that
are between the price at which he purchased
and that at which he sold. Xf the shares go
up of course the specnlator gains and somo
specalator loses correspondingly.  The
wholo business of margins is in short im.
moral and dangerous in no common degree.
Howevzritis attractive, and bank clerks and
poor fellows in government offices with
many othersequally impecunious and equally
anxions for» haul are continually staking
all their littlo savings, with of course in
moet cases most disappointing results.
Moral: Don't gamble in shares, and don't
put up ‘‘margins® under any temptation.
