American woods. The clojquently onthuai.
astic way in which so many talk of the
frou lifo of tho bush or camp shows thia.
This civilizativn of vura has ita advant
age, no doubt, But wo all like to got
away frum it vrory now and then go that
Wo mnaf rovel w abauloable cl.thos and
mugerable surrvundings, may couk our
own food and b anddo just a8 wo please,
none clatming or desiring to make us
either afraid or ashamed.

Thern is moro truth than poetry in the
criticism, from timo to timo appearing
about Toronto water. The lagt ono we have
seen runs in somothing like the following
torms :

Repeatedly during the summer an
ordinary bedroom pitchor has yielded in
my houge frum une to t#y tablespuvna-
ful of residue—organic matter — on
standing from two to threo days, and the
water was very malodorous, Repeatedly
s had smellod su strung of fish oil that,
#avn cummng vut of the hut water pipes,
it was hard to rewaia near the stean.
"Of course this wa3 tho case when the
dead fish wore to bo found all over the
lake's surface. When a druggist wishes
to got the streugth out of a medicinal
herb, hoe either soaks, boils, or percolates.
Now, all tho garbage, all tho sewerage
that is cast in tho lakes ahovo Toronto is
sorked and porcolated, tho essonce of it
is held in solution by the wator, and tho
residuous matter by its own gravity
sinks to_tho bostoms. And this is the
stuff the citizons of Toronto are daily
drinking—in other words, large homeo-
pathic doses of essence of soworage, cte,
Ourdishes of fucd are boiled in thus vilo
stuff, wo drink it in our tea, our coffee,
and wo bathe our bodies with the com-
pound. Thesy are facts that no man can
deny, and tho gooncr tho situation is
looked squarely iu tho 1ace the botter for
this city.

Thera isnota bit of oxaggeration in
tho above. How then can any ono be
surprised that our citizons should support
such an oxtravagant number of ductors.
Tho only wonder is that wo don t support
a great many more and dis off o great

deal faster.

The repurt of Dr. Swvensun MacAdam
of Ldinburgh, on the water aystem of
Toronto, 1s so mmportaut to a large
number of our readers that wo give it in
full . —

¢ In accordance with a request mado to
mo by the Huen, Alex. Murris, I have
much picasare in stating the opinion T
have arrived at from a goneral inspection
of the water supply and tho disposal of
gowago in this city. Through the courtesy
of the Mayor, who accompanied mo, I
had np opportunity of napecting the
pumping station for watersupply and of
| observing the arrangoments there, and
havo obtanred information regarding the
modo of discharyo of spwaga into ¢ho bay.
T haro alsn, accampanicd by Mr  Morrin,
passed orar to tho Island and viowed tho
ground thero.

CITY YWATER.

Tho supply of thocity is pumped from
!u well at tho pumping statiwon, and X
caasod the bottom of this well tov be ox

|

omined for any doposit which might bo
thore. Bfuoch depoeit was found, and o
anmplo examined by mo proved that the
mattor was largoly composed of organic
growths and corganisms oharactoristia of
putrescont organio mattor of tho nature
of sowago, It was apparent thatimpuri-
ties of a gross charactor passod into tho
well, and § am clearly of tho opinion that
the wator supply of a city or populous
placo should not bs drawn froma well
containing auch putrefying deposits. On
further mnspection I found that the waoll
was supplied with water flowing from an
irun recowving tank situated ‘on the wharf
botweon tho pamping station and tho
bay. Whilst it was apparent that the
great part of tho water entering the iron
tank came frum the pipo leading from
the Ialand, I am inclined to consider that
a smaller portion is obtained from the
bay immcéiately alongeide the wharf,
through leskages in tho ground surround-
ing the iron tank, ond as tho lattor is
admittedly net air tight, such leakago of
wator from the bay would readily pass in-
to tho tank and thence into the pump-
ing well.  As tho bay in the vicinity was
cuntaminated by sewage water discharged
from tho public sowers, it would fullow
that the leakago water would be impreg-
pated with somo impurities, and that such
leakhago 1nto the well would fully account
fur the nusivus matters found thero. The
pip3 luading acruss the bay to the Island,
18 stated to bo tight at present, but there
can bo no doubt that should leakages
tako placo thero o furthor ampunt of im-
purity might enter the water supply in
this way.

