Collodium Belladonn,

Tis is one of the late additions to the
dritish Pharmaceutical Conference Form-
ulary.  The formuln is as follows: -

These divections ave siwple in the ex
treme, but, unfortunately, the reselt is
very unsatisfactory , the extinet dissolves
in the spirit of camphor, but most of it is
thrown out of solution on adding the col-
lodion, and the mixture, being of u viscous
natare, takes a very long time “ to settle.”
The sample Lefore me, made over o month
ago, has not yet cdemred.  Life buing. too
shart for furamilie that tahes up so wach
time, the following moditication was tied,
with the result that a perfectly elear pre-
piration was produced in a very short
time,

The extract was dissvlved in the spitit
of campliot, but, istead of addug the
colludion to 1t as duected by the foruu
lary, ether and spirit, in the proportions

pyroxylin, Canada balsam, and castor oil
wers dissolved.  This produced an article
identical with the B.P.C. formula without
requiring the inconvenient and tedious
settling process. The essential ditferenco
between this modification and the oviginal
formuln is that the pyroxylin is added to
an easily obtained and bright solution of
the extract instead of the extract being
added to the collodion.

I'do not clain that this modification
turns out a satisfactory preparation. Ifar
from it. All that can be said for it is
that it enables one to produce the article
within a reasonable time. In other re.
spects it-has all the defects of the B.P.C.
article. By whichever of these methods
the collodium belladonnie is prepared, one
is nnturally struck with the fact that most
of the extract is left undissolved, and it
secemed to me desirable to ascertain the
quantity and alkaloidal value of the dis-
solved: extract, as well as of the undissolv-
ed portion. For this purpose I took 5oz
of the B. P. aleoholic extract of belludon-
na, dissolved it in 21 fluid ounces of rec-
tified-spirit, and added sufficient of the
collodion-solvent (three ethér and one sp.
rect.) to prodice 20 fluid ounces. This
was.well shaken up at frequent intervals
during-the course of one hour, and allow-
ed to settle for twelve hours,  The liquid
pottion was then decanted and found to
measure 15} fluid ounces. ‘The undissolv-
ed extract, holding part of the solvent,
formed & somi-solid mass, measuring 4%
fluid: ounces, its weight being 5 oz 260

The extract used on drying at 212° F.
lost 12.5 per cent. of its weight.

One fluid ounce of the liquid portion,
evaporated and dried at 212° R, yielded

This introduces into the extract
substances that ave less soluble in collo-.
dion, and which, toa very cousiderable ex-
tent, reduces its alkaloidnl value, Accord-
ingly an extract of bLelladonna was pre-
pared with rectified spivit alone, and with

“this extract the same experiments were

repeated, with the following results 1

On dissolving 3 oz. of this extract in
24 fluid ounces of spirit, ndding suflicient
of the collodion solvent to produce 20
fluid ounces, shaking for one hour at fro.
quent intervals, and allowing it to rest
for twelve hours, 151 fluid ounces of clear
liquid was obtained.  The undissolved ex-
tract holding some of the solvent. measur-
ed 4} fluid ounces, its weight being 5 ozs.
145-grs.

I quite admit that it is easier to criti-
cizo than to originaté, but T hope at an
carly date, to go further into the matter,
and with your indulgence, to submit to a
future meeting of this association, it I
succeed, a better and less wasteful formu-
la for this useful preparation.

T may say, in conclusion, that Dunstan
and Ransom’s method for the cstimation
of the alkaloids in this extract is an exccl-
lent onc—easily worked and yielding re-
liable and constant vesults.—Chentist and

A New Solvent of Camphor.

—

Fnox the frequency with which the in-
dications for the subcutancous injections
are met with, it is evident that a good-
and reliable solvent for this substance is
o great desideratum.  Ethereal solutions

rapidiy evaporate.. Alcoliolic solutions
also evaporate, and the camphor becoimes
precipitated, so that injections of such
solutions produce severe pain or even wbs-
cess.  Solutions of .camphor in oil are
ditficult to employ, while besides possess-

ing the disadvantage of the liability of he-
coming rancid.

In the Zeitschrift j1or Therapiefor Sep-
tember 1, 1891, Dr. Karl Rosner recom-
mends in the highest terms a solution of
camphor in liguid paraphine, which, when
slightly warnied, forms a perfectly clear
and Jimpid solution. e states that he
has kept this solution for more than five
years witheut its properties becoming
changed.

Restoration of Ethereal Oils that
have become Resinous.

e Drayesiin Zeituny gives the follow-
ing: The oxidation of ethereal oils from
exposure to the atmosphere is much re.
tarded by exclusion of light.  Amber.
colored vessels for such oils are therefore
vecommended.  The addition of 4 of 1 per
cent. of sodiwm bisulphate to such oils will
keep them from change indefinitely.

Wihen oils have alveady become resin.
ous, they miy be restored to their pristine
condition by mixing them with one-half
their weight of any odorless fat and add.
ing @ 3-per-cent. solution of common salt,
aid then distilling.  If the quantity of
damaged oil is o small one, shake with a
mixture of animal chatcoal and asolution
of borax for fifteen to thirty minutes,
The gunmy or resinous portions will
saponify with the borax, while the ofl, re.
stoved to its original color and smell, may
be decanted ov filteved off!

Depilatory Powders.

Dit. Crasex says (Monatshefte f. Prakt.
Dermat., 1889, 9, 541) that among the
best depilatory powders are sulphohydrate
of sodium and sulphide of barium. As to
the sulphohydrute of sodium, he says that
used as a paste, one part to cight of water,
and-allowed to remauin on for a very short
time, it acts well.  But it deteriorates
very rapidly and is dangerous to give to
a patient, as it is quite capable of produc-
ing scars.  The sulphide of barium is a
safer powder for the purpose. Tt may be
used by wmixing fifty parts of it with
twenty-five parts each of starch and oxide
of zin¢. 'LUhis is mixed with water so as
to form a soft paste and spread. upon the
face.  After-ten minutes it is seraped off,
and-leaves a sipooth skin—JMedical 7ri-
bune,

The sale of liquors for medicinal pur-
poses came in for a fair shave of consider-
ation and many cases of rveal hardship
were cited where druggists in loeal option
localities are compelled to refuse to sell
a larger quantity than six ounces at one
time (o worthy and honorable furmers on
whose word they could vely, who had
dviven twenty or thirly miles expressly
for it. In a country where the towns
are so far apart, as is the case in somne of
our districts, it is a trinl both for the
druggist to refusc to Le bumane and the
poor sutferer who ueeds the stimulant. Ay
to finding a doctor who would write ay
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order, it would in many cases necessitate
drive of another twenty or thirky miles,
One would suppose in such a caso the
most zealons tempuranco ndvoento would
not object to thoe druggist supplying the
required amount, but unfortunately such
is not the case.

The report of the examiners in the

semi-annual  examination  which  took
place on Oct. 9th and 10th, was presented
to the Council, and from the small per.
centage of candidates who succeeded in
passing, it is evident the high standard
ot this progressive institution is being
maintained,

Montreal Notes.

Dr. DesRosiers, oie of the professors of
the Montreal College of Phurmacy, has
Just published a volume of Muterin Medi-
ca and Therapeutics.

The book will undoubtedly be
popular, espeeially with French physicians,
and it is to be hoped the. author will see
hix way to having it translated into the
English language, which would open n
much larger clientele for the publishers of
the work. From a strictly pharmaceuti-
cal standpoint the space given to the
physiological action, administration, and
doses of the various drugs, takes awdy au
little from its value as a text book for
pharmacy students, while it is thereby
rendered much more valuable to medieal
students and physicians, The price of the
book is $5. ~

The Committee appointed at the last
meeting of the Montreal Druggists’ Asso-
ciation is busy at work getting up a pro-
posed schedule of retail prices, whieh will
be brought up for approval at the next
meeting of that body. Jinglish and French
specialties are the articles requiving the
most attention as there appears to be no
fixed price for themin Canada. American
specialties, which have the retail price
plainly marked on them, ave, for the most
part, sold at these prices  at all events,in
all respectable pharmacies. Pharmacies
run with little or no capital are beginning
to find out thit cutting pricesdoesn’t pay.
Their richer neighbors can always beat
them at that game,

The Council of the Pharmaceutical As-
sociation of this Pruvince resolved itself
into a Committee at its last meeting to
watch the proposed amendments to the

Medical Act, which will probably bo
introduced by the College of Physiciuns
and Surgeons ab the next meeting of the
Fegislative Assembly at Quebee. ™ T'wo of
the clauses, with veference to advertising
specialties, were thrown out in Committeo
ab the last session, after receiving violent
oppositioa from the phnrmacists und news-
paper men,  As a rule wmedieal legislation
is not very popular with the Tocal Tuegis-
latures, the impression prevailing that the
profession is quite well enough protected
us it is.

What would be-
come of tho lawyers if such * won’t pay ”
gentlemen didn'’t exist?:

Tt is passing strange
that the young gentleman should desire to
draw attention to his failure; probably
the public will consider that the Bowid
is a fitter judge of the young man’sability
than he can possibly be of his own,

The Provinee of Quebec . has had an
outbreak of small-pox, and, at the time of
writing, although the outbreak is not quite
over, it is nevertheless kept well in hand
by the energetic action of the Provincial
Board. There have been cleven infected
places with 122 cases; to-day there are
37 cases, all well isoluted and quarantined.
The mortality so fur has been 26, nearly
all unvaccinuted. The recoveries are 59.
In two or three weeks it is hoped, if no
new cases oceur, that the Province will
have @ clean bill of health, so far as small-
pox is concerned. The outbreak has
created a lively demand for vaceine, and
physicians begin to think it is time they
devoted a little more time to vaccination.

Notes fron{ .England.

( Lrom Our Own Corrcespondent, )

Tn an article in one of our trado jour-
nals a correspondent hins deseribed phar-
wiey in the South of Bungland. IFrom
the description one is inclined to think
that the state of the trade s hardly so
desperate as s frequently announced.
The usual average number of chemists to
the population in tho three largest towns
is about 1 to 2000 of inhabitants, and in
every case there nre more then two doc.
tors to overy chemist. ‘The perennial
complaint of *cutting” is not so well
founded cither in their case as in that of
their wetropolitan confrerss. It is true
that there are one or two large stores
which endeavor to poach upon pharma-
ceutical preserves, but, the dispensing of
prescriptions is entirely in the pharma.
cists’ hands. Even in Brighton, which
has been aptly deseribed as London swuer
aer, the “cutting” of the Sussex drug
store is very mild compared with that
experienced in London itself.

