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Words of Caution.

On the punciple that “to be fore-
warned is to be forearmed,” we think it
onrduty to pluce before the members  of
the drug trade some of the “schemes”
which are beingconstantly worked un them.

Tirst there is the wnn who has a
special article to introduce, aund is willing
to give the sole agency , he dues not at-
tempt to create o demand for his goods,
by advertising or sminpling, but is walling
that the druggist should do this, and will
allow hiw, say snywhere from 10 to 25
per cent discuunt from the inrvariable price
in order to allow suflicient to enable the
druggist to ndvertise it himsclf. As a
rule these articles are uearly, if not
altogether worthless, and monies paid for
them may be put down almost invariably
as n dead loss, No druggist has either
the time or meney to spare to advertise
another person’s wares.

Secondly. We have the man with the
clock or show case or somewhat similar
inducement, who 1s willing to sucritice
these prizes in order to induce druggists
to introduce their goods; and will quote
them exceptionnl figures and exelusive
rights, (this latter frequently to more
than one in a town) together with =
promise to ndvertise, and never forgetting
to get cash down or notes in immedinte
sottlement.  The result s stock of un-
suleable goods, & clock or show casg worth
say from two to four dollars, and bills
pavable of one hundred dollars-or wore.

The third scheme we would call at-
tention to is the travelling opticians, who
are willing to loeate themselves in n
drug store for a period of one to three
days and to fit all defective eyesight with
spectacles, which they themselves furnish
and are willing to allow the druggist a

sunll commission for the privilege. Now
there nre opticisus and opticians, nod it is
to caution all druggists from huving any.
thing to do with any adventurer who is in
the business merely for money mnking,
and wath very Jittle, of any aden of the
proper testing of the eyes nnd  scientific
fitting of glasses, that we utter this note
of warning.  Always remember that any
improperly fitted spectacles and any ill.
advised opinion, which may be given in
your store, will he aserious detriment to
your business, and the customer will hold
vou morally, if not legally, responsible
for any errors or falsifications which imay
be made.  If you deal an optical goods,
learn to fit properly by takinyg n course of
mstruction in a relinble school of optical
instruction, and you need have no rve-
course to employing any one and paying
a comtission.  If you do not haudle
those goods, our advice is to let no ono
take possession of your place of business
in order to advertise himsdlf, aud do you,
it may so happen, an inenleulable mmount,
of iujury, bewnuse you donot understand
the buswtness aad are at the merey of  the
“professionul.” I, on the contrary, you
thivh owr adiice in this matter is not
practical, before allowing any one to
undertake any of the work deseribed,
under your auspices, make it a poiut
to correspord with those druggists with
whom such a person has been and learn
from them whether they consider his work
in every way sattofactury and ealeulated
to enhance your profits in such n way
that there wall be no after regrets or
pecuniary lusses,

We believe that words ¢f caution in
these respucts are at all times appropriate
and never mote so than at the present
time and we trust that advice thas given
and well meant, w.ll not he unbeeded

A Simple Mcthod of Advertising
One’s Own Remedies.

Iard times, cat prices in putent medi.
cines, as well as toilet preparations, have
compelled the druggist to the final con.
clasion that in order to save sowething
out of the wreck he must put up a line of
hisown to take the plue of the wore
popular patents and totlet preparations,
After having gotten up such « line as you
think suitable and ssleable with your

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trade, advertise them thoroughly, i e., in
alocal wuy, not only to create a demand,
but to also keep up the demand after it
is created.

It is with the idea of giving a practical
hiut in this direction that T present this
paper.  Huave been preparing my own
preperations for the last ten or twelve
years, and, having tried various methods
of advertising, after a thorough test, I
have obtained the best results from
methods herewith presented.

Yirst, have alist of all your own pre-
parations printed on one slip, using white
paper, leaving considerable wurgin,  Let
the nawmes of the preparations be in plain,
full-faced type, and be cureful notto have
descriptions of the virtues of your wares
too loud orlong.

Next, get a rubber stamp in. the form
of a pointing hand, or any other striking
design that fancy dictutes, Now place
the hand or mark before the preparation
to which you wish to call especial at-
tention, As the seasons change and
demand varies, alter the position of the
hand. Thus, in spring mark your blood
purifier, liver pills, ete.  In summer your
diarrhwaa and cholera mixtures will bear a
little “hustling.” In autumn your tonic,
malarin remedies, face lotions, etc,, will
need n little toning up. In winter your
good old faithful cough syrup should come
in fora little booming—and so on, to suit
your own ideas. Wrapone of these cir-
culars with each and every package
leaving your shop, excepting, of course,
medicines prescribed by physicians; but
where compelled to sell a patent medicine,
wrap in twoof these circulars “for good
luck.”

T have always found this simple, yet
cheap, method very effective. Pcople
will have their attention attracted to any
purticular prepuration at once, without
necessitating the reading of the entire
list, then, their curiosity aroused, they
will usually read the whole circular, from
top to bottom. Whenever this is ac-
complished you generally can count on a
sale of one or the other of vour own
medicines.

Montreal Notes.

A report having got anbroad that the
questions used at the last examinations
held in Quebec had become known to someo
of the candidates prior to to the exawina-
tivns, the Council at once appoiuted a
Committee composed of the President,
Mr. Contant, together with Messrs. Scarff,
Watson and Gray to make a thorough in-
quiry into the matter. The committee
sat several times, examined the suspected
parties, compared the written papers with

tho result of the oral examinations, and
left no stone unturned to arrive at the
truth, Although the committee has not
yet reported, novertheless, from what ean
be gathered, there is nothing whatever in
the reports circulated with regard to the
leaking out of the questions. A little
boasting on the part of a student is all
there is in the matter. It is needless to
guy that every preenution is taken by the
Seeretary and Bonrd of Examiners in pre-
puring the questions,

It is reported that the stock of W. I,
Burke, druggist, Montreal, brought only
50c. on the dollar,

Mr, Lyons, whose pharmncy is at the
corner of Craig and Bleury, has started a
new iden. He has devoted uearly the
whole of ons window to candies nnd near
it he has placed his sodn fountain, with
attendants,in waiters’ costume, to dispense
hiot soda, mineral waters, and, 1 think,
cotlee, &e. A part of the window is also
dovoted to the “frog in the throat” busi-
ness, a sort of advertisement for a 10c.
cough lozenge ; all of which shows enter-
prise, but, whether there is any money in
it is another thing. At present ventals
and taxes in Montreal one would scarcely
think it good policy to push 10c¢, articles.
Another druggist on the Main St. has
likewisy given up his window in order to
advertise “frog i the throat” 10c. cough
lozenges. Perhups others have been talk-
ed into doing the sume thing in other
parts of the city. ‘The day will come
when druggists’ windows will have to be
paid for should & patent medicine man
wants to use it as a signbonrd.

A little insubordinution  has taken
pluce, this session of the college, on the
part of some of the students, especially in
the botany cluss, although the French
Materia Medicn cluss  has also shown
symptoms. The law obliges no one to
attend the lectures at the Montreal Col-
lege of Pharmacy, The students can get
their lectures at any pharmaceutical or
medical college they choose. The names
of these noisy youths are being quictly
taken aad it is possible some of them may
get their exit before long.  The collego
was started ostensibly for the benefit of
tho students. The idea was to give
lectures at hours which would enable the
students to earn their livelihood in the
drug stores and attend the lectures at the
same time. Tt is very certain that the
promoters of the college do not receive
the greatest benetit.

Notes from Engtand.

( From 0wy vrere Corvespondent.)

The special attention of public nnalysts
is just now dirccted to the quuality of wax,
particularly white wax, sold by chemists.
It is very well known that nearly all the
white wax of commerce has a small but
variable proportion of paraflin wax incor-
porated with it. TFor the purposes for
which it is largely employed in pharmacy
and the arts, that is to stiffen ointments,

ote,, this addition is actually an improve.
wment.  Manufacturers, however, hava not
been satisfied with unproving the natural
article, but, under stress of compotition,
have been increasing the proportion of
paraflin to such nn slarming extent that
it was high time to check the abuse, The
plea of mavufucturers that, as artilicial
honeycombs ure frequently mnde of pura-
tin wax and this is the source of the
adulterntion, is ingenious, but hardly sat.
isfnctory.  Atany rate chemists are bound
by the pharmacopuwin] deseription of white
wax and are linble for any adulteration,
Consequently, there has been wuch exam.
inng of wax in the trade, and the pure
article is found to be obtainable, to every
one’s surprise, at only n slight incrense
over the price of the commercinl,  The
melting point is the crucinl test nnd should
not. vary more than a degree or two from
143° W

Since the publication of the exuct
recommendations of the Victorinn branch
of the British Medicul Associntion for the
revision of the British Phanmcopans,
criticisins hnve been poured out und almost
swamped the wajority of the suggestions.
Fach of the journals of pharmncey has de-
voted a lending article to the sulject, the
most seathing criticisis coming from the
British and Colonial Drugyise, whilst the
Pharmaceutical Jowrnal mournfully closes
its articlo by saying that if each of the
colonies should present sueh o formiduble
list of debatable topics the revision wil
have to be postponed. Tt really looks as
it Me. Umney’s suggestion will have to he
accepted after nll; that s, an appendix
to be added containing the partieular
fentures destied by cach colony.  The
fact is, in the caso of the Victorian recom-
mendationg, the oceasion seems to have
been sewzed in order to boom Victorian
products.  Not satisficd with boowming
cucalyptus in an ahwost ridiculous man-
ner, the ehsurd suggestion is made that

Victotinn  oprum  should  be  ollictally
recognized, The annual producuon s

somewhere oetween soven and fourteen
pounds, and the industry does not unprove,
in spite of a duty of 35 per Ib on all
opitn entering the colony ! Then 1w is
advised that a large number of the oflicial
herbs should be permitted to be employed
if grown in Victorin; and st the present
time they are only growing in the Botan-
ieal Gardens,  This purt of the report is
5o puerile that few bave cared to take it
sertously. Amongst the sensible sugges-
tions are those relating to compressed
tablots, elixirs and other products of ele.
gant pharmacy., Tt is highly important
thit the Pharmacopeein should he in the
fore front with wnproved formulas in re-
sponse to the dewand of the public for
pleasant, palatable and dlegant medicines,

The reports in favor of {the new diph.
thena antitoatn are duly beiog published,
Numerous cures have been eflected in
casts which have been (ltnl:.ulul of under
ordinary treatment.  The ouly unsuceess.
fuls so far recorded have indieatea that it
must be used pretty eatly wn the stage of
treatment or otherwise the patient will
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be too wenk to respond to the remedy.
So fur, wost of thess results have been
obtuined with Sclicring’s antitoxin, but
the demand hus far exceeded the supply.
Hence the British Institute of Preventive
Medicine bins determined to undertnke the
prepuaration of the nntitoxine, and the
Chairman of the Council, Sir Joseph Lis-
ter, hus appeated for funds for the pur-
pose. 'The curious part of the programme
is the apparent nnxiety of the Institute to
ofter the remedy free of cost. This will
certainly kuock foreign competitors out of
tho field, but one cun hardly sce why the
line should be drawn ut free untitoxiue.
Why not free Epsom salta? At the sawme
time T may mention the disinterested
practice of Professor Meludyean, of the
Royal Veterinary College, who has for
sotne time past been preparing *mallein”
for members of the veterinary profession,
free of charge. As your readers ave
probably nware mallein is almost & certain
dingnostic reagent for the detection of
glanders,  The compnrative rvareness of
glanders, owing to the vigilauce of the
authorities in stamping out the disense by
slnughtering unimals found suffering from
it, prevents any great dewand upon D,
McHadyean’s liveral oftor.

