WHEN all God's professing followers shall be
““one in faith and purpose, one in churity,” they
will have the powor and the purpuse to bring the

world to Christ in a remarkably short
Al Shall time. This union for which Josus
be One, prayed is yot to come about; His:
words shall not, in this case, roturn
to Him void. But the union is not to be the
consolidativn of suparate parts, each of which re-
tains its individuality and independent govorn-
ment. The Kingdom of Heaven on earth is not
to be like.the Dominion of Canada—not a com-
binatior of denominations as that is a confedera-
tion of provinces. It iz mot to bo the-adhesion of
different parts making a cunglomorate mass, but
the fusion, tho cualescenco of tho different parts
vesulting in the destruction of individuality. In
anticipation of that time we should often think of
those words of ono of old: ¢ In faith, unity; in
opinions and ‘methods, liberty ; in all things,-
charity.”

PAvuL’s EXHORTATION to the church in Ephesus
was that they should endeavor *‘to keep the
unity of the Spirit in tho bonds of peace,” and he
informs them that causes have -beon
sot at work which are to cootinue “‘till
all'(Jow and Gentile, bond and freo)
come in the unity of Lhe faith, and of
tho krowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect
man, unto tho measvre of the stature of the full-
ness of Christ.,” There caunot be a fraternity
without somo basis of union, and in proportion to
the narrowness of this basis will be the number-
who shall bo willing to unite upon it. They may
‘have only one’ thing in common, but that'will be
no hindrance to their uniting, but rather a recason

Unity.

‘| why they should units on that one thing, pro-

vided both hold tenaciously to it; just as t&o ‘men
whose political and religious views are diverss; may
-enter into a co-partnership for the purpose of
carrfing on a successful business. So tho basis of
-union among God's peoplo must not be onethat
apreads over a groat range of thought and gocs
into multitudinous details; it must not be incom-
ptehensible, indefinite, unstable or visionary, but
simple, obvious, and easily understood.” The true
scriptural baeis is a living, personal faith in a liv-
ing, personal Saviour. ¢* Other foundation can no
man lay, than that which is laid, which i Jesus
Christ.”

WaEeRE the Lord has not bound ug, wo should
not bind ourselves, We should not make essoi-
tial what He has not so done. Many men have
maay minds, and it nced not be ex-
pected that all will seo alike on every
matter of oxpediency. No one has
tho right to make a staudard of fel-
lowship of anything which is a mere opiniun — of
‘anything upon which Gud's word has not plain'y
spyken. Ona may think that tho secor.d cuming of
Christ is very near, and anuther may place the
event a' long way in the future; but thac.is -no
reason why they should not both be laboring to-
gother in the Kingdum of Gud. Tn one of our
leading culleges wo have two godly prufessurs,
one of whom is of the apiniun that as suon as the
soul leaves tho-body it goes into heaven itself, and

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state till aftor the judgmont; but theso two mon
don’t let a more diflorence of opinion on a specufa-
tivo question provent their working togother for
the ostablishment of tho principles of the gos.
pol of Christ. Wo way have difforences as to
tho best way of spreading the truth or of carry-
ing on tho worship fo tho Lord’s houso, but
these and many such queations are of minor im-
portance — more atters of  opinion — and
they should not bo allowed to keep brothren
and sisters from uniting to ‘‘ contond earnestly
for tho faith (not tho opinion) once for all de.
livered to tho saints.”

