in Osceola, and up tho 6th of March had 102 addi-
tions, Ouo of the converts was the principal
infidel in the city, a man cighty years of age.

There is no lack of talk abont giving, no lack
of writing on the subject, no lack of needy
places and worthy objects, no
The Giving lach of means to meet the
Spirit. demands, but there is a sad
absence of the giving spitit.
Think of people whuse whole atin in life seems
to be tho accumulation of wealth, going to the
house of God regnlarly and singing with a sham
carnestness, “ I care not for riches, neither silver
nor gold.” Think, too, of professing Christians
of independent means refusing to sing until paid
for it; and then, when shining sovereigns aro
before them, singing, ¢ Were tho whole realw
of pature mine,” ete. This 1s uot the spirit ot
Christ, for the spirit of Christ is the spirit of
giving, He gave himself for us, We ghould
give ourselves to him, and giving ourselves we
put all that we bave at his call. He will never
call on us for more than he needs, never for
more than we can give. Ho needs what we
spend in luxuries, and if bis followers would
give to mm what they srend in fashion or in
foolshness his treasury would be full, and his
beart would be emptied of the sorrow that musc
swell it, as he sees those wbo claim to be his
disciples dwelling in their ceiled houses while
the Lord’s house is in desoclation, as he sces
them spending on their own little bodies more
than they give for the souls of millions, as he
sees them eating and drinking the best the land
or all lands can supply, while wyriads are dying
for the bread and the water of life. When
will people Jearn to sacrifice for Christ? Nos
till tloy learn to give up luxuries and scrimp in
necessities, not until they say we will first
satisfy the claims of God by giving the best we
bave to him, instead of saying, as 18 too often
done, we will spend all we can on ourselves and
if there is any left we will give it to the Lord.
Wonderful generosity !

Qur missionaries in the foreign field have felt
the pressure of the financial crisis in the western

world, Owing to tho slowness
A Good  with which money came to the
Collection. DBoard, under whose direction

they are working, they have
learned lessons in economy and self-sacrifice,
such as those by whose gifts they should be
supported have never studied, The chuarches
were hurling Gud's blessings from thea when
they permitted peutly all the self Jenisl to be
practiced by the missivnaries. The last fow
months have bLeen mouths of great anxiety,
great earnestness and great activity on the part
of Bros. McLean and Rains, of the Foreign
Christian Missionary Society. They had thrown
their whole souls into an effort to make the
March collection for foreign missions nearly
proportionate to the ability of the churches,
Few know the suspense in which they have
waited for the result. It may bo that few can
sympathize with them in the greatness of their
joy as the encouraging reports are coming in.
Churches that scemed to never think of tho
beathen abroad, and, comsequently it may be,
pard ntle atention tu the lLeathen at howe,
have been cnlisted in the work, Now that
they bave tasted :be sweetness of participating
in this work, it will not require so much effort |
to keop theiv eyes turned from solf to the world.
Churches thatin years gone by have been doing

gomething, bave in many instances doubled

their offering to the Lord. The result is that
the first few weeks sinco the collection show
that an increasing epirit of liberality is abroad,
but it is by po mucans the spirit o eelf sacrifice.
In the week beginning March 7th, £5,318.78
were received. To us in these provinces that
may lovk like a large sum, but to the dying
world it scems very, very small, and to Jesus it
appears smaller still. It is a good sum to be
received in one week ; but if us muclk were to
come in during each weok in the year—und
there iz no remson but sclfishness why such
should not be the case — the whole amount
would be but a trifle compared with what is
nceded to Bsustain messengers of light in the
regions of darkness.

