P.—llow much are we expected
to ra1se this year? T.—At least $100,000,
P.—\Why this amount? T.—Because we
have lately sent out six new missionaries,
because all the missions we now have need to
be strengthened, and because we are to enter
Africs in a few weeks to plant a mission in
this new field. P.—How many members
have we in this country? ‘T.—About one
million, P.—How many gave anything last
year? T.—About 125,000, lavine 875,000
who gave absolutely nothing. P.—1Vhat
can be done to enlist a larger number? 'I'N—
More preachers and cfficial boards must be
first enlisted. P.—Are not all the preachers
mterested in Foreign Missions? T.—Not
exceeding a thousand preachers took an
active interest in the March offering last
year. P.—How many preachers have weo in
this country? About six thousand. P.—Is
there a larger percentage of churches practi-
cully interested in this work than preachers?
T.—Much larger., And some churches take
the offermng in spite of- the indifierence and
opposition of tho preacher., But it must be
remembered that the 1,000 interested preach-
ers have educated und enlisted the churches
that are now giving. If we could double tho
number of interested preachers this year, we
would go far beyond $100,000 in the receipts.
Each live, active preacher may be dependent
upon to enlist from one to four or five
churches. The preachers aro the chief sup-
port of the work. P.—Is there a growing
interest in the work. T.—Yes, indeed. The
number of coutributing churches has been
about trebled in the past five years, and the
anunual receipts have increased about $33.

growing desire for Christian union among
the religions denominations, and tie respect
that the Word of God is guining instead of
human creeds, ara cheering indications of
better days.

There is no other reason for the existence
of the disciples as a distinct people than their
clain to hold and teach Christianity, and
nothing else. They, therefore, are anxious
at all times to have their teaching tried by
the word of God, and if young or old can
show one thing they teach or hold different
from the divine book, they are bound by their
allegience to Christ to abandon that one thing.
When they address God’s children they urge

them to read, believe and obey from the heart’

the ““all things” which Christ has com-
manded his apostles to teach them.

A TRITMPHANT CHRISTIANITY.

“ And I, if I be lifted up from the carth will draw all
men untv myself, ”—TJohn xii, 32.

The rehgion of Jesus is destined to triumph
in the earth. But what type of it? The
text suggest the answer to this question. This
statement was evidently spoken with primary
referonco to the manner of Christ’s death on
the cross. DBut it applies as well to the
methods of his conquest. The triumphant
Christianity will be a Ohristianity that will
lift Ohrist up before men. There are three
respects at least in winch this must be dond,

I. IN 118 TEACHING AND 178 ForMS.

'Che burden of its message must be Christ,
{t must return to Puul’s position, determined
to know nothing else among mer. than Jesus
Ohrist and him cruerfied. This is a simple
messagc—the story of Bethlehem, Nazaroth,
Capernaum, Nain, Sychar, Jerusalem: the
story of the baptism, the temptation, the
ministry, the last supper, the garden of
Gethsemane, the judgment hall, the hill of
Calvary, the new tomb; the story of the
resurrection, the forty days, the ascension,
the coronation, the first Pentecost. It must
be simple if it i to win the world. Profound
theological systeme will be ruled out of the
trinmphant Christinnity. The dogmas of
the creeds will find no place there. The
story of Christ will be told as Petor and Paul
told it in their sermons. The church must
get back to this, the simple proclamation of
Christ, holding Aim up before the world,
before it can carry his cause to victory.

