Tyrrell, St. Louis, Mo, thinks so. Un a
Lord’s day morning not long since he draped
the pulpit in mournmng. When asked the
meaning, he said it was ‘“mourning for tha
empty pows.” He threatened to drape the
whole church unless the attendance increaged,

and it dud.  We do not endorse his plan, but
it 18 suggestive of the spiritual stato of many
a church member,

For six months the Christian Standurd,
Cineinnati, 0., has been engaged in a syste-
matic and persistent sffort to put “‘a Chiis-
tian yaper m every Christian howme.” In
this time it has added about 10,000 ncw
names to its snbseription roll.  Other papers
are now engaged in a similar effort. We
wigh thewm all success, for a Christian home
without a Christian paper is without ouno of
the most helnful allivs it building Christian
character, and one of the greatest stimulunts
to Christian aclivity.

J. A. Judah and his wife came from Poc-
otillo, 1dao, to Salt Lake City, Utnh — a dis-
tance of 170 miles — she to uvnite with the
church by letter, and ho by confession and
baptism.  She 18 the great-granddaughter of
one of the heroic pioneers of this Restoration
Movement.

Our missionary to Japan, Miss Mary M.
Rioch, is now on her way to Cunada for &
rest. She expected *to start about tho middle
of April. It is pot unlikely that she will
visit the Muaritime Pruvinee churohes and tell
us of her work. She hopes to be at the an.
nual meeting of the Ontario churches in
June. We believe she would be willing to
attend the Island Association at Mountague,
if a request is sent to her in time. It is con-
fidently expected that she will attend the
meeting at ‘Tiverton. It will do us good to
see and hear one who has, in a special sense,
been working for us in a heathen land.

Koferenco is frequently made on this pagoe
w meetings where more than 100 were added
to a church, 'This month we are pleared to
c4ll special attention tu the meeting lately
beld at Lord’s Cove by one of our own
preachers, W, H. Harding. It is significant
that about half the additions are heads of
families, and that only a very small propor-
tion are under sixteon yearsold. The Lord’s
Covo church has now probubly a larger resi-
dent membership than any of our other pro-
vinecial churches, and we hope to seo it exert-
ing o mighty power for good both at home
and abroad.

The convention of the Disciples of Christ
of t1 o Maritime Provinces ig to be held with
ihe church at T'iverton, N 8., Aug. 11-14,
Tne church is already making prepurations,
The programme and rates committee appoint-
ed at Leonardville are D. A, Morrison, Geo,
Manifold, T. I, Bleous, E. F. Burnaby,
and J. W. Bolton. We also notice that the
sisters passed & resolution lust year, asking
for an evening meeting at the convention,
and also that the programme be so arranged
that their business meeting shall not conflict
with any of the regular meetings.

We beliove in systematic Christian work—
in the good wark that is planned and in the
good plan that 18 worked. Wo behieve, too,
in the systematic Christian giving-—in giving
a definite sum cach week to the work of the
Lord. 1f a person is obliged to ho ahsent
one Lord’s day, we believe in him laying
aside the amount ho would have given if
present, and adding it to his offering on the
next Lord’s day.  If he ig anayon a vacation,
we believe in him following the same prin-
ciple. Tho expeuses of the church go on
just the same whether the attendance is large
or small, whether the duy is fine or stormy,
whether the people are at home or on a vaca-
tion. Thercfore we believe in systematic
giving, both as to time and amount.

When a Disciple of Christ goes from one
communi y to reside in another where there
i3 a church of his brethren, he should, we
think, take bis church Jetter with nm, pre-
sent it to the church in his new howe as soon
as pos<ible, and do ali he can to build up that .
ciurch, Il his brethren have no church
where he moves to, we believe it is better for
him to leave his narme on tha charch roll,
and to do what he can from a distauce to
advauce the interests of the old church. He
cannot attend the services, nor teach in the
Sunday-school, nor lead the prayer meetings;
but if ho 18 a member of the mission band,
or some other society, he can send in his
mouthly dues, and he ean also continue to
cautribute to the support of the church.
When the time for the annual foreign mis-
sion ¢ lection comes, ho can sond s offor-
Ing; also whon the home mission day arrives;

This, and sending au occasional message to
be read in the prayer meeting, will do both
him and the church good.

WHY AM I A DISCIPLE OF CHRIST?

