“ Take heed that ye despise not one of these
s little ones,’ ”'.for I say unto you, that in heaven,
their angels do always behold the face of my
Father which is in heaven.”” (Math. xviii: 10.)
"The expression in the text * little ones,” in Some
sense have angels which are theirs. « All the
angels ave ministering spirits, sent forth to min-
ister for them who shall be heirs of salvation,
(Heb, i: 14). But this general ministration is
effected by,.a ministration of particular ones.
Their angels then are the angels especially
charged with ministering to them individually.:
The fact hero stated worthy of our notice is
that, ¢ They do always behold the face of the
Father in heaven,” a fact which shuws the ef-

ficiency of their guardianship, secing that in ad: |

dition to their own power, they have uccess to
the helping hand of God. The fact that these
weak disciples have -sucli angels to watch over
them, makes it oxceedingly preposterous that
wo should despise them,

2, But more especially. now wo desire to speak
of the ministry. of angels in connection with
Christian life. That. the phrase “ tiese litdle
ones,” refers to the disciples present with the
Saviour can harvdly admit of a doubt. He warns
certain persons not to despise them, and gives a
reason for the warning, that in heaven their
angels do always see the face of God.  « Their
angels” is the significent phrasein the verse. But
what is the meaning? Not that these disciples
owned and controlled certain angels, as parents
control their children, This is not the meaning.
Jt.must.then be that certain angels had been
nssigned to.the duty of watching over them, and
of noting, if not avenging, such injuries as
might.be done to them. Even to despise one
of theso little ones is a sin.

3. Again it can scarcely mean that there is a
particular group of the angels of heaven watch-
ing-over this particular group of disciples. The
meaning most likely, is that to each disciple
had been.assigned an angel, in other words, that
Glod appoints an angel to watch over each of his
children so long as they are in the flesh. There
can be no other reasonable meaning which this
clause will-bear except this.
able to suppose that what is here said was true
of those disciples only, exclusive of all others.

4. Certainly if it is true that these disciples
have angels, the same i3 true of all other dis-
ciples, You also have an angel, a guardian
apgel. The phrase “these little ones” can not
mean the apostles. It certainly includes them,
but does not exclude others, and'if it includes
all, then all have their angels.  This conviction
seems to have oxisted in the minds of the first
Christians and it is difficult in the light of the
Saviour’s remark to possibly see how it conld
be otherwise than all have their angels.

5, When Rhoda affirmed and reiterated, that
sheo’had first heard Peter’s voice at.the gate, and

that ho stood theve, the disciples told her she
was mad. But she still persisted, and they there
said *“it is his angel.” ;
They certainly belioved that Peter had his
angel, and no doubt as they belioved of him,
they believed of all others.  Is it not truo then
that each child of God while-struggling throngh
this world of sorrow, sickness "nd -sadness, has
his ov hier angel? Then God has no uncared-for
orphans hero in this world after all. Fach is
watched—watched everywhero, watched always.

THE GRACE OF GOD.

Porhaps there is'not a more common expres-
sion in the religious world than tho caption of
this article. It is commonly spoken of a# some
subtile influenco undefinable, indescribable,
that entors the heart of man, It is to most
minds ¢ the power of God unto salvation,” thet
which is received direct from God in answer to
the prayers of the nwakened sinner as he looks
at the terrible doom that awaits him and -turns
his sorrow to joy ané fills his soul with peace.
This Graceof God is supposed thenceforth to
abide in the soul and keep its possessor from
evil, or, if not altogether from ovil, from the
consequences of ovil by turning them from the
ovil before they die. Therefore, the person who
receives this Grace of God'is saved in time and
in eternity. As expressed by one man with
whom I conversed, he said, *¢ When I received
the Grace of God ho pardoned not only all the
sins T had ever committed but all that I ever
should commit.”” In a conversation with an-
other, who claimed to have been converted by
the reception of this wonderful power, though
at the time of the conversation he was not walk-
ing with the religios society to which he be-
longed, neither did his morals compare favor-.
ably with many who did not profess to be con-
verted, he said, I think there is a spark of the,
Grace of God left in my heart, and God will:
yet fan it into o flame.  These and similar ex-
pressions miet with day by day shows a want of:
understanding of God’s word on this subject
and cwlls for investigation.

