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THE ANNUÂL MEETING.
.. 1900..

The Annual Meeting of the Disciples of
Christ of New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
convened with the congregation of Disciples
at Westport, N. S., Thursday evening, Aug.
30th, 1900. The number of delegates was
quite large, numbering something over one
hundred and thirty, and the meeting one of
the best that bas been hcld.

One thing that added greatly to the con-
venience of the delogates and others who
attended the different sessions was that the
meetings were ield in a large tent that seated
some 500. Also, for all of the sessiohs of the
convention the weather was everything that
could be desired.

The first meeting of the convention, called
to order by chairman Howard Murray, was
opened with a spirited song service led by
R. E. Stevens, of Cornwallis, N. S. Attor
this the pastor of the Westport congregation,
Howard Murray, on beialf of the congre-
gation, in some bearty, earnest words, gave
the visiting delegates a cordial welcome to
Westport and the homes of the people. Re.
sponses were made to this address by J. A.
Mohorter, of Boston, A. Martin, of Muncie,
Indiana, and Dr. Ray, of St. John, after
which the following committees were ap-
pointed :

Friday morning at 9 o'clock the convention
listened to an interesting paper on " Pro-
tracted Me"tings," by Evangelist A. Martin,
of Muncie, Indiana. This was followed by
a discussion on the same subject, participated
in by loward Murray, E. O. Ford, W. H.
Harding, L. S. Ford, J. A. Mohorter. The
discussion was followed by a short reply from
Bro. A. Martin. At 10 a. m. the organiz-
ation of the convention took place, and the
nominating committee reported as oflicers for
the ensuing year-President, E. C. Ford,
Halifax; Vice-president, E.C. Bowers, West-
port ; Secretary pro lem, W. A. Barnes, St.
John.

The minutes of last meeting were reccived,
and were followed by letter8 from the differ-
ent churches, a condensed and catalogued
report of which is as follows :

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The letter from Pictou contained the en-
nouncement that Bro. David Fullerton, the
senior elder of the church there, had given to
the congregation and brotherhood the valu-
able property in which worship has been held.
The property is free froin debt, and it was a
most generous gift. Atter the letters were
read it was moved by Howard Murray that
this convention highly esteems and appreci.
atos this noble act on the part of Bro.
Fullerton. This motion was carried unani-
mously by a standing vote.

Bro. Fillerton mode a suitable reply, in
which ho said that the gift had been made,
not for the approbation of man, but for the
approval of God.

Next was the reading of the reports of the
President, Secretary, and Treasurer of the
Home Mission Board.

The President, L. A. Miles, offered the
following report:

To the Annual Meeting assemlled ai West.
port, N. S. :

DEAR BRLETIHi1,-As certain action on
tihe part of your Homo Mission Board, has
been taken with the object of opening up
certain questions for discussion and decision
at this August meeting, a brief statement of
the reasons and convictions wiieh led to this
action, may not be out of place.

It has been the custom. for some years
past, to vote a regular grant to certain
churches, which grant did not admit of vari-
ation, unless notice had been given three
months previous to the Annual Meeting.
Such notice boing given, it is to bo presumed
that the said meeting could act as they deoin-
cd best, cither by increasing, reducing or
entirely withdrawing such grants.

This arrangement has semed unfair to
your Board, not only to the churches already
receiving such grants, as naking it possible
that their grants miglit bo suddenly and
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arbitrarily withdrawn ; but also to other
struggling and deserving churches, which by
the continuation of such grants to the same
churches year by year, were denied the as-
sistance from the mission funds to which
they would secem to be entitled.

Your Board consider that t o continue such
grants year by year indefinitely, irrespective
of the growth of such churches in member-
ship or financial strength, is not wise.

It appears to them reasonable that, if a
church of say forty members, enjpying a
grant from home mission funds, should i-
crease its membership to sixty that the grant
should be correspondingly reduced for the
following year ; aiso, that should any church
bo assisted for three years in succession with.
out apparent results. such assistance should
then cease.

