Bro, Isaac Errett and Z. T. Sweeney, to whom
reference has already been made, left New York
by the steamer Umdria of the Cunard line, Satur-
day, January 22nd, at 3 r M., and arrived at
Liverpool on Sunday, January 30ih, at3 r.

The sermon
was on prayer, ¢ T'wo men went up iuto the temple
to pray.” It was a plain _sermon under three
heads: 1. The value of public worship; 2. Going
on a definite errand—to pray; 3. We may o on
an errand and fail to perfurmit. . . . If we
wore asked fur our opinion as to the secret of Mr.
Spurgeon’s power in the pulpit, we shoald fisd our
anawer, 80 far es we can form an opinion from one
sormon, that the secret is to be found in the char-
acter of his audience and the wise adaptness of his
proaching to their capacity and circumstances. . .
Mr. Spurgeon understands his people; he does not
talk over their heads; he gets at them where they
are. . . . Wo noticed that most of the people
had Bibles, and turned to the lesson and read
along with the preachor. The entire simplicity
that characterized all the services, as well as the
house and its equipments, and the reverential man-
ner that marks English peogla much moro than it
ilistinguishes Americans, had to us a special charm.
Friday afternoon we paid a visit to Westminster
Abbey. . . . In the evening to the House of
Commons, in the magniticens Parliamert building,
and listened to au interesting discussion concerning
the proposed withdrawal of the British troops irom
Eeypt, (.2 Monday (February 7th) we atart for
Paris. :

alone, or must it be supplomented by baptism to bo
saving | Un this questivn wo wish to say a little
moro.  What is tho teaching of the opistles upon
it?7 In Rom. i. 16, tho gospel is said to be ‘“tho
power of God unto salvation to overy one that be-
heveth”—not to every one that boiteveth and is
baptized, 1 Cor. i, 21, it is God's good plessure,
** through the foolishness of preaching, to save
them that beliove”—not believe and are baptized.
Eph. ii. 8, it is *‘by graco ero yo saved through
faith”—not through fmith and baptism. Rom. v. 1,
1t1s * bewng justified by faith,” which is cquivalent
to saying being saved Dy faith, for to justify is to
do wore than merely to save. Rom, ii. 22.31, it
is all justify by faith—not by faith and baptism,
In Gal ii. 16 ; iii. 8, 24, 26; Phil, iii. 9, 10; 1
Johu v. 13, etc., etc., it 18 ever the same. Will
Tur CurisTIAN say that faith is suflicienttv justify,
but needs baptism added in order to save? Cer-
tainly not, Why, then, do tho apostles say that
faith both saves and justifies as well as gives the
right of souship, if bapusm is required as woll? If
Tie CuRISTIAN'S view be true, the apostles, in all
theso cases, stated what was not true.  They stated
it, hkewise, in & way that would be most likely to
leave the penplo nnsaved through their salvati-n
being incompleto, for, 1 some episties, baptism is
not evon mentioned; in noue is it spoken of
us though it bore any such neceseary relation to
salvation as this, when the conncotion is taken into
acconnt.

But we have other objections to make to Tug
CHuRIsTIANs—and the Disciples’—belicf, that faith
must be supplomented by baptism before a mun is
wholly saved. What about the thief on the cress !
The Saviour declared ke should be with Hun in
Paradise. Was he taken to Paradize befure ho was
wholly saved, seviny that he was nut baptized 7 Tae
CunistiaN does not b hieve Pcdo-baptists baptized,
Are they all unsaved because thoir salvation is
incomplete 7

But what about Peter's eaying on the day of
Pentecost,—Repent and bo baptized . . . . unto
the remission of sins? Does this mean that bap-
tiam ns well as ropentance is necessaty to forgive-
ness 7 Lot us hear what Peter says to Cuineliuvs,
Acts x. 43, *“ To him bear all the prophots witness,
that through His name every one that belioveth
shall receive remission of sins.” If Peter, on
the day of Pentecost, meant that thero could
not be remission of sins without baptism, why
does ho here say that it is the teaching of
all tho prophets that faith alone secured the remis-
sion of sins? Nor is this all.  On Cornelius
and his household the Holy Spirit was poured out
so that they spake with tongues, before they were
baptized. Was this miraculous gift poured out vn
those not fully saved ?

