The Christiun Leader has clipped fiom the Cornmer-
cial Gazette of Cincinnati a skoteh of his life, which
will be found on page three of this issue.

Nearly ovory porson wastes enough in twenty or
thirty years which, if saved and carofully invested,
would make a family quite indapendent. But the
principle of small savings has boen lost sight of in
the general desire to become wealthy.

Tux experionco of Dr. Broaddus (Baptist), as
preseuted in an exchange, is not without point,
and is therefore worthy of a careful reading by us
all.  Should we in no way need such a lesson as
herein sot forth, it might be helpful to straighten
out somo ono olge;

After romoving from Virginia to Kentucky, Dr.
Broaddus received an invitation to preach one Sun-
day at o cortain pastorless church some eighteen
wiles from his home. Ho accopted the invitation.
Immediately after the sermon, the church held a
conference and called Mr. Broaddus to be their
pastor, He accopted on the spot. A brother then
moved ““that we now take a subscription for the
pastor’s salary, that wo may decide what salary we
can offer.” Another brother, somewhat of the
hard-shell, arose, and vigorously opposed the mo-
tion, saying, ‘“We ought not to treat our pastor as
a hireling. Let every ono give according as he
purposes in his heart; that is the Scripture rule,
and I am opposed to making any bargain about the
amouat of salary to be paid.” The spoaker was
a man of some influence, 80 Mr. Broaddus was
appealed to and asked *“if this would do.” He
replied: ‘“‘Arrange it tosuit yourselves;” and so it
was decided not to take subscriptions. Presently
another brother arose, and said that it was now
desirable to settlo the question ‘‘what Sundays
Mce. Broaddus would preach for them?” They had
been accustcmed to the first and third Sundays,
but if the second and fourth would suit Mr. Bro-
addus better, the change had better be made. Mr.
Broaddus replied: ‘Well, brothren, 1 had not
decided upon any partisulur Sundays. If T getup
on Sunday morning feoling fresh and lively, I
nould come down and preach; but, if I feel rather
dull, I would stay at home, I[n ahort, 1 would
come whenever I PURPOSED in MY HEART to come.”
“But,” said a brother, *‘how should we know
when to come to meeting?” ‘‘Just as I would
know when to expect my salary,” said Broaddus,
mith imperturable gravity. Inshort, the preaching
would be, like the pay, a little uncertain,” This
somowhat altered the stato of more than ine mind,
and the result was that a regular subscription was

at once mado and the matter was settled upon that
basis.

“WIHY GO 70 COLLEGE?”

—_—

President Gates. of Ruteers’ College, hasa good
article on this subject in a recent issue of the Now
York Independent, which presents important con-
sidorations worthy of being pondered by all parents
who have sons growing up in their homes. A great
many parents underestimato the value of a thorough
education and lay up for their children, or spond
for them in somo way, money that would have
been much bector expended in tiaining their facul-

ties and filling their minds with usofal knowledgo.
The valus of a goud education remains, whon richos

tako to themsolves wings and dy away. Wo can
only give in a condonsed form a few points from
this article. Dr. Gates calls attention to the fact
that a collego education is no longer regarded
aimply as tho portal to tho learned professions; but
that experienco and the teaching of the Bible show,
in order that a trained mtelligenco aud a quickened
conscienco may rightly direct the work of lifo, tho

Iodncz\tion of the montal powers is cssontial,  All

men who attain distivction in life, by virtne of
| what thoy accomplish, are really “‘solt-mude men."”
This is true of tho college-bred man as woll as of
him who has sueceeded without collego rdvantages.
| But thero js one respeet in which the college-trained
mau has an advantage over tho *‘self-made,” prac-
“tical man., Tho former has learned to deal with
| ideas. His ¢ducation does not consist merely in
| the attainment of a cortain amount of knowledge.
He bas learned to mastor subjects; und ho knows
the power and value of being able to think and
comparo idcas, as those who are without tho ad-
vantago of systematic intollectual culture canuot
do. DMen of collego training are more likely to bo
open to the influenco of new ideas and to know
their value,  Such men are also more likely to be
fair and reasonable in their intercourse with other
men. It 18 always a pleasure to meot mon who
can form a candid cstimato of the forco of what
you havd to offer upon any theme. Thero is a
wholly different clags of meon.  *To deal with this
other class,” says Dr. Gates, ‘‘is weariness to the
flesh and a discourzgemnent to the soul. Theso are
the men who are powerless to break the fuolish
bunds of unworthy custom. They do not help to
raise suciety abovo the lovel of the unthinking.
Thoy dread a new iden. A new idea is a positive
pain to them simply because they never had [t before
| When such a new idea comes at them asif it meant

to influenco thaur daily living, it is a torrur to be
| fied from, or if they cannot escapo its grasp, then
thoy cluse with it, as with an eneiy tu bo throttled
if pussible, that all things may be as they were
before.  This is the typo of man of whom Crabbe
writes,

