bring, it was not at all strange that Saul did not at
once recognizo his former armour boarer.

A. Whon John was speaking of the time that
Pilato brought out Christ and said, ‘* Bohold your
king,” and said it was ‘‘ about the sixth hour,” he
was ovidontly reckoning according to the Roman
systom, which began as we do, at 12 o’clock at
nicht.

But Mark was speaking of tho time when Christ
had been crucified and reckoning according to the
Jewish count,which began atsixin the morning and
evening, raid it was the third hour, or 9 o’clock,
Just three hours from the time he was dolivored to
be crucified. This is little time enough for all that
transpired from the time that Jesus was before
Pilate to the hour of His crucifixion.

HOW ARE THE YOUNG TREATED?

—

Hera is a picture that is not uncommon. Go
back twenty or twenty-five years and you soo a
church active and prosperous. The house was
plain but neat, bearing evident signs that it was
intended for a special meeting-place with God,
The singing was all that could be desired. It was
edifying, it was interesting, and it was participated
in by all.  The preaching, too, was oxceptionally
good. The minister was a man of thorough culture,
fino oratorical powers and childlike purity. He
could bring the hidden tear from its hiding-place.
It seemod as though he had the springs of mon's
hearts in his hands, and at will he could remove
the tear and flood the face with joy. Immense
congregations attended the church then. Appar-
ontly a course of unchanging prosperity was be-
foro it.

But a quarter of o century has passed. Lot us
look at it now. A dilapidated building that has
about it nothing to indicato that it was intended
for n place of worship. Preacking onco a month
by the choapest preacher that conld be discovered.
Singing by three or four good old people which
neither melts the heart nor encounrages the soul.
Empty seats where once there was scarcoly stand-
ing room, .

Bohold tho sad, sad chauge, and tell us why it is
so. Why have not the sona and daughtora carried
on the work so woll begun by their departed par-
onts? DBecause thoy were not at the proper timeo
put in training for the work. They have just as
much natural ability as their parents, moro educa.
tion and greator opportunities. But these wore
not seized upon and directod aright, It matters
not how prosperous a congregation now is, how
grand its work and how bright ita prospects, if it
neglects the boys and the girls, the young men and
the youny womon, its daya of advermty are drawing
nigh, Soon it will have a past, but no futuro,
Evory one who has had yoars for observation
possesees sad proof that this is ell too true, And
no labored argument is noeded to prove to others
thot the work now being performed by the aged
must bo taken up by the young or it will never
bo done.  Where are the Elishas upon whom tho
mantles of the Elijahs may fall? In many churches
they are not to be found.

What aro wo doing to avoid this ovil? Wo can-
not change the past, but wo can learn from it and
preparo to avoid its mistakes. Lot every one who
may chance to read theso lines think of the congre-
gation with which he stands identified, seo what
proportion the active young members bear to those
of advanced years, and decide whether it is building
a ladder by which it can climb to greater spirituality
and usefulness, or whether it is digging its own
gravo, into which, unattended by a single mourner,
because theroe is nono left, it is to fall at no distant
date.

The destiny of the church is, under God, in the
hands of the young. Thoy must receive care und on-
couragement from the beginning of their Christian
lives. Not only must they be brought up in the
nurture and admonition of the Lord, but they must
alro bo trained in the rervico of God's house. This
must be done even if the cldor membe.. seom to be
noglected. Matured mon and women are fixed in
their ways, and if they do not take any public part
in the worship now it will be almost impossible to
induce them to do so. They have beon guests so
long that they are unwilling row to serve. They
have fixed ideas and woll-defined principles.

But not so with the young. Theirs is the
critical time of life—the formative poriod. 1t is
then that so many avenues are opening up leading
away from the church and so many strong tempta-
tions are held vp asinducements to enter in, 1t is
then that they can most easily got into the Chris-
tian’s armor aud learn to work in it.

If there is a chuich in these provinces where the
young are not brought into active service, the
course which wisdom secems 1o suggest is to make
an immediato change. Begin very carly to train
them up for efficiont service. Make the Sunday-
school—and I pity the church that has none—a
training school. As far as possible let the young
have something to do as woll as something to learn.
Let there be young people’s socisties and young
people’s prayer-meetings. Let thore ba something
for overy ono to do—and thero is always an abund-
ance of work in an activo church; for the moro we
do the more there seems domanding our attention
and the more competent we are to perform it.
Lincourage them in their efforts and you will have
the sstisfaction of knowing that the good work to
which you devoted yourself will not cease when
you are called to leave it, bui, will be carried on
with increasing earnestnoss and success. Postority
instead of looking hack to find a prosperous church
will bo looking forward with the eye of faith to
grander achiovements, of which the present is but
the prelude, J.D. T,

I8 INFANT BAPTISM DECLINING?
Geo. T. SamiTH.

