THE TRUE HISTORY OF WILLIAM TELL.

William Tell is very bard to kill. German writers in the
last century demolish him over and over again, but to little
purpose.  He remained the Swiss hero, and what is far worse,
those hideous statues at Altor{ continue to assert their un-
dying Bgliness, aud pretend to prove, by their presence there,
the truth of the story, The giant has been recently slain
onhce more as.an impostor. Ouce more? Half a dozen times;
and each slayer takes himself for the sole and origiual

champion, Swiss professors even have been at the work of
demolition. Three or four years ago Mr, Baring-Gould, in

his «* Curious Myths of the Middle Ages” set up a doxen of
those myths, and bowled them all down at one bowt; he
proved, as others had done, that the legend of William Tell
was ‘‘as fabulous as any other historical event.” Mr, Baring-
Gould, however, does more than some others have done. He
traces the story as far back as it can be traced, This is the
order of the tradition :

1. In the tenth century a tippling, boasting, Danish soldier,
named Toki, swore he could drive an arrow through an apple
placed on the point of a stick at a great distance. King
Harald Bluetooth told the boaster that the apple should be
placed on his son’s head, and if Toki did not send an arrow
throuph it at the first attempt, his own head should pay the
penalty, Toki performed the fuat with perfect suceess; but
Harald perceiving he had brought other arcows, demanded the
reason thercof, and Toki replied that if he had injured his
sot he would have driven those other arrows into the king's
body. The story was first related by Saxo Grammaticus in
the twelfth century.

2. Rat in the eleventh century the above prototype of Tell
had successors or imitctors. King Olaf, the Saint of Norway,
challenged Eindridi, among other things, to sheot with an

rrow at & writing tablet on the bead of Eindridi's son, Each
was to have one shot.  Olaf grazed the bov’s head, whereupon
the bov’s mother interfered, and Eindridi was withdrawn
from the contsst. Qlaf remarked that his competitor had a
second arrow, which Eindridi confessed that he intended
for his Majesty if anytbing very unplensant had happened to
the boy.

3. A vear or two later in this 1ith century, another Norse
archer, Hemingr, had a match with a King Harold. Harold
set & spear shaft for a mark in the ground. He then fired in
the air; the arrow turned in its descent and pivreed the spear
hait. Hemingr followed suit, and split the King's arrow,
which was perpendicularly fixed in the spear shaft. Then
the king stuck a knife in an oak. His arrow went into the
haft. Hemingr shot, aud his arrow cleft the haft and went
into the gocket of the blade. The enrmged Ring uext fired at
a tender twig, which his arrow piereed, but Hemingr's split
a haz:l nut zrowing upou it. * You shall put the nut on
vour brother Bjorn's head,” sald Harold, #and if yvou do not
pierce it with your spear at the first attempt, vour life shall
be forfeited.”  Of course, the thing was dene.  Hermingr is
supposed to have bad his revenge by sending anarrow through
Harold's trachea at the battle of Stamford Bridge, where he
fought on the English side.

4. In the Faroe Isles, the above Harold is said tohave had a
swimming match with a certain Geyti, who not only beat him,
but guve him a ducking, Harold condemned him te shouta
bazel pat off his brother's head uoder the usual penalty, and
with the usual result.

5. The same story is told of one Puncher (seggestive name)
with this difference, that the object aimed at was a coin,

5. In Finland, it is a son who shoots an apple o his father's
bead, for which feat some robbers who had captured his sire
gave him up to the son.

7. In a Persian poem of the 12th ecentury, a Ring iu sport
shoots an arrow at an apple on the head of his favourite page,
who, though not hurt, died of the fright

centurs. We need not tell his well-known tale again, It is
only mrcessary to remark, by way of comment, that the Tell
and Gesler legend was not set up till many years afterwards,
and that iz no contemporary record is any mention made of
Tell, Gusler, or the apple incident. No Vopt named Gesler
ever exercised authority for the Emperor in Switzerland ; no
fawnily bearing the name of Tell can be traced in any part of
that country,

11. Aud lastly. The hero's name was not Tell at all, but
M-Leod, and be came from Braemar! Mr. Baring-Gould has
quite:overlooked him. Therefore is the new claimant's story
here subjoined, in order to make the roll of legenda complete,
It is taken from “ The Bracmar Highlands ; their Tales, Tra-
ditions and History,” by Elizabeth Taylor. The king referred
to is Malcolm Cantore :

