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USTRATED NEWS.

A corgrespospEsT has forwarded us a paper oun the preven.
tion of railway accidents, accompanied by extracts on the
same sulject which have already appeared in other journsls
in Canada, Owing to the length of these extrmacts in com-
parison with the Jimited space at our disposal, we¢ must con-
tent ourselves with g.ving a brief dizest of the suggestions
made, which are well worthy of cousideration by all who are
in apy way interested in the building and working of rail-
ways. The first point is a good one. Speaking of the re-
sponsibility which attaches to 8 company in the case of an
accident for the acts of itz employees, be remarks that the
qu-stion to be chiefiy dwelt upoan is not that of blame so much
ac of prevention,

“ The question of prevention,” he saye, ¢ is a distinct one
from that of blame—and {or this reason it seems to me that
our whole railway system is conspicuously wrong and de-
fective. If you come to the responsibility of a just distribu-
tion of llame—and the public service certainly demands that
the fullest enquiry should always be made into the facts—you
will probaoly find that, outside of such enquiry, & great part of
the responsibility is morally, though not legally, shared by a
great many harmless citizens, who sre anawerable for the use

{ the facuitivs that heaven has blessed them with. Not that
1 mean to say the company is not primarily responsible, but
it is 80 because there iz literally no one in Canada who will
assume to look after them, The engineers, who are of course
the most competznt body, are in the pay of the companies,
cr koping to be 80" In thiz dilemma our correspondent
proposes, as & lagt resource, what has been suggested many
times already, that the railways should pass under Govern-
ment control.  Were this the case he thinks that we should
then see that there was some responsibility somewhers, and
that the safety of the lives and properties of passengers would
be very much better looked after than at present. It is not
ouriniention to discuss this question, as it has been thoroughly
ventilated ot late; and, moreover, we are of the opinion that
the country is at present by no means prepared for such a
change. Our correspondent next goes on to consider the
most practical methods for the prevention of railway acci-
dents, and more especially of so-called embankment horrors,
¢ Safety from these,” he insists, @ will aever be secured until
¥you get parapets on all embankments, You start at the thought
of the cxpense, but please remember in the firat instance,
that embankments form but a small perceatage of the
mileage upon any of our large lines ; second, that timber
is very cheap in this country ; third,  that these low
wooden walls would require but very little repaira; and
lastly, that the annual saving in a mere money estimate would
be an excellent interest on the outlay. Our forefathers con-
sidered this security necessary for ordinary bridges, and for
dangerous sections of the old highwayz; but then thoese
worthy fellows took time to their thinking, and laid the pub-
lic safety deeply to heart, whilst we have long ceaned to doso.”

Such & simple suggestion as is this is well deserving of
congideration. It must, however, be borne in mind that an
embankment, though it may be and frequently is the cause of
intensifying an accident, is seldom or never the proximate
caure of a railway catastrophe. As the writer remarks,

Oxty a week or two ago we referred to the difficulty which
existed at American military headquarters, as to the nltimate
destination of the Modoc captives.

Same seventeen Modoves, including women and
vhildren, were travelling under an escort of only twelve men,
from the scene of the warfare southwards, when they were
attacked by a party of rufliang who massacred several of them
without mercy, despite their entreatics and the protestations
of the members of the cscort. Had not the rufliang been
alarmed by the approach of some troops nothing could have

supposed that the murderers were a party of Oregon volun-
teers, aud it may well be imagined that for years to come
Oregoun will sutfer for the atrocions dewd,  The result of the
butchery may indeed be something frightful te contemplate.
So long as guch treachery goes unpunished, there can be no
hope of quietness in the United States Indian Reserves,
and proof enongh has already been given of the terrible
manner in which the tribes nurse  their and
how when the occasion offer, they indulge in retalintion.  This
very Modoc war which only aday ar twosinee,was toall appear-
ances at an end—but which now will doubtless be rekindled
with fresh animosity.—was an example of this.  Captain Jack
had himself suffered at the hands of the whites, and of the
manner which he took to revenge himseli we have heand
enough during the last few months, The experience bas
been cruel enough to have taught the Oregonians s lesson, of
which however they have tnken no heed, and a day of reckon-
ing may come when they will bitterly regret their carcless-
ness. The strangest part of the story is that no steps have
been taken for the apprehension of the murdererz. To say
the least the whole affair wears r very suspicious look. The cap-
tives were placed in the charze of a weak and poorly.armed
escort incapable of protecting their charges or themselves in

OBSEQUIES OF SIR GEORGE K. CARTIER.
THE FUNERAL S-RVITE Iy LOXDOX.

The London Stiadard gives the following acconnt of the
obsequies in Loudon of the late Sir George K. Cartior -—

% Thedeath of this distingnished Canadian statesman, which
we announced a few days awo, has cavaed deep regret among
the Canadian residents in London, e respoect i which he
was held was testified by the larg: anmber of Canadians and
others who assembled vesterday o the Httle French chapel,
King street, Portman Sqnare, on the ocearion of the services
for the dead which were there performed.  Since his death
the body, which bad been embalmed by Mr, Garstin, had been
laid out in the chapelle ardente, Baker strecet, where it had
been visited by large cumbors of the deceased’s frivnds,  On
Monday the body was conveyed to the chapel, that the
customary funeral gervices micht be celebrated.  The little
place of worship was huog with black cloth, bespangted with
ftars, from ceiling to pews, except at those places wherea
number of venerable and much-faded it paintings on racred
subjrcts iooked forth from the walls, telting us how Roman
Catholics still cling to artistic adornment. Above the altar,
on the sable backgrouund, was ag fmmense Latin cross of
white satin, and in front of the altar, and also on the pulpit,
were small Multese crosses of the same fabric,  The coffin,
which was deposited in front of the altar rails, stood on a
bier, and wag covered with a tich morteloth of black velvet,
having & broad border of lavender coloured moire antique,
with a mixed bullion fringe of alternate colours. On the
border was the inscription taken from the Creed # Erpeeto
resurrectionem morivarwm et vitam venturt sir-uli, Amen” On
each side of thecoffin stood four large lighted candics in silver
candlesticks, and an the bier lny weeaths of immortelles, which
kind hands bad placed there as tributes of affection, grief, and
hope beyond. They bore the touching inscriptions, worked
in blossoms, “'A men mard” and 4 4 mon pére’” . and one was
ingeribed  to my master and fiiend.”  The deceased ¢ hat
and swond were laid on the mortcloth ; and on the lid of the
coffin was the insctiption, snrmonnted by a large brass Latin
cross, ¢ Sir George Etienne Cartier, Bart , Miniater of Militia
and Defence of Canada, died 20th May, 1873, aged 59 yeara,
R.I.PY When the little chapel had been well filled a side
door opened and & procession, consisting of the officiating
prieat, Rev. Lonis Tourel, and three or four boys, marcherd
through the chapel, and the membecs of it took up thelr
various positions within the altar raila.

