The tieat cavity contains the Jungs invested by
the pleurs amd the pericardiaom with the hoart enclosed., The
abdomen contains the liver, stomach, intestines, spleen, call
bisdder, &0 Thoaeh the pressure of the corset extemls over
a considernbie partion of theae two cavities, the sreatest re-
striction i exerted on the waist sroper, or on the meridian of
the trnk drvawn throurh o point halt way between the hip
and lowest rib, beneath which we find the stomach, a pare of
the richt Jobe of the liver, & povtion of the lesser intestines,
and to g small extent the pericardinm or heart bag., The first
result of the pressuce is the lessening of the capacity of the
stomnch awd @ consegnent decreased desire for food and, as «
resnlt, insutficieut noarizhment and the fashionable weikness
found with ladies of great tenuity of dgnre,  The expansion

1 feel inclined to dispute this: but even suppose
that soma portion of the decliving desire tor fored be placed to
thiz nevount, there can be no doubt the main eanse is the
fessening of the capacity of the stomach,  This may be proved
by the tuet that the desice to eat is tmmediately decreased by
tighely lacing the corset or wearing a belt deawn very tight
around the waist,  Oue hnnters of the Novih-West are aware
ot this, and when the dinner hone approaches withoat the
chanee of a dinner, they tighton o their belts o point or two,
and st with soeater case il supper.

Ladies have the remedy against the
gronter evils iu o their own hands, Lot the measare of the
chext be taken at its full inflation and the sive around the
abdomen, over the hips, when faicly expanded, and these
wmensarements being observed, considerable  pressuve may he
exevted at the waist propsr with o minimam of evil,

It i 0 hopeless task to persinle ladies to abamdon their
eorsets altogether, A8 lomg as ngmall waiat is admired—and,
uotwithstanding wsthetiv esdays on clasaie heauty of contour,
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a small waist i# admired—any evila will be submitted to to
produce the desired delicacy of form. ~ Under such circum-
stances it is the duty of the medical man and the physiclogist
to show how the denired end van be necomplished with the
frast amount of injury to health,and thiz can be accomplished
by properly fitting correts, which shall only confine the waist,

THE VIENNA EXHIRITION.

Seattered about the patk whieh surroandds the Vienna Indus-
trial Padace are a numisnr of restaurants, cafi's, beer and wine
suloans, which are 2ot np in stvles and tashiona professing to
represcnt the majonty of Earopean natiosalities.  Calike the
establisthiments off i similae chatacter st the Paris exnibition of
1867, they rarcly seck todelude their gavsts with any so-called
uational dishes or vondiments peculiar to the vonntry w which
they claim o be atilint=d, To compensate in a measore for
this shortcominyg the proprietirs of these establishioents make
a point of dressing ap their servants in pictiuresque attire—for
instance, as Rassian monjiks, Hungarian Masyars, Styrian
chamots hunters, or Alsatian demoiselles, thongh some of
them are born Vientiese,  Singularly enongh, the visitors are
aqnite rewwly] fu general, to enter into this deception, as they
take especial delighit in being served with the conventional
sschniteel,” or the habitual glass of beer, by these buxom
damsels, in gay-coloured, if rather short, petticoats, neatly-
rtting boots, elaborate head-gear, and a liberal display of
cheap jewellery, the majority of whom have, inall probability,
never once set foot in the countries to which they are supposed
to belong, In the case of the ocvupantsof the variots strange-
looking houses, cottages, and huts which have been con-
structed and furnisiicd atter precise models, awd chiefly by
the Tmperial Govermnent itself, the system is very different.

THK SUPPLIANTS.

