The events which D am abont ts narrate oc-
enrred i that petiod of the history of Canada
kaown as the Heroie Age.

At this period of the carly history of Canada,
(heing the year 1 {2) there janded one moraing
in May, near the site of the awcient village of
Hoelwlagi, a band of fifty men, sent out by one
of the compapies who had interests in the New
Fraw+. [t was comnmanded by Mo De Mauis-
sonenve, a man of noble funily, possessed of an
active and athletie frame amd s spirit brave,
picts and honorsble.  His alijeet was to fonndd
# eolony on the large and fertile Ishad - of
Montreal,

Hs impertant geographicad positien had been
noted by these early settlers, and it was the
desire of forming a station favorable for the m.
ceiving of the printucts ol the chase and the tmdfic
in eousequenies enoted on, which led 1o the
cheicr abwove mentioned,

M. e Madssoncave wis secompanied by the
Suprerior of the Order of Jesuits, and forming in
solemi processinn on the bunkx of the river, the
whals purty Wewbiad their way to the spot which
lied been seleated fer the performance of the
crtemony of naming aud blissing the eits, The
Suln'xinr', dressel 1o his oibeial robes, headed the
procession sund - was accompanieal by M. De
Majssorenve and some of bis clerdeal brethren,
while the ifty eolimists with uncoversd heads
atd serious axpeet slowly followel. The spuot
Viesren for the ceremaony was aslight hitleck, a
short distanee from the viver, which gave the

But whiie in the
midst of these maveiuents, they were surprised
by a stedden chorng of yells, sutlicient to make
the boldest heart leap from it place in sudden
feur,  DBurivg the next fiftesn ininutes orcurred
woseene of the wiblest fury wnd bloodshed,  The
sudden attack aml the fewrtul savige whoops
were sufficient to ke even the most experiene-
ed start inalar, wnd Joxe their presenes of
mind.  Besides this, the disordered condition in
which they were attacked rendered the oppasition
of abold front very diflicult,and for a ronsiderable
time, the fight consisted of a series of hand-to-
buud skirmishes in which the strength of the
colonists seaneely was superior to the agility of
their enemivs. M, Jde Muissonenve fought with
wonderful bravery, and after tremendous efforts,
sueeeeded in getting his men together,atier which
he ondered a retreat, which was elfected in goonl
order. The lroguuis, satisfied for the time with
their sueeess, retreated exunltingly.

The effects of this enconnter were very salut-
ary. No longer was M. De Muissoneuve's bravory
aquestioned 3 huthe was Jowdly pradsed, and hix in-
Am:m't- greatly inereased.

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UNKNOWN. POETRY OF POE.

“The 1845 edition of Poe 8 poems was the last col-
lection published during their anthor’s life-time,
and although many of his early pieces were omit-
ted from it,there does not appear to be any reason
for supposing that he would have objected to the
republication of the remainder, as long as the
were written, and devoid of the ‘‘ improvements”
which some of his comnpositions were subject to
while going *‘ the rounds of the press.” The ap-

arance, moreover, of the following verse, will
g:ve the advantage of confuting one of those
recklees charges made by a follower of Griswold,
that it was ‘“mendacious” of Poe to assert that
he had printed the volume whenoe it is now ex-
tracted.

This—FKdgar Poe’s first book—was printed,
although not published, in Boston in 1827. It
is entitled ‘° Tamerlane, and -other Poems,”
and contains only fort; . The. title-page
is graced by a couplet from Cowper :

Young heads are giddy aud young hearts are warm,
And make mistakes for manhood to reform.

From the preface to the little volume thus
modestly heralded, is learned that its contents
were chiefly written in the years 1821-2, when
the author had not completed his fourteenth
year. * They were not, of course,” he
‘ intended for publication, and why they are
now published concerns no.6ne but himself.”
He deems that *‘the smaller pieces, perhaps,
savor toa much of egotism ; but they were writ-
ten,” he adds, ‘ by one too young to have any
knowledge of the world but from his own
breast.” o

Beside ‘‘Tamerlans,” which occupies jseven-
teen -of this booklet, there are nine ‘.Fuﬁi‘
tive m ;" three of these are reprinted, near
verbatim, in the current colleetions, and another
in a somewhat altered style, res) in the
‘rare edition of 1829. .As even the revised copy
of this poem is almost- unknown to general
readers, the original version of it is_given here.

