as tlie pope, witî twenty-four cardinale. TIcs.
were accesupenied witb torches, cornets, eackbnts,
trumipets, sud other musical instruments, riding
dowuu thec heape te tic sound cf Bow Belle,
over the bridge, tîreugli Seuthwark t,9 Kenuing-
ton Palace. Here tley eugsged tIc ypung Pt-i nce
Richard-son cf Edwsrd the- BtattPrin ce, wîe
was there witi lia mether--in s game cf dice.
The stakes, sys Stew, '«were a boule cf geld, s
cup cf geld, sud s ring cf gold," sud the dice
tbcy '"se Iandlcd that the Prince did alwsyca
winsîe wlien lie cast."

A great persouage lu tIcs. tisues wasthe Lord
cf Mierule. Me wss elccted sud crowned kiug
witl aIl due ceneuieuy, sud be tIen appoiuted
lie own bedy-gnard. TIcs. were dresscd ln
ei'ery description cf faucy costumse, rode hobby-
horae, dragons, &c., were belle, had their pipes
sud tabere, sud duriug bis majcsty's very proper
short reigu, tcok care miarule slieuld indced le
in thc ascendant. Tliey would enter churches
wliile prayere were geiug ou, dance round the
altar «-11k. devillea incarnate ; " sud tbe people
«'they looke, tbey star., tîey laugh, tley fiece
sud usounit upon fermes sud pewes te sec tlese
goodly pageauntes aolemuized ini thie sort."

Tise Lord cf Misrule'e principal attendant was
lia jester. H. was selected for bis ceuiely persen,
merry sud laughissg cye, nimblenees, blended
witî strength, te enable hlm te go tîreugi hie
ardùsous functions. He wss required te he alwaye
lsnghing, sisîgiug, cstissg, drinkiug, playing
îîrauks, upsettisig sud tiiking cvery cote, but
must net le upset hinuself. Me muet kiss ahl
tIc pretty girls, wbetlier tliey like it or ne, sud
witlont fear cf thc jcalousy cf their swains.

One cf the gced old customsin luthc nerth
cf Enîgland, on Christmnas Eve, wne thc fol-
lewixsg. lu thie hall cf a rare old famiiv
mansion, ater supper, on a table was placed s
brown ledf witl twveuty silver tirecpeuuy pieces
stuck in it, snd s tasîkard of ale, pipes, and
tobat-co. Thc oldeet servants iu thc faunily tock
their stations et the hesd cf the table, and tieît
wcre brongît lu, eue by cosc, esccrted by the
steward, the whclc of the etler demestice. Prier
te being brongît in, eci eue wae ccvcred witî
s large wiunow sheet, sud epiprosching tic table,
ecI in turu pisccd eue baud npou the loaf. TIe
fnn cousisted in tii. two nld servants guesîsing
who tIcelisud lelostged te--fer buxorn Mary
would stoop te peIntici-rself off as eld Dame
Margry ; ctliei-ewouid aluffle lu sud preteudte le lame. Iu fact, every attempt was.made te
diagutise tbesuselves, for if the gucas happened te
le wrnug, the owner cf the hastu was eutitled te
eue cf the threepenny pieces. This lues beeti
geiuted, as our eneving will show, by as plutp
snd nier-y a lookîug demeel as ever waitcd eat a
Christmnas dinnen table.
