THEORY OF OUR LOCAL GOVERN-
MENTS.

In certain quarters this important ques-
tipn has, of late, bheer discussed with
some animation.  Some writers put forth
exaggenated views in favor of the privi.
leges of Provineial Governments, while

others . assert  the  absolute  control
of the Federal Administration. Like

many of those topics that have an air of
learning  about them, the present one |
turns mainly upon - a proper understand-
ing of termns. I these are correctly de-
fined, fully half of the difficulty will be
cancelled.  The flist of them is the term
drleypenderes, Now, it should be under-
stood ar the outset that there is no wheo-
Lite independence, either in the Foderal
or Provineial Governments, but only a
relatice independence, in the former of
the Imperial, and in the ltter of the
Tmperial and Federal Governments = Ab-
zolute independenee is autonomy, relative
independence always - presapposes dele-

This 1nderstood, 1t may be set down as
a fundumental principle that the Toco)
Grovernments are independint withiv the
eircle of their delegided  pneers. What
these powers are can be easily ascertained
by referring to the North America Act,
where they are enumerated, one by one,
in the clearest and most unmistakeable
Iangmage.  In the legitimate excreise of
these powers, they cannot be interfered
with either by the other Proviness, or
even by the Federal Government,  With-
in this very wide sphoere, then, we in
Ouebee, Ontario, New  Drunswick and
Nova Scotia, hmve - our destinies in our
own  hands, to fashion them, improve
then: or dammn them, as we please. So
long as we respeet- these. powers, no ex-!
tranevus authority can molest us, ‘

tics of race and creed, the most suscep-

guarantees. ~ Should “these guarantees be
violated; these ‘minorvities” be oppressed,
they have the recognized right of appeal
to the Tederal (Governmeut, and even
from the Federal Government to the Fed-
el Parliament. - This is distinetly stated
in Scction HI, elause 93, of the lmperial
Act.  This right atfeets not only the Pro-
testant minority uf Quebee, but alse the
Catholic minority of Ontario.  Justice
must work both ways, us it should  do.
This minority check, while it proves the
abstract prineiple that Local Governmoents
are alwolutely independent of the Federal
Administration, is in practice a strong ini-
pediment to the aluse of their delegated
powers.

Another word wmuch usedt in this con-
troversy is municipalify,  Some writers
pretend that the Provineial Government is
wet a wmete municipality, but semething
distinet from and above it.  Qthers hold
that, strietly speaking, it may be rnked
aneny municipalitivs. Now, 10 setile
this difference, there is no need whatever
of making lemned  disquisitions on the
werm wenicipin, either as understood in
the old Roman law, or as medified by
maediaval jurisprudence. Tt is ouly ne-
cessary 10 determine what is meant by

more than executive powers. It gets'its
charter from  the legishdure ; it capnot
alter that charter without the consent of
the legislature ; cannot enact organic laws,
though it may promulgate by-laws for its
better management; the Mayor has a
coupeil to help him in his administration,
but they have litude or no judiciary au-
thority, and  their functions are  almost
confined to the Jifferent ways of enfore-
ing and carrving out the speeific provi-
sions of the corporation charter.  These
functions are multifarous, no doubt, espe-
cially in- populous centres, but they may
be all classified under one department,
The attribuies of our Local Governments
are far higher and wilder than these. They
are the source and depository of power
throughout - their  geographical  extent.
They have the three departments which
constitute @ self-working covernment—-
the executive, the judiciary and the legis-
lative.  They may, up to acertain puint,

Camend their own eonstitution or charter.

I a wond, as we saiid above, they are an-
tonomical, within a very extended sphere,

In wur view of the ease, then; there is
a theory——that we take for the true one—
between  the extremes of absolute inde-
pemlence  and  cringing  subservieney,
which, at the same time, trmees ont a clear
line of demareation betwixt our system
aml the American system, - In the neigh-
boring Republie, the seveml States—each
sovereign and- independent—7iormed. a
union, . with a- geneml government, to
which - they delegated a portion of their
powers. A mong us, the Tmperial Govern-
ment, partly by Hamediads or direct trans-
mission. partly by the wmedinée authority of
the Federal Administration, has delegated
aliberal share of its powers to the Loeal
authorities.

