The Confuls of the .Republic, on the re-
p'rt of the Marine and Cblonies, decret as
lllows:

Louifiana (hall be governed by three naa
Rsftrates; viz. a Captan General, a Colonial
Prefea, and a Commiliary of Juflice.

TiTLE 1.

Of ibe Captain denerai.
Art. i. the Captain General has tinder

bis immediate orders the land and marine for.
ces, the national guards, and the gendarme.
rie. He as exclufivelv chaiged with the in,
ternal and exterhal defence òf Louifiana.

2. 14 pro"iels, provifionall fr evrymiligarv entploymenr, accordingto the ordeZ
of gradual advance, as igh as chief of batta.
lion or rqaiidron, exclutfively, and propofes to
the Minifler all the changes to be made in the
fuperior grades.

3. lie delivers all pafsports at Louillana.
He ordains every thing relative to military
fubjels. He communicates, In behaif of
the colony, cdith the governments of neutral
countries, allies and enemies, on the ontig
nent of America and in the ntilles.

He determines and ordâins every year, with
the Colonial Prefe&, the neceffary Wdrks and
repairs of fortiications, the ôpening of ne*
roads or communications with old ones. He
decrees, in conjunaion With the Prefea, the
Rate of ail the expences to be incurred in the
courfe of the year, conformably to public exz
igencies, to be forwarded to the Minifter
with a iketch of the receipts neceffary to de.
fray the fame. He exercifes, in <hort, ail the
power heretofoie attributed to the Governors
General of colonies, faving always the excep.
tions in the prefent arret.

4, hbe Captain General cannot infringe
direaly nor indirealy the funaions of the Co..
lonial Prefea, of the Cominilary of Juflice,
nor of the tribunals ; but he is at full liber-
ty to exa& from thern every intelligence he
fhall decro neceffary to demand, and which
they [hall be obliged to furnifh, with refped
to every department of public fervice whar.
(oever.

5 He can tmoreover, in bafe of urgent ne.
ce ty, and on bis own refponlibility, fuper-
cede i whole or part the execution of the
laws and regulations, after havinç on all occa.
fions deliberated with the Coloial Prefel or
the Commiffary of Juflice, according w the

[$39
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nature of the objeas, without being prevent-
ed bv thcîr opinion io the contrary : for this
purpofe bc "hall kecp a regifler of delibra
tiuns, in which the motives hall be transcii-
bed and figned, a copy of which hall be im-
mediatcly forwarded to thc Minifler.

6. Every three montbs a format duplicate
of all the deliberations held in common hall
be likewife addreffed to the Minifer.

7. The power of granting the vacant lands
of Louifiasa belIongs to the C aptain General,
in concurrence with the Colonial Prefeca,
conforming to the eflablifhed regulations ; in
cafe of a difference of fentiment, the voice
of the Captain General fhail preponderate,
the whole fubjea to the approbation of go-
vernment.

8. The Captain General nominates, after
the delay of ten days, ad interim, te -ail va-
cancies in all parts of the adminiffration and
of the judiciary order, on the respeaive pre-
ftnaton% of the Colonial Prefea or of the
Commiffarv of Juilice, each as concernas him-
felf--This prefentation refers only te places
to which government nomiates direJly in
France, and not to interior employments.

9. All the nominations thus made by the
Cantain General in the military department,
in the adminifiration and judiciary orders, hail
not be definitive until confirmed by the Fira
Conful.

to, No place in the different departments
of the fervice can be created but by a decree
of the Confuls.

11. AIl commands, orders and proclama
tions, emanating from the immediate autho-
rity çf the Captain General, hall always be
prefaced wi:h thefe word> : In the name of
the French Republic.

1 e. The Cantain General, in cafe of death,
or ablence ont of the colony, hall, ad inte-
rim, be replaced by the Colonial Prefea. In
cafe both aie at the fame time abfent, the fe-
cond General Commandant in Louifiana <hall
have the authority of Captain Gencral.

TiTLE IL

Of the Colonial Prefeld.

Art. 13. The Colonial Prefeâ bas under
his dire&ion the adminiftration of the finan-
ces, the general accounts, and the defination
of the oflicers of the adminiftration in Loui.
fana.

14. The Colonial Prefea is exclurivelv
chirged in Louifiana, with the civil admi'
niafration and the fuperior Police of the Co-
lony; with ail that comprehends thé levy of
contribution, receipts, expences, accoutnts,
cunoms, the pay and maintenance of the
troop, the appoianenuts f the different eiaa-

blifhments, magazines, lupplies, confumptioMe
leafes and rents, fales and purchafes, hoft>t
tals, baths, falaries of workmen, public la-
bours, ferries and ferry boati, national do•
mains, affairs concerning emigrants, the diarl-
burion of watt-rs, maritime infcriptions, the
police of navigation, agriculture and con-
merce, verification of goods, fuppreflion of
contraband trade, divifion of prizes, the ma-
rine invalids, the government of the Biacks,
public infirnaion, public wor<hip, privileges
of the prefs ; and generally whatever b
heretofore bcen attributed to the Intendants
or Magiarates in particular, or that bas been
affigned to them in common with the Gover-
nor General ; fo far, nevertheleis, as is nlot
derogatory te the prefent Arret.

