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LIFE INSURANCE IN ENGLAND.
LIFE INSURANCE in the United Kingdom

appears to be accomplishing the paradoxical
feat of " advancing back-wards."' The old
offices do not find that applications come in
in any proportion to the increase of the
population, or to thei increase of the country
in wealth; while the new offices coniplain
that, with all their advertisements and their
payments to agents-payments which are
sometimes positively monstrous-the public
still display a reluctance to insure. A con-
siderable amount of English business, too,
goes to Ainerican offices, which give much
botter terms, and seem, though this may be
only seeming, to be under much stricter
guarantees as to their solvency. The public,
too, is dissatisfied with the treatment it
receives at the hands of the home. offices-
the insurer is treated as a swindler, to b
guarded against, and cross-questioned, and
watc~ed. 'It is further discontented with
the fact that there is no governmenfal super-
vision, as in Canada, of the real financial
condition of a Company. Hence the most
glowing balance-sheets are made out per-
haps just on the eve of a grand crash. The
question, too, is becoming more freely asked,
why should not an office allow a policy to
be reduced returning part of the paid
premiums; or to be suspended for a time
and then re-opened. on payment of the
misèing premiums and thel necessary fine?
That right of suspension, even for one year,
would be a real privilege, it is argued, and
if offered for five years would seem to in-
tending insurers greatly to increase the
value of the policies. The Directors may
say the change would make calculations
more complicated, and so it would; but
their actuaries must be able to deal with a
new condition, which, so long as the possible
period. of suspension is fixed, is no more
difficuIt of calculation than any other pro-
blem in insurance. There is a growing
disgust, too, at noticing the frequent and
palpable fact that no technicality is too
small for some Companies to avail them-
selves of in order to defeat a claim. The
.disgraceful amount' of litigation literally
forced on policy-holders is there, as here in
a fe* notorious institutions, a fruitful cause
of the disfavor into which life insurance is
growiig in the mother-country. Tle above
observations are intended for special refer-

What would b the effeet of making all
policies virtually indisputable, ample pro-
cautions being primarily taken in the in-
vestigations of a Comnpany's agents and
other oflicors? Or to give a man wio has
paid several years' premium an absolute
right to an award bearing anl equitable pro-
portion to the moneys paid? We agrce
with many others that if a sound well-
established conpany, with an earned repu-
tation for honesty and honor, would strike
out with a new and liberal policy mo--e or
less in the direction we have indicated, it
would speeý*ly bear dowin all rivalry,

OUR COTTON MANUFACTURES.
AmoNG other questionings called out by

a certain able and now famous bank report
a few weeks ago was whether or iot we
are putting up cotton factories too fast iln
Canada. Very close enquiries hàve since
been made, producing as one of the results
the -fact that the proportion of spindles in
the United States as compared with the
Dominion, allowing for difference of popu-
lation, is fully four to one. Yet in the
former country they maintain a high degree
of prosperity and are ôonstantly increasing
in numbers, and in the extent of spindles
in operation in the existing factories. Cer-
tainly the recent statistics fail to show that
the cotton trade in Canada is by any means
overdoie, or, compared with our neighbor,
that its capability for the profitable erection
of additional factories has been nearly
reached. Nôr is this view disturbed in the
presence of the fact that the American
manufacturers are also exporters, for the
proportion of their production that goes
abroad is but a fi action of the whole, and
even much of. that produces no profitable
returns. Besides which they import much
more than they export. The following
statistics give some idea as to our growth
and present position in this branch of
manufacture, together ,with an occasional
comparison with other countries. At the
close of '78 about 150,000 spindles were in
operation in Canada; up to the present
time, July, 1882, the total number of spindles
in operation, building and projected, is
about 385,000-say in round numbers 400,-
000. The total number in Great Britain is
about 55,000,000. The total number in the
United States, according to the census of
1870, was 17,000,000. There has been an
increase of about 5,000,000, making in all
about 22,000,000. The United States, with
22,000,000 of spindles, and 52,000,000 in-
habitants, hàs one spindle to 2 4-10 of her
population. Canada, with 40 0,000 spindles,
and 4,500,000 of inhabitants, has one spindle
to 1i 2-10 of her population. The United
States export some staple lines of cottons,
but they also import to a mucli larger

