The New York and Canada Raitway will ho
f°ly opened for through treill on the 29 h iest.

The Machanics Bank meeting yesterday
developed nothing new. Just as w-e expected.

A meeting of the representatives of Life
Assurance Companies was held at the office of
'the Citizens' Insurance Company on 13th
inst., for the purposo of adopting such measures
as night be deemed advisable ta prevent the
corporation from carrying the amendaient to
thteir charter allowing the imposition of a ta:t
of two per cent. on Lfe premniums. Theà action
of the corporation wvas severely condemined by
every one present as being altogether unreasoa
able, iniqûitous and unjust, inasnmuch as the
premiumns paid for Life Assurance were nuthing
more or less than trust funds for the beiefit of
ridows and orphans. IL was unanimously re-

solved that iinmiediate action should b taken
in the mtter, and a Coimmittee was appointed
for that piirpose. A. deputatiôn representing
the Life and Mlarine Insurance Companieà
maet the special committe on taxation on
Tuesday, and it was finally reholved by th"
committee ta report ta Council recominending
the removal of the tifo 'lir cent. proposed tax,
imposing $20 license on each company and
seven and à ialf per cent. on rental. Nothing
furthcer wtas donc in the matter yesterday, ,and
it is to be hopied that the City Oduncil wu I
think twice before passiùg such an unjust ltw.
We are certain that the Local Legislatue
would not lcnd its sanction ta such n indirect
imposition on iUe class of people who cn lenet
albford it, the idows and orphans.

which young and enterprising companies sue-
ceoed in making. Ead not the gentleman from
Winchester county botter look nearer home

before insisting on other shareholders perfori-
ing supererogatory duties.

H. B. Withe, a prominent merchant of
Wolfville, N.S.,who had always been considered
worth a very fair surplus, though not in very
realizable shape, a considerable portion being
in real astate and mining property, is offering
60 cents on the dollar, spread over 12 months.
He states he has been foreed to this stop after
a prolonged struggle to keep afloat, owing te
the unexpected failure of J. R. os of the same
place, who had always endorsed largely for
him, and to the continued pressure of the times
which have been unprocedented in that neigh-
borhood. A large proportion of his indebted-
ness is to Montreal merchants.

The investigations of the assignes into the
affairs of the Moisie Iroù Co. show the assets
of the Company in Montreal ,to bo about equal
to their liabilities, leaving thoir property snd
limits down the Gulf to the ftire. Their liabili-
tics reach aboutS280,00. The claim of about
$300,000, on which recent action was instituted,
cannot be regarded as a liability till all other
debts are satisfied, being in fact the amount of
Mr. HIamilton's contribution to the capital of
the concern. lr. Hamilton, preosident of the
Morris Run Coal Co., &c., and now insolvent,
ia the only other partner with Mr. MoIson in
the Company, and the application for procecd-
ings in Insolvency above referred to was made
by Mr. P. Lynch as assignee to lamilton's
estate. The company's property on the Moisig

River and Rapid River consist of 5300 acres of
sand ore deposits, and 150 square miles of
Limits, whieh to sncb a business should be
exceedingly valuable. Mr. Molson puts the
value at half a million, but at times liko these
such assets are likoly to prove very unavailable.
We think it would be an set to b deplored, for
creditors te decide te wind up the Company in
Insolvency and thus stifle ln its inception an
industry likely te be of such immense value te
the Dominion. The cause of non-success in the
past may be attributed very largely, we wore
almost ssying solely, to the great wan of sys-
tom and ordinary business management on the
part Of those at the holm, and were smome Of the
larger croditors, in company with other capital-
ists, to take hold and put the concern on a pro-
per basis, we think thore need b no reason to
fear for eventual success.

This offer it was decided not to
accept, and an applicati on is te made to a
judge for a writ of compulsory liquidation,
which proceeding vill bu necessary. previous
to any endeavour to enforce the personal liabi.
lity of directors for balance of claims not paid
out «of the estate.

Burke & Iieiy, bankers, of Little Faits, sus-
pended payment on the 14:th, and made an
assigenaet to J. W. CronIkhite, of that village.
Their liabilities are about 3100,000 iassets suip-
posed toe o small, but incluide S80,000 li the
Opera House blockr and banking house in Little
Falls. Burle's batnk, of Utica, is indirectly
connected with the firn, and vill be obliged to
suspend for a few days.

