GAS vs. ELECTRICITY.

Althougli it seems ta be almost a cer.
tainty that the electric liglt will, at sone
period more or less remote, supersede gas
for the illumination of large open spaces,
public buildings, and for out-door illumi-
nations generally, indeed wherever light
on a large scale is required,,it is another
question as to its taking the place of gas
for domestie and general purposes. The
method of illumination by electricity
is surrounded by many practical difficul-
ties. ·The liability of the machinery ta
derangement at any moment, the defec-
tive character of the candles, the inces-
sant variations of the illuminating power,
wvant of diffusibility aud meanus of storage,
the constant care and attention the liglits
require, and the enormous cost of produc-
ing the light, all make its use for dames-
tic purposes a great problem. On the
other hand, there is in the public mind- a
strong prejudice against gas companies,
wvhose dealings owitli their customers toa
often reflect the haughtiness of the mono-
poly they enjoy; had they been more
popular, there would not have been such
a shout of joy at the proposal ta introduce
the electrie light. The gas meter reckon-
ing in the darkness of the cellar enormous
quantities of cubic feet of gas which
nearly every housebolder, at least once
a month, pronounces ta be positive false-
hood, and whose figures must be accepted
under penalty of seeing the supply cut off,
is the cause of mucli recrimination. The
instrument is the property of the Com-
pany, is adjusted by the Company, its
registering is law, and any complaint
aigainst its working is visited upon the
complainer with trouble and expense.
Against lack of pressure, compelling one
ta grope about in his house, in the sort of
light which Milton described as enough
i' to make darkness visible; " against tao
much pressure, causing escape of unburnt
gas, flickering, junmping, or whistlingi
against noxious smells i4 the combustion
of unpurified gas, there is no redress.
No Wonder that the public should have
welcoimed the idea of a new illuminating

povrai that does not bring with it risk of
explosion, nor bad smell ; that does nlot
héat or iÎtite the air of the rooms, but
gives a vàstly superior liglit.

The iiecessity for improving all gas

ap lts, and for cheapening its pro-

1lotibh; bah been felt by the gµs com,

panies. Many have already intimated
their intention ta become their own gas-
fitters, and propose ta. supply stoves for
heating, &c. Bletween petroleum oil and
electric light competition, it is ta b hoped
that gas companies will have a sharp eye
ta all nei inventions, and not ignore the
fiact that the appliances for the consump-
tion of gas are capable of great improve-
ment. Reduction in price is already tak-
ingplace. The Hartford, Conn., Gas Coin-
pany lias reduced the price of gas ta 52
per 1,000 cubic feet, and the Lowell.G Cas
Company lias gane still lover, and an-
nounce a reduction ta l.S0 afteîr April
ist. lu this city, after the 1st of May, gas
is ta be reluced ta $2 per 1,000 feet, and
yet, comparod with Euiope, tlis reduc-
tion is not enough. The 'price of gas in
London, England, is 3s. 6d. In the coun-
try, the average is 6s. Od., and in the large
cities about 5 shillings. In Paris, far froiim
coal fields, the price per 1,000 cubic feet
is S1.38, and, as it will be slown, the city
itselI derives a.lar-ge income on the price
paid ta the gas company.

It is not generally known that the re-
sidual p)ioducts in gas making, consisting
of coke, breeze, tar and ammoniacal liquor,
realize ta the companies a return equal ta
a .third of the amount received from the
sale of gas. The following table will give
a clear idea of tlie value of residuals pro
duced by the various London Companies
during 1876, as compared with the cos' of
coal consumed.

These telling figures show that, were
the consumption of gas ta experience a
material decrease, the various products
no sold at low prices as residuals, being
necessaries ta many staple manufacturerse
would still be required, and the com-

panlies could ask and obtain much highier
prices for what would then become the
products of a distinct and special form of
industry.

The scare that prompted many stock-
holders in vaï•ious gas companies ta sacri-
fice their property was certainly unreason-
able. The severe tests ta which electric,
light bas been submitted il Paris and in

London have demonstrated that, under
the most economical processes, electric
light costs two and three-fifiths times that
of gas of equal illuminating intensity. The
reduction in the price of gas, the many im-
provements taking place in gas apparatus.
and in the manipulation and sale of the
by-products of gas making, as ammoniacal
salts, liquid hydrocarbons, &c., warrant
the belief that confidence may be main-
tained in the solidity of gas stock invest-
ments.

