THE TARIFI® CONTROVERSY.

The all-absorbing ruestion eontinues (o
be the tarifl) andyas is to be expected,
the organs ol the Parlinmeniary Opposi-
tion are doing all in their power Lo crente
dissatisfaction, not only in Canada, Lut in
CGreat Britain and the United States. "They
have one powerful argument to serve
their cause, and. that is the inereased
duties on various articles, but it is one
that is searecly fair, It cannot be denied
that the Finanee Minister requirves addi-
tional revenue, and noattempt has heen
made, so far as we hiave been able lo per-
ceive, to digpute the amount which he
has staled to be necessary, viz, $2,200,-
000, It may be thal the Oppasition are in
possession of some seeret by which they
e obiain this large sum without impos-
ing additional taxes on the people, and,
bom" out of oflice at present, they are of
cowrse entitled Lo sny we will not acquaint,
you with our whcy until we are vestored
1o power. It is to be hoped that there is

. be wondered at.

intelligence enough in the people of Can-
ada to enable thom o arrive at the con-
clusion, that the credit of the couniry
must be maintained, and that, in order to
maintain it; additional laxes must be
imposed on the people, and this, ol course,
means increased burthens,

We are "by nomeans of opinion that
thid tarittis perfect, indead it it satisfied
overy one, even the members of  the Gov-
ernment. themselves, it would be much {o
The fair way of dealing
with it is to examine the items in detail,
and toascertain whether it is open, and to
what extent, to the charge of its being
indirectly burthensowe (o the masses of
the peaple.. We propose first todeal with
the josses of revenue which amount to
403,000 on sugar, tea and molasses. On
tho last-named al'hcle there is a remission
of duty to the extent of $100,000, and on
tea to the extent of £90,000,  To the re-
duction on molasses no exception could
have been taken, had the Minister been
in a position torelieve the peaple from
taxes, and the same remark applies (o ten,
Many will think that the present is not a
suitable time to remit taxes, bot, apart
from the ordinary duty on’ tea, there is s
question whether, in justice to. Canadian
merchants; the United States can Le per:
mitied to diseriminate against them in
her duties,” Even il the result should be
a small indirect tax, public opinion will
sustain the C-ovel-nmcnt in its pnh(‘v on
this guestion.

The sugar question is a very lurge ones
and the possible indirect- taxation may be
larger. That the United States bounly
system has led to” gigantic frauds is the
opinion of those in the United States who
have had a good opportunity of judging,
and public ‘opinion will sustain the Gov-
ernment in placing the ad calorem duty
on the long price.

Of these pig ivon is chiefly im-
portant, as a dudy npon it renders it almaost
necessary to inerense the duties on all
classes of fvon manufacture, ineluding
hardware. The estimate of revenue from
pig iron, iron bars and bolts; hardware,
locomotives, nails, &e,, is $390,000. The
duties on coltons and woollens have been
so regulated that they will bear very
lightly on English goods, which will conse
in chiefly under-the 20 per cent. dilt\

for any one to obtain $2,200,000 of addi-
tional revenue without exciting opposi-
tion.

GAS vs, ELECTRICITY.

Although it seems to be almost a cer-
tainty that the electric light will, at some
period more or less remote, supersede gas

for the illumination of large open spaces,’