TORONTO WATER SUSPICIOUSLY DANCEROUS.

I am thereforo of the opinion that not
only ie the water supply of Toronto, at
tho prosent time, in an unsatisfactory
condition and the quality suspiciously
dangerous, but thatit is liable, by in-
creased sources of leakage, to buocowmo
still leas satisfactory in charactor. The
full and proper remedy for such a statoe
of mattera is to plece tho pumping station
cn tho island and forco the water from
tho island through tho pipeslaid in the
bay direct to the city. 1 understand from
Mr. Vonables, the intelligent engineer in
chargo, that the prcsent iron pipes in the
baywould be capablo of resisting the
Decessary pressure, but the Island wood-
en pipes would rcquire to bo replacad by
ironpipes, Tho water would bo taken,
as at present, from the tank on thoe south
sido of the Island, and should first bo
passed through a properly constructed
sories of aaz.d and gravel filters such as
ard now in usein Great Britain, and
thereafter be pumped into tho city.
Such & plan would rondor it impossiblo
for any of the sewage impurities in the
bay to enter tho city pipes or{ *sby tho
loakago or othorwise. Tho jotiics az-
rangement and wolls attached theroto
should bo in duplicato so as to cnsuro that
cach sot conld be periodicatly cleaned out.

THE (ITY GEWAGE,

Tho present mode of tho disposal of
tho sowago is ontirely primitive,and inde
pendently of the pollution of the water
supply, must be 1mmodiately dealt wilh.
At present tho bay is becoming greatly
polluted, and the putrescent debns must
ovulvo nuxious gassa and organisms
to tho sorious impregoation of the at-
mosphero of the city. Tho continuanco
of tho dischargo of tho sowage of tho city
slong tho foreshores showid not therefore
b2 allewed. The rcmedial work shounld
include a main sewago somo distanco out
of town. and tho sowago should then bo
pumped up ard distributed over Jand of
asandy and gravelly nature by tho pro-
coss of sutozmittont downward flteruon,

utilizod for the growth of erops. This
syaten 18 1 suceesful vperation i vartous
patrts of Ureat Brutun.  sizned, Stoven-
sun Macadan,, Ph.

The only excuse alleged by her
custodians for guch treatmont is that it
was loss expensive than an asylum. Itis
some &atisfaction to know that theso
niggards will bo proceeded against for
misdemeanour, and they richly deservo
to have tho legal processes made as ox-
pensive as possible. It is a case in which
no ono would grudge a lawyer even his
untaxed bill of coats.

Anything moro liberal than somne of the
provisions of the now French divorcs law
could not well bo devitod or indeed even
imagined. Tho marriage bond one would
think on reading them bas been reduced
ton throad of the moat tenuous deserip-
tion. Not only is divorco grauted for all
the mero casual causes as thoy might be
called, but it is now a good ground for a
disgolution of tho tie if busband or wife
speak in an offensivo way of tho othor's
paronts.  This is all vory well, and wo
think to mako matters simply perfect
something ought to have boon dono in
the case of tho one who spoeaks too favor-
ably of his or her own parent or parents.
How many a young wifu's lifo is rendered
miserablo—to say nothing of old wives,
for by tho time thoy are old, thoy have
probably become used to it—but the lives
of how many young wives, wo ~oprat, aro

renderod more orless wretehed by con-|

atant roferences to thuir dear pavonts’
mannor. Refcrences to the manner in
which his mothcr used to mako pics, or
hash, orany other comestable, becomo in-

tonselydisigrecablo if too often repeated,
and wo think tho French logislators who
framed tho Bill cught to have taken this
into account, and added this to tho lawful
causes of divorce.