A feature, which I have always noticed
in towns where competition is keenest, iy
that the pharmacies are far better equip-
ped and more tastefully decorated than
clsewhere.  The old-fashioned styls of
heavy mahogany fittings, with dull array
of bottles, is fust disappearing, and in-
stead we have carved walnut with mirrors
behind the shelves.  These display to the
fullest advantage the newer bottles with
handeoute burnt in labels of gold, enamel.
white and black. .

Two suggestions recently made to mo
by a West-end chemist, who has just had
his dispensing department altered, are
worth noting. A carved piece of wood is
fixed on the counter so that « small pill-
mortar just fits tightly in-it. ‘The advan-
tage of this, when mixing a refractory
pill mass, is at once seen. The other
alteration is to the pill machine itself, by
placing a little ledge at its open end so as
to prevent-the pills from-rolling off duving
the process of rounding.

The revelations of Mr., Edgar Patch, in
an American exchange, as to .the delin.
quencies of some pharmaceutical manu-
facturers, might be extended somewhat in
this country. We have numerous pre-
parations in which ingredients ave stated
(according to the label) to be present, but
which a very cursory examination shows
to be absent. Combinations of the pepsin
and euonymin type are frequent sinners,
hinving absolutely no peptonizing action
whatever, perhaps owing to the prepara-
tion having been boiled, Some combin-
ations of copaiba and santal oil are quite
devoid of the latter. Blaud’s pills are
frequently colored so as to give thema
bright greenish appearance.  Tasteless
extracts of cascara have wonderfully

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bitter effects on the palate in spite of the
label, whilst soluble ones precipitate
lurgely on standing when diluted with
water. It is only fair to say that most
of these results ave due to the spirit of
imitation which abounds, as the original
preparation is usunlly genuine,  Suppose
Jones & Co., after experimenting at an
expense of time and money, produce
liquid extract of cascava perfectly miscible
with water, and determine to introduce it
to the medical profession by advertise-
ment.  No sooner done than Brown &
Co. have an article ready as near to it as
they can produce at a fow hours’ notice,
and should the physician neglect to order
or prescribe specinlly Jones & Co.'s article,
they will infallibly forward their own.
This spirit of substitution has always
been considered reprehensible by leading
pharmacists, but there is an element of
sclf-protection in it which cannot wholly
be blamed. No doubt a manufacturer
who produces a novelty by means of his
skill and money, and commands a certain
sale for the same, is entitled to cvery
benefit ; but when certain  wholesale
houses induce the physician to order only
their Easton’s syrup, or their liguid ex-
tracts, the pharmacist may well feel in-
clined to rebel. It is bad enough to load
one’s shelves with every new antipyretic
and synthetic remedy that is produced
without having to possess a dozen differ-
ent sawples of articles, each one of which
you are able to prepare yourself as accur-
ately and as reliable.
Some amusing blunders have already
been made by candidates in the new sub-
jects of the schedule—referred to in my
last letter—of the Pharmaceutical Socicty.
But, for collosal ignorance, it would be
difficult to beat the answers and argu-
mentsof & candidate who was asked to
describe a microscope. This ingenious
youth replied that it consisted of a tube
full of pebbles! When the examiner
mildly inquired why pebbles should be used
instead of glass, the youth replied that
glass did not wagnify, and instanced an
ordinary window pane as proof. The
pebbles appear to have originated through
some confusion on thesuhject of spectacles.

A Few Corn Cures.

BY H. M. WHELPLEY, Pl G, M. D,

It must not be forgotten that the con-
ditions which caused the corn in the first
place will induce its return under like
circumstances.  Always impress the cus-
tumor’s mind with this fact. The use of
the surgeon’s knife in removing toesis the
only means of preventing the return of
corns on some people’s fect. But then
the druggist nced not worry over that,
for the trade is a source of revenue, if
properly handled.

Probably the most popular corn cures
depend on  the action of salicylic acid.
Among the many therapeutic propertics
of this‘comparatively nsw remedy is its
power to disintegrate.opithelial tissue. It

is usually combined with Cannabis Indica.
The form I have found useful is to mix
nine parts of salicylic acid with one part
of extract of Cannubis Indica and forty-
eight parts of collodion. This is applied
to the corn every night with a cawmel’s
hair brush. The foot should be clean be-
fore it is applied and the mixture per-
mitted to thoroughly dry before it comes
in contact with clothing.

T am aware that there ave several other
formulas published for this same mixture,
and that they usually call for less of the
salicylic acid, but I believe the above
mmount should be used in order to get
good results,

A salicylie acid corn plaster is made by
mixing six parts of resin and adding five
parts of balsam of tir, and then stirring in
ten parts of salicylic acid as it cools. This
can be spread on any suitable medium for
a plaster.  When used the corn must not
be rubbed with the shoe.

Tanolin forms the basis of another suli-
cylicacid plaster,and cocaine is added with
the idea of making it painless. To form the
plaster mix six drachms of salicylic acid
thoroughly with ten drachms of lanolin.
Dissolve five grains of hydrachlorate of
cocaine in a'small quantity of warm alco-
hol and mix the solution with one fluid
ounce of creosote. Mix one half ounce
of melted white wax with one half ounce
of vaseline and add the creosote solution.
To this add the cocaine solution and mix.

Some of the salicylic acid corn cures
are simply a salicylic acid ceraté, made by
mixing one part of salicylic acid with
eight parts of simple ccrate.

Among the corn plasters made without
the use of salicylic acid is one composed
of forty parts of resin cerate, forty parts
of galbanum pldster, fifteen parts of ver-
digris, five parts of turpentine (the oleo-
resin), and three parts of creosote.

There is also in the market 2 comn
plaster which is ordinary adhesive plaster
with about fifteen per cent. of salicylic
acid and & small percentage of benzoin.

Salicylic acid is sometimes associated
with arscnic in the proportion of two
drachms of the salicylic acid with one
drachm of arsenious acid and one ounce
of vaselin., This is used as a salve on
linen.

Still another corn plaster is made of
salicylic acid one part, Burgundy pitch
one part, and yellow wax-ons part.

A caustic corn salve is made by mixing
a hot saturated solution of caustic soda or
potassa with-twice its bulk of glycerite of
starch,

A solution for the cure of corns has

‘been made by dissolving thirty grains of

tannic acid-in onc ounce of a mixture of
equal parts of tincture of jodine, acctic
acid and glycerin.

This list could be continued for some
time, but the above formulas will enable
the encrgetic druggist to satisfy his cus-
tomers and aid in filling his money
drawers.—Nules on Neto Remedies,

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Practical Hints on Dispensing
for Students.

1Y € J. 8. THOMESON,
(From the British and Colonial Drugyist)

Tur formula known as Blaud’s pills
has of late become very popular, and is
now frequently prescribed by medieal
men.  The pills are composed of sulphate
of iron and "carbonate of potassium, the
object being to exhibit ferrous carbonate,
and in the process of making requires a
little care.  Occasionally the admixture of
drugs, such as nux vomica and aloin
is made. A good mass is formed in
the following manner, with the aid of a
little powdered sugar, tragacanth and
water :—The sulphate of iron should first
be reduced to a very fine powder and then
mixed with the powdered sugar and trag-
acanth. Finely levigate the-carbonate of
of potass in a senarate mortay, and slight-
ly moisten with a drop of water or glycer-
ine. It may then be added to the sul-
phate of iron, &e., and the whole well
beaten together uatil it assumes a green
appearance and the mass is of proper con-
sistency. A great deal of the success in
turning out & good pill depends on the in-
gredients having first been reduced to a
tinely powdered condition.  In using some
excipients, especially in the case of sol-
vents, dexterity and quickness is necessary
in working and rolling the mass. The
following formuls, known as Easton’s
pills, may be taken as an example :—

I Ferri. phosph . .. .ill...L. 16 grs.
Quine eieeiiiiiiiiii 12 grs,
Steychnine ..oooie.... R YU A
Acid phosph, cone «..oo....... q. 8,

Divid. in pil. 1. Misce,

The strychunine should be fincly powdered
and carcfully triturated with the phos-
phate of iron until"they are thoroughly
mixed. The quinine may now be added
and the whole again well triturated. The
mass is made with syrupy phosphoric
acid, and as it acts as » powerful solvent
it must be used with caution, about 18 or
20 drops being usually sufiicient. The
ingredients should be massed rapidly,
rolled and divided into pills without de-
lay, or they will soon become too hard to
mould. When skilfully made the result
is an excellent pill.

The compounding of pills in which
creasote aud oxide of silver are ordered in
combination is at times not withéut dan-
ger to the dispenser, and care must be ex-
creised in mixing them, to prevent the
violent chemicul action that might other-
wise take place.

Tho creasote should first be massed
with a little soap, the oxide being care.
fully mixed with some powdered althew or
liquorice before being brought into con-
tact with the creasote. They may then
be worked up into a mass with safety.
Excipients shiould be avoided that would
act as reducing agents, and so probably
causc an alarming explosion,  Pills. con-
taining oxide of silver should be kept in a
cool place, as they are Hable to take firo
spoutaneously. Caution should also be

observed when compounding permangan-
ate of potass tQ avoid using ns an excipi-
ent any substance of a dcoxidysing
nature.

PILL FINISHING.

It is the custom of some dispensers to
finish and send out pills simply dusted
and rolled in a little powder, or else they
are ordered otherwise by the prescriber.
With ofhers it is a rule to silver or coat
all pills dispensed, and as in pharmacy too
much attention can never be paid to small
details, the rule can be commended as one
thatisgenerally appreciated by the patient.
As dusting powders, lycopodium, powder-
ed staveh, liquorice, French chalk, and
arrowroot are commonly used, or a mix-
ture of the latter two forms a good pow-
der for the purpose.

SILVERING.

Pills may be silvered at a very little ex-
penditure of time and trouble.  The sur-
face should be perfectly round, smooth,
and free from powder. The appuatus
necessary is of the most simple deseription.
For one or two dozen pillsall that is need-
ed are a couple of ordinary covered pots
—a one and two ounce—and n one ounce
willow box. The pills should first be
placed in the bos, with one or two drops
of mucilage added, and well shaken until
thinly coated, then {urn them into the
large pot, into which » sheet or two of
silver leaf has been introduced, agitate,
and rotate them for a few moments until
covered with the leaf. The supertious
silver should now be blown off, and the
pills placed into the small clean pot to be
finished and burnished.  This is done by
simply rotating them rapidly for a
short time, and the process is finished.
As a rule, one sheet of the leaf will silver
a dozen five gimin pills. The student
should remember that silvering will not
hide the imperfections of o badly-made
pill, but usually adds to their prominence.
Pills containing sulphur and other drugs
that act on the metal should not be sil-
vered.