The Resenrch Laboratory of the Phar.
mnaceutical Society has been singularly
quict during the early part of the winter
senson. Tt was fully expected that before
this the aconite work would have ad-
vanced another stage, and pharmacists
have been awaiting the results of the
croton oil investigation. The fact is that
owing to the removal of the demonstra-
tur, who has nceepted an appointment in
the laboratory of & proviucial tirmn. of
druggists, only juniors are left working at
the aconite question. The new demon-
strator and auother senior are busy with
paratlinic aldoximes, concerning the utility
of which there are no two opinions in the
pharmaceutical world, The lute demon-
strator, Mr. Harrison, was to have con.
tinurd his work on the Jupanese uconite,
but an examination at the London Uni-
versity husintervened. The winter session,
%0 far, has been devoid of uny startling
discoveries. At the first meeting of the
Society of Chemical Industry a graceful
and eloquent tribute was paid by the
president, Dr. Thorpe, F. R: S, to the
memory of the late Dr. Alder Wright.
His description of Dr. Wright as not a
s benzological ”  wan  was  particularly
hiuppy, for he was essentinlly au all-round
chemist. In fact, there was .no other
British chemist that could compare with
the versatility of Wright. His investi-
gations covered every tield of chemistry
from essential oils to alloys. The Chewi-
cal Society has continued its prosaic meet-
ings, unenlivened by a single paper of
pharmaceuticinterest. The Pharmaceuti-
cal Society has had todraw upon the re-
sources of its botanical professor for a
lecture upon the nervous system in plants,
a subject which can hardly be considered

-of wide-spread interest. The junior and
provincial associations are producing their

usual papers, many of which are of value

and importance, but. give rise to but
lnnguid attention, "If that precious Iwme
perinl Pharmacopwia is not soon placed
on the stocks, British pharmacists will
stand a chance of being accused of suifer.
ing from cecebral anwmia.

The use of glycdro-phosphates in medi-
cine is increasing. The acid itsclf is o
yellow oily liquid of strong acidulous
taste, by no means unpleasant. But the
calcium salt, having the formuls, Ca C,
H, PO, is more often employed and has
been used in neurasthenin with consider.
able success, Tho ealeium glycero-phous.
phate hns been udministered by subceu.
tancous injection in dosvs 4 grains daily.
The injections produce no unpleasant
symptoms and the results in the opinion
of several observers are simalar to those
obtrined with testicular fluid. Inscintics,
ataxia and neuralgin, injections in the
neighborhood of the painful nerve have
produced wonderful results, Internal ad-
ministration results in improvement of
the nervous system, but larger doses are
required and relief is not 5o speedy as in
the case of injections,  Glycero-phosphates
of sodium, potassium, lithiumn, ete., are
prepured in addition to the calcium salt.

Messrs, Mawson, Swan and Weddell,
of Newcastle-on-Tyne, have pateuted »
nutritive table sult and registered it under
the titie of “Curebos.” It 1su combination
of ordinary tuble salt with the bran,
phosphates, ete.,, which under modern
methods of treating wheat in flourauaking,
are removed, The superiority of brown
bread or whole meal bread as a distetic
prepuration over the ordinary white loaf
is widely recognized by the medical pro-
fession.  Mauy persons object, however,
to the coarse fare and for these people
Cerebos will be u useful boon. Employed
as ordinury table salt it is a distinct aid
to digestion and the proper peristaltic
action of the bowels, whilst for the dietary
of ricketey and scrofulous children it is
an absolute necessity.  The tiem also pro-
duce a cerebos baking powder containing
u considerable proportion of the cerebos
bran phosphates, which is easily and
satisfactorily employed in making bread,
cakes and puddings. These articles are
put up in twelve and 24 cent tius and
retailed largely by chemists and grocers.

The recent announcementin the Clemist
and Druggist of the true facts concerning
the extraordinary “find” of awmbergris,
reads wmore like & romauce than prosaic
truth, This lump is certified to have
weighed 11 cwt., and contained an inner
core, weighing no less than 84 ozs., which
consisted of the finest grey ambergris.
It speaks volumes for the management of
the wholesale druggists who hud charge
of this enormous consignment, that they
were able to dispose of the whole id three
years without depressing the -murket
price. From the very first the story of
the “find” was received with incredulity
and than when nothing further was heard
of it, the story was regarded as a wyth.
The brokers, as usual, had all -sorts of
fairy tales on the subject. One would:
declare that it was absolutely untrue,

whilst another would vouch for the
authenticity by pretending to have somo
of it for sule. During the three years,
tho lump was kept in the strong room of
an Australinn bank in London, wsured
for £10,000, and only two or three per.
sons over saw it, Tt is rather a pity that
this necessity for secrecy prevented o
photograph being tuken, 48 wnother lump
of anything like the samesize will never,
in all probability, be found. Tt is over
200 yeurs ago since such a thing occurred
and the scarcity of the sperm whale is
yearly becoming greater,

Medicaments Derlved from
Coal Tar.

As n consequence of the progress made
in the wanufacture of coloring mauterials
from coul tar, physiologists and physicians
have been uble to experiment with & host
of new products, some of which have
found a place a8 therapeutic or antiseptic
agents. The substances submitted to
such experiments are of very diverse
nuture, but there is observed in them,
nevertheless, a limited nuwber of char-
acteristic groupings, They ave phenols,
acetylated amines and sulphounted, sul
phuretted, jodnted nnd ohlotuted deriva.
tives of thu aldehydes. Methodical ex-
periments huve not been  numerous
enough, and the data furnished by bio-
logical chemistry are not precise enough
to allow us to establish any relation be-
tween the constitution of these bodies and
their physiological properties, provided
auy exists, Their applications, in fuct,
axhibit inany anowmalies, We see products
that are very ditferent as to constitution
act upon the organism in a similar wan-
ner, and substances that are analogous,
from u chemical point of view, produce
very different therapeutical effects, With
the information thut we possess upon this
subject it is hazardous to draw absolute
couclusions. .

The number of organic bodies proposed
as antiseptic or as wedicinal products is
very large, and one or wore new medica-
ments are observed to make their uppear-
ance every day. We can mention but a
limited number here, in selecting the most
important of them.

We have arranged these sibstances as
antithermics and analgesics, and hypnoties-
and antiseptics. There is nathing abeolute
about this classitication. A large number
of these products has at the same time
several of these properties. For example,
chloral, which we place among the
hypnotics, is an analgesic, and is even
employed as an antiseptic, ard asprol is.
at the same time an antiseptic and an
analgesic. .

1. Antithermics and Analgesics, — Of.
all the artificial antithermics, antipyrine
or analgesine is the most widely used up.
to the present. It i derived from phenyl-
hydraziune, which is itself obtained by
dinitrating aniline, and in réducing the
dinitro-benzol thus obtained. . This phenyl-
hydrazine is afterwards condensed with
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aceto-ncetic acid and then, finally, the
product is submitted to a methylation.
We have at Iast the dimethyl-phenyl-
pyrazolon that constitutes antipyrine. It
is very soluble in water, and this property
permits of administering it under the
most varied forms n quality that is
highly appreciated inpharmacy. 1t st
be obsersed, however, thut, as a geueral
thing, solubility has no rudation whatever
with the quickness of action and assimil-
ation of a medicament. Phenacetine,
while being but slightly soluble in water,
acts neverthelss as quickly as antipy nine.

The success of nutipyrine has evoked 2
series of experiments with the olject of
either preparing substitute antipyriues
and of annloguus pyrazolons or of as
sociating it chemically with other sub.
stances. Iu the tirst order of ideas has
been produced (olypyrine, which is
paramethylated antipyrine in the phenylic
nucleus, and then chlorated, bromuted,
&c., antipyrines. In the second series
auntipyrine has been  associated with
salicylic acid, and this bas given saly-
pyrine.  Lolysal is the salicylic combina-
tion corresponding to tolypyrine. Apropos
of hypnotics, we wmay mention Aypnal,
which is a denvative of antipyrine and
zhloral.

Thalline and karirine are quinoleic
products that have been proposed likewiso
as antiseptics.

Among the oldest analgesics and anti
thermics, we find acetanilide and anti-
febrine, which are prepared by treating
aniline with anhydrous acetic acid. 1f,
instead of operating with aniline, we
start from hydroxylated aniline, that is
to say, from a product which is both
phenol and awine, and etherify it before
acetylation, we shall have phenacctine
or phenedine

Thymatecine is the phenedine of thywul,
and exalyine is derived from the acetyla-
tion of wethylaniline.

Salycilate of soda has bren for some
time employed as an anti-rheumatic.
Salicylic ncid is a carboxylated plienol,
that is to say, a body that is at once
phenol and benzoic acid. It is prepared
by passing = current of carbonic acid aver
phenate of soda at a high temperature.
Several applications have been found for
its derivatives, among which may be
mentioned salipyrine, that we have spoken
of above, and salol, which we shall find
aumong the antiseptics.

Asuprol has the same nction as salicy
late of soda. It is obtained by treating
betanaphthiol with sulphuric acid at a
low temperature. It is the sulphuric
cther of beta-naphthol. 1t is offered in
the state of calciuin salt very soluble in
water. Under the nume of abrastol it
has been used as & microbicide.

2. Hypnoticsand various Medicaments.~
Onc of the most frequently employed
hypnotics is chloral, which is the hydrate
of trichiorated acetaldebyde.