How scarco charity ofton is among thoso who
apparently love tho Book which says, ¢* And above
oll theso things put on charity, which is the bond
of perfectness.” Wo should not bo
too quick to attribute motives and
condemn, Our differing from a person
on sume trivial matter is not suflicient
reason why wo should treat hiin unkindly, or en-
terlain uncharitable foelings towards him ; and
especially it will not warrant our dissovering fel.
lowship, and treating him as an enomy. Only
those who have donied the faith and becomo
enemies of the cross of Christ should bo cut off.
Charity as an attractive power will draw more to
Christ in a day than consoriousness will drivo to
Him in an oternity. He who prayed *¢ that there
be no divisions among you,” also said, ¢* lot broth-
orly love continue,” and when the oxhortation is
obsorvad in the churches as it should be, the
prayer will be answered. O for more of that
charity that * thinketh no ovil,” but *‘sufforeth
long and is kind.” For more of the spirit of Paul,
who was willing to become all things to all men
that ho might save some. For the spirit that is
more anxious to sev grounds of union and co-
operution than of division and dissension; that is
more williug t6 ask, In what way can I aid tho
good work ? tharn In what way can I hindor it?
The love of God iu our hearts should enable us to
bury all mero preferences as to ways and means,
and to comtine all our powers in spreading the
truth. God will not hold him guiltless who im-
pedes tho advancement of this good work.

*“ Wo aro not in the church simply lo increase
its members nor to secure an entrance into heaven,
Christ wants his members to wurk to spread tho
gospel, to carry the mossage. He says, Whom shall
Isond. Who will ¢o for us. Tho work needs the
help of ovory one, not ono can bo spared. Oh
God forbid that any of us should be found sitting
back with folded hands at ease in Zion, thinking
only of selfish comforts whilo tho heavanly call
resounds through earth and air and sea. Tho call
is heavenly, is divine. It is from Him who sitteth
upon the throne.

We, my doar sisters, are tho daughters of this
great King, and to-day His call comes to us, Like
loving children answering to a fathor's call, surely
cach heart will rise with joy responding, *“‘Here
am I send me.” ¢ What wilt Thou have me to
do.” Lot us each rejoice that the fisness comes
with the call; only be willing, willing to do what
the Great Father wishes.

From Jarax,

The time to do anything Lhat ought to be
The man who waits till every-
thing is porfectly favourable before he unites
with the church or gets married, will be apt to
wait o long time, Circumstances never become
The timo to make your will is now.
I suggested when making my last report that if
the roader would make his will and name sowe-
thing for the foreign work ho would feel the
satisfaction arising from such a good deed, after
death he could probably, from the upper sphores,
watch the course of his gift e it carried bless-
ings to the distant nations, and I would make a
better report for the second quarter. Now Lam
ready to do my duty, have you done yours?
Twenty additious, This is the same nuwber
as for the firet quarter, but there are three
preachers, only one before, and there was more
of this work done entirely by the Japanese.
At least teurteen are due to their labors alone,
sowe of them far away from Tokyo. Lest any
should think that I take poor timber, 1 would
say that these three men are all graduates

either of a Theological school, or of a college,
and L have rcjected more men who wished to
preach than I have received.

One of them is from the Greeks, He was
editor of their magazine. That means a choice
out of 150 preachers, and gives us a chance to
create some literature. The written language

" of Japan is qnite different from the spoken, and

the Jupanese are remorseless critics, so 1 have
never felt that I could publish anything to
advantage until now,

This mun i8 an intense student. He has very
little blood teft. Being a great admirer of Kant
he. emulated bis exawple by resolving not to
ma.ry, his friends interfered and persuaded him
to take & wife to take care of him. For sowe

. years he was dissatistied with the Greek Church,

and he and his sympathizers started a papor
advocating the reform of the Greek Church.
But the “Holy Apostolic Church” does not
reform, and the archbishop wus furious. They
were too numerous to do anything with them.
This preacher is now at work in a ward called
the brain of Tokyo, either because of the large
number of officers who live there, or because of
the Emporer who has his palace there. The
Ewperor hos had the measles lately, and has not
been out to any of our meetings. The preacher
is meeting with sowe success.