Ag our readors will remomber, Bro, J. H.
Hardin, the Corresponding Secretary of the
General Christian Missionary
Convention, was present at our
annual weeting in St. Jobn in
1892. He was then assured of
the desire of the brethren assembled to co-
operate with the brethren in the United States
in the prosecution of home mission work; the
General Board was asked to consider favorably
the watter of ascisting us in the support of
vvangelistic effort in New Brunswick and Nova
Scotin ; und a8 av evidence of the genuineness
of our purpose, it was determined that all our
churches be recommended to take up the annual
collection for general home wissions in common
with the churches of the United States, The
outcome of this was that by some of the churches
the collection was forwarded to the General
Boatd, and Bro. Northcutt wus sent down here
by them to assist in evangelistic effort in these
provinces. His labors, as is well known, were
successful, not only, or mairly, whea measured
by the wembers added to the churches, but also
by the momentuwm he imparted te our work and
the greater good feeling and earnestness he
helped to enkindle in our churches. So well
pleased were the churches with the willingness
of the Board to assist us, and with the man
wbom they sent for that purpose, that the
churches, gathered in the annual meeting at
Lord’s Cove last year, passed u 1esolution that
all our churches in Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick be requested to take up a collection
for general home missions this year. It may
be worth noting that this * resolution passed by
a upapimous stapdirg vote.” Bro. Haidin is
wmaking herculean «fforts to enlistall the chutches
in the United States in this work. He secs
the great needs of the western states and he is
not ignorant of the needs of the Canadian north-
west., Thousands of places are appealing, some
loudly and others silently, but no less truly, for
help; and his heart at times must be heavy,
beceuse so many of these cases have to be heard,
bnt cannct be answered, The offering for this
work is to be made on the first Lord’s day in
May, and if every church in the United Ststes,
and in Canada, too, wil! do what it can—or
even half so mucb—the work tbhat should be
done among the hoathen in the large cities and
the unchurched and indifferent thousands in the
west and north can be undertaken. What we
give to the General Board will in time come
back to us laden greatly with blessings, But
we should help, even if there were no such
prospect. Will we?

Wo have received the following letter from our
sister in Japan ;

You remember in a former lettor I spoko of somo
students from the school not far from our home
cuming to ask us to teach them the Biblo? Wo
had become acquainted with them through thoir
attondanco at tho Sunday services. Moat of thom

wore already Christians, sceking after more hight,
especially tho leader of the party—ICairai San by
namoe. Ho it was who banded togethor the few
Christians that belonged to this great Buddhist
school, and seemeod to watch over them with a
fatherly intorest. He induced them, for some of
them were becoming weak, to cume to his room for
prayer and reading of tho scriptures every day, and
when ho heard of wus, he immediately sought
means of becoming acquainted and enlisted us in
his self-imposed task. We were, as may be sup-
posed, glad to teach them—yes, to teach them tho
whole of tho gospol as it is in Christ. As a rosult,
for the last month this young man has bed a stern
conflict with himsolf. Before he, or in fact any of
thom, had met us, thoy had never heard of the
immersion of a boliever as Christian baptism. He
saw, after his attontion was drawn to the fact, that
that was the only truc baptism., Yot, ho said,
** My mother and sister were not immersed.  Shall
I have to leave thom?"” At last, one morning
during the weok of prayor, he came to say ho was
ready. The samo afternoon we had the joy of seo-
ing him buriod with his Saviour in baptism and
riso to walk in newnoss of life with him, Ho is
liko s differont person, ho is so happy, and how
hard he is workine with the others to got them to
see as ho sces. He brings them to us to talk to,
and whore thoy do not understand English very
woll he takes thom to Mr. Garst.

'T'here is ono student I wouid like to mention
particnlarly. Ho was a scoffer, but Kairai San
induced him to join our Rible-class. He probably
camo for the sake of the English he would learn.
He has ceased to scoff, and told us at the last
weoting that ho felt nearer to God than he had
ever thought possible. Ho wishes, however, to
study longor bofore casting in his lot with us.
Besides these signs of Christ's growing kingdom,
others of our missionaries have reaped bountifully
for Christ, till we oxclaim : ¢ What has God
wrought ! "

The charity-schools, Sunday-schools aud women’s
meeting are about tho same, interest good.

My new Bible-woman comes next week. Was
so sorry to 'cse my old one, am afraid it hindors
tho work in the women’s meoting, where wo had
hoped to claim two souls for Christ.

abaence. We oxpect’a good report from them this
month.

The Halifax Band has had an ircrease of eight
members since I heard from thom last. They
intend to name their Band aftor our littlo girl in
Japan, They sent mo somo cards to send to
Japan. Before sonding them 1 would liko to
receive some from other Bands. Will tho girls
and boys collest some and send them to mo?

Our now Band at West Goro had nineteon present
at their last meeting. That is a grand beginning.