Then the institutions of the gospel must
be observed in their primitive simplicity and
integrity. Popish ritual must be abandoned.
Protestant perversions of the ordinances
must be laid aside. There must be a return
to the ordinences as Christ gave them, They
are monuments. They commemorate great
and vital facts ¢ Christ’s history. Observed
in their integrity they hold Christ up before
men. Baptism is a burial and a resurrection
of the one who submits to it, and 1mplies his
death to sin. In"allof which there is a testi-
mony, publicly given, to the death, and
burial, and resurrection, of Christ, for sin
and for justification; facts which the individ-
ual has nccepted, and upon the strength of
which he acts. The liord’s Supper is a me-
morial feast, to be obseryed in loving remem-
brance of Christ whose body was broken, and
whose blood was shed, on the cross, for the
remission of sins and the salvation of men.
To substitute another form for the impres-
sive burial and resurrection of Christian bap-
tism; or to turn the joyful memoriul supper
into & sacrificial feast ; this is to destroy the
significance of these institutions and hide
their testimony from the world. It is im-
perative that the church return to the origi-
nal form and design of the Christian ordi-
nances. For they ave intended to lift Christ

-up before the world, aud they do this only

when thoy are observed as intended. The
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triumphant Obristianity must, and will, be
stripped of all human appendages in its
teaching and practice.

I, Ix CRRISTLIKENESS OF OHARACTER.

For Christianity 18 a life, as well as a faith,
“Ye are the light of the world.” The
Christianity which will conquer the world
will come to the world embedied in human
form. 'That is the way Christ camo. His
religion can win only by sinular means,
Proaching must be accompanied by practice.
A dead faith has no power. Ouly a living
faith can propagate itself. Christian bro-
ther, Christ must be manifest iz you, he
must be hold up iz you, if the world is to bo
won. ‘ Show me what your Christ has done
for you,” will be the challenge of the world
always to those who préach .Christ. A
Christ-hike life is the only sufficient answer
to that challenge. ‘Che triumphant Christ-
ianity will be a lived Christianity as well as
a live Christizuity.

IIL IN MiNisTRIES OF MERCY.

"This is involved in the Christlike life. But
it 18 of so great importance that it deserves
special emphasis,  Christ *“ went about doing
good.” He has left his church here to carry
on his work., The church is but an extension
of Christ’s personality in the earth.

SPRINKLING, POURING, IMMER-
SION: WHICH?

Please look at the heading and notice the
mark of interrogation, acd in reading what
follows keep in mind that this is an investi-
gation. But you say, * Are you not already
decided on this question?” I answer: “ Yes;
but I was not always so decided.” The re-
sult of 'my investigation may be of service to
others. There are three classes of people
that may receive some good from what Iaun
to write: 1st, Those who believe that im-
mersion is the command of Christ, but are
not posted ; 2nd, Those who are in doubt a8
to *“ the mode ”; 3rd, Those who do not be-
lieve as I do—for I am sure that there are
many good people who differ from me in this
matter,

'I'he three words at the head of this article
stand for three soparate and distinct actions :

Sprinkiing water from the hand on the head
of a candidate ; pouring water from a vessel
on an individual ; and going down into the
water and being immersed. All threo are
done in the name of Father, Son and Holy
Ghost. Will the word used in the New Tes-
tament to denoto this ordinance admit of
these three interpretations? Let ussce:

The word ““ sprinkling " occurs seven times
in the N.'T.; four times as a verb—(rkan-
£iz0), three times as a noun. Two of these
times it is »kentizmos, and oncoe pros-chusis
(to pour on). Are any of these words ever
used in connexion with the rite of baptism?
Never.

The verb ¢ to pour ” occurs in one version
eighteen times, and is translated cleven times
from ekcheo ; ouce from ekchuno ; once from
kerannumi (to mix); twice from dallo (to
throw) ; twice from katacheo, and once from
epickeo. Cheo (to pour) is the root word here,
as rhatno (to sprinkle) was in the former,
Arve any of these words used to rignify the
rite of baptism? Never.