¥, D. POWER,

—

It is srd, now and then, that many of our
youug people do not know why they are Dis-
ciples. To give thom clearer 1deas as to our
position we devote this quarter to a study of
““the doctrinal position of the Disciples in
the lLight of the seriptures.” Thirteen out-
lino lessons are published in the Bethany C.
B. Bulletin, In line with this study I take
occasion to state briefly my own personal
reasons forstanding identified with the people
known as Disciples.

[. Bcecause they stand for the original.
names for the church and the followers of
Christ, * The disciples were called Chris-
tians first at Antioch.” Not only is it scrip-
tural and right that the Lord’s people should
be known by his name, but human names
are divisive and wrong, Disciples in no sense
estcem themselves better than others, but
less the ““only Christians,” but they would
be known as Christinng only, and their
churches as ¢ Christian churches,” or
¢ churches of Christ.”

Only under the name found in the New
Testament will the great body of the Lord’s
people become united, *‘ I pray you,” said
Luther, ‘“leave my name alone, and do not
call yourselves Lutherans, but Christianas.
Ceaso to cling to these party names and dis-
tinctions. Away with them al), und et us
call ourselves Christinng after him from
whom our doctrine comes,” ¢ Would to
God,” said Wesley, ‘‘tbat all sectarian names
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wore furgutten, and that we, as humblc,'

loving disciples, might sit down at the Mas-
tor’s feet, read his Holy Word, imbibe his
spirit, and transeribe his life into our awn.”

As the bride of Churist the church should
wear the Bridegroom’s name, not the name
of the Bridegroum's friend, John the Baptist,
nor the names of the Bridegroom’s servants,
Luther, Calvin, Wesley or Campbell.  Party
names porpetinate party strife. I is cuvugh
to be a Christian, and the only name
death, in judgment, and in cternity, will bo
Christian.  “* His nawme shall be 1n our fore-
heads,” So we would persuade men to be
Cbristians, simply Christiuns, and have all
the King's people wear the King's name,

II. Because the Disciples plead for the
restoration of theoriginal creed of the church
in place of all lhuman substitutes. Swd
Jesus, in answer to Peter’s coufession—
““Thou art the Curist, the Son of tho living
God ”—**Oa this rock will I bwld my
church.” Peter’s declaration 18 the only
Apostle’s Creed, the divine New Testament
creed, the statemont that must ultimately be
the universal erced of the universal church,

It is the grandest proposition in the uui-
verso — tho one that shali stand when the
heavens and the earth shall pass away.
Martha said: *“ I believe that thou art the
Christ, the Son of God, that should come
into the world.” John declared: ¢ ‘I'hese
things are written that ye might beliove that
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that
believing yo might have life through Ilis
name.” Paul commanded: ¢ Believe on the
Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved,”
and declared: ¢ Other foundation cun no
man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus
Christ.” 'L'be apostles preached ** Christ,”
carnestly testified that ““Jesus wus the Christ,”
“‘determined not to know anything else but
Chrigt and Him crucified,” and when men
heard, believed, and would confess their faith,
they said, I beliove that Jesusis the Christ.”

It is a person, not a svstem, upon which
faith centers. It is a divine Person, not «
body of buman speculations, apon which the
chuveh 15 founded. **What think ye of
Christ?” is the great question. “Thou art
the Messiah, the Sou of the living Gud,” is
the answer, “On this rock I will build my
church,” is the great oracle. Not upon a
book, a statement, a series of propositions;
but upon himself Christ founded his chureh.
“Jesus is the Christ,” is the creed of Chris-
tianity; the creed of tho churches in Judea
and Sumarie, 10 Corinth und Epnesus and
Rome; the only article of faith in the creed
of inspired men, and in the churches estab-
lished by inspired men. All other crecds
stand in the way of the peace, uniun, co-up.
eration and triumph of the followers of the
Son of God, and should be put away.

1II. Because Disciples stand for the ad-
ministralion of the ordinances as given by
Christ and the apostles. ‘Laking Christ us
our creed, we must nccessarily hold to what
Christ taught aud practised, and thoe thinge
he commanded his apostles to teach and

practise, as God gives us to seo them.  Pro-
testants are unanimous in accepting two
ordinances, baptism and the Lord’s supper,
but they differ widely in their olservance.

supper was observed weekly, but many cele-
brate it monthly or quarterly, instead of on
every first day of the week. WNot so with the
Dizciples.