Peul in writing to Titus, ii: 11, says, For

“the grace of God that bringeth salvation to all

men hath appeared, (marginal reading.) Teach-
ing us that denying ungodliness and worldly
Justs we should live soberly, righteously and
godly in this preseat world, &c. Wé notice
Bere three things afivaed of the Grace of God,
First, it brings salvation. Second, it appeaved,
Third, it taught : The Grace of God that
bringeth salvation, When man who God. made
upright disobeyed his Creator by partaking of
tho forbidden fruit, God in pity looked upon
him. The divine mind was moved with com-

passion and salvation was promised.  God said
the secd of the woman should bruiso the serpent’s
head.  This promise was renewed to Abraham
when he had offered up Isanc his son at the com-
mand of God in theso words, * In thy seed shall
all the nations:of the earth be blessed. From
time to time God renewed this promise till in.
the fulness of time ITe sent His -Son to this
earth. Jesus was born.a babe in Bethlehem's
manger, yet he was the Son of God. He who
being in the form of God thought it not robbery
,to be equal with God but made Himself of no
reputation and took upon Him the form of a
servant and was made in tho likeness of men.
When Clrist was about to be born the
Father said to Joseph, ‘Thou shalt call hisname
Jesus for ho shall save His people from their sins.
In the conversation which Jesus had with Nico-
demus, he said, Ged sent not His Son into the
world to condemn the world but that the world
through Him might be saved. Again wo read
the Saviowm's words, The Son of man is come to
save that which waslost, And again, I came not
to judgoe the world but to save the world. Jesus
_the babe in Bothlehem's manger is the geed
that was to bruise the serpent’s head the sced in
which all nations of the earth should bo blessed.
1t ‘vas.of Him.the prophet said, ¢ The Lord has
laid on Him the iniquity of us all.”  “ He was
wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised
for our iniquities, the chastisement of our peaco
was upon Him and with His stripes we are
healed.” This same Jesus the night he was be-
trayed as he ate the passover with His disciples,
said, ¢ Thisis my blood of the New Testament
which is shed for rany forthe remission of sins.”
John the beloved diseiple said of Him in his
first lettor, “The blood of His Son Jesus
Churist cleanseth us from all sin.” It is evi-
dont from the foregoing and much more that
might be given that Jesus Christ was the ex-
ression of the grace of God. It is affirmed
in the sccond place.of the grace of God that
it hath appeared. This is true of Jesus
Christ. Even the infidel does not protend to
deny the fact that He lived hero among men
and died upon the Cross of Calvary. That
He was a wonderful man and a good man.
It is afirmed in tho third placo, That the
orace of God teaches us certain things.
ead carefully Titus ii: 11-15. When the
Jewish ruler came to Jesus by night he said,
s \Wo know that thou art a teacker come from
‘God for no man can do these miracles that
thou doest except God be with him,” We
see by this that Jesus was acknowledged as
‘a tencher from God. What did he teach that
‘wo should deny? Ungodliness and worldly
lusts. Jesus said, If any man will be m
disciple let him deny himsclf and take up his
cross and follow me daily. The length of
the articlo forbids our further examination
of those things affirmed of the grace of God.
Suffice it to say that the teaching of those
verses is the embedymeont of true religion.
What then is the grace of God here brought
before us? and we answer without hesitation,
Jesus Christ. How then or in what sense
can Jesus Christ be represented as the grace
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of God? Grace means fevor, the grace of God
is the favor of God. The bestowment of
God’s grace or favor on man came through
Ifis dear Son.  No greater manifestation of
Gol’s favor to the children of men can be
imagined than for Tlim to send 1lis only be-
gotton Son to take our nature, ¢ Become a
man of sorrow and acquainted with grief.”
«¢ Behold what manner of love the IFather
hath bestowed upon ns that we shiould be
called the sons of God. The grace of God
provided u Saviour and in connection with
1im all the means needed in our chango
from sin to holiness. Were it not for the
graco  of Ged there would have heen
no Saviour, no gospel, and no salvation.
If any one is ever saved it is by the grace of
God.” The grace of God brings salvation to
all mon. If, therefore, any are unsaved it is
not the fault of God’s grace but hecanse we
neglect the %ren.t salvation, Let us remember
that it i3 by grace we are saved through
faith. The grace of God provides the way.