It should be, and your Board believe that
it is, the ambition of every church to become
seif-supporting, but it may well b feared
that a grant given from year to year indefin-
itely may come to be looked upon as a per-
manent source of incone, and thus the earnest

A number of congregations have sent in no report, and sone of the reports sent in seem to be
f very incomplete.
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interest of the members in their local organi-
zation become impaired.

Acting upon the above convictions, your
Board has given tho nlecessary notices to the
churches enjoying grants, net from any de-
sire on their part that any portion of the
assistance accorded to these churches should
be withheld, but in order that the question
mlight be fully discussed at your meetmg and
sone decision arrived at, that shall place the
question of future grants to churches upon a
logical and definite basis.

The propositions upon which we would ask
your discussion and decision are as follows :
(1) That no yearly grant to any church shall
exceed a terni of five years ; (2) That all
grants, after the first year, shall be reduced
pro rata with the increase of nembership ;
(3) That when a grantis given te any church
for the space of threo years, and thore be noe
increase in membership, that such grant shall
thnn cease ; (4) It shill be within the power
and discretion of any Annual Meeting, one
full year after the lapse of any grant, to re-
establish the sanie.

WV. A. Barnes, Secretary, read a report as
follows

To the Disciples oj Christ of Nova Scotia and
New Bruswick:

DEAR BtETHREN,-'he Secretary of your
Home Mission Board respectfully submits bis
report for the year ending August 31st, 1900.

At the Annual Meeting held in St. John,
N. B., the same Mission Board was elected,
with the exception of Bro. II. W. Stewart,
who througlh iii health, was forced to resign
as President. Bro. L. A. Mile3 %vasappointed
in his place. A few months Inter another
member of the Board, Bro. R. W. Stevenson,
representing P. E. Island, resigned and moved
to Lansingburg, N. Y. We regret very much
the loss of these brethren, as the laborers are
few in these Provinces.

The Board t-ok the earlie.et opportunity of
securing an evangelist by advertising in the
"cihzristian taitdard," and "Cltristian .£t'qni-
gelis." A numbcr respondcd, but for varions
resons we did not engage any of them.
About April lst wC received a letter froin A.
Martin of Muncie, Indiana, saying that he
would labor in these Provinces during the
summor and fall months for $60 00 per monthi
and that he would pay his own expenses
coming here. This was a generous offer, and
we immediately sent for him. He arrived in
St. John on June 14th, began a meeting in
Halifax on the 17th, and has been in the
field up to the present time.

The Annual at St. John last October,
though not as largely attended as it should
have been, was nevertheless very enthusiastic.

Upon therecommendation of the Ways and
Means (Jommittee, an agent was appointed in
each church to collect funds for Home Mis.
sions. The first Sunday in February and
August was set aside for a special offering
towards this work. Envelopes were sent for
distribution, but very few of the churches
respended.

The Ways and Means Committee also re-
commended, if possible, to raise$1500.00 for
Home Mission work, and te Win 500 souls for
Christ. The reports from the churches show
that the $1500.00 bas not been raised. Some
one bas failed to do his "little-ali. " 1625
members reported at the last Annual. If
they had given $1.00 apiece, we would have
exceeded the specified amount. lowever, we

are out of debt this year,-tho big guns fired
in the Jane nunbor of THE OURISTIAN,
and the smiall shots from the S'cretary's penr
have helped to bring tis about.