Finally, this ductrine that baptiam is necessaryto
salvation subverts the very idea of the Gospel. 1t
is the work of Christ that saves, and that only can
be considered saving which appropriates this work,
Now, it cannot be said that baptism assists faith in
appropriating the vicarious work of Christ. How
then can it be regarded as saving, in any peculiar
sense 7 It must bo as & good work. Bnt when it
is submitted to, in ordor to save, it becomes a self-
ish act and loses its high moral character as an act
of obedience prompted by lcve. The truth is, it is
2 symbol, so far as it is related to salvation, Like
all other symbols, it represents what is already done,
It is a symbol of the work of saving grace in the
soul, aud that work must be done beforo it is fitting
that the symbol should have place,

Much moro wight be said, but we forhoar, In-
deed, were it not that some of our peoplo are
assaile”, by this belief, wo should not have given it
the at.ention wo have. It is one form of ritualism,
and work righteousness, and we hope our people
may keep clear of it, Prescrve baptism in its true
place. Hold it as a command of God upon a saved.
man Or woman, to symbolize and profess a salvation
already had, and from a desire to obey tho Saviour,
just becaveo He commands and we love Him ; let
us hold it as strongly as though it were nccessary
to salvation. That man is poor and mean, who
will take the liberty to trifle with a command of his
Saviour, meroly because he thinks ho can do so,
and not be shut out of heaven.  All Christ's com-
mands are of cqual force, for the obligation of all
is found in the fact that they equally embody a
Divine wish.

In the editorial column of the Messenger and
Visitor (Baptist) appears the foregoing article.
This, a8 many of our-readers will notice, is but the
continuation of a former one, by the same author,

Before reviewing the above arguments it might
| be wall just hore to restate the questivn of differsuco
I'botween us.  Wo agree that baptism is a command
of Christ; the act is immersion and nothing else is;
and only those who love the Lord Jesus Christ are
proper subjects for baptism. The question however
comes, ** When has such a person the assurance
that God bas, for Christ's sake, pardoned his sina?
Has God, in His Word, placed remission of sins
Loforo or after baptism? Our contemporary aflirms
that pardon coiues before ; that baptism is an act
for ono already suved ; and charges us with boing
anti-scriptural, for supplemonting faith by baptism
in order to remission. To the charge of being
* anti-seriptural "’ we, in a former issue, repliod at
somo length, and called upon the M. d: V. for tho
scriptural proof of its allegations, to which it has
made two or three responses,

Lot it be distinetly understood that no one claims
that there is any virtue in water to save the soul ;
thero is no virtuo in faith, repentance, works, or
anything wo can du—the eflicacy is in the atone-
ment.  But every Bible reador knows full well that
God has presented these as conditions with which
we must comply if we would enjoy the benefits of
the atonement. Nuaman was cleansed of his
loprosy when, and not before, ho had dipped him-
self seven times 1n the Jordan. His cleansing was
due, not that the act of dipping merited it, not to
the afficacy of the water, but to the favor of God,
which, however, was mnot bestowed until he had
obeyed in full the voice of the propbet.

The Messenger and Visitor, in order to make
gnod its assertion, evidently feels the necossity of
establishing a8 true the doctrine of ¢ salvation by
faith slone.”” To this end several passages have
been quoted ; and because in theso there is no
mention of baptism and no other condition appears
but faith, the inference is drawn that ¢ salvation
by faith alene” is a Bible doctrine, aud that a
person can got to heaven just about as well without
baptism as with it, seeing that, ¢* it is but an act of
obedienco that will not make him (candidate) any
the lesa sure of salvatioe.” But to the drawiug of
such an inference we bave already presented sovera)
objectiona, (1) The word *f alone” ia wanting in
the pasaages quoted. (2) No example of salvation
by faith alone is forthcoming, () The direct con-
fliet with ¢‘ Faith without -works is dead, being
alone.” (4) It the omission of baptism in certain
patsages proves it to be unnecessary, then the non-
mention of faith]in places where salvation is
predicated of other things, would prove faith to be
of but little uze. (5) Such an inference would lead
us to suppose that our contemporary has, within
a year, been converted over to the Salvation Army.
But how many of his friends, do you think, could
be persunded that he had so changed his views?
And yot, listen to his condemnatory words of a year
ago: *‘ Does the Army consider baptism as a duty
that must bo performed? it is replied, Decidedly
not, The Army only considers one baptism essen-
tial to salvation, and that is tho baptism of the
Spirit,” eto., ete.