**ITis habits are his only test of truth;

It must be right, I've done it singe my youth,”

Of course, no one will claim that all collego-bred
mon aro liberal minded, and that all who are not
university men aro narrow anl illiberal. This is
not so.  But mental powor aud other things being
equal, tho tendency of intollectual culturo is to
broaden the mind and onable it to take unprejudiced
viows of tho great questions of life. At any rato,
from the men who have had a university training
must come the college presidents and professors of
the future, who shall largely mould tho intellcctual
life ¢f tho country. Iivery parent who can afford
to do 8o should give his boy a fair chance of at-
taining to some of these positions of influenco and
usefuluness. Even if a young man who has had
the udvantage of a university course novor onters
professional lifo, it is a «reat advantage, though he
may bo a farmer, merchant or manufacturer, that
he can lighten and brighten his work by pursuing
stadies that enlarge and reline his mental powors,
aud fit him for positions of influence in tho com-
munity. A man will discharge tho practical duties
of ordinary business avocations bettor by being
intelligent than if ho was ignorant. Dr. Gates
concludes his communicavion with these words:
“If a quick, spiritual apprehension of noble ideas,
a gronerous loyalty to truth, and strong sympathy
with the needs of munkind are desirable qualities
ia citizens in every walk of lifo, then it cortainly
pays woll, m every sonse of the term, to tram ar
thoso collegres whoro these qualitica result from tho
training, the young man who looks forward to
business lifo, no less than his bLrother who plans
for himsolf a carecr in ono of the learned profes-
sions,"’— Chrisfuan Guardign,

way home from prayer-meeting that you think the
great need of the church is for more consocrated
workers.  Perhups so; atiil, he believes that several
other things are more noecessary; more prayor, more
onthasiasm, for instance. At a business meeting
you propose to devote n portion of the Sabbath-
school funds to the purchase of books for the
library; and ho makes a tiftcen minutes’ speech to
ghow that it would do vastly more good if it was
sont to the African missionaries, He thinks that
Deacoun Blavk doesn’t give the Bible clags the true
tncaning of the lossun; he is sure that the steeplo
iafully ton feot too high; he belioves that the pulpit
cloth is a shade too red and tho carpet altogether
too green; and ho knowy that the choir could sing
fifty per cont. bettor if they did not open their
mouths 8o wide.

Yes, you say, wo know him; and he has killed
more prayer-meotinge, stitvred up more business
moetings, and created more i)-feoling gonerally
than we can ever recover from. Woell, what aro
you going to do with him? That is tho question
which arises in overy church. Ho is an earnest
workor; he is always in his place at church and
prayor-mecting; he gives gonervusly; he seoms to
bu in every way a good ‘Christian—ewcept that ho
will never agroo with-any oue on uny subject. Ho
always has sume idea just a littlo botter. It is the
dead fly in the vintmont, and it duos create such
an uneavory odor that it is nut strange you want to
bo rid of it. Dat you can not put him out of the
church; and that would not be the best way, even
If you could. What, then, is the wise course to
pursuel

Suppose you first go to hiw and toll him, kindly
but candidly, what be is doing. He will open his
oyes in amazemont, and tell you that ho does not
kiow what you mean—that he has no idea of op-
posing anybody. You go away discouraged; but
vover mind. He will think of what you have said,
and a light may dawn upon bim—vory faintly, no
doubt, but yet porceptibly The chances are that
at least once out of the next twenty fimes that ho
has objections to offur, he will restrain himself.
You have gained a point. '