The abovo is the title of an article in tho Maga-
zine of Christian Literature of October, 1890, It i
taken from the Independent.

The Independent declares that it would
not be troubled if the assertion wore true, but can-
not be blind to the fact that it is not true,
Unfortunatoly its vision is limited to five or six
years, aud as it will not disturb tho equanimity of
the Independent to know the truth we would invite
tho editorto lift up his oyes and take a broader view.

Look back 500 years and has not infantl baptism
declined? Then adult baptism woro rare; un
believers’ baptism was general. Oae hundred years
ago the infant baptism exceeded believers’ baptism
in overy Pedobaptist sect in Amarica. To-day, un-
less it be the Episcopalians and sore dying obscure
sects, the fact is reversed. So late as 1860 the
Mothodists reported infant baptism 2,000 in excess,
in 1870 the beliovers’ baptism were 13, 600, in excess,

A few years ago the Presbyterian Bauner said
concerning infant baptism: Unfortunatoly romiss-
ness in the performance of this duty has been mani-
festing itsolf for some time in certain quarters,
In many Congregational churches the baptisms are
vory few, and in one town in Mussachusotte no
child has boen baptized in twenty years. That
thero has been a rapid decline proportionately in
the number of children baptized in the Presbyterian
church cannot be doubted. At least, one-half of
the Preabyterian church must be neglecting thi
ordinance of God, and the proportion is_ increasing

To assist the vision of the Independent wa append
a few figures, showing the proportion of infan
baptisin to membership in the various churches, a,
different periods nam.d: Episcopal church, 1850
1in7;1880,1 in 11; Reformed Dutch, 1841, 1
in 10 ; 1880, 1 in 20 ; Presbyterian, 1831,1 in 15 ;
1880, 1 in 33 ; Methodist, 1857, 1in 22 ; 1880, 1 in
29 ; Congregational, 1830, 1 in 50 ; 1889, 1 in 77.

As Japan is the latest country to recieve Chris-
tianity it is worth asking whether infant bapiism
will commend itself to this wido awake nation,
Sleeping babes take it but the Japanese havo an idea
that Chrisianity ought to correspond to the Buok,
Tho Presbyterians’ soven bodies united into ono
body. Some missionaries did not like it but they
had to yield. At the last mesting of tho synod a
few weoks ago, the Japanoso preachers took tho bit
in their toeth, again threw away tho Westminster
Confossion of faith, taking the Apostles’ Creed (ng

it is called) instead and abolished infant baptism,
If the advocates of primitive Christianity woulg

spend as much on Japan as the}Presbyterian do we
could bring the Japanese church to the apostles’
model or put influence at work that would probably
bring about that result. The Japauncse are im-
pressed by npumbers, by show, by evidenco of
strength. If we could pour into Japan .men and

‘means enough to show that we believo wo have

somoething of impertanco for them, we could im-
press the principles wo profess, the presiical way to
Christian union, upon tho entire body_of Japaneso
Christians. There is & dim suspicion that this can_
not be done by paseing resolutiors in the convention,
Wo have had more of them than of anything else,
but in seven years we have incrénsed our number of
male missionaries by one. If a fow families can bo

sent out we will manage to worry along withont
those magniloquent and sagacious rosolutions for a
year or two, If the Japan mission is forever to be
doomed to feeblonoss, at lesst » dotern:ined effort
should bo made at Alleghony City, to make the
resolutions, that now is tha thne to help Japan, a
little stronger. They aro becoming impaired by
age.—Christian Evangelist.

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4 TOUCHING STORY OF A CHINESE
CHRISTIAN WOMAN.,

There is in Nanking, China, a benovolont
institution, called the Philander Smith Moemorial
Hospital, a fine structuro, “built with funds given
to_tho Methodist Episcopal church by Mrs., Adeline
Smith,»

In the last Annual Report of this institution,
which is bofore me, is the special report of Miea
Butler, an assistant in the woman's department of
this hospital.  In this ocours the following para-
graph:

It is not often that one comoe to us wha has
heard of Christ; and still moro rarely one who is a
Christian. But one such camo the past summer,
She brought her Biblo with her: and when I went to
her bedside she gave me a Christian greeting. Sho
was veory zealous; sho talked and read to the patients
whonever she was well enough, and besides was
always ready to do any kindness for thom. Thoy
had great confidenco in her, and very often referred
toher as‘tho good Christian woman who helped
us. "

Is not this a touching story? Is it not tous a
proof of the power of the gospol of Jesus even in
far-off China? Does it not testify that there are
many precious sonls in these heathen lands, ready
for the gospel? In not this alsc a terrible rebuke
to the almost brutal denunciations we often hear
from the enemics of heathen missions, that *‘these
idolaters are utterly beyond the reach of the
Gospel?”