“ A younyg man uamed M'Leod had been hunting ons day in
the royal forest. - A favourite hound of the King's haviuy at-
tacked M'Leod, was killed by bim. The kiog soon heard of
the slaughter of his favourite, and was exceedingly angry—
so much so, that M'Leod was condemaed to death.  The gib-
bet was ervcted on Creig Choinnich, i. ¢, Keuneth's Craig.
As there .was less of justice than revenge in the sentence,
little time ‘was permitted ere it was carried into exeeuation,
The prisoner was led out by the porth gate of the castle.
The king, in great state, surronnded by a crowd of his nobles,
followed in procession. Sorrowing crowds of the people came
after, in wondering amazement,  As they moved slowly on,
an incident oceurred which arrested universal attention. A
young woman with a child in her arms came rushing through
the crowd, und, throwing herself before the king, pleaded with
him to spare her husband's life, though it should be at the ex-
pense of all they possessed. Her impassioned entreative were
meét with silence, Malcolm was not to be moved from his
purpose of death,  Seeiug that her efforts to move the king
were useless, she made her way to her husband; and throwing
her arms around him, declared that she would not leave him—
she would go and die with him. Malcolin was somewhat
moved by thn touching scénc.. Allen Durward, noticing the
favourable moment, ventured to put in the suggestion that it
was a pity to haog such a splendid archer. ‘A splendid
archier, is he 7' replied the king; ‘then he shall have his skill

“tried.! 80 he ordered that M'Leod's wife and child shiould be
‘placed on the opposite side of the river: something to serve
@8 o mark was to be placed on' the child’s head. If M'leod

succeeded in hitting the mark without injuring his wife or child,
hix life was 10 be spurcd, otherwise the scoletice wag to be

carried into immediate exccution. Accordingly (so the legend
goes) the young wifa and child were put across tho river, and
placed on Tomghainmheine; according to some, 8 little far-
ther down the river, near where & boat-house once stood. The
width of the Dee was to b the Jdistance separating M'Leod
from his mark. Ho asked fora bow and two arvows, and hav-
ing examined each with the greatest care, e took hia position.
The eventful moment came, the people gathered round him,
and he stood in profound silence. Un: the opposite side of
the river his wifo stood, the centeal figure of a crowd of eager
bystanders, tears glistening on her cheeks as she gazed alter-
nately at her husband and child in dumb emotion. M'Leod took
aim: but his body shook like an aspen leaf in the cventng
breeze. This was a trinl for him fur harder than death. Again
ke placed himself in position; but he trembled to such a de-
gree that he could not shoot, aud tursing to the king, who
stood near, he said in a voice scarcaly articulate in its sup-
pressed agony, * Thig is hard ' But the king relented not; so
the third time he fell into the attitude, and as he did so almost
roared, * This is hard ' Then, as if all his nervoustess had
escaped the cry, he let the arrow fy, it struck the mark. The
mother seized her child, and in a transport of joy, seemed to
devour it with kisses; whilae the pent-up emotion of the crowd
found vent through a loud cry of wonder and trinmph, which
repeated itself again and again as the echoes rolled slowly
away among the neighbouring hills. The king uow approached
Mleod, and, after conticming his pardon, inquired why he, so
sure of hand and keen of sight, had asked for two arrows?
¢ Beeause,” replied M'Leod, ¢ had T wissed the mark, or hurt
my wife or child, 1 was determined not to miss yon' 'The
king grew pale, and turned away as if undecided what to do.
His better nature prevailed; so he again approached M Leod
and with kindiy voice and manner told him that he would re-
ceive him into his body guard, and hie would be well provided
for. ¢ Never! answered the undaunted Celt. ¢+ After the pain-
ful proof to which you have just put my heart, I could never
love you enough to serve you fatthfully ' The king in amaze-
ment cried out, ‘ Thou art a Hardy ! sad as Haody thou art, so
Hardy thou shalt be! ™ From that time M'Leod went under
the appeliation of Hardy, while his descendants were termed
the M'Hardy's, Mac being the Gaclic wond for son. The date
of the above is the 1ith century, when the legend burat forth
in several parts of the world, - Here we have it in scotland.
Like many other legends it probably came originally from
Todia.—Nutes and Gueri

THE Y. M. C. A, BUILDING, TORONTO.

_Ten years ago the Toronto Young Men's Christian Associa-
tion was a sinall and insigniticant organization, the members
of which lcld their periodical mestings in the Temperance
Hall. Now it is one of the wealthiest and most numerous of
the many institutions of the kind which exist in the capital
of Ontario, aud ou the 13t of January next will take possession
of the handsouie building ilustrated on page 324.

The idea of crecting a building for the accommodation of
the members of the Association bas long been under discus-
gion.  Dut it Is only two years ago that the first steps were
taken towards carrying out such a project.  In the summer of
1870 a subscription towards & building fund was opencd. The
result far exveeded the expectations of the most sanguine.
Coutributions came in so fast that last spring the Building
Committce were enabled to purchise a site on the corner of
Quueen amd James St Plans and tenders were advertised for,
that of Messrs, Smith and Gemmell aceepted ; and in May
work was commenved,  The corner-stone was laid on the 4th
ol June by Mr. Juhn Macdonald, President of the Association.
Sinve then the work bus been rapidly carried on, aud is now
ot the verge of completion.