* Boston hay once more fallen a prey to fice. The flames,
which on Friday morning last swaept throngh Washington
street, from Boylston to Avery, earried before them the Globe
‘Theatre, Chickering's line salesroom, the International Hotel,
und several other buildings, and recalled the seenes of the
great fire of November last.

At one
time it secmed as iff Washiugton street, fron Boylston to
Smnmer street, mist ail be swept away, and Tremont street
was in imminent danger,  The fire was first digcovered about
8% o'clock fu the rear of No. 311 Washington strest, occupied
by Haley, Morse & o, a8 a furniture fretory, The flames
spread with great rapidity, and in a few minutes a whole acre
of ground was burming with indescribable fiereeness, The
firemen were called and responded promptly, thongh many of
them were taking part in the decoration ceremonies. A recond
atarin had w be sonuded in i minutes, and then the 8ames
had obtained such headway that wgeneral alarm was rung, and
fircien came from Charlestown and Somerville, and even from
Lowell,

In spite of a good water-supply, the fire snon made its
way 1o Boylston stecet, and leaped across Washington strect
fur more valuable prey.  Mesars, Chickering's fine piano ware-
housex and the Globe Theatre, one of the most enterprising
theatres of Boston, elegautly furnished and cquipped, and the
seene of many histrionic trigmphs, lay right in the path of
the flames.  Great exertions were made to save these build-
jngs, but from 8§ o'clock until 10 the flames seemed to have
evervthing their own way and the huge granite piles crumbled
like chalk before the intense heat, Both sides of Washington
street, from Boylston to Avery, were wrapped in flames, which
goon made their way throngh ints the centre of the block on
vither side.  The Internatiounl Hotel and Smith's riding-
sohonl and Jourdain Gallery burned rapidly, and a host of
oftices and smaller stores on both sides of the street went
with them. The Channcey Hall Schoot, one of the most noted
sehoobs in Bovton, was burned; also the Frevmnnn's Bank and
the 9th Regiment hewdgnacters,

The- Old Buylston Market took five on its domebut the fire-
men prompily rallicd to save the old landmark, aod suceeeded,
Atabost 16 o'clock, the walls of Chickering's building fell
with an immense crash. But the fircinen were prepared, and
withdrew in time,  fu the rear of Hualey, Morse & Co s build-
ing, they hnd o narrew escape. Phe wall came down unex-
pectedly, crushing several rmall houses, and buryiag the ap-
prratus of one of the fire extingni-her companies in the ruins,
Twn policemen barely exenped with their lives,  The fall of
Chicketing's biitding saved Washington street bevoud Avery,
The Sames on that shile were soon brought within control,
but, spreading o the southwand and to the rear of the Globe
Theatre, they worked into Essex strect, and involved the
whole north side of the street a8 far as Chauncey street in the
general rein. After a hard fight and immensze effort, the
conrae of the fames in this divection was stayed by noon, and
foare for the satetv of the city subsided.

The area buraed s from two lo three acres, right in the
Lusigess ceutre, - Scarcely any dwelling-houges, entirely used
as auch, were destroved,  Another consoling feature is the
finct that, so far as kuown, no life was lost,  Some of the les.
sons of the big fire were not forgotten. . The procrastination
which, favared by the horse distemper then abandoned thou-
sands of doltars’ worth of gomds to the tlames, was not sutfered
to aid the rain. Goods from bathdings near the fire were
varty and energetically removed. The fice occurring on De-
coration Day, obsvrved a3 a holiday, immense crowds filled
the strects, and woitld have seriously impeded the firemen had
not auather lesson of the great fire been put to practical use,
Severa! military companies were immediately sent for, and
with their aid and a strong police foree the great crowd was
kept from doing or receiving harm,

Fhe new Méof office had 8 narrow escape. It has twice
arisen from the lames, and it seemed as i€ it would have an-
other opportunity.  Its tine building on Franklin street was
burned in the great fiee, Two or three weeks after it was
burped out again at Rand & Avery’s, On Friday the tanta.
lizing Sames found the new uptinished building on Beylstan
strm-'t, attached themselves to the roof, but the firemen suc-
ceeded in- saving the building from the inte of its predeces-
sor<.. The Globe Theatre was built in 1567, and was opened
in October, with John H. Selwyn ns manager.  Arthur Cheney,
the present sole owner, had just leased it for 11 weeks to the
proprictors of the Howard .«\(lwum(\m.v 1t wus one of the
best areanged theatres in the city. 1t is thought that nearly
all the wardrobes were remaoved,  The steeple of the Beach
Strect Presbvterian Charch singularly took fire at itstop. The
firemen prmh ptly carried their hose up into the steeple. They
could not reach the tire with a stream of water, but prevented
it from cowming down . any further Great excitement was
manifested throughout the city until the coutligration was
brought within bounds.  The rre was seen .ata cousi(h-n.\lvlv
distance, and handreds of prople focked in from thq {n-xgh:
boring towns 10 see What came too near being a repetition of
the great fire,

The losses on the boildings destroyed, at the assessor's
valustion, foot up 569,500, Dedueting 20 per centas salvage
on bnilding material the actaal toss ou real estate is 455,000,

The Ninth Regiment Headquarters, in Essex street, were
stightly damagal, The loss on The Pilw bouk-ulor?,. in
Washington street, occupying three chambers and containing
valuahle books and articles used in the Catholic L?hurch, wils
about $40,000.  The loss of H. K, Hibbard, proprivtor of the
Beyant and Steatton College, is 310000,

It is not beneath the dignity of the profoundest paychologist
to study this development of the infant mind; to trace the
insensible degrees by which the child’s emotious change into
memories, its memories ripen into judgment.