The incident of Spanish history depicted by Mr. Long in
his painting exhibited last year at the Royal Avademy is
guzested by the treatise of Dr. Sancho do Moneada, Professor
of Theology inthe University of Toledo about two hundred
and fifty years sgo, upon the expulsion. of the gipsies from
that kingdom. The learned and orthodox professor, whose
treatice on thix subject fortus part of a series of letters ad.
dressed - by Lim to King Philip T, upon the forms and
administrative measives to be preferred for the restoration of

the Commonwealth to its former prosperity, has no pity for
those objects of an inhuman persecution.  He denounces the
poor gipsies as the most pernicions enemies of a Christian
State, much worse than the Moors, of whom more than halfa
million were driven into exile during this King's reign, He
recites the wise laws, as he esteems them, which were enacted
in the preceding century by the Emperor Charles V. and King
Philip I1.,, condemning thege vagabond people to be seized,
wherever they appeared in Spain, und consigned to slavery
for life, at the dispoxal of any loyal Spaniard who chose o
arrest and bind them. But, inthe opinion of Dr. Sancho,
they ought all to b immediately put to death, for which ke
propoiiuds five excellent reasens © first, brcause they are spies
and traitors ; secondly, because they ate idle, wandering about
the country; thirdly, because they are thieves; fourthly
because they ure enchanters ; but fifthly, and this, he says, is
 the most urgent reason,” because they are reputed heretics,
who by the law of Spaiu ought not to live. The repeated
instances of less severe procedure agiinat this e¢ver ipcor-
rigible” race of strangers, in the Dominioas of Hix Most
Catholic Majesty, arc referred to by Moncada with entire
approval ; but he exborts the King to cut them off with a
more nnsparing hand.  What his Majesty hath righteously
done w the Moriscos let him do also to the Gitanos—men,
women, and vhildren—suffering none such to exist within the
realm. This is the tenor of Dr. Sancho de Monreada’s publi-
cation, dated 16519, which is quoted by Mr. Long in the
Acadumy catalogue; but we do not tind, in Moncada’s uucon-
sciols testimony to the cruel bigotry of his age, any particu-
lars of the interview of a party of supplirnt gipsice with a
Prince disposed to clemency, a Prelate insisting upon rigorous
exvention of the law, snd an amiable Princess coming behind
her husband to intercede for the destitate femilies of the
oppressed race, These are manifestly the chief actors in M.
Long's dramatic picture, which commands our attention both
for the interest of its subject aud the animated expression of
its figures. The old man who kneels foremost of the gipsy
traiu has a pair of shears and other implements of his trade
from which he scerus to be a worker in fili-
The Spanish wipsivs were not all mere idle vagabonds,
as Dr. »ancho would have us believe, but were often the
skilful craftsmen of arts unknown to ordinary folk. Guorge
Eliot's fin- romantic and dramatic poem, # The Spanish Gipsy,”
may be read with advantage in the light of Mr. Long's fine
work of pictorial art.

THE BEAVER IN NEWFOUNDLAND.

( By s Newroundland Corr speondent,)

I ne part of Britsh North Awmerica are beavers raore abnn.
dant than in Newieondlaud,  Fully one third of the surface
of the Island ix occupied by ponds: aud in the great basin of
the interior, these lakelets, with the brooks which run into
thew, ate lansely inhabited by beav In many places they
bave pever been disturbed, as the interior is «till, to a great
extent, a ferre dncugnita ; but a number of Mic-Mac lndians,
frore Nova Scotia, have long been in the habit of visiting New-
toundland annually for the purposs of hunting and trapping
bewvers. These Indians have their regular hunting grounds,
and along these tracks beavers are now becoming scarce ; but
o the solitudes of the interior, yet uninvaded by the white or
i~d man, they are still plentiful, the brooks and lakes being
their Lannts,

The favourite food of the beaver ix the bark of the birch
tree and the dwarf willow.  They also subsist on what the In-
dians eall © beaver root,” being the large roots of the white
water My, which they detach in pieces from amongst the
mud, at the boitom of the ponds. To obtain their food they
ent down the birch trees by cnawing through the trun K3,
abaut two or threv feet above the ground, and thns causing
them to fall. ‘I'rees, fifteen ioches in diameter, are often
vrought down in this way, and when felled, the branches are
soawed o, aud the whole divided into portable lengths.