Details of the slight plot of this poem are
almost needless. T jane, lord of half the
known world, is on his ‘death-bed. Before his
troubled spirit, can pass away he longs to disbur-
den his mind of its weight of woe, and, s_weord-
ingly, sends fora friar, and confesses to him the
story of his life. Now, when the world is at
his feet, he forgets all his projects of empire and

There are few great men. Their actions are
constantly viewed by the mass 6f people through
the medium of distance. The prominent parts
of their character are alone noted, and those
properties which are minute and common to
every one, not being observed, seem to have no
connection with a great character. Whoever
read the private memorials, correspondence, e*c.,
which have become so common in our time,”
demands the sstute lad, ¢ without wondering
that ‘great men’ should act and think ‘so
abominably ?'*’ Returning to *‘ Tamerlane,” the

They are all
more or less strongly tinged with the same cast
of thought which froin first to last distinguished
their author. The verses entitled ‘¢ Evening
Star,” and the lines beginning, *‘ The happiest
day,” are ?erhsps too indicative of the influence
of the boy’s contemporaries, aLd too crude to be
of any remarkable value ; but’ the attention of
Poe’s admirers may be confidently claimed for
the other four, as not only illustrative of his
mental history, but as poems of real worth.

IT has been recently found that the addition
of a small quantity of borax or boric acid to milk pre-
serves it fresh for a considerable time. The requisite
proportion, however, has not yet been ascertained ; but
although boric acid scts as a poison, it is harmless in
small quantities, and alters the taste of the milk but
slightly.

SALICIN i8 not the only remedy which is now
being used in cases of acute rheumatism. Another is
being adopted. Unfortunately, it bears the formidable
{x‘ameol ‘ trimethylamine.” True, it has an alias, but

propylamine " is not much better. This drug is deriv-
ed from herring brine, and the accounts given of its
effect upon the disease in question are very remarkable.

| ATTENTION has been called in the daily papers
to a practice prevalent in some parts of the country,
which apppears to illustrated the power
milk of absorbing atmospheric impurities. Itis that of
placing a sancer of new milk in a larder, to preserve
meat or e from taint. It is said that not only does it
answer that purpose, but that the milk after a few hours
become 50 bad thatno animal will touch it.

ACCORDING to an analysis, water-cress contains:
1. A sulpho-nitrog 1 oil; 2. A Dbitter ex-
tract; 3. Iodine; 4. Iron; 5. Phosphates, water, and
some other salts. As medicine the ‘water cress has been
vaunted for its efficacy in all cases in which the diges-
tive organs are weak, in cachexis, in scurvy, in s-rofyla
and lymphatism ; it has even been prescribed as a cure
for phthisis. The medicinal principies which it contains
&re more or less sbundant according to the culture or
maturity of the plant.

BREAD contains 80 nutritious parts in 100 ;
meal, 34 in 100; French beans, 92 in 100 ; common beans,
89 in 100; peas, 93 in 100 ; lentils, 94 in 100; cabbages
and tarnips, the most aq of all the vegetables com-
pared produce only 8 1b. of solid matter in 100 1b. ; CAar-
rots and spinach produce 14 1lb.in the same quantity ;
whilst 100 1b. of putatoes contain 25 Ib. of dry substance.
Froma g 1 estimate it lts that 1 1b. of good
bread is to 2} 1b. or 3 Ib. of potatoes ; that 75b. of bread
and 30 1b. of meat may be snbstituted for 300 1b. of pota-
toes. The other substances bear the following propor-
tions :-—4 parts of cabbage to 1 of potatoes; 3 parts of
turnips to 1 of potatoes; 2 parts of carrots aud spinach to
1 of potatoes; and about 3 parts of potatoes to 1 of rice,
lentils, beans, French beans, and dry peas.

Before his Con-
gressional terny expired, in 1867, he was clected
Governor of the State, and was re-elected in
1369, His opponent was Senator Tharman,
the maoyt polmlur Demoeratie leader in - Ohio.
On lis retirement from the Cavernor’s chair,
Cieneral Hayes was again elected to Congress. In
1874 he was unanimously nominated for the
third term as Governor,  The Demoeraey nomi-
nated Governor Allen, and threw iute the con-
test the hest talent and effort at their command.
General Hayes canvassed the entire State, mak-
ing speeches in nearly every county, often
aking two or three at as many different s»l:uzes
iuasingle day.  For over two full months he
was kept thns employed. The warmth and
energy of the canvass was sutliciently attested
by the fact that it brought ont the largest vote
by over sixty-three thousand ever cast in Ohio,
The Republicans elected their entire State tieket
aned the Legislature, the majority for General
Hayes heing 5,544,

Congressman. William A, Wheeler, who ha®
reesived  the Republican  nowdnation for  the
Vier-Presideney, is a native of Malone, Frank-
lin Connty, New York, and was born June 3,
1519 He reeeived o common-sehool and aca.

quently  entered the University at Vermont,

{ which ke left in the vear 1842 without graduat-

ing.  He next stwdied Inw, and having been
called 1o the bar, he commeneced the practice of
his profession in his native county with consi-
derable suceess.  He showed marked ability in
his profession, and in a few years was offered
the nomination of Distriet Attorney by the
Democrats of Franklin Connty.  He e prod
the nomination, and was elected. He discharged
the duties of his offier in an able and impartial
manner, and at the expimtion of his term of
office he wasx requested to become o candidate
for the Whig interest.