‘THE RESOURCES OF THE COUN.

TRY.

The other day we overlieard s conver-

sation of educated men, who wore ‘gom-
menting on our articles in regand to the
Canadian emigration to'the United Stafes,
They all deplored the exodus, they all ad-
mitted that we were right in agitating the
question, and then they fell to disenssing
the causes of this lumentable evil.  We
were particularly struck by the remark of
one of the interlocutors.  He held that
in the present condition of the country,
among verfain classes of  our population,
cmigration was an imputious necessity, be-
cuuse there was not work enough for the
hands that demanded it “ The people
must go to the United States,” said he,
“to keep from storeetian  We repeat
we were struck by the remark, becausi it
ix a popular error, a gross und mischievons
fallacy. It iz not true that there is not
work enough in the country.  Neither is
jt true that there s staevation in this
bountitul land.

We broached the subject to an intellhizent
man, who has great experietice in agrienl-
tural matters, and he assured us that if
there was not work enough en our farms,
during the winter season, it was generally
farmers themselves, A
harder  working people during sowing
tiwe, haying and harvest time, could not he
found, but out of those seasons, he inforn-
ed us that our farmers, as a general thing,
had fallen inte a rontine of inaction dur.
ing which they amuse  themselves  and
positively do nothing  but eat up what
they make during other portions of the
Now, whoever knows anuything
about a farm, koows that work 1s con-
stantly required en it and that there am
athousand hitle things 1o be done to keep
it in trim. The climate sannot be pleaded
a< an excuse for idleness, for in Maing,
Vermeont, New Hampshire,  Michigan,
Wisconsin and Town, the winter is just
as rigorous as it is here, and” yet there ar
no finer agrienlivml trsets in the world,
But then the farmers of thosé States are
model funners, alwavs at work, in winter
and snmmer, at a vartety of occupations
suited to the season.  One thiug espee-
ally they attend to, which is almost com-
pletely and unsecountably neglected here,
They pay particular attention to the mis
ing of stock of “every deseription, which
hecome " a  vast sonree of revenue and
emolument, outside the yield of - grin
and vegutables.

It is a well known axiom ameny politi-
val eeonomizts that there am e no fears
of starvation g0 long as there s nota sui
plus population in a conntry.  Now our
country so far from being overstocked,
has actnally not hands enough in propor-
tion to ita cultivable apse It is, there-
fure, not from want of weork, bhut from
want of activity, from want of intelligent
indnstey, that our people tind themselves
unable W meet their sntlays. . We are
willing to admit—indeed we have already
charged-—that the Government have not
done enough to open up ruads and high-
ways “of-communication, that they have
not dene enough practically in aid of colon.
ization, but this does not exculpate the
people, who ought to have the patriotism
and energy to help themselves,  There is
a great deal to be said on this suljeet of
colonization, which we shall, however, re-
serve for another article. -

. Anither dmawback tw  our pupulation
mnch more serious than the one just re
ferred to, hecanse more founded in fact,
is the dearth of zkilled labov in our coun-
try. Considering its extent and resonrees,
there is no country which has more solid
capital than Canada, but there is, perhaps,
no ecountry either where capitalists {ai)
more  in- making an enlightened use of
their money. It ix another principle of
political  cconomy that inorder 1o the
prosperity of a country, the capital that
1 raised out of ity “out of its howels and

ST. PETER'S PUMY, BRISTOL.

The antiguity of 8t. Peter’s Ponmp is so re-
wote that it has bafiled the research of ull
wodern antiquarians ;. and even William of
Wyreestre (eites 1480) says —** Yu Sanctre Petre
hys parysh ye oun auncyvente foyntavne or
mmpe, fore auente ye gret house of Mastyre
Norten, an alchymist, of gret fayme: yt be 14
steppes from hys honse, and was myeh reputede
for vts godde water long tyme afore ye Romayns.”
We have every reason, on the authority of
Diodorus Siculus, to infer that it was the very
pump from which Julius Cwesar, on visiting
Bristol--the ancient Caer Brito-—drew his first
supply of water to make the thousand bowls of
% -punch 1o which he treated his vietorious
and so pleased was he with the quality
of the lymyph, that when afterwands he pitehed
Ris¢astra sfrtiva on St Vincent's-hill, he every
evening sent down his kettle by a centurion’s
company to fetch back a supply for his night's
teddy. Tt subsequently became so famous that
Voadives, Queen of the Teent, when she qave o
tea party to the Roman General Paunlinus and
his offtcers (who afterwanls showed themselves
so prossly ungmtetul as to whip the old lady
amd her daughters as though they were school
girisi, she sent a special messenger to Beistol
for a pitcher full, saving that 1o get the true
Havour of the Souchong there was no water like
that of St Peter’s Pump. 1t was equally and
Jealously prized by the Romans, and L:}.uui ap-
prears 10 think it was the chiefl canse why
Ostorius so rigidly guarded the place, and sur-