15. The Accountants -and all the civil
emplovments of the adminiIrationare under
the orders of the Colonial Prefea of Loui-
ana.

16. The officers of adminiftration, exercifc,
under bis authornty, the funaions of Sub pre-
feas and Commiff.aries of the merine and war,
in the departments (arrond.ffement) of the
colony affligned to them.

17. With regard te the affefment of the
contributions which hall be levied by the
government, the Prefe& cannot proceed ihcre-
an, until after having confulted three principat
inhabitants and three principal merchanu 0
the colony, who, neverthelefs, hall only have
a deliberative voice. A proces-verbal of thetf
opinion hall be prepared to be forwarded to
the miniQer.

M8. The Colonial Prefea, the Sub-Fre'
feffs and heaids of adminiflration, may reqUire
the military force (gendarmerie)-to execute
their mandates; indeed, moure -ample force
neccffary, which cannot be refufed.

TITLE 111.

Of rhe Commifary of Jfti-e.

23. The Commiffarv of JuRice <hall have
the fuperintendence of the tribunals of LÔu'
fiana and that of the minifterial officers, Ce"'
blifhed by them: He <hall take care that
dccount of their proceedings hall be render
to hin, by the Prefidents of the Tribu"'
and by the Commniffaries of Government.

24. He fhall exercafe the greatefi care
wards a prompt difribution of juflice, as
in civil as criminal cafes; he hail likei'
provide for the fafety and falubrity Of'th'
public prifons.

25. lie hall prefide in the tribunals Wc"'
ever be may chink proper, and <hall have
deliberative voice.

26. He <hall direa the fare keeping Of t
records and depofits of the civil aas, and f-
perintend the cicution of the laws, tan

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and regulations. He ihall receive a1l claims
1repeaing the adminifiration of juftice, and
Rive the neceffary conlequential orders. .

27. Within the firft ten days of every
nYonth, he fhall caufe to be made out a Date-
rnent infpeaed by the Prefident of eath tribu-
tial, and figned by the clerk, as well of the
'TOceeding, adjudged in the precedng month,

as of thofe Ril1 undecided and in train of pro-
cefs, to be remitted to the Captain Cenral,
Who is to render an account thereof to the
msniaer.

28. The Comimiffary of Juflice has alone
the right to make provifional regulations on the
fubjed of proces, without departing from
the.Jaws, and to pablifh the faid regulations
"nder the forms prcfcribed in the 1 ith article
Of Title ifn, when they fhall have been as
fented to by the Captan Gerneral. He ihall
'5 5 e then reginered in the offices of the tribu-

ls. by hi. own authority.
29. The agents of gôvernment cannot be

L'Honorable Monfieur le Général Tarleton ve-
noit de dire qu'il avoit donné à la Chambre des
efpérances d'une comtnuhication fatisfaifante, fur
les négociations a&uelles entre la France et L'.. n.

WORTLEY MONTAGUE has Occafioned
the Marquis of Bute, her Ladythip's
grandfon, to determine to pre-
1ènt to the public the invaluable
treafures of her literary remains,
which till now have been locked up
in chefts with mufty family papers.

The utfurpations of that power on
the Continent, exclufive of all the
other nlinuerots fubjeas of complaini,
ought certainly ta be confidered as a

jitifiable ground of war : All the nia-
tions of Europe, are bound, for their
Own prefervation, ta prevent the in-
croachmcnts of ane power upon an-
other, and rival nations are peculiarly
interefied in guarding againi any ag-
grandizenent either of the territory
or of the influence of its rival. Wirth
out this were ftrictly attended ta,
a powerful and ambitious Government
might devour the weaker powers, anc
after another, till at laft it would be
irrefiftible ta the very powers with
which it was formerly upon an equali-
tv. It is this that has been called the
balance of power; and though the for-
mer balance of power, was utterly
deftroyed by the late war, yet any ai-
terations in the relative ifate of pow-
er, as it flood at the time of the rati-
fiation of the Treaty of Amiens, is
a ground of war than which none can
be more junfifiable ; it is felf-prefer-
vation.

In the converfation which took
place on the 14th March, betwecn-r
Bonaparté and Lord Whitworth, ane
would imagine that the fir-f Con-
ful has the nicert feelings pofible

er ; the fa€t is, the contnuhrce of.
the Bri-ilh. Troops in Egypt ls
been hhihcrto neteary to enable
Governnent ta fulEd the Treaty
with refpe& to that power. Sa that,
putting the precautions necefiary ta
countera& the changes eficEted by
the Confular Governient in the
relative fituation of the two Coun-
tries fince the conclufion of the
Treatv, entirely out of the queftion,
nothing has been hitherto done
relative ta rhofc places, con
trary to thé Treaty of Amiens.
With iefe ta the regard of Bona-
parte and his Affociates to good
Faith and Tre;aties, wc-hope the foi-
lawing hilorical rctrospce of their
conduat on that head, extraaed from
an American Paper, will not 'e
confidered as libellous. We have
as much refpe& as inay be, for the
Great Conful. and his Revolutionary
Predecefors and Afiocia:es ; but il
cannot be expected that that rls-
pea fhould be greater. tha the
refpe& we owe to truth.