amiount than they export. JI' the United
States require 22,000,000 of spindles to sup-
ply or partly supply lier home consumption,
Canada must require an equal proportion,
or noarly 2,000,000 of spindles, iistead of
the 400,000 we now have. Assuming that
2,000,000 spindles will supply the demand
for home , consumption, the increase of
population will require an increase of about
45,000 spindles each year, or an addition ýof
oie large miill. The importation of cotton

goods for '78 was $7,500,000, the importation
for '81 $10,500,000, the importation for eight
months of '82 $7,260,000, in addition to the
large increase in the output of our mills,
which may be put doWn at about 250 per
cent. The correetness of some of the abovù
figures has already been challenged, but
when experts differ who is to decide ? The
errors, if any, are in the American estimate,
those of Canada being undoubtedly fairly
correct. But inaking ample allowance for
exag-geration in that portion, it seems clear
that the alleged over-building of cotton
factories has by no means been reached.
On the contrary, it 'would appear that ad-
dition miglit be made to their number at
little risk. It is evei contemplated, we
understand, to erect print works here, and
print annually the production of about one
hundred .thousand spindles. Now, all this
class of production has to be imported, in
addition to the millions of dollars worth. of
cottons that we ought to be able to produce
for ourselves.

TIHE PROPOSED NEW CANADIAN
CABLE.

WE called attention some time ago to the
new corporation known as The European,
American, Canadian, and Asiatic Cable Coin-
pany (limited). It is incorporated, it· will
be remembered, under an Act of the
Dominion Parliamuent, and its principal
objects were outlined in our former articles.
It has now issued a prospectus, and the
advertisement, to be found in another
column, shows that it is to be conducted on
a system of mutual profit. A contract has
been made with Ilenley's Telegraph Works
Company for about 6,120 miles of cable,
comprising two complote cables between
England and Sable Island, Nova Scotia, and
connection with Canada and the United
States, for £1.445,176 sterling, to include
the manufacture, laying and landing, and
keeping the cables in working order for
thirty days afteri laying, and all the prelim-
inary expenses up, to allotment, except
£6,000 for the cost of obtaining the Act, the
Company taking £350,000 of shares in part
payment. The capital of the Company.is
to bê £1,500,000 sterling in £10 shares
The Company has power tolay cables from
our Pacific coast to Japan and other parts
of Asia, and to connect with the Gov-
ernment's lines of wire. On the " mutual"
principle, it is proposed to make special
distributions of part of the profits aniong,
those shareholders who bring in. business.
The Company means to charge -only uie -

MATERIAL GROWTI:H OF THE -
UNITED STATES.

SeME interesting statistics connected with
the growth of the United States have recent-
ly been published. Thcy are probably on
the whole ·tolerably reliable, but that por-.
tion comparing the wealth of the United
Kingdom and of tbe United States is more
than doubtful. At ail events the conclusions
now reached are very different from those
arrived at some hvo years ago by the most
eminent statists of EnglIand and France.
The figures li question commence with a
table of decades beginining with 1800 and
ending with 1880, and with the wealth per
capita at each period, arriving at the follow-
ing resuilts .

cauntry,of Europe. In 1840 Great Britain
stood for more than live times the wealth of
the United States (the valuation of the for-,
mer country in that year being £4,100,000,-
000), but the United States now, according
t this quite unsupported authority, are now
nearly six milliards of dollars, or £1,200,-
000,000 ahead of the United Kingdom; for,
while the latter has only doubled its wealtlh
in forhy years, the former have scen theirs
iultiply twelvefold. The highest relative
increase i the United States, compared
with population, was between 1850 and
1870, while the decade endimig 1880 has
only added 24 per cent. to the individual
share 'of public capital. - Tie writer pro-
ceeds to show the chief items of wealtl
among our neigibors, and gives thein as

As regards the items that make up th i
American wealth, it is comparatively easy
to trace their growth, the first on the-list
being railways. The mileage and cost of
railways have increased as follows:-

Not only is the railway capital at present
three times as much per head as it was in
1860, but it has served in a prodigious man-
ner to aevelop agricultural. Tesouarces .and,
énhatce the value of farms and lands. The
increase of public wealth in railways alone
since 1870 has been over $5,000,000 weekly,
or very little short of$1,000,000 a day, de-
ducting Sundays. It is perhaps more in
agriculture than in anything else, the writer
olaims, that one can realize theliuprecodent-
ed rise of industry in the United States in
one single gencration, which appears by
èomparing the returns for 1880 with those
àf 1840 :-