The causes vhicht led to the temiporary sus-
pension of a respectable private banker of our
city, referred to in a former issue of this journal,
wyere entirely unexpected and tunavoidable, and
we are glad to learn that, througi the forbear-
ance and assistance of friends, his afflirs are
being adjusted, so as to enable imto e prove
tliat the reputation for ionest endeavour wiiel
lat las always taintained still remains un-
sullied and untarnaished.

8OME RIGIITS OF CKEDI S
UNDEIR THIE NEW INSOLVEST ACT.

Unider the Insolvent Act of 1809, the
rights of the creditoi holiding ne sccurity
foihis claim wre not so cleair as uider lhe
Act oi 1875. Advantagc cas taken of ths
by oflicial assinees niid otcrs ta sectre ta
themiselves the winding up of estates by
the votes óf creditors holding security foi
tiier cliins, to whin it w'as of ne conse-
qunccO wlic ovas clocteci assignce. The
present act, however, places in the power
only of the unsecured creditors, wiho have
provoit theirî claiis, the right te vote at
meetings foi the Clectionl of' an assigne,
as 'ell as the poiwei to coIseII to a dced
of coinposition and discliarge ; aid the
signature of iny eia vliose claim iis not
affected by the discliaige of' an iisolven t
does not counit nl nuimiber cio valie as dis-
chargiing him, se that landlords and other'
persens similiarly secured are not peiimiit-
ted by the Act ta count in voting, the cxc-
cution of a dclod of composition and dis-
charge, or to any otier consant cir action
with regard te the management or dis-
pesai of' the estate ot an insolvent. Thiose
rights con onIy be exercisei by cioditors
w'hose unscired claims amnount te $100.

The holders of negotiable instiments,
such as bills o exchange or' promnissoiy
notes, iihcr' the insolvent is only indi-
rectly or secondaiily liable as endoîser,
wcIr, inder the Insolvent Aet Of 1869, cn-
sidered fo hold secrity from the obliga-
tion Of the promiser, and werc bound te
value and deduîct what the promiser o'
his estate was likely to pay towarCs the

bill Or note if it was net mature oi exigi-
ble ; but if it was due and unpaid, tc
holder' was entitled te tret such liability
as umsecurei, and had thus a rigit to vote
ut the meetings of creditors of' the estate
oe both proimiser and endorscr, if both
w-re insolvent, te consent te a deed of
composition and discharge f'r both, and
te draiw dividends for the full anount of
the cltai fron both estates. But the Act
of 1875 gives ne such right; after the
maturity of a bill or proinissory note and
its nin-payimîent, the holder, if he has pre-
viously valied his claim alnd placed tee
h ighi a vaine on te secuirity cf tue promniser',
has oiliy the power te revalu[le the security,
and tO rank and vote on the estate of the
insolvent endoiser for the balance. It
has been ali'cady contendeti Ltat the Act
only applies to iegoLiabiule instruinenits
riunniig at tue Lime of the insolvency, aid
not thien matured, and wilI net apply te a
past due bill at the time of the insol-
veiicy' that theholder of the latter couil
r'ank and vote upon the estates of pro-
misr and eidorser for the f'ill amunîtat,
ihile the hoIder of the bi or note not
maturei at the time ci' the insolvency
codii only rank for the ftil aimniiit on1 the
estate of te pioiniser, and for the ba-
lance on thc estate of the cidorser, after
deducting wha. he was likly to recovei
fron Lte estate of the proniser', and
in all probability tiose objectiions wiil
have te be settled by the courts of law.
There can, lw'ever, bli no dobtit of the
intention of the Legislature on this sub-
ject, for it will be i-emmbered that the
84ti section of te Act ivas aienied iii
the Senlate te tLie ef'fect that the iolders
of negotiable instriincits coukLiI ranic
on the estate of the promiser anid en-
dorser foi' the fulil amttount in cadi case
uitil full paymncîît was obtaiied. 'Tlie
amenment was, ioveri-, net accepted
by Lte Touiscof Comtimonsand tlic ainend-
mentf e the Senate w'as wtiawn. The
attCnttion ci' unîscired creditors te tlheir
riglits uindetr tiiepiescnt Act woiii secure
the appointmient of assignees voted into
cflice by theiselves wio would attenil to
thait iiter'ests, as wvell as abetter adminis-
tration of itisolveit estates, and an in-
crease of the diîhîdcis Icrivecdfrom them.