The statenent of the Parisian G as Com-
pany may be of saine interest ta stock-
bolders in kindred companies, and also ta
cities that may regret having »been too
ready in granting charters. The expenses
of the Paris company for the year 1S77
amount ta 40,076,567 francs, including
4,505,7S3 francs paid for city and State
taxes. Tlhe roceipts amount to 69,103,784
francs, composed of 4S,205,805 francs
for sale of gas, 191,197,228 cubic meters
(1 metre being equal ta 35.31 cubic feet),
and, as Èlready said, 17,l 38,772 francs for
rosiduals. The profits for the year 1877
are 29,100,000 francs. According ta the
charter a dividend of 5 per cent. on the
shares, amounting ta 12,400,000 francs is
first put aside, and the balance, 16,700,000
franucs,is dividedequally between the stock-
holders and the city. The city of PIaris is
in cansequence, afteri having received
taxes and dues, th receiver of $1,670,000
as herishare in the profits of the sale of
gas. No wonder the shares of the com-
pany of a par value aif 500 francs are held
to-day at 1450 frai os, in spite of Edison's
iimiediate prospective success.

NATIONAL CURRENCY.

We have prefixed ta these remarks the
designation given ta a proposed inconver-
tible paper currency, which we deeply re-
gret ta find some of the supporters of
Sir John Macdonald's Administration are
naking efflorts ta establish. It appears
that the lIon. Isaac Buchanan, who has
for many years employed his influence in
favor of sucli a currency, lias addressed a
letter ta Mr. Robertson, M. P. for Hamilton,
recommending what he rather absurdly
designates as " theu pr'indiple of the post-
age stamp,"' but whicli principleis as
different from w'hac Mr. Buchanan recom-
mends as it is possible ta conceive. The
principle of the postage stamp is that,
for convenience sake, instead of paying
the postage tax in money, stamps are sold
for money, and, when used, immediately
cancelled. If that principle were adopt-
ed in the case a£ revenue duties, notes
would be paid. for at a sub-treasury in
paper conyertible into gold, theni handed
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to the collectors of the custons or excise
revenue, and immediately cancelled. This
is widely different fron Mr Buchanan's
schemie, and it is tlîerefore most dishonest
te describe it as. the principle of the
postage stamp." The intention is that
the Government should be paid twice over
for all duties of customs or excise. The
avowved object is to enable the Govern-
ment ta issue an inconvertible paper
currency for the purpose of prosecuting
public works and settling the North West.
In the very voi'st tinies in the United
States the Governinent ivis wise enough,
aven when flooding the country vith that
description of currency which Mr. Bu-
chanan desites te introduce into Canada,
ta require the customs.duties ta be paid
in gold, sa as ta obtain the ineans of dis-
charging the national obligations in the
only currency that the public creditors
will accept. Our currency doctors are
more reckless aven than the United
States. They are prepared, ta use a cant
expression of our neighbors south'of the
lnes, " ta go the whole hog," and ta de-
clare the Dominion bankrupt, and this at
the very time that the United States lias
resumed specie payients. It is truly
deplorable to have ta acknowledge that
there are members of the Canadian Par-
liament se grossly ignorant of all the
principles on which a sound currency is
based as te lend their countenance ta
this mad scheme of Mr. Buchanan. We
confess that w'e do not view this move-
ment without some alarn. Under the
designation of l fiat money," it n'as at
one Limae feared that a similar currency
would'be forced into circulation in the
United States, but the good sense of the
people crushed the schemers, as w'e sii-
cerely hope they will be crushed in Cani.
ada. This is not a time wh'ben the public
credit can be trifled vith, and if the least
suspicion were te be entertained in Eng-
]and that the Parliament of Canada con-
templated an issue of inconvertible
paper money, the credit of the Dominion
vould be iretrievably destroyed.