public buildings, and for out-door illumi-
nations generally, indeed wherever light
on a large scale is required, it is another
question as to its taking the place of gas
for domestic and general purposes. The
‘method of illumination - by electricity
is surrounded by many practical difficul-
ties. - The liability of the machinery to
derangenient at any moment, the - defec-
tive character of the candles, the inces-
sant variations of the illuminating power,
want of diffusibility and means of storage,
the constant care and attention thelights
require, and the enormous cost of produe-
ing the light, all make its use for domes-
tic purposes a ‘great problem.. On. the
other hand, there is in the public mind a
strong prejudice agnainst gas companies,
whose dealings with their customers too
often reflect the haughtiness of the mono-
poly they enjoy; had they been more
popular, there would not have been such
a shout of joy at the proposal to introduce
the electric light. Thegas meter reckon-
ingin the darkness of the cellar enormous
quantities of cubic feet of gas which
nearly every householder, at least once
« month, pronounces to be positive false-
hood, and whose figures must be accepted
under penalty of seeing the supply cut off,
is the cause of much recrimination. The
instrument is the property of the Com-
pany, is adjusted by the Company, its
registering is law, -and any complaint
against its: working is visited upon the
complainer * with trouble and expense.
Against lack of pressure, compelling one
to grope about in his house, in the sort of
light which . Milton described as enough
¢ to make darkness visible; " against too
much pressure, causing escape of unburné
gas, flickering, jumping, or whistling;
against noxious smells iy the combustion
of unpurified gus, there is no redress.
No wondex that the pubhc should have
welcomed the idea of a new illuminating
power that does not bring with it risk of
explosxon, nor bad smell ; that does not
heut or yitiate the air ot the rooms, but
uwes 3 vastly superior light.
The necessxby for improving all gas

ductwn, has ‘been felt by the gas com-

d for- cheapening its pro-’

panies, - Many have already intimated
their intention to become their own gas-
fitters, and propose to.supply stoves for
heating, &c. Between petroleum oil and
electric light competxblon, it is to be hoped
that gas companies will have a sharp eye
to all new inventions, and not ignore the
fact that the appliances for the consump-

tion of gas are capable of great improve-’

ment. Reduction in price is already tak-
ingplace. The Hartford, Conn., Gas Com.-
pany has reduced the price of gas to $2
per 1,000 cubic feet, and the Lowell Gas
Company has gone still lower, and an-
nounce a reduction to $1.80 after April

“Ist.  In this city, after the Ist of May, gas

is to be reduced to $2 per 1,000 feet, and
yet, compared with Lurope, this reduc-
tion is not enough. The +price of gas in
London, England, is 3s. 6d. In the coun-
try, the average is 6s. 6d., and in the large
cities about 5 shillings. In Paris, far from
coal fields, the price per 1,000 cubic feet
is $1.38, and, as it will be shown, the city
itself derives a large income on the price
paid to the gas company. '

It is not generally known that the re-
sidual products in gas making, consisting
of coke, breeze, tar and ammoniacal liquor,
realize to the companies & return equal to
a-third of the amount received from the
sale of gas. The following table will give
a clear idea of the value of residuals pro-
duced by the various London Companies
during 1876, as compared with the cost of

" coal consumed.

These telling figures show that, were
the consumption of gas to experience a
material decrease, the various products
now sold at Jow prices as residuals, being

necessaries to many staple manufacturers,-

would still be required, and. the com-
panies could ask and obtain much higher
prices for what would then become the
products of a distinet and “special foxm of
industry. )

The scme that prompted many stock-
holders in various gas companies to sacri-
fice their property was certainly unreason-
able,

e

The severe tests to which electric,
light has been submitted in Paris and in :

London have demonstrated :that, under
the mosb economical pl'ocesses; “electrio
light costs two and three-fifths times that
of gas of equal illuminating intensity. The
reduction in the price of gas, the many im-
provements taking place in gas apparatus,
and in the manipulation and sale of the
by-products of gas making, as ammoniacal
salts, liquid hydrocarbons, &e., warrant
the belief that confidence may be main-
tained in the solidity of gas stock invesi~
ments.