‘Che dangers of mountain railroad tra-
velling wers forcibly illustrated by tho
narrow czcape mado by somo mombera of
the British Aasociation, while exploring
a tunnel below thoe Kicking Horse lake.
Without warning four miles of the tun-
nel collapsed, precipitating an immenso
roass of rock in the middle of tho party.
By a very miraclo of good fortune only
two of them were injuredat all, and theso
very slightly.

Tho thonks of the community are due
to Mr. Alfred Perry of Montreal for his
self-denying labors in unearthing abuscs
connectod with tho lunatic asylum thero.
Porhaps if some ono hke him would mako
his appearance among us in the West
hero he also might find somo scope for
his activitics. Tho easo with which pso-
plo got incarcerated in lunatic asylums
is an unsatisfactory testimony to the abil-
ity or tho honesty of many medical men.
Thore would scom to be no difficalty at
all for thoso who desire it, to get two or
mora eo-called physicians to make oath
that they beliove o and so to bo insane,
and needing to bo confined. It is hardly
too much to say that thero aro somo
grounda for the suspicion that the ondin-
ary run of doctors at anyrato know noth.
ing moro about the symptoms of insanity
tlan intelligent laymen do, while the
divorgenoy of opinion with reforence to
Guiteau might justify tho exteneion of
tho suspicion to specialists also. The
cnses of Rhinolander in Now York, and
Mrs, Lyman in Bontreal are cases which
way well make people shudder at tho
possibilitics of what awaits them. An
Eoglish roporter who managed to pass
himsolf «ff as alunatic, and had little
dificulty in gotting medical testimony
that ho was a dangerouslunatic, is giving
an interesting account of his experiences
in @ scries of lottora to onoe of the Lon-
don Metropolitin journals.

Speaking of barbers a ludy friend whis-
pers that tho Iadics’ barbers in town do
good business, and that tho favourites
among thom aro gotting rapidly rich. Al-
most any day one can soe a dozen ““dear
creatures” waiting to have their hair
brushcd, and their bangs put right, and
on Saturday the rush is something tro-
mendous.

How they aro
blamed! How they are tormented with
questzons and suggestins of all kinds |

loso their sleop ! And then that dread-
ful charge of malpractice, 80 easily irump-
ed up, so ill to definoand yot eo vexatious !
Upon the whole the doctors would need
good pay to compensate them for all their

woea.

Now
what can bo dono with such an anfortun-
ato mortal? Ho doos not think himself
unfoertunato, but ha ic, and tho nows-
paper man_is still more 8o, you smug

littlo wrotch, with your silly air of om-
niscionco.

Tho poor Librarian of tho Toronto Freo
Library is gotting into hot wator with
thom, and is being callod befure his bat
tors for incivility, and oll that, Wosym-
pathize with Baln immensely. Tho book
poddler adds a now torror to lifo and af-
fords a fresh attraction to tho grave. Ho
can worry a poor unfortunate to tho very
vergo of insanity and if backed by somo
fusay presumptuous oflicial, asapparently
ho was in tho caso roferred to, can mskoe
ono cry with the patriarch’s wifo ‘‘what
good shall my life botomo ?* Book ped-
dlors should be absolutely forbidden to
como within the precincts of a public lib-
rary.

Prohibition in Englaund.

A good many do not know how far the
principle and practice of Prohibition has
proceeded in Britain, For instance, the
Rocl.informs its readors that in upwards
of a thousand parishes in the Province of
Canterbury, England, thore is neither a
boer shop nor apublic house. Tho effect
of the absence of temptation is declared
by thoso bost fitted to judge to bo ex
coodingly satisfactory. In 243 cases the
clorgymen of the parishes concerned tes-
tify that drunkenness’end :unsequently
poverty and crimo are all but unknown.