VARNISHING.

When properly varnished, pills present
a very neat appearauce and ave rendered
practically tasteless.  Perhaps the best
varnish for the purpose is that composed
of gum sandarach disssolved in cther or
alcohol. That suggested by Martindale
is made by dissolving one part of the
gun in one of absolute ulcohol. Tt soon
dries, and remains bright. A thinner
varnish may be made with sandarach and
cther, in the proportions of one to two.
Pills to be varnished must be well round-
cd and free from powder. They should
be placed in 2 covered pot, a little of the
varnish added, well shaken for 2 few ma-
ments,. then turned out into a plate and
put into n cool place to dry taking care
to separate cach pill, and gently move
them now and again to prevent sticking.

GELATINE COATING.

Gelatine forms an excellent and soluble
coating for pills, and is simply done Ly
fmnersing them for o moment in a hot

-~

solution, The usual method is to stick
each pill on the point of o fine needle, dip
it into the solution, and then place the
other end of the needle into a pincushion,
and allow it to renmin until the coat be-
comes hard.  The drawback is, that each
pill having to be done separately, the pro-
cess takes some time. A simplo and use-
ful apparatus by means of which a dozen
or two may be coated at once, can be
made in the following manner. Take a
picee of wood about fifteen inches long by
one inch wide, quarter-inch deep, and
place on it u layer of plaster of Paris made
stiff, about half an inch in depth.  Insert
in the plaster, with the points upwards, a
number of fine needles, at about half an
inch apart, and allow it to set. A nar.
row tin bath to hold the gelatine solution
for this arrangement about the sume
length, and a couple of inches in depth
can be made for a few pence.  To use the
apparatus the ucedle points should be
slightly wreased and a pill placed on each.
They may then be inmersed fora moment
in the solution, carefully drawn out, being
slowly votated until the gelatine begins to
sct and the contappewrs even,  They may
then be revarsed and allowed to yemain
until dry. The solution should not Le too
thin, and is made by dissolving two parts
of fine I'rench gelatine in cight parts of
water, and straining  through nuslin,
The admixture of a small quantity of
glycerine or mucilage of acacia is thought
by some to improve it

PEARL COATING.

A very clegant appearance and  finish
may beimparted to pills if conted with
French chalk, a process which isnow very
popular.  Allarge quantity ean be coated
more successfully than a small one, conse-
quently it isnot an easy matter for any
one who has not had practice to coat
weally well a dozen pills or so when order-
cd, in a prescription. There is a consid-
crable amount of “kunack” or aptitude in
pill coating, and it takes both patience
and perseverance to acquire itt  Numer-
ous kinds of appartus have been intro-
duced and are in use for pill coating, from
rotary machines to tin dishes and oylin-
ders, but from my own experience for
dispensing  purposes and coating small
quantities capital resuits can be obtained
with three covered pots of. suitable capa-
city. To coat from onec to four dozen
pills, one 4-0z and two 2-0z. covered pots,
with coucave bottoms and closely fitting
lids is all that 1s -required. The pills
should be well-rounded, dry and hard, also
free from powder.

The next thing required is the mucilage,
whick may be made by dissoiving four
grains of gum tragacanth in one ounce of
water, and adding half a drachm of syrup.
Half an ounce of mucilage acacin, with
two drachms of syrup and a drachwm of
water, also answers well. .

Tho Powder.—TFinely powdered Frencl
chalk, or tale, may be used alone, or tho
admixtare of some powdered starch (1 dr.
to 1 0z.) gives the coat a whiter appear-

The chalk tinted pink with o little
carmine forns an effective coating.

The Process.—Place the pills to be coat-
.ed in one of the smaller pots, add sutlicient
amuciluge, and shake well until each pill is
well covered with the gum.  Now transfer
the batch to the large pot, in which some
of the powder has been placed; and rotate
it continuously for a few minutes. When
the couting appears to be white and even
allow them to stand for about ten minutes,
then blow oft’ the superfluous powder, and
turn thewm into the remaining clean pot,
and again rotate rapidly for some minutes
until the coating is polished and the sur-
face smooth. Care should be taken in the
way the pots are shaken that the move-
ments are even and regular, and not too
rapid. Pills containing cssential oils,
iodide of iron, &e., and those made up with
excipients like glycering, that do not easi-
ly dry, should not be coated, as they will
become discolored after a while. A pre-
ventative against the coat discoloring is to
varnish the pills-first with a thin solution

- of tolu resin in cther.

SU” AR COATING.

This process - cinnot  be  recommended
for treating small quantities, but with
practice successful results may be obtain-
ed from the following method :—A simple
apparatus is formed'with a small flat en-
amelled pan, about two inches in depth,
with a handle. The pills should first be
evenly coated with a mixture of mucilage
acacin and syrup in equal parts.
layer of fine sifted sugar (not that in an
impalpable powder), is next dusted over
the bottom of the pan,.and the pills placed
init. The pan must now be gently and
regularly rotated, more sugar being dust-
ed in as the other is tuken up, the pan
being slightly warmed over a spirit Jamp.
This is carried on until the pills are even-
ly coated. They should then be allowed
to stand for a quarter of an hour or so,
and the process repeated if necessary. A
finish is given to the coating by rotating
sthe pills afterwards in & circular tin dish,
the inside of which lias been rubved over
while warm with paraflin wax.

The mania for pill coating may be car-
ried to excess, when the utility of a drug
.is sacrificed to giving it an clegant appear-
auce. Several instances of this kind have
been brought under the notice of the writ-
er, in which pills that have been coated by
some so-ca'led patent processes have passed
through the system of the patient un-
changed.

ed.name of student unless ho has felt o
real thirsy for knowledge, and for its own
sake,

Let me venture then to urge you to
make a full and conscientious use of your
opportunities ere they escape your grasp.
“ Learning is o superior sight 3 learning
is u livelithood.”  The bare pass regulation
quantity, like the watered milk up to Act
of Parlinment standard, opens as it were
only the outer gate leading to success in
life and to the temple of learning, You
will find that there are many more bar-
riers to puass ere you become competent
and worthy students and worthy men.
Every puticle of seeming unprofitable
kunowledge gatheved by you, if really mnde
integral parts of yourselves, will help you
with fitness on the way of life. Before
you have begun business for yourselves,
you will thus be laying in your most
priceless and precious stock in trade, not
quoted on any price-list of the wholesale
houses and not affected by the ordinary
laws of supply and demand.

The attainment of fuller and wmore
thorough knowledge having given you
more flexible braing, you will find
yourselves better fitted for anything that
may hefall you, either in or out of busi-
ness.

Au earnest and resolute purpose is, no
doubt, required, as well as honest, genunine
work. Nearly all the obstacles of former
days for getting knowledge are now re-
moved—schools and colleges and other
facilities abound, as well as books, and,
therefore, excuses are unreasonable and
unworthy.

Again, with the advance of clementary
and secondary education, both of which
are within the reach of the poorest, it is
more than ever imperative, especially for
him who deals with science as a part of
his ealling, to be well equipped and ready.
More is expected of him than formerly,
and it is essential that his mind should he
better stored and trained. If you are
not so cquipped, if you are not so made
ready, can you expect, or do you deserve,
to succeed 7

The mere schoolboy of to-day is able to
ask questions in chemistry, and many
other subjects, which some yearsago many
of us, your seniors, would have been
puzzled how to answer,

Have you ever tried to cstimate the
Twportance of your calling in its relation

- with the public and faculty of medicine ?

If you have done so, it is impossible that
you should undervalue a sound technical
training and the acquirement of adequate
knowledge.

We are entrusted to prepare and give
out the remedics for disease.  We are the
aceredited allics of the physician in his
warfare with suffering and death, We
should be ready, therefore, pérsonally,
from our own knowledge, to guarantee
that the medicines we supply are pure,
potent and ecfficient. This is indced a
great responsibility and un honorable
trust, one that requires from usa just and
faithful fulfilment,

The only possible and reasonable way

of maintaining our positions as pharma-
cists in the public estimation (and addiny
to it), and in defying the cut-throat com-
petition of the times, is in this better
cquipment which education and thorough
training afford. No Act of Parlinment,
however valuable or however necessary,
can take the place of improved qualitica-
tion ; and, in the public interest, if we
desire an adequate recognition by the
state, this must be the only plea for such
recognition.

If the best hopes for pharmacy are to
be realized—I mean the establishment of
n right relationship which should exist
between the physician and the pharmazist,
and the consequent separntion of phavm-
acy from medical practice, resulting in the
public good—it is only by an improved
aud ever improving qualification and fit-
ness of those practicing pharmacy these
needful and beneficient changes can be
brought about.

Be not then satisfied in obtaining the
Minor qualification only, but pass forward
to the Major; and afterwards, if possible,
keep fresh and pliant your partly cultured
brains by taking up some special work re-
quiring investigation, or at least by en-
deavoring to raise a higher standard of
knowledge in one or more branches of
your studies. Then you will have thor-
oughly earned the honored name of faith-
ful students in science, and fresh lustre
will be added to your calling.

Success in study and the overcoming
of the ditlicultics which beset the student
can only be realized by well sustained and
methodical effort. and honest work.

To some, pliancy of brain and easc of
acquisition come with painfully slow and
halting steps. I would quote the Persian
proverb, * Have patience! All things are
difficult before they are easy?” Yes, be
patient, and not faint-heavted; strive,
still strive with persistency and hope, and
you will at length reap the golden grain
of knowledge, for we all know that the
race is not always won by -the swift of
foot. .

Do not attempt to take in more mental
food than your minds can digest and as-
similate, you will thusavoid embarrassing
attacks of mental indigestion and bewil-
derment of mind. Mental assimilation
differs in each individual. The advice
given by Sencca in the first century of
the Christian Era is good even to dny:

* As long as the ailments of which we
have partaken retain their own naturo
and float as solids-in our stomachs, they
are burdensome; but when they have
changed their former state, then, and not
till then, they enter into our strength
and blood. Let us do the same with.the
food which nourish our minds, so that we
do not suffer the things we have taken in
to remain jwhole and foreign. Iet us
digest them ! Otherwise they enter our
memory but™not our minds.”

In
these times of relaxation have thought
for the parts of your minds that are lying
fullow and ave in danger of atrophy, and
which may netdd veminding of tiweiv rights
of existence.  Whether it be the country
walk for botanieal purposes, as well as
for physical exereise and fresh aiv, or for
the seanning of Nature's varied face; n
ride on (,_)(.lu or an houv spent in re: ad-
ing a well-weitten story, or in the reading
or resreading of some favorite author who
has endowed our literature with immortal
gifts ; or in any other way best adapted
for individual need, you will need some
kind of innocent and welcome change to
keep you fresh and ready for venewed
clfort and concentration of thought.