An endeavor has been made to associate
it with various organic substances. In
this way have been prepared : Chioralose,
which is a combination of chloral and

glucose . Aypnal, which is due to the
union of one molecule of autipyrine and
one of chloral ; and somnal, which is ob.
tnined from chloral nad urethane,

Sulphonal is likewise n very eflicncious
bypuotie, but its constitution has no re
lation with that of chlual,  Chemically,
it s walled the dicthy b sulplione of dine
thyl methane, 1t is formed by the com
binativn of acetune with cthylncieaptan,
Trional and fetronal form part of the
sitne series,

For skin discases there have boon pro
posed dermatol, which is the subgallate of
bisnth | sulphaminol, obtained by the
action of sulphur upon wctaoxidi phenyl
amine , resvecanad, Whidh is a combination
of joduform and rosuriine , and lysoplane,
which is chemically called tritodo meta
cresol.

Tumenol, thicline and  swlphonated
thivphene are designed for the smne use.

LDiperazing, a niteated praduct of the
closed chain series, is diathylene dinwine,
One of the processes of preparing it con-
sists in causing ammounin to act upon
bromide of ethylene.

Orerine serves to stimulate the appe-
tite. It is a hydrochlorate of phenyl
dihydro quinazoline.

3. Adwdtizeptics.—Awmong the morganite
antiseptics, wo find, especially bodies with
phenolic and aldehydric functions, halo-
genated derivatives.

Lhenol, beta naphthol and guaiacel are
characterized by the phenolic grouping
OLL direetly connected with the benivie
or naphthalic nucleus.

The use of a large number of phenolic
derivatives has been recommended.  Thus
aalol is sulcylate of phenol and betolis the
salicylate of beta-nuphthol. The union of
benzoie acid with naphthol gives denza-
naphthol.

Alrastol, of which we have abore spoken
under tiic nume of asuprol is the salt of
calcimin of the sulphuric ether of beta.
nnphthol. It is & micro bicide at present.
proposed for the preservation of wine.

Among the phenolic products of less
fmportance, we may mecuation alumnol,
sozul, daphtherine, phenovline, cresine and
microcidine. ladoform is tritoduted twe-
thane, analogous to chloroform as regards
constitution. This untiseptic has, as well
known, an insupportable odor. An en-
deavor has therefore been mnde to substi
tute odorless and likewise iodated sub
stances for it. Amoung the bodics pro-
posed to this eflect we mny mention ity
doacelylene or diiodoform. TIu order to
prepare this alkaline hypoiodites are made
to act upon an aqueous solution of acety-
lene, or water upon n mixture of iodine
and carbide of barium, or else by treating
acetylene with iodine in the presence of
an excess of potassa at alow temperature,
There likewise exists a tetraiodo-acetylene.
The other iodated derivatives are: 'rauw-
matol (iodocresylol), aristel (iodo thymal),
ool (tetraiodopyrol) and sozoiodol (ditodo.
paraphenate of sodium).

Formal, which has recently bean pro-
posed as an antiseptic, is form-aldchyde.
It hxs the great advantage of being vola.

tile, and consequently of peanctrating to
the very interior of the obyects to be dis.
infected,

Tehthyol, anytine, thwl and thiolinie
acted are sulphonated and sulphuretted do-
rivatives of organic and nnneral oils em.
ploused in this stage, and that serve assol-
veuts fur praducts soluble or bhut slight-
ly soluble.

Among the substances wentioned, o
small number only will doubtless receive
the sanction of practice, but the rend 1s
laid out  Ou thee oue hand sy utheses are
multsplying  with  the object of finding
new series, and on the other, the natural
alkaluids  are the bt of numectous
studivs.  With the woans now at the dis-
posal of chictuistey ) 1t s }ru.\.\ll;:c tu study
the active principles of digitalis, belladon.
na and a host of other nntural prodacts.
We shall certainly succeed tu g such
athalvids a greater cnergy, perthaps new
propertics, and even replace them by sub.
stances of which the syntueses will be
unly the results of astudy of the products,
of thetr reduction aud of their decompo-
sition.

Coughs and Cough Mixtures.

Coughis aro now feslonable,  They
are, besides, one of the things for
which the ordinary  druggist s asked
to prescribe, and for which ho can
scurcely avoid presenbing.  His customers
will ot go to seck medical advice even
when he urges it, they have come nto
his stora for the purpose  f getting “some-
thing for that cough,” aud if he refuses
they will travel all over town till they
get a druggist or some sanister who wall
oblige them —they wall uot go to . medi-
cal man ; they arve not sick enough, they
suy. Of course they do not travel very fur
as the druggist accepts the situation thus
forably presented to  him, and con.
sequently  gives ¢ somcething  for that
cough” of his own compounding, or else
shicks all respousibulity  whatsoever—unud
T might almost say protit too—by recom-
wending some one or two patent medi-
cines concerning the composition of which
he knows nothing.  He who gives some-
thing of his own certainly comes unearer
to what is commonly called counterpre-
scribing than be who offers somchody's
ready-mnde cureall, but if the former
will endeavor to act iutelligently and
under, as it were, the compulsion of cir-
cunstances, he will recave praise rather
than blame from the members of the
medical profession who deal at his store.
In the opinion of the writer it is worso
counter-prescribing, besides  being de-
grading to tho druggist himsclf, to tender
or recutnmend 4 patent wmedicine of une
known make-up, even aithough it be well
known by its advertising—~~nny grocer or
department store can do as much, -

Since it all hinges on the word intelli-
gently, we mny ask what amouitt of in.
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formation is necessary in order to satisfy
the conditions?

Cough is & symptom of many diseuses, or
rather disensed conditions, runging from
alnost nothing to that which lays the
sufferer upon his denth bed. The druggist,
fortunately, will not be called upon to
give anything for the secrious cases of
cough, such, for instance, as the cough of
pueamonia or of advanced phthisis; these
suflurers are generally sick enough to call

their physician, and are probably confined -

to bed. Ttis for people who are going
about their usunl daily duties that the
druggist is compelled to prescribe—and
benefit, if perchance he may. They are
almost invariably cases of bronchitis,
associated in their history with the
“catching of a cold,” generally pretty
well indicated by the popular expression
“cold on the chest.” The symptoms of
the original cold may be present in the
“running” of the nose, or the inflamumatory
condition mmy have aflected the larynx
also, prodncing hoarseuess ; but it is the
cough we will consider at prescut.

Since cough of bronchial origin may be
divided into two stages of entircly differ-
ent character, it will be plain ¢hat no one
cough-mixture can  be made equally
applicable toboth :  if it be helpful inone
stage it will scarcely be likely to be help-
ful in the other; and in this fact alone
lics one great objection to the use of
the veady-made curealls called patent
mediciues.

‘The lirst stage case complains invariably
of . painful, dry, irritating cough, and of
asense of oppression associated with »
feeling of tightuess ncross the chest, and
rawness.  The dry, hacaing cough is at
this stuge characterestic, rough at first,
cutting nnd sore, and often has w ringing
sound. Fach cflort to cough is painful,
unproductive of result, aud often hurts
the luryux and throat, conscquently it is
restrained or kept back as long us possible.
It is not cuused by sy foreign hody in
the tubes, but arises entirely from the
sore, tender, influned and unnaturally
dry condition of their lining membrane,
A certain amount of mucus is necessary in
hcalth to keep the passages in good order,
and the secretion of this hus been arrested
by the original “cold”—or in other words
by the swollen, inflamed state of the wmeme
brane. The upper tubes, lacking their
proper moisture, fail to arrest the particles
of d st which we are always breathing,
aud it is probaoly the irritation caused by
these being carried intothe lungs which
provokes the cough. The points above
all to be noticed, then, in this stage, arc:
that there is no expectoration, and that
the tubes feel sore or “raw.”  Treatnent
is therefore to xim at giving such medicine
as will act as a sedative to the inflamed
mucous membrane, aid in the formation
of secrction and by thereby moistening
the inflamed surfaceslessen the irritation,
Thc following formulas are given as ex.
amples of treatment called for in this
class of cases :

Dover's powder alose is very good. Qf
course, with any of the above the usual
hiouschold measures are recommended,
such as hot foot-bath, hot lemonade, mus-
tard plaster on chest, cte.

The second stage begins when free se-
cretion has been established ; the cough is
sanid to “loosen” and the patient feels
more comfortable. The secretion, how-
ever, is apt to be more tenncious than the
normal ; it may take considernble effort
to cough it up. The reaction from excite-
ment of the tissues by inflammation to
their succeeding depression or relaxation
is evidenced by the amount of effort neces-
sary to dislodge the secretion—which is
loaded with an unusual amount of epithe-
lial debris.  The degree of adhesiveness
of the secretion, however, gives the key
to its treatment, for if at this stage it is
sufliciently watery to make expectoration
easy, the return to healthy surface of the
tubes will be a rapid process, and nature
will ask little or no assistance. 1 the
phlegm is tough, and cough consequently
difficult, medicines in the shape of stimu-
lating expectorants are called for: such
are squills, senega, ammonin, quillaia, the
balsams, tercbene, garlic, ete.  They act
partly by stimulating the bronchial tubes
and partly by increasing the volume of
liquid poured out, making the sccretions
thiuner aud more easily cjected.  The
following formulas will be found efticacious
at this stage:

Mercury Suiphates.

—

R. Varet gives in a paper presented be-
fore the French Academy some interesting
illustrations of the interdependence of
chemical and physical factors. Thus, he
shows that when water actsupon sulphate *
mercury, more heat isproduced than with of
any other reaction of the latter, and that
this exothalinic reaction explains why the
salt is decomposed into free acid and a
basic salt; since in the cuse of alkaline or
metallic salts which are not decomposed
by water the action is endothermic. Again
whilst sulphuric acid displuces the hydro-
cyanic acid in potassium cyanide, without
precipitation and with the disengagement
of heat which corresponds to the thermal
preponderance of the first acid relatively
to the base, in the case of mercury it is
the hydrocyanic acid which completely
displaces the sulpturic acid with a similar
disengagement of heat.  This reversal of
the ordinary conditions between the two
actds is precisely similar to what occurs
with hydracyanic and hydrochloric acids,
and is in that case explrined in the same
way by the thermal preponderance of the
former acid.  Sulphuric acid is also more
or less complerely displaced frow sulphate
of mercury by hydrochloric acid for the
sume reason.—Lharm, Jour. and L'rans.

Salactol.

A preparation consisting of the sodium
salts of salicylic and lactic acids has been
introduced under this name, and when
dissolved in & 1 per cent. solution of bhy-
drogen peroxide it is recommended as an
efficient remedy for diphtheria. Accord-
ing to the results obtained in its use for
that purpose by Dr. Walle and other
physicians it is stated to be very much
more effectual than the anti-diphtheric
serum of Beliring.  Thesolution isapglied
to the throat with a brush every four
hours, and in the intervals the solution is
used as a gnrgle. It is also stated to act
as & prophylactic. Application has been
miade for a patent for the preparation of
salacto], and its manufacture is being
carried out at the factory of Karl Fr.
Tollner in Bremen.—Phar. JI. and Tran-
sactions.