This report is fiom sixteen preacbing places
in which I am direetly interested. Miss John-

_ son bas just returned frow a trip among those

in the country. She was accompanied by a
Bible woman, and held some good meetings.
She is preparing to start home for a well earned
vacation,

WNot ull these places are fruitful. In one placo
we have worked steadily for more than three
years, and never have come near the water.
We are at it yot jusy as confident of victory as
on the first day we began, They must yield.
Every nation which -hug sot itself against the
gospel has gone to the wall, atd Japan is not
travelling that road. “Is not My Word like
fire? saith, the Lord, and like a hummer that
breaketh the rock in piecest”

We have opencd two new places, making
eightecn in all. -In these we have seven preach-

ors, fivo helpors, and eight tchools. Now that
Bro. Azbill hus come to our help the Disciples
have twenty-one preaching places and elevon
schools, These schools ure all for poor children
— charity schools. One missionary and several
Japanese thought it uuwise to enter one city
where we Jately began, and Japaneso opinion
alone favored the other., The first- placy is n
city of 18,000 population but intensely devated
to Buddhism, The priest, who by touching the
licad of a person with his golden razor can insure
that that person will become a god after death,
went there. He touches no head for less than
thirty cents, and from the rich he expects all the
wuy up to one hundred dollars, In ono day he
took in two thousand dollars in that place.

‘Undoubtedly the work in that city will be
hard, but perhaps that is juat what we came to
Japan for. A railrond will be built in that sec-
tion, but it will not bo built for several years
yet, and that will greatly facilitate the work
ovon if it does not show that Buddhism cannot
live in thelight. No one has a preaching placo
there, We have both to the north and south, so
it seems to be our duty to undertake what may
be for years fruitless labor,

The other city has 90,000 population. We
had some work in tha towns of that province,
aud I wished the preacher to presecute that
work; he was willing but said that the best way
to do it would be %o plant the cause in the capi-
tal of the province, and work out from there.
Other Japanese sided with bim. ¢ But,” I said
« there are Baptists, Congregationalists, Presby-
terians and Moethodists there.,” ¢ Yes,” thoy
replied, “ and Romanists and Greoks, but even
then we have 15,000 for each of them and besides
there are six thousand soldiers there” The
Japunese were right. I told the preacher that
he could not do the work without & helper, aund
now he is clsmorous for another preacher, a Bible
women toect with her own sex, and for a foreign
missionary, When I go to Sends} in a fow weeks
I shall have to attend to the ordinauce of
baptism,

These two places are samples of our work. In
some places we work long and wearily without
seeming » make an impression. The probabil-
ity is that that work is better in the sight of
(od than where we are che~:ed by immediate
success ag in the second city named, Would you
not think that we wight very appropriately take
off our hats to the missionaries of China and
India who are oblidged to work so much harder
to accomplish a8 mach? I thiok so. God does
pot command success; he dous command work.
Consider the possibilities, While we prefer to
report results and not prospects, I venture to say
that if we could obtain the money, ina few years
T could increase these eighteen preaching places
to one hundred, with correspondingly larger
reports, Napoleon said—and I think that no
one will be disposed to dispute the statement
when they remember that Gladstone said latoly
that Napoleon’s was the most collossal intellect
of modern times. Napoleon said, “ You can’t
make an omelet without bLreaking some eggs.”
For years we have been asking for money to
oxtend the work according to our opportunities,
if you wish us to do so you will have to break
some oggs, It cannot be done by simply read-
ing the reports, Pray for us. Like Paul at
Ephesus, before us a donr is opened great and
full of possibilities, and the epposers are many.

AN IMPORTANT MATTER.

All who attonded the International Convon’*ion
of the Y. P. S, 0, E,, in New York, must have
been impressod by its magnitudo and its opirit,
Nothing like it was ever seon before. It drew
lovers of the Lord together, it lot thom gaze into
each others faces, and it sent them homo hoping
and praying for the timo when all will be one,

Tho *¢ denominational rallies” were all full of
intorest, but it is gonerally conceded that none
equalled that held by the Diaciples of Christ. ‘tis
not often one’s privilege to seo Endeavorers work
as thoy did on that Saturday afternoon. The
brethron resident in New York wexe rejoiced to
800 their magnificent church crowded by Disciples,
and the visiting brothren wore delighted because
they had such a placo in which to gathor.