The Halifax girls and boya have been asking for
a Mission Band Badge. Now that is something
worth thinking over. I would like to get an
opinion from all the Bands. Write and tell me
whother you would like to have a badge, and lot
each Band suggest what thoy would liks tho badge
to be. Then if all agree in having one, we can choose
one from those suggested, and all adopt the same,

It has been suggested that we procure mite boxes
for the children. Thoy can be gotten from Miss
Lois White, and only cost twenty cents a dozon.
The children can collect quito a lot in this way,
and have an ** oponing” every quartor, or every
8ix moaths,

It appears that the little girl whom Miss Rioch
had taken for us had had a part scholarship from
somo sisters in tho United States, and they wore
unwilling to give her up. Wao, of course, wanting
to take the whole scholarship, could not take her
from them, and so Misa Rioch has procured another
littlo girl for us. We need not feel at all disap-
pointed, huwever, for we have dc. - botter by the
change. Sco what Misa Rioch hersolf says :

‘ Don't be the ledst bit disappointed, for if any-
thing tho child you are to support promises much
better than the other. Let mo toll you a little of
her history. Last year she was Miss Wirick's
English pupil, and joined the church under her
instructions, She always attendod pragor-meeting
and the Lord’s suppuer regularly. ln the prayor-
moetings she always took part, either by reading
or praying. She seemed so zealous, aud Miss
Wirick was quite hopoful of her., When she
ceaged to be Mies Wirick’s pupil, a rich old couple
adopted her, this being the usual thing for peuple
to do, one out of cvery five persors one meets is
adopted. Waell, this old couple made a great pat
of her, dressed her up finely, gave her everything
she could wish for, and at last wished to marry her
to their only son. This was a mark of the highest
eatecmn on their part, but alas, this did not suit my
lady. She aaid, ¢ No, ho is not a Christian, and I
cannot marry him, When I marry my busband
must he at least a Christian—and I hope a minister,
that I may help him bring souls to Christ.” They
still loaded her with favors, thioking in this way to
change her mind. But no. One evering she took
off all her finery, put vt her old dress she had come
in, and went homo to her sisters. She has never
seemed to rogret her brave action, It was her
biight happy face timat first drew my attention to
her, and on asking Miss Wirick about her, this is
tho story I heard. 1 at once thought *there is the
right kind of girl to train. She will appreciate it.’

 Before telling the child we wished to educate
her, she was asked what she most wanted to become,
She answered, ‘I should like to bo a Bible-woman,
but I have no cducation.” After a little trouble
gotting the consent of her brother, who in the long
run gave it willingly, she was put into the school
by me, under Miss Wirick’s care. As, of course,
by this tinie you have heard that Miss Wirick has
the girls till we get the languago a littlo botter.
Tho child is almcst fourteen or fifteen. Always,
always pray thau she may bo strong, aud at the
last reach our expeotations. .

Tt is so good to hear of the children taking
such an active part in this work. With such noble
little williog workers it will indeed bo no trouble
to raise tho whole $60. Pi.haps by the next mail,
or tho ono later than that, I shall send tho girl's
photograph.  Will sond one half-dozen, so each
Band can have one.

“T receivod tho cards and scrap-buvk last mail ,
many, many thanks. DBusiness cards are as ussful
o8 tho scripture cards, as they cannot read English,
and we write o verso in Japanese on them anyway.
I give one to each child who has been there ovory
Sunday in the month. Last month, gavo at least
thirty away.”

REASON OF TIHE CHRISTIAN'S HOPE,

But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts and bo ready
always to give overy man that asketh a rearon of the
hope that isin you with meekness and fear,

Question — As much is said about your
peoples’ belief, I would like to ask what you |
requrd ag the creed of the church ?

Answer-— The creed of any religious body |
waich 48 likely to hold long together, whether |
true or false, calied also its foundseton, 18 a |
statement so wriet and plmn thas 1ts members i
can grasp it. Jt is also o siatement conceruing
a persen whom they can trust and look to in
time of need. We will first mention false
creeds, then truo creeds.  * Mobammed is God's
supremo prophet ' is & creed or foundation. On
it is built Mohammedanism. All who believe
this are Mohatmmedans, and bound to trust tc
tm and take the Xoran—bhis boolk—as therr |
guide,  “Joseph Smith is God’s supreme |
prophet ' 18 another creed, Ali who believe 1t |
are Mormwans, and bound to aceept the book of
Morman—Smith’s bouk., These creeds are briec
and plain with a person in the centre. We will
next considor true creeds, Oh, Tsiael, * The
Lord thy God is one Lord.” On this creed
rests the Jewish church, and it distinguishes
Israel from tbe nations around which worsbipped
s plurality of gods. The sigpnature to the laws
of Moses is “1 am the Lord,” Christianity
has its creed—the wost extraordinary sta‘ement
ever heard by humap ears. God revealed his
mind to prophets and messongers, who told it to