* Immersion ” does not occur as a word in
the A. V., nor do I know of it being found
in the revised version. To the English reader
this mayseem strange, but when you remem-
ber that in the age in which the King James
translation was made, immersion was obnox-
ious to the clergy, and only a few years before,
men were burned to death for holding among
other things, that adult baptism (immersion)
was alone scriptural. The men engaged by
King James could not as scholars translate
“ baptizo ™ by *¢ sprinkle” or - pour,” so they
made 2 compromise and anglicised the Greek
word, It is like the word ‘ Lible” from
Bidlie (books); bible is the Greek word ang-
licised, ‘‘books” would be a traunslation.
Properly rendered, baptizo wonld be ¢ @dip,”
¢ plupnge ” or ¢ jmmerse.” I will not weary

'you with long definitions, but simply say,

that as I write I have three Greek-English
lextcons before me, and 1 have seen a number
of others, and all concur in this definition of
this word,

It will be interesting to note how the
Greek writers used this word, especially those
who were contemporary with Christ. Plu-
tarch and Josephus, two writers of this
period, whose works bave come down to us,
used this word about which we are writing,
a great many times. Plutarch says of one of
his heroes : ¢ Then bravely plunging him-
self nto the lake, ete.” Plutarch wrote in
Greek, and that word ¢ plunging ” is from
“ Baptizon.” You will find the same word
1n Jonn 1. 31, but it is not translated as it is
in Plutarch, only anglicised.

Space forbids my muking other extracts;
but in the translation of any classical work
the word dapiizo has never been translated
by sprinkle or pour. If it has all three
meanings it is strange it is not so rendered:
but if any one will take the troubls to go
through the New Testament and substitute
sprinklo or pour for the word baptizo, he
will soon sce how foolicsh and absurd it is.
Try the word immeise and it will fit in every
time. ‘This is an argumentin itself. Try ijt.

From our investigations we have learned.—
1st. That sprinkling and pouring come Irom
words that have no connexion with the
ordinancoe of baptism; 2nd. That ¢ baptism”
13 not a translation of the original; 3rd. That
if translated it would read ¢ immerse,” etc. ;
4th, That the same word has not, cannot,
and never will have the three meanings,

As an illustration, I close this time by
using a clipping from the Christian Stand-
ard (Jan. 9) as follows :

This is & subjent that has been the basis of
vory many sormons, cssays, ete. Yot it is
quite certain that all who profess to be
Christians do not fully understand what
faith is. It 15 evident that very many have
overlooked the plain teaching of Christ and
the apostles, In Ieb, si. 6, we read «“That
he that cometh to God must believe that he
is, and that he is & rewarder of them that
diligently seck Iim.” This aldds strength
to the first part of the verse.

It is often eard that there are many kinds
of faith. Butthe Scriptures do not so teach.
In order to get a correct view of this impor-
tant matter, we must turn to the Book that
guides us into the way of truth. Then,
what is faith? and bow produced?

In Romans x. 17, we read that ¢ Iaith
cometh by hearing.” Hearing what? Hear-
ing the word of God. Tnis is very plain ;
for if the people in Rome had never heard of
Christ, how could they Lave believed on him !
(See Romans x, 14, 17,

When Paul preached the gospel to them,
they hesrd—they believed (or had faithk in
Christ) they were justified, and had peace
with God through Christ.

Now we turn to Ephesians, iv. 5, and
there wo read, “ There is one faith.” This
is & positive statement and will admit of no
debate, So wo say that there 1s only one
faith,

The objects of faith may be many; yet it
holds the same relation to them all. Al
faith is based on testimony and testimony
upon fact (or facts). A fact 15 something
said or done.  So before there can be testi-
mony there must be something said or done.
This is then reported. People hear, believe,
or have faith in what is announced, because
those who testify are persons whose veracity
cannot bo questioned. This is then how
faith cometh by hearing. Faith, then, is
the assent of the mind to what we hear (or
read). Sometimes persons hear things that
are false, and they believe them. Why?
fBoi‘ca)use it wagsupported by evidence (though

alse).

The sameo faculty is used to believe a lie
as the truth. It was faith 1n or belief of a
lie that led our first parents to transgress
the commands of God, bringing death upnn
themselves and all the human family. So
farth or bebef 1n Christ biangs us back intu
fellowship with God, and we are inade * juint
heirs with Christ Jesus,”

Christ is then the object of the Christian’s
faith. Those who lived before bis advent
looked forward throngh faith to the tume
when he should appear.  We who live in the
gospel dispensation look back to the cross
where Uhrist made an atonement for our sins.