TUniversal agrecment also obtains as to the
action of baptism, that it was administered
in the thme of the apostles by immersion
only, but many have departed from the orig-
inal practice. D.sciples rcad the Word, and
do the thiug. “Aud it cume tg pass in those
days, that Jesus camo from Nuzareth, of
Qallee, and was baptized of Johu in the
Jordan; and straightway coming up out of
the water, the Spirit descended upon him.”
“John was baptizing at Buon, nigh unto
Salem, beeause thore was much water there.”
“He commanded the chariot to stand still,
and they went down into the water, both
Puilip and the cunuch; and he baptized him;
and when they were come up out of the
water, the Spirit of the Lord caught
away Philip that the eunuch saw hun no
more, and he went on his way rejoicing.”
We are “buried with Christ in buptism,”
“planted in the hkeness of his resurrection.”
So, in administering this ordinance, Disciples
go to the water, go where there is wuch
water, go down into the water, bury men in
the hikeness of Christ’s death, plant them,
raise them in the likeness of Christ’s resur-
rection, come up out of the water, and thus
men are born of water. This is done, not to
unconscious little ones, but to intelligent,
believing persons who, on their own moion,
acu pt Christ. "This 18 in uccord with the
decision of scholarship as to what is the action
of Christian baptism; in harmony with the
lexicographers who, with united voice, give
“dip,” “immerse,” as the meanings of the
Greek word daplidzo; in agreement with ec-
clesiastical history, the universal practice of
tho Greek Church, frece admission of the
OCatholic Church and frank ecknowledgement

of such reformers as Lather, Calvin and
Wesley.  Disciples of Jesus should recoguz:
fully and only the authority of Jesus, and
find tbe suiiptural basis, »QOue Lodd, oue
faith, and one baptism.”

1V, Bceause tho Disciples plead for the
resurrection of the primitive lifs tn regenera-
tion and service ‘Lhey would give to in-
quirers the seripture answers to the questiva,
« What muast 1 do to be saved 2" Iun times
of revival ginncrg aro bidden to pray, or to
stand up and be prayed for. They are kept
sceking, waiting, and in doubs as to when
they are aceepted ! Disciples say to the nn-
behever, ¢ Bebeve on the Lord Jesus Clirist,”
and preach to hum the Word of the Lord,
that he niay believe. They tell belevers,
eryitg under convictior, ‘“ Meu and breth-
ren, what shall we do?” *“to repent and be
baptizud every one in the name Josus Christ,
for the remission of sing,” and thoy * shall
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.” "Phey
instruct the penitent behever like Saunl of
Tarsug, in the words of An:na:, *“Arise
and Le baptized, and wash away four sins,
calling on the namo of the Lord.” 'They

assure them that thus believs, repent and {

-

obey the Lord Jesus, that thoir past sing are
pardoned, as our Lord said, *‘Ie that
believeth and is baptized shall bo saved.”

Born again, having entered the kingdom,
subjeets of the King are to follow the New
Testament tule of hife, ‘¢ Continuing stead
fastly 1 thoe apostles’ doctrine and fellow-
ship, the breaking of bread and in prayers,”
adding to their faith all the graces of Ohris-
tian service,

V. Becauso the Disciples are pleading for
the wniwn of Clristians wpon the dasts of New
Testament Christiunaty.  They believe that
sectartanism is the curso of the church ; that
the millonnium will never dawn upon a
divided Christendom ; that the kingdoms of
thig world will not become the kingdom of
vur Lord aud of his Chuiist so long as our
sinful and foolish divisions prevail; that
millions of money are wasted, and thousands
of souls lost, and the heathen wmade to
stumble, and God’s namo to be blasphemed,
9y the differences, controversies and conflicts
among the Lord’s people. They maintuin
that the teaching of the apostles is the only
and all-sufliciont means of uniting all the
people of God, and that the union of Cbris-
uans with the apostles’ testimony is all-
sufficient to the cuaversion of the world to
Chrigt.  With the restoration of the original,
evangelical, apostolic, New Tecztament foun-
dation, doctrine and title, erdinances and
fraits, the Disciples humbly and confidontly
believe will come the glorious answer to the
prayer of our adorable Rodeemer, that *‘they
all may be one, that tha world may believo
that thou hast sent me.”

The
wife for thirty years is now a widow, and the four sonsand
threv daughtors are fatherless; but they can glory in
their tiibulution, knowing that he iy at reat.