Plsc common meaning of the word Lord is master.
It carries with it the ‘dea of one having authority
or rule over others. Not referring always to the
Supreme Being, as there are “lords mary, and gods
many,” hut the Lord of heaven is designated from
these as the Lord, being above all, and Lord of all
lords. DBut notice David says—** O Lord, ourLord.”
What does he mean?  Does he mean that he is the
Lord of some and not of others; that some, includ-
ing himself, have a specinl and particular right to
call Him Lord, to the exclusion of others ? Ans,—
“Know ye not that his servants ye arc to whom ye
yield yourselves servants to obey?” The idea of
lord or master implics that of servants and service.
Satan, therefore, is lord of those who yield them-
celves servants to obey him; and they cannot, nor
have they any right to, address God as their Lord
while they do not acknowledge His authority by
ylelding themsclves servants to obey Him. Says
Paul—"' We have received the spirit of adoption,
whereby we cry Abba, Father.,” When we ave
adopted into the family of God, through faith and
obedience to the gospel, so that we bear the re-
lationship of children to a father, then, and not till
then, have we a right to address Qod as—our
Father. This is a truth that may well alarm those
who have never sought this relationship, or thought
seriously on the matter, D, McDotsALL.

Mr. CEORGE MULLER ON NIS BAPTISML.

———

The large Orphanage near Bristol, found-
ed and austained by Mr. Muller, simply by
the csorcise of faith and prayer, had its
origin in the carnest wish which God had
given him to serve him faithfully, and to
trust him while he did so, to fulfil with cex-
tainty his promises. One subject which this
led him to examine was that of baptism.
The following is his own account of this ox-
amination, and of the results:—

About the beginning of April, 1830, (when
25 years old), I went to preach at Sidmouth.
While I was staying there, three sisters in
the Lord had, in my presence, a conversa-
tion ahout Baptismn, onc of whom had been
baptized after she had believed. When they
had conversed a little on tho subject I was
asked to give my opinion concerning it.

My rep'fy was, <“I do not think I need to
be baptized again.”

I was then asked by the sister who had
been baptized, ““but have yon been baptized?”

“J answered, ¢ yes, wfxen I was a child.”

She then replied, ¢ Have you evor read tho

Scriptures, and prayed with roference to this
subjeot .

& [ angwered, “No.”

«Phon,” she said, ¢ entreat you nover
to speak any move about it until you have
dono s0.”

It pleased tho Lord to show ino the im-
portance of this romark ; for whilst at the
very time I was exhorting every one to re-
ceivo nothing which conld not be Rroved by
the Word of God, I repeatedly spoke against
believers’ baptism, \vidxout having over ear-
nestly examined the Seriplures, or prayed
concérning it ; and now T determined, if God
would help me, to examine that subject also,
and if infant baptism were found to bo scrip-
tural, 1 would earnestly defond it ; and if
believors’ baptism were right I would strenu-
ously defend that and bo Baptized.

Assoon as 1 had time, I set about examin-
ing the subject. The mode I adopted was a8
follows : repeatedly I asked God to teach me
concerning it, and L read the New Testament
from the beginning, with peculiar reference
to this point. But when I carnestly set
about the matter, & number of objections
presented themsoelves to my mind.

1.  Since many holy aud enlightened mon
have been divided in opinion concerning this
point, docs not this prove that it is not to bo
oxpected we should come to a satisfactory
conclusion about this question in the
present imporfect state of the church?” This
objection was thus removed : If this ordin-
ance is revealed in the Bible, why may I not
know it as the Lloly Spirit is the teacher in
the Church of Christ now as well as for-
merly.