'Vte usual work at our three mission points
has been performed in a most satisfactory
manner. At Pictou a chuirch lias been organ-
iz .d and sone additions have been reported
since organization. Bro. Fullerton bas given
the churcli the building which they have
been worshipping in for the past few yeara.
This is a generous gift. Bro. W. H. Allen
has completed onie year last June and lis
labors are being blessed. Besides his usual
work lie preaches at River John. Previous
te organilztion, Bro. Roinig held a meeting
there which resulted in a large number of
additions. The work at Halifaix has been
faithfully perfornied by Bro. E. 0. Ford. He
also preaclies at Elmsdale. Bro. A. Martin
of Muncie, Indiana, under the direction of
the Home Mission Board, held a meeting
there recently with four confessions. This
meeting was nearly self-sustaining. The work
at the North End, St. John, N. B., now
Douglas Avenue Cnristian Church, lias been
prosecuted with commendable zeal. In less
than five years they have purchased a lot and
erected a hoiuse of worship which was dedi-
cated on July 29th. Bro. J. 0. B. Appel lias
preached at Maqcarene a few times during
the year. Bro. Romig held a meeting with
this church last spring with twenty additions.
Tlhis meeting was more than self-sustaining.
Bro. A. Martin was at the dedication of this
church and preached the following two weeks.
At West Gore, N, S., lie held a short meeting
with four additions. He lias visited Mas.
carene, Letete and Back Bay.

At the Prince Edward Island Convention
held at Cross Roads in July last,the churches
unanimously decided to withdraw from the
Union with our Baard. They have organized a
Home Mission Board, and hope to take sme
iorward steps this year. Why should not
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick do hikewise?

At Nauwigewauk and Keswick, N. B. the
brethren are building houses of worship, and
if finished this year, we shall have four new
churches built in six years.

The outlook is encouraging. This fact
should spur us on to greater efforts in the
fuiture.

As a "peculiar people" we have much to be
thankful for. rWe should not be satisfied
until ve have an evangelist.in New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia, and every person
givinî as the Lord bas prospered him. Then

shall tho church go forth, "fair as the morn-
ing, clear as the sun, and terrible as an army
with banners."

The recoipts for Home Mission work fron
all sources during the year were 8758 02.

The Board hereby tender thoir resignation.

Jesus was condemned by his Jewish breth-
ren and crucifled in Jerusalem. But in the
same City he was justified.by the Holy Spirit
who enabled bis apostles to address in thoir
own languago all who came froin diff'rent
nations. Here Jesus began to roign ovor a
willing people in the midst of bis fiorcest foes,
and from Calvary went forth the gospel, the
rod of his strength te all the world and ience
the third fact in the mystery. Hi was seen
of angels. Before bis death Jesus was seon
of all the Jewish nation. He did net refuse
te bu scen of Greeks wYho wished te sece him,
not so after ho rose again; ho was not seen of
all the people. How, thon, could they or we
know that he was alive? He was seoi of
heavenly angels, but they could not proclaim
the fact tomen? H-eavenly angels sec others
as well as the risen Saviour. "Are they not
all ministering spirits sent forth to minister
to the heirs of salvation?" Why would the
fact of Jesus being seen of heavenly augels be
an item in this mystery? There are carthly
as well as heavenly messengers or angels, and
I have no doubât it was earthly angels that
are here meant. The risen Saviour had an
important message to send to those who had
net son him. That message is in the last
great commission. Peter says in Acts x. 40 :

After scripture reading by R. E. Stevens,
and prayer by S. AIlcGregor, A. Martin, of
Muncie, Inùiana, preached, taking as his
text, 1 Timothy, iii : 14, 15. This was the
largest meeting of the convention.

At the close of Bro. Martin's sermon, the
Lord's Supper was observed. The service
was in charge of Eider Wm. Murray, Eider
W. A. Barnes, Eider Frank Etherington, and
the officiais of the Westport congregation.
There were about 275 partook of the com-
munion.

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of dolegates who spoke in words of praise of
the hospitality accorded them by the people
of Westport. Bro. Howard Murray re-
sponded.

Before the meeting closed it was moved by
Bro. Martin, and seconded by Bro. Mohorter,
that a vote of thanks bo tendored the congre-
gation for the gracions entertainment afford-
cd the visitors. A voto of thanks was also
tendered to Bro. Morehouse, who kindly gave
the use of the land on which the tent was
orected. The meeting elosed with singing
"Blest b the Tie that Binds," and " God
bo With You."

Thus ended the Annual Meeting of 1900,
and wo stood on the threshold of a new year
great with possibilities.

A. Martin, Muncie, Indiana, and J. H.
Mohorter, Boston.

Miss Graybiel spoke at diiferent times
during the meeting. This properly belongs
to the women's work, and will b left for
their report.