In coming to the opistles our critic continues to
assume that the omissien of baptism in certain pas-
sages pioves the doctrine of ** faith alone " to be
correct, and baptism, therefore, to ba of but little
importance. But wo reply, Does the word ‘“alone”
occur in any of these quotations{ Do these furn-
ish examples of * aalvation by faith alone 1" Were
not all theso peraons baptized 1 And if this prin-
siple of intet pretation be a true oav, then it applies
not simply to baptism; but to repentance and c¢on-
fession, for they, too, appear not in the seleoted
passagos ; and a man adopting THIS PRINCIPLE
might, with almoat equal force, claim that salvation
is due to ** works alone,” and - that faith is of but
little consequence, and quote as authorily. James
il, 24. Will it do for one -to aay that because in

| certain passages repentance and ocnfaesion are

omitted therefore remission of sins comes before or
indepundent of them? Or is it possible for our
contomporary to define futth so a3 to include repent-
ance and confession as essontial, and yot exclude the
other command (baptism) a8 a mero matter of in-
differenco, when, according to tho Messenger aad
Visitor's own statomont, “‘all Christ's commands are
of equal foree,” ote.

Of courso tho : postle did not say, Tho gospol is
the puwer of God unto salvation to every one that
belioveth and is baptized. Would any one think
it necessary for him when writing to Uhristiane, to
enumerate on every occasion, all the conditions
upon which they were first accepted? But he
might have said it, and more too, and that without
violating the truth. Is the gospel the power of
Gud unto salvation to the man that will not ropent
or that refuses to confess Christ? Cortainly not,
The apostlo, however, dogs not say, To every one
that believeth, repents of his sing, and confesses
that Jesus is the Christ. We, then, in the lan-
guage of our contemporary, might oxclaitn, Why
does the apostlo say that faith alone saves, if repent-
ance and confession are required as well,  The
faith that saves includes obedience, which loaves
out neither repentance, confession, or baptism. And
any canon of interpretation that would leave vut
oither one of them must iudeed lead its advocute
mto insuperable difticulties.

The question is asked, ‘ Was not the thief on
tho cross saved without baptism?" Without stop-
ping to notice tho debatableness as to ,whether he
over was buptized or not, we auswer, Yes, and so
was Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and hundreds of others,
But is a caso from the Jewish age to be brought
forward to establish a law for the Caristian age?
Was baptism demanded of the thief? If so, by
whom ? for John’s ministry haa cessed ; Christ’s
comniigsion was not given till afrer His resurruc-
tion. Aund the wtter impossibility of his complying
with it, between the time of his conviction and
death, oven though ordinarily demanded by God,
should cause us-to ponder well before holding this
forth as un encouragement to thosze nasglecting &
possible duty. We know this man was saved—not
from what he said or did, but because Christ snid
so. This evidently shows that a man under.cortain
circumstances was saved ; but what encouragement
does it hold out for others whose surroundings are
entirely different? The Saviour, when on earth,
said to a blind man, * Go wash in the pool of
Siloam.” He went, and returred seeing, Does
any one over think of presenting this as an en-
couragoment for blind men to go and wash in
Siloam 1

*‘ Tae CHRISTIAN does noi believe Pedo-bapti ta
baptized.” Our contempcrary, though misropre-
senting us in soveral instancos, and has not seen fit
to recall thom, is correct this time. And judgicg
from his remarks to the Rey. W. A, MoKay,
(Presbyterian), ** that sprinkling comee to us with
the stamp of Rome upon it,” we fool safo in saying
that the M, & V. is with us in the above belief,

““Are they all unsaved because their salvation is
incomplete 7" This question is presented as though
we had somewhere intimated that alZ Pede-baptists
wero tu bo lost, when in fact we have zaid nothing
as to the accontance or rejection of such people.
Our contemporary, however, has said, (former
article), ‘A man that admits baptism to be a com-
mand of Christ and still refuses to obey, he is not
a belicrer. Be has not sufficient . evidence that he
is in a saved state.” Andin the above regarda the
salvation of the unbaptized as * incomplete,’*”
What is meant by ‘* wholly saved,” fully saved and
salvation incomplete, we know not. Ii a man ia
savod—why he is aaved ; and if lost—bhe is lost 3
it matters not how near ho came tn being saved.