You must handle him carefully. Jf you wanted
to meve a can of nitro-glycerine, you would pro-
vide something soft for it to rest upon; and our
troublesomo brother must bo treated in the same
manner. A soft answor is the best kind of pad-
ding that can be found in ihe average Christian
community. Do not ‘‘talk back.” Gunpowder
will burn with a harmless and quite cheerfa) fizzing
when it is not confined. But when you put ob-
structions around it, thero is a greal deal of noise,
and generally something is brokon. Do not oppose
him. Let him fizz—and when tho effort is over,
everything will bo as calm and tranquil as a sum-
mer dzy,

If possible, make him declare his views on a
subject bufore you give yours, and probably he
will givo & common-senso and practical opinion,
He will be disappuinted, of course, when yor agree
with him, and if thero is any loop-hole of G8CAPO,
he will find it; but if you have mado him commit
himself definitely, it will bo hard for him to ret: cat.

Have charity for him. Remecwmbor that this
“antic disposition” is due to one of two causes.
Probably ho was born so, His father and grand-
father wero so beforo him, and it is as much a part
of him as the high cheok-bones and Roman nose
that came into tho world with him at the same
time. If this is 8o, it is & fault which it is hard
for sam to overcumo. Porbaps it is still harder
for him tu realizo that it is a fault. If you over
find him letting an opportunity to disagreo with
you pass by without embracing it, honor him for
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it—for you don’t know what a strugzle ho is pass-
ing through.

Abovo all, pray for him, IIis Maker knows him
better than you do—bottor eovon than ho knows
himsolf, Tho dear Lord nunderstands just what
ho needs—you don’t. He knows tho difficulties
that surround him—you don't. Pray for him,
then, and pray in the spirit of the Master, not
condomning, but asking that his oyes may ‘be
oponed,—The Christian Union.

aand deciding to whom it shall be given,

II.—WII0O MAY BE THE SENDER.

1. No precept on this point; therofore, no limi-
tation,

2. The Church at Jorusalem sent Barnabas (see
Acts xi. 22); therefore, a church may send,

3. Certan prophets and teachers sont Barnabas
and Saul (sce Acts xiii. 1-3); therefore, a number
of brethren who are not a church may send.

4. There being no limitation, any one person or
nunber of persons may send, and so any church or
number of churches may send.

5. When the senders aro a number of men or
churches this is co-operation.

I’L.—METHODS OF CO-OPERATION,

A, Individual co-operation.

1. If any one man may send, he may ask others
to help him—e, g , co-operation through an editor.

2, If a number of brethren not a church may
send, thoy may ask others to holp them; this is a
missionary society. If said brethron and thelr
holpors are too far apart to actin a body, they may
act through agents; these may be committees or
gecretaries,  Such are our g. neral sccieties.

B. Church co-operation.

1. If any one church may send, it may ask others
to help it.

2. If the churches thus co operating are too re-
mote to act by meoting, they can act through
agonts, The churches had such agents co-oporating
for tho bencfit of the poer (see 1. Cor. xvi. 1-3;
I1. Cor. viii. 19-23; Acts xx. 4 5; xxiv. 17. Much
more might they for sending out the gospel.

DEATH OF ISAAC ERRETT,

Wo clip the following briof skotch of tho life and
labors of this distinguished journalist, from the
Commercial Gazette of tho 20th inst., crasing a fow
mistakes made by the reporter:

Rev. lsanc rrott, President of the Standard
Publishing Cowpany, and editor-in-chief of the
Christian Standard, died yestorday wmorning at one
o'clock, at his residence, Terraco Park, near this
aity. Mr. Ecrott had been in ill-health for sowme
months, but his sickness was not rogarded as im-
mediately serious, consequently, his sudden death
will creato a sad surprise, inaddition to tho sincere
regrot of a large proportion of the community,
wheore he was honored aud rovered.

Mr. Errett was born in New York, Jan. 2, 1820,
and began to work at the printing trade when only
seven years of age. Ho afterwards went to school,
which he attended until his fourteenth year, when
bo again worked at printing until his twentieth
yoar, when he began to preach his firat eesays in
that direction being at Pittsburg, Pa. He became
a stanch friend and coadjutor of Alexander Camp-
boll, and since the death ol that prominent divine
has accupiad a position noxt in importance among
tho members of the denomination.

in April, 1866, the Christian Standard was
fonnded in Cloveland, and Mr. Errett was placed
in charge. Hero he romained for two years, when
ho was elected President of Allianco Collego, and
the paper went with him to that place, ho still
remaining mavayer and editor-in-chief.