This Christian woman is & moember of our little
church at Nanking, one of the good fruits of our
mission there. Miss Butler's story testifies to tho
faithful, caroful mauner in which our missionaries
do their work,

Mra, Wang—for this is the name of the good
woman—is a widow now. In the last Missionary
Intelligencer is an account of the death and burial
of her hustand. She lives across thoriver opposite
Nanking,

Bro, Williams writes that ‘‘she is a zealous
Christian, and is determined to build a native
chapel at her ome.” When sick sho went to the
Meothodist hospital because there is no departmont
for women in our little hospital at Nanking.

Forget not, O Christian peoples, to pray for these
precious converts in heathen lands. Cherish them
in your hearts, and sustain the hands of our
missionaries ovorywhore in tho dark world of
idolatry, that they may bring in more such ripe
sheaves with rejoicing.—Chas. Louis Loos,

HOW TO RAISE MONEY FOR CHRIS-
TIAN WORK,

Every one has as inuch right to pray for gold as
for grace. Two things at least are nceded to carry
on Christian work, grace and gold, and God will
give you both if you ask Him in the right way. To
aet grace you go direct to God and it is given to us
by Jesus Christ through the Holy Ghost.

Now to raise money for any needed work you:

First. Find what the Bible says about temporal
blessings. Search out the promises that bear that
way. Mark the words of the Book that teach
about giving. Like Proverbs, xi. 24 and 25,
Exodus, 25th and 356th chapters, 2nd Cor. ix. 6,
and 7, Luoke vi. 98, and many more., See what
atress (God lays ou the provisions for carrying on
His work here. Paul’s great ressurcction chapter
is followed immediately by these words; ‘‘ Now
concerning the collection.”

Second. Give yourselves; don’t ask others to
give till yon have gone down in your own pocket,
and it ia botter to put in your share before prayers.
One of the bigyest collections in the Scriptures is
told of in 1st Chronicles, chapter xxix. There you
get tho order of giving,

Third. Get the people to have a conscionce on
tho matter. Touch a man's conscience and you
havo his open purse. People need education on
this lesson.

Fourth, When you have asked Gad for money,
go to His peoplo and get some. Use tast in going
as follows; .

A — Ask for and expect big things.

B — Don't bo afraid ; you are on the King's
business.

C — Havo o good «ause to present or don't go.

D — Size up your giver.

E — Botter ses him whoen ho has had a good
dinner. .

F — Sce him alone and when he can give you a
hearing.

G —Don't think that ‘““no" always means a
rofusal,

B — State your case tersely and tenderly,

[ — Don’t use undue haste; a dsy may double
the amount.

J — Don't get tired.

K — Don’t get discouraged.

Fifth, Put great trust in Psalm lxxxi. 10,
Write your needs alongsidoe of promises, as in
Paalm xxxvit, ; 8 to 4.

Sixth. Don't lean on therich. Mites can make
millions, and poor peoplo as a rulo aro tho bust
givers,

Seventh. Study plans used by different ren.

Eighth. Suggestion; lot workera beg less and
preach the gospel of giving more ; don't scold but
roason and perauade folks who give little or nothing;
toach systematio giving, like ** Thankgiving Ann,”
doubt the conversion of tho church members who
don’t give; don't touch bloody money or unholy
gains; noto the evil of church affoirs, festivals, or
the like for money making ; it educates the young
in tho wrong way, Nato tho difference between
‘ wants "’ and ** neods,”

A SERMON FROM LUE PLW,

—

Ono night not very long ago wa sat in tho corner
of a comfortable pew in a comfortablo church
thinking what & good prayer-meoting it was. As
the alternate prayer and praise roso from the lips
of earnest worshippers a great and wonderful calm
foll over tho cares and toils and woary strivings of
tho day. They were not forgotten, for oven
roligion cannot make voxations and triale sesm
other than thoy are, but they wero like discordant
niusic heard a Jong way off, softened by distance
and swestened by indistinctness.

Then the preacher roso and commending those
who were there, oxhorted thom to a continuance 1n
woll-doing. ¢ These meetings,” said he, *“ aro tho
lifo of the chursh—hore our duty lica. Let us not
forsake it, but stand up nobly to the work lko
soldiers of the cross.’”” This exhortation was good
and effective, and fell through attentive esrs 1ato
earnest hearts. But in one instance at least, 1t
awakonod a train of thought quite on a tangent to
the speaker's purposes and yet not wholly un-
profitable.