The buliding forms one of the bhandsomest architectural
ornaments of the city of Torouto. It is a fine, solid-looking
structure, three stories hivh, and extending over an area of
120 x 7o teet. Itis of white brick, with stone and galvanized
cappings, the heads of the corridors on the first and second
Huors being circolar—the whole tinished with a Mansard roof
(let us hope it will never be visited by firey and & tower which
rises 50 feet over the main entrance.  The interior is com-
furtably laid vut.

THE VIENNA SXHIBITION BUILDING.

The Exhibition Palace, now in course of building, is ad-
mirably sitnated in the maguificent public park of that city,
vatied the Prater, The area apportioned to the Exhibition
witl embruce from four to tive Euglish square miles.  The
covered gpace avaitable for the Exhibition will be about
1,100,000 sguare feet, being considerably more than that occu-
picd by the Paris Exhibition of 1867, The Exhibition build-
ing will be 2068 feet long by 672 feet wide, It is designed by
Herr Karl Hasenaner, an eminent Austrian avehiteet,  There
will be & main gallery or nave intersecting the whole editice.
This wallery hus cross galleries or tragsepts ou cach side,
which areso placed as not to vbstruct the view from either
end,  Between the teansepts and the nave lie the garden-
courts, which will also be available for exhibition purposes,
and cach country will have one or more of these transepts
allotted to i, together with the portion of the nave and the
garden-court adjoining, A rotundn will rise from the centre
of the building, und divide the main gallery in the middle.

DBuildings of s permancnt charscter, sufficiently
protected, will be provided for the exhibition of works of fine
art. ) ’

From the chief building covered galleries lead to a large
conservatory, and to smaller pavilions which arc intended for
the exhibition of horticultural productions, or of aquariums.
A separate hall will be e¢rected for machinery in motion,
890 métres in length and 28 métres in width. In this hall
will also be found hydraulic machines, diving apparatus, and
other matters.  The Imperial villa, and the ball iz which the
jury will deliberate and make their awards, will also be
crected in the grounds, which will be laid out under the
direction of a landscape-gardener, Among other attractions,
the Council of the Exhibition have decided on having a per-
manent aquarium of considerable magnitude erccted.  Their
choice of an architect has fallen upon Mr. Charles H. Driver,
who planned and erected the aquarium at the Crystal Palace
last year.

During His Excelleucy’s visit in Toronto she
was the object of great admiration, aud was visited by all
those interested in yachting, Althougn of & tonuage not over
six, she is eapable of giving 4 good accountof herself in heavy
weather, The Muif has the following description of her ap-
prarance, rig, ete.: & She is of deep dravght with very fine
lines, slightly hollow in the entrance; her riz is duody, car-
rying mizen, main, foresail and jib, the hallisrds rua through
fair-leaders on deck and belay on au iron standard placed
neross amd over the cockpit, so that all necessary hoisting,
lowering, &c., of sails can be dote withott suiug on deck, the
cover of cockpit slides on o little tramway vitier fore or aft,
so that additional cover can be bad without trouble. Tie
tiller works under'a toothed rack, and by a simple slide vnthe
tiller it can be fxed at any augle, leaving the steersman at
liberty to work the sheets, ete, Lord Duderin has the thanks
of all true yachtsmen for bringing this tidy lttde vessel to our
waters; aud it is to be hoped that her presence may show
cruising men and others the style of boat required for all
weathers.  The Iate yachting season has shown some strange
kick-ups with the skimming-dish boats; and it seems strange
that men will risk their lives in things that require ballast
shifted every time they go about. The * hmogene” has air-
tight compartments of iron, making her quite a life-boat.  All
her fittings, both iron and wood, are of first-cluss workman-
ship,  We are sorry we canpnot name the builder of this cle-
gant little ship, but would advise all caring for such things
tu go down to the Yacht Club and judge for themselves.  The
“ Imogene® is the first yacht that has ever down the Royal
Yacht Squadron bunting in Lake Ontario,” Mr. W, Armstrong
has made a faithful and spirited sketch of the ¢ Imogene,”
which we reproduce.