It cannot be without futerest for us to investigate the orizin
and nature of those fragmentary {eelings, evansscent sensa-
tions, trausient recollections which sometimes steal over us
in maturer vears, like angel visits from the beautifal past of
our infancy, making us feel ke chindren once more and
iilling our hearts with a momentary bliss comparabie to
nothing clse on earth.  Every oneof us has had these sudden
emotions of rapture now and then.

It were enteresting. too, to penetrate deeper, even to the
causes of these phenomena and show that if infancy is the
petiod of scnsibility, these scensations tind theic ftoess in
the instinctive’ prodigality with which mothers pour their
atfections on their oifspring. and the instioctive devotion
with which the child reciprocates these tokens of nature,

# Heaven lies abous us in cur infagey.”

With the growth of the body, the intellzct progresses.  As
the one emerges with stouter limbs and healthier sinews

from childhood to adoelescence, o the other becomes more
expansive, vigorous and vonsistent.  As infancy is the period
of seositility, so youth is the period of imagination.  The
myrind varying objects of nature—at home—abroad—above
—below—around us; sky—water—ifor:st—geld and 1ll, pre-
sent, through the wany years of our growth, a3 many images
to the mind, which arrange themselves in the imagination of
the young man like the cartoons of a panorama or revelve capri-
ciousty in the fnuey of the more gifted vouth like the many-
coloured glass pieces of the Kaleidoscope., They make new
designs and combinations;, magniticent groupings,—an ever
shifting scene of gonreons colours and gracetul dgures. The
vouthful intellect, for the time being, lives in astwrange world,
revels amid new ideas and is kept perpetually in tension by
romance, poetry and art.  Une moment it is gloating over the
marvelz of Oriental magnificence, following the ghouls in their
mountain caverns or the houris in their bowers of bliss:

The testimonial is a
Despatch Box, manufactured of native
woods, and surmounted with a rich
piece of gold-bearing quartz, from
the Montagu mines, on which is
placed the figure of & moose, made’
of native gold from Tangier. The
framework of the box iy bird-eye
maple ; and the panels are of the
same material handsomely carved
and fretted, and showing off to good
advantage on a black walnut ground.
The topsides of the box are covered
with mayflowers, pigeon-berries, and
maple leaves, exquisitely carved in
bird-eye maple. The four columns
and capitals which support the top
are master-pieces of carving. The
box is & perfect gem, both in design
and execution. The draft of the
casket was drawn by Mr. Steinbouse,
of Halifax. The cabinet work was
done by Mr. McEwan, and the gold
work by Mr. Herbin, both of Halifax.
The presentation was made on Mon-
day, the 5th ult. The following is

ANGLING.

Anglers ave a race of men who puzzle us—by anglers we do
not mean Brothers of the Angle, who rough it at the Sague-
nay, the Escoumain, the Godbout, or the Bersimis—but such
as are to be seen on the Queen’s birthday on the wharves at
Longueuil or St. Lambert’s. They do not puzzle us on account
of their patience, which is laudable; nor for the infinite non-
success of some of them, which is desirable. Neither do we

agree with the good joke attributed to Swift that angling is
always to be considered as “ a atick and a string, with a fly at
one end and a fool at the other.”

The anglers who use worms for bait boast of the innocence
of their pastime; yet it puts creatures to the torture, if Shak-
speare i8 correct when he says :

¢ The poor beetle that we tread upon,
In corporal sufferarce finds & pang as great
As when a giaut dies.”

They pique themselves on their meditative faculties, and of
being as contemplative as the fool that Jacques met in the
forest of Arden ; and yet their only excuse for their cruelty to
animals is a want of thought, It is this that puzzles us. Old
Isaac Walton, their patriarch, speaking of his inquisitorial
abstractions on the banks of a river, says :

“ Here we may
Think and yray,
'Ere oold death
Stops our breath,
Other jo\s
Are but toys,
And to be lamented.”

80 saying, he ¢ stops the treath” of a trout, by plucking him
up into an element too thin to respire, with a hook and a
tortured worm in his jaws.
¢ QOther joys
Are but toys.”

If you hunt or skate, or play at cricket, or at lacrosse, or
enjoy a dance or a concert, or & 8ocial glass and conversation
with a friend, it is ¢ (o be lamented.” To put pleasure into the
faces of a party of avreeable young women, or to cheer the
heart of a school-boy ¢ creeping like snail” unwillingly to
school, is a toy unwortby of the manliness of a worm sticker.
But to put a hook into the gills of a black bass or a golden
perch—there you attain the end of & reasonable being ; there
you truly show yourself a lord of the creation. ® To sit on &
wharf or in a punt for hours, or perhaps all day, waiting for
« 8 glorious nibble ” is the height of enjoyment.

¢ Other joys
Are but toys.”