The sagacity of the beavers, as dizplayed in the construc-
tion of their houses and dams, has long been the subject of
admimtion. In this island their house~ are built of water.
logged sticks, placed horizontally in the water.  They have
nlways two or more eotrances, and a small chamber with a
little grass for the beaver to lfe on.  The top of the house is
constrileted very thivk, to guard against attscks by animals,
Mud and roots are itsed 1o make the house solid ; but no mud
15 seen Trom the ontside, as the top is covered with loose
sticks Ieft there by the beaver after taking the bark off. The
summer houses are generally abont fonr feet in height, and
abont #ix in diameter on the ontside ; but the winter houses
here are of much larger dimensions.  Some of these are found
apout the Jakes of the interior, twelve, ur even fourteen, feet
m dismeter, (outside measurement) and at least six or seven
feet Bigh,  The inside dismeter is probably not more than five
or 2ix feet, vo xolid are the walls and roof, although no mud ir
visible from the outside. The large houses often hold from
«izht to twelve, or even, though rarely, sixtecn beavers, Their
<umiee houses are not only smaller than the winter abodes,
but more slightly built,  They are generally situated near the
mouth of the brook. as the food of the beavers during the
summer months consists, in a grest measure, of the stems and
roots of the pond lily, or beaver root.  In thefall of the year,
the beavers generally migrate up stream to a more favourable
situation for procuring a supply of winter food ; and as soon
an the house is retmilt or repaired, these industrious animals
are very assiduour in cutting down small birch and willow,
on the bark of wiisch they subsist in winter,  Although birch
trees as largs #s A man’s thigh are frequently cut down, the
beavers appear only to make use of the smaller branches,
which are cut into snitable lengihs and carried to the house,
around whicl they are sunk by means of mud or stones, to he
used us foord after the brook is frozen over,  Until this takes
place the beavers feed on the land, or on browse, collected on
the top of the house, - Every house appeiars to have two pus-
sages from the: extrior to the interior, which our settlers call
sangles”  While the winter house is building, the beavers
frequently tive in a deep hole in the bank,—this domicile

protem, is called a @ hovel”  When completed, the house has
two flats . —the bottom one i on a Jevel with the water; the
top one is used to sleep in, and has cormmunication with the
water thivough tie bottow.  The top one has also direct com-
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munication with the land, The chicf entranceof the winter
house is about three feet under the surface of the water in the
lake. 1f placed nearer the surface than this, it would be
frosen up from the outside, during the soverity of the winter,
ntd 8 stop put to ingress and egress into aud out of the Iake,
Tu summer the beavers can travel np and down the brooks,
swim round the lake, go iuto the woods in search of food, and
return to their houses to rest.  ln winter, on the other hand,
the whele surface of the country, Jand and water, being sealed
under ice and snow, instinet teaches these animals to collect
a supply of food in an accessible spot, underneath the water.
It is easierfor them, as no doubt they reason, to build a house
close ta where # winter-stock of food is to be procured, than

3 ed the summor, argiind
which much of the food has probably bevn cousmmed, A .
ily, which consists generally of two old, and two, three or four
voung, will commence early in September to build & house for
the winter, and  soon after to collect s stosk of  provisions.
They felf tree after tree, by guawing the trunks: then divide
the branches into portable pieces, carey them oue by ane to
the margin of the lake, swim with them to near the front en-
trance, then dive and deposit themat the bottom, I the piece
is inclined to Roat, they stick one end in the mud and even
lay stones upon it. In October and November, by the time
the lakes are frozen over, and suow covers the grouad, the
house is completed, and the winter’s stock of birch wood,
with the bark on, is placed around the entrance,  The beavers
are now “at home,” and their winter entertainments com-
menece.  Jun their snug retitement they have but to dive
through so the bottom of the lake and bring up s dinner of
birch. When one picce is steipped of the bark they carey it
out and bring in another, Thas the winter is spent, sid when
ihe tee disappears in the spring, hundreds of pieces of wood,
stripped of  the bark, may be seen thating near the winter
house,

Me. Hearne, vite of the most acute observers of the habits of
the beaver, remarks that it is a great piece of policy in these
animals to cover the ontside of their houses cvery fall with
fresh mud, and as late ax possible in the autumn, even when
the frost becomes pretty severe, as by this means it soon
freczes as hard as stone, and prevents their common enemy,
the wolverine, {rom disturbing them during the winter | and
as they are frequently scen to walk over their work, and
sumetimes to give it a flap with their il particalarly when
plunging into the water, this has, without doubt, given rise
to the vulgar opinion that they used their tails as 4 trowel,
with which they plaster their houses: whereas that fspping
of the tail iz no mory than & custom which they always pre-
serve, #ven when they become tame and domestic, and more
particularly =0 when they are startled”