routded and fortifted the neighbourhood with
those strong eatps whose vestiges still remain
the

wonsdely of castramentation.
h Book of his Annals, says, * ustorius
foy costrie Sl tin ot dwtoirue Ruvins
fore guieet—-the chief temptation for his
1 these coercive measures towands the
tx being their envied possession of St
< Puinp, theugh it is a singular cireum-
stance that neither Cambdenr, Horseley, nor
Frukeley, whose antiquarian industry has been
s highly applanded, make any mention of the
fact.  After the departure of the Romans we
ouly meet an ineidental mention of this inter-
esting objeet of antiquity in sthat celebrated
Tuenbration, ** The Groans or' the Britoas,” where
the pathetic writer says, their tears fell **like
water from 8¢, Peter’s Pump.” A much more
cheerful allusion is miade to it in another very
aneient composition by Eeea, Bishop of Here.
ford, about the latter end of the 15th century.

too hirn—*Maister maire, by ve bones of myv
futher, I do much relyse vr pumps, but much
more 1 botal’—whereat ve cortiers laft rite
merrilie.”  Its water eontinued to grow in
popmlarity and use, and was partaken of by
various other. royal and distinguished persen-
ages on their visit to Bristol.

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the family were, except on one occasion ; but
thut very strange things happened during the
two years we lived there | wust allow.

In
the third story my brother occupied a small
roomt at the end of a long, narrow passage.
While lying awnke late one night, he hesrd
foutsteps eoming alonyg this passage, and some
one, the rustling of whose dress lie distinetly
wereeived, entered his room and atood beside hiy
wd. e was a boy of about fourteen years old,
brave, spirited, and one who had no belief in the
existence of ghosts, but on that oceasion, an un-
aecountable feeling of drend oppressed him, and
b was so terribly frightened that he buried his
head Leneatl the clothes,  After a while, when
he recoversd himsell a Jittle, e called out loud.
Iy, stavtling some of the family from their sleep.
My futher weut to him and saw, at once, from
hig appearance and mwanuner, that he had been
dreadinlly alarimed, nor would he remain any
Tonger in the room, but moved his bed that night
to another apartnient,  The anly time I suffered
any alarm was being suddenly awakened one
night, by my sister nsking me i startlal tones,
who that was standing at the foot of our bed 7
I was too much frightened to laok who or what
it was, for, with the exclamation ‘Oh ¢ do hush ¢
I quickly deew the coverlet over my face. My
sister, however, declared that she plainly saw
the figure of a woman-—a little woman, dressed
in black. standing silentiy in the morning dawn
at the foot of the bed,  The apparition, as she
~alled ot 1o me, vanished.  Again, one night,
Ioug after every one had retired to rest, some
onie wits heard, through the silence which per-
caded the house, to run guickly up the long
stairense.  Another strange eivaumstanee which
ovenrred was this.  To the honse there was an
untinished attic, but it had no communication
with the rest of the dwelling, except by asort of
trap door in the third story. As there were no
stairs, or even a ladder, ascending to the attie,
no one coull possibly get up there. At the side
of the heuse, ander the roof, there was in this
attic a siall window, A gentleman, an intimate
friend af curs, in passing down the street one
day, bappensl tr glanee up at this window. He
tioticed :th. ther was some oue sitting there ;
the foupe of an old man he tookittobe, Ashe
theught it ruther singular, a day or fwo after-
wards, he mentioned the circumstance to v
brother.