Thus, while population has only trebled,
ihe growth of agricultural interests has been
fivefold; and whether the value of crops or
cattle is regarded the ratio per inhabitant
is almost double what it was forty years ago.
Manufactures have risen fivefold in value
since 1850; but as the protective tariffgives
an artificial increase to the price of iron,
coal and manufactured goods, our statist
says lie does not feel on sure ground in giv-
ing the following figures:-

The uost remarkable increase during the
last decade was iii the production of iron
and of cotton manufactures, the former
having risen from 1,580,000 to 4,160,000
tons, or nearly trebled in ten years. As for
cotton goods, the consumption of raw fibre
in the United States rose from 530,000,000
to 911,000,000 pounds-that is, from 14 to
18 pounds per inhabitant. As before said,
we should -by no means be willing to en-
dorse the absolute accuracv of any of the
above figures. They are, however, suffici-
ently approximate as to warrant their
reproduction here and to make thein an
interesting subject of contemplation.

THE BUSINESS TAX BILL.
THE Insurance Companies and the Banks

are moving vigorously in opposition to the
enforcement of Hon. Mr. W-URTELE'S recent
bill taxing certain portions of the financial
and commercial community. The two
bodies above named are not, however, work-
ing i unison, but each on its own account.
Ail inteld, however, to petition for its dis-
allowance at Ottaw#a. The Insurance Com-
panies are, in addition, advised by counsel

oà apply to.the Couits for an injunction to
be served on the revenue offlicers of Mont-
real and Quebec. In the meantime some
of the papers are displaying their constitu-
tional knowledge in discussing as to whether
or not the Government at Ottawa has the
power of disallowance! A more sensible
subject of discussion is as to whether it
would be better to leave action to the
Ottawa:authorities or to submit a case for
the decision of the :local Courts. The
doubts thro*n over the constitutiorality of
ihe bill are no doubt justified, for there is
an unusual conflict of opinion about it
among. the leading members of the Bar here.
Thé Treasúrer hihiself professes to have ho
doùbt whatever on the mattér,and is resolute
in his declarations that the policy he has
pursued cannot be successfully inpea^òhed.
There is no sign of yielding on either side,
and under these circumstances it is alto-
gether desirable that this vexed question ôf
local legislative authority shôuld now be
exhaustively testéd once and for ever.

dO-OPERATIVE STORES IN ENG-LAND.
THE principle on which the co-operative

supply systeéî was origiiially introduced in
England appéars, to say the best of it, not
at ail eveitsto be making 'headway. The
well-known Civil Service Supply Associa-
tion, of London, the success of which called
into existence so many imitators and rivais,
still well hôlds its ground, as it is not un-
likely to do with thirty thousand persons
ëach paying annually a dollar and a quarter
for the miere privilege of mémbership.
There are also other similar bodies, not in
London only, which are thoroughly estab-
lished and paying satisfactory dividends.
The latér coaers, however, which have
gone into competition as purely commercial
ventures and for a profitable investmet-
which the originators of this systemn cër-
tainly had nôt in contemplation-are not ail
getting along under easy sail by any means.
Soine, indeed, have utterly broken down,
the catastrophe being in ail, or almost a]l,
cases océàsioned by means of these organi-
sations being fought by their own weapons.
The surröunding shopkeepers have aban-
doned the old credit system in favor of cash
payments exclusively, and of course *ith
a -large îeductio'n in prices. The annual
admittanée fee to ueinibership is also dis-
pensed with by the tiàdesmen. The latter,
also, deliver free ail goôds purchased, which
it appears, strangely enough, not to be 'thé
.ustom for the London co-operative assoôia-

fions to do. Some of thése new private
trading'éàta;blishments are said ta bé oü a
gigantic scale, having so many diverse
depaitments that nearly àll ordinary Wants
can be àupplied on the spot, and no legiti-
mate ineans are rejected to attract pâtfon-
age. There will of course be failui-s and
successes in connection with ail thése enter-
priss, whethr personal or associated.'