ASSETS.

The conimci'cial papers of New York
are supposedl to reflect the opinions of
the leading mlterchits of titat city in the
dedictionts tiey drCIive frim the recct
circtlar of a mercantile agency to wiici
referentce w'as made iii a former issue.
Thîey say tite is one feature in connîection
with many of the business failuies of the

year tIat lias attr'acted considerable atten-
tiou atd excitec unfavorable comment,
and that is the smallness of the assets in
comnparison vith the liabilities. These
renarks apply oin this side of the line as
well as in the Unitecd States, and sensible
men wvill 'orin their ovin conclusions On
lic sulject. There aire of course maniy
ionest failures, and some of the more
ionîest have niot aliways been as successfl
iii per ding the woild that the w'iiite-
wasl r'epiesentec lte real purity of coi-
nercial imiorality in teir case, as the mati
who brazeis itotut,aidiit who is tao often moet1
readily forgiven and welcoiied back ito
Lte circle than he ivio is possessed of a
more sensitive conscience i aid the former
is genierally Lte mai who comtes otl of the

process w'ith. the ietans of makiig at least
a fair otutward shiow, and Oftenl w"ith well-
linted pockets. Tlhare is more lionoi paid
to him by the world than to the pooi
holnest insoivOnt, wh'io wiould net evei
retain tlic iikstand on his desk fron his
creditors.

.A Boston pape' inl liscussiig the sub-

joet, inclines Le the belie' that, w'hile a
large imajority of the btaiikr'uptcics of 1875
lave iindouîitbtedly occirrdct after strouti-
ous excrtions to weather the storim that
has becn raging durinîg lte past tvo ycars,
net a few' firns aid inldiviluals htave Iiled
wien theravas noi atictal nîocessity for iL,
in crder Lo save sometlilng from the
wi'ck, conccaliing proper'ty Nvhich of rigit
ought te liave becn dividcui among their
crcitors. A Newc York publication in dis-
cussiing the saine subject, says tiant therc
is a widely received anîd by tno means
utjuîstifiable opinion that a large numuber
of the receînt fhilures ivere uintecessa'ry,
or tliat a large inuibr of those vho
failed inight have paid, liad they chosen,
better dividends to their croditors,
and tliere is little doubt that bath car-
rectly reacd publie opinioi, et' Litat publie
opiiîon is correct in its surinises. Wu'e do
not believe tiat ordinaiily, lte business
men who wouitI deliberately fail to make
ineey conîstitute a very conlsiderable per-
tion of the iviole business coimunîity,
but it is quite probable that the extraor-
ditiary revei'ses of thé last tîvo years have
brouglht te the surface an unutisual antoctî
of tiis kindti of rascality. The moral sense
of tlie business commîttunîtity ouglit to assert
itsolf ini a vigorots protest against sueh
practices. Incalculable injury Ivill be
dote if they are accepted as proper and
legitimate. Every case of unnecessary
banîkutptcy adds te the genieral distrust
iuhiicht it is importaint siouiCI be speedily
remtoveI. It las itot, by smaie concerns,
bec deemed cishonourable te negotiate

-u4t
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paper which tlhey wre aware vould

fail due after a faiture that was inevit-

able. Such practices are cishisonturable,

nevertiheless, and the business coniuînnity
fails of its duty if it-does ai coniemn

the house which is guilty of it. The

standartl of commercial honour naiy ba
sait to be entirely in the 'keeping of
business men. It can be raised ai lowrerd,
according as the inass of business men

shall determine. So long as firmns or indi-

vidials are pernitted ta fail, settle with

their creditors at a mserely noninal per-
ceiitage on the dollar of indebtecdness, and
then livo in suiiptluotis style uipons their

priivate fortunes, without ilincurring the
otditum of coinmercial dishonoir, a class of

men iill be found ta avail tieniselves of

this species of fraud. A rnch'ciianst wolia
can csompromise w"ith his creditors a
number' of tmes diring his business carcer
bas a great advantage over his neighlbour,
who pays his leb ts dollar for dollar, unless

his credit suffers thereby. The only

reiedy is a Initel action aimong honotir-
able business men, by w'lich fraudulent
failures shall be characterized as they
deserve. The house w'hich fhils wlen it
might stand, sacrifices its ionour and

aggravates the evils which honest bank-

ruptcy tends ta srnove. There are very
few business men wola hsave not suffered

losses at saine ine by fiauduleintfailui-es.