The promoters of this monstrous
scheme are professed supporters of the
present Administration, and no time ouglit
ta be lost in obttining from the Govern-
ment a distinct repudiation of any sym.
pathy ivith such opinions as those which
Mr. Robertson and Mr. Wallace are en-
deavoring te spread among their political
associates. The proposal can be described
in no more fitting teris than as a gigantic
swindle. The practcal affect would be to
enable every debtor te swindle bis credi-
tors to whatever amount might be the
difference in value between gold and the
so-styled national currenày. IL is truc

that the soliemo just published in:detail,
provides that existing debts are ta be
paid in an equivalent to gold, but it
w'ould be whboIly unpracticable to give of-
fect ta such a suggestion. As, undcr,
the proposed scheme, the issue would be
gradual, no man could tell fron day ta
day what would be the value of the eur-
rency in which lie w'ould be paid either
for his labor, or for bis goods, or for the
debts due to him. And what is the pre.
text for this proposal of Mr. ¯Buchanan?
Is the Governinent unable ta meet its
obligations ? Is there the slightest ground
existing for national repudiation ? Not
the slightest. The abject is ta give the
Governiient twenty millions of dollars for
public works and the settlement of the
North West. W'e are. not aware that the
credit of the Goverinment has fallen so
low that it is unable ta borrow whatever
it may require on satisfactory teris, and,
if thora is a superfluity of money in Can-
ada, there is no difficulty in obtaining
Governnent 5 per cent. bonds fra' any
anount that investors in sucli securities
may desire. The effect of naking the
" fint money "' redeemuable in wliat those
ignorant currency quacks by a stupid
misnomer tern " consols," evidently not
knowing the meaning of that terni, would
he ta raise a forced loan froni the people.
What do our artizans aud laborers, our
tradesmen and marchants, want witli 4
par cent. Govirnient bonds?

As ta the scheme of placing the charter-
ed banks on the footing of the National
banks of the United States, it must be
obvious that its practical effect would be
to force then ta invest in Governinent
securities ta the extent of their present
circulation, which they could onîly do by
calling in sonething approaching to
twenty millions of dollars from their cus-
toniers. This w'ould be burning the eau-
dIe at both ends with a vengeance. These
national currency swindlers have hither-
ta been treated wiith silent contempt, but
when they actually propound their
schemes at the seat of Government, and
within the walls of Parliamentf, it is highi
time that somae distinct assurance should
be elicited from the Government that it
will lend no countenance whatever ta a
scheme which is frauglt witlh ruin ta the
country.

THE UNI''ED STATES PRESS ON ITE
TARIFF.

It oughît not ta cause any surprise that
the United States journals are disposed ta
criticize the new tariff with saine severity,
for most assuredly it is calculated te check
importa from tbg cotuntry, Ilhase how-

avar, ha the effect of eliciting opinions
fromt iiflueitiat journals favorable ta re-
ciprocity. Mr. Tilley's principle "is se
sound that we ought not ta be captious
about mnethods " is an admission that we
confess we scarcely expected, but the
adoption by Canada of a retaliatory policy
w'ouinds the amourpropre of our neighbors,
and, however disposed te reciprocate, as
we are told is proved by the bill recently
pending before Congress, they vill not
subuit ta tlireats. We can afford te siile
at the comnplaints of our neiglibors regard-
ing retaliation, and also at their anticipa.
tion that the new tariff will lead te coin-

plications between England and Canada.
Practically it will be found that there will
be little, if any, disturbance in the trade
vith England. Even with the inucl higlier
duties iimposed by the United States it
has been found inpracticable to exclude
English manufactures front that country,
and there is no probability that, with the
very slight increase in the duty on the
bulk of the iniports fron the United
Kilngdomi anîy mnaterial diminution of
trade vill result fron the taritf. It is
notorious that l'or several years past the
United States has succecded in diverting
the trade in several descriptions of the
cheaper fabi'ics froin England, and these
are the kind of goods wlichi Cauada may
manufacture at home.

Those journals whicli are arejoicing in
the prospect of a serious misunderstand-
ing between Canada and. England on the
subject of this tariff, consequent on an
Imperial veto on the Act,mayrest assured
that they are laboring under a completo
delusion. Notliiing can be more satisfac-

tory than the utterances of the responsi-
ble Ministers ai' the Crown in England in
reply te the coiplaints of those inembers
of the Imperial Parliainent who conceive
that Canada is bound ta frame lier fiscal
policy in accordance withr public opinion
in England, and not with .that in Ca-
nada.