Thestatement of the Parisian Gas Com-
pany may be of some interest to stock™
holders in kindred companies, and also to
cities that may regret having been too
ready in granting charters. The expenses
of the Paris comp':my for the year 1877
amount to 40,076,567 francs, including
4,505,783 francs paid for eity and State
taxes. Thereceipts amount to 69,103,754
francs, composed of 48,205,805 {rancs
for sale of gas, 791,197,228 .cubic meters
(1 metre being equal to 35.31 cubic feet), .
and, as dlready said, 17,138,772 francs for-
residuals. The profits for the year 1877
are 20,100,000 francs. According to the
charter a dividend of 5 per cent. on the
shares, amounting to 12,400,000 francs is
first put aside, and the balrmce, 16,700,000
francs,is divided equally between the stock:
holders and the city. The city of Paris is
in consequence, after having  received’
taxes and dues, the receiver of $1,670,000
as her share in the profits of the. sale of,
gns. No wonder the shares of the com-
pany of a par value of 500.francs are held
to-day at 1450 frar ¢s, in spite of Edison's
immediate prospective success. '

NATIONAL CURRENCY. .
We have prefixed to these remarks the -
designation given to a proposed inconver-
tible paper currency, which we deeply re-

"gret to find some of the supporters of

Sir John Macdonald’s Administration are
making efforts to establish. It appears™
that the Ion. Isaze Buchanan, who has
for many years employed his influence in
favor of such a currency, has addressed a
letter to Mr. Robertson, M.P. for Hamilton,
recommending what lhe rather absurdly ;
designates as' © the prindiple of the post-
age - stamp,”

mends as it is possiblo to conceive.  The .

principle of the postage stamp is that,. .

for convenience sake, instead of paying:
the postage tax in money,stamps-are sold -
for money, and when used, 1mmedmtely

cancelled. If that principle were adopt-"

" ed in the: case of revenue duties, notes. :
.would ‘be paid.for at a sub-treasury in’
_paper convertible into gold, then handed + '

but which  principle is as .~
different from what Mr. Buchanan recom- .-
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to the collectors of the customs or excise
revenue, and immediately cancelled.” This
is widely different from” Mr Buchanan's
scheine, and it is therefore most dishonest
to describe it as ‘‘the principle of the
postage stamp.” The intention is that
the Government should be paid twice over
for dall duties of customs or excise. The
avowed object is to enable the Govern-
ment to issue an inconvertible paper
currency for the purpose of prosecuting
public works and settling the North West.
In the very worst times in the United
States the Government was wise enough,
evon when flooding the country with that
description of currency which Mr. Bu-
chanan desives to introduce into Canada,
to require the customs_duties to be paid
in gold, so as to obtain the means of dis-
charging ‘the national obligations in the
only currency that the public creditors
will accept.  Our cuwrrency doctors are
more reckless even' than the TUnited
States. They are prepared, to use a cant
expression of our neighbors southof the
lines, “ to go the whole hog,” and to de-
clare the Dominion bankrupt, and this at
the very time that the United States has
resumed. specie payments. It is truly
deplorable to have to acknowledge that
there are members of the Canadian Par-
liament so grossly ignorant of all’ the
principles on which a- sound currency is
based as to lend their countenance' to
this mad scheme of Mr. Buchanan. We
confess that we-do not view this move-
ment without some alarm. Under the
designation of ¢ fint money,” it was at
one time feared that a similar currency
would’ be forced into circulation in the
United States, but the good sense of the
people crushed the schemers, as we sin-
cerely hope they will be crushed: in Can.
ada. This is not a time when the public
credit can be trifled with, and if the least
suspicion were to be entertained in Eng-
land that the Parlinment of Canada con-
templated an issue of inconvertible
paper money, the credit of the Doninion
would be irretrievably destroyed.
. The ' promoters of this
scheme are professed supporters of the
present Administration, and no time ought
. to be lost in obthining from the Govern-
ment a distinct repudiation of any sym-.
pathy with such opinions as those which
“Mr. Robertson and Mr. Wallace are en-
deavoFing to spread among their political
associntes. The proposal can be described
in no more fitting terms than as a gigantic
swindle. ' The practfcal effect would be to
enable every debtor to swindle his credi-

tors to whatever amount might be the.