Ono says:—

]I am happy to say that therois no
habitual drunkard.  The absence of the
temptation of & beer shop muat largely
contribute to this happy state of things.”

Anothor testifies: —

¢Thero being no public house, or beer-
shop in this parish, is a cause of unmti-
gated good, in so far asit romoves tempta-
t.on to some distance."”

A third says:—

““There is no public houso, orboer shop
1 am glad & be able to say, in this parish.
Of thin the goodis great; the inconvon-
ience, if any, in comparison, excoedingly
small. It promotes, almost ensurcs,
gobriety and tomperance. Tho constable’s
offico i3 a sinecure, and 8 drunken man o
vory rare sight.”

While & fourth adds:—

¢¢Tho publio house was dono away with

about cleven years ago, shortly before I
became incumbent. I am =zssured that
when there was o public houso it was the
occasion of much intemperance, of much
riot and disorder, and of much poverty
and distross.”
And so on with tho rest. If the friends
of Prohibition in Canada could socure, as
thoy may, the abolition of all whiskey
solling places 3ay in & hundred townships,
or in a block of a dozen of counties, tke re-
sult would bo similar to what tho Rock
mentions, for the samo result has uni,
formly followed wherovor tho plan has
boer tried whether in Epgland, Scotland
or America. Shut out tho whiskey shop
and you shut up to a groat oxtent pover-
ty and cxime.

Such hard, tasteless candy, for
tho cart from the far-away manufactory
came round only twice & year. Beyond
the stores—there was no saloon or barber
shop, for the farmers made good cider and
shaved themselves—was an immenso two
story wooden structure, which was the
“‘meotin™house.” Hore the pews were
hittlo, walled-in squeres, with doors. A
big gallory ran round tho upper story,
with which the pulpit was nearly on a
level, roached by high, uncarpeted steps.

Noxt to tho church was tho snug little
Lome of the mustor, then a Lutcher's-
sliop—the owuer always officiated at hog-
killings and on similar occasions—then a
fow tumblo-down cottages; then a big
gquare whito houso with wide pinzza and
green blinds, cinbowcered in treces and
shrubbery. Boyond thus wasa like house,
but closed and desorted; next a yellow
cottage with the inevitablo green blinds.
At cither ond of the street strctched com-
fortable farms for miles round.  Across
tho Adder was a thick foroa intersccted
by winding roads that led to” somewhere.

Heo saw the
need of a savings’ bank. 7dhe traditional

stocking and earthen pot were unsafe re-
coptacles for hoarded hundreds. In time
the farmerslearned to trust him, and to
respect his upright life.  They confided
their savings to him, and proudly drow
interest. Ho was thoroughly honest,
that wrinkled, hard-featured old man,
and he gavo to Jewonkee a reputation for
thrift and industry it never lost.

Ruskinit wss who, i 18G4.5,
provided thoe £3,000 to purchaso the fuat
two neglected oourts, known by tho
curicualy satiric names of Paradiso and
Freshwater ; and it was ho who, assuring
her that if the mency wero sunk ho weuld
nover regret tho giving, impressed upon
her novertheless, with wiso forosizht, that
a workingman ought to bo able to pay for
his own homo, and that if her plin ccnld
bo proved to pay it wauld surely spresd.
It has paid, it sproad, and now 2fiss

Ecery summer
trading schooners, as  they aro atyled, go
out with tho avewod purpyso of mect'ng
tho whaling flost, and bmnging an the
sperm oil. oy return with largo bae
rols, which aro cntered at tho Unalaska
Custom Houso s oil, and ato  immaeldi-
atelysent to San Francisco. Tho capiain
of the man of war statwoned at Sukas,
apeaking of tho matter, says:  “I would
just liko % overhaul ono ortwn of thuso
vossila and find out vhether tho il e n-
fained in thoao barrels runs out or sproacs
out flat, and has hair cn one side.”

Irlsh Cotter of Sixty.Years Ago.