Tiaving acquired the needful technical

When I have observed ill-shapen, soft
and doubtfully compounded pills, it has
been my habit to deseribe them as con-
taining « lnrge proportion of original sin,
and it was necessary that they should be
made again befere they were fit to pass
the patients’ throats. Alas! I have oe.
casionally seen pills sent out from some
phurmacies —considered very reputable—
which truly were morsels of iniquity.

It is scarcely necessary to speak of the
great importance of promptness and punc.
tuality in delivering medicine to paticnts
after their prescriptions ave dispensed. It
is obvious that no tiime should be lost be-
forc the patient is enabled to use tho
medicine he requires, especially when re-
lief of suffering Is anxiously sought. T
never like the puhoni to get well until he
has taken some of the phjsw ordered,
Remember that an hour's sleep in a criti-
cil cuse may tarn the balanee against
death, .

Now, justa word about the necessity
of cleantiness, as well ag of neeuracy inall
your manipulations, particula ly in the
phurmaey proper.  Therve, indeed, *clean.
liness is next to godliness.”  Practice the
virtue of ¢leanliness in all that you do. 1t
is cqually salutary at all times and in ali
places.  Of this George Ierbert said,
“ Lot thy mind’s sweetness have its oper-
ation upon the bady, clothes and habita.
tion.”

One thing I would especially ask you to
cultivate- - that is o good, clear style of
writing : this very aften secures an ap-
pointment, and deeides in the favor of
wian. 1 may tell you guite privately that
my style of ealigraphy vequires much im-
provement, and is often o trouble to my
friends. By the bye, 1 wish 1 could give
a genlle hint to some of our medical
frionds in this important particular.  In
a city in the north of England, many years
ago, it was currently reported that a cer-
tain physician wrote with a dog's tail, so
strange and peeuliar was the appearance
of his writlen preseriptions.

I bave occasionally heard it stated in
sober carncstness, although it is rank
hevesy, that the ¢ examined man 7 is often
a spoiled man of business.  Jo may be so
in some few exceptional instances, whena
little knowledge has made o foolish man
more evident, but it is wholly untrue asa
statement of a fact. It is just as true us
the oft repeated saying, “a little know-
ledge is 2 dangerous thing !

Genuine knowledge, the knowledge that
makes clear to & man how little he knows
and how little he has gathered from out
its vast domain, surely means, and is, in
effect, increased ability, ability to cope
with difliculties, and to make the paths
of life smoother, and the judgment Letter
and more cffective.

Be ever on the alert to add to your
stock of general knowledge about men
and things. This personal ingathering of
mental stores, this ever present receptivi-
ty, with the Judgment whic' comes slowly
after the experience of years, will make
you worthy to be accounted wise. You
will then Le able to form just and ripe
opinions-—opinions traly your own, and
not belonging to some one ¢lse—opinions
to besafeguarded and prized, and which
distinguish the select man from the un-
thinking multitude,

When you begin business for your-
selves, and even before, cultivate the feel-
ing of good-fcllowship toward all these
who practice the same crnft.  Stand hon-
orably by your fellows! they have the
same business trials, the same interests,
and the same : \ouatlons incident to an
honorable c:;.!.:n-' And when the weak
or unfortunate fall by the wayside, over-
com:c by trouble or sickness, Iet the united
hand of beuevolence be ever ready to give
help and sympathy. We live in altered
days.  We cannot, if even we desired, re-
establish the ancient Guilds and Compan-
1es whose histories we might profitably
read, but we have the Pharmaceutical

Society of Great Britain, which is of jubi-
Iant age, with its Benovolesy Fund.

Filing Physicians’ Prescriptions.

~

Tie: question as to the best methods of
filing and preserving physicians’ preserip-
tions has been ventilated by pharmacists
for years, without, however, having as yet
been s.xtlsf'lctorllv solved. The main
objects to be attained in a system of filing
prescriptions are, first, simplicity and
second, readiness to find any given pre-
seription, besides fixing the l.tttcra iden-
tity when found. As to this last point,it
is well known that not infrcquently the
preseription itself is given 2 wrong num-
ber or that & mistake is made in number-
ing the label, and although the date on
the prescription will serve as'a check, yet
this will not always prove.a safo "mdo.
This question is of great lmport‘mce, and
no system of filing prcsuxptxons is perfect
that fails to include a perfect plan for
numbering.

Ifow do these mistakes arise? They
are duc to carclossness on the part of
pharmacists, and to overcome the trouble
we ust suy with the physician when
treating discases, Remove the cause.

When a pharmacist is obliged to put
his signature on every prescription he
compounds, it will be an incentive to extra
care, while fixing the value of his services
nud gratifying justitiable pride.  Aund let
me say to the members of the state board
of pharmacy that I hope the day may not
be far off when only registered pharma.
cists shall be permitted to compound pre-
scriptions and when o dispenser shall be
compelled by law to aflix his signature to
every prescription compounded by him,
and he only to be responsible for the
same,

In numbering prescriptions, I make use
of a numbering machine. Mine is of
fJerman manufacture and has six wheels,
but a similar one made in this country is
equally as good and costs but lalf as much.
After writing directions, you number the
Iabel and the prescription, the machine
being atranged to print duplicate numbers
ranging from 1 to 900,000, no error being
possible.  Being very plain, no trouble is
experienced in deciphering the numbers
in cases of repetition.

After being numbered and signed, the
prescriptions are placed on the ordinary
spindle file, from which they ave removed
every second or third day to be pasted in-
to a Winsor patent back prescription
book. This book measures 13 inches by
18 inches, and is 6 inches thick. The
prescriptions arc pasted in so as to exhibit
them entirely. These files, having inscrib-
ed on their backs the range of numbers
and dates represented by the prescriptions
contained, are placed in a rack and in a
position where their backs may be easily
rend when a back prescription is to be
referred to.

In conclusion then, the combined use
of the above form of preseription blanks,
& numbering inachine and the “ Winsor ”
prescription file constitutes-the best sys-
tem of filing and preserving prescriptions
with which I am acquainted.

Dialysis by Means of Sulphate of
Calcium.

In a monograph published by Mr: A,
L. .Herrera, from Mexico, wherein he
treats of chemical dialysis, & new process
he has invented, caused ino to try his ex-
periments, following his instructions, to

PH. G., NICAR-

determine if that process could have any
practical application for the extraction of
alkaloids.  He says that it has not been
studied with elaborate eave § what he has
done has heen to establish the general
principles, covroborating them with a cer-
tain number of experiments, done with
several substances under different condi-
tions, and to point out the application
they may have, Jeaving to the study of
others, who may waat to try them, to de-
termine if the applications which he
indicates ean have any practical value;
he declares that he does not know low
many of the imperfections and objections
attached to his process.  In order to un-
derstand better the process of Mr. Herre-
ra, I will extract and condense from his
paper the more imporlant points :—

“When water or any aqueous solution
is sepavated from any caleined sulphate
of caleium by » membrane of parchment
paper, the water passes through the mem-
brane and is employed in the hydration of
the sulphates ; besides if the substances
in solution arve crystalloid, they to-
tally pass from the interior to the exterior
of the dinlyzator; it does not happen thus
if they are’colloid.

“For example: If a pavchment paper
filter be filled with water containing albu-
men and sodium chloride, and itsexternal
surface is put in  contact with ealcined
sulphate of caleium in powder, and the
water and the salt pass to the absorbent,
and the albmnen reinaius in the dialyzt-
or. If the sulphate be substituted by
fused chloride of caleium, by quick lime
and in gencral by any hygroscopic sub-
stance, the same rvesult is obtained as
with the first of these absorbents, Taking
as o foundation the results gotten above,
it can be said that the chemical aflinity
of the absorbent for the liquid is the de-
terminate cause of the phenomenon.”

Pracrice or tne Curmicat, Diavvsis.
—Mr. Herrera indicates first the difier-
ent kinds of septumn that can be used, viz:
parchment paper, animal septum, the
epidermis of American agave, clay vessels,
slate, ete., and he presents the advantag-
es and disadvantages of each one, but «t
last vecommends parchment paper as wore
convenient and general in its application.
The caleium sulphate should be freshly
calcined, should absorb at lenst two parts
by weight of water and should produc:
heat in the act of Leing hydrated.  The
empty dialyzator, iclded like a filter and
attached to a rectangular wooden frame,
is introduced into a-vessel containing the
calcined sulphate -of c¢alcium in powder,
taking care that the contact with the
outer surfuce of the membranoe may be as
complete as possible ; the liquid is poured
in and the whole set aside for some time.
In order to increase the rapidity of the
the operation the solid crust of hydrated
sulphate of caleium formed arvound the
filter is removed, powdered and put again
in the vessel. If organic matter in a
state of decomposition be dialyzed, the
membrane must be changed frequently.
In order to ‘recover the-crystalloid sub.

stinee, the caleium sulphate is powdered,
packed in a percolator and extracted with
aleohol.

Avpricarions.—The process may be ap-
plied to the separation of organic acids
from solution, or to the extraction of alka-
Joids. The latter is founded on the gen-
cral fucts: 1st, that the salts of organic
bases belong to the class of crystalloid
substances; 2nd, they are soluble in
acidulated water, and, 3rd, the same salts
are soluble in aleohol. He gives the fol-
lowing method that may be adopted:
After macerating the powdered drug for
24 hours in water slightly acidulated with
tartaric acid the mixture is filtered, and
the filteate subjected to dinlysis with the
precautions given above.  When the
liquidcontained in the dialyzator is not pre-
cipitated by the general reagents for alka-
loids, the process is discontinued. The
hydreated absorbent is powdered and by
means of lixiviation or maceration with

~.concentrated aleohol the organie salts aro

separated. Proceeding in this way an
almost pure aleoholic solution of the alka.
loidal salt is obtained, not containing ex-
tractive, coloring or resinous matter. For
extracting the organic base it is sufticient
to separate the alcohol by distillation or
evaporation, to dissolve the residue in
water and precipitate by means of an
alkali or alkaline carbonate.”