Reconmanendutions of the Vietorinn Branch of
the British Medlenl Ansoclation, the Plinr-
mm-): Bonrd of Victorin, and the Phar-
sunccutleat Soclety of Austealustu,

——

The following is the report of the com
mittee, as finally 1evised, and approved by
the Victorinn Branch of the British Med
ical Associmtion at its wmweeting, August
15th, 1894 :

In view of the propused revision of the
British Pharmacopuan and upon the re-
ceipt of a letter fiom the Hou. the Pre.
mier, inviting their co-operation, the Vie-
torian Branch of the British Medical As-
socintion appointed a sub.committee to
deal with the watter of recommendations
re the new Pharmuacopwin.  This sub-
committee associnted themselves with
Baron Sir I\ von Mueller, Government
Botanist ; Messrs, J. Bosisto, F. Daven-
port, 1. W. Potts, Pharmaceutical Chem-
ists ; and with Messrs. C. R. Blackett
and G. Swift, representing the Pharmacy
Board of Victorin; R. P. Francis, repre.
senting the Pharmaceutical Society of
Australasin.  The following report is the
result of their conjoint labors, and is to
be taken as representing their combined
recommendations,

Upon the following points there was
unanimous ugreement :

1. That in the case of the drugs men-
tioned in Appendix A, aud which thereis
the authority of Baron von Mueller for
asserting can be grown in Victoria equal-
ly as well as in the preseut recognized
oflicial parts, the present restrictions as to
growth and preparation be removed so far
as Victorin is concerned ; and that Du-
boisina be introduced as suggested by
Baron von Muecller.

2. That in lieu of the present unsatis-
factory oflicial formulie for cucalyptus
and preparations, the formulie mentioned
in Appendix B, and which have been
drawn up by Mr. Bosisto, C.M.G., be
substituted.

3. That the metric system of weights
and measures be adopted.

4. That failing the adoption of the
metric system, the strength of the liquors
of the alkaloids revert to gr. jin 3 ij.

5. That the drugs and preparations
mientioned in Appendix C, being unused
in practicec and unneccessary in therapeu-
sis, be owitted from the new Pharmaco-

cin.

G. That attention be drawn to the un-
satisfactoriness of wax and paraflinum
dusum as oases for ointments ; and that
all tho properties required in such oint-
ments can be obtained from suitable com-
binations of adeps lanic and paraflinum
molle ; and that cacro butter be recog-
nized as the sole basis for all supposi
tories.

7. That in vegard to tests, such as
those used in chloroform, chloral, carbolic
acid, creasote, ete., there be introduced
such improvements as are now gencrally
accepted ; and that there be mentionad
with the test the spucific impurity which

it is destined to show the presence or ab-
sence of.

S. That the staudardisation of drags
and preparations, already official in the
case of uptuny, nux vomien, and cinchony,
be extended, where practieable, to other
powerful drugs, such as aconite, bellndon-
na, digitalis, ergo, hyoscynmus, ipeeacu
anha, ete,

9. That the drugs and  preparations
mentioned in Appendhix 1), be included
the New Pharnmcopain,

10. That the list of tabellie be increns
ed by the additiun of those for by pude
mic use mentioned i Appendin 15, that
the trochisei of the lntest edition of the
Londou Thront Hospital be made oflizial ,
and that cignrettes be introduced of cu-
bebs, arsenic, cannabis, indica and stra
monium.

11. That, like the decoctions, all the
infusions be made up to a definite quan-
tity.

12. That, so faras practicable, by a re-
vision of flavoring agents, by the exten-
sion of capsules, tabelle, trochisci, and
the like, and by the introduction of suit
able compressed tabloids, cigarettes, and
the like, there be a sustained attempt
mnde nfter such improvements in tlavor
ing and dispensing as tend to the wore
palutable und elegant administering of
drugs generally.

Upon the question of dosage, the phar-
macists preferred to leave the watter in
medical hunds, although they ngreed gen.
erally with the following recommenda.
tions of the Medical sub.committec.

13. That in the cases mentioned in
Appendix T, the minimum ofticial dose
should be lessened.

14. That in the cases mentioned in
Appendix G, the maximum oflicial dose
should be iucreased.

15. That in the cases tentioned in
Appendix H, the inconsistencies in dos.
age should be rectified.

16. That the dosage be given in the
cases mentioned in Appendix L.

17. That it be required that excessive
dosage be not dispensed by the pharma.
cist, unless and until it has been initial.
led, or otherwise drawn attention to by
the prescriber.

—The climate of Australin is well adapt-
ed for, and produces to perfection, essen-
tinl oils from umbelliferous plants  viz,
anise, caraway, corinnder, dill ; also
chamonmile, lavender, peppzrming, lemon,
vosemary, and rue.  We therefore recom.
mend that after the words ol distilled
in Britain,” the following words be added:
“or in Australin.”

Regarding duboisin, Baron von Mueller
advises as follows : Duboisia myoporoides,
K. Browa. Dabwisina . Prepared from
leaves wlth their branchlets in the man-
ner of nicotins.  Yellowish ol like liquid,
volatile, lighter than water, of strong nar-
cotic odor, of pronounced alkaline reac-
tion, completely neutealised by acids, dis-
solves in all proportions in water or alco-
hol or cther ; precipitates ferrous oxide
from sulphate of tron, dissolves without
coloring in concentrated ncids. Tts hydro-
chloride, in a weak aqueous solution, is
precipitated by fodide of potassium, the
iodides of potassio-inercury and of potas-
sio hismath,and by tannicacid,nothy many
other alkaloid reagents tricd.  Duboisinn
is in many respects allied to nicoting, but
that alkaloid s distinguished by specific
gravity, its less powerful odor, by its hy-
drochloride in & diluted aqueous solution
being precipitated by phospho molybate
of sodinm, picric acid and chloride of plat-
inumn (F. von Mueller and I, Rummel, in
Wittstein's  * Organic  Constituents  of
Plants,” p. 33L—F. v, Mucller's transla.
tion, with additions, 1878). The sulphate
of duboisina is lnmellar and yellow. Dose,
183—T1ky of a grain internnlly.

Alkaloid closely allied to du-
buoisina, prepared in similae  wanner
(Professor Liversidge's mode of prepura-
tion and clucidation of characteristics is
given in an annexed copy). The alkalond
is still more powerful than duboisina.
Duboisin Leichhardd, . v, M.—This
plant is nearer allied to 1. hopwoodi than
to D. myoporoides. It seems the most
powerful of all three, as last year uscer-
tained at our Alfred Hospital.——Frrvix-
AND vON MUELLER.

1t is liquid at or-
dinary temperatures, but forms crystals at
—12°C. to —22°C,, re-melting at—1°C.
Specific gravity not below 0.920. Dose—
Two to three minims on loaf sugar or in
wilk. Inhalation, one drachm to the pint
of water.

Gununi cucalypti rostratie (Eucalyptus
kino). The natural indurated exudation
obtained from the true red gum tree of
Victorin. The species Rostrate is mot
with throughout the greater part of Aus-
tralin in moist valleys and river flats,
The ruby colored exudation from the
‘wood, termed red gum, is entirely soluble
‘in cold water or proof spirit. Itis em-
ployed throughout Australin as a delicate
mucilaginous astringent, of considerable
power. Tucompatibles—The alkalics and
the wetallic salts,  Dose—4 to 6 grains.
Tuictura eucalypti rostrate.  Rostrata
red gum in coarse powder, 21 ozs. ; Oil of
cucalyptus, 2 drs.; Proof spirit 1 pint.
Macerate for 48 hours, with occasional
agitation ; strain, filter, and add sutlicient
proof spirit to make oue pint.  Dose—60
minims, Syrupus eucalypti rostratre. {1)
Rostrata red gum 21 ozs. ; (2) Water,
pure, boiling, 19 ozs. ; 3) Loaf sugar, 32
0zs. ; (1) Oil of eucalyptus, 1 dr.; (5)
Acacia mucilage, 1 oz. Dissolve 1 with
2, unite 4 with 5, add 3, and make syrup.
Dose — 60 to 120 minims. Supposi-
toria cucalypti rostrat. Powdered gum
rostrata, 5 grs. ; Extract nux vomica, 1
g ; Oil of theobroma g.s. to make one

suppository. Trochisci euculypti rostratie.
Rostrata gum in powder, 720 grs. ; Re-
fined sugar, ditto, 25 ozs. ; Gum ncacia,
ditto, 1 oz ; Mucilage of gum ncacia, 2 1.
ozs. ; Distilled water, o sufliciency. Mix
the dry ingredients, add the mucilageand
‘water to form a proper mass.  Divide in-
to 720 lozenges, dnd dry in a moderate
temperature. Unguentum eucalypti (oint-
ment  of eucalyptus).—Tresh leaves of
Euenlyptus amygdaling, 4 pacts ; benzo-
ated lard, 8 parts, Melt the lard on a
water bath, add the well-cut-up leaves,
and digest for two hours ; then remove
the mixture and express through calico.
The Committee are indebted to Baren
von Mueller for the identitication and no-
menclature of the ditferent species, and
to Mr. W.P. Wilkinson for a review of the
tests recommended.

Diphtheria Anitoxin.

From a trade cireular of Chunischic Fabtic anf
Actien (formerly 1. Schering).

It has been known for some time that
there exists in the cultures of the diph-
therin bacillus a  peculine  albuminose
which, when injected into the bodies of
guinea pigs, renders them immune to the
disease. The investigations of Hericourt,
Richet, and especially Behring, have
demonstrated that in the blood of animals
protected artificially against a certain in-
fections disease, there exist substances
which, introduced into the systems of
other animals, render them immune to
the disease. 1n most cases this protection
is due to cellular changes , but in tetanus
.and diphtheria it seems to be due to a
direct ncutralization of the specitic poison
of the disease.  Tn  diphtheria, especinlly,
even after the first symptoms of the
malady have appeared, the injected
material seems to hitve a remedial efiect
on the symptoms of the disense. While
Behring has proved that the quantity of
active autitoxic materinl 1 the blood
serum depends entirely on the degree in
which the animal has been immunized,
this degree itself depends upon the num-
ber and the intensity of the inoculations
that the animal has withstood. Further,
as the resenrches of Tizzoni on tetanus
have taught us, the species of animal em-
ployed is by no means » umtter of in-
difference.