Noxt year the convention goes to Montreal.
Thousands of Disciples from the United States and
Canada will bo there. Denominations! rallies will
of course have their place on the programme. The
various denominations will go to their respective
churches, but whore shall we go?  Hore is the im-
portsnt matter.

Montreal has a population of more than 200,000,
of whom at least throe-fifths are Roman Catholics,
Tho most of the Protestant denominstions have
costly churches, but wo have no pluce of worship
in the city. Wo havo, howuver, a small nuwmber of
faithful brethren and sisters, and not a fow sympa-
thizers who would probably become our brethren
if tho opportunity were afforded. TFor two years
they have been hoping that by some happy provi-
dence they should bo assisted in establishing the
cause of primitive christianity in the commercial
metropolis of Canada. The opportune time for en-
listing the sympathies and securing the co-opora-
tion of the brotherhood may have now come. If
our Young People’s Socioties of Christian Endea-
vor, seconded by our other- brethren and sisters
in the United States and Canada, will take this
matter in hand, they caa put a nest and substantial
place of worship for the Disciples of Christ, in
Monztreal, before the next [nternational Conver-
tion. And when our youny people go there in
1893 they will have tho satisfaction of worshipping
in a house which they have largely built.

The societies can do this, What is. done must
be done quickly. If they let this chance pass they
will not enjoy the Montreal Convention. Bro.
Lditor, what do you say about this important mat-
ter? Pleaso say something, Fellow Endeavorer,
what do you say? The Y. P. 8. C. E. in the Co-
burg streot Ohristian church, St. John, N, B.,
authorizes me to say that they will pledge $25.00
toward the erection of this much needed place of
worship in Montreal,—H. W, Stewart in Evangelist,

[The matter mentioned above is important, and
wo glad Bro.

THE CONSTRAINING LOVE OF CHRIST,

Wrnopnis of a diseourse delivered by the editor at New
Qlasgow, P L. Island, Lord's day, July 3ist.)

¢ Tor the love of Christ constraineth us; becauso weo
thus pulge, that if one died for all sheretoro oll died ;
and that He died for all, that they which live should no
longer live unto themselves, but unto Y who for their
sakes died and rose again.™—11 Cor, 5.14, 15, R. V,

It was no ordinary power that completoly
changed thoe aftections, purposes and life of a young
man of the honesty, intolligence and determination
of Saul of Tarsus, When it was known that with
over-incroasing earnestness ho now preacked the
faith which he once destroyed, Saul, like David,
was a wonder unto many. No visiblo advantage
could he gain by the change, but the vory reverse.
He was a Roman citizen,n Hebrew of the Hebrows,
a religious Pharisee of the strictest kind, and pro-
fitod in the Jews; religious above his cquals, far ex-
coeding them in zeal for the traditions of the
fathors, He had tho applause of his ruligious
countrymon whom he led in whut ho' considered
tha service of God. Why would ho count all these
advantages loss, throw them overboard, and joy-
fully accopt a hfe of poverty, reproach and bitterest
porsccution ?  Tho easy and popular solution was
ineamty. ¢ He is beside himself. No sane man
would muko euch a choice.”

1. Puul here gives his reasons for changing, He
was particularly anxious that all men might know

- wHY he wus what he was, There was onthusiasm
m his case, but theie was also sober philosophy.
God knew his enthusiasm, he waunted his brethren
to congsider his phiosophy., *‘If weo are beside
ourselves, it 1s to God; if sober, 1t 18 for your
sakes. The love of Christ constrains us, and this
is why we so judge. If ono so high and holy
as the Son ot God died for all those who were

- under the scutence of death for their sius, theu it
is the same as if they all had died for their own
sins. Justico 18 as well satisfied, Jaw as highly
honored as if all had died. His death was for that
purpose, and answers that end  We conclude then
that those who live by Jesus’ death should nct, as