otbers, but this great truth ho spoke himself
from heavea in the hearing of men. When
Jesus went up out of the water uf baptism the
heavens were opened, the spirit of God descended
like a dove and lighted upon hiw, and lo, a
voico from heaven suying, “T'bis is my beloved
Souw, in whom 1 am well pleased.” ‘This is the
creed of the church of Christ,  All true believers
of this creed shall have everlusting life. On the
coust of Ceesarea Philippi, Jesus asked, ¢ Whom
say ye that [ am?” Wheun Peter answered,
“Thou art the Christ, the Sou of the living
- God,” Jesus blessed him, salled the truth which
he had confessed ¢‘this rock,” and aflirmed of
it: 1st, * My Father had revealed 1T unto thee.”
20d, “ I will build my chuich upon 11,”  3rd,
*“The gatos of hades shall ziot prevail againse 11.”
Jesus died fur cunfessing that he was the Sun
of the living God. The Holy Sirit confirmed
the great truth by Je.us’ iesmirection, If he
were not the Son of the living God he wonld
remain in the grave, his flesh would see coreup-
tion, and death, or the gates of hades, would
prevail.  But bis divinity., which was first
announced by his Father, confessed by himself
in his death and confirmed by thu Holy Spirit
in his 1esurrection, sbines on the brow of
Christianity, the creed and foundation of the
church of Cod. It is a plain truth, which can
be received by the people of cummon intellect.

It tells ug that the man who died for our aing
and rose uyain is as divine as he is human, and
because perfectly ficted for the work is the only
medistor between God and man,

.~Many undc tand Jesus to wean Simon
Poter by ““ this rock,” and hold Peter to be the
head of the church on earth. Do the words
Leter und this rock mean the same ¢

A.—-They are different words. Both mean
rock, but very difierent rocks, Jesus called
Simon Petros, but called the tvuth which he
confessed letra. Petros means a moving stone
or rock, but Petra means an it .movable or bed-
rock. The first was fiv to be dressed and put
into a bullding, the second fit for a foundation

to hold up a building. Poter proved himself to

] .
be a changeable moving-stone, but this rock cun

never be moved. Potrus was a stiong wun,
Petra, a rock truth,  Jesus cunfessed this truth
vofore his judges and died for it, and those wuo
como to (tod by Jesus’ death make the same
confession. Paui tells Timothy thet he had
mnde 2 good contersion before many witnesses,
and in the next verse said that Jesus Christ had
before PontiusPilate witnessed n good confession.
When the anxious eunuch heard Philip preach
Chiist, and came to u certain water, ho usked,
“What doth hinder mo to be baptizedi” Aund
Philip said, * If thou beliovest with all thine
heart thou mayest,” And he answered and
said, “I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of
Uod.” On this confession he was baptized,
This illustrates what Paul says, ¢ For with the
heart man believeth uwoto righteousness, and
with the montb confe.sion in made unto salva.
tion.” (Rem, x 1M  The wan that believeth
with all his heart, what God said of Jesus at the
Jordan, seis to his seal that God is true, and is
so aftected with God's compussion in giving up
his beloved Son to die on the cross to save him,
that he gladly goes to his Saviour’s arms and
befcre men repeatls the record thut God hath
given of his Son. No other creed can soften
Lis heart and seal it with the Holy Spirir. e
who thus confesses Jesus bufore men and faith
fully hold fast the good coufession till death,
wil! hear Jesus confess him before his Father
and the holy angels.

Q. —DBut dn you not say that the Bible and it
alone is your creed ?

A —Certainly, because the Bible and it alone
is Christ’s book. Ile who belioves with all his
heart that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God,
accepts of him as a divine Saviour, and all he
says as divinely true and _perfect, therefore his
book is his perfect gnide. Though he may not
understand sl vhat Jesus says, he firwly believes
it, because the Son of God has said it, When

Jesus told Martba what would happon at Lhe'

resurrection—that believers, vhough dead, would
then live, and living believers would never die,
he asked her if she believed this; her reply
was, ¢ Yea, Lord, I believe that thou art the
Chrise, the Son of God, which should come into
the world.” Whether she fully understood it
or not, she fully believed it. because he had said
it. The true believer seurches Clvist’s book,
earnestly aslking, * Lord, what wilt thou have
me to do?” and does it because it is kis com-
mand. He asks fcr no better reason.

@.— But all Trinitarians believe in the
divinity of Chuist,

A.—This fuct is gratifying, for all should
believe it, But many who hold 1t as true do
pot regard it as o foundation truth, vor its
belief with the heart and confes..on with the
mouth a proper test of Church mewmbership.
When persons seek admission they arve often
questioned on other points more than on this,
1t is oot unfrequently said in disparageisent of
receiving persons on this creed that *everybedy
believes it,”

@.—Do the Disciples always receive persons
for baptism and church membership on a confes-
sion of this creed 1

A.—8o far as known to e there is no excep-
tion. They unitormly require of applicants
just what Philip did of the eunuch,

).—Do they never require a vote of the
church as to the fitness of the applicant?