To believe that Jesus is the Christ the Son
of God, is all that is required of us in regard

im.

On the day of Pentecost the Apostles testi-
fied that Christ had risen from the dead, tha
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I he Fad ascended to heaven where o was then
Ireigning a Prince and a Saviour, to grant
repentance and remission of sing.  And that
j he had sent down the Holy Spirt as was
| foretold by the prophets and promised by
himself, 'I'he multitude heard, they believed,
repented, and obeyed from the heart that
form of doctrine delivercd to them by the
Apostles, They were then united to God
through faith in Christ. (Seo Gal. . 26, 27),
So 1t is quite easy tn understand how that
without fuith we cannot please God ; for it
(fuith) precedes all other commands of the
gospel.  No one can beliove the gospel before
he hears it, nor cun he repent before he be-
lieves, nor obey before he repents of his sins.
Preachiug the gospel is designed to produce

“When ye pray, say Our Father”: In
these words the Muster, our elder brother,
teaches us what is the comprehensiveness of
prayer. The care of a father is as wide as
the necessities of a child. In our comunun-
ings as chidren we may tell our heavenly
father all that concerns ua. This is a moast
precions thought, and a very valuable one, if
we properly use it. We need sympathy—
some loving one to whom we may unburden
our heart of all its trials and cares. We often
seek some human friend to whom we can tell
our sorrows and difficultics; but human
friends are not always sympathetic, nor
always wvear, besides, we feel that every
human heart has its own troubles, and is not,
perhaps, in a condition to help us bear ours.
Lhe ear of God is never wearied by the ap-
peals of his children, nor is his heart ever too
{ull to receive us.

It 1s to be feared that we have yet to learn,
many of us at least, the full meaning of
divine sympathy. If we are but fuctors in
nature, and of no more importance than any
of the parts of creation—i1f we are but the
results of nutaral law, with no more dignity
attached to us than there 18 to any other or-
ganized or unorganized bodics, then, of
course, there is no such thing as effoctunl
prayer. and its whole philosophy is a simple
delusion. If man 18 no cluser to God than
dumb brute, then there 13 no reason why man
should pray and the brute not. Butif we are
the emldren of God, then it follows that
prayer is both natural avd .ecessary. It is
both natural and necessary for the child to
feel and kuow its dependence upon the par-
ent. There 1s & close and mtimate relation-
ghip between parentzl love and care, and
tihal trust and affection ; this relationship
manifests itself and is brought out 1 prayer
and supplication. We do not express won-
derment that the cries of a child move an
carthly parent’s heart. The appeal of a child
to parental love is the strongest appeal that
ean he made an earth. We have the tnost
conclusive and abundant evidence of this all
around ns. Ifere we have strong testimony
from the animal creation. The birds of the

air and tho beasts of the forests will forget
their fears and brave any danger at the cry of
their offspring It 18 the ery of helpless de-
pendence and stirs the depths of parental
nature, Take this same truth and divest it
of the limitations and weaknesses with which
it i3 associated in the creature, and hnk it
with the perfection of the divine nature, and
the power of prayer is found to be measured
auly by the wants of him who prays. Prayer,
in thig senge, is omnipotent. There is noth-
g ineredible 1o this, The great wonder 13
that we “ should be called the sons of God”
—and not that, as children, we can *“Move
the arm that moves the world.”

The world of matter and law igarranged on
this basis, The fatherhood of God is not an
afterthought that is out of harmony with the
constitution of things. The world is made
in harmony with this relation of man to God,
and it is governed in tho same way. Itis an
unfathomable, inexhaustible truth, that <« all
things work together for good to them that
love God.” Mow lttle, how sadly little do
we appreciate and use our privileges. We
need the ennobling truth in our lives that we
are allied to the divine. e need to remem-
ber that our enjoyment of the blessings which
flow from the divine fatherhood depend
largely upon our possession of the respousive
spirit of worship.