THE BLESSEDNESS OF GIVING AND RECEIVING.

Although all things else s»¢ changing and
passing away, the words of Christ remain the
same — a8 true to-day as when they fell from
His lips; they are the living bread of which
a man may eat and never die,

In this solemn and affectionate address of
the Apostle Paul to the clders of the church
at Ephesus, ho appeals to the examplo he had
sot before them from the very first day he
had come among them, "The gospel be had
preached was the power of God to save every
believer of it, and his deportment wus such
as tocommen itself to every man’s conscience
in the sight of God. Although some of the
Ephesians were rich, he had coveted no man’s
silver or gold or apparel. He did not even
claim what was justly due him as a preacher
of the gospel, but with willing hands labored
for his own support and for that of his needy
brethren. He had shown these elders all
things which were right, and cspccially how
to labor to support the weak, and to remem-
ber the words of the Lord Jesus, how He
said, ‘“It is more blessed to give than to
receive,

These words are not recorded by the four
evangelists, but preserved to ug by this apostle
as Jesus’ “‘legucy of love.” ‘Ihey seem to be
used by Him as an important aphorism, and
their preciouaness will be manifest in propor-
tion as we remember them coming from the
heart of Him who gave even Himself for us.

Huppiness comes from both giving and
receiving, but it is more blessed to give than
to receive. It is happier to have power to
give thun to be obliged to rcceive, and that
labor is blessed which gives the power. There
is far greatcr comfort in giviug; there is moie
of grace, more of leve, more of heaven, and
more of the Divine image in giving than in
receiving. It is sacrifice wluch makes the
giver blest. When Jesus suw rich men cust-
ing much into the treasury of Gud, und a
poor widow cust in twu mites, e sard her’s
was more than all of theirs. They gave of
their abundance; sho gave her all.  There
wag n sacrifice in her gt which was not in
theirs; therefore she was more blussed than
they. 1llow sad to think of giving to a good
cause only what we can sparc without fecling
it.  We should give our best anc cousider it
our very best investment, for he that giveth
to the poor lendeth to the Lord, and has His
promise of the best interest.

When Lazaras desired ty be fiud with the
crumbs which fell from _Le rich man’s table,
it dues not say that the ciumbs were refused;
but the beggar’s food cost the rich man noth-
ing, and, behold the «nd! Let our gifis be
nungled with self-deninl und sacrifice, in the
love of (od, and we will be the greatest
gainers, for ““the Lord loveth a cheerful
giver.”

A story is told of a needy minister, many
years azo, in one of these provinees, visiting
one of his wealthy members, It was soon
evident that the man had no thought of aid-
ing him or his canse; times, he thought,were
altogether too hard for anything of that kind.
Que thing, however, ho could do, and he
cagerly did it — he took hiz minister into his
fields to show him his superior crops. Next
lie showed him his fine horses and superior
herd of cows, At last he pointed to him a
huge pig, nearly ready for the knife. When
all was dove they returned to the house, and
the minister addressed the good woman us
follows: ¢ Your husband has shown me
strange things to-day—a fine potato field,
an excellent prece of wheat, and such a erop
of corn! And he showed me his beauntiful
horses, and, Oh! such a herd of superior
cows, and the yrealest 110G I over sawl! e
then left his friends (?), o take his meaning
and rellect npon it, if, indeed, refl-ction was
among their possibilities. It is well that
such cases are not a3 commeon as they were,
and all the timo ¢ growing beautifully less.”

Still there are some who contend that a
man’s life does consist in the abundance of
the things which he possesseth, who are
determined to live unto themselves. Such a
man can 1efuse every appeal made to him for
help whether it be to fecd the poor or to send
the gospel to the lost. Ile inakes no one
happy, and how can he be happy himself?
Streams of prosperity may seek him, and,
like n sen, he may receivo them all; but it is as
the Dead Sea. so far below the common level
that it has no outlet, but wastes itself in a
poisonous evaporation, shunned by fish and
fowl.

TWho much receives but nothing gives;
Whom none can love, whom none can thank,
Creation’s blot, creation’s blank.”

Jesus has, by His own cxample, glorified
giving, and has 1ccommended 1t to s ful-
lowers on every occagion. e tells & man in
making a feast Low he cau have it all giving
and wait for the recciving till the resurrec-
tiou of the jus.. Such an example, such
companionship, such work and s.ch hope,
can tura every daty into a delightful privi-
lege. He can well afford to lay aside every
weight and the sin that doth so easily beset
him, and ron with patience the race set
Lfore, who is lvoking unio Jesuy, the author
and the fimisher of his faith.