9."¢There have been but fow of my
frionds baptized, and tho greater portion of
them arc opposed to believers’ baptism, and
they will turn their backs on me. Answer :
<¢'3ough all men should forsake me, if the
Lord Jesus take me up Ishall be happy.”

3. * You will be sure to lose half of your
income if you are baptized, Answer :*¢ As
long as I désire to be faithfulto the Lord, He
will not suffer me to want.”

4, ““People will call you a Baptist, and

you will be reckoned among that ody and
you cannot approve of all that is going on
among them,” Answer : ¢ Tt does not fol-
low that I must in all points go along with
all those who hold believers’ baptism,
althongh I should be baptized.”
5. ¢ You have been preaching for some
years and you will thus have publicly to con-
fess that you have been in_crror should you
be led to sec that believers’ baptism is right.”
Answer: “ It is much bettor to confess that
I have been in error concerning thot point
than to continue in it.”

g. ¢ Even if believers’ baptism be right,
yet it is now too late to attend to it, as youn
ought to have been baptized immediately on
believing.” Answer: ¢ It is better to fulfil
a commandment of the Lord Jesus be it ever
gg .’late than to continue living in neglect of
it.:

As soon as I was brought into this state of
heart, I saw from the Scriptures that be-
licvers ONLY arc the proper subjects for bap-
tism, and that immersion is the only true
Seriptural mode in which it ou ht to be af-
tonded to. The passage which particularly
convineed me of tho former is Acts viii: 30-
38; and of the latter Rom. vi:3-5, Some
time after, T wasbaptized. Ihad much pesco
in beginning so and nover have Ifor a singlo
moment regretted it. :

Before I feuve this point, 1 would just say
o few words concerning tho results of this
matter, so far as it regards somo_of tho ob-
jections which oceurred to m mind when I
was about to examine the Seriptures concern-
ing baptism.

1. Concerning the first objection, my con-

viction now 18, that of all revealed in the

e

Seriptures, not_even in the ductyine of justi-
fication by faith, and {kat: the subject has
only becomé obscured by men no! having been
willing to lake the Seriptures ulone fo decide
{he poind.

2, Nob one of my true friends in the Lord
has turned his back on me, as 1 supposed,
and almost all of them have been themselo s
baptized since.

3, Though : 1 one way I lost money in con-
sequenco of being baptized, Feb the Lord did
not suffer me to be really a-Joser, even a8 1t
regards temporal things ; for o made up tho
losses most bountifully.  In conclusion, my
example has been the means of leading many
to examine the guestion of Ba}ptism, and to
submit from conviction to this ordinance.
Seeing this truth I havo been lod to spoak on
it as well as other trnths, and during the
twenty-three years that I have now resided
in Bristol, more than a thousand believers
have been baptized among ng,—Kvangelist

We canuot always rcly on the ability of onr best
friends in time of need.  We have no doubt of their
goodness of heart and can trust their desire and
purpuse to befriend us but they are liable through
inability to fail.

A young mansnys, *“Iknow my father would
gladly scttle me in life and even thinks he can
do s0, but he has others to provide for and it Is
more than likely it will be out of his power, Sol
must do for myself.

A man in need comes to a friecnd to borrow
money tohelp himout of a strait. Hiw friend re-
ples:—I have just the sum you need, baut it is to
meet a bill I am bound to pay at a given time. Oh,
says tho firs , I can raise the money before your bill
is due and I will make it all right if you will lend
it. He replics, * I have no donbt you think you
can and fully intend to do =0, but amidst the
changes of time and trade I am afraid you will not
be able.

We caunot even trust to our own ability as
wo often find that when ¢ the spirit is willing the
flesh is wenk.” And yet we cannot do without the
help of others, How miserable then must be the
life of those who are so dependent and have no one
whose ability can be depended upon !