Bro. Martin has been in the provinces for
three months past, and lias made nany
friends. He is expected te retuin later to
hold a meeting in Halifax. Bro. Martin
lectured on Monday evenng following the
convention to an audience that filled the
large tent. His subject was, "How te Be
jappy." At the close of his lecture an

Mission work ; besides, nearly twenty dollars
was pledged toward supporting a child in
India for the next year.

Report from Miss Rioch was read as
follows :-
To hie Maritime Provinces and Ontario

Clristian Women's Board of Mïssions.
My DEAR SISTERS :-It is with feelings Of

gratitude to toourlovingMasterforcontinued
blessings of health and many assurances of
His love and presence that have guided and
strengthened me through so many years that
I submit ny eight annual report for your
kind consideration.

After an extended furlough at home fin
Canada, I returned to Japan the later end of
September. The first fow days werespent in
receiving callers who came to welcome me
back.

In about a week, thanks te the kindniess of
the missionaries on the field who took tharge
of my work, I had again entered into my
regular routine of duties just as though I had
never been away.

The littie day school has forty-eight pupils.
Tho baildirg is too sinall to accommodate
any more. The children are regular in their
attendance and grow daily in both secular
and spiritual knowledge. After the new
regulations, the school was stopped as a
school, but continued in the afternoon as
meetings, with the full consent of the Dis-

triot officials. We have at hast, however,
roceived permission from the governmont,
tomporarily at leat and woeop pormanently,
to continue as a Christian school. Besidt 4
the regular course of studies for public prin-
ary sohools the Bible is tanght one half hour
every day, and habits of cleanliness, neatness.
promptness and last but not least, truthful-
ness, are kindly but firmly instilled. The
visible results are vary gratifying.

Tho closing exorcises were held last month
when oight pupils were graduated, some of
whon, thoughi more childron, arc already
apprenticed out to different kinds of trades,
strengthened wo hope for their future lite by
the knowledgo of a loving Saviour. Eternity
alone vill show all the results from this work.

The meetings for the mothers of these day
school pupils have been held without inter-
ruption one day evory week. They are vell
attended and the lesson is listened te with
rapt attention. Some of those poor ignorant
women have been coming regularly for years.
The word has bon preached faithfully and as
simply and earnestly as was in our power.
Results however a-o meagre. Urging thon
te accopt Christ as their Saviour ends only in
driving thom and their children away froin
the achool and meetings, yet I know this is
not from choice but from force of circum-
stances.

Tho Sunday school in connection with this
school continues much the same as usual,not
only the r. gular pupils .but a great many
other children find it interesting to come te
listen to the sweet story of old.

lu the home the girls have received regular
Bible instruction besides music and Englishi
lessons. One of my girls is now teaching in
the day school and holping me in tho meet-
ings and in visiting in the homes of the
children. This is tho second girl from my
home who is doing regular Bible ivoman's
.work, which, te say the least, is very gratify-
ing.

Recently I took a little girl of four years
into our home. She is a great pleasure as
well as a care. I have hd seme private
English and Bible students this winter. Last
month Miss Oldham and 1 started a woman's
meeting i Ushigome chapel. It is held once
a week. Though originally intended to build
up the faith and kniowledge of the Christian
women in this district we have thought it
wise to invite all the wonen in the neighbor-
hood who have only heard the name of Christ
called in derision. The meetings are excep-
tionally well attended. Miss Oldham had
proviously tried to hold these meetings, but
owing to pressure of work at times had te be
absent, in consequonce of which the attend-
ance gradually fell off till it was thought
botter to give up the meeting entiroely. e-
sider my regular work in the homn and scho
I have spent most of my spare time visiting
the women in their homes and tenching
them of the Saviour who loved and died for
them.

Since my roturn I have had the pleasure
of seeing oue woman accept ber Saviour and
acknowledge him in baptisn.

May I have the supreme joy of seeing re-
sults from this work, and may I still bave
the prayers of my brothors and sistors in
Christ in the home land..