There is no need’ for us to dwell -here on Peter's
words, Repeut' and be baptized. These two com-
mauds are tied together by the co-ordinate’con~
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junction *‘and.” Aud by what law our oritic can
sover theso, 8o as to wedge in ‘¢ for tho remirsion of
sins ” befure baptism, we are unable to find out.
Whatever repentanco is for so is tho baptism., 1f
¢ for” means ** becausn of ' (as found on a card
given to the scholara of & certain Sunday-achool of
this city) then the injunction is, Repent and be
baptized . . because of the remission of sing,
thus making pardon come before repentance, and
at the same timo the reason why they should re.
pent, otc. This suroly is the pure doctrine of sal-
vation by faith aloue,

¢ What abont Cornelius and his household 17
Spaco will not permit us at this writing to give
more than o fow hints upon this question. (1)
Dcos the possession of a miraculous gift necessarily
imply the purity or salvation of the pussessor? (2)
1f this be an example, why not insist that a man
should sco an angel ? Cornelius did. That a can-
didate should beforoe baptism receive the miracu-
lous gift? Cornelius did. That a preacher should
hesitate to baptizo a poerson until such ovidence
(¢poaking with tongues) is forthcoming? Poter
did. (3) Here is a caso so unique that even Potor
was astonished. Although laboring as an apostle
for six or seven years, during which time thousands
had been turned to tho Lord, he could find no
parallel with the prosent one, excepting at Pente-
cost, in tho case of the apostles themselves. (4)
Was the bestowal of this gift the fulfilment of a
promise ? If so, where istho promiss? (5) Were
thero not exigoncies peculiar to this case (it being
the firat-fruits of the Gentiles) that demanded
such manifestations in order to remove the linger-
ing projudice of Peter and his companions ; to
onable them hereafter to furnish reasons for their
actions at the house of Corneliua, and to put beyond
dispute any question that might, in after years,
arise as to whether the Gentiles should enjoy equal
privileges with the Jews.

From the preceding remarks, it is evident that
this case stands alone. As ar example it proves
too much, And yet this is offored as evidence that
a peraon is saved by faith alone, and that Peter on
the day of Pentecosi; did not really mean what he
said.

‘The following, if we mistake not, will represent
our contemporary’s argument from symbol.  All
symbols represent what is already done (** it must
be done before the symbol should have place.”)
Baptisin i3 a symbol of a work in the soul. That
work is pardon. Baptism, therefore, cannot exist
prior to pardon—that is, pardon must precede
baptism.  Our readers are aware that the truthful-
ness of the conclusion depends upon the corractness

of the two propesitions from which it is ssid to
have boen drawn. What abnut this tirst one, then?
What about Nebuchadnezzar's image, the Jewish
tabernacle, tho scape-goai, the brazen serpent, ote ,
etc.—wore mnot all these symbols? Did they
symbolize things already done? If it he said, but
these were types. Well, a type is u rymbol. Sym-
bol is n general torm, under which aro ciassed,
types, emblemns, fables and parables, ete.

One advantage gained in teaching children to
read first in script’ is the celerity with which the
word can be formed aud re-formed betore the eyes
of ‘he pupil. To write the word again and againall
over the board, the child watching with an interest
excited by the teacher’s lively talk, while the grace-
ful motion of the chalk constanuy reproduces the
same form, has a strong tendency to fix that form
indelibly upon his ming.

Anpother advantage is that it immediately gives
tho cluld something to do, and & valuablosomething,
Copying the word-form is an important step toward
memorizing it. Copying it in script is so much
gain in the art of writing, Copying it in print is so
much .time worse than wasted, from the penman's
standpoint.