In 1869, a proposition of Mr. R W, Carroll was
accopted, and the paper, which had now become
the Jeading organ of a large and flourighing church,
was removed to Cincinnati, where it still remains,
the leading journsl of the denowination.

Mr. Errott's confidontial intimacy with Alexander
Campbell atill continued, and with that distin-
guished leader he was largely instrumental in
building up Bothany College. For rome yoars ho
was also correspondent of the General Missionary
Society, of which, for ono year, he also served as
president. At the founding of the Foreign Mis-
sionary Society, in 1875, ho was alected president,
which position ho retained until the time of his
death, . .

In 1840, Mr. Errott married Miss Harriet Recd-
or, danghter of James Reoder, an early and pro-
minent rolling-mill proprictor of Pittsburg. Nino
childron were born of the union—seven boys and
two girls-——of whom the following survive: James
R., of Michigan; Russell and Frank, of Cincinnati;
J. Addison, of Oregon; and Miss Jonnio and Miss
Fanunio of Cincinnati.

Mr. Errott was dovoted to his work, and so
cunecientions in its porformanco, that he over-
taxed himseclf, to the oxtent that, some ycars
axo his health began to fail, and he was sent abroad,
where he remained for five maonths, during which
time he travelled Jin Burope, and extended his
journey to Egypt and Palestine. Ho returned,
apparently greatly improved in health, and again
dovoted himseli to literary and ministerial work,
with tho zeal that characterized every undertaking
of an earnest, useful and honorablo life.

1t was tho unceasing ardor aud unflinching con-
secration, doubtless, that caused a return of his
disabulity, and for some months he had not been
physically ablo to attend tho manifold dutivs of
which he had so long been tho contral spring of
action, He passed away peacefully, surrounded
by his devoted family. Asg preachor, Mr. Ervett
was woll known and appreciated for his pure and

gorous writings, and his funcral sermon on the
’

death of President Garfiold is among the best re-
mombered specions of pulpit oratory in the
country,

Mr. Errott, with Genoral Garfield, Dr, J. B,
Robinson and his wifo Botsy, and J. H. Jones, of
Mt. Vermon, O., formed u club, which, in an odd
inspiration, was named tho Quintuple Club, and
ono prominent feataro in the agrecmeunt was, that
as thoy died the survivors should bury thoss who
passed away.

The first to fall was tho youungest, President .

Garfield, and accordingly Mr. Jireett delivered the
funoral oration at Cleveland, while Dr. Robinson
presided, and J. H. Jones mado the closing oralicn
at tho grave. Mr. Errett was the next youngest,
and is tho second to fall.

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EDITORIAL,

Being pormitted in tho good providence of God
to address tho readers of THE CHRisTIAX iu the
beginning of A, D, 1889, wo mosat cordially wish
one and all A HArpy New YEaR.

Wo hope by tho same supporting Hand to con-
tinue our labors as in tho past, unly with increasing
earnestnegs to sorve our generation according to
the will of God, seeing we aro a year nearor the
judgment and have a year less in which to Jabor
for eternity than in the dawn of 1888,

Wo feel thankful to our patrons for their contin-
ned sympathy and support. Nearly all who sub-
scribed for THE CARISTIAN five years ago continue
their support. Wo wieh that they all, as well as
those who contribute to its columns, may know
that we appreciato their kindness. We presume
that many of its readers understand and approve
of the motives that started tho papor and that stil)
uphold it, for the aim of any undertaking or work,
is an imiportant mattor of consideration. Men may
err in judgment and fail in intention with impunity,
but a wrong desire or ill purpose has no excuse, A
corrupt treo cannot yield good fruit, and a low or
selfish intention will corrupt tho whole stream of
action. Both Judas and Saul grievionsly sinned
against the Son of God, the one in persecuting
Him in the person of His disciples, the other in
betraying Bim to His enemies, Saul's aim was to
please God, and he obtained mercy because he
sinned ignorantly; Judas’ aim wes to make money
by deception; he had 20 cloak for his sin and ob-
tained no mercy, Whatover may boe the success o1
failure of our paper, we strive to maintain a con-
science void of offonce toward God and toward men
in its circulation,

Claiming only to be disciples of Christ and
aoxious that the truth as it is in Jesus may have
free course, it is most encouraging to know that the
principles we advocate are becoming better known
and continmally gaining favor with the people.
This is not becaueo of our faithfulness, but because
of the abounding merey of God.