Not many years ago it was customary among a
olass of good people to speak of church-going as
** attonding the means of grace.” Asido from an
oid-fashioned beauty in this phrase, it containa the
essence of a great truth, Christ did not die to
makeo church-goers of us; church-going is not so
much a duty to be performed, still less a labor to
be done; it is not an end, or!y a means—a ““meana
of grace ”’—a draught of a spiritual tonic—-at best
a glimpse by faith into the kingdom of heaven, aud
tho mys‘ery of God’s wonderful love.

Aftor the spiritual birth, the Christian is fed—
if fed judiciously—frst upon milk, then upon meat:
Is this all? If 8o, then he is liko tho man who
lived to oat and eat to live. But this is not all,
Fueling our hearts grow warm at the weekly prayer-
meeting and our souls expand when wo partake of
the embléms of Christ’s body broken for us, is not
serving God, it ia only getting ready to serve Him,
a partaking of spiritual food—a *“ means of grace,”
but the ernd, the ** grace” itsolf, muat blossom in
our lives, when daily developing the Christ within
us, we exercice it for tho benefit of the world,
Yot there are those who spend all their lives app'y-
ing the means for an end which they naver reach
ahd never consider, an end which theydie tranquilly
#ithoiit accomplishicg, But they went to church
—déath found them within the fortress of the
‘walls of Zion, and the church and the world writo
thent down among the ** blessed dead,” and Chris-
tinna spoak of an ** irreparablo loss.” This is true,
for since their religion consisted mainly in ¢¢ going
to church,” when they no longer go and fill the
accustomed seats, the church indeed sustains an
*“arreparuine loss "—this was all they did, and now
they are gone. But when a shining Christian dies,
there is a vacancy but no real * loss; ” and evon the
vacancy is liko & mount of transfiguration whero
%he Holy Spirit hovers, saying: ** Bleased aro the
dead that die in the Lord, for they rest from their
laYors, and their works do follow them.”

"Religion itsolf is not an end, it is only a means—
Gnd's appointed stairway into heaven, but we shall
‘Haver reach the top unless step by stop, wo leave
somo sin and weakness hohind.

The Apostle sneaks of those who are ever learu-
g, but ‘never come to a knowledge of the truth:
I not this true of s, when wo atterd regularly the
servicos.of the Lord's hcuse, and return howo to
live ovor again all the sics and follies of yesterday,
negleoting the same duties and indulging in‘the

samo vague dreams of a maunsin in hoavenl—a
mausion in heaven which may prove to us buta
castlo 1n the air.

Let us regard roligion as a meane, and the ond,
ovorlasting life; but betweon there must interveno
the lover of our unbroken effort, if even tho powor
of God saves ua, Thero must bo a beginuing of
the ond; thero must bo a spiritual life here, to
blossom into the life eternal.

Our religion, then, as o means, should make us
patient, choerful and laborious; are we not vold
that ‘““all things shall work togother for good
for them that love Him?’ It should make us
contont; ‘“all things are ours,” we only wait for
the day of our inheritance, We should bo happy,
very, vory happy, for ** eye hath not scen, ear hath
not heard " what only waits our coming. There is
no virtuo which men call beautiful which should
not shine in the life of the humblest Christian,

A religion which is not false, 8 mere ritualistic
observavco of church-going, will make us manifestly
better citizons, husbands, wives, parents and
children, *f It can not be hid.”

¢ Last, and perhaps most difficult of all to do,
the daily exercise of our religion should finally
wear away tho last remnant of that practical infi-
delity which most of all retards cur growth in the
divine life, We all think we are stockholders in
that company whose treasures are laid up in heaven,
and yet our faith so slowly grasps the fact that dol-
lar by dollar, by the divine alchemy of giving, we
may transiute our earthly possessions into heaven-
ly treasures—literally chango our earthly coin into
the currency of the eternal kingdom. We Chris-
tians, with weak, half-infidel lips, say: ¢ We know
if this, our carthly tabernacle, is dissolved, we
have a housv, not wade with hands, eter.alin the
heavens; ? and yet, when such a Christian falls
asleep, we shroud ourselves in a kind of wmodern
gackeloth and ashes cslled “‘mourning,” and write
obituaries about ¢ inconsoluvle grief.” We pray
for strength to overcome the world, and pray
sincerely, too, and then go forth into the wilder-
ness—not led, but walking complacently on—-to be
tempted of the world, the flesh, and the Devil, just
in the hope of climbing the *‘ high mountain,” or
standing for one dizzy, thrilling moment on the
‘““ prunacle  of the world’s esteem.

These are some of the sins which so easily beset
us—tho dross in the gold of our religion.