Ox more than one oceasion we have alluded to the facilitics
offered to fraudnlent tradesmen for adulterating and falsifying
the wares they offer to their helpless and often unsuspecting
customers, The cry against adulteration is go old that the
public turn from it wearied of its sameness, Aad yet it is
absolutely necessary, if we would wish to see fraundulent adul-
teration done away with, that this cry should again and again
be repeated, until we obtain such stringent probibitive mea-
sure, as would render this now common practice both difficult
and dangerous.  With the example of England, where the re-
iterated complaints against the very prevalent custom of adul-
terating articles of food and drink has at last, after asny
vears of waiting, produced a satizfactory result, we need not des-
pair of obtaining some day or other a preventative act similar
to that passed at the last session of the Imperial Parlinment,
1t iz only necessary to ventilate the matter thoroughly and to
impress the public with the urgent necessity that exists for
such A measure. By the law as it now stands any person con-
victed of mixing injurious or poisonous ingredients with
articles of food or drink, ordrugs, is to be fined 8259 for the first
offence, aud on asecond conviction will be condemued toa max-
imum of six months" imprisonment at hard Iabour. The vendor
of adulterated articles’knowing them to be falsified, although
he be not the actual adulterator, is by another clauze of the
Act punishable with a maximum fine of 2100 for each offencs,
and on a second conviction the magistrates are to have his
name and address with the nature of the offence published in
the pewspapers of the locality. A thind clause establishes
that the addition of any snbstance whatever to food, drink, or
drgs, in order frandnlently to increase their weight or bulk,
shall be deemed to be adulteration, unless the fact of such ad-
dition be diastinctly stated. In onler to carry the Iaw inio
effect the Act gives power, in London te the Commissioners of
Sewers and the District Boards and Vestries, in the Counties
to the Courts of Quarter Sessions, and in the Baroughs to the
Tewn Couorils | in Scatland, to the Commiszioners of Supply
for the rountics, and to the Town Councils for burghs to ap-
point analysts of all articles of food and drugs. In certain
cases these bodies are compelled to appoint the analyst when
calted upon to do 3o, in England, by the Local Government
Beard ; in Scotland, by the Secretary of State; in Irefand, by
the Loni Licutenant  The analysts having been appointed,
the local authorities are to employ the inspectorsiof nuianees,
of weights and meaznres, or of markets to provure samples of
suspected  articles and hand them to the analyst to be
analyzed.  Shonld the analyst cortify that the articles aro
adulterated, then the inspectors will make a complaint before
a magistrate, who will therenpon i=sne a summeona,. There is
also a provision in the Act that the analysts shall make
mouthly reports of the adulterations they have detected.
They may alzo give certificates of purity or adulteration of
any article of fnod or drink to private purchasers on the
payment of a cortain foe.

A new sy

stem of adulterating bread—thiz time fortunately
harmicss—has recently been discovered in England through
the means of a Datch agrienltural journal. This paper, in
calling attention to the increasing caltivation of potatoes in
the provioce of Gropingen, in the north of Holland, states
that the whole produstion is to a great extent converted into
potate dour, for which there are no fewer than thirteen mills
canstantly at work in the villages near the townof Groningen.
These mills tarn ont 256,005 kilogrammes of potato dour per
day, the greater part of which is exported o England, only a
sinall portion being retained for local consumption,  That i
to say, upwards of half-a-million pounds weight of this fdour
is sent daily to England to be used in the manufacture of
bread. And for this bread, made half of wheat and half of
potata.our, the unsuspecting  consumer pays as for pure
wheaten bread.

Among the buildings destroved by the recent fire iu Boston

Sonth Chureh is a relic of the past history of Roston, in which
it has played an important part.

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" THE WHITWORTH GUN.

We condense from Ergineering, to which we
are indebted for our illusteations of this
formidable weapon, an account of Sir Joseph
Whitworth’s  9-pounder  homogencous  steel
rield gun.

The weapon was made from a solid ingot of
Whitworth metal, and is mounted on a
carriage coustructed of the same material,
The gun is 6 fr. 2 in. tong, weighs 8§ vwt, it
carrisge weighing 10 ewt, and its ondinary
charge being 2% 1o of R L. G, powder. Tt is
constricted with sn eplarged powder chamber
3.8 in. long by 3.4 in. diameter, beyond which
is a shot chamber 3-100 of an inch larger than
the hexagonal bore of the piece, which
measures 2,72 in, in the major, and 2,47 in.in
the miner axis. The gunis 4} in.in diameter
externally at the muzzle, aud 10} in. at the
breech, The rifling has & twist of 1 in 53
calibres, and the ordinary projectiles are 33
dinmeters in fensth, and are fred as cast,
without being frimmed np.

The faces of
the biock guides are grooved with t unmber of
parallel grooves and the upper and Iower sur-
faces of the block are similarly formed.  The
cropves in the binck puides are neariy, but
not quite, perpenddicular to the bore, so that
when the block i3 meved along the block
guides into the position where it closes the
breech, it s drawn up to the breech face by
the grooves, which, for convenience, may be
called a straight line serew.  The thresds of
the serew are angular, and both sides of the
thireads on the biock guides are inclined to-
wards the muzzle, thelr sides nearest o the
muzzle being underentg, o that when the
heavy strain resnlting frem firtog the charge