The book # The Complete Angler,” or Contemplative Man's
Recreation, in two parts, by the ingenious and celebrated Mr.
Isaac Walton and Charles Cotton, Esquire, is undoubtedly a
delightful performance in some respects. It smells of the
country air and of the flowers in cottage gardens. Its pictures
of rural scenery, of green and woody landscapes refreshing to
the eye, its simplicity, its snatches of old songs are all good
and thoroughly enjoyable ; and Walton's prodigious relish of
a dressed fish would not be begrudged him if he had killed it
alittle more decently, without impaling “black snails with
their bellics slit to shew their white,” young heetles, grass-
hoppers, &c. ‘

Old Isaac seems to have a respect for a piece of salmon ; to
approach it, like the grace, with his hat off. But what are we
to think of a man who, in the midst of the tortures of other
animals, is always priding himself on his wonderful harmless-
ness; and who actually follows up one of his most complacent
passages of this kind with an injunction to impale a certain
worm twice on the hook, because it is lively and might get
off 7 All that can be said of such an extraordinary inconsis-
tency is, that having been bred up in an opinion of the inno-
cency of his amusement, and possessing a healthy power of
exercising voluntary thoughts (as far as he had any), he must
have dosed over the opposite side of the question, so as to
become almost, perhaps quite, insensible to it. And angling
such as we have described does seem the next thing to dream-
ing. It dispenses with locomotion, reconciles contradictions,
and renders the very countenauce blank and void. A friend
of ours who is an admirer of Walton, was struck, just as we
were, with the likeness of the old angler’s face toa fish. It is
hard, angular, and of no expression. Is seems to have been
«gubdued to what it worked in,” to have become native to
the watery element. Onbe might have said to Master Isaac,
« Oh flesh, how art thou fishified!” You may almost imagine
him a pickerel drest in broadcolth instead of butter.

The face of his pupil or follower, or as he fondly called him-
self, son, Charles Cotton, a poet and a man of wit, is more
good-natured, the features are not sorigid. Cotton’s pleasures
and amusements had not been confined to fishing. His sym-
patbies had been rather more superabundant, and left him not
80 great a power of thinking as he pleased. Accordingly we
find more scrupulousness upon the subject of angling in his
writings than in those of his adopted father.

Walton says that an angler does no hurt to fish ; and this
he counts as nothing. Cotton argues that the slaughter of
them is not to be repented, and he says to Walton :

¢ There whilst behind some bush we wait
The scaly people to betray,
We'll prove it just with treacherous bait
To make the preying trout our prey.”

This argument, and another about fish being made for ¢ man’s
pleasure and diet,” are all that anglers have to say for the in-
nocency of their sport. But they are both as rank sophisti-
cations as can be; mere beggings of the question. To kill
fish outright is & different matter. Death is common to all;
and a trout speedily killed by & man, may suffer no worse fate
than from the jaws of a pike. It is the mode, the lingering
cat-like cruelty of the angler's sport that render it unworthy.
If ish were made to be so treated, then men were also made
to be racked and throttled and tongue-slit by Inguisitors.
Among other advantages of angling, Cotton reckons up a tame
fish-like acquiescence to whatever the powerful choose to
inflict :—

“ We scratch not our pates,
Nor repine at the rates
Imposes on our living ;
But do frankly submit,
Knowing they have more wit .
In demanding than we have in giving.

Whilst quiet we sit, \
We conclude all things fit,
Aocquiescing with hearty submission, &o.”

And this was no pastoral fiction. The anglers of the seven-
teenth century, whose pastimes became famous from the
celebrity of their names, chiefly in divinity, were great fallers
in with passive obedience. They seemed to think that the
great had as much right to prey upon men, as the small had
upon the fishes; only the men luckily had not hooks put in
their jaws, and the sides of their cheeks torn to pieces;
though they had to submit to having their heads put in the
pillory and their feet into the stocks,

The most famous anglers in history are Antony and Cleo-
patra—see Shakspeare's play of that name, Act ii., scene 5.—
These extremes of the angling character are very amusing.

We should like to know what these grave divines would
have said to the heavenly maxim of “ Do as you would be
done by.” Let us imagine ourselves, for instance, a sort of
human fish. Air is but a rarer fluid, and at present when the
mornings have been so cold, a supernatural being who should
look down upon us from a higher and a purer atmosphere,
would have some reason to regard us as a kind of pedestrian
Salmo Salar.

NEWFOUNDLAND CORRESPONDENCE.

8r. Jomn's, May 27, 1873.

We have now here the Polaris party, whose marvellous es—
cape on the ice has been described in a dirjointed and imper-
fect way in the newspapers. Certainly there is no parallel
to it, in all the narratives of Arctic adventure. That a party
of nineteen individuals, two of them being Esquimaux
women, and five of them Esquimaux children, one of the lat-
ter, too, being but six weeks old when they started, should
float on an ice-raft from latitude 77° to 53°, or 1440 miles
in a direct line, but, allowing for the windings of their track,
mote than 2,000 miles, and be at length rescued by a seal-
ing steamer, 40 miles from land, on the coast of Labrador, in
a fair condition of health, exceeds all the inventions of the
most sensational novelists, and illustrates once more the old
saying that «facts are more wonderful than fictions.” The.

party spent six months and a-half, on the ice, and passed 85
days without seeing the sun, sheltered during a good portion
of the time in snow-huts built in Esquimaux fashion, on the
ice, and subsisting largely on seals and a Polar bear which
they shot. A small lamp, fed by seal oil, supplied the only
means of cooking or rather warming their food. At starting,
they had only & few bags of bread and cases of pemmican on
the ice with them, but they had ammunition and guns. Borne
South on the Arctic current, they were repeatedly driven from
the floes on which they found refu e by their sudden breaking
up, and had several narrow escapes in this way from destruc-
tion. Fortunately they had with them a boat in which they
were able to escape when the floe was broken up under them.
At one time they were reduced to the last extremity by hunger,
having only ten biscuits remaining; when a Polar bear came
within range and the Esquimaux shot him. His flesh sue-
tained them many days. One of our scaling steamers called
the Tigress, out on her second trip in pursuit of seals, fell in
with them as already described, and brought them into St.
John's.