The dams constructed by the beavers are, in some respects,
even more remarkable than their bouses, and seem to discover
at least the rudiments of reason in these wonderful creatnres,
When they fad a brook having their favourite birch trees
zrowing plentifully along its margin, they will constouct a
dam across it =0 a8 to form an srtificial pond, ou the murgin
of which they build their houses.  Or when they fix ou some
cligible site for a house, on the borders of 4 lake, or on an
islaud or rock in the lake, they 2o to work just as an enginser
often does in vonstracting water-works to aupply A town, ami
will dam the natural outlet of the lake, 5o 4« to raise its level
and bring the water more deeply around the site of thei
dwellinz,  When conxtructing a duin across a stream they
wenerally choose 8 beud in the stream, with high and clayey
banks, and commence by felling o lirge tree that will reach
across the water: or they fell o tree on sach =ide of the water,
80 as to meet in the centre. They then foat sticks from six
to four fect loag down to the dum, und lay them horizontally |
filling in the gpaces with roots, tufts of grss, leaves, and clay
or ml,  The branches of the first tree are the perpendicular
supports, almost all the remaining sticks being placed hori-
zontally and crosswise; the action of the water, by bringing
down mud, gravel, or fallen leaves, strengthens the dam by
makine & sloping bank agaiost it and the willow sticks of
which it is composud sending forth their roots and shoots, the
dam in course of time becomes a fixture bound together as
strongly as well conld be. Tler winter doods almost inva.
riably destrov toe upper part of the dam, which is ceconstmeted
afresh v vear,  The snap of the dam is almost always
semicircular, with the crown of the acch down stream, thuos
reversine the order of things: but this seems to be i conse-
quence of the heads of the tirst or principal trees being Hoated
down stream when they are tirst thrown into the water,  Mar-
vellous ingenuity is shown jn making the tree fall in it proper
position. It is not yuncommon to see three or four beavers
piloting & large tree down stream, and when approaching itx
destination, they shove it into the eddies inshore.

It trapping beaver onr settlers nse stroag iron traps, such
as those employed in catching foxes, These traps have a
strong spring at vach end, and are fastened with o chain from
four we six feet long to a pole which is xtuck in the bottom of
the water, a8 far out #s the chain will allow, so that the
henver, when he feels the trap, may run into deep water, and
as he gets tired, the weight of the trap taking him down, he
drowns, A beaver when trapped never tries to get to land,
but makes a dive for the deepest water, and shonld the water
b shallower than four fect, he will, in u short time, amputaie
his foot 5o as to relicve himaseltf,  He always takex hie foot otf
at # joint, and draws the rinews out of his shoulder, instend of
biting them through. . The Mic-Mac Indians huve another
method of taking the beaver.  They remove part of the dam,
and ‘concenl themselves afterwards on the lee side of the
brook, near the house, or pear the dam, until the beavers
come out to repaic the broken dam, when they are casily
shot. Another method is to find out the passages Jending to
the house and effectually stop them by driving stakes into the
mud wt the opening of each, which effectually cuts off the
retreat of the beavers ; the house is then chopped apen at the
top and the inmistes are either shot or knocked on the head
with u tomahiawk .

Tt woulit seem that the bevers, in some instances get to
suspees the desivn of setting teaps, for they have been fre.
ruently known to cause the trap to snap on cloacly pressiog
# short stick on the pan, The following anecdote, however,
sl more strikingly Tllustrates the sagneity of the beaver, It
v related by Robert Brown, Esq, FILGS @ Iy aurenk about
four miles above the month of Queznelle River, in DBritish
Columbia, some winers broke down w dam, o the conrke of
the operation for making n diteh, at the saame time crecting a
wheel o force up the water. Beavers abonaded on this
stream, and found themselves much inconvenionced by these
provesdings. . Accordingly it in safd that in ovder to stop the

i tha house oeeu
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wheel, the beavers placed a stick between the flappery, in such
a way As to stop the revolutions of the wheel.  This wan o
continunlly repeated, night after night, and wax so artfully
performed as to preclude the possibility of its being acciden-
tal.”