Another of the staries told by a gentleman of
the party wus as follows :

“ When a young man, | residel with my
mother and sister, in a house situated at the
coriet af Ao e aml Lo streets) in Moutreal.
The honse was pleasantly loeated, and in quite
a theroughture, but even at that time, it was not
a modern dwelling.  One afternoon, wy mother
—-who wias by no means of a nervous or faneiful
temperament---wiy sitting at work near one of
the windows at the back of the house, overlaok.
fug the yarl. Ay she turned her head for a
moment and laoked out, to her amazement she
distinetly saw an open grave in the middle of
the yard, and at the same instant, she observed
the figure of a litle old man, strngely dressed
in seme ancient costume, going tawards it. She
called out 1o my sister, who was in the apart-
ment, to ook out ; bnt when she reached the
window, both the vawuing-grave aud odd-look.
ing old man had disappearad.

Another time T was out Jate one night, and
on my return home my mother hearing mo at
thi door came down to let mie in. While in the
act of unlocking the door she heard a step bes
side her, and instantly alterwards some one
struck her ou the shoulder. She eried out in
abarm, - 1 heard her and drawing my knife-—
the only weapon which 1 possessed—from wmy
packet, hastily openad it and stood ready o
defend her, as s{\c threw  back the deor. 1
sprang into the hiall, bat to my surprise encoun-
tered iy mother ouly, instead of some midnight
robher whom I, on hearing her seream, had
imagined.was hid in the house and had attacked
her.

On oue other secasion- an ineident oceurred
for’ which we also could never account. My
sister was in her room one evening abont dusk.
While erossing the apartment she beheld, in the
passage outside, the form of # woman standing
at’ the windaw, which was at the foot of the
stairs leading to the third storey. She was
attired in a loose flowing robe, her arms were
crossed over her breast, and her face was pressed
closely against the window as she apparently
peered carnestly into the street below. While
wy sister in silent terror gazed at her she sad-
denly tarned from the windaw snd vanished up
the stairs heside her.  As my sister was quite
alonein the house and no one could possibly
have entersd it withant her heing nware of’ the
fact, her appearance there to this day has re-
mained p mystery to us.

The last story was {old by one of the yonug
ladies af the party, who commenced by saying
Last winter 1 wont with my sister to visit
some friomds. who lived in the conntry.  Our
apartnient wasa large one in the front of the
house, and- being tired ‘out-hy our journey we
soon fell asleep after vetiving to our chamber:
Saddenly 1 was awakened and beenine at onee
conscious that some one was in the room. It
was a3 T linve said a large apartment with: three
windows in ‘it through which-the: moon shone
Lrightly. - On looking around t pereeiverd \}';|lk~
ing slowly up and down the wom the tall figure
of a woman with her head wrapped wp and her
face fovered by her s 1 was greatly
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alarmed and lay almost breathless watching this
strange form, a4 in the bright moonlight i
preed the roomn apparently in great trouble. 1
did not awake my sister, for 1 wastoo much
frightened either to move: or speak.. Presently
the figure came towards the bed.  You may im-
agine my terror atits approsch. Nenrer it came
until it bent over me, the lips woved and in
hollow tones it said, “* 'm cold. Let me in.”’

These words dispelled the terror which had
seized me, for [ saw that the being beside me
wis one of flesh and blood, and no spirit us |
had faneied.  The lady was a relative of the
family who arriving late that night after every
one had gove to bed, came in by the back door
which was unfastened, and proceeded upstairs
to the spare room which we occupied. As she
was suffering from a severe toothache she had
muftied her head and walked the floor until the
pain had subsided a little.

This is my story, she added, and although at
the time of its oceurrence it was quite as fright-
ful to me as some of those 1 have just listencd
to, yet it will not, 1 am sure, be us much apypre.
ciated by you ag those authenticated ghost
stories which have been related this evening.

BLENNERHASSET IN MONTREAL.