THE Northern Pacifie RailWay has taken
fresh start. Negotiations have just been

doncluded by its syndicate for the sale of
$3,000,000of the general mortgage 6 per
cent. bonds of that Company to two of the
argest banks in Germany, representatives
of which recently visited the United States
and made a thorough examination of the
oad. This sale introduces the securities of

the Northern Pacifie Company to the exz.
tensive markets of Germany under very
avorable auspices, and will perhaps lead to
other transactions of importance to that
enterprise. About $1,000,000 of these bonds
baye also just been sold im the New York
market; and negotlations are pending for
the balance of the $5,000,000 acquired by
the syndicate on its July option. When
this balance is closed out the syndicate will
have sold $25,000,000 of these bonds, which,
with the Company's cash on hand, gives the
latter all the money it can use for a long
while. There is no doubt that in time this
route will prove our most formidable com-
petitor with the Canadian Pacifie, but there
will be ample business for both.

THE CANADA PACIFIC RAILWAY.
THE progress in construction of this line

largely surpasses the most sanguine antici-
pations. Track-laying is proceeding on the
portion west of Winnipeg at the íate of
between three and four miles a day! Up.
wards of three hundred miles of this section
are about ready for traffic, and it is ey
pected that the shriek of the locomotive
will be heard half a hundred miles at least
beyond (that is, west of) the Saskatchewan
befora Christmas. The Thunder Bay section
is being pushed on with equal vigor; and it
is stated thàt by the end of the year not less
than eleven hundred miles of the main line
of this great national road will bc in' actual
operation. A silly rumor has beein dili-
gently set afloat and widely spread that it
is the intention of this great corporation to
repudiate its contract to proceed -with that
part of the line running through the most
uninviting portion of the territory lying
north of Lake Superior.

"plant " generally be purchased. These

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future large possible losses looming up in
perhaps a not far distance are well grounded.
The Fire Brigade has unquestionably its
shortcoiiiings, and its indisputable gallantry
and courage on all critical occasions will by
no means stand in. the place of thorough
efCiciency, discipline and good leadership.

. HICAGO. BANKS.-The Chicago national
bank statement shows $à7,234,756 loans,
$65,800,000 deposits, $34,052,000 cash means,
and $674,150 circulation, againîst $32,793,-
312 loans, $51,958,000 deposits, $24,880,712
cash means, and $661,000 circulation on
Junle 30, 1881. The largest previous loans
on record were $36,270,305 on May 19,
1882, and the largest deposits were $66,575,-
230 in October, 1881.

WHoLESALE BRIBERY --The Philadelphia Tines corres-
pondent says that a letter vritten by J. J. Nowell, formerly
of Adrian, Mich., duclares that he has documents to prove
that $2,000,000 of money, stocks, and bonds were furnished
for the pool in 1868 to 1870 to secure the passage of the bill
making a land grant to the Texas Pacifie Railroad. The
communication withholds the naines of the persons invol-
ved. Newell says $90,000 money and $2,00 m stocks was
placed in the hands of two Senators to disburse where it
would do most good. 11e alleges also that $1,000,000
stock was used to pass-the bill in the House. He asks the
Committee to name a day when he can -b board, and pro-
mises to furnish the names of the men who disbursed and
accepted bribes. It is understood that a majority of the
Committee favour hcaring Newell.

LivERPooL SHiPPING -An interestiig statement of the
movunIts of shipping iu the port of Liverpool bas just
bean issued, and shows that the number of foreign ocean
sailing vessels that paid dock tonnage rates was 2,221 ;
coastwise, 4,262; -foreign. ocean steaiers, 2,700 ; coast-
wise, 6,306 -being a decrease, compared with the previous
year, in the number of ocean sailing vessels of 57; coast-

wise, 511, and ocean steamers, 150, and an imcrease of 796
in coastwise steamers; the total number of vessels
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entering the hai bor being 20,966, or an incrase of 717
vessels on the year. The total amnount of tonnage was
7,280,109, being an iicase on the year of 116,908 toits;
the total income of the Dock Trust boing £1,022,844 l.
bd., being a decreaso coipared with the income for the
previous year of £29,083, 12s. Od; this being largely due
te the remission of towun ducs and dock ta' s on various
articles imported, which had unfairly handicapped then
whcu competing with other ports.

A LOsT ENGINE -Oneo of the most renakable cases of
«mysterious disappearance " on record is that of the engine
of the Kansas Pacific railwav that wcit down into Kiowa
creek, somo thirty miles this side of Denver, one black,
storny night, several years ago. The et .am, which ls
ordinarily insigificent, had becu tran-foi mcd by a sudden
flood into a roaring torront which swept the bridge away,
and the egine pluaged in antd was swallowed up in tha
quick-sand. lepieated efforts have been mnade by boring and
ugging to find the lost locomotive, but they have ail been
to no purpose; the thirty tons of iron and steel have
burrowed beyond discovery. Possibly tley are working
down toward Chia and will ere long turn up as the first
American locomotive in the celestial empire.-Railway
Age.