There is a class of business failures
whieli, by the smallness of the aisets in
comparison with the liabilities, are strong-
ly suggestive of fraudj. A glance at the

detailed failures of tie year sholws plainly
that the liabilities of suspended firms in
tao many instances iai been largely, and

perliaps unneccessarily, increasei by a vain
effort ta weather the storim, after the firins
hiad become hopelessly insolvent. In
muansy cases the elenents of weaknlcess had
without doubt beci the accuinuilatian of
years, the vinlierable points havinsg been
successfuilly shieldedi froin tise public gaze
by a vairiety of subterfuges. Thouigh the
commercial streasm bas been cleared of
uic of the debris by wihich il becaine

encumîberetd during the panie of 1873,
there is a prevalent notion tliat aill is not
yet plain sailing for the business cominu-
nity. Nothiinsg approacliing paiae is appre-
henided, but it is believedi that there is
still considerable coîmnercial dry rot to be
renoveti before the business of the coun-
try can be established upon a sound basis,
Il whichi case the process of business

cauterization cannot tao saon ob complot-
ed. Mercantile failtures iecessarily cause-
more or less distress, but, like a thunder-
stoiin wien the air has become over

.chargetd vith electricity, they serve ta
purify the business atmasphere, by extin-

guishing weak antinsolveit firms, leavting
those who survive in a stronger position
thai before, thus atding tone ta the
standstard ofimorals. This process has been
going ait foi nany imonstis at a rapid rate,
and already there is a iealtlier beat ta
the public pulse. After tise sifting pro-
cess lias boen comspleted the country vill
be in ut position ta s-un a carele ai' pros-

pority equal ta that of any cra in its his-
toi-y.

WASTE OF TIMBER SUPPLY.

We alluded in our hast issue te the
vastefuls and uremnserative course Pur-

sted C by tie New B-unsiwick hunb n,
in kceeping the ]3ritish and Amtei-cian
markets constantly gluttedi witi spruce
luinber. Wre siowx find that tie shiîlssnents
of spruce tdeals from the single Port of
St. John, for the presen tyear, is estilmateti
by the Daily TelegphL at aie hundred
and eighty imillions (180,000,000) of feet,
whiici is more thais all the deals Of both
pil and spruce siipped froin Quebe-the

prodiucts of tie Prsovinîces of Onîtario an d
Quebec-in the saume time. This iimîense
quanstity of deaIls lias been thrown ons tie
oves-stocketd Ensglisi imari-koae te o bc slaugh-
tredi at publie aiction, irrespective of
tise cost of production, the labor eiitailed
in manufacturiig or the intrinsic valie of
the wood itself, ani it is very certain, if
the Telegr'ap/t already alludeCI to is ta be
considered authority on tie subjoct ofsuip-
ply, that the product shotild b worh, las
stuipage alone in tise woods, as ulsch as
is got for it in its manactur-edl tate.
That paper, in aise of its issues of last
year, as quoted by Mr. Little in his
address on the Liiiber supply at the
Ltumbermein's Convention ield t Ottawa
ont the 30th July hast, remarked as fol-
lows :-" The increasing scarcity of tiniber

adjaceit to tie sea and tse navigable ivers
has. witiin a fewi years, becomoî a sub-
ject of great moment ta the iihiabitants
of this Province. Uitil recently saise of
our people have been accuistored to look
upon our- spruce and pine trees ss an iiin-
ctusbrance to the landI, and uinvortiy
the cost of protection. ''lse pulic,, liow-
ever, think difi'erently now, silce they
iid Liat more than one ialf of the best