OUR INLAND MARINE.

It lias repeatedly occurred ta us that
one of the greatest anomalies in our legis-
lature is the absence of any Actconnected
with our inland mi'arine navigation enforc
ing a necessary qualification for those
entrusted with the charge of our lake
vessels and steamers. In other ivords,
neither captains nor mates are required
te hold any certificate of competency, and
consequently there is nothing to prevent
owners-if so minded -placirg in com-
muand 'of their boat any pedlar or black-
smîüh w'lho loes nlot now the'diffeenci
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between the " fore top sail yard " and the
"spanker boom," and vhose ideas of a
gale of wind upon a lee shore are, ta say
the least, extremely hazy. That such a
state of things exists does not reflect
much credit upon those vho have framed
our laws, and, while the lives of our people
are endangered in this manner, the ignor-
ant captain-if lie have the right to such
a niame-is not male ta feel the sense of
his responsibility, inasmsucli as lie lias noa
dread of the removal or suspension of a
certificate as is the case under the "MIer-
chants Shipping Act '' of England.

It is higli time that our Doiinion Gov-
ernment passed an Act simsilar ta that
just naned, not only on the score of
humanity but of political economy, for,
althougli it may be argued that, ifa steamer
or vessel be wrecked, the insurance com-
panies vill pay the dainage, yet it is an
undoubted fact that every wreck, as vell
as every tire, represents an absolute 1oss
of a certain amousnt of wealth ta the colin-
try.

As already suggested, there should be a
Marine Board establisied whici could
examine and grant the necessary certifi-
cates ta bath captains and mates, and wlio
could also annul or temporarily suspend
such certificates if any subsequent act of
the holder thereof proved him uiwortlhy.
We should thus have the greatest possi-
ble security for the.said oalicers acting ta
the best of their ability ii discharge of
their duties, for both their hcnor' and live-
lihood would be at stake.

We are likewise of opinien that there
ongit ta be saine sort of Governmneit
surveyor vho could decide wiiethîer a
ship, frain overloading or other cause, is
unseaworthy, if we can use the teri in
referring ta our lakes. This is already
the case in England, thanks ta Mr. Plimn-
sall, and if we justly sinile at the obstinsate
sliuggishness with whici the Mother Cons-
try adopts any of our improvenents let
us take cure that sie cannot retort " tu
quoque " uponi us in the matter before us.

Finally iwe are of opinion that saine-
thing should be clone ta provide saine
sort of certificate of qualification for an
average adjuster, as at present any self-
appointed persan tiinks lie is p'erfectly
competent ta act in that capaîcity, and
consequently there are occasionally saine
of the mnost absu'd adjustinents of general
average made tait it is possible ta con-
ceive. Many seei ta fall ito the saine
error respecting an average adjustei as
about a fire underwriter, and imagine that
there is no particular knowledge or ex-
perience needed, and the result is as wve
have just stated.

TIE 3OUNDARY QUESTION.

Since our notice of the discussion li
the House of Commons on Mr. Dawi'sonî's
motion for the various documents relut-
ing ta the boundary question we have
had an opportunity of reading the Han-
sard report of the Hon. Wm. McDoigall's
speech. lieferring ta the award, lie stated
that the arbitrators hlad assunied tait tie
boundary on tise east rais ta Hudson's Bay.
"le did not thiii tihere was any author.
"ity for that. It, ias convenient, looked
"well upon a map, and they lad found
"in somne conunainication between .the hinp,.c-

r rial Government and their of}icers in this
counitry the wyords ' ta the bounsdary of
"ludson'sBay.' " He proceeded to state
that when in England lie had become
satisfied that the expression w'as " a mre

clerical errai in the copies of the original
"report of the Attorney General," and
added that "I no aie could use thlat word

l boundary in describing the shores of a
I bay." He added that " it was ipon that
"slight circumnsfance the coimissioners as-
"sumed they had ais authority ta run the
"Eastern boundary ta Hudson's Bay
" instead of the boundary of the HJudson's
" Bay territory, and iaving.got there it

was necessary ta get away from it."
Mr. Macdougal lias donc but scant jus-
tice ta the arbitrators in his statement of
the case. The Act of 1791 recites tihat
IHis Majesty lias signified his intention ta
divide the old Province, but makes no
reerence ta boundaries. The first com-
mission ta Lord Dorchester defines the
bonundary between Upper and Lower Can-
acaas follow's :"From the head af Lake
" Temiscamssing by a line draiwn due north
Sunstil it strikes the boundary of Hudson's