thab the scheme just published inldetail,
provides that existing debts are to be
paid in an equivalent to gold, but it
would be wholly unpracticable to give ef-
fect to such a suggestion. "As, under,
the proposed schemne, the issue would be
gradual, no man could tell from day to
day what would be the value of the cur-
rency in which he would be paid either
for his labor, orfor his goods, or for the
debts due to him. And what is the pre-
text for this proposal of Mr. Buchanan?
Is the Government unable fo meet its

- obligations ? Isthere the slightest ground

existing for national repudiation? Not
the slightest. The object is to give the
Government twenty millions of dollars for
public. works and the settlement of the
North West. We are not aware that the
credit of the Government has fallen so
low that it is unable to borrow whatever
it may require on satisfactory terms, and,
if there is a superfluity of money in Can-
ada, there is no difficulty in obtaining
Government. 5§ per cent. bonds for any
amount that investors in such securities
may desire.  The effect of making the
“fint money "’ redeemable in what these
ignorant currency quacks by a stupid
misnomer term “ consols,” evidently not
knowing the meaning of that term,would
be to raisé a forced loan from the people.
What do our artizans and laborers, our
tradesmen ‘and merchants, want with 4
per cent. Government bonds ? .

As to the scheme of placing the charter-
ad banks on the footing of the National
banks of the United States, it musé. be
obvious that its practical effect would be
to force them to invest in Government
securities to tho extent of their present
circulation, which they could only do by
calling in something approaching to
twenty millions of dollars from their cus-
tomers. This would be burning the can-
dle at both ends with a vengeance. These
national currency swindlers have hither-
to been treated with silent contempt, but
when they actually propound their
schemes at the seat of Government, and
within the walls of Parliament, it is high
time that some distinet assurance should
be elicited from the Government that it
will lend no countenance whatever to a
scheme which is i‘x aught with ruin to the
countxy.

THE UNITED STATES PRESS ON TIIE
- TARIFF.

It ought not to cause any surprise that
the United States journals are disposed to
criticize the new tariff with some severity,
for most assuredly it is caleulated to check

impqi't-; from that coyntry, It lia’s‘, :h'ow-,

ever; had tho effect of eliciting opinions
from influential journals favorable to re-
ciprocity. ~Mr. Tilley’s principle “is so
sound that we ought not to be captious
about methods” is an admission that we
confess we scarcely expected, but the
adoption by Canada of a retaliatory policy
wounds the amour propre of our neighbors,
and, however disposed io reciprocate, as
we are told is proved by the bill recently
pending before Congress, they will not
submit to threats. We can afford to smile
at the complaints of our neighbors regard-
ing retaliation, and also at their anticipa-
tion that the new tariff will lead to com-
plications bétween England and Canada.
Practically it will be found that there will
be little, if any, disturbance in the trade
with England. Even with the much higher
duties immposed by the United States it
has been found impracticable to excluda
English manufactures fromi that country,
and there is no probuability that, with the
very slight increase in the duty on the
bulk of the imports from the United
Kingdom . any material . diminution  of
trade will result from the tarift. 1t is
notorious that for several years past the
United States has succeeded in diverting
the trade in several descriptions of the
cheaper fubrics from England, and these
are thio kind of goods which Cauudu may
manufacture at home.

Those - journals which are. rejoicing in
the prospect of a serious misunderstand-
ing between Canada and. England on the
subject of this tariff, consequent on an
Imperial veto on the Act,may rest assured
that they are laboring under a complete
delusion, Nothing can be more satisfac-
tory than the utterances of the responsi-
ble Ministers of the Crown in England in
reply to the complaints of those members
of. the Imperial Parlinment who conceive
that Canada is bound to frame her fiscal
policy in accordance with' public opinion
in England, and not with that in Ca-
nada. ‘

OUR INLAND MARINE.