Horo Is a picturo of the Irish cotter of
fifty or sixty years ago. Tho *‘caubeen”
that coverod his hoad was o fragmont—
tho brim, in nino casea out of ton, gono;
ehirts woro raritics ; his coat was niways
torn, and nover monded, or if patched,
was a coat of many colors; his brocches
woro usually of corduroy, nover buttoned
at tho kneo, for tho buttons had doparted,
but sumotimes tiod by shroda of twino.
His stockings, when ho wore any, wero
looso and hanging about his heela ; and
through his brogues, whon he had them
on, his toes protrudod. Often he wore o
large cloak-coat with a capo, desconding
rom tho neck to tho hools, and as worn
and ragged a8 other portions of bis at-
tire. 18 clothes, such aa they wore,
served him in liou of blankots at night.
Tho peasaut wifo or mother (a cobin was
soldom found without both) might have
comprossed her wholo wardmbo into a
bandbox had such a thing boon known.

Poverty—despairing poverty—was tho
almosat invariable lot of the Irish peasant
fifty years ago.

Tho men woro shocs, for work could not
bo dono without them ; tho women were
always barefooted. I havo been told by
shoemnkors in country placea that shoes
for women formod mo portion of their
stock in trado. A shawl was usually tho
common propertyof tho fomalesin a houso-
hold; anoedle and a thread wore frequent-
1y not to bo found in a whole town-land
—sufliciontreazon why tho proverbial rags
worosoldommonded YWhonmeansof mend-
ing wore attainable, a black or gray coat
would gorerally bo patched with a bit of
rod or bluo cloth, h})gn and womon looked
on rags as matters of course. It wusnota
libel when tho English travoller declared
that he never know what the English beg-
ﬁara did with thoir cast-off clothes until

o went to Iroland ; whilo the story told
by eithor Lovoell or Carleton, of an” Irish
haymakor glecfully changing his habili-
ments with a scarecrow inan English field
1s scarcoly an exaggoration.

Whon a lad, I was prosent at a danco,

and had to make my bow to a merry lass,
who was sitting in a corner. To my sur-
priso sho declined to bo my partnor, do-
claring sho could not dance. Thero was
aloud protest in the assombly, and an as-
suranco that she was tho best dancer in
tho barony. Upon her atill objecting, a
stout follow pulled hor from her scat, ox-
claiming sho should not balk tho young
gontleman. Tho causo of hor coynoss was
then obvious—shos had on neithor shocs
oor ateckings. It was tho work of a
moment for mo to take off ming; and wo
footod it bravoly in baro feot, on tho clay
floor of the cabin,
. On such occasions the pipor had invar-
iably a atrong tumbler of whiskey by his
sido from which he often imbibed until ho
could play no longer ; and it was also tho
custom that o hat wont round to rocaive
tho ponnics that wero to pay him for his
night's work. Tho whiskey (for him, ad
libitum) was generally the contribution of
mino host of tho shobocn-shep, and its
distillor was a *boy"’ fromn tho mountains,
whohad mado it whoro *kings dinnaken,"
and was among tho dancers.

porchs, or mackintosh bet veen the sheet
and the mattress, Should (ho discharge
preseuc Jie appearancs of ric -water, and
should there bo urgzent vomiting, cranips
of the limbs, togsther with general sink-
ing or collapas, the caso should bo regard-
cd as moat serious ; aud in the absence of
& medical man, mustard poultices should
bo applied to the stomach aud chest for
hali an hour at a time, and should be
followed either by fomontations with
warm water, or by bran or porridge

oulticas on the sams parts of the body.

heso mustard and zoft poultices should
be altornated from timo to timo. Moan-
whilo the limbs should ba well rubbed
with wanm clothes, and the lead and
opium pills regulatly adwinistered as
directed above,

This treatment may be advantagecusly
omployed for all persons above fifteen
yoars of age.  From ten to fift2en years,
tho only change recomnnended ia tho
treatmment is that half a lead and opium
pill, instead of an entire pll, shoald be
given as a doso. Below txn years of ago,
thiiromal 6 powder of chalk and opium
shoutd bo substituted for the pill, and
may be admimatered in dosos of one geain
for each year of hife. Thus, an infant of
ono year should havo ono grain for a dose;
and under ono yoar, half 2 grain; whils
a child of aix years shoold have =ix grains.
The troatment otherwiso 38 tho samo—
care, however, being taken in tho case of
children not to allow tho mustard te re-
main beyond ten muutes 10 contact with
tho skin.