My Owx EXpERIMENTS ON THE AROVE
Muzrnons.~The following are some of the
results of my own experiments which T
made three times :—

Ten grams of powdered opium were
macerated for 24 hours in water acidulat-
ed with 0.5 per cent. of tartaric acid,after
which time the liquid was filtered and the
residue washed with water until 200 ce.
of the liquid were obtained. I started
the dialyzation, using two dialyzators
made of parchment paper, folded like fil-
ters and fastened ‘to wooden frames. I
divided the Jiquid between the two and
surrounded them with recently calcined
sulphate of caleium. After 24 hours the
level of the liquid in the dialyzators had
lowered, and with the object of putting
the septum in contact with afresh portion
of the absorbent, I carefully removed the
filter and sevaped the hydrated part off
and removed it as completely as possible
from the non-hydrated portion, using the
Iatter as an absorbent for a continuation
of the preeess, The operation was then
continued for four days, at the end of
which time onc of the parchments com-
menced to decompose and' the liquid was
teansferred to the other; at the end of
two more days the second parchment com-
menced to decompose and the opceration
was stopped. After powdering the hy-
drated sulphate it was packed in & perco-
lator and treated with 1,200 cc. of 95 per
cent. alcoliol, employing about five daysin
the percolation, which was stopped when
the percolate ceased to give any reaction
for alkaloids. The alcohol was recovered
from tho percolate by distillation, and
the residue treated according to Dr,
Squibb’s method for the estimation of
morphine.—dmer. Journal of Pharmacy.

MOULD WORK A SPECIALTLY.
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Basham's Mixture.

Few formulas of the present pharmnco-
puwin have experienced as much adverse
criticism from both pharmaceutical and
medical standpoints as the Mistura Ferri
et Ammonii Acetatis, Hvery pharmacist
in following out the ofticinal ethod, has
doubtlessly experienced the sune result,
namely, instability of the mixture and
gradual precipitation of the iron as oxya-
cetate.  When freshly prepaved the mix.
ture presents au attractive appearance,
but on standing several days, especially
in warm weather, or only pactly filled
hottles, the above change takesplace, Tt
is genevally noticed, when bottles which
contained it are presented for renewal,
when the bottom and sides of the vial are
stained by the ivon.

While recommending recent preparation
in & number of the ofticinal mixtures, the
pharmacopaiz negleets this necessary or
der in this instance, & rule which when-
ever possible should be observed.

The veason for this decomposition may
be found in the insufticient amount of
acetic acid ordered, also the very general
dilute condition of the preparation.
While perbaps not often called for in
sowe localitivs, in others it is continually
in demand, and the pharmacist, to save
both time and Inbor, is compelled to keep
a supply on hand. Tt is in such instances
that the above disadvantage is wainly
felt.

The suggestion has been made, in the
necessity of keeping n “stock” on hand, to
prepare a concentrated mixture, according
to the pharmicopwin, with the omission
of the 50 parts of water, which was to be
added at the time the mixture was  dis-
peiised.  This “concentrated” mixture
does, however, not, last mach longer than
the finished article, precipitating in al-
most the same time.

T An inereased amount of .acetic acid,
is pevhaps, the only remedy.

Frow a medical standpoint, the exceed-
ingly slight amount of the active ingredi-
ents is the main objection, and frequently
physicians preseribe tiis valuable vemedy
extemporaneonsly.  Others, again, in pre-
seribing it, speeify “Old formula.”

An older edition: of the National Dis-
peusatory gives a formula which yiclds a
preparation in medicinal eflicacy improved
and in stability morve perfect. Tt is newur-
ly three times the strength of the now
oflicinal article and, while not without
fault, is bftter than the pharmacopewia
preparation.  The following is the for-

mula:
Lig. ammonii acetatis. ..., 44 ozs,
Ac., aceticl dilut......0 Lol 1 oz
Tinet. ferri oblorid... .....0. §os
Tinet. aurant, et . .. ... 13 ozs.
Glycerinio.ooovvieeievvs o S0z

The “modus operandi™ is similar to the
one of the pharmacopwin. When pre-
pared by this method the mixture will be
of a deep brown, almost black color, due
to the action-of the iron upon the tinctyroe

of orange peel.  If elixir of orange, U. S,
P, or Letter & mixture of it with simple
syrup, about equal parts, be substituted
for the tincture, the preparation will he,
though slightly darker, similar in appear-
ance to the freshly prepaved oflicinal mix-
ture. It does not precipitate, unless un-
der certain conditions to be mentioned.

A sample, one and a half years old, has
not shown any change as yet.

T prepaving the mixture, n few points
are to be observed, viz: (1) The solution
of acetate of ammonium should be freshly
prepared, care being taken that it is not
too alkaline. This happens  frequently,
especially as is often the case when made
by this method, if the carbonate of am-
monia is icft Loo Jong in contact with the
acetic acid,  Tf the second pharmacopwinl
incthod is followed, naumely, mixture of o
solution of carbonate of ammonin with
the corresponding strength of acetic acid,
more satisfactory results may be looked
for. (2) In swmmer an inerease of acetic
acid often becbmes necessary, as decom-
position, especially in very hot weather
and particularly before a thunderstorm,
frequently takes place. It manifests it
self Ly the gradual darvkening of the mis-
ture, which soon beeomes of a thickish
consistence, with final, bulky precipita-
tion. 1t becomes necessary to recommend
to the consumer Lo keep the medicine in
as cool a place as possible.

A change of this nature oflen gives vise
to suspicion, and by previous information
possible distrust way be avoided.  In the
selection of the material employed some
care is also necessary.

The neetic acid must be strietly U. S.
P., free from empyreumatic impurities. T§
the latter be present, on neutealization
with the carbonate of ammonin, it will
manifest itself both in odor and taste.
Also, on the addition of tincture of ivon,
it will produce a considerably darker mix-
ture.  The same precaution may be obser-
ved in the ammoniasalt, which is often of
inferior quality.

In oftering the substitutefor the ofiicin.
al Basham’s Mixture, no new features are
presented cither incomposition or method
of preparation, merely slight alterations
in an old and trizd formula. But as im-
provement upon the pharmacopawial for-
mula is o necessity, it may  be worthy of
considerotion. It certainly has one ad-
vantage which the other does not possess,
that of being stuble.—dmer. JU of Phar.

The ** Cutting’’ Problem.

Oun friends in the United States during
the past decade have been wrestling with
the problem, how tocheck theevilsthathave
beset their business in the matter of the
sale of proprictary articles at prices which
give an inadequate margin of profit to the:
average dealer, and,as such a problem will
soon have to bo solved by oursclves, it
may be interesting to kuow their plan
which scems to be the most feasible of any
yet tried or propounded. The plan em-
braces eight -conditions. The first binds
the manufacturers and owners of proprie.
tary preparations on the contract plan, to
sell their products only to druggists,
wholesale dealers in patent medicines, and
established agencies. The second pro-

hibits the wholesale druggist or establish-
ed agency from supplying any dealer on
the cut off list -except at retail prices.
Under the third condition the retailer
agrees to sell all contract goods at full
retail prices, that he will not substituto
suother article for any articlo on the con.

traet plan, nor deliver such gootds to hiny
dealer on the cut oft' list; and it further
provides that tho names of all violalors of
this agreement he placed on the cut ofl’
list. Condition four prohibits the mana-
facturer or wholesaler from  supplying
such proprictary goods to those on the
cut oft’fist. Condition five prohibits the
sale to commission merchants, brokers,
expressmen or agents exeept for export,
Condition six prohibits the sale to any
retailer who refuses to sell the smne at full
retail prices.  Condition seven refers to
the construction of conttact plans by
manufaeturers,  Condition ight vefers to
the penalty to be imposed for violation of
any of these conditions, which is that the
offender shall be placed on the cut ofl'list.
Tt would scem, on reading  this cavefully,
that every poinb has heen covered, and we
will watch with interest its working.

The Great Advantage of Adver-

tising.

A firm that manufactures a condiments =

of workl wide fame had heen in the habit
of advertising (o the extent. of about
£5,000 a year through one of the most
eminent advertising agencies in London,
They thought they could dispense with
advertising, secing that their specialty
was on every table.  Accordingly all
ordurs and contracts were stupped.  Sales
began to fall off, and the deercase continu.
ed until the firm went back to their ngents
and announeed that they intended to ad-
vertise again.  But the decline had  Dbe-
come s0 serious that in order to recover
lost ground they have now to spend
£10,000 o year, where formerly they
spent  £5,000. Tt is well known that
wholesale houses veduce their orders when
they find the article they have been.deal-
ing in is no longer advertised. They do
this to save themselves from future loss,
because their experience teaches them
that the public demand declines as adver-
tisingdeclines.—ZLondon Cor. Birmingham
Gazelle.

Pupils vs. Faculty.

Tur slow progress made in the work of
completing the laboratories at the Ontario
College of Pharimacy has given rvise Lo some
dissatisfaction on the part of the students
in attendance,

The Fmpire of Qct. 29th, with its usual
reekless assertion in regard to matters in
conncetion with the College, published a
sensational  paragraph  which was very
misleading, not only as to the reason of
the dissatisfaction but also as to the shape
the atliir assumed. Tt said :

“The troubles at the Ontario College of
Phavinaey are not yet ended. A short
time ago the Council Board, after a big
cflort, got vid of Principal Shuttleworth
and Prof. Avison, employing other pro-
fessors in their stead.  Sinee then, as far
as the public are concerned, it was gener-
ally believed that watters had got into
normal shape again.  But this does not
appear-to be the case.

“The students in attendance at the
College have been working under what
they call.  “straitencd circumstances.”
Tn other words, the students and the pro.
fessors have not been able to hitch well
together.

“Thisillfeeling resulted in a big row
yesterday. In fact, there was almost a
viot at the lectures, which are supposed to
connnence at 5.30, and conclude at 6,30,
'The professors were hooted, and the din
and confusion was kept up until 8,30
o'clock. :

“During the afternoon a deputation
from the students waited upon Prof. Shut-
tleworth, and asked if he would take
charge of the institution again,

“ A great row is expected to occur at
the College to-day. ‘The Ontario College
of Pharmacy is certainly doing wellin the
way of kecping up its reputation.”

The Toronto Erening Newsof the same
date puts a different aspect on the affuir
and shows plainly that no such “friction”
existed as mentioned in the Empires re-
port.  The News says :

“The students at the College of Phar
macy give an emphatie denial to the state-
ment in the Empire this morning that
there was ill-fecling between themselves
and the facully, and that it resulted yes.
terday afternoon in an unseemly disturb.
ance at lectures. A deputation of the
young-men brought the following letter to
the News this worning :

Tf much more
time is lost they will run a great danger
of fuiling at the Christmas examinations,
This lack of laboratorics is the prime
grievance, ana the students got hold of
the idea recently that the Council for the
sinister reasons which have been mention-
cd, had failed to spur the contractors to
the cfforts which they should bave made.