In November, 1892, Aronson, together
with Wernicke, reported to the Derlin
Medical Society the results of n series of
experimentul inoculations on dogs, which
are very susceptible to diphtheria. He
had finally obtained a serum which con-
tained the immunizing substances in such
a degree of concentration that it might be
employed to render inunune children
threatened with the disease.  Subsequent
researches confirmed these authors’ state-
ments of the protective value of these
more active antitoxin solutions. Tt is
necessary, however, for the successful
employment of antitoxin solutions for im-
munizing and remedinl purposes, to obtain
them in concentrated form, their value
being dependent on the quantity that can
be introduced into the blcod. The amount
of antitoxin to be injected into n person
threntened with diphtherio very consider-
ably exceeds the quantity neccessary to
secure immunity, probably at least ten-

fold. Such alarge quantity is preferred:

in order to confer immunity for aslong a
period as possible.  From expeaiments on
aniwals the immune period extends over
several months. A solution of such con-
centration is so active that, according to
Behring, it can also be used in u remedial
as well as a prophylactic capacity.

The cstimation of the value of n diph
theria antitoxin solution can  best be
cifected by Behring's  and  Bhelich's
method, by means of which the minimum
quantity required to neutralize n definite
quantity of diphtheric poison is de-
termined.  Guinea pigs, which are very
suseeptible to diphtheria, arve selected for
experiment, those animals weighing from
300 to 400 grawms being preferved.  The
quuntity of diphthene puison is chosen
which will kill coutrol anitnls of  equal
weight in 40 to 16 hours, animmls weigh-
ing 500 grame in 48 to 52 hours, and
even gumnei pigs of large size (850 to 70U
grams) 1 wbout 6V hours.  Detinte
quantities of thue antitusin solution to be
tested are added to the duse of diphtheria
poison* described above, the mixture in
Jected into guinea pigs and the minimum
quantity of antitoxin solution fixed, which
isrequired to be added to the diphtheria
poison in order not ouly tosave the life
of the animal, but to prevent any local
reaction.  Whalst the blood serum itself,
if preserved in o suitable wanner aud
jected in smnll  quantities, is wnever
duugerous to employ, yet it often causes
pain, reddening and slight infiltration  at
the place of injection,

Diphtherinantitoxinsolution (Schering),
standardized for immunizztion purposes,
is a tiwpid clear liguid and contains 1 or
at most 11 per cent. albumen. Tt is
mixed with 0.2 per cent. of trikresol,
which additivn, owing to the smiall pau
portion of ensily decomposed organic
substances  in  the autitoxin  solution,
sutlices to keep it for an uulimited period.
T injection not only causes no  general
symptows of disturbanee in the system,
but. also produces no loeal reaction and
vo pain at the point of injection. The
protection atforded is imnedinte and s
etlective even at the incubation stage of
thedisense.  Tor the positive immunity
against diphtherin a single injection, by
menns of a sterifized syringe, of 1 ac. is
sufficient for children and adults.  For
snller children 0.5 ce. will suflice.  The
injection affords instantanedus protection,
and is effective even in  the stage of
incubution.

Irish Moss.

A hittle town, known as Jericho, in
Massachusgtts, scems to be the centie of
this industry.© We gather these notes
from a paper which was printed lntely in
the Boston ferald.

Boys, wmen wnd women all engage in
the work, which consists of spreading it
upon the beach prepared by raking all the
dirt, stones and  diiftwood away, ad
leaving a fine bed of white sand ; when
the weed is first brought in by the boats,
each of which gets ubout o burrel and o
half, it is taken upon creels, a sort of

bleached, as when first gatheved it is of a
light green color, and in the course of a
few weeks becomes suceessively red, pink
and tinally nearvly white,

In the meantime, we would ask
our readers to carefully consider the prop-
ositions enmnating from our Australian
coufreres, and, through the columns of
this journal, give their views as to any or
all of the suggested chunges and any
others which mmy occur to them as being
specially desirnble for this country.

Selling Direct to the Physician.

REPLYING to nn interrogation in regard
to the selling of goods by mmnufacturers
direct to the physician, Mev. I, B. Kilmer,
chemist for Johnson & Johnson, New
Brunswick, N. J., snys:

“] believe that this point of manufac.
turers selling to the physicinn is a very
important one for the druggist to consid-
er. The drugmst by his training, educn.
tion and by all natural rights is the prop-
er purveyor and dispenser of medicine,
The products of every manufacturing
pharmacistandchemistshould pass through
his bands. The physician is not always
capable, nor has he the fucilities to inspect
the products of the wanufacturer; for
safety if nothing more this should remzin
where it now stands.

# Anything that takes away from the
trained pharmacist the inspection of wed-
icines for tha sick breaks down the last
safe guard against unscrupulous manufac-
turers, dishonesty and quackery. With
the manufacturer Walking by the drug
store and selling to the doctor, a flood of
manufacturers and vendors of medicine
of every sort, unrestrained, unchecked,
and unlimited quackery will surely follow.

“The registered pharmacist, the gradu-
ate in pharmacy are the only legitimate
channels through which medicine should
reach the physician and the consumer
Let us as phurmacists, as manufacturers,
as nien interested in the progress of phar-
mucy, and of the science of medicine hold
firmly to this principle.”

A Suggestive Telegram.

A well-known commercial traveller of
an Ontario drug house has had occasion
to refresh his memory in regard to Scrip-
ture. One day recently, while doing

business in & western town and finding
business none too brisk, he questioned
whethor it would bo advisuble to skip the
next stopping placo or not. He decided
to telegraph one of his customers asking
him if he had an order for him, and ve-
coived the following reply, “Rend chapter
lirst, verse forty-six, St. John's Gospel.”
This was rather a poser for the traveller.
Just that one particular pussage had es-
caped his memory, no doubt he thought to
himself, ** Now, if it was any other verse
in the book, T would be all right,” but he
could not remember it.  In fifteen win-
utes the train would start; the porter
was appenled to for the loan of a Bible, n
request so startling that he could not
comprehend it, and not until it was re-
peated threo times could he be persunded
that » commercinl traveller requirved any
such book. When the volume was pro-
duced and the verse found, gur friend
boarded the train in a burry and sped on
his way.

The Oldest University in the
World.

According to the fevue Scientifique,
the oldest university in the world is that
of Fez, the holy city of Morocco. This
seatoflearning was founded in the eleventh
century by Fatma the Holy., Initsearly
days—while as yet Paris, Oxford and
Cambridge were wvot, the University of
Fez had French, Spanish and English, as
well as Tunisian and Egyptian students
on its benches. At the present day it is
the western centre of Mussulinan theology.

A New Line.

Wg are told that Hludnut, the famous
New York druggist, has opened a “tea-
counter department,” or whatever he may
call it. e puts the herb up iu small and
attractive puckages, guarantees that it is
the best uundpurest tea tobe obtained
outside the Mikado's kitchen, nnd sells
it at fancy prices. The idea is cer-’
tainly a good one and one which many
druggists in both small and large
cities might follow to the satisfaction of
their customers aud their own profir.
There is always a limited demand for bet
ter teas than can be bought at an ordin-
ary grocery or tea store, and to no one
clse does the trade so legitimately belong
as to the druggist.—Spalrla.

The Trade Journal Ad.

Tae advertisement in a trade paper,
read by people he wishes to reach, has a
value to him above merely the orders it
directly brings. He does not figure the
value of the sign above his door merely on
the basis of patronage it happens to at-
tract. It is there to tell everybody who
passes, whether patrons or not, where his
place of business is—it is & “sign” that he
is in business there, so the ad in the trade
journal is & *sign” year in and year out,
to those he wishes-as patrons, that he is
still in business.—Maratime Jonrnal.

Antitoxine Treatment.

The use of Antitoxine in cases of diph-
therin in Cannan has been attunded with
varying success. In Huamilton several
cases have been treated, all with success-
ful results. In Toronto Isolation Iospi-
tal tho first patient was cured, the second,
n boy of six, died, and a third, at the
time of writing, is now under treatmeut,
In Montrenl, all cases treated thus far
have recovered.

In an address before the German Med-
ical Society at Berlin, Prof. Bergmann
suid that he could not hope to settle soon
the question as to the value of Behring's
anti-diphtheritic serum, He had begun
forty-six exgeriments, but would not be
able to form a final opinion in less than a
year, Prof. Virchow referred to the sur-
prisingly good results obtained in the
Ewperor Irederick Hospital.  He said it
was the duty of every physician to use the
serum, despite the injurious etfects that
might result from it. Three ycars would

ass before the value of the medicine
could be fixed definitely.”

Quantitative Estimation of Anti-
pyrin.

¥, Schask (Am. Jowur. Pharm., 1894,
p. 321) recommends the application of a
known re-action, which depends upon the
fact that by the action of nitrous acid
upon antipyrin, nitroso-antipyrin is form-
ed, and thus in dilute solutions a blue-
green coloration is produced, which is
clearly visible even 1 a solution of one
part in 20,000. Frowm concentrated solu-
tion the nitro derivative separates in blue-
green crystals. For comparison & stan.
dard solution is made of 0.02 of antipyrin
in 25 cc. of water, which is decomnposed by
1.5 cc. of one per cent. sulphuric acid,
and 1 cc. of one per cent. solution of
nitrite of soda. If it is required to deter-
wmine the antipyrin in a solution of pow-
der this is extracted with chloroforin, the
chloroform evuporated off, and the residue
dissolved in water. To the solution so
obtained nitrite of soda and sulphuric
acid are added, and finally water until the
coloration becomes equal to that of the
standard solution.—Pharm. Cthale.

A New Method for Preparing
Salicylic Acid.,

The Actiengellschaft fur Anilinfabrika-
tion, of Berlin, hus patented & process in
which the fine division of the reaction
muss, in the manufacture of suhcylicacid,
is produced by the addition of infusorial
earth (Lieselgukr) instead of by potassium
hydroxide alone, as was formerly the prac,
tice. By this means only one molecule of
the hydroxide is used to every two mole-
cules of phenol. The action of the car-
bonic acid takes place at between 120°
and 160° C,, the pure salicylic acid separ-
ting directly upon acidification, the infus-
orial earth retaining.all impurities.

A siwple test is the
following :—¥1ve drops of a saturated so-
lution of potassium permangunate in dis-
tilled water are mixed in 8 mortar with 5
grammes of the jelly. If there is no for-
cign oil present the color remains. If
there is any vegetable or animal oil, the
permanganate is reduced, and the color
changed to a dirty brown. A roughly
quantitative determination can be made
if the masa is gradually treated with solu-
tion of permanganate until the red color
is not discharged.—Union Pharmacentique.

Preparation of Simple Cerate.