. formerly, ltve for themselves, bat for Him who
died for them and rose and now Lves 1n heaven to
perfeet his work, Jesus show.d Paul how great
things he must saffer for Ilis name, and He showed
him hww to suffer by making him a partner. To
suffer with Christ was so grand that he as much
dearred to ** kuow the fellowship of s suflerings
as to ““know the power of Ilis resvrrection.”
Wherover his sufterings for Christ abounded, so
did his consolation by Christ. **He loved me and
gave Himself for me.” This is a love that nover
faileth, [t constrained Paul to sing prawes to
Gud iu the stocks at Phillippi. [t cheered him n
his Romau prison, aud fiiled his sou! with trivmph
as he passed on to martyrdom,

II. Others have since Paul's day been con-
strained by the love of Christ. William Caroy,
a shuemaker, burn in Eogland in 1761, was con-
strained by the love of Christ. Without educa-
tion and withvut money, he felt a desire that

Sdll ho travolled aud lectured and preached on
heathen inigsions until many of his brethren were
In a public meoting Andrew
Fuller £aid, *“Thero is a great mino in India reach-
ing nearly to the centro of tho earth. Who will
vo down into it 1 ¢ I will,” sard Cary; ““but you
must hold tho rope.” The two mon pledged
themsolves to each other and to God, tho one to
go into tho deep mino of India to gathor souls as
jowels for the Master's Crown, tho other to Inbor
till denth to raise menoy to support him. By the
arace of God both proved faithful, and God gave
the increase, Just ono hundred years ago Caroy
preached his famous sermon before the Baphist
Asanciation at Nottingham, foundod on Isaish
liv. 2, 3—** Enlarge the plan of thy tent,” etc,
otc. In his application he made twn points, viz.:
“ Expeet great things from God.” ¢* Attewmpt great
things for God.” These two have been the motto
of the Sucicty ¢veruince. That year the cobbler
offorod himsolf as o missionary to the Baptist
churchos, was accepted, wont to India, and then
lenrned their languages, and in less than 50 years
ho and his associates had translated tho Scriptures
into over thirly languages and dialects to be.read
by Indin’s millivns in all fature time. What but
tho Jove of Christ constrained these twe men—ono
to go into tho miune, the other to hold the rape.
Christ had a work for each. One hundred years
ago that missionury society began with less thao
one hnodred dollars. This year they .expoct to
raise one.million dollars, “Eepect great things from
God, Altempt great things for God.” It is only
those who expect yreat things from God who will
attempt great things for Him.

Adoniram Judson, pioneer of Burman Mission,
was consirained by tho love of Christ, He folt an
intense desire to tell the heathen of Jesus and His
love and must be a missionary, cost what it will,
Every thing tended to discourage him, but at laat
he reached Burmah, His labors were abundant,
his suflerings intense, among the people he came to
lead to Jesus. Two years he, suffered severe im-
prisonment, chained like a felor to a block of wood.
Ono year he wore three pairs of fetters, the other
yoar he wore five pairs, He must have died of
hardship were it not that his wife, though in fesble
health, came every day to the prison, and like a
ministering angel atiended to his wants arl also
tho wants of his fellow prisoners. These fetters
left on his body till death the mark of the Lord
Jesus, But he worked and suffered, expecting great
things from God and attemptiog great things.for
God. One thing he did was to translate the Bible
into the language of Burmab, and that great nation
can read in their own: tongue the wonderful works
of God. He isamong tho blessed dead who die in
the Lord and his work do follow him,

The Disciples have missiors in different ficlds
which are occupied, we trust, by men and women
constrained by the love of Christ.