4.—Nevor,

Q.—How can ihe preacher know that the
candidate’s heart is changed ?

A.—The preacher cannot look on the heart,
neitlier can the members of the church. Man
looks at the outward appearance, but God
looketh upon the heart. TFor that very reason
men ought not to vote on that which none bui
wod can know, The ousward appearance,
thongh generally, is not always, an index «f the
heart, So a preacher and members of a church
can bo deceived. But a man’s baptism is a
matter catirely beuv.wseen himself and Christ, in

A ped
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[ .
which the church 1s not responsible, and has no

right to vote tor or against. The New Testa-
ment nowhere even hints at such a voto.

Q.—Dud not Peter ask advico of vthers about
the baptism ot Corneling and his (riends 1

A.—DBy no means.  Fo had fully decided on
their baptism before he said a word to others
about it, Up to that time Poter and all believ-
ing Jews thought it decidedly wrong for Gentiles
to be baptized, or have the gospel preached to
them. But now God had shown him his error,
und he come and preached the gospel to these
Gontiles, and while preaching to them the Holy
Spirit fell miraculously upon them, as upon the
apostles at the beginning, so that the Jewish
urethien who caume with Peter  heard them
speah with tongues and wagnify God,  He then
asked these Lrethren it any man could forbid
water that these should not be baptized who hatl
received the Holy Ghost as well as the apostles
had, And he commanded them to be baptized
in the namo of the Lord, (Acts x, 45-48),
There wag no voting there.

The miracles granted at the coming of the
Gentilesinto the fold of Christ were to convince
believing Jews und all others to the cnd of time
that Gud is no respector of persons, but that in

every nation he that fearets him and worketh
tighteousness is accepied with him, Tt was a
nesy vevelation of Gul's philantluopy.,  He gave

bis beloved for the whole world, and not for
one nation only, While parties are disputing
about wan-made creeds, some seeking to revise
them and others opposing, God is graciously
calling all to bear and receive what he has said
of his beloved Son, and to build on that founda-
tion which he has laid in Zion—clear enongh,
stroog enough and broad enough to hold up the
whole family in heaven and earth,

Original GConteibntions.

IMPRESSIONS OF CANADA.

I struck St. John by way of Toronto, My ira-
pressions of Canada began there. No American
ever saw such a quiet Sunday in any similar city of
his own lan3; no strect cars rattling everywhere, no
saloons with back duors open, streets thronged with
pedestrians going to church, avd, marvellous to an
American, mote of such a turn-out in the vvening
than in the moruing. Oune says to himself : *‘ The
cara don't run ; there won’t be anybody at church
to-night.”  Dut, bless you, peoplo come out better
1 this foreign city, where Suunday 18 respected by
street car corporations and salosus, than in our
own boasted * city of churches,” where an army
of men are bound as mechanically to their cars as
the cars to their track seven days evory week,
Toronto is an object-lesson on the Sunday question
that make one stay and think. How a hundred
and cighty to two hundred thousand people can
got along without street cars and saloons one day
in the weck is & great mystery to an American—
but they do seem to do it, and what scems stranger
still, they scem thoroughly satisfied with their
chance of footing it all day awmidst the monotony
of sober und civil people. :

Cne takes a drive about the city and finds him-
self surprised aud pleaced, first, by the absence of
wooden houses; second, by the powness and neat-
ness of the brick houses that stand-in.rows miles
long; thied, by tho fewness of tenament houses
—it is a city of humes; fourth, by the great aum-
ber and seeming richuess of the church buildings ;
afth, by the university buildings. I had heard of
the university of Toronto, but was not prepared
for the revelation that came to me. "Lhis univeraity
is uno of the grentest on our continent, and bids
faie to rival thoso of tho:mather country in all but
age. Last of all to surprico snd delight one is the

provincial building—a noblo structure in granite,
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massive, and with carvinge not stinted, One
can nover know what an ornament the maple
leaf may be in art, as it surely is in naturo, till he
goey the frescoes i the parlinment chamber of that
building. The provincial building stands on the
university grounds—all belonging to the province
of Ontario, and our church building 18 but a five
minutes' walk away. One thinks, but doesn’t say,
that if all Canada is like Toronto, tho Quoen's
domains rival those of Uncle Sam.