Those who lcave the endearments of home
and friends, und give their life to tie heathen
to gain them to Christ, make a noble choice.
They lose their life for Christ, but will gain
it uuto life cternal. Like the corn of wheat
which falls into the ground.and d.es, they
will bear much fruit.

Let our life, which is so precious, be given
to Christ und his service and his people, that
thus losing 1t we may gain a new life which
can never be lost.

I bavo much faith in the committeo of onc.
What is everybody's business, 1s nobody's.
Individualism 18too often lost in association-
ism. Somo men lose their conseiencos i
stock compapies and corporations, They
gin in the aggregate, and then wash their
hands in the waters of innocency.

So in our churches. The man who does
next to nothing takes credit to hiwself for
what others have done. tle gives a cent
a collection, and then, with an air of the
most charming hypocrisy, says: ** That was
a fine collection we bad last Sunday night.”
e never offers a prayer, attends a prayer-
meeting, Sunday-school or Bible class, and
never points a siuner to Christ, and yet
privately prates about what ho ¢ would like
to see done.” Is that honest ? This is one
of the dangers of our day. We expect too
much from committees, and not enough
from the individual. ‘U'he individual con-
ecience, duty, development and final rewurd
are blended with the mass We cannot
repent for one another, or by committees ;
we cannot believe by proxy; we canaot
shrink or escape responsibility by simply
once in & while attending church, We will
not die in companies. One by one we puass
over the river. We will not be judged as
assemblies, but as individuals. We will
wear our own crowns in glory, and not
appeur in borrowed array. Hence, I am
authorized to write, that any theory of hifo
which tends to destroy, and not to assert the
individuality of man, is inhuman, unreason-
able and anti-Christian,

But we must distinguish between the true
and the false individuahty. We must re-
member the double nature in man, the soul
life and the sensuous hife. The Iatter has a
seeming life, which is actunl death ; and the
former & seeming death, with is actual life.
Hence the language of scripture, * Ho that
seeketh to save his life shall lose it, and
whosoever shall lose s life shall find it.”
That is, the development of the unselfish
pature, is life and true individuality. The
purely selfish maun does not preserve his
individuality, for his life is sure to grow less,

Ho loses his friends, the world drops him,
humanity shuns him; alone bo Jives, alone
he dies, and the wind and rain, as they wear
out the letters on his tombl, are the only
haunters of his pretentious grave, IHence,
individuality is not a great bundle of selfish-
ness, 18 not a nauseating, ﬂuuntmg_ egotlsm,
is not a personal isolation—but it is man
escaping the curse of sclf-involvement and
gproading his being over the world, The
stronger the centre and wore intense the
heat and light, the more the radiation.
Therefore let us be ourselves. Onr pecuh-
arities, or our eccentricities, as men call
them, aro our divine endowments for per-
gonal use and personal success. We should
never let others do our duty and wear our

laurels. .

PARDON.
W, R, M'EWEN,

We find pardon conditional, aceording to
the gospel of Christ, The law of pardon is re-
vealed in Acts, chapters 2, 16, and 22,
What must I do to bo saved ? is the guestion
asked under the reign of Christ, aund today
many auswers ar¢ given whk 1t counfuge the
mind of tho inquirer. Three times this
question is asked and three times answered ;
first, in Acts 2 :37, answer 2 :38; second,
Acts 9 : 6, answer 22 :16; third, Acts 16:
30, answer 16 :31. While the inspired men
of God were ministering to the world they
gave no other answers than believe, repont,
and be baptized.

Different opinions are held respecting these
terms. Some think part essential and part
non-essential ; some say we are saved without
baptism, because it ig not given in the last
answer. If 8o, a man might suy we ave saved
without faith, as it is not spoken of in the
first answer, and so of ropentance as it is not
tound in the second answor. Giving way to
such ideas, & man might rule all three an-
swersg ont., It is not for ustosay, when only
one command is found in a passage, that we
aro saved by that alone. I might write a
bonk about the human body, saying we livo
by eating, drinking, and sleeping ; but should
I dwell largely, in one or more of its chapters,
upou drinking and sleeping, would that go
to show that we live without eating because
not mentioned in these chapters. Evidently
not. It takes all three together to make a
healtby body. So with the conditions of
pardon, all must be complied with. Notice,
Peter commands two things, repentance and
baptisms ; Ananias commands one thing,
baptism ; DPaul and Silas one thing, belief ;
but all togethor command the three, feith,
repentance and baplism.