Paul rejoiced greatly in the ability of Christ,
His power was equal to His goodness and both were
established above the heavens. *‘ He is able to
save them to the uttermost who come to God by
Him.” Heb. vii. When the apostle had a true
discovery of himself he prized sach a Saviour. His
soul was so precious that if he lost it all was lost.
Awmid so many dangers he could not keep his heart
and mind in thelove of God. The casket was as
frail as tho jowel was precious and he confidently
committed all to the care of Jesus.  In view of his
sufferings for Christ he «xclaims in humble tri-
umph, *¢ Neverthcless I am not ashamed for I
know whom I have believed, and am persuaded
that he is ablc to keep that which I have committed
to him against that day,” (1l Jim. i:12).  That
day will be so different from this day and Paul
with a perfect understarding and glorified body
will be complotely saved. But Jesus acquired tho
ability to save by long and sovere training.
Though he wero a Son, yet learned he obedience
by the things which he suffered and being made
vorfect he became the author of et rnal salvation
to all them that obey him, (Hob. v:8,9.) Let
a dying world rcjoice, Chirist 1s able to save them
to the utterwost who come unto God by him, seeing
he ever liveth to mako intercession for them.

From tho above we learn, first, man is away

from Giod ; second, Jesus stands between God ana xmputc sin whoso iniquities are forgiven, whoso
t}urd, man comes to God only byl =i is covored, this was and is the happy stato’of

man;

Chnist ; fourth, He is able to save all that come

First, Man 18 away and against God ; this awful
fact is us cortain as that the present rebols of the
Northwest aro at war with the Government ; these
have a plea whethor good or bad, but man has no
plea for his opposition to God. He hates his
Maker without a cause.  Heois an enemy by wicked
works. He knows he is o sinner and dveads to
meot God ; this dread grows into a fixed emuity.
Such opposition and war is the most unveasrnable,
unequal and ruinous and mnust lead to hell.  Second,
Christ stands between CGod and muan. He was
with the Father and came into the world.  Auain,
ho left the world and went unto the Father. Re-
lated to both he holds communion with ‘God and
earnestly seoks to commune with man, While he
guards overy point of God's govermment and
glorifies cvery attribute of his chavacter, ho has
such a self-consuming love for man that he freely
died for his sing, the just for the unjust to bring
us unto God. His cross stands botween the two
and is tho chaunel through which love’s divine
currents flow into the very heart of the sinner,
destroying his emnity and reconciling him to God,
On the cross the Son of God displays his intense
hatred to sin which ho sinks forevor in the wrath
of God, and also his unspeakable love to the sinner
whom lie pardons and purifies and glorifies forever.
It entors botween sin and the sinner and separates
them as far as the east is from the west. It got
between Paul and the world and crucitied each to
the other. It literally stood between two thieves,
one roviling the dying Saviour, the other justifying
him and pleading for his favor. In the judgment
it will hold the same position ¢ on either side ono
and Jesus in the midst.” Al who now hear the
gospel preached to them range themselves on either
sido of the eross of Christ, those who believe and
obey him on one side to be saved and glorified
forever ; those who reject him aund cleave to sin to
be treated as sin will be treated forever. How
necessary that the gospel be preached to all plainly
lovingly and earnestly that men may hear, beliove:
and be saved. Can anything be so awful as to
reject a loving Saviour and choosc a place with sin
and all His enemies forever !

Christ's unchanging pnesthood and undying
intercession are the reasons given for his ability to
save to the uttermost, Wlxen & Jowish priest died,
changes occurred under that system. And now in
systems partly human and partly divine things
change. The plan of one denomination in saving
men ditfers somewhat from that of another. But
in that system which is all divine there is no
change.  Jesus has been sitting a priest at the right
hand of God over 1800 years and his plan of saviag
men is the same aud will remain the same till he
comes to judge the world, The day on which the
Father and the Soun sent down the Holy Spirit to
qualify the apostles to preach a perfect gospel, is
the day of salvation and 3,000 souls were the first
trophies, What was prcuched then holds good
now. What sinngrs bulicved then siumeis are to
believe now. What they were to do then they are
to do now. What was promised to the obedient
theii is promised to the obediont now. All this
remaing as unchanged ag the unchungeabls priest-
hood of Christ. What a glorious privilege for
every sinnner who really desiresto besaved. Ho
can look away from overything but his own
dear Saviour and rememnber that on the cross he
dicd for his sins and that ho rose again for his
letlﬁcat:on. He can hear him telling in his lsst
commission (Mark xvi: 16) how he will save him
and see him pointing to those he did savo at first,
and thus infallibly telling bim HOW TO COME
TO GOD BY HIM. Millions have thus éomo
and not one failure. ¢ He caunnot deny himsclf,”