When reading and writing are taught together |-

from the-beginning, effoit is economized apa';iixge
saved. The writer has achieved the best success by
teaching from fifty to a huundred words, pretty
thoroughly in script before touching print, then.
plauning ihe transition so that the child is as littlo
conscious as possible of anything new.

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EDITORIAL.

MAMMON,

And Isny unto you, make to yourselves frionds of the
mammon of unrighteousness, that when yo fait they
may receive you into everlasting habitations, Lukeo xvi.9.

When urging upon His disciples the duty and
privilege of Christian banevolence, Jesus apoke the
parable of the unjust steward who had wasted his
lord’s goods snd was about to lose his place and
his living. This man wus in trouble, grim wants
stared him in the face, and he resolved on a course of
action, which, though most unjust to his master, had
in it admirable wisdon and forethought for himself.
Bofore passing from office, ho called unto him his
lord’s dobtors, and took from each his note of hand
for a sum far below what ho owed. By this means
ho made to himself friends who would give him
sholter, and help him to obtain a place and a living
when his lord took from him the stowardship, so
that aven hislord, whom ho defrauded commended
his wisdom.

We will notice three questions that often arise to
the mind in roading this passage.

I. Why should Jesus select an unjust stoward as
an example for His disciples in anything instead of
ono more worthy of general imitation ?

Il. How can we make friends of the mammon
of unrighteousness ?

IlI. How can these friends receive us into ever-
lasting habitations when this is the prerogative of
Jesus Christ 1

1. Light shines in proportion to the darkness
which surround it, and when the Saviour sought to
impress on the mind a particular virtue, Ho often
pointed to a person in whom this virtue and this
alone was found as a light shining in a dark place.
In the 18th chapter of Luke He spoke a parable to
this end that men ought always {o pray and not to
faint, that is, wen should continuo to pray for
what is richt and not to be discouraged and cease
because they do not seo their prayer answered.
There was in a city a judge who feared not
God, neither regarded man. A poor and injured
widow came to him for justice. He did not
caro for her nor her oppressors and sent her
away. Sho cam~ again and was sent off,
But her case was urgent and she came again and
again until ho could stand it no longer, and he said;
Though I fear not God nor regard man, yet be-
cause the widow troubleth me I will avenge her,
least by her continual coming she weary me, Jesuas
shows us that unjust judge doing right in this onec
thing, though wrong in everything clse. Even his
motives for relioving this widow were selfish. She
would continue to come, and ke did hor justice to
save himsolf trouble. ¢ And will not (od avenge
His own clect who ery day and night to Him?
though He bear long with them T say unto you
He will avenge them speedily, Ne vertheless,
when the Son of Man cometh shall He find faith
on the earth{” To encourage His people in con.
fident and continued prayer, and to warn them
againat that cruel distrust of God which He intim-
ates will largely prevail at His second coming, He
holds up to all ages this one righteous act of the
unjust judge, blazing as a beacon light in the
midst of all his unrighteous doings.

So with the unjust steward. A man wrotg in
overything elso is right in thinking of, and provid-
ing for the future, and Jesus holds him up as &n
oxample to those who have an eternal future, that
they may 80 use what is now passing through their
hands as to make friends who will receivo them
into evorlasting habitations. 1f even tho steward
who was wrong in all other matters would provide
for a temporal future, what excuse can we have for
neglecting to provide for an cternal futurs ?

II, How can wo mako friends of the mammon of
unrighteousnees 1 The mammon of unrighteousness
here meaus the money and property which we now
puvesess. Thero may be various reasons for calling
it tho unrighteous mammon, Iirst, it is unjustly
worshipped instead of God. It and God are both
called masters, and no man can serve them both,
Second, it is often unjustly acquired, and oftener
unjustly spent. Third, it is unjuet in its promises,
inspiring hopes of happiness never to be realized.
It stands in antithesis to the true riches, Jesus
says: If yo have uot been faithful in the unright-
eous mammon, who will commit to your trust the
truo riches 7 and if yo have not been faithful in that
which is another man’s, who shall give you that
which is your own? It is only passing through
our hands as another’s proporty. But tho true
riches is given us as our own, to have and to hold
forever. It is true and has no unrighteousness in
it, because it is given us of God through Jesus
Christ,

The mammon of unrighteousness is not the friend
we are to make, as some might read the passage,
but it is of it or with it we are to make theso
friends. The unjuststeward made friends with the
unjust use of monoy; weo are commandeod to make
friends with its just and proper use; to do good to
all mon, especially to the houschold of faith. As if
Jesus had said, * You are now stewards of (God's
property, and you must soon pass out of office or
fuil.  Use this property in relieving tho needy, that
when you fail they may befriernd you.”