To say nothing of the many thous..ads that are
annually joining the Disciples, but to compare the
present with the past, we can sce how astonishingly
the leaven spread by them ia permeating roligious
aocioty in general. To ignore a change so manifest
and important would be unjust to the Captain of
our salvation.

When Thomas and Alexander Campboll and their
aegociates saw and felt so keenly the difference
between Christianity and sectarianism, that after
much prayer and reading of the Scripture and con-
versation together, they resolved in the strength
of the Lord to attempt a restoration of the ancient
order of things. They invited a full and free
examination of their faith and practice, and gave
every evidence of a determination to prove all
things and hold fast that which is good. But the
general voices were against them, and sbout every
peculiarity they had was condemned as dangorous
error,

In order to prowmote Biblical knowledge, Alexander
Campbell published a translation of the New Tes-
tament made by Pedo-Baptists, eminent for their
learning and piety, with notes and emendations.
For so doing he was charged with making a new
Bible to suit his own erroncous teaching. The
Book was represented as offensive to (God and
ruinous to men. One minister told that, after
praying over it for two days, he committed it to
the flames. It was considered high treazon against
heaven to make any translation of the Scriptures
but that made by the translators of King James,

What has since happened? Besides many travs
lations of the Now Testament madoe now &nd then
by men of learning, men from oloven difforont
denominations have agreed to mako a revision of
the Old and New Testamonts, and after much timo
and labor, and the oxpendituro of many thousands
of dollars, tho revision of the Bible Union is boforo
tho public; and last hut not least, tho Westminster
version of tho whole Bible is now in the hands of
the public, read and admired by all nations speak-
ing the English language. So much forthe alleged
crimo of tho Disciples making and reading a new
Bible. What a change in this respect!

Again, the Disciples aro in the constant habit of
meoting on the Lord’s day, wtore a sufficient num-
bor can meot, te worship God accoerding to His
Word. ff they bave with them a minister of the
gospel, they esteem it a favor; if they have not,
they attend to their worship, led by their chosen
officors. This practice has been denounced in un-
measvred terms, and but for the law of toleration
would have been forcibly.stopped by those claiming
to be tho favorites of heaven, Howis it now? In
almost overy place popular religious meetings aro
led by laymen wholly irrespective of the presence
or absenco of clergymen.

The Disciples meet on every Lord’s day to
break bread in memory of their Lord’s
death, and after primitive example, This
practico was also condemned as sinful; not that it
was wrong to take the Lord’s supper, cr to do it on
the Lord's day, but that it was wrong to do itevery
Lord's day, although no man could ever show that
one Lord’s day thould be kept differently frow
snother, or which were the Lord’s days on which
it should not bo done. Yet it was oppased with
srguments as unrolenting as they were unreasonable.
How is it now? Very little is heard condemning
weokly communions, and not a few of our oppo-
nents tell their people that the Disciples are right
in this practice. Churches around are communi-
cating oftener than they did, especially in times of
revival,

The Disciples have always pled for the vnion of
God’'s people, showing that there is nothing in the
Scriptures to ncceesitate or justify sectarianictu,
and that divisiors are treated sa the works of the
flesh, and severoly condemned in the Bible. This,
too, has been publicly opposed. It was argued
that divisions wero right, and as all could not in-
terpret the Scriptures alike, sects wero a gracious
provision of God to accommodate all; and, besides,
they wero bencficial, as it increased their zeal and
accoroplished moro good. Against the aphoriem
“‘Union is strength,” they put ‘“Opposition-is the
life of trade.”