This is tho practical infidelity which makes our
prayers heavy, wingless; and when they do not
riss, wo 100 often conclude that we have usked for
somothing which it is not the Lord’s will to graut
us; and thus beget a habit of prayer in which the
soul only half expects its petition; and then we
call this ‘¢ resignation,” which is truly infidelity.

Ah, if we only lived our religion in the small
details of our daily life at home and in the world,
preachors would not need to exhort us to assemble
at the church, Christians would all flow together,
as the rivers to the sea, and every Lord's day
would be a new inspiration, and every prayer-
meeting a half-way house to heaven. The holy
vestments of our religion, worn thiough all our
hard and dusty work-day toil, would make 1t easter
for us to keep ourselves ‘ unspotted from the
world;” and borne up in the invisible arms of
argels, we should grow, ** in graco,” daily, more
liko the apostlo John—not John, the poor exiled
slave on the barren Island of Patmos, but John
the Evangelist, looking upward into heaven.—

Oviginul Contributions,
HUMAN CREEDS.

Phillips Brooks says: * If there has boon one
chango, which abovo all others has altered our
modern Christianity frcm what was tho Christian
roligion in Apostolic times, I think beyond all
doubt it must be the substitution of a belief in
doctrine for loyalty to a porson as the essence and
test of a Christian life.” Mark Hopkins has said:
¢ We 1wmust make tho porson of Christ and not
creeds the contro of the Christian system and the
bond of union among Christians.” Tho nuted D,
David Gregg, of New York, said in his installation
sermon: ** If we would give God’s truth to the
world as Ho wants it tu bo given we must keep
close to the Book. Hence, I raiso the cry in the
church of God to-day, back from the man drawn
creods to tho Bible, tho infallible word, Let this
be enthroned as the supreme authority in all mat-
tors that pertsin to Christian belief and practice.”

Dr. A. J. Gordon, of Boston, writing to the
Watchman, says: ** The old first Baptist church of
Providence, planted by Roger Williams, is an
object-lesson for the world., Without a scrap of
creed oxcept the New Testament, there it has
stood vor two hundred and fifty years as firm to its
evangelical moorings as in the beginning.” This
shows us what Dr. Gorden thinks of human creeds.
Dr. J. B. Thomas, in the North American Review,
expresses himself 1hus: ‘I pever thought unmin.
spired restatements of inspired statements so
essontial or serviceable as many others do. So
long as the green pastures are green, they are
much better thau baled hay, and quite as safo for
flock and herd.” The foliowing is from Joseph
Parker, of London: ‘1 abhor sectarisnism. I-re-
gard religivus bigotry as an unmitigated evil. I
have no doubt that creeds of human making, when
regarded as other than initial suggestive, have done
more harm to Christianity than have ever beea
done by any form of speculative infidelity. No
theological creed has ever received wy signature.
No man, no church has any dominion over my
faith.” In Prof. Drummond’s work, ¢ Natural
Law in the Spiritual World,” we find this remark:
“ There is no worse enemy to a living church than
a propositional theology, with the latter controlling
the former by traditional authority. ¥or one does
not then receive the truth for himself, he accepts
it bodily. He begins the Christian life set up by
his church with a stock-in-trade which has cost him
nothing, and which, though it may sorve him all
his life, is just exactly worth as much as his telief
in his chuorch. This belief of truth, moreover,
thus lightly won, is given to him as infallible.

It is a systom. There is nothing to add toit. At
his perit let him question or take from it. To
start a convert in life with such a principle is un-
speakably degrading. All through life, instead of
working toward truth, he must work fromit. It
gives reat, but it is tho rest of stagnation.”

These, with many more hving witnesses, make
it unmistakeably certain that the trend of current
thought at the present time is agsinst human
creeds, and that the distracted condition of Chris-
tendom is due to the dogmas and tabulated focmu-
las of men, And, moreover, that there is an im-
perative nced of a reatoration, but to accomplish
this on the basis of an uninspired creed is out of
tho question. Hence, the cry to-day all over the
world: Faith in the Christ the Son of the living
God as the only infallible creed and tho only basie
of Christian union. Chriat in Ris divine love and
sympathy weeping over humsn woes and human
sorrow; Christ in His divine commission, ¢ Go
g{each thie Gospel to every creature,” OChrist in

is condescunaion, “Being rich, but for our sakes
becoming poor; " and Christ in His divine power
in coming back from the dead and bringing " life
and immortality to light.

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ORGANIZATION,

——

The June number of THE CHRISTIAN coutains an
articlo on organization from the per of Bro,
Murray. As he has requested that his articles be
critioised, that wo may come to a fullor knowledge
of the truth, I wish to present anothor view of this
subjeot.