The account they give is that they are part of the crew of
the Polaris, of the United States Polar Expedition, under
command of Captain Hall. They left New York in the end
of June 1871. Congress appropriated $50,000 for the expenses,
but no naval officer accompanied the expedition. Dr. Bessels
a naturalist and doctor of medicine, who was in the German
expedition, in 1869, was placed in charge of the scientific
department ; and Captain Buddington,a New London whaling
Captain, was .ice-master. Mr. Morton, of Dr. Kane's exnedi-
tion, was one of the crew. The Polaris touched at 8t. John's,
N. F., for a few days ; then reached Disco in Greenland, and
took her departure for the Polar regions from Tossuc, the most
Northern port of Southern Greenland, on the 24th August
1871. She had the most extraordinary run of luck of any
Arctic exploring ship. She ran through the dreaded Melville
Bay w thout difficulty, up Bmith’s Sound and Kennedy Chan-
nel without meeting any scrious obstructions from the ice ;
passed Cape Constitution, where Morton stood when he sup-
posed he saw the upen Polar Sex ; and found herself croesing
the mouth of a large bay, 85 miles wide, This Captain Hall
afterwards named Polaris Bay, and in it he determined to
winter. This bay narrowed at length to a channel 25 miles
in width, up which the Polaris steamed, and at its termination
Capt. Hall found the land on the Greenland side, trending
eastward, and a bay or sound opening in that direction, and
Grinnel Land, on the American side could be seen to latitude
83° or within 420 miles of the Pole. No ship ever before
reached such a high latitude. But at this point Capt. Hall
stopped, being in latitude 82° 16, although the ice did not
compel him to turn back ; and thus he lost the rare chance of
reaching the Po'e, which no:ne may bave again for a genera-
tion to come. He returned through Robeson’s Chanuel, and
found a harbor in Polaris Bay, which he named ¢ Thank-God
Harbour,” and in which he wintered. After a fatiguiog sledge
journey in October, Capt. Hall was taken ill and died on
November 8, 1871,

The Polaris remained frozen in during the winter of 1871-
72, in latitude 81° 35, the highest latitude in which any
white men hald ever wintered, being nearly three degrees
further North than Kane's party in 1854. They were 135 days
without seeing the sun. The lowest degree of cold experienced
was 58° below zero, and this but for & short time. Musk
oxen were found here in abundance, and before the Arctic
night set in, twenty-five of them were shot. These creatures
are about the size of & small cow, and are covered with long
shaggy hair. They emit & musky odour—hence their name.
They subsist during winter on a kind of ground-willow which
is very nutritious, Some birds were seen,and a kind of rabbit
was plentiful.

In the month of June, an att»mpt was made to penctrate
to the northward by boats, but was unsuccessful. Capt. Bud-
dington, who was now in command of the expedition, deter-
mined on returning home, the ship being in a leaky condition.
When in latitude 80 © she was caught in the ice and drifted
South till October 15. On that day during a violent gale
and snow-storm, the vessel was in great danger of being
crushed in the ice. Capt. Buddington then ordered the stores
to be removed to the ice, fearing the worst might happen.
The Esquimaux women and children were also placed on the
ice for safsty. A portion of the stores had been remove |, and
while some of the crew were engaged on the ice in hauling
them back, the portion of the floe to which the vessel was
moored suddenly broke off and the Polaris was driven away
before the wind, just a8 night was closing in. Next day those
left on the ice saw the Polaris under steam and wero in hopes
of being rescued, when, owing probably to the movement of
the ice, she suddenly passed in between Northumberland Is.
land and the main land, and the unfortunates on the ice saw
her no more. The floe on which they were, moved off rapidly
to the South; all their efforts to escape to land in the boat
wkich fortunately they had on the ice, proved unavailing, an
their terrible ice-voyage of 2,000 miles had begun.

]\";V“ probable the Polaris wintered, in 1872-73, somewhere
in Whale Sound, at-the entrance of which is Northumberland
Island, where she was last seen. There were ample stores on
board and the probability is that she will be rel-ased from the
ice before July, and will be able to make her way homeward.

The results of her voyage are important. Capt. Hall’s dis-
coveries have exploded Kane’s and Hayes' theory of an open
Polar Sea at Cape Constitution, snd have proved that even at

PRICES IN THE GOUD OLD DAYS.,

We are all =0 proud of the age we live in, that & man who
is bold enongh o come forward as laud wer temparis neti statids
s very fair chance of heing lauabed at for his pains. But
with the ahmost universal wail abaut the terribly high prices
we have to pav for the bare pecessaries of life, we may be
excusd for thinkiog that A retern to the good old times
would be by nowesns unwelcou, provided always the goomd
old cost of living returned likewise,  Let us suppose, for in-
stance, that the latter part of the fifteenth century came back
to o5, what a hixury it would be 1o be able to buy necessaries
at the prices then paid. Woat these were, and & pretty
gineral insight into the then style and cost of living, may be
catbiered fromt w houschold book of an Earl of Northutnber-
land, who Hved in the reign of Heusy VIIL The family con-
sisted of 160 persons, fnclading servanta | and as 57 stmogers
were reckotied on every day, pravision was made for 223 per-
swotis, The whede annual ex pense allowed by the carl amounted
o £ 174 84, af which £796 1is, 2d. was for meat, drink,
and Gring—the cost of these Hems for cach person being
nekoned at twopence halfpeuny per day.  If a servant were
absent une day, his twes< was struck off. I he went on the
eatl’s business, he was allowed ws board wages elgbipence a
day in witter amd Bvepence jon summer, while if be stayed in
any place he was allowed twopence a day bestdes the keep of
his hotse.  The allowaucs of wheat was one gquarter per
month , of malt, 250 quarters foe the year, vieldiog 500 hhd,|
or abont & bottle and a thitrd of beer for vach person per day.
Dae hundred and nine fat beeves were bought at Allhaiiow-
tde, ald twenty<four beun beeves, the latter being put oto
the pastures W feed; “o ma to serve from Midsummer to
Michavimas, when the family ate fresh beef, salt beef ing
the order of the day during the other nine months., Asa
pasoning to this beef 160 gatlons of mustard appoar to have
been requited.

Judice suffered, 100; complaints against functionaries, 100;
abuse, 80; menaces of death, 20. The insults are of the most
vulgar kind. Many are signed “ A Radical Republican,” or ¢« An
‘ex-Federate.”