In the good old duys of trapping, beaver fur sold for o
guinen a pound.  Then it was not ditlicnlt for some of the few
settlors along our xhores to muke money—however dishonest
the practice. It wax only necessaey to take four or five gal-
lons of rnm, at a dollar a gallon, adulterate it with one-third
water, nd enrry it into the country to the wigwams of the
ludians, who would ladly wxchange the skin of an old beaver,
worth uearly two guineas, for a pint of ¢ firc-water.”  Hap-
piiy the Tndiand are wiser now, nnd bring theic fur to St Jehn's
for sate, thouxgh the price is nota fourth ot what it ence was,
tnstances bave been known of a single Indian taking in oune
season ho less than two hundred weight of benver fur,  As
skins weigh only from ong aud n-half 1o two pounds ench, it
must have taken nearly two hundred beavers to produce this
weipht of fur,

DRYING AND COLOURING NATURAL FLOWERS,

Natural flowers may be beautitully coloured with the aid
of a little liguid nmmnenin—obtainable at any druggist's—and
will rotain their uanatural app arance for two ot theee hoars
To do this, inxett the Gower in the tube of & glass fuunel in
such a4 manner that the rim of the funnel projects an inch
above the tlower, A few drops of ammonin are dropped on
a piate, and the fuaned containing the lower s inverted over
it; in a few minntes the most beaatitul change of colour
takes place,  Nearly all bloe, violet, and  licht carmine
lowers are chamoed to s muagniticent Schweinfort greeu,
Dark earmine red pinks are colonred bluck, the carmine
Howers of Lichnie caronata become dark violet, while sl whit.
Howoers turn sulphur-yellow,  Varicuated tlowers show the
most rtriking changes of colour, the white petals turning yel.
tow, and the red petals on the same towers green. 1 red
fuchsing with white calices are treated with ammonia, the
ealix becomes vellow, nad the red part grecn and blue, After
the cliange of cotour has taken place, put the flowers at onee
into tresh water, aud they will retain their beautiful colonrs
from two to four hours, acconliog to the smount of amnonia
taken up.  Gradually, however, their former colouts return,
the green leaves passing throngh blae to the original colone,
withont wilting,  Lovers of flowers can in this way pro.
duce, as it were by magic, 8 dora which does not exiat in
Nature.

If the ammonia be allowed to act on the tlowers for one or
two honrs, they acquire & permanent dirty chamois coliar,
withont wilting or losing shape, even when dried. Asters,
which have no odour, acquire & sweet aromatic odotir as soon
as saturisted with ammonia.

To give blue, vinlet, or red asters a beantiful red colom | 2o
that they can be dried to be used in winter tfor wrvatha, 1t
has heretofore been customary to immerse them in, or sprinkie
them with, dilute niteie acid, This method did not prodn: -
very prerfect dowers, becatse the wax in the petals of the
Hower preventesd the acid attacking them equally . This pro-
duces areegularity in colonr, and when dry the form of the
flower 15 also irregular, =0 thet many of them are wasted,
being antit tor dse. These disadvantages an: oversome hy
using hydrochinae actd vapours  Any worden box can be
wsnd tor the pirpose. The box should first b provided with
strings on which to hang the nsters, and a plece of gliss 1n-
sertad o opposite sides of the box to wateh the change o
colonr,  Then suspoud the asters by pairs or double paies,
with the stems tied together, and in such A manner that the
Howers baug down.  On the bottom of the box are placed one
or two plutes of ordinary hydrchlorie acid, according to the
slze of the box and number of dowers, and the box is closed.
Sl Howers are evenly coloured tn two honres, Inrzer ones
require four to «ix hours’ exposure to the acid.  Red sad
biue asterd brcome carmine red  without injuty o thelr
form. [t i~ nevessary to examine the box from time o time,
and 0 remove the Howers us soon na the change of cojour s
completed.

After being removed from the box, the Howers are suspended
in a rimilar mnanner in an airy bat shaded room to dry. When
dry, they are preserved ina dark dry place,