Your article on Blennerhasset in the issue
of the 3rd inst., asking any particulars connected
with this unfortunate family during their resi-
dence in Montreal, has induced to send you
the following :—

Blennerhasset quite disheartened, and being
cramped by endorsements for Colonel Burr,
amounting to $30,000, sold out his plan-
tation in Misgissippi and moved tc Montreal,
One of his intimate friends of former days was
the Governor, of the Provinee (Sir George Pre-
vost, I believe), and had invited him to come,
with the promise of an appointment to a seat
on the Beneh for which he was well qualified.
But misfortune svemed still to puresue him.  He
had scarcely reached Montreal ere his friend
the Governor was removed from othice, and all
his hopes were frustrated,  His friends urged
him to return to England with the assurance
of alncrative post from the Government. He
retarned but to be again disappointed.

While inthis city, when blighted hopes and
prospeats of poverty were thickening around
them, Mrs. Blennerhasset wrote her beautiful
poem entitled, ** The Deserted Isle.”

Mr. Pelletier was called
to the bar of Lower Canada in 1860, and has
held the office of Syndic of the Quebee Bar. e
was for some years Major of the 9th Battalion,
or Voltigeurs de Québec. - Mr. Pollutier was borp
in the beginning of 1837, and is thus only in
his fortieth year.” Ho therefore belongs to the
young generation of statestnon, who have been
trained in a severe chool, and from whow much
way, in consequence, be expected.

JOGRNALISM TWENTY CENTURIES
AGO.

The first Roman journal, published over
2,000 years ago, appeared only ouce n year.
This paper, intended to be fead Ly the publie,
was known by thetitle danales Marini, The
editor of this paper was the ** Pontifex Maxi-

mus,” whose duty it was to chronicle all the im-
portant events of the year. The news wag
writlen on white marble tablets and attached 10
the residences of citizens, It must have heen
a curious sight to ses the old Romaus crowding
around these 1ablets to get a look at the latest
news.  Bat thimt after knowledge and the
curiosity of the people grew rapidly, and in such

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a measure that the Government, the only issuer
of a_journal, found itself obliged to issue a daily.
It is interesting to know that some of these.
journals, having reached the age of 2,044 years,.
are gtill in existence. The name of the first
daily journal was deta Populi Romani Divrne
it appeared daily either as ““ Album,” 7. ¢, the
tablet hung out in public, or the contents were
written with red chalk on the walls - of the
houses. The contents of the journal comprised -
what would be classed as daily news in our
modern papers.  From the want of ‘the neces-.
sary waterial, political articles were not to be
had. = Nevertheless, according to the views of
the Roman Government, it was a’ true jourual,
and intended ag reading matier for the public.

Doubiless it will interest some of our readers

to peruse a verbal translation from the oldest
journal extant, issued 168 years bLefore. the
birth of Christ: *“Consul Licinius was the
acting judge to.day.  There was a heavy thun.
der-storm, and the lightning split an oak at the .
foot of the hills of Veli. In a hostelry at the
foot of the hills of Jabus there was a tight, in
which the landlord was badly wounded. - Titin.
ius punished somé bhutchers on aceount of their
selling meat which had not been inspected ; the
utoney thus paid wus used to erect a chapel to
the Goddess Laveren. The broker Ausidius
fied from town to-day, tuking money with him
belonging to other people.  He was caught, and
had to refind the money.  The brigand Demi-
phion, who was captured by Ofticer Nerva, has
been crneiiied to-day. The flotilla frow Asia
arrived to-duy.”

We see froin this that it wus in olden times
pretty much the same as in our days ; we only
wish that our officials would attend to the but-
chers as well as Titinius. It mustbe of interest
to journalisiu to know that Julius Ceesar, the
greacest of all Romans, paid special attention to
journalism.  He saw the necessity of instruct.-
g the people in everything occurring in the
State, and we find this quotation in Suetouius :

“ Juhins Ceesar, as soon as he had entered his
public office, cansed not only to be written, but
also spread among the people, the proceedings
of the Senate.” .

This was the first political papar, and, as it

contained news about buildings, births, deaths,
executions, nnd anecdotes, it can be likened
very much to our marlern papers. it seems in-
credible, but it canbe proved, that already in
the olden times there were stenographers, who
took down the speeches made iy the Senate or
i public. They were culled ** Notarii.” and
we find o place in Suetonins where Augustusis
anygry because ihe stenographers reported the
sprech of Ciesar for Metellus in a very imperfect
manner,