EONEo -rnMI PA.-'lhe three receivers òf the Mer-
cantile Savings Bank, Bosten, claim tliat they have fully
earned their pay of about $3,000 a year each. The bank
failed i 1878, with deposits of $3,700,000. Depositors'
books sold at that time fo 54 cents on the dollar. The
receivers found 833 mortgages ationg the assots, on half of
*hich, lymig lu forty-cniie cities, and towuns outside of
Boston, tlhey lad te foreclose. They carried the ral
estate, layimg out $73,000 mii repairs, and having at one
time 1,000 tenants. Grtdually they Sold the property, and
will pay 84 per cent. in dividendsto depositors.

A VEssEL WIruOUT A CoUNTRY.-Detroit, July 20-Last
seasoi the Canadian Schoouer Mary Me.rittwentashoreon
White FisI Poin., Lake Superior, and was released by the
tug Winslow. She was brought to this port, and after
laying at Springwells for a long time, was sold at Maishal's
sale, Capt. Grummond being bite buycr. She was last
spring transferred to Capt. A. C. Smuith and G. W. Joncs.
It was thouglt that Smith could run the vessel, as he0 was
a British born subject, but it was found that ho had bee
naturalized. The papers were thon made out in favor of
Smith's wife, but it was discovered that site was also
Americaized by being a wife of an American. At this
point the Cinadian olicers at St. Catlarines ,struck the
schooner's naine off the Canadian register, therebr Ieaving
her without a country. She will probably bu granted al
Anierican register. The schooner is at presont hore strip.
ped, awaiting a decision.

COMPANIES.

Recently tlic Hon. Mr. Justice Mathicu rendered a
very important deolsion concerning the right of Mutual.
Insurance Companies to claim contributions or assoss-
mentà from the mured. Formerly it has frequently been
held, in ifact it was not contradicted, that it was sufficient
for flie Company to fyla a copy of the resolution of the
Board of Directors in order to establish the riglit of the
Jomepany to levy ssessments. In two cases of ih
Joliett.6 Mutuel Ins. Co. agaîinst Mr. Robidoux, of Farnianu,
and Mrs. A Dupras, of Hochelaga, the question vas raised
by the defence,. that it was ineumbent on the Company
to prove that losses had been sustained, for which tl!e
defendant wa& liable, and that he lad beu assessed for bis
fair proportion of the losses only. This defence lias been
maintained by the Hon. judge, wio explained that the
Company had been placed into voluntary liquidation m
February, 1881, and that all policies liad been cancelled
by the. Directors. on the 28th February, 1881. On the
6th April following, the Directors and liquidators made a
first assessment of $24000, which included the lalance of
ail premium notes yet*exist-ing. These suits werc brought
for the balance of the defendants' preinium notes. The
defendants pleaded that these--ssessments were un-
néòessary and unjustifllud; that there exised no claimns
against the -Company for losses -for which they wero
liable; that the Company ias in the hands of speculators
who considered it their own property, and% whio have
bought.the assets of the Company and believe thenselves
entitled-to recover tbem in full. From the proof made,
it appeared that the liquidators sold the balance of -fle
asasnonts, coming to $29,000, for $3,300 to a certain
party who is the partner of Mr. J. J. Webster, the
8ecretary of the Company, and its only witness. It was
under this transfer that silts were taln right arid loft in
the name of the Company. Now, apart fron the proof
made, can the Company rdcover, on the fyling of a
copy of the resolution of Directors, withont proving the
existence of the losses, and the proportion Ilue by the
dfendants ?. asked His Elonor. lHe thouglt not. Mutual
insurance companies are pecuhiar. The insured are also
insurers they expect no prolit, but agrce ta pay a share
of certain losses, namely, those that mîay bappen while
their. policies last. They -are assessable for certain
specified losses only, which must bc proved ta exist. No
evidence« of this nature hlad been made here by the plain-
tiff, and the two suits wera therefore disnissed with costs.