timuber lands in New-% ' Bruiswick have

been utte-ly destroyed by the axe, winids
and fire, w-hile nline.tontis of tie re-
nainder have been worked ion sa nuch
that they have beei largely deprived of
their mssost valtuable saft w'oods." One

would b lod ta infer fron tlis exhibit of

the extent of their timber suppiy, froin
one of their leading Isapers, thati sole-

thing likce a consci'vative course would be
followed ivith respect ta this valuable

material, instead of w'hich, how'ever, they
appear to be anxious ta get rid of if; and
tiis is especially the more to b wonde-ed
at as tise production is mrseasurably con-
trolled by two or blîree large antd intelli-
gent operators. We in Ontario and
Qiiebec have iitiierto been ifar too wasto-
li Of our commînercial wood, but froa all

we can icarn, 'New Brunswick keeps far
ahead ofus in ithat respect. The Lime of
total xiexaistion would be extended],
maoiicy made in the business, and the
country enriclied, ifl w'e iwer all forced to
curtail oui operations within Ithe vants
of the trade.

Ansd in tliat fiich ail tIse various crafts, ilnter-
ests aid occuplations kniow n imlong imlen bave
ii one forim or another, froin tilme inunieimiorial,
comiibineiid amouing thjeinselves to lrotect tlieir
uwn linterests, aud lroimote the welfiire of the
several coistitueins o tsu cliobiations.

Whly sliould nlot the nuliderwritiiig fraternity
du hie saine tiing ? Certainsly, nu business pro-
secuited il tIis niueteenth censtuiry has to con-
tend witi more iiiisaippreeniisioii, Irejuldice,
secret distrust and oIen olpposition tin this
saie business f iiiiderwritiig. Becauise the
prilicipîles IInponI wliicli it is biased, and the
methods by which it proceeds, are somewiat
occult andî iiaiiliar, ain imupression las coille
to prevail citier thiat the businiess is a sort of
El Dorado in whicli any aIveiturer moay fiid
an easy fortane, or that it is a species of lottery
in wliicl chance leterinises whlethier the ilslrer
or the inîsured shall be thie loer.

There seeis, also, to have beenu excited aii
iiaccoiitable liostility tO the businiess, wliicli
miîanifests itself ii various fcris, but iost
nuotably in the iiifrieidly legislation llicli had
irevailed in refereice to it and Ihe ziotioi, of

wliicli the public mind ihas never beenî wholly
disabised, tliat soiebov or otier the untIer-
ivriter was clieating lis clients, and cliarginig
an exorbitant lrice forI the indeumiity wlici lihe
suliplies.

Never, in the listory of iiderwriting, lias
this lostility showl itself so proniilently as
now. Dissatisfaction and distrust are feeble
anîd insexlressivc terms to aipiy to Ie presciît
aititudfle of the pieopfle tovard iunflerwriters of
ail clas-es. Fromi the supllrele court of' tise
United States downI to the petty village
deiagogues wlio have been elevaîted by luckcy
accident or 1ersistent douible-dealinîg to the
position of state legisliators, the sane disposi-
tion is ismanifîsted. I1i legislitures aid courts
of law, the insurer is regarled as a kinîd of
liiancial tslmaelite, wlose landîl is agiist
every imlan, anid against wlhoil it is riglit a-1
psroler tiat every msîan's hand should be raised,
the more forcibly and vinîdictively the better.

Arguients are not wanstinsg ta show tlat tIse
loiest unîsderwriter isl te frieid ofgood mlsorals,
ofinîdustry, tlrift, and all tLiose social virtues
whiicli advance the plrosperity of the state; but
argaument is of little avail against prejudice,
and wien the selfisli inistincts of mankind are

Mr. RAu s, n auckiiowledgiig the cel-
pliient, stated that lie felt iiiucl gratified lit
the renarks of the inover, anld ilso those of
the President and Vice-President , whicli w-ere
ever of the saine kindly tunor. Tu theîir vxalua-
ble and friendly coisel, comsbinied with the
ready co-operation of the Directors always
accorded him, he attributed in a great de-
gree the continîued advanceincit of the Coi-
pany.