Bay." We sublit that this commission
from the Croni dividing the Province is
notadequatelydescribed by the expression
" saie communication betweens the Impe.

rial Government and theiroilicers in this
counstr'y." But Msfr. MeDougall should, in

justice ta the arbitrators, have noticed
that, after whlat lie terns "a clerical
errrai" lhad been repeated in a great
numsber of other commissions ta the suc-
cessors of Lord Dorchester, Loid )urliamsî's
commission is 1838 iad the words
eut il il strikes the shore of Ilsudson's
Ray." Thie saine expiession N'as used in
Lord Sydeinian's commission. The rea-
sonable inference is thlat if the first
definition ias ''a clerical error," tie
second was ivhat was really intended.
At all events the arbitrators did niot
arrive at their conclusion " upon the
slight circusmstaince " of' a clerical error
in some communication between thé
Imperial Govenment and their officers in.

Canada, but upoi the clear and distinct
definition of the boundary in the Royal
commissions, the last of whicl removed
all douLbt as ta the meaning ta be attached
ta the rather vague expression in the
fir'st.

ANOTHER BOOT AND SHOE INFIR-
MITY.

The Reverend Robert Hall, of pleasant
nemory, Lad among his parishioners a

sickly, querulous old mortal who was con-
tinually troubling him, not witlh a recital
of his spiritual ivants, but his physical ail-
ments. On aie occasion after ain interval
of more than usual length, le began by
saying: "Ai i Mr. Hall, you have-never
-been ta sec me-sir, I've-ive been
very il. I'ebeen-at Death'ls door--Mr.
Hall." "Wihy didn't you step in, sir?
Why didn't you step in ? " replied the
clergyman. It hîad been better for the
trade if tie firm niamed above had on one of
tlie early occasions of their several troubles
concluded ta step in, or step out for good,
and taken ta some other calling, evensuch
occupation as that purisued at present by
Mr. Joseph Woodley in tise G reat West,
ralier than have continued ta spread dis-
aster for sa many years, ta the greater
ultimate injury of' thseir creditors. Somae
of these, vho, rather than let them go
under, assisted theim from time ta time in
obtaining settlements, in the expectation
that they miglt profit by experience, and
that if they succeeded they waould prove
valuable custoiers in time, are, partly
ta blane also.

The loiw rate of wages for factory hands
in Montreal and Quebec lias long givein
the boot and shoe trade in these cities a
preponderating advantage over otlier dis-
tributing and mianuufacturing centres in
the Dominion, and, notwitlistanding the
great increase in the number of factories,
there appears ta have been little if any
over-production. But this is chiefly due
ta the modern advance in labor-saving
mnachinery, vhici enables eaci firi ta
manufacture alnost fast enougi ta supply
os'ders even in the busy seasons, generally
avoiding the necessity of keeping heavy
stocks on hand. It is a matter for ion-
der, iowever, tiat the growth of this trade
las been sa rapid and successful, wlen ive
take ita consideration the number of in-
capables who have enterod into the busi-
nsess ; aine iani understands liow to manu-
facture, but lias no business managementi
a second lias geral business ability, but
does not excel in manufacture a third
has neither one nor the other, but lie per-
ceives otlier men make money in it, and
lie does not see anyreason wly he should
not make money also. Messrs. *Woodley

appear ta bave had little capacity for any-
thing but pe.iodical w'ezknesses. It is
now some twenty'eiglit years since they
were doing a small retail business in the
city of *Quebec. During that time they
have been at death's cloor five different
times, and been obliged ta call in the as-
sistance of their crediturs. Ten years
after they were doing a little in the whole-
sale also, besides, runiing a taniery in
Oakville, wliere James resided a boot and
shoe store in Hamilton, where Samuel
lived, and an establishm.mnt in Ottawa,
wvhich last, hoivever, n'as sion closed. In
1864 thy had branched out considerably
into wholesale business, as well as tanning,
the brothers being partner ail round. On
the 15th of Marih, of tha4 year, the first
failure took place, wvith liabjilities of $75,-
000 ta $100,000, and J. & J. Woodley, of
Quebec, after some negoti *ion, arranged
a settlement on the basis .î 3s. 9d. in the

payable in 3, 6, 9 and l: monthis. Thie
cause of the failure-was at ibuted ta t an
nery operations, they havi'- g been endor-
sers ta the amount of $20,'00.