1t has repeatedly occurred to us that
one of the greatest anomalies in our legis-
lalure is the absence of any Act connected
with our inland marine navigation enfore
ing a necessary qualification for those
entrusted with the charge of our lake
vessels and steamers, In other words,
neither captains nor mates are required
to hold any certificate of competency, and

‘consequently there is nothing to prevent
owners—if so minded—placing in com:

mand ‘of their boat any pedlar or ‘black-

It is high time that our Dominion Gov-
ernment passed an Act similar to that
just named, not only on the score of
humanity but of political economy, for,
although it may be argued that, if a steamer
or vessel be wrecked, the insurance com-
panies will pay the damage, yet it is an
undoubted fact that every wreck, as well
as every fire, represents. an absolute loss

of o certain amount of wealth to the coun-
try.

As already suggested there should be a
Marine Board established which could
examine and grant the necessary certifi-
cates to both captains and mates, and who
could.also annul or temporarily suspend
such certificates if any subsequent act of
the holder thereof proved him unworthy.
We should thus have ths greatest possi-
ble security for the.said oificers acting to
the best of their ability in discharge of
their duties, for both: their hunor and live-
lihood would be at stake.

" We are likewise of opiniun that there
ought to be some sort of Government

surveyor -who could ‘decide whether a;

ship, from overloading or olher cause, is
unseaworthy, if we can use the term in
referring’ to our lakes.  This is- already
the case in England, thanks to Mr, Plim-

_soll, and if we justly s$mile at the obstinate

sluggishness with which the Mother Coun-
try adopts any of our improvements let
us take care that she cannot retort “ tu
quoque " upon us in the matter before us.

Tinally we ave of opinion that some-
thing should be done’to provide some
sort of certificate of qualification for an
average adjuster, as at present any self
appointed person thinks he is perfectly

' competent to act in that capacity, and

consequently there are gecasionally some
of the most absurd adjustments of general
average made that it is possible to con-
ceive. Many seem to fall into the same
error respecting an average adjuster as
about a fire underwriter, and imagine that
there is no. particular knowledge or ex-
peuence needed, and the result is as we!
have Just stuted

THE BOUNDARY QUESTION.

Since our notice of the discussion in
the Ilouse of Commons on Mr. Dawson’s
motion for the various documents’ relat-
ing to the. boundary question we have
had an opportunity of reading the Han-
sard report of the. Hon. Wm. MeDongall's
speech. Referring to the award, he stated
that the arbitrators had assumed that the
boundary on the east ran to Hudson’s Bay.
“He did not think there was any author-
“ity for that. It was convenient; looked
“well upon a map, and they had found
‘in some communicalion between .the Impe-
“rial Government-and their officers in this
country the words ‘to the boundary of
‘ IHudson’sBay.! ' 1le proceeded to state
that when in England he had become
satisfied that the expression was “ a mere
“ ¢lerical error in the copies of the original
“report of the Attorney General,” and
added that * no-one could use that word
“ boundary in describing the shores of a
“bay.! Headded that ‘it was upon that
“ slight circumstance the commissioners as-
‘ sumed they had an authority to run the
“ Tastern boundary to  Iludson’s Bay
* instend of the boundary of the Hudson’s
¥ Bay territory, and having. got there it
‘was necessary to get away from it.”
Mr. Macdougall has done but scant jus-
tice to the arbitrators in his statement of
the case. The Act of 1791 recites that
ITis Mnjesty has signified his intention.to