Should thers bo no hespital at the dis-
posal of thelozal authority, and should
holouiscof tho patient coniist of ono or
twoapartmonts, tho other members of tho
household should be at once romarvod,
Thoroom in wiach the zi-k person is lying
should as far as pussiblo bo cleared of
fumituro; and the other apartment, if
any, should bo devoted ro the propsration
of articlos of food and to tho residence of
tho attendents, iimited in number to a
day and a night nurss,

Nature's provision against the con-
scquenciaof a ** chill,” and for tho pre-
veution of n ‘‘¢Jd” aro snovzing and
shivoring. A violent fit of sngexing often
aaves a shilled bedy the cexsoquences ef

tho norve depression or * shoak” to which
1t has been subjested, and thia shook may
1n 1ts first 1mpression  be very limited in
i-s area ; for oxample, tho small eoxtont
covored by a draught or cold air rushing
through tho crovics of a door or window.
Tho norvo contres are roused from their
‘collapso” by tho commotion or ox-

losive 1uiiuenco of tho sneeze. If sneoz-
1og fails naturo will try a shiver, which
acts meohanicslly in this way,  If this
fails, tho offeots aro ukely to be vory
serious and bad consequences may e
suv. Tho cold iselight when sneczing
suffizes to rocover tho nerveus system
quickly from its doprossion; and grave
when even strony shivering fails to do so.
In case of chill, with threatened cold,
sneezing may bo pmduced by a pinch of
snutf of avy kind. This is how somo of
tho vaunted ** cures” of colds aro brought
about. Bnsk oxerciso may also ward off
tho attack,~London Lancet.

Thore has been much time and labor
wasied in endeavoring to teach men how
to avaid diseaso, Asaruls, 1t is only the
** burnt cluld that dreads the fice.'” We
porsons who are tho meet constintly
mere wrecks of their former solves,
through imprudence and diseases that
wero avoiduble. Does anyone suppose
that theso sor e a3 admonitions that many
others will profit by? Havo not the
suffurers thomselves had timely wamnings
without number of the inevitable results
of wrong living?  As ' men think all men
moral but thomselves," so in their strength
they seom to think as a rule, that ovil
wist como to others sooner then to themn-
solves. It iy this self-confidenca inspired
by years of uniuterrupted heslth, that
often inducos recklessness. We some-
times Jook with admiration at the work-
ing of a machino ; porhaps a steam
ongino. It seems like a thing of life.
How quickly it responds to the various
movementa of the valves, worked by the
gkillful engineer: with what precision
duesit run; nut a jar or a creak is to be
heard, Soon, what we at first watched
with s0 much intereat scoms monotonous,
and even tiresome ;—just as ths most
faultless weather becomos almost unendur-
able if it continues for weoks and months
without intercuption. Whether it be a
steam engine, or that mere wonderful
mechanism the human frame, that de-
pends for safoty on our watchfulness, an
incautious move, u slight neglect of duty,
and it soon becomes a wreck. Extremists
are responaible for half tho mischief that
is wrought amonz those who sirive to
maintain health by propor living. There
are somo who in particular prove their
faith in good living by eating and drink-
Ing too much, habituslly ; a much larger
class of so-called reformeors starve body
and mind by eofforts to lvo without
sabstantial nourishment, Some one has
mvented a mothod of utilizing the wasto
from conl mines by mixing it with clay.
Such fuol gives out & muderate heat, and
auswers cortain purposes; but no ono
agems to have succeeded in burning clay
without the coal dust. And thusitisin
nourishing the body.  Man can not live
on crackers and wator, and bo of auy use
to himself, or service to others ; but lot
him mix tho clay and tho coal—that is let
him livo on a mixed dict and avoid all ex-
cesses, and he will attain the full measure
of health and uscfulness, so far as foods
aro concernod.