“Another gricvanceis the Iack of a lib-
rary. The students think hard and deep
on the expediency of paying fees and get-
ting little for it

“At lectures yesterday afternoon Dr.
Scott told the students that he had heard
that they were about to hold & wmeeting
for the discussion of their grievances. He
advised them to do so and to appoint a
deputation to wait upon the Dean and

Faculty. He dismissed them a quarter of
n hour before the usual time in order
that his suggestion might be carried into
efivct.

“Ihe mecting was held, the grievances
were formulated, and a deputation was ap-
pointed to lay them hefore the faculty. In
the Dean’s room the Dean and faculty
were found in company with Messts. J.
11, Mackenzie and C. W, Daniel, members
of the council. These gentlemen heard
the students courteously, and were prom-
isea that their representations would be
considered, and assured that far fiom de-
siring to stand in the way of the students
the members of the Council had always
been most desivous of doing everything
that could be done for their nnprovement.
The students  withdrew well satisfied.
Messrs. Daniel and Mackenzie were pres.
ent informally.  The whole matter will be
considered by the council atan carly mect-
ing.

Ix the report of the monthly meeting
for-last month of the Pharmacy Board of
Yictorin, there is & littleitem which.in all
probability has passed unnoticed, but
nevertheless is of much signifieance, viz.:

Edith Chudwick, of Dimboola, was regstered.

This is one of the first, if not the very
first Jady who has cutered the profession
of pharmacy in Australia.

Tt is strange that the strongminded
sisterhood do not display ‘the same enthus-
iasm for pharmacy as for medicine, Tt is
a profession that is far more fitted for
them than that of medicine, which tequires
a greater amount of mental and physical
labor than women who enthusiastically en-
ter for their course recognize. Pharmacy
demands no particular bodily exertion to
make it 1 monopoly formen, and but little
unwomanly publicity is necessmry. We
notice that x projet de loi has been passed
within the last few months by the French
Chamber of Deputies, and as Frenchmen
are nothing.if not. chivalrous, it is sur-
prising they are so Jate in the day.  Also
we 1ead that o numerously signed petition
has been presented to the Prussian House
of Represeutatives, demanding the admis-
sion of feiales to the practice of phar-
macy, and the petition has been enrolled
among the documnents of the Royal Gov-
croment.  Tn Russia, Norway, Denwark,
Belgium, and some other European coun-
tries, women arc allowed to practice phar-
macy, but they have shown very little
interest in the matter.  In Victoria there
are one or two fair pillmakers on the reg-
istev.—DPhar. JI. of Australasia.

This is sometimes the case with suppos-
itories, for is it ecarrying out the wishes of
the doctory, when hie ovders a suppository
to be made contuining a certain drug
(tannic acid, for instance), to use the
hollow, ready-made avticles, and for the
drug to be just shovelled in and closed up,
thinking that as long as it was in it did
not matter what became of it afterwards?
If this sort of thing is done, and the doc-
torfinds the remedy is not having the
effect intended, and also sees the way the
chemist dispensed it, it is not a strange
thing if he be annoyed, and say (as is
sometimes done) hard and not very com-
plimentary things about us as » body;
therefore, I think we onught to do what
the doctor wants us to, cven if it does cost
us a little more time and troubie,

Suppositories have been in vee for a
long time, but not very extensively until
tho last few years, They were first used
exclusively as laxatives, when a picee of
soap, or a mixture of alves, conuon soap,
salt, and staveh was used. Now they
arc used as laxatives, astringenis, anti-
septics, nnd nutrients.  Their weight
varies according to the use to which they
are put ; for children they are from J grs.
to 10 grs., but the most snitable size is 15
grs., which is the size they should always
be made if not otherwise ordered.  Pess-
avies weigh from 4 dr. to 2 dis, and
bougies from 20 grs. to 10 grs.

A good gelatine basis is that which is
used at the British Skin Hespital, and is
made by soaking 1 oz. of gelatine in thin
strips in 1 oz of water, ands when  the
water lias been taken up by the gelatine,
dissolve it in 31 oz of glycerine, by the
aid of heaty which should not be greater
than that of a water Lath. The base
containing soap and glycerine of stareh,
tiiet of the B.P., is as good as any; but
undoubtedly oil of theobroma is the best
at any rate in the majority of cases. Some
say that the addition of the wax or sper-
maceti is always required ; others that no
such addition is neaded, that isif the oil
of theobroma be of yood quality, for some
samples are adulturated with fats having
» lower melting point than itself. The
Iatter are right, for in my experience 1
have turned them out in all kinds of
weather, without any trouble, and with-
out any such addition. Made with the

mixtures they require a great deal more
attention ; for the two substances having

such different rates of cooling, if the mass
is not exactly tho right consistence when
it is poured into the moulds, they will
separate, and do not turn out at all well.
There arve, however, some cases where
such an addition is needed, as with essen-
tial oils and carbolic acid. When uscd,
spermaceli is to VLe preferred to white
wax, and should never be added in a
larger proportion than 10 per cent., ov
the melting point of the resulting mass,
which should never be greater than 98
deg. %, will be too high.

As to cxtemporancous moulds M
Simmonds gave the following neat way
of making them from plaster of Paris :—
Itirst cast some suppositories of white
wayx, then take a box of suitable size,
about one inch deep, and nearly fill it
with plaster of Paris made very thin with
water, and place the wax suppositories at
equal distances apart, along und close to
one side of the box, leaving them half
above the plaster; allow to set quite hard,
and oil the surface well; now raise the
sides of the Lox by volling brown paper
around it, then pour in more plaster;
after it has properly sct, separate the
parts, trim them up with a kaife, and
boil for at least half an hour in linsced
oil to toughen them,

A good many things have been recom-
mended to prevent the suppository adher-
ing to the mould.  The best ave olive oil
in case of those made of gelatine, and lin.

saponis, or a simple solution of soap in

water, when ¢ocon butter is used.

The author further gives the following
safe advice regavding the best way to
make suppositories :—Fist melt the cocon
butter {graded or cut up very fine) in an
evaporating dish over a water bath, and
as soon as it has melted vemove the heat.
The precantion of heating over a water
bath, should never be omilted, as over
heating the oil scems to provent it solidi-
fying properly. While the oil is cooling
polish the mould (whick of cowrse should

have been cleaned dhe last time it was.

used), and smear it over with soap lini-
ment;now reduce any solids to o very
fine powder, or if they contain extracts,
thin them down with water or spirit,
according to the nature of the extract.
The cocoa butter wiil now most likely he
co0l enougn to add the ingredients ; this
should not be done while the cocon butter
is warm to the louch ; stir well until a
paste is formed ; it will be too hard to
pour into the mould, but in this condition
the powders, &e, can be made a great

deal sioother than if it wasliquid. When .

properly smooth, place the dish over the
water bath for a few scconds until just
thin enough to pour into the mould. Tt is
always better to cool them without re-
sorting to ice, &e.—that is, if it is pos-
sible ; in any case, do not bo in too great
a burry to apply the cooler, or they will
not always turn out satisfactory. When
the mass is quite solid, trim: the top of
each suppository, and scparate the two
halves of the mould and turn them out.
When finished always clean the mould ;
if thisis dong there is no trouble what-

ever in keeping it bright. Pessaries and
bougics are, as a rule, sent out wrapped
in wax paper separately.

To insure success, what is most particu-
Iar to attend tois that the heat used for
melting the base is not greater than is ne-
cessary ; that the heat is not continued
after it is melted ; that the base is cool
(but, of course, not hard) when the in-
gredients are added to it; and that the
niixturo is neither too thin nor too thick
when poured into the mould.

Notes on Practical Pharmacy.

BY JOSEPH W. ENGLAND., PIL. G.

Tnp following notes on practical phar-
miey have been the result of the writer’s
experience, mainly in the direction of pre-
paration of the oflicial galenicals. The
question as to how far o pharmacistis jus-
tified in going in an alteration or modifi-
cation of an oflicial formula is, I
think, best answered in this way: To
the extent in which there is no alteration
of therapeutical action, diminuition in
strength, nor decided change in obvious
physical propertics. It goes. without say-
Ing that the thermpeutical activity of the
drug should rgmain unchanged or else the
preparation will not represent the drug
from which it is wade, snd that the
strength should be maintained, or clse
unrelinbility will result.  Just to what ex-
tent the physical character of a prepara-
tion may be moditied is dependent upon
the circumstances of cach special case ; ag
to whether the pharmacopaial process is
particularly faulty, or whether it will not
yield the results claimed for it, or whether
1t can be improved without cost to its
therapeutical value and strength of drug.

Courouyn Cuark Powprr.—This new
oflicial powder, for the extemporancous
preparation of chalk.mixture, can be im-
proved in its making by adding oil of cin-
namon directly to the powder, and making
the mixture up with water, as needed. _
To cuch Troy ounce add 4 minims of the
oil of cinnamon. Criticism has been made
upon the large amount of sugar in this
powder—one-half.  As the mixture is
most largely used for diarrhun or intestin-
al relaxation, accompanied with acidity,
often the vesult of food fermentation, the
useof any sugar.would seem to be therapeu-
tical objectionible, as it merely increases
the fermentation. A much better plan
would be to replace all the sugar with
powdered.-acacia. Further in view of the
mild astringent influenceof cinnamon water
it is Letter to make the mixture up with all
cinnamon water, instead of cqual parts of
it and water, as dirested by the U. 8. P,
1890: Savetheuseof asmall quantity of
syrup (§y) the B. P. recommends the
former. )

The ofiicial mixture contains 100 grains
of powder to the fluidounce. It is too
weak, and should be, at least, 2 drns to
the fluidounce.

Some. physicians use chalk, powdered
cinnamon water, acacia and water. This
doos not make as elegant a preparation as
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Tho American Antipyretic, Anndgesic and Anadyne,

Wreiciixe Jomxe, --Tt is, of course, ad-
admiesable to weigh fodine divectly upon
metallic pang, wand paper decomposes so
quickly on contact with it that the pans
undarneath are also attacked.  In the ab.
sence of ghiss or horn pang, the best sub-
stitute is paeaflin paper.

Soviun Brosupk,.—Through a promin-
ent firm of wanufactuving chemists, [
have learned of an apparent inconsistency
in the peteentage of sodinm chloride per-
mitted by the present Pharmacopweia in
this compound.  Under bromine the ofii-
cial maximal limit of chlmine is 3 yer
cent, while under sodium bromide the
maximal limit of sodium chloride is
also 3 per cent., which, of course, is incon-
sistent.  The error probably arese in fol-
lowing too closely the G. P., which makes
the maximal limit of chloride in NaBr 3
per cent.  But no notice was taken of the
fact that American bromine always con-
tains more free chlorine than German
bromine, and, since the manufacturers
have no practical method of separating
the chlorine in its entirely, the maximal
limit of chloride in sodinm bromide shonld
be mado not less than & per cent.