Tu u paper read before the North Brit-
ish Pharmaceutical Society Mr. Bown (5.
and 'C. Drugyist) said that in the usual
method of prepariug simple ointments,
where the materinl was constantly stirred
while cooling, the effect of such stirring
was to incorporate with the ointment n
cousiderable quantity of air. The ouly
reason for stirring he had been able to
find in the works referred to was that it
was to render the ointment howmogencous.
So far as his experiments indicnted the
reverse was the case.  He had prepaced
simple ointment with excellent results by
melting the ingredients together and al-
lowing the product to cool at rest.  Oint-
ment so prepared was not lumpy, kept
twice as long as the usual product, and
possessed other wdvantages. It was a
little harder than the other, the melting
point of which was from 1° to 3° lower.
If the hardness were an objection, that
could be remedied by reducing the quan-
tity of wax. To satisfy himself as to the
homogeneity of the ointment, he took
pieces from the top, bottom and centro of
the ointment, and determined their welt-
ing points. In every case they were the
same.  The advantages gained by letting
the ointment cool without stirring were
comparative freedom from air and greater
keeping power. Other membera agreed
with him in this mntter, and had follow-
ed this method for some time.

1 solution or equivalent single injections
of No. 2 0r 3. 'The injections should be
wade with the well.known Xoch syringe
and preferably under the nbs, in theloing
or the inner surface of the thighs. This
Antitoxine is perfectly iunocuous. It
induces no local or general disturbance.
A vial of No. 1 contains 10 cubic centi-
meters, which is cqual to 600 anti.
aoxine normals, and is suflicient for one
case; No. 2 contuins the equivalent of
1,000 antitoxine norwals; No. 3 contains
1,500 antitoxine normals. The dose to
be injected as a prophylactic to persons
linble to be exposed to Diphtheria is set
down by Behring at 60 antitoxine nor-
mals, or one-tenth the contents of a vial
of No. 1; after infection, that is, during
the incubation stage, he believes that 150
antitoxine normuls ought to avert the de-
velopment of the disease. The solution
should be protected from light, and stored
in a cool place; with proper care thesolu-
tion will keep well .for several months.
The addition of 0.5 per cent. carbolic acid
will prevent change of the solution through
micro-organism. Supplies of No. 1 and
No. 2 of this antitoxine are under way in
consecutive instalments, the first instal.
ment having arrived in New York October
22nd, and we expect more at frequent in.
tarvals.

TRoux's is prepared in the Pasteur In-
stitute of Paris, and was introduced to
the attention of the medical profession
through a detailed medieal report by the
author before the late Hygienic Congress
at Buda-Pest.  This product is presum-
ably identical with Bebring's. Tt is not
yet obtainable here, and we do not know
how soon it will be available, since all the
product manufactured is apparently re-
served for use in France at prescut. Pres.
ident Casimir-Perrier visited the Pasteur
Institute in Paris October 23rd, and con-
ferred upon Dr. Roux the Cross of Com-
mander of the Legion of Ionor. Tn re-
plying, Dr. Roux praised the German
bacteriologists Behring wnd Loefiler, whom
he credited with being the real discoverers
of tho new remedies.  This confirms the
identity of Belring’s and Roux’s producis
and the latter will, presumably, therefore,
not be sold in the United States.

Aroason’s is made by Schering, of Ber-
lin, and was the first of the three actually
supplied in this country. Stock was

available in New York in September, but
it was exhausted in tho first week of Octo-
ber. Additionul supplied may come with-
in a week or two.  This preparation is of
one strength only, and is supplied in two-
gramme vials and in five.gramme vials,
This Aronson’s Antitoxine Solution, it is
stated, will assure immunity against diph-
theria in children and adults by injecting
from } to 1 cubic centimeter. The appli-
cation is mude by a singla injection by
means of a sterilized syringe, and 1 cubice
centimetre is sufficient for children and
adults, while 4 cubic centimeter will suf-
fice for small children. In advanced cases
the doses are repeated once or twice. In
Germany public  collections are being
made through the press for the purpose of
buying this remedy, and supplying it free
for the treatment of the poor.—(Lrxux &
Fixk) Notes on New Remedies.

In all cases the ingredients must be
dry and in a powdered form. They
must be powdered separately to avoid
explosion. The ouly safe way to mix
them is on a paper and with a wooden
spatula.  They should be wade in small
quantitiesand always handled with great
care, as serious nccidents have occurred
from explosions occasioned by them,
Someof them are cven liable to spon-
taneous combustion. Those containing
sulphur should not be used indoors on
account of the irritating effect of the funes.
The addition of powdered shellac will
jncrease the thme of burning of any of the
above. When shellac and stesrin are
employed it has been  recommended  that
they be first fused, and the other iu.
gredients be then incorporated in the
fused mmass; when cold, then to be
powdered.

Calomel is gencrally used in golored
fires along with copper sulphate, and as a

source of chlorine, in which compounds of
copper burn with a blue color.

Traumaticin.

Traumaticin (which is & 10 per cent.

tion with various medicaments for appli-
cation to thé skin, and Dr. Jullien has
proposed the combination indicated in the
title as a convenicnt and effective method
of mercurial treatment in certrin diseascs.
For this purpose 25 per cent. of calomel
is added to the traumaticin, and tho mix-
ture applied with a brush. The calomel
is quickly absorbed, as is seen by the
urine and by the production of gingivitis
in certain cascs.—( Rep, de Pharm.) Mfy.

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Photographic Notes

Photographic Developers.

G. A Le Roy observes that the reduc-
ing power of alkaline peroxides, or of hy-
drogen peroxide, in aqueous solution, is
capable of exerting itself upon the bro-
mide or chloride of silver in gelatin emul-
sions employed on dry photographic plates,
after those salts have been exposed to the
action of light. The intensity of the re.
duction effected is proportional to the ex-
tent of the luminous action upon the
exposed surface. Such solutions, there-
fore, are capable of revealing latent pho-
tographic images obtained by weans of
dry plates. At the same time the alka-
line peroxides are inferior in that respect
to the developing agents usually employ-
ed in photographby, and require the time
of exposure to be prolonged. Moreover,
the developed image, formed by metallic
silver and its oxides, loses its intensity to
some extent in the hyposulphite or sulpho-
cyanide solutions used as fixing baths.—
Comp. Rend.

A Dark Room for Amateurs.

Although the beginning of amateur
photography in the United States dates
back but a few years, there are estimated
to be already in this country more than
-une half.a million of persons, both young
and old, who own cameras. They form
an enormous constituency. They are,
moreover, as & rule, persons who are at
least comfortably well off, and many of
them belong to our very rvichest families.
There trade is as desirable as any that
could be had, and the wise druggist is he
who does all he can to get it.

It is the pleasure of The Spatula to
propose this month an inexpensive meth-
od by which the amateurs may be success-
fully baited, and, we belicve, a large por-
tion of their trade secured. Tt is by the
establishment, wherever practicable, of
dark roou:s for the frec use of this class of
persons. We have it upon the authority
of one of the largest photograpbic houses
in the United States that there are not
in the whole country more than one thou-
sand places where facilities are offered for
the changing of dry plates, and that most
of these are inaccessible to the ordinary
awateur photographers.

The fitting up of & dark room does not
involve any considerable outlay ; it simp-
ly means the setting apart of a small
room and the supplying of a ruby lamp,
and keeping the same clean and always
ready for use. If at every druggist’s, a
dark room was s0 placed, at the disposal
of the amateur photographer. and a stock
of plates and other neccessary iwaterials
kept on hand, there is but little doubt
the amateur would avail himself of the
opportunity to reload his plate holders,
and without doubt, purchase his materials
from the same obliging druggist.

The profits in photographic materials
are not enorimous, but they are suflisient
to more than cover expenses, and to build
up a trade in this stock, it is not neces-
sury to carry any Iurge supply of goods;
but the druggist should certainly have on
hand those things that are essential to
the photographer. “We have come to
look upon the druggist's as the place of
all others to go for postage stamps. 1f
now,” suys the nuthority to whon we have
above referred, “the photographer could
with equal certainty, apply there for per-
mission to change his plates, there is but
little doubt that in a short time he would
go there for his materials,

“It is u side line, which might well be
fostered, us it would bring both pleasure
and protit to him who undertook it. It
is not necessary that developing materials
should be supplied in the dark room, or
even that development should be allowed
there. In fact, this should be rather dis-
couraged than otherwise; but a dark
closet, in which is a safe ruby lump, would
be a great boon to many thousand ama-
teur photographers, who daily pass such
drug stores, and who daily wish for a
place in which to change their plates.”—

Kola and its Uses.

Last Tuesday's issue of the free Press
contained a Washington dispatch to the
effect that an oflicial report beuring upon
the cultivation and preparation of the
kola nut had just been received by the
state department fromn the United States
consul at Sierra Leone. This is the first
response to a cull issued to all United
States consuls in Africa for specitic infor-
mation regarding kola. The kola nut is
the product of a tree which grows. wild in
that portion of the western coast of Africa
comprised between Sierra Leone and the
Congo. The tree is distributed over a
comparatively limited territory, but where
climatic conditions are favorable it may
be found five or six hundred miles from
the sea coast. Schweinfurth, the famous
explorer, found it as far inland as seven
or cight hundred miles, but it is more
than probable that such growths were
the result of cultivation. Xola in its
wild state is apparently unknown upon
the eastern coast of Africa, as none is
found there except such us has been trans-
planted by the English, who huve also in-
troduced it in the West Tudies, Ceylon,
Deumerara, Sydney, Brazil und other South
American countries. It lias been freely
cultivated in Jawaicn, and has recently
been introduced into the French colonies,
Gaudaloupe, Caye.ane, Cochin China and
the Gaboon. In addition to the cultiva-
tion of kola in the British colonies, it has
also been carefully cultivated at Kew gar-
dens and thence distributed to other
botanical collections, including those at
Cambridge, Mass,, and Washington, D. C.
Thero has, however, been no systematic
effort to cultivate it in the United States,
although the soil and climate of certsin

portions of California and the gulf stites
are said to bo admirably adapted for the
purpose.

If wo are to believe all that is said of
tho wonderful properties of the nut, kola
culture in this country should prove a.
profitable industry. Explorers of the
“Dark Continent,” from the middle of the
gixteenth century to the present time,
have given vivid descriptions of the tree
and its fruit, and of the remarkable prop-
ertics attributed to it by the natives.
Auwmong the more eminent of the explorers.
who have written upon the subject are-
Schweinfurth (nbove mentioned), Rene
Caillie, and Griffon du Bellay. 1t would
be casy to wmultiply quotations showing
the remarkable esteemn in which the drug
is held as a tonic stimulant by the natives
of western Africa. There isno analogous
product in the vegetable kingdom in that
part of the world which occupies so
itoportant a relation to the social or die-
tetic economy of the negro tribes, or
which constitutes so important an article
of commerce there and in the Soudan.
While we are compelled to doubt some of
the apocryphal reports of early investiga-
tors regarding the miraculous properties.
of the nut, modern scicutists huve clearly
demonstrated the fact that it possesses.
extraordinary merit as a tonic stimulant.
Year by year, its curative powers have:
become more and more widely known.
It has beer: tested in the practice of em-
inent physicians, with the result that it
has established itself, with both the pro-
fession and public, as one of the most val-
uable medicinal agents known to science.