E. T. Williams and wife, Carric Loos Williams,
who died on Feb, 11th, 1892, were serving.a large
nfluential church five years agoe in Cincinnati,
They were universally esteemed and beloved. But
they so felt for the heathen who nover hoard: of
Christ that they offered to.lcave all the endear-
ments of home and friends and go to Chioa, thero
to toil and it might e suffer death ss other 'mis-
sionaries have done.

-What:respect.can we
havo for.a cause: that we will not supporb nnless.we
can do it'without froling it. There is no conatrain-
ing-love in such gziving., Jesus gaye up-everything,
atd then gave Himself to the death-of the cross for
us, and what sort of heartless trifling is it in us- to

'say we will give to'Him only that which costs us

little or nothing? Is this the way to-serve RHim
who loved us and.gave Himaelf for us?

In the
Sunday School Times of Aug. Gith I read a good
thing by one of tho contributors on this subject.
It is as follows ; ““ 1t is tho ono and only business
of tho church to fill the world with its doctrine.”
That is what the church was ostablished for, and
nothing olse, You might not think so, judging
from what you sco the church doing; for thero are
many churches which never seem to havo tho
fuintest idea as to what their primo duty is.

THE DISCIPLES OF CHRIST.

I, What is tho croed of tho Disciples? You
say: ‘‘ You repudiate all creeds, do younot?’ By
no means. Tho Disciples do indeed reject, as of
authority, all statements of faith of human con-
struction; but this is a very differenc thing from
repudiating all creeds. While wo repudiate all
human authoritative creods, wo accopt and hold
fast to'the divine creed. [t is often said, and in a
sense it is correct, ¢* The Biblo is my creed.”

When the issue was an infallible church or an
infallible book a3 at tho timo of tho reformation of
tho sixteonth century, Protostants very naturally
took a stand in favor of tho Bible as a cveed, It
may bo aflirmed that it ia inspired, thatit 18 an-
thoritative, that it is intolligible, that itis moral,
that it is perpetual, that it is catholic, and that is
is porfect.

If you ask me, therefore, what the creed of the
Disciples is, Iroply: Jesus of Nazaroth is the
Christ the Son of the living God. We accept and
are satisfied with this fundamental confession—
this rock on which Christ built His church, *But,”
you say, ‘* do not all Christinns beliove thisi”
Yes, but ‘¢ with us, the Divinity and Christhood
of Jesus is more than a mere itom of doctrino—it
is the contral truth of tho Ohristian system, and in
an important sense tho Creed of Christianity. It
ia the one fundamental truth which we aro jealous-
ly careful to guard against all compromise. To
persuade man to trust and love and obey a Divine
Saviour, is the ono great ond for which we labor
in preaching the gospel, assured that if men aro
right about Christ ; Christ will bring them right
about everything else. We therefore preach Josus
Christ and Him crucified. Wo domand no other
faith, in order to baptism and church membership,
than the faith of the heart in Jesus as tho Chriet,
the Son of the living Gud; nor have we any torm
or band of fellowship but faith in this Divine Re-
deemer, and obedience to Him, All who trust in
tho Son of God and obey Him, are brethren, how-
over wroug thoy may be about anything elso ; and
those who do not trust in this Divine Saviour for
salvation and obey His commandments, are not
our brothren, however intelligent and exceleat
they may be in all beside.”