But on the way to the Maritime Provinces one
who takes the shortest cut is destined to pass
through handreds of miles of fino stumps and
granite boulders. He wonders if the Canadian
Pacilic Railway was cut that way, because tho laud
conld not be used for anything else. Ho is told,
however, that there 18 good country out of sight
all alorg the ine.  Turning from tho deserts out-
sido the car windew one falls to studying the map
of the C P. R., and taking measurements with
thumb and finger, uscd as compass an.t square, he
concludes that Canada can afford a good deal of
such land, and yet havo enough and to spare of the
chu, sest land beneath the sun.

One reaches St. John at last and finds it all up
hill, with a surplua of March weather. But it is a
five old city, this city by the sea, and loyal to the
Queen to the veory back-bone of itsedf. One must
not say anything about ‘ annexation” here, except
timidly to inquire what is thought about it. Ihad
been told that people here will go to church
through a blizzard, and I find that that is true—of
stme of them. But all in all [ believe that the
Cuburg street church is as loyal to Chriat as it is to
the Queen, and that’s not finding foult with it a
bit, for the Queon herself says on her coins,
 Victoria dei gratia Regina ” ‘The preacher is to
be congratulated who can indnce the St. John
Christians to think as well of him as he onght to
think of thom, and I ¢xtend my most hearty con-
gratulations 10 their present pastur. I take it for
granted that he jouins me in asking all the Chris-
tians in the provinces to pray for us, that cur

meeting here may do great good.

4 BIT OF HINTORY.

Bro. Hardin is askiug that our churches take up
a cullection, It is not for himself, it is not for the
General Christiun Missionary S.ciety, it is not
oven fur the men who sre wurking vuder its guid-
ance in the destitute parts; it 1s for the Lord. He
asks that the churches raise as much as they can
and send their offering to him, as Correspunding
Secietary of the G. C M. C., in order that he may
sond 1t, in the Lord’s name, to those whom the
Society has promised to support in the ficld.

This society was orgsunized in Cincinnati, O., on
tho 29th of October, 1849, and it had for its firat
president Alexander Campbell. Ho occupied that
position till his death in 186G ; and it may be that
if ho could have been spared in strength till the
present, he would still be holding that oftice ; for
ha was thoroughly missionary in his spirit, and so
he gave the society his hearty support. Many of
our most consecrated and best known preachers
have been his successorsin this oftice, smony whom
may be mentioned D, 8. Burnett, Isaac Errett, W.
'K. Pendleton, C. L. Loos, J. H. Garrison, etc.
The oftice is now filled by J. W. Allan, of Chicago.
Tho preasent corresponding secrotary, us the readers
of Tur CRRisTiaN know, i3 J. H Hardin, and for
predecessors he has had somo of our great men,
such as Bunjamin Franklin, the long-time editor of
the American Christian Reciew, and O. A. Burgess,
who is well remembored by scme of our older
brothren and sisters in these parts.

The management of the affairs of the society is
in the hands of a board in whom the churches havo
full confidonce. The present chairman of the board

is J. A, Lord, who was burn ou Deer Island, aud
has now become one of our strong men in the
United States. Perhaps the knowledgoe of these
facts will nut diminish our interest in the sucioty
ner in its work. Tho board meets in Cincinnati
for the transaction of business on the third Friday
of cach month, No one should object if the mem-
bera recoived pay for their services, but not one of
them does—not even travelling expenses. Thuy
give timo, labor and money to this work, and do it
willingly becauso it ie the work of the Lord. The
treasurer gives bonds for the faithful performance
of his duty, but nevertheless serves {ree. Those
contiibuting to the gociety's work have thus a
double security for their money—the word of a
Christinn man and his bond, Surely thoso must
be godly men who freely do so much to help us in
duing more and better work for the Lord than we
could do without the advantage of this wisdom and
experionce, H.

THOUGHTS FROM PAUL'S LIFE.

Paul, the apostle to the Gentiles, in his life and
work, his duings and sayings, is a vivid illustration
of the longing, the hungering and the thirsting of
the earnest, loving, faithful child of God, not orly
after more righteousness and purity in his own life,
but that others might raste, and bo partakers of
that salvation which is so richly provided in the
Lord Jesus Christ, for a lost world.

Paul’s work was not that of a fanatic. His de-
sire for the salvation of men was not fitful. It
was a continuous stream., His efforts were not
spasmodic. His work needed not the motive
power of a fovered excitement. His cry was not
“ blo.d and fire,” vor did he spend any time in
¢ throwing red-hot shot at the dovil."”