The reason the Divine answers are different
is to suit the inquirers. Peter would not ask
his heurers to believe when they already be-
lieved, but Paul commanded the jailer to
believe as he was an unbelieving pagan, and
so Ananias tells Paul to be baptized because
he was already a believer and a penitent
man.

A person must do what is commanded in
the book of God in order to enjoy the full
and free pardon which is conditioned on
obedience. There are commanded, helief to
change the mind, repenlance to change the
beart, and baptism to chunge the state or
relation. .

The latter is not held to as having any
virtue of itself, but is a test of faith. Noah
was saved by water, says Peter. The ante-
deluvians had just as moch water as Noah,
but no faith; so had to die. The soul that
sinneth must die unless the 1equiremen’s of
the gospel are fulfilled. Let overy soul then
do as God bids and pardon will be his to en-
joy iu this life, aud he shall have a home in
the sweet bye and bye beyond the confines of
tho tomb.

In November, 1806, 1
attended o State Convention ot Ellenton,
South Caraling. during which time S150 was
pledged toward pinnting « chureh at Charles-
ton,  In December, 1 went to that eny aad
looked upa satrobie location for a tabernacte
In Mareh, 1597, tHe- twelve diseiples i that
city rarzed about #80 more among themselves
ond hegnn the crection of the bulding.  On
Apni) 5uh, the weeting began and continued
cleven weeks during which trme a church
with 6 members was orgamzed, with a
Sundey-school of 98 scholars, officers aud
trocers enrolied, and an Lodeavor Scciety
with about 72 names ou record, A conse-
cratcd pustor was secured and by continuing
m the tabernacle the work has been solf-
supporting aud much good is bemng aecrm-
ptished.  The mesting cost about 3850 and
the whedls were eet, in motion by the offering
of $150 by the convention,

In 1893 the State DBoard of Kansas volun-
trered 1o give 815 por week toward a meeting
in Last Tupeka, The work bogan on July
22nd, and continued until Qctober 41h,
during which time 470 yesponded to the
m otation 3 s chureh, Sunday-school and
Christian JIindeavor Suciety were organized,
and Bro. 'I' & Mallory began big first pastorate
with the new congregation, Ile sull con-
tinues with them and a new church, with a
seating capucity of 1 000, has bien erected,
with a present membership of 455 and the
largi st tramed chorus 1 the stute—a good
record for both pastor and people  The
wmeeting was made  self-sustaiming, as the
church h s been, from tho beginning and the
Board wus never requited to pay the $15 per
week, but thetr noble example might en-
courage some one toundertuke and accomphish
s ssimilur work 1 many fields now white unto
tho harvest, 1f followed by other boards and
individuals,

In May 1894, a little band of workers
erected w tubernacle m the best residence
portion of the city of Micon, Georgia, and
negan a seige 1 toat stuid southern city,
with iis magoilicent churches. In about
cleven weeks nearly 120 were added to Lherr
nwmber, thousands heard the gospel and the
plea for primitive Christianmity that never
hail beard 1t before and the chuich has been
moving on to victory ever since. If the -
dividuals who constitute our churches, if the
chuarches that constituie our State and Na-
tional conventiousand sucieties wereconscilous
of their abiicy and the measure of their
responsibility, tha above and mavy more
instances that conld be cited m the experience
of the writer, could be duplicated and thous-
auds be won fur Cnrist who now are perishing
in sin for want of the light and help that we
might bring.