Blessed is the man {o whom the Lord will not

Through his death all thoir past sins ave
forgiven. Ciod Joves them as his dearchildron and

sends forth into their hearts the spirit of adoption,
onabling them to cry, Abba, Father. They are to
walk by faith till they reuch their Father's house,
and the placo Jesus has gono to propare for then.

While here, howover, thoy have many trials and
much to overcome. They are looking for a salva-
tion from all these. Though thoy hate sin and
strivo by Guds grace to flee from it, they feo!

merey aud grace to help in time of need, Having
como to God through Christ and enjoyed his par-
doning love, they know where to come in time of
need, Their Saviour is elso their high priest, who
was in all points tempted like them. He nover
sinned but knows their tempta.tmns and is able to
suve them to the uttermost, that is till they reach
their happy home wheve there will be no tompta-
tion, nor sin, nor pain, He not only forgives their
daily sins when they como for mercy to his throne,
but gives them grace to help 'them in their
struggles against sin.

He
had gathered about Him a few disciples to whom
He had ““spoken the things pertaining to the
kingdom of God.”

T'he truthe He had taught thom and was yet to
teach them, were fur tho salvation of men, But
these truths, in order to be effuctual mmust be
believed ; and in order to faith they must bo heard.
¢ And how can they hear without a preachor?”
That men might hear the gospel and beliove and
thus be led to call upun the name of the Lord and
be saved, He committed to the disciples the word
of reconciliation ; and though He well know that
stripes and imprisomnent awaited them, and cruel
death in the end, yet He prayed that they should
not be taken out of the world till their work was
finished ; only that they should be kept from the
¢ gvil one.”

From this we learn that it was justas mucha
part of the divine plan that the gospel should be
preached in order to the salvation of the sinuer, as
as it was that Christ should dio for him. And it
i3 just as evident that the Lord has committed the
work of preaching to His church, We cannot
separate the work of the Lord and the work of the
church, ¢ It pleased God by the foolishness of
preaching to save them that believe.”

In the great plan of salvation, Gud is working
through huwan instrumentality. Whon Christ
came to the world, He came in tho flesh ; and when
the Holy Spirit was sent He caute to man ; and tho
truth, that was the power of God to salvation was
committed to His Church, How weighty then the
obligation of God’s children. A world lying in sin,
Our neighbors and friends around us yut out of
Christ, and the only weans of their salvation cum-
mitted to our hauds, Well might the church be
called the “light of the world,” since it is her
work to hold out the great light that shall lead men
from the * power of darkness to the kingdom of
God's dear Son.”

In viow of the great responsibility thus placed
upon us, brethren, what are wodoing! Evidently
it is the duty of every member of the church, male
ur female, young ur old, to do theie atinust to assist
in the work of the church, both at home and
sbroad.  The church work at home should be kept
alive, Tho meectings of the Lord's day, the
yrayer-ucetings, and the Sunday-school, all de-
1und our inturest and our labor.  Besides building
up at home it is the duty of every church to havy
the wurd of the Lord sounding out from themn, In

a migsionary socicty.
It is not enough that we should Lo saved our-
selves. Theroisncthing eolfieh in the spivit of the