Doing good is characteristic of Christ'a disciples,
because thy resemblo Him. He was so poor as
to have not whera to lay His hoad, but He healed
the sick and fed the hungry by miracle. Poter
and John had neithor silver nor gold to give the
lame man at the heautiful gate of the temple, but
in the name of Jesus they healed him; and Jesus
commands His disciples who have not miraculous
powers, to do good with mammon. James speaks
of vain religion, and adds: *‘Pure religion and
undefiled before God and the Father is this: to
visit tho fatherless and widows in their afflistion
and to keep himself unspotted from the world.”
(James i. 26-27). To do good and to communicate
is a sacrifice with which God is we!l pleased. He
loves cheerful givers and it is not eurprising that
they shonld make themselves friends.

II1. But ag it is the prorogative of Jesus Chriat
to reccive persons into everlasting habitations, how
can such friends receive us? Jesus assures us that
He will be the only Judge—that oven the Father
judgeth no man, but had committed all judgmer.t
unto tho Son, and what part friends will havo in
the judgment Jesus plainly shows in another place.
He is sucha perfect teacher that we can learn from
Him in advance our final doom.

Thero is nothing we sooner forget than our res-
ponses to the appeals of the needy. A hardened
solfishness which closes tho heart and hand against
those appeals will easily remove the matter from
the memory, while the benevolence that-feeds the
hungry and clothes the naked is so natural and
congenial to theChristian heart, and appears 3o small
in comparison to the gifts of God's goodness, as
to bo soon forgotten, and tho giver and tho with-
hiolder pass along together through lifo. But those
things which are so soon forgotten by men are reo-
corded in God’s Book of remembrance, which will
be opened when the judgment is set, and will prove
the very hingo on which shall turn the eternal des-
tiny of those who are judged. This is wade clear
to us in the latter part of the 26th chapter of Mat-
thew, ‘ Theu shall the King say to those on His
right hand, Come, yo blessed of 3y Father, inherit
the Kingdom propared for you from the foundation
of tho world. For I wasanhungered and ye gavo Mo
meat, { was thirsty and ye gavo Me drink, I was a
stranger and ye took Me in, naked and ye clothed
Mo, I was in prison and ye cameé unto'Me."” When

the righteous shall ask whoen thoy saw tho King in
such circumstances and ministered to Him, He
will point them to those of His brothren whom they
had made frionds with the mammon of unrighteona-
ness, assuring them that what thoy had done
to tho least of these they had dono unto Hiw.
Thus Jesus shows low tho righteous shall bo ro~
ceived into everlasting habitations by the friends
whom they shall have made on earth, Theso frienda
are not their judges, nor arve they the jury in the
cage. Thoysimply tellhow the righteous had treated
thom in their need, and the King passes a right-
eous sentence, according to truthful testimony.
These acts did n.ot save them from their sins or
mako them rightoous, Their rightecousness is of
the Lord and of Him alone. DButthese generous
acts of obedionce to Him were the fruits of their
righteousness and the treo is both known and
judged by its fruits. It appears that the righteous
will be astonished to hear that thoy had ministored
to the wants of the King, and will have forgotten
that they had done it to His brethren, but Ho is
too faithful to forget even tho smallest favors His
brethren have received for His sake. Those on the
loft hand will rlso by surprised to hear that they
had refused to ministor to the wants of the King
aud will ask when they saw Him in need and
refused sympathy and support. They even forgot
their treatment of His neody brethren. But it will
be brought then to their remembrance in a way
which they will never forget.

In this 16th of Luke the Saviour illustrates the
criminal neglect of His needy ones, by the rich man
and Lazarus. The rich man in torments ories to
Abrahum to send Lazarus to minister unto him who
had in his lifetime refused Lazarus the crumbs
which fell from his table. Abraham’s withering re-
ply was to REMEMBER tho past as it bore on the
gloomy present and on .the hopeless future.