How is it now? With the exception of a few
unthinking peraons who advocate division, the cry
from every quarter {8 for Christian union, con.
demning the old idea of division as ‘‘ready to
vanish away.” Even the heathen will not tolerate
the abanrdily, and while they are calling for tho
gospel they refuse scctarisniem and require Chris-
tiana to bo united. This cry cumes from all parts
of the religious world. Different bodics are unit-
ing, and’there is no question s0 much agitating the
Christian community today as *‘How can Christians
unite

These and many other signs of the times, which
tpaco forbids-to mention, furnish unmistakable
evidence of God's blessing on the labors of Hia
people, which should incroase their confidence in
Him and atimulate their zeal in His cause. He
accomplishes in his own ways His purposes, whether

by instrumants strong or weak, and whether or.

not these instruments are known er acknowledged.
When we see the things for which wa labored and
prayed coming gradually to pase, surely we have
reanon to thank God and take courage, ~When we
witness the great change that has already.ocourred
a8 to the desire for and efforta to atiain to Christian

union, it is our duty to carefully and prayerfully
considor our futuro courso in regard to it. It has
been our plea as a pooplo, and we think we hold
common ground—the only ground on which it can
rest, In Ephes, iv. 4, b and 6, Paul shows
that one baptism is one of tho pillars of tho unity
of the spirit, and this must bo hold in order to
sccuro such unity, Many sprinkle a little water on
the face and say that thoy kave oboyed the command
of Jesus, Now, if it is shown that this is what
Jesus in the commission in Matt. xxviii. 19, com-
manded tho apestles to do into the name of tho
God-head, and that it is what the apostles did do
in obedience to Christ, then by all meuus wo are
bound to do it and nothing else when wo attempt
to baptize. There is ono baptism, aud baptiam
18 & positive institution or law, and must be per-
formed according to law. To do anything olse
than what is commanded in positive Jaw is not
obedience, but tha roverso. * Therefore, if it is
proved that sprinkling water on the face is what
Jesus commanded in baptisin, we aro bonnd to
hold it fast and abandon overything else. Nothing
can be more absurd than the thought that in the
positive command to baptizo Jesus meant use water
in whatever way you or the candidate may see fit.
No unity can rest on such a foundation. Is there
any prospect that the religious world will agree
that Jesus meant such sprinkling by the command
to baptize? The meaning of tho word forbids it,
Every allusion to baptism in the Scriptures denies
it. The Jeaders of the various denominations,
both Catholic and Protestant, affirm that Jesus
meant immersion, and that the apostles practiced
it. The milliors of the Greek church who worship
in the very language in which Jesus gave the com-
mand, could- never bs induced to stultify them-
selves by sprinkling while they used the word that
meant tho very opposite. We ask, is there any
prospect that the religious world will ever agree
that Jesus meant to sprinkle by the word baptizel
To seriously ask the question, is to anawer it witl}
all the candid and intelligent.

We sincerely hope these matters will be kindly
and faithfully examined. It is noticeable that
people can talk of theso things at present in the
beat of Christian feeling, which is another gratify-
ing sign of the times, for all of which we have
abundant reason to praise our Heavenly Father,
and hopo and pray for more of His holy spirit to
enable us to do Bis will and to be united in ad-
vancing His blessed cause.

MISSION WORK,

—

““What Scriptural authority have we for missivn
work?” Suppose we should admit that there was
no authority—viz., no ‘‘cxpress precept or ap.
proved proecedent” for such work—would that prove
it was not right? We think not. Such an adiis-
sion would impeach our common sense. There ate
many thinga that are right and good and necessary
for which we have no Scriptural directions, but, as
expedients, are loft to our best judgment, such as
building meeting-houses and using singing hooks
(genus omne). But we are convinced that the
woight of authority is on the side of mission work.
What we mean to say is, that whatever authority
we have for supporting the cause of Ohrist, it is all-
in favor of holping thosewho are beyond the limits
of our own home. We al. believe that we have
authority for the woekly contribution or collection.
But what does the Bible teach us concerning the
uso of monies thus collected? Our- desire to be

.apostolic should induce us to be as sound in the

proper use of the mondy collected as in the way it
is colleoted, Surely the former is as important ax

Lthe latter,
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Let us now raad carefully I, Cor. xv1. 1.3. Hero
wo find the weckly collection to bo taken on the
first day of the weok. Tho same order or com-
mand was givon to tho churchos of Galatia. Be
very careful to notice that theso collections wore
not for thamselves, but for the Jernealom brothron.
Now road II Cor. viii. 1.6, Here tho apostle
takes occasion to inform the Corinthians that the
churches in Macedonin had contributed to the
saints in Jorusalem. Although they wero poor,
yet *‘their poverty aboundod unto their liborality.”
Here is the church at Corinth, the churchos of
Galstia and tho churches of Macedonia all contrib-
uting to others who wero boyond their own lecal
interest. Thoro sosms to be in this Scripture
greater importance placed upon the distribution of
the monoy than upon how it was collectod, In
theso cases, 8o far oxamined, nothing is said about
collecting funds for themsclves.