1 seo nothing in the first paragraph to which
excoption can bo taken, but I do not see how he
can draw from that tho conclusions of his second
paragraph, upon which the avguments of his third
paragraph depend.

I think it is genorally admitted and recognised
ot lenst among us, that Christ established His
church and gave it a plan of organization. Now if
the mombers of the Church — Christians — aro not
willing to work together according to the Divine
will, as wmombers of that organization, are we then
to say tho organization is wrong ? And if they form
another society, adopt some other form of organ-
ization and work in that way, are we then to say
Christ's plan of organization is wrong aud man can
improve upon it 1 Is it the organization that is at
fanlt, or the faithfulness of the membors of the
organizatio ' Is it the organization or the faithful-
ness of its members, which ensures success ?

Lot us look at it in the light of the Sunday
School lesson for June 7, II. Chron. 29. When
thie Jows wore in a hopeless condition, politically
and religiously, did not Hezekiah, the Good King,
go to the root of the matter whon he said, ¢ wo are
in dire distress, wo huve suffered and are snffering,
and the only reason is because we have mneglected
to worship God as Ho has directed us to do?” He
saw the difficulty, and did he wait for the action of
the priests who conduocted religious mattors? No!
he summoned them, bid them begin to do right
¢t Sanctify yourselves, sanctify the house of the Lord
God-of your Fathers, and carry forth the filthiness
olit-of the holy place.” * Now it is in mine heart
to-inake a convenant with the Lord God of Tarael,
that His fierce wrath may tura away from us.” Is
that not the lesson fur usto learn? He acted not
like the other kings, preformed but part of his
duty, left the high places ; no exception conld be
taken to-his actions at that timo. The chronicler
rolates that *‘ he did that which was #ight in the
sight of the Lord according to all chat David his
fathor had-done.” Every expedient that had been
used-t, the various kings for the advancement of
their country failed, but when Hezekiah went away
back to the observance of the commands of God,
just-as God had commanded, they prospered.

We see numberless expedients introduced into
the Church, numberless societics formed to get
Christians to do their duty as Christians. , Why
do these societies bave to bo formed? Are they
doing the work that Christians ought to do? Ii
societies have to ke formed to get Christians to do
the work Christians ought to do, shall we say Christ
was short sighted, and did not give us a good}and
sufficient plan of organization, or shall we say prof-
essing Christiaus are not willing to do the work
they ought to do as members of the Church of
Christ, but will do it if you will form some other
kind of organization for them, use another plan,
call it by some othor name ?

These are matters of vital importanco when weo
consider tho societies and different expedients
which are coming into use in connection with
Christian work at:the present day.

" Now can the Y.iP. 8. C. E.'lie in the Church if
it in ‘not found in tho plan of the Church, is not
started by the Church,fis not under control of the
Church, any more than the moral man who gives a
barrel of flour to"a needy Christian?

This is’another way of looking at”this subject
which may be right or wrong, but I beleive if we
stiidy tho-Word of God!faithfully, wo will find His
pliin-of organization sufficiont for all Christian work ;

aund if all Christians will but take to heart the
lessson of Hezekiah, and strive to sorve God
according to His will, there will ho no nced of
other organizations or any other such oxpedient in
Christian work,

Lot us all try to do our duty faithfully and there
will e a rovival, Ged's kingdom will prosper as
surely as in the days of Hozekiah.

‘He always carried with him a little bock in which
he had written the names of a dozen virtues, and
at the close of every day, even in his busiest timnes,
Jhe. would oxamine his actions and motives and
place against himself marks black and white as his
judgment dictated.”

Bow pleasant and how profitable is life, when
we can look back over each day’s history and see
just actions and pure motives and some good done
to others. ‘Let a man prove his own works;
then shall he have rejoicing in himself and not in
another,"”

The recoguition and gratitude uf others is a
help to us. We have a right to expect the sympathy
of others, and while much of our success may
depend upon this, yet we must remember that the
world is in a very imperfect condition, and, often,
.instead of tho flowers of gratitude and love we find
.the thorns of selfishness. We must therefore look
1or our joy and strength from the nature of our
ownact, We find our happiness in the servico of
righteousness rather than in the reward; the chase
is botter to us than the game. As Phillips Brooks
‘has said: *‘ Tho essence of an act is more than its
consequences. Itis botter to live in the essence
oflan act thau in its cousequences and rewards.”