A lndicrous incident occurred as the Prince of Wales, Prince
Arthur, amd the Crown Prince of Denmark left the restaurant at
Vienna, where a banquet had heen given to the British work-
men. Inspector Hagen, of Scotlandyard, who 18 for the present
employed in attendance upon the suite of the Prince of Wales,
was arrested and conveyed to prison by the Austrian police, for
pressing too closely upon their Royal Highnesses’ footsteps. A
few minutes, however, served to have matters explained, and
to bring about the zealous officer’s release.

A most singular banquet has just taken place in Parir where

and of an ass a victim to hydrophobia. 8o long as meat is not
decomposed, disease does not matter; the cooking, the fire
purifies all. Thedirector of the Zoological Gardens corroborates
this theory from personal experiments on the condemned
meat sent to feed the animals. The meat question is thus on
the road to an unexpected solution. Like venlson, a chop and
& steak will be primest when “ high.”

The rage for international exhibitions has reached even to
Chill, and that progressive State has devoted $225,000 for the
building of an edifice in Valparaiso for the first industriai fair,
probably, which has ever been proposed in South America. The
time is set for 1875, giving ample opportunity for the collection
of the treasures, which, in the shape of raw material of every
description, exist in profusion in that country. If there ever
was a land that deserved development as well as needed it, it is
South America, and it is to be hoped that the proposed exhibi-
tion will have the effect of Infusing a new spirit into her lazy,
lethargic inhabitants,

A peculiarly Sibertan story is reported from the southern
shores of Lake Baikal, In that pleasing neighbourhood a spa-
clous monastery was erected not long ago, the monks being
destined to devote their leisure hours to the conversion of the
Mongols thereabout. This being accounted a com paratively
easy task by the eenvicts and exiles in the province, a good
many offered to take the vow, on condition of having their term
of punishment remitted. In consideration of the religious ob-
Ject, thelr prayer, it appears, was granted. To cuta long story
short, the new monks were no sooner instalted than they began
forging paper money, an enormous quantity of which they are
sald to have manufactured under cover of the cowl. At last the
matter oozed out. Prompt action being necessary, and the ven-
erable inmates being all men of tried nerve, they immediately
burnt the convent and took to their heels.

The limit of absurdity has been reached in the public ap-
pearance in a Manchester pulpit of not the wisest, the holiest,
or the most eloguent, but the smallest of divines. The Rev. T.
Noble,” sald the advertisements of Baturday, the supposed
smallest preacher in the world, will to-morrow preach at the
Mission Hall, Grosvenor street.” The managers of the Mission
Hall made thoughtful preparations for him. A temporary plat-
form, raised some 18 inches above the pulpit door, afforded a
full view of the chair and table from which he was to conduct
his ministrations., The Manchester Guardian says :—¢ One can
have no delicacy in dwelling on the personal appearance of the
Rev. T. Noble, as he had himself made 1t the subject of remark.
His head was that ofour average humanity, but as for his body—
well, his sacerdotal frockcoat and ¢ continuations,’ taken to-
gether, might have sufficed to make a sleeve waistcoat for an
ostler. His preaching seems to have gorresponded.”

If two bells mean one o'clock, why not have twenty-four
bells for twelve o’clock 2—boy’s question. Is this ship Clyde
bullt 7—banker's question. Do you like baked apples *—French
bonne's guestion. How much is a dollar in sterling ?—very
general question. Do dogfish bark ?—little boy’s inquiry.
Would this ship run over a whale ?—little boy’s inquiry. Are

you a church rpember ?—mirsionary question. [s the captain

married ?—lady’s-maid’s question. When do the Mother Carey's
chickens sleep ?—old lady’s question., How deep is the water
here *—dyspeptic’'s question.” The ocean traveller is also as-
sured that although the captain may be very powerful, he can-
not prevent the ship from rolliing and pitching, and it is unjust
to blame him when the dishes slide into one’s lap.

The gpbmamon council of Milan have fixed the annual donation
to La Scala at 175,000 lire, which, together with perquisites of
the adjoining Casioro, gave the new smpressario 275,000 lire, or
$55,000, to begin business with for the coming season.

The Itallan actor, Tommaso Salvini, has finally closed a
positive engagement with Maurice Grau, for the presentation of
one hundred performances throughout the United States. The
engagement includes a full dramatic company selected by 8al-
vini himself. The first performance of the serles will be given
in New York about the middle of September.

Parepa set the Egyptians all agog at Cairo recently by singing
8 Greek song. There was to be a concert in half a dozen
languages, and the Greek basso took sick; and Parepa, though
knowing nothing of the language, mastered it sufficiently in
twelve hours to give the song so well that the public ¢ nearly
went mad over her,”—and there is a good deal of Parepa to get
mad over,

Madame Ristori is expected in England at an early period of
the present season. Madame Ristori brings with her a new
drama, written for her by the author of « Elisabetta Regina
d’Inghilterra,” a play in which she produced a profound impres-
sion. The name of the new drama is « Marie Antoinette,” and
it 1s sald that her impersonation of the unfortunate queen is
surpassingly beyond even her former efforts,

In a recent sale by Messrs. Puttick & Simpson, of Lelcester
Square, London, the copyright of Hatton’s well-known song,
“8imon the Cellarer,” produced the large sum of £409, the pur-
chaser being Mr. J. Williams, of Cheapside. Also in the same
sale there occurred the following popular part songs by R. L.
Pearsall, for which high prices were obtained :—. ‘Who shall
Win my Lady Fair ?” £85 10s.; «O who will o’er the Downs 8o
free ?” £396; and « The Hardy Norseman,” £344, all of which
were bought by Messrs., Novello, Ewer, & Co., of Berners
Street.