THE GREAT SEAL OF THE UNITED STATES.
It is a singuîlar fact that the great seal of the Unitel

States.was the joint proditction of a titled Englishman, Sir
John Prestwich, with whoie country we wore thenl at war
and of an American, or rebel against the British crown.
In a letter ta Secretary Folger in relation ta the propriety
of striking a coin commeinorative of the centennial anni-
v'rsary of the adoption of the great sual of flie United
Stàtesj the director of the.Philadelphia mint give's a very
inteiesting history of the origin of the great seal. He says
that on the afternoon of the day on whîich the Declaration
of' Inde'pendence was madle, a resolution was pased auth-
orlzin'g the appointmient Of a commnittee, comnposed of
Franklin, Adama and Jefferson, ta prescnt a device for a
great seal There was great difficulty in agrceing upon a
device, and the committea failed ta report. On the return
of Cougress from Now York, a second committea vas ap.
pointed to consider the subject but its report failed to
receive tho approval of Congress, and a third was appoint-
ed. The report was also rejected, and altcrnately on the
l3th of June, 1782, Congress referred th whole inatter,
including the reports of the several committCes, ta Charlcé
Thompson. Ho procured from Wm. Bartol several de.-
signe but the designs for the obverse side werc rejectecd,
aud ihe present obverse side of our great seul was aumong
the designs submitted by Prestwich, and adopted g

The medal bas jutft been struck ut the *mint in
Philadelphia. It !s of bronze, and on the obverse side
beas an eagle'with expanded wiugs, with a shield covoring
its brcas. In the left talon ie clutched a buncl of arrows,
and in the right an olive branch. There is a scrol or
streamer held in the beak, b.caring the words " E Pluribus
uniimIj'and above and back of the head aire tbirtecn stars
emerging from a cloud, above which rays of light are
visible. On the reverse side there is au incomplete
pyramid of thirteen solid blocks, and abovo it is fthe Ail-
seeing Eye radiating liglt in every direction. On the base
o! flie pyramid, above tlîc wolrds "lNova Ordo Secelortmi il
la 1776 a Roman notation, and on f1e riglit and -lft of
the pyramid are the dates 1782 and 1882, and above the
" All-seeing Eye " ut the top of the seal is the inscription
" Annult Cooptis." * The mcdal is now ready for distri-
bution.-Thomnpso's Reporter.

SUPPRESSION OF ADULTERATIONS.
The retail grocers of New York propose to introduce

certain reforma in tboir trado, which are likely to meet
with general approval if carried into effect. According ta
the programme aunounced at a recent meeting of ttcir
body, they ara to set themselvesýresolutely against the sale
of adu.lteratcd groceries and pledge thenselves ta suppress
the taffic in goods which are issued with fictitious labels
used ta deceivo purchasers as ta the quality of goods sold,
Furthè more, thoreforiners declara that they intend tg
suppress'resortf sa short weiglits in apportioninîg custoiers
orders, by which patrons are cheated ta a granter or loss
extent. They intend ta substitute weight instead of
measure in dealing.out certain vegetables and fruits. This
mucl they propose ta do for the public at largo. Sa far ns
their own wellfare is concerid, tihey..miapî out a course of

\vigorous selfdefence. Amtong other things, they are, ac-
çording ta repoFt , tQ establil I black liste " of those who

eludo the payment of grocery billsand distribute then
genterally nmong retailers ; they are ta abolish what they
ftori tc peddlers' nuisance , namely, fli itinernt
lîcksferà. iho fravel abouit tlic City scliàg geoils wliere
they eau; they are to cut down the fees of city weighers•
they are ta diose stores carlier at night; they are ta put a
stop ta retail trading by wholesale dealers, and they are
ta kill offd "unmercantile I competition. They further
contemplate the establishment of an intelligence office for
clerks, and also the opening of a tibrary for their use. Fin.
ally, tli reformera assert fiat tlîey propose ta kep an oye
îîpon local and State legialation upon maffers affccting thleir
interests, and secure the enlargement of market facilites'
and the introduction of gencral good fellowship among
nembers of the grocers' trade.