It wias the imiore pleasing to hima that they li
this, their third year, were again successful, as
being the soinewhat persistent originiator of
the Cocmpaniy, lie wals motest anxiouis Ihat his
promises cin its belialf shoild be faîllilled. So
long as lie leld this position in their confidenîce,
lhe would assure themî that lie woul leave
nîothing in lis poier uindone te establisli the
Company as a remiunerative enterprise to its
proprietors, as well as a valuable institution to
the comuiiiiiiiity.

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bent double it neitherbreaksn or cracks. ilat
the solution is which produces this effect we
cannot pretund to guess. If used is leatier, it
is certainlly onre.fourti the weigit of bide, and
looks as well, at half tire cost. If in the guise
of miaciitosi, il is as sipple, and yet not sticky
like ordinary waterproof. Boots and shoes are
exhibited of this mraterial, but the irost
ellicieit use to wicih it can bu prit seems te
be for iliitary aoccoutreietrs and teit-
cloths. The French War Office has ordered
a soldier's complete outfit te be made of
the Cork leather, andi we unlrderstand that tie
Duke of Cambridge ias directed siimilar
samiples to be seit to the ilorse Guards. With
regard ta terrts, the imaîtterial is, wilhout doubt,
imîpervious to watter, for this is practically
shown at the Exhibition, while il is saitd ont
good authority to bu superior to ordinrary can-
vas in resisting lieat. If it be ised ini tie Army
the tediois burlei of kit, belt, anid cartouehre-
box winl be very matnierially decrearsed.

DETERIOiIATION OF COALS.

That coals lose conrsiderabily in valle by ex-
losure to the wealher is iell kinow'n, but fleo'
probably, are aware of the exteit of the dani-
age thuis prouicei. Dr. V;arrenrtrass has ascer-
tained a loss oi mare thaniri one-thirdi in the
weiglit of a samlerit of coal exliosel for some
time l tire air, and ie states ilat tIre qulîrîsity
of the coul had ridurgone a still greater deter..
iorations. This loss is believed toi be dire to a
slow combustion of the volatile elements of the
cOaI, ihicli gradually dimrinnisi ii arioint,
whilst the propsortion of carbon, ash and suil-
phii u isicreasedi. Ini soie experimîents Maie
the gas which vas farnisiheil weas diminisied
soce forty-ilve pur cent., intd the ieating pow-
er forty-seven per ceit,, ia a coal whichi had
beein exposed, wshile the saise coal niier shel-
ter lost only tweenty-five ier cent, as a gas gen-
erator, Raid ton ier cent, as a lieat prodicer.
Anthracite, as miglt ire expectei, suffers least
frons exposuire to the atmsosphere, and the bit-
uminirous coals are those ilicli lost most ; but
in eitier case, the loss and deterioration are sur-
ficieitly serious te cRl for tie exercise of Mure
care tihan is iusnally practised.

IRON COLOSINS IN BUILDINGS.

By a recut invention, tire principle o .thie
fire-proof safe is apPlied to the formation of
iron pillars or columns iln architecture. As in
the Case Of tire coronn iron pillar in use, a
solid cast-iroi column siustains the whole
weight of the superstructure, but, in this insu-
proved arrangement, there is outside of tie
solid coIumn a thin cast-iron shell, and the
space intervening bertween tire ouîter siell and
the utiner colimn is tilled with plaster-of Paris,
the nîon-conducting properties of which are
well knrown. No weigit iu ailoved to rest onr
the outer siell or the noi-conductor ihat is
used as filling, their only mrission being to
protect fron Ilre eirects of lieat the reai supi_
port of the building-the iatter colu. The
plan is te tave threse calnsss suriounited by
ar iron T girdier, whiell is inctsed in a ire-
proof casting of a similar inature, anti the
jonction butiveen the piiar and the girler is
So formetd that onliy the protectei portion of
tie one toisces the iirotecied portion of the
other, while the casing formrs a tiglht joinrt,
thuits maaking the fire-proof armsor comsplete.
The simplicity and, eflicieecy of this plhm are
obvious. Tbese colunso, it is stated, are lu-

tended to take the place of the ordinrary iroi
columins inr olirrnarental fronts of buildings, as
wefll as the initerior of large wvarehiouses where
uni supports arre needed.

by the ue of paper documents, and, finally, the
method in which the use of money is mi-
mensly economized by the cheeno and clearing
system now boiug extended and perfectcd.