Pending their discharge, they (James
and Joseph) resumedti undcer the name of
Samuel-Woodley, branchadç1 out largely
and got into credit. In 1874, the style
w'as changed ta J. & J. Woodley, and on
22nd of June the following year they sus-
pended a second time writh very large
liabilities,but arranged immediately, with-
out taking advantage of tbe Act, at 62à
cents on the dollar, at 3, 6, 9 and 12
inonths, unsecured, leaving a nominal
surplus, chiefly in machiery and pro-
perty, of $90,000. On the strength of this
settlement new credit was obtained, and
the business resumed on an extended
scale. Tie dividend was duly paid.
Early in 1877, Mv. Joseph Woodley left
the firm, built a factory at St. Rocli's (the
lower tow'n), representing that - lie had
taken out $40,000 as his share. The
periodical fits peculiar ta the firm did net
desert Joseph while alone, and his career
came ta a stop in ten months. His estate
bas thus far paid only 20 cents on the dol-
lar, and little mare is expected. -By this
tine Joseph bad the sense te knowv that
lie was beaten lie icent west, and having
been somewhat of a gardener in Quebec,
is now supposed ta be turnink bis expe-
rience in that way ta acco.unt by caltivat-
ing mushrooms in Manitoba.

James stilliheld on witlh the fac tory
in the St. John Gate suburbs, having
associated w'itli him his son James un-
der *the old style, until- February, 1878,
when another disastrous failure took
place, ntid through th-ý p apond'erating
influence of the Quebec crei itors,a¯nother
unsecured settlement o. 33à cents on the

dollar,'at 3, 6, 9 and 12 months, w'as
effected. This time, however, their credit
was sadly impaired, and they could buy
only on"h'>l'ort time, which resulted in a
chronic state of impecuniosity. Efforts
w'ere made ta work along through means
of a Toronto firm, which, although baving
a goodc record, was net possessed of suffi-
cientîcapital for the business. They bought
about $40,000 worth of goods from the
WooIleys about six months previous ta
the former failure, with the under-
standing that that amount w'as .to be
"turned over," besides giving them over-
drafts of about $10,000. The Woodleys
drew upon their Toronto friends whenever
they pleased, until the total amounted ta
$48,000. This paper w'as extended by the
banks in Toronto and Quebec, and John
Turner & Co. lost credit thereby, but the
amnunt was gradually wiped ont untiljust
before the recent failure of the Woodleys
whenit lid been reduced ta $19,000. A
quiet settlement was attempted ta avoid
the exposure of the accommodation
paper te the Woodleys j but the impecu-
niosity of the latter firm would not allow
ofany delay; the Toronto firm was driven
ta the 'all, and the Woodleys followed
after havingpaid the last instalment of the
settlement of 1878 through the assistance
of two prominent leather houses in tiis
city, one of whom, Mr. Alex. Seath, sus-
pended the 22nd uit. As an instance of
the mischief done ta one firm by the
series of 'Woodclley failures, the following
were the sums due by tien at each
period to Alex. Seath:

1875. 1878. 1879.
J. & J. Woodley... $23,500 $12,000 $21,500
Joseph Woodley.. .......... 13,000 ..........
Mr. Seath w'as not in business in 1864, at
the time of the first failure of the Wood-
leys or no doubt-he would have came in
for a further share of their favors.

The Woodleys. have ahvays done a
large business i for some years it bas
exceeded half a million dollars per
annum, and there w'as naturally a large
degree of local pride aroused. They
employed over a thousand bands, and it
ivas certainly te the iriterest of the
citizens that they should be supported.
But their poiition in the trade appears ta
bave been as a sort of supply depot for
Western wholesale houses, w'ho in this
way often obtained goods at less than
cost, and certainly alvays cheaper than
they could manufacture then at home.
Thus the money lost by Montreal leather
houses found its way into the pockets of
Western manufacturers. That the Wood-
leys.lhave been liberally supported there
is no doubt, but their ceditors and
tlie trade generally now concede that the

late failure ought to be the end of such a
gigantic infirmity, and it is not impro-
bable that the last bas been heard of a
firm, the history of which bas been pro-
ductive of such fearful loss and disaster.