"divide the old Province, but makes no

reference to boundaries. “ The first com-
mission to Lord Dorchester defines the
boundary between Upper and Lower Can-
adaas follows :* ¢ IFrom the head of* Lake
“Temiscaming by a line drawn due north
% until it strikes the boundary of Hudson's
4 Bay.” Wesubmit that this commission
from the Crown dividing the Province is
notadequatelydescribed by the expression
“ some communication between the Impe.
 rial Government and theiroflicers in this
# country.”” But Mr. McDougall shounld, in
justice to.the arbitrators, have noticed
that, after what lie terms *a clerical
crror” had been repeated in a great
number of other commissions to the suc-
cessors of Lord Dorchester, Lord Durham’s
commiission in 1838 had the . words
“until it strikes the shore of Hudson's
Bay.! The same expression was used in
Lord Sydenham’s commission. The rea-
sonable inference is that if the first
definition was “a clerical error,”  the

second was what was reslly intended.
‘At all events the arbitrators did not

arrive at their conclu»lou “upon the
slight cncumslance " of a clerical error
in some communication -between thée
Impenal Govemment and their officersin.

. Canada, but upon the clear and distinct

definition of the boundary in the Royal
commissions, the last of which removed
all doubt as to the meaning to be attached
to the rather vague expression in the
fivst. .

ANOTHER BOOT AND SHOE, INFIR-
MITY. ‘
The Reverend Robert, Hall, of pleasant
memory, had among his parishioners a
sickly, querulous old mortal who was con.-
tinually troubling him, not with a recital
of his spiritual wants, but his physical ail-
ments. On one occasion after an interval
of more than usual length, he began by
saying: “Aht Mr. Hall, you have—never
—been to see me—sir, I've—I've been
very ill. I'va been—at Death’s door—Mr,
Hall.” “Why didn’t you slep in, sir?
Why didn't you step in?"” replied the -
clergyman.. It had been better for the
trade if the firm named above had on one of
the early occasions of theirseveral troubles
concluded to step in, or step out for good,
and taken to some other calling, even such
occupation as'that pursued at present by
Mr. Joseph Woodley in the Great West,
rather than have continued to spread dis-
aster for so many years, to the greater
ultimate injury of their creditors. Some

“of these, who, rather than let them go

under, assisted them from time to time in.
obtaining settlements, in the expectation,
that they might profit by experience, and,
that if they succeeded they would, prove
valuable customers in time, ave partly
to blame also. :
The low rate of \mges for fa«.tory hands
in Montreal and Quebec has long given’
the boot and shoe trade in these cities a
preponderating advantage over other dis-
tributing and manufacturing centres in
the Dominion, and, notwithstanding the
great increase in the number of factories,
there appears to have been little if any
over-production. But this is chiefly due
to the modern advance in labor-saving
machinery, which enables each firm to
manufacture almost fast enough to supply
orders even in the busy seasons, generally
avoiding the necessity of keeping heavy
stocks on hand. It is a matter for won- -
der, however, that the growth of this trade
has been so rapid and successful, when we
take into consideration the number of in-
capables who have entered into the busi-
ness ; one man understands how to manu-
facture, but has no business management ;
a second has general business ability, but
does not excel in manufnctur_e a third
has neither one nor the other,'but he per-
ceives other men make money in it, and
he does not see any reason why he’ should
not make money also. Messrs. -WVoodley_‘“
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“appear to have had little capacity for any-

thing. but periodical we:knesses. It is
now some twenty-eight years since they
were doing a small retail business in the
city of Quebec. During that time they
have been at death’s doer five different
times, and been obliged to call in the as-
sistance of ‘their crediturs, Ten years
after they were doinga little in the whole-
sale also, besides runming a tannery in
Oakville, where James resided ; a boot and
shoe store in Hamilton,
lived, and an establishmont in Ottawa,
which last, however, was soon closed. In
1864 they had branched out considerably
into wholegale business, as well as tanning,
the brothers being partuners all round. On
the 15th of March, of tha‘ year, the first
failure took place, with liabilities of $75,-
000 to $100,000, and J. & J. Woodley, of
Quebec, after some neygoti sion, arranged
a settlement on the basis ..{ 3s. 9d. in the
£, payable in-3, 6, 9 and 1:: months, The
cause of the failure-was at..ibuted to tan.
nery operations, they havirg been endor-
sers to the amount of $20,0."