*“In food, a8 in medicine, new pro-
scriptivns are offered and old advice dis
carded constantly; and this is un-
avoidable while the science of human life
is involved in obscurity, and empiricism
is our only guide. Probably we err in
jumping to conclusions too readily, and
trying to wake a test of individual ex
perience, or that of nations, allowing to
litile for. modifying circumstances. Rules
for diet, therofore, may properly be dis-
pensed  with much “diffidonce, know-
ing  how readily thoy may con.
troverted.  The effort to teach tho
best physical condition and conform to the
highest authority is croditable, and we
do well fo notico what seems to agres
with us bost, which gives us most buoy-
ancy and strength, though it eorves only
as a rule for ourselves, not for others.

** But one can live well on vegetables,
and set a beautiful and appetizing table.
Vegetarioniam implics abstinence from
flesh and blood, leaving us milk, cream,
oggs, with all the fruit and vegetable
sbundan~o that our scasoms produce.
¥ rom spring until late in fall wo can have
substartial food from our own gardens,
as potatoes in vaviety, ocurly and late
peas, beans of various kinds, corn of
soveral sorts with all the dishes mado of
it ; and all through these months we can
havo relishes in greons, spinach, dande-
lions, muatard, with lettuces and other
salads, cucumbers, beots, tomatocs, cte.,
otc. Indeed T think that housowifo a
vory unskilled sorver of tables who can
not mako her family forget tho flosh-pots
during this pericd. .

In winter wo &till havo vegotables if
wo raiso them and put thom in tho cellar.
while the dried beans, peas, and corn,
tho canned goods, with foreign-grown
vegotablos, and luscious fruits frm
tropieal climes, abundant in our markots,
zll servo to increase our supply and make
varioty on our tables.  All through the
year wo have tho breakfast cereals—
steam cooked whito oats shrodded muize,
and propared whe.'~diminishing labor
and improving the bill of fare.  Wo are
told of more than twenty ways of caoking
cggs, and tho comtibation dishes «f
vegotables and fruit with milk, cream,
and egga aro almost numberlcss.  Thwo
is plenty to cat, and good catine too, it
010 wishes {0 abstain from flesh and
blood ; toabjurs the slaughtor of animala
and avoid tho cffect of their discascs.

Conversions from X'rotestantism to
Romanism still continue to incrcasein
Prussin, According totho cfficial ceuloai
astical statisties for tho past year, jaat
published, 904 left the rauks of thoe Yuo-
testant Church, against 801 who loft
tho year preceding, tho large majority in
each caso connecting themselves with tho
Catholic Church. Ouno hundred and
thirty-aix converstons from Judaism aro ro-
ported, and sixteen left tho Evangelical
Church to connect themsolves with tho
synagogucs,

A NOTED DESPERADBO,

Somo of the Lxploits of n Cattlo Thiof in
Gouthorn Colorado,

A numbor of years ago a man whose
real name was Arnold, but who, for reas.
ons best known to himself, assumed that
of Howard, camo to Colorado fromi atown
in Yowa with his wite. For somo time ho
was engaged in freighting, varying this
omployment by occasional thoft of cattlo

Lay clase, which aro not ficed from guns,
but provide thoir own motive powor,
compressod air, or carbonic acid gay, or
electricity, a3 tho caso may be, furnishes
tho propuliion or controls tho point cf
explosion. {n tho modorn torQedo-boot,
to uso tho words of Licutonant-Command-
¢r Barbor to tho Sonate Naval Committee,
wo find * the moat wonderful combination
of spoed, lightness, and handiness that is
now afloat, and of theso boats Iuropo
possesies hundreds.” A cut on pago 679,
ropresonting a floot of Yarrow sea-going
terpedo vessels passing cach other ata
spood of twenty knots to attack line-of-
battle ships, gives au idea of the possibili-
tics of this form of warfaro.