Wine oF Axrivony.  Physicians com-
plain that the official wine of antin:ony is
too weak in tartar cmeticc. The fivst
editions of the Pharmacopeia made it 4
grains to the fluidounce. The present
edition makes it 1.8 grains, a reduction of
85 per cent.  The writer has furnished a0
satisfactory preparation by averaging the
two extremes and making it 3 grains to
the fluidounce.

AmmoNia Warkr  CovtaiNers.—The
best method for preservation of ammonin
water in containers that the writer has
found is « common cork, covered with a
piece of cheese cloth, and this covered
with a piece of paraflin paper.  An ordin-
ary glass stopper is totally insuflicient to
prevent some of the vapor from escaping
while the dark coloration, produced by
contact of the ammonin with cork tissue,
renders the use of cotks alone objection-
able.

Srirrr or Canrnton.—The oftivial dilu-
tion in alcohiohie stiength of 20 .per cent.
with water is inadmissable, for the reason
when it is preseribed with volatile oils,
turpentine, soap liniment, &e., usis often
done in making stimulating lniments,
there is precipitation of camphor, or,
rather, - deficiency in the amount dis-
solved that would have remained in solu-
tion had the spirit of camphor been made
with strong alcohol, as in the T. 8. .
1870 formula.

SPIRITS OF PEPPERMINT AND SPEARMINT.
—The oflicial formulie for these two pre-
parations can be anproved by macerating
the herbs with aleohol, filtering and dis-
solving the oils in the filtrate. Ttis need-
less to say that filtration without the
presence of dissolved oils is much moro
vapid than with their presence.  Turbidity
in these spivits, arising from undissolved

oils, or more probably, from traces of
resinfied oil, ¢an Lo removed by agitating
the liquid vith long narrow strips of a
sheet of tiltering paper and filtering,
Sometimes the addition of a small quan-
tity of precipitated phosphate of calcium
is also nezessary.

Courouxn TiNcrure oF LAVENDER.~—
This preparation, which has been very
Lagely veplaced by the increasing popu-
Lwity of compound tincture of cardumonm,
can have its ofticial formula improved by
exhausting the drogs with the menstraum
first, and then dissolving the volatile oils
in the percolate. By this means the
drugs are move readily exhausted aud the
preparation more quickly made.

Soruriox or Maaxestux CrrraTe.—
Forcausing effervescencen very elegantsub-
stitute for the acid potassium bicarbonate
is Merck’s sodimm bicaebonate “in erusts.”
It gives a pleasant saline taste to the pre:
parvation, instead of the usual bitter, acrid
oue. .

Cosrouxn Syrur or Hyroriosputres,
—Glycerin in the proportion of 2 fluid
ounces to the pint greatly increases the
therapeutical value of this preparation.

Anvoxtun Caesoxari.—Therapeutists
agree that the diffusible stimulant action
of ammonium carbonate is best presented
in the hard clevely-crystalline vaviety and
that the affforesced product is for practi-
cal purposes therapeutically valueless by
comparison. Thisis why many physicians
in their prescriptions specify the ¢ clear”
or *crystalline” vaviety. They have
found the cffloresced powder valueless,
Why ammonium carbonate eflloresces on
exposure to air is casy of explanation
when we remember its chemical composi-
tion of acid carbonate and carbamate—=a
dehydrated normal carbonate—and that
the Jatter readily nbsorbs water and car-
bonic acid gas (from the air) to become an
acid ecarbonate. low Dbest to prevent
this change has always been a most ditii-
cult question.  For this purpose I have
Leen using for the last tive or six months
an.expedient which has answered admir-
ably. It consists simply in placing

medium-sized lumps of the salt in & muscum

or fruit jar (glass top), preferably. upon a
poreeliin or glass support, to keep them
from touching the bottom of the container,
and then adding a small quantity of
stronger ammonia water and closing. The
ammonia gas neatralizes the carbonic acid
gns in. the nir of the container, and the
salt ramains hard and densely crystalline,
—Admerican Jowrnal of Pharmacy.

Sorutioy or Cnrorsr axp Borax to-
gether, as for instance in a gargle, must
be made in the cold,since Duardin (Apoth.
Zeit.) finds that at un clevated tempera-
ture (approaching the boiling point) chlor-
oform is climinated from the former. Tt
may be best to dissolve the chloral in the
Lorax solution after it has cooled down,

AvMoxia as A Fire ExTINGUISHER.—
In the last issue of L'Union Pharmaceu-
tique Mons. -J. Jeanneay, pharmacien, ab
Savernay, relates how he successfully ex-
tinguished o fire upon his premises which
broke out in a store from the spontancous
ignition of gasoline, and which had “for
half an hour resisted the cfforts of the
firemen. e tirew into the blazing
apartment a glass carboy containing six
lhitres of ammonin; the flames which were
threatening.to spread were immcdiately
extinguished, torrents of black smoke
coming from the door of the roogn,’but no
fire. So thoroughly was the five extin-
guished that almost immediately it was
possible to enter the-room and remove an
iron drum still containing 50 litres of gas-
oline which some seconds.before was burn-
jag with a flame nine fect high.  Pharma-
cists should note this; solution of ammo-
nin is always at hand, and thrf)wn ixl
good time on to a-burning miss might at
any time prevcnb a disastrous fire.

Microcidin is a new antiseptic, vecom-
mended by Prof. Berlioz, of Grenoble.
Extreme solubility, harmlessness and ra-
pidity of action are claimed for it. Tt is
a compound of naphthol and soda, is
neither .poiscnous nor initaut, and: has
the form of a grayish white powder. Tts
solution of three giams per litre is very
slightly colored, and does not stain cither
the:hands.or bandage.—Science.

This fact induces Dr. Ceppi to recommend
it for covering pills designed.to act solely.
upou the intestines.

Our confrere, Yvon, suggests (Proyres
Medical)) the following formula for cffect-

Ether ooiviviiiiiiieiiieean 20 parts

Mix and dissolve.
With this varnish. the pills exactly as
you would do with etheric solution of tolu
ope.xtm" the operation-until the covering
attains a snitable thickness.

Aristol in Gynecology.

Swiccicki  (Oster-ungar. Centralblatt
Jur die med. Wissenschaften) reports
twenty cases of endometritis and pelvie
exudation in which he used the drugwith
favorable results as regards the diminu.
tion of the discharge and the relief of
local pain.  Xo introduced it in the form
of vaginal suppositories, or in tampons
saturated with o ten per cent. solution,
and was unable to explain its action, ex-
cept so far as it depended upon the pre-
sence of iodine,

Gaudin (Guzette de Gynecoloyie, July
15, 1890) has employed it principally in
cases of cervical erosion and endometritis,
where. it acts most favorahly, In epith-
eliomna of the cervix it is not only a pow-
erful disinfectant and deoderizer, but
promotes rapid cxcatmmtlon. It may be
applied to the cervix in the form of
powder and in sotution, slso in supposi-
tories. After curetting the uterine cavity
it may be-packed witl' strips of gauze
saturated with an ethereal solution of
aristol (ten per cent.). When the pure
drug is ingested or administered. hypec-
d(,nmca]ly no trace of iodine can be de-
tected in the urine, hence thére is no
danger of toxic effects when it is applied
to lar 20, TAW surface, as is the case with
iodoform. Unlike the Tatter, aristol -has
not an unpleasant odor.

A New Vermirucr—Attention has
récently, heen directed by Mr. Heckel to
a Scitamincous plant, which he has named
Ceratanthera Beaumcm, and which under
the names “dadigogo” and  “balanco-
founs” is emp]oyed on the west coast of
Africa as o teenifuge and purgative (Bull.
Gein. Therap.,.Oct. 1.), p- 336.) The part
used is the frcsh rhizome, from which M.
Schlagdenhauffen has separated: a resinous
subst'mco, soluble in cther and petroleum,
and an essential oil: The resinous ex-
tract administered in.doses-of 1,20 gram
acted ouly as a .purge. On the ‘other
hand, 20-Qrops of the essciitial “oil, given
ina "chtm capsule, followed by w “dose
of castor oil, caused the complete expul-
sion of the tmmn. This result is supposod
to explain a previous want of success by
Dr. Beaumetz, when using the rhizome in
a dried condition.—Phar. Journal.

stroying catcrpxllars, ete., about trees. It

GLYCERINE A8 AN ANALGESIC IN DUnNS.
—According to Mr. Grigoresen, of Buch-
arvest, glycevine is a perfect and lasting
analgesic in the ease of Lurns.  Applied
at once to the burnt surface, it oceasions
ab the instant of application a slight feel-
ing.of burning, followed by complete re-
lief from pain.  Where the wound is barge
it should be kept constantly moist with
glycevine, By means of this application
influnmation is almost entively avoided
and slonghing takes place gradually, leav-
ing & much less marked sear than is the
case with ordinary dressings,

A NEW ANESTIETIC.—A Bew anus-
thetic bas been given the name of Pental.
1t is produced in Germany, its inventor
being Professor Von Mairg, Dicclor of
the Medieal Policlinic in Halle, who chose
the name he bas given it owing to the
circumstance that it contains five carbon
atoms, Tt is very volatile and casily
combustible. Tt can, it is said, be admin-
istered exactly like chloroform, and the
quantity requirved each time need cost no
more than Gd. Anwsthesin set in after
three or 8ur winates—rarely later. Tt
is not:deep, but suflices to reuder small
operations, such as the extraction of teeth,
painless. It is neither accompanied nor
followed by any unpleasant effcets.

Ferrun Pomaruy 1x Laneuts.—The
Zeitschrift des Allgemeinen Oesterreichis-
chen dpotheker Vercins gives the follow-
ing :—In a gluss vessel place 100 gm. of
iron in fine powder, and pour over 1,000
gm. of the juice of sour apples. Expose the
whole to the astion of the sunlight for
eight days, then filter, and dialyse the fil-
trate.  Evaporate in a water-bath to the
consistency of & syrup; add 10 per cent.
of sugar, and pour ont in gluss plates to
dry. The temperature of the plates must
not go above J12° to 113° 1% Scales ob-
tained in this manner are yellowish-green
in color, soluble in water, and have a
pleasant astringent sour taste. The pre-
paration is readily taken by women and
children.