Kola is both a necessity and a luxury
to the inhabitants of a large portiov of
Equatorial Africa, where the fresh sved is
employed as & masticatory with a view to-
overcoming fatigue, hunger and thirst,
while the dried seed is made useful as an
aliment. The former is in great demand,
but tribes far remote from the coast will
often trade an equal weight of gold dust
for even dried kola. Tea and coffee,.
though containing some of the principles
which characterize the kola nut, have no-
charm for the natives, who will constant-
ly nibble at the latter while gathering
cofice berries.

Carecfully dried, reduced to an impalp-
able powder and served with honey and
milk, kola makes an agreeable beverage:
which is said to equal in flavor, and excel
in nutritive qualities, the finest coco.

Capt. Binger, a prominent explorer,
speaking of the Bobodioulossou, says that
he noticed women mwanufacturing various
articles out of cotton and bleached pine.
a.ple leaves which had been colored with
tue red juice of the kola, red lead, and’
indigo.

In the social, political and religious.
customs of the natives, kola performs an
important function, For instance, when
a young barbarian becomes weary of single
blessedness he sends, with his appeal to
the mother of Ius chosen one, a package
of the white kola sced anc awaits the re-
sult with fear and trembling. If the
white kols be returned, the youth realizes

In certain pures of the durk
continent” a necessary preliminary to the
transaction of any important ‘business is
the eating of ut least one of the nuts by
the two parties concerned.

Aguin, on the departure of a guest, the

host gives expression to his kindly wishes
by the gift of » few koln nuts. To such
visitors us are prompted by commercinl or
political considerations to truvel great dis-
tances, no courtesy could be more nccep-
table, in that the koln nut not only sup-
ports the strength and allays inordinate
appetite, but assuages thirst and assists
digestion, thereby rendering the traveller
more capable of sustaining the fatigue of
his journey than would any other obtain-
able product. The value of the nut in
these particulars is so thoroughly impress-
ed upon the natives that they are. accus-
tomed to place n sufficient quantity of
kola in the grave of a friend in order to
nourish and strengthen the departed
while on hislong journey. ‘The Moham-
medans declure that kola is of divine ori.
gin and was mtroduced by the prophet
himsel? for the purpose of driving out evil
spirits, expelling disease, and preventing
plagues.  Dr. Rancon, the eminent ex-
plorer, snys that the Bawmbaras and the
Malinkes swear upon kola as is done upon
the Bible in Christian countries. In the
event of a dispute between two natives,
the accused must, if he denies the state-
ment of his accuser, be sminmoned before
the chief priest (who is generally a black-
smith), and take oath upon the kola.
After igniting some straw, the priest
takes a sound kola nut and singes it
slightly with a view to purifywing it. Then,
taking it in the left hand, he repeatedly
punctures it with a knife for the purpose
.of demonstrating its soundness. He now
states the forn of oath, viz: “I swear
th it T am not guilty of the act of which I
am accused; if I speak falsely I hope
that this one kola nut which I am now
going to eat will poison me in as many
days.” After repeating these words the
offender immediately swallows the kola
whole, and, in order to prove that he is
not feigning, 1s given a gourd of water to
drink.

In the political relations of the western
African tribes the kolu seed often serves
as a mediator between two tribes when
on the eve of war. In such event some
red and white Kola seeds are placed on
tho centre of & mound of earth. If one
of the red secds be taken by either tribo
dt is considered by the other a silent invi-

tation to fight, if & white one be removed,
peace is at once declared.  Exnmples of
this kind might be quoted indefinitely,
but enough has bLeen cited to show the
esteem in which the nut is held by the
natives,  As a mattee of fact, it is veally
remarkable that the wonderful properties
of this drug should not huve becomne
known to the civilized world until re.
cently.

Detroit has the distinction of being the
leading distributing point in the United
States for the kolu nut and its products.
It was first introduced into this country
by Frederick Stearns & Co.

The Cinchona Preparations.

By M. Tarbpy.

The author has investigated the subject
of the amount of alkuloids which puss into
solution in the various cinchoua prepar-
ations, such as the extract, the tiucture,
the syrup, and the wine, He commenced
by takinga yellow cinchons, in which he
determined the total percentage of crude
alkaloids. In order to extract the alku-
loids he had recourse to the very sunple
method of hydrochloric acid teatment,
The cinchona experimented with contained
351 parts of total alkaloids per 1,000.

Extract. A soft extract was prepared
from this cinchonx by the process of the
French Codex.  Before filtration the ex-
tract contained 20-26 of alkuloids per
1,000 of cmchona; after filtration, it con-
tained only 14-16 pmrts per 1,000, i,
fihe final product had lost 61 purts of
alkaloid, which remmined on the filtor;
the residue was not exhausted, and con-
tained 13-3 parts of alkaloids per 1,000,

Syrup. Thesyrup prepared in the wman-
ner preseribed by the Codex contained
only thirteen grammes of alkaloids per
kilo of the cinchona ; the residue was not
exhausted, therefore, and contained 195
graunues of alkaloids.

Wine. The wine contained only 10-7
grammes of alkaloids per kilo of cinchoua,
and, therefore, 245 grammes remained in
the residue.

M. Turdy next prepared a fluid extract
by De Frij’s wmethod as modified by
Nanning nnd Jaudon, which consists in
taking 375 graiomes of the same bark as
was employed in the experiments de-
seribed above and treating with

300 grammes 907 alcohnl.
300 ¢ distilled water.
00 acid hydrochlor.

After twenty-four hours maceration
followed by percolation, the exhaustion is
completed with the following liquid :—

500 gramnmes 907, alcohol.

500 o distilled water.

200 ¢ glycerine. .
And then a mixture of cpual parts of
alcoohol and water run through until a
product equal to five times the weight of
the cinchona taken is obtained. The

liquid so obtained is evaporated in vacuo
till w residue of 375 grannnes results.

The extract thus obtained contained
31-5 gr. of alkaloids per kilo of cinchonn,
Lo, the Intter was nlmost perfectly ex-
huusted,

It being thus shown thut the whole
of the alkaloids may thus be extracted,
the author tecommends the preparation
of such a tlnid extract for mnking the
wine and syrup of cinchonn (Jour. de
Dharm. ¢t de Chim.) Mfy. Chemist,

Cod Liver Oil in Medicine.

Before the Thernpeuticnl Society M.
Patein vead u very complete and intorest.
ing report on cod liver oil. It is the
wost digestible fatty food, probably on
account of the biliney principles which it
contains.  Morcover, it possesses import.
ant stimuiuting and  thermogenic propur-
ties, due to the  phosphorous and iodine
which it includes in organic combination
and also to the numerous alkaloids isolated
by MM. Guutier and Mourgues. These
alkaloids—butylnmine, amylumnine, oxy-
lamine, dihydiolgityhine, uselhne, worr-
huine, with morrhuic acid, ete —exist
principally in the light colored oil, and
result from an nutodigestion of the livers
at the end of three or four days of macor-
ation. 1t is au autodigestion, and not a
putrefaction, for at that period the livers
have an acd renction, whoerens during
putrefaction the reaction is alkaline, M.
Patein touched  wvapidly upon the ap-
plieations of cod-liver oil ; rachitis, pul-
monary tuberculosis, rheamutism — in
which 1ts action appears doubtful-—its ex-
ternnl  apphention  in  dermatoses, ete.
He pointed out its juconvenicnces, its
repugnant taste, purgntive effect 1n large
doses, accumulntion of fat m the lhwver if
its use is abused. He advises that the
dose of 3 ounces should never be exceeded,
that it should never be admnistered ex-
ceptn winter, that its exhibition should
from time to time be suspended. M.
Patein also recommends that the sides of
the glass from which 1t1s taken should be
moistened in vrder to prevent the oil
from adhering to the vessel.  The patient
should swallow it at one draught, aud,
after taking it, should wash the mouth
with some aromatic water. — Medical
Sulletin.

brin and salieylic acid in wolecular pro-

portions. Tt is n white powder with an
acid reaction, insoluble in water, eusily
soluble in nleobol. It possesses the same
therapeutic action as sulipyrin,

Kuerrnixuy is o faney namo for n tine-
ture of Punama bark wmixed with small
quantities of nromatic oils.

SatuniiNg is a patented remedy hailing
from Switzerlsnd. Tts composition ap-
pears to be: Acetic acid, 2 per cent;
acetic cther, 25 per cent.; aleohol, 50 pe-
cent.; water, 23 per cent. It possesses a
strong antiseptic and hiemostatic action,
and is of use in the drgssing of wounds
and bruoises, &e.

Anyro Cansol is a name given to a
mixturo of 9 parts of carbolic acid, 150 of
soap, 160 of ninylic alcohol, with water to
1,000.

PurNaToL.~—America provides us with
this, which has been found to be a mix-
ture of antifebrin, sodium bicarbouate,
carbonate, sulphate and chloride, and caf-
feine succinate.

‘Pararoum.—According to Aronsohn,
when formaldehyde is heated for a sutli-
cient length of time in a watery solution,
it passes into a solid, white crystalline
polymer, insoluble in water. This is par-

aform. It is a very strong intestinal an-
tiseptic. Ior this purpose it is said to be

superior to B naphthol, iodoform, salol,
derwatol and benzonaphthol. It hasa
strong inhibitory action on the propaga-
tion of bacilli.

Cualcium Borate, used by
Alberta in the treatment of eczema, burns,
offensive perspiration, and internally for
infantile diarrhaa, in doses of from 4 to

‘with fuming nitric acid.

6 grains (Orosi.) Chloroiodolipol, & chlor-
inated derivative of phenol creasote and
gusiucol, used by Zambeletti as an inhal-
ation in chronic nliections of the respira.

Treatment of Warts.

Kaposis' methods, as published in
Le Scalpel, are as follows: tWhen the
warts are few, remove them with the
spoon-knife (contear-cuiller, or scraper).
1t there is much heworrhage, suppress it
by compression, or by caustic. Where,
on the contrary, the warts are numerous,
the treatment shotild be by touching cach
Aunother very
efficient topical application is the tincture
or essence of the arbor-vite (Z%wje oc-
cidentalis).  Condylomats should be
powdered with resorcin or salicylic acid.
Large onces should be covered with an
india-rubber plaster, containing the sub-
stunces nawed. The same treatment
gives excellent results when applied to in-
durations of either the hands or the feet.
Verrucosites of the fuce ure treated by
covering them with u plaster of black
soap, spread on a bit of a woolen cloth,
which is left in contact for twenty-four
hours at a time, heing repéated until the
warts detach themselves and drop off.
Aunother method of treatment is by the
use of the following :

Bronze Paints, Ready Mixed.