IL. I mention a second peculiarity. The con-
fession required before baptism, and church mem-
bership; what is it? You remember that Jesus
said, * Whosoever * * shall confess Me before
men him wiil I confess beforo my Father which is
in heaven.” The apostlo Paul said in his epistle
to the saints in Rome, *“ That if thou shalt beliove
in thine heart that God hath raised Him from the
dead, thou shalt bo saved.” And the beloved dis-
ciple said : ‘* Every spirit that confesseth that
Jesus Christ. has come in the flesh is of God ; and
overy spirit that confessoth not that Jesus Christ
is come iu the flesh is not of God.” The divine
test of orthodoxy is, What think ye of Christ?
Whose Son is ha? Wo ask overy candidate for
baptism : Do you believe with your whole heart
that Jesus of Nazaroth is the Christ, the Son of
the living God, and yoru Saviomr? Do you earnest-
ly desire to obey Him? This preciso form is not
essential; but the thought is, Every applicant for
baptism mnst in some form confess with the mouth
that Jesus is the Son of God, and that He is ac-
copted asa personal Saviour. ** We submit no
other tests but faith and repentance, in admitting
persons tu baptisin and church mombership. Wo
present to them no Articles of Faith other than
the one article concerning the Divinity and Christ-
hood of Jesus; we demand no narration of the
religious experience other than is expressed in a
voluntary confession of faith in Jesns; we demand
no probatiun to determiuo their fitness to come into
the church; but instantly, on their voluntary con.
fession of the Christ, unless thero are good reasons
to doubt their sincority, they are accepted and
baptized, in the name of the Lord Jesus, and into
the name of tho Father, tho Son and the Holy
Spirit. They ure thus wodded to Christ, and not
to a sot of doctrines or a party.”

IIL. I mention a third pecaliarity, I spoak now
of baptism. As to the form of baptism, Disciples
agree with immersionists. Josus walked across the
country furty miles to Le baptized of John in the
river Jordan. Ho had before His eyes every text

in the Old Testament that mentions sprinkling ;

but Ho acted as [ have indicated. Theto is some-
thing in baptism that requires petsous to arise that
they may attond to the divino requirement. Saul
of Taraus, woak and faint from intense mental ox-
citement, and from days of fasting, is told to arise
and Lo baptized. What not baptize him in a re-
clining posture? Aftsrward, in spoaking of his
baptism, he described it as a burial, When speak-
ing of baptism to tho saints in Colosse, to said:
¢ Baried with Him (Christ) in baptism, wherein
also ye aro risen with Him through the faith of the
operation of God, who hath raised Him from tho
dead. We aro told also that John baptized *‘in
Enon, near to Salim, becauso there was much
wator there.” Theso references, and others, seem
to indicate immorsion as the act which Jesus on-
joined when He commanded penitent sinners to
be baptized.

As to the persons who have a scriptural right to
baptism, Disciples say that this divine ordinance
is only for thcse who believe in tho Lord Jesus
Christ, and truly repent of sin. Hore, again, wo
stand on undisputed territory, Infant baptism
lacks the atamp of Catholicity, whilo believer's
baptism hasit. There is controversy about infant
baptism; thore is no controversy about the baptism,
of believers,

As to the purpose, the design, of Christian bap-
tism, I have to say, first wo repudiate the idea of
baptismal regencration. Wo find no warrant in
Gud's word for thinking that baptism has power
to work a moral orspiritual change. Oa the other
hand, wo do not teach that baptisin is a mere form
or ceromony by which persons ar> admitted into
the visidle church. Jesus says: ¢ Come unto Me.”
In holy baptism the sinner makes his response,
In this sacred ordinance he says: ** Lord; I do
como to Thoee. I formally, and solemnly, and
truly give mysolf to Thee here and now.

IV, TIwmention a forth peculiarity. This relates
to the Lord's Supper. The Disciples are not close
communionists. That baptism precedes commuion
is the teaching of all Christians. The real ques-
tiont at this point is, What is baptism? We find
no authority in Scripture to sit in judgment on
this or that person and say, Thou shalt not. Nor