Jesus of Nazareth did not (under the great com-
mission) send His followers to fight the devil
That was His work; and, that which was, or is,
peculiarly His work shall be accomplished. He
will destroy bim that hud (nof, has now) the power
of death, that is the devil, and deliver them who
through fear of death, were all their lifo subject
to bondage. Heb. 2: 14, 15.

It appears to mo that the Christian who does not
believe in the utter over-throw of all malignant
powers, has very little faithin the ultimate triumph
of the Son of God, or the grand completion of His
work, .

The blessed Jesus did seud His followers to
preach the gospel, to tell a story of love and mercy,
the most wonderful which ever tuuched the ears of
angels or of men, It was the story of Gud's good-
will to all the children of men.

Paul, in doing this work, as it was committed to
his haond, was tot to be found sometimes on the
mountain-tops of wondorful achievement, clothed
in the armour of faith and hope, with perfect trust
in tho the good-will and power of the infinite One;
and again, down *in the valloy,” with hope nearly
gone, faith almost ‘‘dead,” and himself trembling
in the uncertainty of his own sonship—of whether
ho is a child of God or not, saying: Well, after
all, I may have made a mistake, I may not really
be a child of God. I may not have been truly
converted. All my labor aud hope, hitherto, may
not be on a good foundation. 1 may be a child of
wrath, and theieforo, all that J've said or thought
or done, only sin in the sight of heaven.

No, we do not hear anything of this kind from
Paul. His faith did not give the variations of
sunshine and shadow. His love for God and for
perishing humanity was not sometimes “*hot” and
sometimes “‘cold.” His labor was ono continuous
effort, day after day and night after night, ae time
paesed along, to add a little more to that alrcady
accomplished—to gather another soul into the
vinoyard of the Master, or to strengthen someo
weary pilgrim 1n the pathway of life.

Pail mot with diflicultics, Obstacles stood in
his way, but his faich nover faltered, his dotermin-
ativn to labor night and day to the end of the
chapter, never varied, wor did its intensity over
wano.

When he wroto to the Thessaloniaus: **We wonld
have comountoyou , . . . butSatan hinder-
ed us,” he had beon meot, for the time being, by
adveranries of tho cross of Christ who had provent.
ed him carrying outl his design of visiting that
church, but his faith and confidence romained
intact, and he would como when this Satan (adver-
saries) o longer controll ed his actions.

In luoking at Paul’'s work as an oxample of
undivided service, it w.uld be well for us to bear in
wind that when he failed tu go forward in the great
work which he had in band, with all the determina-
tion and perseverauce of his nature, it was when he
could not do sv, because of sircumstancos which he
could not control, aud not from any doubt in the
gooCness of God, tho lovo of Christ, his own stand-
ing on the sure foundation, or the ultimate triumph
of the cause for which Jesus gave his life and for
which he (Paul) was willing to suffer.

Paul sonietimes lovked back over tho past of his
life. Whu does no.? He, said some things which
were nut pleasani to contemplate.  Who does not?
He saw where he had done wrung.  Who does not?
Ho saw whore he had lust cppurtunities. Who
does not?

As far as possible, he would make up for lost
opportunitics. He would repair the past. Heis
eager to “build vp the faith which once he destroy-
ed.” Ho saw the ¢ Greek'” uusaved, and the
¢ Bartarian” also unsaved. These terms, as did
the terms ‘Jew and Gentile, included ALL —all
mankind. He sees all unsaved. Salvation i in
the Christ. Christ is in tho gospel; hence the cry:
“Woe is me, 1f I preach not the gospel,” **1am
debtor to the Grevks and to the Barbarians, to the
wise aud to the unwise”—to ALL; 80, “as much as
m me is, [ am ready to preach the gospel to you

also.”

One continuous, earnest longing filled the huart
of Paul, that men might hear the gospel, by faith
behold the Christ, accopt Him, obtain the pardon
of sin, and become heirs—partakers of eternal life,

Why was Paul so earnest 7 Becausche BELIEVED.

Why is there so much indifferentism to-day,
among professed followers ot the Christ? Because
they (we) do 1ot believe,

Ah, you say, wo do believe. We are respectable
members of respectable churches. We pay current
expenses and otherwise support the cauee. 8o we
live, and so we die, and aftor we die, the minister
will assure «ll that we have gone to heaven and all
will be well.

But havae we ever thought of the difference
botween believing, and merely not pisbeliev-
ing.