But so far 1t has never been my lot to swe
such a chnreh, and I should be willing to
ol bslr aeross the cont’aent to see “ this
great sight,”  Churches are not in much
danger from that guarter.  Thoy dow't kil}
themselves that way, but they de kil them-
selves the ofher way, aud that too by the
ibousnnd,  All over this land there are
churches that have a nume to hive and arve
deud from uothing elso so much as from the
disense of covotousness,  They have killed
themselves by nof giving. It isliterally true,
as ean be demonstrated times without num-
ber, that © Giving is Hoing, and deaying iz
dying,” ard the preacher who does ot know
this does not know one of the simplest and
most evident facts of church hife, and lus
pursuit of a poliey that ignores this fact will
speedily show him how suicilal it is. Ilo
will find out that fearing and faling to
preach on mi:sions and on other great themos
rhat involve the duty of giving by his people,
he is drying up the spirt of benevolence
among them 1n a way that will quickly canse
his own salary to feel the result of his bhind
and foolish course.  As I oncu hoeard Roburt
Mo ffott say : ““ le 1s cutting the club that
will beat his own brains out.” I have yet to
know of a singlv missiunary church whose
preacher’s sulary is allowed to soff-r. [
know of many non-misgionary churches where
preacher after preacher has had to depart
from lack of support. Brother preacher,
preack on missions carnestly and regularly,
and keep your church up to its duty in this
great work, regardless of vour salary, and
the very habit of unselfish benevolence you
are fostering in it will of ifself seeure you
against any possible sufforing in thes regard.

GIVING TO MISSIONS.

It does not require much eloquence to shut
up & pocket-book. A few insinnations about
the need of the work at home or just a little
i plunning for svme improvement, with a
| promise that when that is done, then missions
will be artended to, will ease the consciences
of muny who would otherwiso be fairly liberal.
But few churches fail for the want of ability,
Mauvy die from stinginess.  Sometimes a
church, unable to put the house 1 repair and
pay the preacher, has parted asunder on some
little question of difference, and found as the
result that they had plenty of means to sup-
port two houses and two pastors. '['hey wore
not very poor, but very sclfish.

A preacher loses his support through the
selfishness of the members ten times to where
he loses hissalary once on account of poverty.
Men who are members of the church fre-
quently live high, decorate their daughters
with a lavish hand, and yet are so hard
pressed that thoy are not able to pay anything
for the support of the church or, at auy rate,
but very little. I Lave known men in fairly
good circumstances to spend wore for tobaceo
than for the cause of Christ. I knew a man
once, who was a member of the church, who
wag too poor to assist in the support of the
work. If he had gone away he would bave

received the usual letter, ““In good standing
and full followship,” but he was simpiy poor
and could do nothing for the cause he joved
so dearly (?). When the circus cam: he
bought a sack of flour on time at a dollar
sixty and sold it for cash for a dollar fifty.
This money tovk him aund his four children
into the show. He expected to go to beaven
after awhile for nothing, butin the meantime
ho just had to hear those second-hand jokes
of the clown, or the childrea had to sce the
animals. I suppose that paying into the
church treasury unght have interfered with
his going to the show. And it may be that
giving to missions will hinder us from the
enjoyment of a few luxuries, but when ali
become alive 1n Cuiristian work and Christian
giving the preacher’s salury will be paid.
But the church that dves nothing in missions
will die with dry rot and the preacher will

Desr Sisters,—There is something so
gweot and mild about the Japunese wowmen,
especially the mothers, that thoy twine them-
sulves ubout one’s heart very closely.

I always said that no women could be to
me what the mothers of the children at the
puur school at Matsugae Cho are, but now
since my work at Tans Machi school (that
Miss Oldham started and labored with so
faithfully), I find that they, too, fill a large
place in my heart.

The womon here are bright, cheerful and
very communicative when you get well ac-
quanted with them. They are fond, caretul
mothers, and really live for their cluldren ;
mdeed, they have httle or nothing outside
their children to live for. They ave 1 no
sense the companions of their husbands, but
are merely like upper servants. It is ouly
when a woman gots to be a grandmother that
her place 1s estublished in the houschold as
of some importance. Thus women in Japua
do not mind growing old or lvoking old, but
welcomo old age as the time of their emanci-
pation, go to speak. Oune can teil pretty ac-
curately the age of a womaun by her dress as
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well as the style of her hair,  T'o ook as old
as possible is the aim,

When calling on them one of the first ques
tions asked is, “How old are you?” You
return the compliment by asking her age. If
sho is old you offer your congratulutions, and
her pleased fuce shows her uppreciation,

If she iz a Christian she will generally say,
“Yes, by God’s merey I have been permitted
to live so long.” If aheathen she will thank
ner gods.,

One meets snch dear Ota Sans (grand-
mothers). They are devoted to their grand
children. We have two who never miss
coming to church on Sunday morning, ard
generally in the evening.

At prayer-meoting and at the woman’s
weekly mecting it is good to hear them hift
up their hearts in praise to lim whom they
huve learned to love because Mo first loved
them, or it may be a word of testimony of
His gracious, loving kindness.