FROM STARKE,

Dian Curisriiy,—Your cheery littlo face has
not been scen by me now for more than two
months, owing to my absence from Virginia, Yet
1 faney you arc mwoving ou in the even tenor of
your way, and making monthly visits to howmes,
many of which are near and dear to tho heurt of
the writor. | have beon for the last two months
sojourning in this, ¢ the land of flowers.” At the
varnest solicitation of friends who had preceded meo
to Florida, I sovered myself, not without many a
heartache, from niy many beloved brothren and
friends of Gordonsville, and turned my eyes and
anticipations farther southward. On my way I
stopped off, or ue the railroad men have it, “ laid
ovor ' at Wilson, North Carelina, the hone of my
estcomed friend, Dr. R. W, King, whose hoapitality
I enjoyed for a weok or ten duys, while preaching
every night in the beautiful and commodious
Christian chapel of that town. Wilson is ¢ne of
the tidiest and most rapidly developing towus of the
¢ old tar-heel State.” Our brethren have a good
church there, and with Bro, J. J. Harper, one of
our ablest preachers at the helm of her aflairs,
success is and over has been her motto. After a
pleasant visit here, with regrets I boarded the
+ fagt mail’ ono boautiful spring evonivg, and in a
fow minutes was speeding in a direct courso Florida-
ward, Passing, with but hurried stops, Wilming-
ton, Charleston and Savannah, the next day at
noon we volled into tho city of Jacksonville,
Florida, and at once to northern eyes the transfor-
mation was wonderful and interesting. Tho first
sight of interest is tho oranges hanging from trees
in all directions, and to one accustomed to buying
ono orange and cavefully dividing it up among a
fanily of three, it did look a little oxtravagant to
o thew lying about untouched and unheeded in
the very streets, But wo soon found out the
secret ; a sly nip, taken as we thought, unobserved,
elicited tho information, to our surprige, from a
bystunder, ‘‘that is a sour orango, sir;" so we
thought bafore we succeeded in clearing the mouth
of a well intended, yet rather extensivo bite. Sour
oranges are natural fruit, and although they grow
quite as large, aund look just as luscious as better
fruit, arc ag sour as an ordinary lemon. They are
used as orusmental trees largely and certainly pre-
sont u beautiful sight when loaded with golden
fruit or covered with blossoms, filling the air
with tho sweetest of odors, While Iam on the
fruit subject, let mo say, orauyges, although the
chief and perhaps tho most productive and most
valuable Florida fruit, are not by any means the
main  dopendouce of fruit-growers here, Great
clusters of the delicions banaua, hang in golden
Lunches from tropical-luvking trecs, while lemons,
Jupan plums, persilmmons, figs, olives, pome-
granates, citron, shaddock, nigar apples, tamarinds
and the luscious guava are grown in abundauce.
I wish I had tho timo and space, and I think I
could do it without * gushing,” to fully describe
the ornamental trees and shrubbery that abound.

¢ , Hure aro found fine spucimous of Indin-rubber
this way every congregation of Christiaus hecumes |

trees.  Hibiscus, ouo year old and cight feet high,
night-blooming jessamine in proportion, wugnolia
fiscuta, sisal hemp, sago palw, alocs, or as some-
times callod, contury plants, Yussa, Tezas or

Chiness umbrella, rotinasporas, pampas grass,
horse radish trees, choromoga, rose apple,sycamore,
old man's beard, and others too numerous {o men-
tion. .\nd bofore I forgot it, let me give cspocial
montion here of the grand old pine found erery-
where here, just oxactly such pines as my Corn-
wallis brothren can sce any day in and around the
“pine woods” adjoining Kentville, Kings Co.,
N, S. I have now travelled from Halifax, N, 8.,
overland through every Stato bordering on  the
Atlantic to the estromo south of Florids, and in
overy climate I see that same tall, coarse-barked
pine. Somuch at present for the productions,
execpting, let mo writo, it will puzzlo a Northern
man, when first coming to Florida, to know just
when to plint his garden. Oardens are mude liere
for the most part in December and January and
then by a continued rotation three and sometimes
four crope ave harvested from the sawe soil,