While endeavoring to obey the Great Teacher in
the matter before us, we should studiously avoid
the two following extremes. 'Che firat is a desire
to do great things and overlook smaller matters.
We may wish to have our names appoar as large
supporters of popular enterprises or vl great men
who are thought to sustaiv sacrifices and endure
great hardship for the Master, while we despise the
poor and even reproach thewm for being poor, saying
if they were as industrious and economicai as we
ave, they would not be in need of help, While this
may bse partly true, we should be very careful how
we treat the poor. It may be that God has not
endowed them with the ability He has given us to
work and economizo, and we should not forgot that
the puor lie very ncar His heart and that it ia the
least of Christ’a brethren He will emphasize in the
final day. -

The opposite extreme we should guard against is
that of planning small things for God when His
cause and the eternal wants of a dying world are
calling us to self-sacrificing liberality, We may
conclude that it will not do to disregard these calls
altogether, and resolve that we will do something ;
and whon wo call up the many claims on us and
think the times hard, we determine to do *“ alittle”
notwithstaudingall. We think of the poor widow
who threw her two mites into the offerings of God,
and wo call our humble (?) offering the widow's
mite and profess to stand with her whom the Lord
applauds. But ah! the mistake is this: she gave
hor mite that she might give her all to God, We
give our mite that we may withhold our ArL from
Him, and let @l but the mite go somewhers else.
“ Yo cannot serve God and mamrmon.”

Dear CuristiaN: — Our meeting at Tiverton
closed the firat Lord’s day in February, with thirty
additions—twenty-seven by baptism and threo by
commendation. The chucch was greatly rovived,
and a number of thoss who had lost their first love
and gone back to the beggarly elements of the
world, returned to their Father’s houso and are
now working in love with their brethren. The
brethren are very happy over the results of this
meeting.  From the first of our meeting quite a
numbor of the church took hold of the work in
earnest. Indeed, I nover saw brethren do better.
Often it takes two or threo weeks of hard labor to
get the church at work; but, be it said to the credit
of these brothren, that it was not go in this meet-
ing. The greater part of those who had steod by
tho cause when everything was not as encouraging
as thoy would like, were ready for tho work, and
now they aro rejoicing with those whom they have
helped to bring to Christ. Fully half of those
brought_into the church are from the Sunday-
school.

We bring our children into the Sunday-
school and teach them tho Word of Life, and by
tho time they have come to the years of understand.

Tho regular social meetings are,
indeod, very interesting. May tho God of all graco
keop these dear brothren from the evils that are
around them, that they may be fuithful unto death.

This meeting to mo has been a spiritual feast, and
is admitted on all hauds to bo tho best ever held
with the church in Tiverton, Nor wore my feolings
at all hurt by tho vory liberal contribution made
for me. Indoed, I folt vory thankful to all those
who contributed, both because the money was
needed and bocause of the good will of the people
thus manifested. I am not now employed by those
churches, my time haviug oxpired in Decomber last,.
and am only waiting the coming spring to move to
my new field of labor, The brethren understand-
ing this, gladly romunerated me for my labors, for
which [ am truly thankful. Atanother time I will
givo tho readers of THe CHRISTIAN a chapter of the
history of the cause in Dighy County, Verhaps I
have taken too much space for one letter.

The
result is, in many cases, the intensifying tho
prejudice of persons, and unfiliing them for
the recepiion of the truth from othors, Let us not
in any way impair tho soil into whioh wo are to
sow the sced, but rathor first cultivate and improve
tho soil, and then our sowing may be profitable.
It i3 a very easy matter to talk a person down and
to show him his errors, but to talk him up and get
him to love tho truth is not so easy. We neod
wisdom to know whon to keep silent. *¢ Silence is
golden,” and often tho best speech weo can make.

GOOD ADVICE.

To trust in the Lord for our strongth and
support is ¢ good advice,” and much oftener givon
than taken. The preacher, especially, is supposed
to nced this advice. They allow themselves to
be troubled about the carnal things of lifo. Their
bueiness is to preach tho gospel and caro for the
church, and leave the matter of support to the
Lord.