We will now turn to II. Cor, xi. 8. Wo learn
from this that Paul had been preaching the gospel
in Cerinth. Ho was then as an evangelist, and
was undor wages. Pleaso don’t bo too hard on
Paul. It may bo possible ho could take wages and
yeot not make ‘‘merchandiso of the gospal.” But
wy pon is leading mo away from the point in this
lesson, viz., How tho apoatlo was paid while preach-
ing in Corinth? Wae will read from the New Tes-
tament: ‘1 robbed other churches, taking wages of
thom that I might minister unto you; and whon I
was presont with you and was in want I was not a
burden to any man, for the brethren, when they
came from Macedonia, supplied the measure of my
want.” It scoms by this the churches in Mace-
donia supported the apostle while proaching the
gospel in Corinth. This is wise as well as just
that the Corinthinns should help others, svoing
they were helped by othors.

We will call your attention now to Phil. 1V.
15-16.  You will obsorve that Paul received help
from these brethren in Philippi, not only when he
was in Theasalonica, but also after ho had departed
from Mscedonia. In all these passages there is
not a word as to their collecting and appropriating
monies for the support of their home church.
Their recorded work was that of mission. The
church in Corinth assisted the saints in Jerusalem;
tho churches supported Paul in Corinth; the church
in Thessalonica sounded out the word in Macedonia
and Achaia, and Philippi in turn helped the church
in Thessalonica.

This surely is authority enough to convince any
that the work we are now doing in theae provirces is
not only necessary but strictly apostolic. e have
said it is all right that we should devote our money
or a cortain amount of it to the cause in our own
locality. This is not only expedicnt, but good
common senss, But when we devote all our con-
tributions to our home iuterest and naglect the
wants of other churches and other localities, wo
aro anti-scriptural and anti-apostolic. To be apos-
tolic and evangdlcal, we must be evangelistic.
Lot us be as scriptural in appropriating our money
as We are in collecting it. H. Mukgay.

It may interost tho readers of Tor CHRISTIAX to
know something of the work done by the students
in the Collego of the Bible. At the opening of
the present session, the studonts, realizmg the
great amount of good that might bo done among
the poor of this city, determined that a specinl
offort should be made during the winter months to
reach those who would not attend places of public
worship. *

Loxington, while it may bo called = city of
churches, abounds in wickedness. Various kinds
of empluyments aro ongaged in on Sundays, and
many storckeepers display thoir wares for salo as
oponly on the Lord’s day as at any other timo.
Murdors are not uncoramon, whilo potty crimes
aro an every-day occurrence, Secing theimmensity
of work to be done and the good that might follow

as tho resnlt of a special effurt, arrangemonts wero
at onco made to carry out our good determinations.
Accordingly, suitable places in different paris of
tho city wero procuzed and our object made known
to the people in tho vicinities. This was more
than three months ago, Sinco then prayer moet.
ings have boen held every Tuesday night, at which
timo the students addross thoso who attend, and
thus far tho resuits have been encouraging,

In connection with the social meetings Sunday-
schools have beon organized, in which the childron
are gathered and instructed from the Word of Life.
Lhe number enrolled in one school is 120, and the
other schools aro uot far behind in numbers. By
a systematic organization the families to which
theso children belong are visited, and thus parents
as woll as children are reached, who otherwise
would not interest themselves in thoso things which
pertain to life and godliness,

Our Mnain etreet and Broadway churches are
alive to tho needs ot this city, and already a lot
has been purchased on which to build a mission
church in the spring.

A missionary socioty has also been formed called
the Students’ Missionary Society of Kentucky
University., Its object is to awaken among us a
lively interest in mission work, and to cultivate
the missionary spirit, The membora meet once a
month, at which time essays are read and addrosses
delivered on the subject of missions. Occasionally
Professors Graham, Grubbs, Loos and McGarvey
address the meoting. Bro. McGarvey’s lecture,
dulivered a fow weeks since, a3 to ‘‘How mission
work may best be conducted,” was not only clear
and forcible, but showed that the present means
employed was not incompatiblo with the teachings
of God’s Word.