Happiness is tho natoral fluwer of duty. It is
folly to suppuse that the man who is doing his duty
can be unhappy. That heart must and will be
happy thatis faithful to the dictates of his own
conscience. T Qut of thine own heart is the issue
of life. Examine thyself. Be true to thyself,
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Circumstances may help us, but thoy can’t make
us,  “‘Shortly after Chiof Justico Chase had gono
for the first time to Washington, he was roturning
to the west. Whoun tho train stopped ut a little
station in Virginia, he was informed that it was the
birthplaco of Patrick Honry. Ho stepped upon
the platform of the car and remarked, *What
magniticent scenery, what a viow, what an atmos-
phere; no wonder Patrick Henry grow here.’

CRUMBS,

Tho fear of running after overy notion and
foolish idea that flits about, leads us to stand still
and not run at all ; forgutting wo are commanded
to run and that with pationce. We must go on
unto porfection, Bro. Long in the Missionary
Weekly puts it in this way ; ** It is important that
wo get up to Acts ii. 38 all right and scriptural ; but
then that is a long distance this side the prize of
our high calling. Actsii. 38 is at the beginning and
tho prize is at tho end of the race. Actsii. 38
brings the penitent sinner up to the romission of
sins that aro past, and introduces him into a rolat-
ion where a hundred otber things aro necessary to
bring him up to the stature of manhood in Christ.

Hore is a good crumb from G. C. H, Parkhurst
on sermon gormandizing: ** A littlo food, if it is
wholesome, accompanied with a fair amount of
exercise, will keop a mau in goud flesh easily, If
he is sedentary in his habits he will never be
robust, no matter how much he cats. He may
grow rotund, but corpulence is not health ; and
when I hear a Christian say, I must go to church
whero 1 can be fed,” I always oxpect 1o hear by-
and-byo that he is laid up with apiritual dropsy.
Sermon gormandizing is the straight road to
roligious apoplexy. The hospital wards of our
church are full of apopletics, who no more need
spiritual nourishment than Mount Blanc needs a
snow-strom.”

This suggests the idoa that one sermon on the
Lord’s day is sufficiert for any mind, and in fact
it would be all he would have time to listen to if
he was atfanding to the work of the church, in the

many departments that are calling so loudly for
help.

The Duke of Argy!ll tolls us in a Glasgow lecturs :
“In the last year of Mv, Darwin’'s life, he did
me the honour of calling upon me in London, and
I had & long and interesting conversation with
that distingushed obsorver of nature. In the
course of our conversation I said that it was
impossible to look at the wonderful processes of
nature, which he had observed, without seeing
that they wero the effect and the expression of mind.
I shall never forget Dr. Darwin’s answor. He
looked at me hard, and said :  ** Well it often comes
over me with overpowering force, but at other

times (and ho shook his head ) it seems to go
away."”

““The sick will send for the doctor, but will
leave the preacher to find out for himself, and
when he doss come will complain becauso ho did
did not come before."

‘“The preacher wanta the ears of his peoplo.
There is nothing so complotely wilting to a preacher
as inattention. Should he say anything out of
place overy one will hear that, yet what he is most
anxious for them to hear they do not.” *¢ Thero
siould be attontive and reflective hearing. This
is not 80 much the gift of nature as it is the fruit
of culture. The pew in effect sets tho key to the
pulpit,”

*“ Powdor is a poor tning for yeme unless we
have shot,” Hero is much of the trouble in the
world.  Wo make a great noise but nothing is dune,
more than to frighten tho gamo. No ono is
captured because of all powder and no shot,

*Tho veory best Ohristians have failings. One

would suppose that Christians wore the worst cla.s
of people in the world, if we judged by what some
peuple say of themn, Astronomers have discovered
954 apotson the sun, We might think tho sun was
allspots. But with all the spcts, we tind moroe light
in the darkest day than in the very brightest night.
Give us the Christian with all his fanits boforo the
critic. Those who can see the faults of a Christian
but can’t see his virtues, are liko the man who
could sec a spot on a barn door two miles off but
couldn’t seo the door,”

Bro. Campbell says in the Christian Baptist,
““The plan of making our own nest and fluttering
over our brood ; of bunilding our own tent, and
of confining all goodnoss and grace to our noble
selves and the ‘clect fow' who are like us, is the
quintessonce of sublimated pharisaism ... T4
lock ourselves up in a band-box of our own little
circle, to associato with a few units, ters or hund-
reds, as the pure church, as the clect; is real
Protestant monkory."”