The opera has had a great success in Paris lately with
Guiraud’s new ballet, with the title of « Gretna Green,” There
is especially a waltz, a fantastic fairy representation of the
game, which is charming. The dresses of one group of Lancers
in the ballet have a Scotch character, and the tartans are very
prettily brought in, A week or two ago, « Mignon " was sung
for the three hundredth time by Mile. Galli-Marié, a circum-
stance worthy of note in lyrical records; and in honeur of the
occasion M. Ambroise Thomas presented her with a necklace
in pearls and garnets, of very exquisite workmanship of a
century ago.

A curious exhibition has been opened in Paris, the exhibition
of works refused at the Salqn. Artists have been crying out,
and hence this exposition des refusés. It is held in the Rue
Laffitte, the entrance being a franc, and half that sum on
Sundays and Thursdays. As the jury of the Salon have been
more severe this year than usual, the refusés may be worth ex—
amining. At the Salon proper there are two free days a week,
Thursday and Sunday. It Is, by the way, Just two hundred
years since the first Salon opened, under Louis XIV,, in the
Galerle d’Apollon of the L.ouvre. There were two in his time,
and four-and-twenty during Louls XV.’s reign, many of which
were held in other localities ; indeed, the exhibition was not held
again in the Louvre until a century later. The Salon was finally
settled in the Palals des Champs Elysées, and has been annual
since 1863.

A great Moliére festival has been prepared for this month by
the manager of the Paris Gaité. It is to be held at the Théatre
Itallen, and is to last a week. On the first day, the 12th, a
lecture by Francisque Sarcey, and inauguration in the Joyer of
the theatre of a collection of objects belonging to the great play-
writer—more than forty of his portraits, many of his letters
and manuscripts, his famous arm-chair, &c.; the first reading
of a prize poem in honour of Molidre, and the representation of
the « Fourberies de Scapin.” On the second day, Tuesday, the
“ Etourdi ” and a lecture on Molidre’s family and cbildhood. On
Wednesday, the ¢ Dépit Amoureux,” and a lecture on the
Journeys the dramatist undertook. On Thursday, the « Misan-
thrope ” and a lecture on the love passages in Moliére’s life. On
Friday, « Tartuffe,” and a lecture on the Tartuffe controversy.
On Saturday, the «“ Femmes Savantes ” and a lecture on
Moliére’s portraits. Finally, a grand musical and dramatic
festival on Sunday and Monday. All this takes place in the
daytime; every evening a new plece, entitled, «La Mort de
Moliere,” will be performed. ' '

Anthony Trollope is writing another novel, dealing chiefly
with elerical characters such as we had in the well-known
“ Barset series” of his works, .

The Father of his Country is again the subject of honor, the
University of Oxford having selected The Prince of Wales af the
grave of Washington as the Newdegate poem.

Mr. Martin F. Tupper, author of ¢« Proverbial Philosophy,” is
announced to give a series of readings from his own works, at
Clifton and other towns. Pity the poor Cliftonians !

The Rev. J. O’'Hanlan is preparing for publication a book
called the ¢ Lives of the Irish Saints,” with many hundred
wood engravings of old Irish churches, which is expected to
throw much light on lIrish Christian antiquities.

The rebuilding of Warwick Castle is going on most satisfac-
torily. Many of the ancient suits of armour injured by the fire
have been wonderfully restored, among them being one which
belonged to the Duke of Montrose, and the suit in which Lord
Brooke received his death-blow at the siege of Lichfield.

The copyright of Keble’s ¢« Christian Year,” which, published
originally in 1826, for years brought the author a royalty of
more than £800 per annum, has just expired, and it is therefore
to be expected that scores of new and, perhaps, cheap editions
will deluge the market, as the work has not yet lost its popu-
larity.

The only portrait, we belleve, for which Mr. Mill ever sat,
was one upon which Mr. Watts has lately been engaged. The
work was so nearly finished when Mr, Mill left England that
Mr. Watts considered but one more sitting would be requisite.
He has now undertaken to complete the picture, which will be
engraved.

Messrs. Longmans have in preparation a number of volumes
called « Epochs in History,” under which title a number of
writers will contribute chapters on the history of England and
of Eurepe at various times since the Christian era; these will
be edited by Mr. Edward E. Morris, the head master of the
Bedfordshire Mliddle Class Public School.

Mr. Holman Hunt, has, the Archilect says, received 10,000 gui-
neas for hix painting, « The Shadow of Death.” This sum of
course Includes the copyright for the engraving and the privilege
of exhibiting the painting. For a small replica the artist is to
receive 1000 guineas. Her Majesty has commissioned Mr. Hunt
to paint for her a copy of the head of our Lord.

“ George Eliot,” as anovelst, is placed by the British Quarterly
above Sir Walter Scott. «She paints with Miss Austen’s uner-
ring humor and accuracy, and with Sir Walter's masculine
breadth.” 1f the popular judgment is to be gathered from the
number of intelligent readers of a novel, Middlemarch must be
reckoned one of the most remarkable fictions of the present
century. ’

The early and unedited correspondence of the great poet La-
martine will shortly be published. From a letter written by
Lamartine to M. Aymon de Virien, dated September 1st, 1800,
we may expect that the collection will give us a most interest-
ing insight into the juvenile mind of the poet, his aspirations,
allings, wants, joys, and les pelites miséres in which he began,
and alas! also ended his life.

Mr. Browning has dedicated his new poem Red Cofton Night
Cap Country; or, Twf and Tower, to Miss Thackerny, who is
given in most of her works todescribe Normandy. This region
Mr. Browning speaks of as being called

¢ By one siow, hither stretching, fast
Subsiding into slumber sort of name
Symbolic of the place and people too,

White Cotton Nightcap Country.”

We are enabled to intimate, says the Court Juurnal, that Mr.
Mill has left a full autoblography, with directions that 1t sahall
be published without delay. He has also lefttreatises on « Na-
ture,” «Theism,” and the «Utility ot Religion,” the first of
which was to have been published in the present year. Ar-
rangements will now be made for their speedy appearance.
The last production of his pen was a tract for the Land Teuure
Reform Assoclation, which will be placed in the hands of the
committee for immediate publication,

Gustave Daré, the author of more book illustrations than any
man living, except George Cruikshank, wants to take a voyage
round the world, in a sailing vessel, sketching as he goes, But
he is so horribly the victim of sea sickness that he cannot gO.
He wants to see all that I8 grand in North America, and would,
it 18 said, sail for New York to-morrow but for the horror of
the passage. He has grown old in the past three years, and
suffers from depression of spirits, which his income of 100,000
francs a year from his sketches does not subdune.