AN INGENIOUS DEVICE FOR TILL-TAPPING.
An ingenious invention for systematic till-tapping was

accidentally discovered last week in the National State
Bank of Elizabeth, N.J. The contrivance lias beu in ope-
ration for about a ycar, and bas netted the inventor
$1,976. Frank Newcomb, the paying teller, while stand-
ing at bis desk lcard a peculiar noise in bis cash drawer.
He saw a black abject moving in it and thinking it was a
mouse sliiit the draver quickly, but remembering that if it
was a mouse it would gnaw the bank-notes, he opened the
drawer again and found that in slamming it tao lie had
broken a slender cord. Ho took it out and saw that
attacled ta it was a fiat piece of lead shaped like a seal
and on the lower surface vas a piece of shoe.maker's wa
to which was attached a $20 bill. Investigation. showed
that within hal an hour no less than thirteen bills aggreg-
ating $260 lad been taken from the drawcr. This cleared
the mystery which had surrounded the bank for sane time
and which had caused two paying tellers ta resign because.
they could not make their accounts balance on several Oc-
casions. The janitor of the bank, George W. Ackerman,
alias Bennett, was suspected and arrested. He confessed|
that ho had etelen the money and explained how the devise
was arranged.

There is a gas-pipe hose in the floor which had never
been plugged, and which was immediately under the cash
drawer. Over the centre of the drawer and directly into
the bottom of the counter had been turned a screw ring,
or a "deadeye " as sailors know them, and another laud
been turned inito the face of the counuter, so that a cord
rimning through both would work ut right angles ta itself
and without a souînd.

He was committed
for trial.

. EDISON ELECTRIC LAMP 00.
The moving of the lamp factory from Menlo Park te

East Newark, N. J., affords a fitting occasion for unaking a
brief mention of the history of the Edison Lanmp Com-
pany.

The manufacture of lamps was commenced at Meulo
Park, in November, 1880. Prior -ta that date a large
number of lamps had been made, but the first regular payroll of the Lamp Company, as an organization distinct
from the laboratory and experimental department of the
Liglit Company, was November 11, 1880, which may bc
taken as the date of the starting of the factory. From that;
time utntil April 1, 1882, when moving ta Newark was
commenced, the factory was runniug aIl the time, except
about six weeks. The.e largest number of men employed at
any one time was 135, and for the last year thiere has notbeea at any time less than 100 bands employed. Up ta
April 1, 80,000 lamps were shipped, and at that time there
were abouit 50,000 unsold in stock. The reason for mov-
ing the factory ta East Newark is ta secure larger .build-
ings, with iucreased facilities, aiso convenient accomoda.
tion for workmen, and ta be .nearer the source of supply
for obtamining reliable help. The manufacturing of lampawas begun in the new factory at East Newark on June I,
1882, unîl 150 men are now cniployed. The taols mand

dno1 in fen factory are adequate for Makng 1,200lamîps a day, but the factory has an ultimate capacity of
40,000 lampa a day, which will require from 3,000 ta 4,000
bands, according ta the style of lampa mad.-Scientific
Aericai.

CANADA CAPTURES THE SEA-SERPENT AND
ENDS HIS LIFE.

Sea-serpent stories have been given the go-bye by
newspaper paragraphers of late, owing ta fire iieredible
yarns of persans who profoss ta have seen the l" rale ouild
divil hinself." Many people are said to have scu these
monsters in various parts of the country, but as no one
had ever been known ta capture one, the public received
the tal yarns related cumugrano salis. It is but a fow years
since Mn. Robert Young, anc of auir mosf wvortlîy amud ne-
spccted citizens, cauglit a gliipse o! a n quatic i -enk;tî,r
in Chats Lake, which lie describes as boing of enormons
aize and proportions. Capt. Brown, o! flic steamer Il Alli-
ance, " also got a view of one of those monsters in the saine
waters the sunmmer before last, and varions other peoplc
claim ta bave seen large specimens at different times and
at divers places. But this week we are in a position ta
announce the capture of what la probably one of the pro-
geny of the real original old Chats Lake serpent, which
las often struck terror totlie hearts of superstitious river-
men. While coming down fron the Snow Rapids, with a
tow last Monday morning, and while off Blackwell's I., the
crow of the '' Levi Young" noticed a lige serpent svi-
ming ahead of the boat. Mr. John Dunganî, chie! engineer,
and a dock hand named Shaw, jummped into a hua and
started in pursuit of tlic reptile, They succeeded in gèt-
ting within striking distance of the serpent, whei Mr.
Dungan struck it a blow over the head vith bis Car. The
beast than turned and made for the occupants offthe boat,
literally churning the water with bis tail lu bis fury. Ain-
other powerful and well-directed blow with an oar on the
neck of the serpent laid it ont dead, whon it was taken i
tow and brought aboard the steamer. The crew of the
boat stretched it out on the rail, and mearured it with a
ruile. Its total length was eleven fet, while the body
was thirteen iuches in circumference. Its jaws were pried
open and a pair of compasses inserted, which wore opeied
ont ta a distance of six tiches. The description givenu of
this reptile is the sane at tiat given by Mr. Young and
Capt. Brown, sa that it is possible that the one jurst killed
is a lincal descendant ofthe old king snake whio lias sported
hinself in Chats Lake for years past.-Ariprior Chronicle.

EAsTERN TowNsHiPs POPULATIoN.-The census returns for
the Province of Quebec show conclusively that the Protes-
tant minority ha relatively decreasiig, and that the Roman
Catholic element ta rapidly gaimimg the asendancy in the
Eastern Townships. The Montreal Ierald points out that
whoreaB in 1871 the Protestants outnumbercd the Catholics
tn the countries * of Pontiac, Argenteuil, Huntingdon,
Missisquoi, Brome, Sherbrooke, Compton, and Stanstdad,
accordimg ta the last ceusus Pontiac and Sherbrooke have
now a majority of Catholics, and the latter have also
made large gains in Compton, Argenteuil and Missisquoi.
In saune counties the Protestants have been reduccdt in
numbers, and i others they have almost entirely disap-
peared. In Quebec City there la a falIing off ta tha
Protestant population fron 7,442 ta 0,191. These changes
are the result of the movenut of population noted by our
special correspondent in the Province of Quebec last suim-
ner-the English-speaking population lcaving the Eastern
Townships for the West in largo numbers and theirplaces
being filled by the Freuch-Canadians. The saine move-
ment is also going on on the Ontario side of the Ottawa
Valley. Probably when the next consus is utaken flire
will .bc only one or two Quebec counties remaining in
which the Protestants can claim a majo»rity.-Globe,

NEGLIGENT DIREcToR.-A monthly contempo:ary, re.
ferring ta the frequency of bank failures says : What shall

e say of Directors who are so unmindful. of their duties?
Ought not they to lie punished ? It may be asked, why
did the stockholders choose them ? but the reply may be
made, they supposed the Directors were performing their
duties. The latter had certain specific duties te discharge
which they wore net justified in neglecting. They had no
right ta leave the management of the bank entirely ta
the President. In every case it ns the duty of the Directors
ta know about its affairs and ta keep its business within
the law. Is it not time to make au example of Directors
who, without any excuse whatever, deliberatcly and cou-
stantly neglect ta execute- the duittes which they have
taken their oaths that thoy will I diligently and honestly"
perform ?

POLICE REFoRtMo.-The novel police systen adopted by
Chicago a year and a balf ago in said ta have proved per-
fectly successfuil. The city ta divided itfo tweity-four
districts, u each of which is a depot containing threc
police-mon, a wagon and 'four horses. Throughout the
city are police boxes, lookng liko the old-faslioned senîtry
boxes, and provided with telegraph signals and telephones.
The door is kept locked, but can be opened by anybody
needing police aid, keys being liberally distributed amnong
stores and residences. Privat individuals can thus send
an alarm by tolegraph, just as we transmit fire calls in this
City. Each key l numbered and registered, and afer be-
ing used ta open a box, is held fast ta the lock until
released by a policeman. Thus mischievously false alarms
are detected. When an alarni la received at a depot, the
polce on duty there drive quickly ta the box lin response.
The telephones rire used by patrolmen to makle periodical
reports, and therchy roundsmen are done away with, and
avery man is directly under the contral of bis Captain.
When a patrolman makes an arrest he doos not desert luis
beat, but calls the wagon ta talke the prisoner away.
Houiseholders may have private signal boxes by paying the
cost. The Superintendent declares that luis force is midch
botter controlled than before .; that crimes are ferer, tiat
criminals are more easily caught, and that the expense is
no greater.

and every Railway Company working a rail-

way or part of a railway in this Province,shall
annuailly, pay the several taxes mentioned
and specified in section three of this act,
which taxes are hereby imposed upon cach of

such commercial corporations respectively.
2. The term Bank includes Savings

Banks; the term Insurance Company com-
prises ife, Fire, Inland, Marine, Guarantee
and Accident Insurance Companies, but
does net include Mutual Insurance Com-