MANITOBA.

As numbers of persons from all parts o?
the Dominion are about ta take up their
resiclence in the Prairie Province, a word
ai' two ta those who chose a mercantilo
life mnay not be amiss. The number of
tïAders gone west is out of all proportion
ta the number of' possible customers.
What the country wants is a larger farn-
ing population, and for these there need
be no failure. Business is overdone in
Winnipeg, although there is an impression
ta the contraéy, fostered by landilords
whosa object is ta get higher rents ai
maintain the present high rates A few
cases have arisen where fiesh stocks have
lain unhoused l'or wveeks, owving ta tie
scarcity of stores ta rent, and relief has
been obtained at last only by buying ont
a saloon or some such business. Rents
must came down in time, but, as long as
landlords and property owners continue
ta spread reports broadcast as ta the sa-
called splendid openings existing in Win-
nipeg for further business enterprises, sa
long will rents be maintained at exorbitant
figures, and the expenses of doing business,
for want of sufficient other facilities also,
be aseriousdrawbackon profits. Accord-
ing as the outlying country becomes
populated by industrious farmners, there
vill be further openings for business men

at Winnipeg and other points, but for [li

present it is our duty ta say that store-
keeping is rather overdone there as well
as in the East. The same remarks wvill
apply to similar centres in the North-
western States.

TIE COAL DUTY.

The duty imposed on coal by the pre-
sent tariff is evidently for revenue pur-
poses rather than a protection ta the
miners of Nova Scotia against outside
competitors. At the present rate, Nova
Scotia coal cannot sell farther west than
Kingston. A duty of seventy-five cents
per ton would. enable the mining coin-
panies ta compete evenly at Toronto, and
then it would be a question of quality, in
which we should be obliged ta excel in
order ta dispossess the Americans, who
now hold the market. If it is the inten-
tion of the Government ta protect this
home product, which should give employ-
ment ta a large numuber of bands, the
duty shiould be advanced on bituminous
coal to seventy-five cents per ton.
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GLOBE MUTUAL LIFE INSURANCE

COMPANY.

The reorganization of this company bas
been completed, placing its affairs in the
hands of a directorate, to which the
interests of the policy-holders, we should
judge, can witi safety be confided. The
position of the Globe in the annals of life

insurance is by no means an unimportant
one, having disbursed to its policy-holders
in the fifteen years of its existence a sum
exceeding in the aggregate five and a ialf
million dollars.

Its policy-iolders at present number
about eight thousand in all. We have

always disclaimed any doubt as to the

perfect solvency of this company, nor do
we know that this question bas ever been
raised amid the series of attacks and pro-
longed examination to which it has been
subjected, the result showing that, after
making due allowance for depreciation,
there remains about four million dollars
in substantial assets, with a lsandsoine
surplus over its liabilities to policy-holders.
The new Board as elected on the 24th uilt.
stands as follows :

John W. Barrow, a retired merchant of
New York, president; Chas. G. Franklyn,
of the Cunard Steanship Lino.; George
Lorillard, retired merchant; Wm. Stur-

ges, Director Home Fire and Atlantic

Marine Insurance Company; Gouverneur

Tillotson, barrister; Richard Cox, im-
porter; Edmund W. Corlies, tea m er-
chant; Appleton Sturges, shipping mer-
chant; J. O. Kernochan, Westminster
Hlotel; John Stewart, dry goods importer ;
John A. Hlardenburgh, New York, Lake
Erie and Western Railrway Company;
Henry Randel, wholesale jeweller; E. J.
Donnell, cotton merchant ; Chas. Seidler,
Mayor of Jersey City.

A most important feature in this selec-

tion is the fact that the Board is entirely

composed of policy-lolders, and which,
with the still more important fact that
the stock originally held by the Freemian
famiiy, and whici gave them such con-
trolling powers, is now vested in the policy-
holders as well. This we consider the
greatest bulwark of safety which cen
guard the management of a Mutual Com-

pany, and by vhich it becomes in its truest
sense the protector of its own interests.

At a subsequent meeting on the 29ths
inst. it was decided to fill the vacancy
still remaining in the Board by a repre-
sentative.of the Canadian policy holders,
and the nam e of the lon. R. M. Wells,
Speaker of the Ontario Legislature, having
been submitted was unaninously ac-
cepted.

The Globe now becomes the only Amer-

ican Company having upon its directorate
a resident Canadian, thereby evincing the
desirability of conceding its patrons here
a voice in the management of its affairs,
a fact which will doubtless go a good way
in re-establishing their confidence. The
reorganization of the Company has of
necessity, from the circumstances sur-
rounding it, been under the immediate
supervision of the Superintendent of In-
surance, who with the Attorney-General
of the State were present, and expressed
their entire satisfaction with the selection
of its oflicers. We heartily congratulate
the Globe upon being able to eliminate
from its management whatever elements
of weakness it has hitherto possessed, and
it is gratifymng to know that the Company,
instead of having to succumb under the
ordeal from which it has so triumphantly
emerged, is now to go on under such
favorable auspices, for, judging from the
prominent naes of those comprising the
new directorate, and who, by identifying
themselves with the Company, in a mea-
sure staie their reputation upon its suc-
cess, we cannot but predict for the Globe
an era of prolonged usefalness and pros-
perity. We understand that Mr C. Seton
Lindsay remains as Secretary and Mr. J.
D. Wells, General Manager for Canada.

from this place, anda ais a few questions. There
js no place of the same sire.whQre milore
unblushiir and scanidalouîs failures have been
made than here. We have men among us nîow
who have nade more ouit of their failures in one
or two years than the hionest dealer could have
done in twenty. One man in connection with
another buys ont hotel, runs it for a year or
se, and bursts up -resuilt, a nice new house and
property, with all the equipiments, barns, horses
and outhouses, all paid for, a bran iew store
siarted,owned by the sister, & tiat ean iinder-
sell the whole village, ail owing te the Insol-
vent Act. Then withi nthis lastyear tlier iiave
beun three failures, anid, in eacl case, afler a
compromise head been etfected, the store that
was s empty at the time of stocktaking, siewed
full shelves again, and again, the honest dealer
bas te suffer.

There is now another .pcubiar case: a man,
w-ho bas îno ideas of business, buys out a stock
of goods, and everything else that coimes along.
Hie associates himself with anotherwho is t
riun one branch of this business. Thiy find run-
ning the business does îot. py w-eii enougi.
About teine months ago tiey dissolved, and now
the retired partner issues ai writ of attachient
w-hile lie carres on a business in anoter part of
the same building. Another branch of hies
happy individuial'e business is run a fliglit bigher
uip. them iaterials and stock connected it
tiat business is now the property of a former
assistant. Yet your Montreal drunimer cotid
not sell this miane goods fast cnough, helping.
him to rneia himself and interfere with people
w-lo really have both capital and experience.

The cases referred to arc oniy a few of
what we have occuring here continutailly.
Goveruinents may alter and twist tariffs, aend
Journals such as yours ccn write coluens of
sound business advice on tue evils of the credit
system and benefit of tlh cash principle, but it
ail cones to this,how ean you expect tour or five
traders who are ionestly inclineid to pay tieir
debuts, dollar for dollar, and live, wlien numbers
of men are comproinisel with, on tlie ten nd
twenty-live cent principle, anl -then, iasily, let
loose on the En Bloc systeni, with shelves
illed by magie, with goods that for a unie
belongel to a brother, or sister, or aunt in the
country, until the trouble lias blown over. If
you can air. Editor, give us ain explanation
of this Li Bloc arrangement,we imiay all, the tei
that are solvent, be enetited by it. Perhaps
you cai inforn ns of somte otiher kind of an
Bn Bloc that wilL keep suclh cases ont of
business as the above referred te, anid, instead
of giving ns pour couitry, merchants so mucl
advice about bnying, palease give your Nlontreal
nerchants a littie advice about nt being quite
se anxious to sell fifteen te to tenty shop keepers