Pending their discharge, they (James
and Joseph) resumed under the name of
Samuel - Woodley, branchad out largely
and. got into credit. - In 1874, the style
was changed to J. & J. Wuodley, and on
22nd of ‘June the followinyg year they sus-
pended a second time with very large
liabilities,but arranged imn:ediately, with-
out taking advantage of the Act, at 62}
cents “on the dollar, at 3, 6, 9 and 12
months, unsecured, leaving a 'nominal
surplus, chiefly in machivery and pro-
perty, of §90,000. On the strength of this
settlement new credit was obtained, and
the business resumed on an extended
scale. The dividend ~was duly paid.
Early in 1877, Mr. Joseph Woodley left
the firm, built a factory at St. Roch’s (the
lower ‘town), ' representing that- he had
taken - out $40,000 ‘as his share.” The
periodical fits peculiar to the firm did not,
desert Joseph while alone, and his career
came to astop in tenmonths. His estate
has thus far paid only 20 cents on the dol-
lar, and little more is expected.. -By this
time Joseph had the sense to know that
he was beaten; ke wentwest, and having
been somewhat of a gardener in Quebec,
is now supposed to be turning hisexpe.
rience in that way to account by cultivat-
ing mushrooms in' Manitoba.

James still-held on with: the faciory
in the St. John Gate suburbs, having
associnted with"him his son'Janies un-
der the old style, until: February, 1878,
when anothex disastrous failure - iook
place, - ancl through : ths preponderating
influence of the’ Quebec creditors, another
unsecured settlement 0.

effected. This time, however, their credit
was sadly impaired, and they could buy

only on¥short time, which resulted in a:

chronic state -of impecuniosity. . Efforts
were made to work along through means
of o, Toronto firm, which, although having
a good record, was not possessed of sulli-
cient capital for the business. They bought
about $40,000 worth of goods from the
Woodleys about six months previous to
the former failure, with the under-
standing that that amount was to be
“turned over,” besides giving them over-
drafts of about $10,000. The Woodleys
drew upon their Toronto friends whenever
they pleased, until the total amounted to
$48,000. This paper was extended by the
banks in Toronto and Quebec, and John
Turner & Co. lost credit thereby, but the
amount was gradually wiped out until just
before the recent failure of the Woao.lleys
whenii had been reduced to $19,000. ' A
quiet settlement was attempted to avoid
the exposure  of the accommodation
paper to the Woodleys ; but the impecu-
niosity of the latter firm would not allow
of any delay; the Toronto firm was driven
to the wall, and the Woodleys followed
after having paid the last instalment of the
settlement of 1878 through the assistance
of two prominent leather houses in this
city, one of whom, Mr. Alex. Seath, sus-
‘As an instance of
the mischief done to one firm by the
series of ‘Woodley failures, the following
were' the sums due by them at each

" period to Alex. Seath:—

Mr. Seath was not in business in 1864, at
the time of the first failure of the Wood-

léys or no doubt-he would bave come in

The Woodleys. have always done a
large business ; for some years it has
million dollars per

degree of local pride aroused. They
employed over & thousand hands, and it
was certainly - to the interest of the
citizens that they should be supported.

.But their position in'the tracdte appears to

have been as & sort of .supply depot for
Western wholesale houses, who in this
way often obtained goods at less than
cost, and certainly always cheaper than

they could manufacture them at home.
Thus the money lost by Mon:treal leather

houses found its way into the pockets of
Western manufacturers. That the Wood-.

leys.have been llbemlly supported there

is . no ‘doubty bub their creditors and

‘the trade generally now concede that the

‘ecompetitors.

‘late failure ought to be the end of such a

gigantic infirmity, and it is not impro-

bable that the last has been heard of a.

firm, the history of which has been pro-
ductive of such fearful loss and disaster,

MANITOBA.

As numbers of persons from all parts of
the Dominion are about to take np their
residence in the Prairie. Province, a word
or two to those who chose a mercantilo
life may not be amiss.. The number of
traders gone west is out of all proportion
to the number of possible customers.
‘What the country wunts is a larger farm-
ing population, and for these there need
be mo failure. Business is overdone in-
\mepec, although there is an impression
to the contraty, fostered by landiords
whose object is to get higher rents or
maintain the present high rates. A few
cases have arisen where fresh stocks have
lain unhoused for weeks, owing to the
scarcity of stores to rent, and relief has
been obtained at last only by buying out
a saloon or some such ‘business. Rents
must come:down in time, but, as long as

‘landlords and property owners continue

to spread reports broadcast as .to the so-
called splendid openings existing in Win-
nipeg for further business enterprises, so
long will rents be maintained at exorbitant
figures, and the expenses of doing business,
for want of sufficient other facilities also,
be aserious drawbackon profits. Accord-
ing as the -outlying country becomes
populated by industrious farmers, there
will be further openings for business men

“at Winnipeg and other points, but for the

present it is our duty to say that store-

.keeping is rather overdone. there as well

as in the East. .The same remarks will
apply to similar centres in the North-
western States. :

THE COAL DUTY.

The duty imposed on coal by the pre-

‘sent tarift is evidently for revenue pur-

poses rather than a protection to the
miners of Nova Scotia against. outside
At the present rate, Nova
Scotia coal cannot sell farther west than
Kingston. A duty of seventy-five cents
per ton would. enable the mining com-
panies to compete evenly at Toronto, and
then it would be a question of quality, in
which we should be’ obliged to excel in
order to dispossess the Americans, who
now hold the market.,” If it is the inten-
tion of the Government to prolect this

‘home product, which should give employ-

ment to a-large number of hands, the
duty should be advanced on bituminous

.coal to seventy-five cents per ton,’

To the Editor of the Journal of Commerce.

and outhouses, all paid for, a bran new store
slarted, owned by the sister, &c.y that can under-
sell the whole village, all owing to the Insol-
vent Act. Then within this last year there have
been three failurcs, and, in cach case, afler a
compromise had been effected, . the store’ that
was so emply at the time of stocktaking, shewed
tall shelves again, and again_the houest dealer
has to suffer. o
There is now another peculiar case: a man,
who has no ideas of business, buys out a stock
of goods, and everything else thut comes along.
He associates himself with another'who is to
‘run one branch of this buginess. - 1'hey find run-
ning the business duves not pay well enough.
About nine months ago they dissolved, and now
the retired partner issues a writ of sttachment

while he carries on a business in another part-of -

the same building.  Anotber branch of this
happy individual’s-business is run a flight higher
up. Allthe materials and stock connected with
that business is now the property of a former
assistant.. Yet your Montreal drummer could

not sell this man goods fust' enough, helping.

him to ruin himself apd interfere with people
who really bave both capital and expericence.
The. cases referred to are only a few of
what we bave occuring’ here . continually.
Governments may alter and’ twist tariffs, and
Journals such as yours can write columns of
sound business advice on the evils of the credit
. system and benefit of the cash principle, but it
all comes to this, how ecan you expect tour or five
traders who are honestly -inclined to pay their
debts, dollar for dollar, and live, when numbers
of men”are compromised with, on the ‘ten and
twenty-five cent principle, and-then, lastly, let
loose on the Bn Bloc system, with “shelves
filled by magic, with goods that for a time
belonged to a brother, or sister, or aunt in the
country, until the trouble has: blown over. If
you can, Mr. Editor, give us an explanation
of this £n Bloc arrangement,we may all, the few
that are solvent, be benefited by it. . Perhaps
you can inform us of some other kind of an.
£n Bloe thay will. keep such cases ont of
business ns the above referred to, and, instend

of giving us_poor country. merchants so much -

advice about buying, please give your Montreal