Germany has arranged to add no fowoer
than one hurdred and fiity torpedo
voesels to her coast defenses, Ruesia
began several years ago tho construction
of ono hundred torpedo beats, aftor her
exporience of torpedo warfaro in tho
Black Sea during her last conflict with
Turkey. England this year adds four
now torpedo boats to her fleot, and has
great quantitics of terpedoes ready for
use. ¥rance acd Italy are amony the
foromost in this rivalry, and tho great
srmored ships of the latter powor carry
torpedo laurches intho helds.

Not long ago, on tho coast of Algiers,
Admiral Jaurca mado practical tests of
Torpilleurs, which ho dcclared to bo do-
cisive of their efficioncy. Two torpede
boats easily attained the great speced of
cightoen knots an hour ; and as these
boats aro constructed for uso as rams, it
ig evident that a squadron attempting to
ascapo at tho speed of an ordinary iron-
clad might bo overtaking and struck at a
high velocity by the pursucrs, 1f, on
tho other hand, the armored ships move
at full spcod against the torpedv beats,
tho timo during which the latter are
undor tho firo of the artillery 1320 re-
duced as to greatly avoid the chances of
their being hit and sunk., Tho trals at
Algiers wero madoin acalta sea, with
bright moonlight, a$a fixed hour of the
night, when tho oflicers and men of tho
squadron wercon tho lookout. Tho for-
puleur. novortheless, was not dozcricd
untal within adistance of thregfifths of a
milo ; and as the boat and squidron were
approhching each othor, about ono min.
ute aftor tho former was zeensho was
within sixteen fecot of tho admiral's
vessel. No fact could moro strikingly
show how like a thunder-bolt the perfect
torpedo vesscl of tho future will hurl
itself upon its gigantio advoreary, trusting
to its speed, and to tho minuteness of the
targot it furnishes, for protection against
his caunon.

Experiments mado at Toulecon this
summer in a high wind and rough sea
showed that tho boats imariably Iut the
target with thoir torpedoes, in epito of
tho disturbance produced by tho rush of
spced. Abovo al), since tho torpcdo
rystem is based ontho attack of a bleck-
ading equadron not by o singlo boat, Lut
by o swarm of boats, tho chances of
destroying several costly iron-clads with
thezo comparatively cheap azsailants are
multiplied. .

What special countor-agencics haveo
beon provided to mecet this dangert
Firat, 1 is belioved tiut the elcctriv lizht
will provont thoso cnemics from stoaling

swiftly up without discovery. Unques-

tionably this light will bo an aid ; but tho
boats would coms in fram all directions,
and the lizht would help the asailanta sa
woll as the assailed, capeeially as o flotilla
mlzht include gun-boats firing heavy pras
jectiles at o well-lluwinated target. In
the seevnd place, & modom avmored
squadvon haa its awn torpedo launches
and ita  despatch-beats lor  acouting.
Still, thess smaller eraft would run somo
risk of bring mistaken for the cnemy,
snd of attacking cach other. Tho main
eource of difence, however, is tho suspen-
*ton of a steel netting coveral yards dia-
tant from the side ol tho veuael.  While
tho uso of thawe hanging screens is un-
deniable, it 18 obvieus this thop must
greatly reduce the epecd of tho vessol
and interfera with its handling. Even
for protecting vessels at anchor they nro
cumberzamo to carry.

One English writer is so impressed
by the ruin which atleet of turpeas
veascls could produce that ho propores
changes in construction for iron-clads,
sacriticiog specd to fghting power, and