. Sawery 1y Ineruexza. —~Dr, B B, Tar-
nerstates, in the Lancet, that he has
treated upwards of 200 cases of mfluenza
with salicin, and with invariably good re-
sults. e says that when given in doses
of 20 grains every hour, at first, it will
in the course of # few hours reduce the
temperature to the normal condition, and
convalescence is established as a rule in
twenty-four  hours.  Jle also  con-
siders that it reduces the infectiousness of
the disease. The sooner the-remedy can
bo given after the fivst onsew of the symp-

toms the sooncr do the symptoms abate,
and if a case is treated ab once after the
first shiver, a normal temperature and
freedom from pain are insured in about
six hours. Tn the whole series of cases
teeated by Dr. Turner no complication,
such ag brouchitis or pneumonin, oveurved.

Maxvracrunres or Pevsiy, —Mve, J. L.,
Webher has patented & process in Ger-
maay for the manufacture of pepsin,which
consists in macerating the stomachs with
acidulated water, clarifying the solution
obtained by the addition of sulphurous
aeid, removing the clear liguid from the
precipulate, and then separating tha pep.
sin from the peptone by saturating at a
higher temperature with sodium sulphatd,
whereupon pepsin is deposited, whilst the
peptove remains dissolved.  The precipi-
tate is dissolvedin o weak hydrochloric
acid; the sodium  sulphate is removed
from the solution by dialysis, the residual
liquid concentrated and dried.  From the
liquid out of which the pepsin is deposited
the sodiwm sulphate is separated frem the
peptoue by reerystallizetion -on cooling.
The-product is readily soluble, and, heing
free trom peptone, is non hygroscopic and
amd permanent.  Ono grain of it is cap-
able of dissolving 10,000 guvains of cge-
albumen,

A New Mernonp o CreaNina avn
Bueacuxic Sroxces.—Dr. Raser (drehe
tves dr Medicine ¢t d: Pharm. Milit.) ve-
commends the use of Lromine water for
cleansing and bleaching sponges after sur-
gical operations, as being preferable to
the nicthod nwow generally in use of treat-
ing them successively with solutions of
permanganate of potash and sulphurous
acid. It 1s found that by this latter
method, although the sponges are ren-
dered very while, the action is too encr-
getic, and the tissue of the sponge is itself
partinlly destroyed. By treatment with
bromine water, however, the author
claims that hie obtaias as perfect disinfec-
tion, while the same sponge muy be treat-
cd cight or nine times without destroying
its texture. The sponges are first washed
in warm distilled water, not heated above
150° I, and containing in cach litre 20
drops of 10 per cent. solution of caustic
soda as long as anything is removed. 1f
distilled water is not procurable, boiled
water may be used, slightly increasing
the quantity of alkali, They are then
drained and plunged into vessels contain-
ing the bromine water, which is made. by
adding 30 grammes of saturated aqgucous
solution of bromine to one Jitre of distilled
water. The sponges are left in this solu-
tion until it is deeolorized, when they are

treated asecond and arthird time with fresi-

bromine solution until they are thorcughly
bleached, which is hastened by warmth
and exposure to sunlight.  After removal

from the bromine bith the sponges are.

well squeezed and are then immersed in a
dilute solution of soda, 20 drops of 10
per cent. solution to the litre, and lastly
washed with distilled water -until they
retain no odor of bromine.

The Coating of Iron Pills.

BY HAROLD WYATT, JR.

Ine coating of iron pills by, whatever
method performed, peard, sugar or gelatine,
is open to several ohjections, which are
first, the necessity of damping or varnish.
ing the pills to make the powder adbers
in the peul and sugar processes, second
the use of heat, as in the sugar and gela-
tine conting, nud thind tho thickness of
the coating varying nccording to the skill
of the operator,

There is no donbt that the usé-of var-
nish syrup or heat tends to oxidize the
iron salt the pills may contain, whilst the
thickness of the coating, though of no
consequence with sugar or gelatine coat-
ing, becomes of some moment where such
an insoluble substance as tale is. used, for,-
although we are apt to look upon it as
harmless, insoluble silicate, medical au-
thorities nre far from beinyg satisfied that
its action, physiologically speaking, is nil,
espeeinlly when it 1s taken into the stom-
ach in the quantity itis where a number
of puar] conted Bland’s pills are adminis-
tered for any considerable length of time.

What is required of an ideal coating or

Jprotective is, shortly, that it shall haveno
action on the ingredients of the pill or. di-
gestive economy of the patient ;

Tt shall allow the pill to disintegrate
vapidly in the stomach ;

It shall not materially increase the size
of the pill; and finally,

It shall be easily applied and capable of
a high finish.

The coating T have used for iron pills
for some years past-scems to nie to possess
many of the above advantages, and con-
sists of a thin film of graphite or plumbago
applied in the following mamier :—The .
pills are shaken up in 2 box containing
powdered graphite until they ave uniform.
ly Dlack, after which they are: transferred
to a covered glazed ware pot, or for large
quantities to a Symes’ coater, and rotated
with somie force until a bright metallic
lustre is obtained. :

So finished Blaud’s pills are cffectually
protected from oxidution, are not mater-
ially increased in size, and look as if they
ave literally “steel pills.”

Another variety of-coating T have used
as a change where the pills aro small and
a thick coating is not objectionable, can
be obtained by shaking them upina warm |
covered pot containing 2 inclted- mixture
of cocoabntter 1 part and checolate powder
2 parts, throwing them out on to a slab
greased with cecon butter; and when cool
finishing ofi'by votating ina Symes’ couter,
the inside of which has been: covered thin-
ly with.a Jittle of the cocoa mixture.

®o obtnin good results with cither the
graphite or chocolate coating .practice is
required, but-the appearance of the pills
when finished pays well for any expendi-
ture of time or trouble to which one is put.
—Dlur. Journdl.

A PerMANGANATE OF Portasstam Coy-
pivartioN.—The formerly existing syndi-
catec of German. permanganate of potas-
simmn manufacturers came to an end about
two years ago, since that time the makers
have been underselling one another with
great vigor. At last they seem to have

become tired of that policy, for they now

announce that, from the 15th inst., they
have placed the exclusive sale of their po-
tassinm pertmanganate in the hands of the
Chemischie Fabrik anf Actien (vorm. 8.
Schering) in Berlin. The two makers
who have done so are Dr, M. Goldschmidt,
of Copenick, and Gebr. Borchers, of Gos-
lav.  Messrs A, M. Zimmerman will sell
for thoe threo firms (Scherings are also
manufacturers of the article) in this
country. We believe that at the present
time theve is only one other wmanufacturer
in Germany, and his works are temporar-
ily closed owing to removal.—Chemistand
Drugyist.

InpioveniNTs IN GryceriNg Maxurac-
TURE~We have referred on several ozen.
sions lataly to improved processes by which
it is alleged glycerine can be recovered
from soapmakers’ lye in a much more ex-
peditious and less wasteful manner than
has been possible so far.  One such pro-
cess has just been patented by one Van
Ruymbeke, a Belgian Jiving in  Chicago.
The object of the patent is to vecover from
the sulty lye, in which a considerable pro-
portion of the glycerine contained in the
oils and fats used in soap-making is now
wasted, u glycerine sufliciently pure to be
used, without further refining, for com-
mercial purposes. The invention consists
in first treating the lye with an acid to
neutralise partially the free alkah of the
solution, and then adding sulphate of iron
or sulphate of rluminum to complete the
said neutralisation, then filtering or other-
wise separating out the precipitate, evap-
orating to crystallise out the salt, and fin-
ally distilling ‘the resulting liquid to ob-
tain the glycerine. "The process, it is said,
is about to be introduced-experimentally
into several American soap-factories,

A FRENCIE SCUEME,

A correspondent engaged in pharmaey
in Trance sends us some particalars of an
ingenious enterprise by which o French
pharmacien aims to eStablish o business
in a proprictary medicine without much
risk., e resides in o country town in
the south, and has invented ane clixie the
virtues of which we need not dwell upon,
e then sends cireulars o selected phar-
maciens in other towns making the follow-
ing proposal :  To his cher ¢ honere con-

Jreres in towns with a population not ex-
ceeding 20,000 inhabitauts he oifers the
sole depot. T lavger pluces: he reserves
the right of having more than one depot,
but in such cases the agencies shall be in
different quacters.  ‘The vetail price of his
elixir is to be 2s. and 3s., and his prices
to “depositaires” ave to ke 10d. and 2s.
“Tiepositnires 7 are to take two dozen
small and one dozen large bottles, and are
to pay for these in four months. They
are not supplied on sale or return, but the
agent who thus risks §¢ franes s to be-
come thereby a sharcholder in the proper-
ty. Ilis dividends are to come from sales
to others than “depositaires.,” The man-
ufacturer engages to pay to a dividend
fund 1s. 3d. on:every large bottle and Ad.
on every snall bottle which he supplies to
the wholesale dealers.  AAnd he hasan ar-
rangement with stamps, which we do not
quite understand, whercby to check these

sules, e is to supply advertising matter
aund sample bottles, but the agent is ex-
peated to use his personal jufluence with
doctors and others 4o push the elixiv. The
agent who does not dispose of his 4 francs’
worth of clixir within six months is to
lose his rights as a sharcholder, and has
no claim on any future profits. And the
association and all share of profits ave to
be determined entively in fifteen yenrs
from the date of its formation in 1880,
and after that period the manufacturer
resumes sole proprietorship.

Our corvespondent tells us that the re-
sults of the first six months of this exper-
iment have been 103 pharmaciens have
becoine  depositaire - sharcholders, that
2,100 large bottles and 3,600 small ones
have been sold, and that the sale is stead
ily extending. We are not in & position
lo state what amount has been paid in
dividends, but evidently this is & sum
which should increase ag the specinlty be-
comes more widely known.—~Chemist and
Drugyist.

Concentrated Bo'rzl;c Solution.

Henn JasNickn calls attention to the
value in surgical practice of the compound
produced by heating together equal parts
of Loracic acid and borax (Lharm. Post.,
Oct. 4, p. 809). e states that this com-
pound searcely difters from boracic acid in
its antiseptic and pharmacological proper-
ties, but that it is much more soluble, the
hard crystals dissolving in water at ordin-
ary temperatures to the extent of about
16 per cent., at blood heat to 30 per cent.,
and at 100 C. to over 70 per cent., the
solution being neutral. T4 therefore
allows of the preparation of an aqueous
solution containing four times as much
antiseptic material as o cold saturated
solution of borax, and thercfore corrves-
poundingly more active.  Such a solution,
which may be prepared by simply hoiling
equal parts of borsieie aeid and borux in
water, kas. been found- especially useful in
the treatment of atlections of the ear—
Pleorm. Jouraal,