—

Most apothecaries scem to think that
there is considerable skill required in the
preparation of the liquid used in tho
bronze paints of the market, but there is
not. The main point to be observed is
the perfect neutralization of the liquid.
For ordinary purposes gum dammar is ex-
cellent, but it wmust be earcfully neutraliz-
ed before using, Make a solution of
dammar in benzol, and add to ita watery
solution of potassium hydroxide (n dilute
solution of liquor potasswe will nnswer),
shake together, set asida until the liquids
separate, and then decant the neutralized
dammar solution. With this rub up the
bronze powder, and add suflicient puritied
benzol to mnke the paint flow freely. A
little experimentation will give the proper
proportions of each. Shellac dissolved in
borax water is also excellent, the follow-
ing being n good formula: Bronze pow-
der, 55 parts; weak borax solution of
bleached shellae, 25 parts ; alcohol of 90°,
10 parts. Rub the bronze powder up
with the shelluc solution, and add the
alcohol little by little, with continued rub-
bing. These paints sell readily at 25
cents & fluid ounce, and they cost scarcely
a fifth of that, vial included, and hence
will make a good article to have in stock.
—Nat. Druggist.

Pharmacology of the Soft and
Liquid Paraffins.

Contrary to the gencrally accepted
opinion that petrolatum and paraffin oil
are pharmacologically indifferent, these
bodies have been shown by O. Straume
(Phar. Zeit. f. Russl.) to act as decided
poisons on dogs, cats, and rabbits, whether
administered intravenously, subcutaneous-
ly, internally, or externally. In mostin-
stances the pulse was reduced, ac-
companied by accelerated respiration ;
occasionally there was vomiting, -de-
frecation and involuntary urination ; the
appetite was impaired. The author con-
cludes that the soft und liquid paratfing in
relatively large doses may seriously in-
terfere with the catabolic processes, -that
they are slightly narcotic, that they stim-
ulate peristalsis ; that it is inadvisable to
anoint the entire body with petrolatim:-;
that parafin oil has no influence on
ascarides and most probably none on tape-
worms,

Test For MINERAL AcIDS IN VINEGAR.
—Greggi recommends the following : One
cc. of vinegar is placed in a porcelain cap-
sule, and one drop of‘alcoholic solution of.
hydrochlorate of rosaniline (25 g. of fuch-
sin in 100 cc. alcohol) is then ndded. It
the vinegar is pure the color of the test
solution is not changed, but is even inten-
sified. In the presence of mineral acids
the color is changed to yellow, even where
the proportion of acid present is very
swall.

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A Notable Event.

Soventy Drug Merchants  from FPhiludelphia
1nspect the Timmenss Establishiment of
Johnson LJohnson,

Nearly 70 of the leading and repre
sentative wholesnle and retail druggists
of Philadelphin, accompanied by several
surgeons and doctors of the same place,
recently inspected the immense Inbora-
tories and factories of Johnson & Johnsoy,
the manufacturing chemists and origina-
tors and 1nkers of muny plasters and
surgeons  dressings, whose factory s
situnated at New Brunswick, N. J.

The visit was made at their invitation
that these druggists—an infinitely small
fraction of the drug  merchants  swho
handle the goods of the firm throughout
the world—might study and examine
winutely the many operations and pro-
cesses used in the factory to produce the
goods that are now being handled by sur-
geous and physicinus everywhere.  More-
over, the event is the fiest of its kind to
occur in New Bruuswick—the inspection
of the city’s big manufacturies by the
sellers of its goods.

The delegation of druggists arrived
shortly after 10 a. m. They were wet at
the depot by the Messrs. Johnson and
escorted to the factory, which is so
advantageously located on the west bank
-of the Raritan river.

Arriving at the factory the druggists
were taken in charge by the Messrs. John-
son and their nssistants and were shown
the work being done in all of the 14
buildings and the 24 departments of the
imumense establishment, every department
being operated.

The growth of the manufactory has
been simply wonderful during the seven
years that it has been located in thiscity,
coming here as.a smuall plaster factory of
one department in 1887. This develop.
ment- would appear incomprehensible was
the fact not realized that from the be-
ginning the Messrs. Johason have sought
at all times to provide a field for them-
selves by inventing new channels of trade,
aund producing articles entirely new in
use and purpose or that were formerly im.
perfectly made or difficult to procure.

During their visit at the wmanufactory

they learned that ther are 14 buildings
now occupied, threc of which have been
erected during the past year and several
wthers are belng built. There are 125,000
-square feet of floor space occupied, while
the hundred or more complicated machines
in-use for various purposes are propelled
by five engines of 300 horse power. In
the buildings are fire pumps having =
capacity of using 750 gallons of water per
minute thrown through three streams.
“There are 100,000 gallons of filtered
‘water used each day in the varied opera.
tions, while the consumption of cotton
for waking antiseptic dressings is one and
.one-half tons per day. The factories are
able to produce 300 gross of plasters
-daily. To do this immense amount of
work the establishment employs 400
porsons, male and female.

There are 24 departments in the manu-
factory ns follows: Mill room, plaster
finishing, bleachery, cotton lupping, cotton
finishing, antiseptic, Iaboratory, pharma.
ceutical preparations, court plaster, oil
silk, mustard plaster, sulphur fumigator,
cutting and Spanish preparation  depart-
ments. :

Besides these departments there are
those for muking paper and wooden boxes,
printing, machine shops, purchasing, ve.
ceiving, shipping, oflices nnd sales room,
muking the mechanical cesources of the

-place as complete us the rest of the estab.

lishment.

A fuet which impressed itself upon the
visitors because it was in evidence every-
whero in the factories was the cleanliness
of every departuent, whether where the
plasters and dressings are being made or
in the rooms for mechanical purposes.

Many of the rooms, and notably that
whero the antiseptic dressings ure prepar-
ed, are washed down twice o day, and there
no foreign wmatter of nuy kind is allowed
to accumulate or can euter the products
of the fuctory. The tops of the tables in
this room are made of glass and the floor
is as clean at all times as scrubbing and
washing can moke it.  The younyg women
cmployed hiere wear the uniform of the
trained nurses of the large hospituls, and
all the work is performed in accordance
with the best methods suggested by mod-
ern surgery.

Thie thorough manner in which all im-
purities are removed from the cotton used
in the manufacture of thegurgeons’ anti-
septic dressing was fully \shown to the
visitors.

After the cotton arrives at the factories
direct from the southern cotton fields, it
is taken from the bales and placed in the
beating machine to remove all particles of
dirt.

By boiling nnd the use of chemicalsitis
thoroughly cleaned and then becomes
chemically pure and containing no foreign
substances of any kind. One catire build.
ing is devoted to the preparation of this
cotton for the use of thesurgeon and after
passing through 40 operations it isas pure
and white as new snow. Daring all of
these operations it has been in machines
and no hands have touched it, thus another
Jaw of modern surgery has beeu observed.
Besides being shown the manner of pre-
paring the cotton thedruggists were mnde
conversant with the methodsused in mnk-
ing every other article in the factory.

They personally inspected everything
and in many instances tested thewselves
VATIOUS Processes.

When ail the buildings and operations
had been inspected, the men adjourned to

another room, where Mr. Kilmer had a -

genuine novelty for them.  With the use
of the stereopticon he showed many slides
dermonstrating in a practical manner some
of those processes for the manufacture of
articles that could not have been shown
in a day. The exhibition of these chemi.
cal changes by the use of tho magic lan-
tern was a step forward in scicnce that
the druggists highly comwmended. Pic-

tures of tho countries where much of the
crude materinl, such as beladonnn, the
Kola nut and other drugs is obtaaned were
shown,

The success of this firm and its wonder.
ful development was tho theme of the
druggists after their inspection of the
fuctory. The men realized thut this sue.
cess was due to the alility of the ma w.
gers of the corporation, Messrs, R. W, .},
W, and I M. Johnson, their fres and
judicious use of money nnd their ability
to make a plice for themselves,

This has been done by not only improv-
ing old lines of goods, but by inventing
new ones to meet ndvanced practice,  The
firm by putting its products in the market
have increased the profits of the wholesale
druggists’ trade in surgeons’ articles over
8100,000 u year, while the retailers mnko
wver threequarters of o million in clenr
gnin.  Surgeons and doctors go to the
druggist to get now what they were forced
to mnke themselves before Johnzon &
Johuson appeared.  To-dny the ficw has
branch oflices in every country in the
world.

At the conclusion of the visit to the
factory the druggists with their hosts
went to the Mansion 1fouse where Pro-
prictor Mas served a splendid dinner.—
N. B, Fredonian,

Various Kinds of Vagetable Milk.

Dr. Spruce the renowned South Ameri-
can traveler, mentions a tree, 1 member
of the dogbane family, the juice of which
isused as milk. On the bark being
wounded the wilk flows abundnutly and
is of the cousistency of cow's milk, of the
purest white and  sweet to the taste.
The Indinn mode of takingit is to apply
the mouth directly to the wound aud thus
receive the milk as it flows. Dr. Spruce
says he has often partaken of it without
experiencing any ill efleets.

In Guinna the nntives ewploy the wiik
from « tree belonging to the same family
as the last named ; in the vernacular it is
known as hyahya, and to botanists as
Tabernemontann utilis (so named after
Jacobus Theodorus Tabernemontanus, a
German physician and botanist). The
wilk has the same flavor as sweet cow's
milk, but is rather sticky, on account of
its containing some caoutchouc.

Tn Para u lofty tree, belonging to the
stav-apple family, attaining a height of
one hundred feet, 1s used in a similar
manuer to the others wmentioned. Incis-
ions are made in the bark, and the wilky
Jjuice flows out copiously nbout the consis-
tence of thick cream, and if it were not
for its taste, which is somewhat peculiar,
could hardly be distinguished from it.—
Chambers’ Journal.

Simple Freezmg Apparatus.

H. N. Warren, in t.lw Chemical News,
describes « very efficient, rapid and sm;ply
constructed apparatus for fieezing small
quantities of water. The base of it is a
fractional distilling, or other convenicat
flask, into which is placed abeut 21 drams
of ether, and the same amount of carbon
(Ixsu]plndc, and through the neck is in-
serted o rubber tube terminating in a
glass point, which should alinost touch
the surface of the Jiquid. The flask is
placed in the wator which is to be frozen,
and, by means of a pair of constant
bellows connected to the rubber tubing,
a brisk current of air is forced into the
flask. As the vapor of the mixture
escapes through the small tubulare in the
flask, the thermometer sinks to zero almost
immedintely, and ice begins (o form. A
litre of water has been Tr zen by this
‘ineans in half an hour whEn. the tem-
. perature of the room was 70° F)‘—"\(d' i