on the other hand, are we open communionists,
I cannot make an argument to show that persons
who have not submitted to Christ in baptism, as I
underafand Him to enjoin, shall come to tho Lord’s
Tablo. This our open communion brethrea do.
There are now men and women 'whose loyalty to
Christ cannot be doubted ; they beliuve in Him ;
they love Him; tho general current of their lives
is in the way of obedience to Him ; of this
there is no doubt in the mind of any reasonable
person; now, what shall I do? Shall I say to
them when the Lord's table is spread in the public
assembly : You shall not join us in this sweetly
solomn tervico? T can not doso. I will not.
will read from the Divine Testimonies and say :
‘ Examine yoursolves.” We observe the Lord's
Supper on every first day of the week; for thus the
primitive Christians did. We do not invest the
ordinance with the awfuluoess.of a sacrament ; but
regard it as a sweet and precious feast of holy
memories, designed to quicken our love for Christ
and cement the ties of our common bratherhood.
We thoreforo, observe it as a.part of ~ ir regular
worship, cvery Lord’s day, and hold 1t a solemn,
but joyful and refreshing feast of love in which all
the disciples of our Lord should feel it a great
priviloge to unite, *‘Sacred to the momory of our
Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ” is written on this
simple and solemn faumily feast in the Lord's
house.”—DB, B, Tyler.

THE LORD'S DAY.

The Saviour said, while on earth; ‘“The Sabbath
was mado fcr man.”  Was it. made for all men of
all nations? By no meuns. Thovo is not one
monosyllable or lettor in all the Bible that saya the
Sabbath was mado for any other people besides the
Jows, the statement of D. D.'s and college profes
sors to the contrary notwithstanding. Was the
manna given to any others? Were any others
sheltered by the blood of the passover? Were any
others circumcised until they became Jews by
proselytism ? No.

These, tugsther with the Sabbath, belong strictly
to the Jewish economy or dispensation, and were
but shadows of good things to come, all of which
good things whero found in all their fullness in
Christ. . )

To those who contond that the Sabbath was given
for all people, I will submit a genoral proposition,
viz.: you must take the Sabbath as 2ivea by Moses,
with its dealth penalty, or not at all. The penalty,
which was death, has never beon removed, if so,
give the recora.

Again: all this cant about works of necessity
and mercy is a miserablo subterfuge of the devil,
concocted by him to ease the consciences of wicked
men, while they engage in their sacrilegious prac-
tices on tho Lord’s day.

How this elastic doctrine will siretch! Already
it embracos in its arms of necessiiy and meroy all
the furnaces, railrosds, dummy lines, street rail-
ways, beer gardens, tobacco and news stands, Sun-
day sacred (3) concerts, and such like, and the arms
aro stil} growing.

What became of the Jowieh Sabbath? I will
reply by asking whet became of the passover, the
Lovitical priesthood, circumcision, tho morning and
ovening sacrifices? They had their perfect and
completo fulfillment in Christ, their antitype. Sce
Matt. v. 17 ; Gal iii. 24 ; Rom. x. 4; John xix,
28-80,

Jesus having finished His work on earth, spent
the last S.bbath of the old dispensation in the
tomb. Heo arose from the dead on the first day of
the week and bogan from that hour a new dispen-
sation. See Matt. xxviil. 1-6; Mark xvi. 1-3;
Luke xxiv, 1, and John xx. 1-19, For over 1,300
yoara tho followers of Jesus have pratended to ob-

sorve the first day of tho week, not in commemora-
tion of God’s finished work in croation, nor of
Israol's oxodus from Egypt, but in commemoration
of Christ’s resurrection aftor having finished re-
demption’s work.

But you ask: * Is not the Lord's day a day of
rest 1 No; it is a day of work for Christ, and a
thousapd fold more sacred than the Jewish Sab.
hath. On it wo are to lay aside ovorything of cur
own and give the entire day to His gervice, en-
deavoring to advance His iuteresat, ailowing nothing
to interfore,

How much botter is the Lord's day than tho
Jowish Sabbath?  As much as the gospul disponsa-
tion is bettor than tho Mopaic ; us much as tho

precious blood of Jesus is superior to the blood of
a bullock; as inuch better as redomption is beyond
crontion. How do you spond this blessed Lord’s
day 17 'This is the test of a genuine Christiou char-
actor, Concerning the Lord’s day, or the first day
of the weok, sco John xx. 1, 19, 26; Acts xx.7;
1 Cor., xiv. 2; Rov. i, 10.—Herald.