Paul’s believe (aith) was positive. To him those
things which awaited, although yet unscen, were
real There was no misgiving in his wind, when
he wrote:—** I krow whom I have believed,” ete.
¢ When earthly tabernacles dissulve, we have a
Luilding of God, eternal,” ete

¢ He will change theso vilo bodies,” ofc.

“Phere remaineth for me a crown of righteous-
ness,” otc.

¢ The last enemy, death, shall be destroyed.”

¢ Fe hath brought life and immortality to light.”

¢ Phis mortal must put oa immortality.”

Paul's confidence that all condomnaticn was
removed from, and all blessings awaited those who
came to God tho Father, through the Lord Jesus
Christ, and that nothing of esrth nor anything
boyond the earth, could over separate thom from
the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Leord,
gavo him that wonderful eagerness to pay the debt
which he felt resting upon him, to give the gospel
to all for whom Christ died.
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Oh, shat each one of us may be imbued with that
spirit of eager longing for the salvation of all for
whom tho gospel has been given. To this end,
may we drink deoply at the fountain of diriro lovo,
that we may cease forever to be as the *'sounding
brass «x tho tinkling cymbal ¥ —cease to ‘‘savor the
things that be of men,” but, cleave unto those
“which are of Gcd.” That wo may labor for the
fulfilment of the song of the angel choir: ¢ Glory
to God in the highest, and, on carth peaco, good-
will toward men.” 0. B. E.

The society wants, if
pussible, to have a church there hefore a jail is
needed. It wants to have a preacher there beforo
the enloon keeper arrives. If righteonsness can
get the start of iniquity, it will be more liable to
hold the lead thau if it starts behind. ‘Che west-
ern states are filling up rapidly, and if chirches
are not established promptly and plentifully, Satan
will be in a fair way to rule the country. Tho
same is true of the Canadian northwest. Weo
should desire to see a church of Curist in overy
rising town and cily and community. If the
United States and Canada, with a cumposite
population made up of people from almost wvery
nation, can be won and kept for Christ, they can
soon take the lead in the evangelization of the
world, But if the inflowing tide of population
brings with it thesins and the vices, the anarchucal

A GOOD WORK DONE.

No man wants to invest his money in a business
where it shall bo buried and lost. If wo give to
the cause of Christ even, we like to see somo
results, Can the General Christian MMissionary
Society show a gocd work doune by meane of the
money contributed in tho years gone by? Altogethor
it has recoived during the past eleven yeara $432,-
401.74, distributed thus : Tract Fund, $871.90;
Ministerial Relief Fund, $2,712.26; Negro Educa-
tional Fund, $11,387 94 ; Special Building Funds,
$31,286.41; Church Extension Fund, 8109,456.94;
Evangolizing Fund, $276,694.80. By means of the
money contributed to the Tvangelizing Fund 478
laborers have been employed for 4,267 months,
There have been 7,848 baptisms and 9,707 other
accessions, Not less than 210 churches have been
organized, It is to this fund that our provincisl
churches aro asked to give.

During the past year the total amount raised by
tho society was $74,041 43, Of this $4H,94b.79
was given for wvangelizing. More than fifty
preachers have labored under the direction of the
board in 1893—some of them all their time, and
others but portions of theirs. They preached 4,400
scrmons, baptized 1,197 persons on the confession
of their faith in Jesus, received by letter 665, and
600 otherwise., They visited thirty-six new places
and organized fourteen churches,

This work has beon done, not in one or twn
states or territories, but spreads out until it em-
braces thirty-oight states and territories. It takos
in Maino on tho east and sweeps to California on
tho west. It begins to sow the seeds of truth in
Florida in the south, and never ceases till it reaches
Michigan in the north. But that is not all. Per-
haps if it were we would not be disposed to give to
the socioty as freely and ag unselfishly as we should.
The board does not forget Canada. They know
that hore thero is an immenso and feunitful field,
and thoy want to cultivate it to the full extent of
their powor. Thoy havo assisted in the work in
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Ontario, and hopo to bo in a position to do much
moro in the near future, They bave helped noaror
home than that. Thoy sent Bro. Northcatt to us
last year, and besides paying his travelling oxpenses
contributed largely to his support while he remained
with us. Tho good work which ho did is patont to
every ono who has looked into it, They have pro-
mised to holp the brethren in Halifax to the amount
of §250., The board is willing to do more for us
when it is in their power, and wo should try to put
it in their power by doing more for them. The
dollars wo send will come back to us with cow pound
intorest. \Who will help in this good work T Will
you? S.