The climate of this State is perhaps its greatest
wenlth and evidontly its greatest attraction,
Thousands, and yearly by thousands the number
is increasing, come to Florida to escape the cold
and inclemoncy of the north., During the season
for northern visitors just closing, the hotels in
Jucksonville report more than eighty thousand
registered guests during the past winter in that
city alone. The hotels of this State are simply
immenso and yet are taxed to their utmost to
accommodate the rapidly increasing travel, Snow
is unknown in Florida, and frost is but seldom
seen ; orange trees, one of the most tendor class of
all trees, wrow the year ronnd, while eternal sum-
mer, with but slight climatic changes, reigns. The
summers are as delightful as the winters, as the
thermometer seldom reaches a point as high as
often experienced as far northas New York Stato
in midsummer dog days, owing to the refreshing
winds almost constantly blowing from tho Gulf of
Mexico or the Atlantic, As a result aceruing from
such a climate on every hand, one muy see those
hore in scarch of the elixir of life ; and when the
coming has not been postponéd teo. long, the
benefits ara simply marvellous.” I have geen what
it would have beer hard {o make ono believe
otherwise. I now kuow of those who came here
to all appearanco in & dying condition, at this
writing enjoying tho very best of health, For
pulmonary trouble or catarrshal affection, I cer-
tainly think Florida has no equal. The -soil of
Florida at first sight would disappoint almost
anyone, and the first judgment upon it would he a
harsh one. It is assandy as it can well be, white
deep sand, and to one accustomed to the loam of
the north, would at sight bo pronounced almost
worthless ; but the grit of the Florida sand is not
the silicate of the sand of the north, but is a loose
limestone sand and quite preductive, aund con-
sidered much more su than the deep, black soil
found hero in some places. Mud is not kuown
here an hour after a heavy rain, and the result is
tho sand has setttled together but the water is
gono. Yot tho wells of Florida are but from & to
10 feot deop with the most abundant supply of
wator. The land is easily clearad and the light
loosie soil is vasily worked, But, Mr. Editor, I
fear I am becoming tedious, and as I have many
things more to write of the beautics, advantages
and disadvautages of Florida, as well a3 a desiro to
give your readers some idea of the progress of our
work among the churches here, I will let’this
instalinent answer for this jssue, 1 am now
preaching at Starke for a few days. I have been

called for o year to work for and with the clinrel
in Jacksonville, Florida’s metropolis, aud shall
from thero, as 1 enter upon my duties in two
weeks, send you further observations and notes,
And hoping that prosperity and success will crown
your cvery effort, and congratulating you most
heestily on your able and successful career it the
journalistic arcna,

AMENDMENTS TOTHE MAINE LIQUOR
LAW,

The amendments to the liquor law enacted
at the late session of the Maine Legislature
have gono into effect. .

The ponalty for selling rum by runners,
obtaining orders, etc., is increased from $100
to & fine of not exceeding %500 and cosis for
each ordor obtained, and in default of pay-
ment to imprisonment of not less than two
nor more than five mouths,

"The penalty for single sale of liquor is in-
creased fron: 330 to not more than £100 and
costs on first conviction, and on each subse-
quent conviction to a similar fine of not more
than ninety days’ imprisonment or both at
the discrection of the court.

The penalty of being a common seller of
liquors is made a fine of $100 and costs or
threo months’ imprisonment, or both at the
discretion of the court on first conviclion,
and on each subsequent conviction 3200 fine
and costs aud four months’ imprisonmont.
he penalty for keoping a drinking houso
and tippling shop is made s fine of $100 and
costs or imprisonment for threo months, or
both at the discretion of the court, snd on
every sobsequent conviction to the same fine
and six months’ imprisonmont,

Liquor dumps and other appliances for
concenling or destroying liquors are to be
seized and exhibited to the jury as evidence.
Any person found intoxicated on the
strect, and any.intoxicated person disturbing
the pence anywhere, shall be arrested anc
trieé), and if Tound guilty shall be imprisoned
not more than thirty days for first offense
and not more than ninéty for second offense.
But any portion of this sentence may be re-
mitted by the judge if the offender gives in-
formation under oath of whom he procured
the liquor on which he became infoxicated.
Advertising of intoxicating liquors in news-
papers or in any other .manner is prohibited
under penalty of 320 for each oftence.

Clerks of courts aro required to publish in
somo newspaper in the county the disposition
of each indictment or liguor case within
thirty days after the adjournment of court.
Temperance instraction is required in pub-
lic schools.