The deacon
met tho pastor again and says to him* ** Do you
know that your wife has been gotting provisions
{from my storo a number of weeks, and not paying
for thom "  ** Yes, indeed,” says the pastor, ‘1
told her to do so.  You see, Brother, I concluded
to take your advice and trouble myself no more
about such worldly things.”

THE LOST PRAYVER-BOOK.

The Christian at Hork tells a story concerning a
preacher who had so far lost his energy that his
labors were not as fruitful as in former years. Dis-
eatisfaction avese among his pevple tu such an ex-
tent that a committee was appointed to ascortain if
poesible the reason of his unsuccessful efforts. They
asked the preacher frankly what ho thought was
tho cause of his failure. Ho told them plainly he
had lost his prayer-book. They were much sur-
prised at this, as they wero not aware that he used
a prayer-book. “Yes,” he said, ‘I havo enjoyed the
benefits of one for many years until latoly, and 1
attribute the lack of success to the loss of it. The
prayers of wy people were my prayer-buuk, and it
causes me great grief that they have Jaid it aside.”
It may be this is not the only preacher who has
lost his ‘‘prayer-book.” It i3 very certain no
preacher can succeed without it. If the prayers of
tho church are lost every attempt to advance the
caugo of Christ must fail. The firat and only thing
to be done is to restore the prayer-buok. What-
ever permanent, healthy success is attained it must
be through the co-operative prayers and labors of
the church. The great evangelist, Moody, will
never undertake to reach the impenitent world un-
less he can secure a number to co-operate with him
in their-prayers.

gives success, Lot the churches take this subject
into serions consideration, and during the months
of March and April mako a spocial united effort to
rovive the work in their midst. At the prayer
meetings, lot this one special purpose bu the bur-
don of your prayers. If 'he church is too scattered
to meot ut tho house of worship, let the fow in
their own locality meet at somo of their homes,
Theso cottage meetings, where two or three meot
for prayer, are often tho best. o necd not expect
much unless we ask for it, ¢ He who asketh ro-

Delivered by Ira C, Mitchell, at the Annual Meeting of
the Disciples of Cliiet of . E. Island, at East Duint,
August, 1886.

OBITUARY.

Silvanus Morton, Esq., whogo death at an ad-
vanced ago occurred at his re-idence in Milton, was
ono of tho notable men of Queon’s county, a
descendant of one of the original grantecs of tho
township of Livorpool in 1759. When the lumber
trado with tho West Indios began to attract tho
attention of Queen’s county men, about the year
1835, Mr. Morton entered into it with great vigor,
and was rowarded with abundant success. As a
mill-owner and manufacturer of lnmber he ook a
loading part, his wmills were never idle, so that
among his neighbors and friends, tho sayiug grow
into & proverb, ‘* always going like Morton’s miil.”

Fifty years ago Mr. Morton took an active part
in politics, casting in his lot with the Reformers
and Liberals and continued the same until the day
of his death. In 1859 he contested this county
with tho lato John Campbell, Esq. The olection
was vory close and a scruting having taken place
his opponent was declared olected by the Sheriff
under the law existing at the time. But tho matter
haviug beon carriad before tho Bouse of Arsombly
tho seat was afterwards given to Mr. Morton who
bold it until 1863, when he did not offer for ro-
olection.

Up to the fatal year of 1873 Mr. Morton had
amassed considerable wealth, and was looked upon
as one of the ‘“solid men of Nova Scotia,” but the
great commercial disasters which then overtook
Liverpool did not spare himn and he was obliged
with many others, ultimately to succumb, His
reverses did not daunt him, however, but as soon
as he could extricato himsolf he set to work with
his old spirit and had he been & younger man would,
without doubt in a few years, have cuompletely re-
trieved his former position,

Mr. Morton married a daughter of the Jate John
Ford, of Milton, who still survives him and by
whom ho had a laxgo family of sons and daughters.
In his family and socisl relations he was much be-
Toved and respected. An aged widow and a largo
circle of children and grandchildren lament the
lozs of a kind and loving husband and father, while
the community generally sympathizes with them in
their affliction, and is saddoned by tho reflection
that a gnod man has been taken from their midst.—
Liverpool, N. 8., Advance.