On Thanksgiving afternoon, Bro. McLean of
Cincionatti delivered an address to the students,
and in the evening gave a public lecture, his sub-
ject being, ‘“An accountof the General Missionary
Convention held Jast year in London,"” with which
most of our readers are slready familiar. It is
always a pleasure to hear this warm-hearted man
talk on the subject to which his life has been
devoted; and to say that the lecture was highly
enjoyed, would but faintly express the feslings of
the large audience, which he held for over an hour,

The members of the socioty pledge themselves
to contribute a certain amount to the support of
the work every yoar, and payments are made in
quarterly or yearly instalments. It is tho object
of this society to increase their numbors and means
to such an extent that ere long they shall be able
to support one of their own members in foreign
lands. Other colleges in the United States are
doing this, and we believe that the Bible College
can do tho same, As yet the College of the Bible
has little to buast of in the way of sending out
missionaries, Bro. Snodgraes, who last year was
sent out by the Foreign Board, being the only one;
but we prodict that, under tho present influances,
which are so conducive to a cultivation of mission-
ary activity and self-sacrifice, many shall go forth
from here carrying the glad tidings of salvation to
the dark places of tho earth,

Thus, while busily engaged in the pursuit of
knowledge, we can find time to do the Lord’s work,
cultivating hearts as well as intellects, and in doing
good to those around us we beunefit oursclves.

We hear a groat deal said of missions, both for
and against the present mode of operation; but
lot us remember that we all have a part todo in
evangolizing the world, and whether we approve of
the means now employed or not, for tho sake of
those who hevo lefe all for Christ, lot us make them
feol that the hoarts of the brothorhood are behind
them, just as the wave that laps upon the seashore
feels the swing of the great ocean bohind it. 7

From Nino-mile River [ wont to Cpper Rawdon,
with the intention of having a meoting for a fow
days, and on Lord's day we had two grand meet-
ings, and planned to have some mectings through
the weok, but the rain descended and the wind
blew, and our plans fell to the ground.

I will
give some facts that will prove that there is need
for us to awake up out of sleep. In rummaging
ovor the bools in my library this morning I came
acruas a litile pamphlet entitled, ‘Minutes of the
Annual Meeting of tho Disciples of Christ in Nova
Scutia and New Brunswick, held in Cuburg street
Church at St. John, N. B., Sept 20th, 1879.” I
looked over this pampblet with interest, and here-

with give some facts and figures that may interest
the genoral reader.  In 1879 twenty churches re-
ported to the Annual Meeting, showitg a total
membership of 1,370. In 1838 eighteen churches
reported, with a total membership not exceeding
1,600. Noarly ten yoars, and yot the not increase
cannot be estimated as much over two hundred.
Of courso this does not refer to the number who
have beer. added to the different churches in that
time. But to the permaneat growth. We will
pick out six of the lurgest churches reporting in
1879, und compare with their report as given in
1888:

Whilo the church at St. John is largest in point
of numbers at present, yot the church at Lisunard-
vitle shows the largast inerease during this period.
In 1879 it reported » membership of 60; in 1888 it
had inereased to 155, shuwing an increass during
this period of 95. The church at St. Jouhn cumes
next, showing an incroase of 90. The church sus-
taming the greatest loss is that at Kewmpt, showing
a docreaso of 42. Theso figures are significant.
Wo must turn the tide. And, now, who is goiug
todo this? No one man can; but wo all can. This
1s the time of year when wo are in the hatit of
making «oud resulutions—turning over new leaves.
Thon lot us make tha resolution to do more for the
snke of Christ this year than over before, and 1
will venture to say that if wo all do that, that there
will be the largest report in tho way of increase at
our nest Annual Meeting that we have ever had.
I am dotermined, God holping me, to begin the
work over agaio with 1enewed vigor, and the success
that has attondod my humblo efforts during the
past fow weeks has only made mo more anxious for
the future, and [ hops to have the hearty ¢r-oper-
ation of the drethren throughout the provinces,
and that cach ono may feel au interest in this great
movement. Let those who cannot go out into the
world to preach help thoss that can, and then let
thuse that do preach be earnoat, faithfal and 1rue,
with the Bible in their hands, the love of Gnd and
man in their hoarts, aud wo will then all mest
aronnd the throne of God in heaven, whuro sorrow
is never known, and love and harmony shall reign
forevaor.