The following is a synopsis of the interesting
sermon delivered at the Coburg streot church by
Bro. H. W. Siowart, the now pastor, on Lord’s
day morning, June 7th:

The Apustle Paul is the world's ideal missionary.
He was ever active, over onergetic. No soouer
had h: completed one tour than he was off on an-
other. It was on his second great journey that he
came to Corinth, He had passed through Derbe
and Uystra strengthening the churches which he
had established. Once he went through Phrygia
and Galatia preaching the Word. He wanted to
go to tho provinces of Asia but the Boly Spirit for-
bids. Thon he desired to go in the opposite direct-
ion, but again the Spirit overrules his movements.
What is he to do? He must go neither to the
north nor to thosouth, It will not do to turn back;
of that he is confident, So the only course for
hin to pursue was to go forward. Westward he
thoughtfully travelled, wondering, no doubt, what
was the Spirit’s purposo in thus directing him,
But he had not long to wait; for that night a vision
appeared on the European shore, and a voice was
heard crying out, ‘*Come over into Macedonia and
help us.” He went, and for the first time the good
nows of a world’s rodemption was heard in Europe.
Here wo find the apostlo busy, and in a short time

| we find him in Corinth,

He had not intended going there. All was
the work of Providenco, And so it is with mo.
When T determined to visit my native Jand I had
no idea of remaining. But the hand of God has
directed me and led me here. My aim is to be the
same a3 Paul's—to proolaim tho mystery of God,
that which was hidden in the ages past, but was
made known by the Spirit to the apnstles, thut
which the angels desired to look into, but which
was hud from them, — God's scheme of redemption
for the wholo world — Gentile as woll as Jew.

But how was Paul going to do this? Ho tells us
first what ho would not do. He cume, not with
excelloncy of speech, Paul was a polished orator ;
he could move vast assemblies at will, but he was
not in Corinth as a rival of the Grecian orators.
Perhaps his popularity would have heen greater if
ho had magnified Paul and hidden Christ ; but he
did not scek popularity, he sought souls—and he
found them, Necither did he come to Corinth to
display worldly widsom, to place himself heside the
native philcsophers, A man of his power could bave
stood among the best of them and received their
applause as he discussed philosophy and scienco and
literature and art ; but great and imporant an thesoe
subjects are, Paul was interested in one greater in
ita origin and more far-reaching in its results ; and
nothing could induce him to turn aside from it.

Can I have a better model than Paul? Abundant
success crowned his efforts.  We all desire to accom-
plish something for the Lord ; we all want to save
souls. Philosophy cannot do this, politics cannot,
higher criticism cannot, and on such subjects as
these I have but little to say. Theories and speou-
lations are without power here, and you do not
desire them,

Paul determined to know nothing among tho
Corinthians save Jesus Christ and himn crucified.
That was his only theme. He gloried in the cross,
and in nothing else, I have determined to imitate
him in this, Christ is still the power of God and
tho wisdom of God. The goapel is now, and must
over remain, the power of God unto salvation.
When anything is substituted God is dethroned,
And when the pulpit forsakes the old, old
story, and directs its powers in other directions,
we need not be surprised if the consequences are
sad indeed.

And as Paul preached Christ crucified to the
Greeks — to them a very repulsive doctrine; for
what could a dead wan do for them —it was in
their eyes foolishness —s0 may I haye to say
things that will not be like music to the ear nor
honey to the tongue ; but you do not denounce a
surgeon who amputates an arm to save a life, and
you will not quarrel with a preacher who, in his
endeavors to do good, speaks what he belioves, and
speaks it plainly ; who speaks the truth in the love
of it.

But what wetoe Paul’s feelings as he labored in
Corinth? He was with them in weakness. Know-
ing the great work to be done thero, realizing that
that city, like Athens, was full of idols, feeling that
he was thore to carry on the work unaided by any
wortal, ho could not but be impressed with his
weakness. I too, am weak ; but in one sense I am
more fortunate than Paui. St. John is no heathen
city ; it is a city of churches. People fear God
and love Him and try to serve Him. You, I know,
are all ready to work with me in my efforts to
rescue the perishing ; and united effort will always
tell. But Paul had God on his side, and one man
with God on his side is always in the majority. I
count on God’s aid in my efforts to do good, and I
know tnat with that aid, though weak of myself, I
am really strong,

The apostle was with the Corinthians in fear ; and
sv am I with you, But mine rests on differont
grouuds from his. His life was in danger owing to
the crowds that surrounded him. In this ago preach-
ers aro usually safe from any danger along this lines

A
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Their foars are lest the world should ignoro them,
should refuso to come to tho house of the Lord, and
listen to words of entreaty aud of warning.

Paul trombled when in Corinth, Ho knew the
reaponsibility resting on him. Ho knew the value
of souls; he knew the consequenco of neglecting
the great solvation, and he was filled with emotion
at tho thought that many would hear but not
heed. It is a propor feeling. It makes a man
preach es a dying man t, dying wen. 1 feol the
burden of aouls upon me but I will try to bo faith-
ful ; and as Paul was successful in his work I pray
for success in mine.