A very curious and interesting paper will appear in the June
number of the Fortnightly, showing that the art of photography
was discovered and practised with success in London 100 Yyears
ago, but was suppressed at the instance of the Government,
who feared that if it became known it would be employed by
forgers and counterfeiters of bank-notes, The writer of the
article tells his story well, and backs up his statements by proof
that seem conclusive; among them the existence of photographg
taken 100 years ago, and now in the South Kensington Museum .

Considerable interest has been excited in Northern Europe
by the announcement that the collection of antiquities, paint-
ings, &c., at Ulryksdal, near Stock holm, the summer residence
of the late King Charles XV, of Sweden, i3 to be sold by public
auction. Charles XV, was not only a poet and a musician, but
also a painter and an art connolsseur, and he collected during
his lifetime a great number of.art treasures, most of which he
presented to the national museum which he founded a$ Stock-
holm. The remainder he left to his heirs, the principal of
whom is his only daughter, the wife of the Crown Prince of
Denmark, and she has now directed the collection to be sold in
order to distribute the proceeds in accordance with his will. The
first day of the sale was the 16th instant, iImmediately after the
coronation of King Oscar, which was expected to attract a great
number of visitors to the capital. The collection was sold in
700 lots.

THE PORTRAIT AT CLERMONT

The 8tory of a French Canadian Manor.

Yesterday, whilst engaged in clearing the
drawers of my secretary of a quantity of pa-
pers which bad been accumulating there for
years, I cami across a small package which
immediately brought to my mind some re-
miniscences of & visit which I made, & long
while ago, to an old friend who had st that
time a charming residence within a few miles
of ‘the ancient capital® of Canada. 'This
package contained the unotes of the history of
the Mavor of Clermont—the: name of my host's
Seigneurie—and when I had read them over [
decided to give them to the public in a brief,
narrative form.

The reader will see that my visit tothe fine
doinain of Clermout must have occurred many
years ago, when I state that it was previous to
the legislation which ended in the repeal of
the Seigneurial tenure, which was s0 long
preserved intact and served to remind the
prople of the duys when they were the sub-
jects of Old Frapce. I have, however, still
perfectly in my mind's cye the beanty of the
country through which 1 passed on that plea-
sant summer day which 1 had chosen for my
lang-promised visit to M. de Villerai, the Sci-
goeur of Clermont.  The neat villas embower-
ed in foliage, the spires rising in the wmidst of
their clustering cottages, the chime of the
bells ever mingling with the somg of the ha-
bitans in the fields, the sparkling waters of
the 8t, Lawrence, the walls of the old capital
towering iu the distance like some ol keep
on the Rhine or Danube, the placid but tor-
tuous Nt, Charles, the « Cibir Coubatr™ of
ancient times—these are among the remiois-
vences of the charming scenery which atir.cts
the tourist as he travels through the country
surrounding Quebee. It was nearly supset
before I came t the long avenune of maples
and beech avd other native trees, which led to
the manv -bouse of Clermont, which was
built on a beautifully wooded knoll, sloping
gradually in a well-kept lawn to the brink of
a little river which finds its way at last, after
many an eriatic curve, into the magestic St.
Lawrence.  The house itself was somewhat
unique in aspearance on account of the large
additions which had been very recently mede
to the somewhat irregular, but massive, build-
ing which had been the only residence of the
family in the course of the previous century.
A veranda ran across the front; and was at
this time covered with a laxuriant growth of
giape-vios, while a large conservatory con-
taining a rich collection of tropical dowers
and shrubs joined the south-west side of the
manor, A fin: kootef young elms ciubowered
the other end of the bous-, but the front
whick was opposite to the river was pearly
all green turf, only relieved in places by beds
of mignounette, roses, aund other familiar
tlowers.

Both ladies greeted me
very cordially, and in a few minutes I felt per-

Cgleep whilst it was before me, I rose for the
purpese of turning it, but 1 was surprised 10
find that, by some strange freak of the artisg,
the canvass was firmly fixed to the wall, and
what 1 imagined was the frame, was only a
device of the painter to deceive the eye. So
I rovered the portrait carefnlly with my hand-
kerchicd, and then suceeeded in dropping off
to sleep.

How lonz I had been asleep, I can never
recollvet, but I can assuredly say that awoke
10 a ceriain degree of consciousness some time
in the course of the night.

wisty, almost impalpable figure—passing
across the room towards me, My eyew follow-
ed it, and az it drew close, I saw ax plainly
as I sew the sun on a bright rummer morn, the
face of the portrait, with the same expression
of grief jotensified, and her hands tightly
clenched on her fair bosom as if &he were in
expressible pain,

More I eannot remember, for the face slowly
fuded-into the air in the distance, and as |
rose half-upright by a powerful exertion of
my will | saw nothing except a fulntgleam of
moonlight struggling through the green vene-
tiang, Then, exhansted by the menital strug-
gle throueh which I had passed in the courge
of a very few seconds, I fell back on my pil-

low and was immedintely buried in a heavy
sleep.

Next morning when T rose; the sun was
streaming into my room, nud the air was alive
with the hum of insects and the twittering of
the robivs, ns they ditted joyfully among the
maples, and seemed tame enough to invade
wy chamber.  When [ was dressed 1 removed
the covering from the portmit, and though
the impression it made was not ax vivid now
in the brightness of morning as it had been
in the silence and gloom of the previous
night, yet the expression of the eyes struck
me as forcibly as ever,

It is probable my attention sometimes
wandered during the breakiast, for there were
moments when the portrait came vividly be-
fore me. At all events Miss de Villerai said:
