AT the opening of the Tngevzoll cheeze mar-
ket on the 11th inst,; twenty-six fuctories regis-
tered 4,000 boxes of cheese, The importance of
this market is steadily increasing, and it is
claimed now to bo second in influence only to
that at Little Falls, N.Y. A cireular issued by
H. 8. Lossee, Chairman of the Cheese Board,
gays: “Thelarge amount of cheese represenited
at the Ingersoll market during the season, near
ope quarter of & million of boxes, proves the
magnitude of the interest, and it is generally
conceded that the limit of production has by
no means been yet attained. The fluctuations
of the past year in price, from 20s. to G4s,, are
not likely to be repeated the present senson; as
the prospect is, there will be o fuir consumptive
demand for the season’s crop. The suceess of
the Ingersoll market hercetofore, both us regards
the quantity represented and the price paid,
should be an inducement for an increased pa-
tronage, as the advantages to be thus secured
are uncqualled.

¢ Tae Board of Trade of this city has been in-
teresting ilself for some time pnst in the matter
of unnecessary delays atiending the delivery of
. Canadian goods passing through the United
States to Manitoba. The ‘customs authorities
at poris of entry are in the habit of detaining
such goods in common with all importations

for inspection,"and Mr. Patterson, Secretary of
the Board of Trade, wrote to the Department,
suggesting the practicability and advisability
of affixing the Canadian customs seal to cars
containing goods destined for Manitoba so that
the authorities there would bave no ocenasion
to detain them. This suggestion has now met
with the concurrence of the collector of cus-
toms at Ottawn, who writes 1o the collector at
this port: “1 am desired to state that this De-
partment sees uno reason why your suggestion
could not be adopted, whether the goods have
paid duty or not. If the duty have not been
paid it can be paid in Manitoba.,” The reply is
somewhat confusing, since the subject presented
avas simply the transportation of goods from
one point in Canadn to anothoer, on which of
course there could be no duty, bnt it is quite
apparent that the Departmeunt is willing 1o seal
cars in the way indicatzd.

Tug question of the use of steam on the
canals may not be regavded as a live one just
now, but the New York State Engineerin are-
cent report talkes it to be of sufticient importance
to devote considerable attention to the subject,
and supplies some significant and interesting
fucts which the Cleveland Leadsr presents. as
follows:

tThe recent report of the New York State
Engincer devotes considerable attention to the
use_of steam on canals. The]Enginecr believes
that steam could be easily used for propulsion
on the canal with excellent results. He has
arrived ot this conclusion from actual experi-
ence. Not long ago he wade arrangewments
with the céplniu of u smnll steamer-to wmuke
the trip from Buflalo to New York with a small
boat in- tow. They were loaded with wheat,

COMMERCIATL RELATIONS WITIL
GRIEAT BRITAIN.

The Dominion Board of Trade has
taken a step of great importance, und one
involving weighty responsibility, in in-
viting the Associated Chambers of Com.
merce of the United Kingdom to propose
a conference of the various commercial
bodies in the empire to consider the ex-
pediency of forming a confederation
between Gireat Britain and the Colonies
on the basis of free trade. We learn
from our exchanges that this proposition
of the Doard of I'rade of the Dominion of
Canada has been agreed to Ly the Asso-
ciated Chambers, and that invitations
have actually been sent out proposing
that the conference should take place in
London during the last week of February,
1881, and that there should be 103 dele-
gates, viz.: 48 from various commercial
bodies in the United Kingdom, 10 from the
Dominion, 2 from Newfoundland, 3 from
Ceylon, 3 each from Calcutta, Bombay,
and Madras, 2 from Singapore, G from
the West Indies, 3 cach {rom Adelaide,
Vietorin and New South Wales, 2 each
from Cape Town, Dort Elizabeth and
Natal, 4 from New Zealand and 2 each
from Queensland and Tasmania. Enor-
mous as will be the cost of such a confer-
ence, it would, we have no doubt, be
cheerfully borne, if there was the least
reason to believe that any satisfactory
result would be attained. It must, how-
ever, be obvious from the proceedings of
the Associated Chambers that an invita-
tion just now wounld be premature, and
that before such an important step was
recommended the Dominion Board of
Trade should have been called on to do
what they will be expected to do prior to

the meeting in London in 1881. It
appears that at a specinl meeting of the
Couneil held in March My, Dobell of
Quobec was present, and personally ex-
plained the desire of the Dominion Board
of Trade that this conference should take
place,
ORIECTS O TIE CONFERENCE.

It scems to us most extraordinary that
at the very meetling of the Associated
Chambers at which the resolution con-
curring in the suggestion for a conference
was adopted, the report, after referring to
theletter of the Canadian Board proceeds :
# No definite scheme was indicated in the
letter, and the DIresident in acknowledg-
ing its receipt pointed out the necessity of
« clear statement of the oljects af” the pro
posed convention.” One would have
imagined that wmen of business would
have required this clear statement before
taking any action whatever on the matter,
and it seems not a little strange that the
original proposition was not accompanied
by such a statement, and that Mr. Dobell
was not empowered to give some idea of
what the Dominion Board want to accom-
plish. As regards the members of confer-
ence in the United Kingdom, as they all
live either in or within a short distance of

Loudon, they cannot sufler much incon--

venience whether the conference be a
failure or not ; but delegates from India,
Australia, the Cape, Canadaand the West
Indies ought to have reasonable ground to
believe in the utility of such a conference
before they engage in it.

A DIFFICULTY IN THE

FREE TRADE.

What is a free trade basis? 1t is clear
that the expression which we have cited
is understood to mean the same thing in
Canada as in England. Tt is obsex}i\;ed by
the British Mail, to which Journal we are
indebted for the report of the Associated
Chambers, that “it is of the very essence
“of free trade as understood by political
“ economists that there should be no pre-
“ferences,” so that ¢ Canada cannot trade
“with England on a free trade basis
“ ywithout trading with all the rest of the
“world on the same basis.” This leads
our English contemporary to imagine that
a “free trade Dbasis® would be more
correctly expressed ¢“a basis of recipro-
city.” "

ANOTUER DIFFICULAY.
PUBLIC OPINION.

Tt is suggested that whereas in England
Chambers of Commerce represent public
opanion, such is not the case in the Colo-
nies, and Canada is itself cited as an illus-
tration that such is the case. It is said
that ¢ at the very time -that its Board of
Trade was making overtures for placing

o

its commercial relations with England on
a free trade basis, its Parliament was
actually engaged in raising its protective
duties.”” 1t is held, therefore, that
“colonial delegates should not only be
“prepared to represent the chambers
 from which they derive their credentials
‘“and to state their own individual views,
“but to give an exposition of the opinions
“of the ruling majority in their respective
“ communities, and to indicate to what
“extent the colonists would be likely to

4 modily their views,”

We do not think that there will be
much difterence of opinion as to the load
of responsibility which the promoters of
this conference_have assumed, and the
Associated Chambers have taken good
care that they shall not be relieved of
any portion of it. The conference is to
be convened by the Dominion Board of
Trade, which is to send out the propo-
sitions stating distinetly the objects which
they desire the conference to accomplish,
and inviting resolutions from other colo-
nial chambers.

MEANING OF FREE TRADE.

Our English contemporary doubts
whether in the colonies, which are
credited with freedom from the protec-
tionist heresy, the notions of free trade
are similar to those in the United Xing-
dom, and by way of illustration New South
Wales is cited as o colony which has been
held up as an example to the other Auns-
tralian colonies, and which, nevertheless,
gives largo protection to the brewing and
wine growing industries. The duties on
beer, wines and spirits have been recently
raised, and are now higher than in the
protectionist colony of Victoria. Never-
theless the Legislature’ in New South
Wales would not listen to a proposal to
impose a small excise duty on their
own beer and wine, They.are like
the Lower Canadians, who object most
strongly to an excise duty on tobacco,
forgetting that a very large duty is im-
posed for revenue purposes on foreign
tobacco, and that every pound .of native
tobacco used entails a loss, to the
revenue. In the United Kingdom, where
tobacco is one of the chief sources of
revenue, the home cultivation' is abso-
lutely prohibited. On - the whole, the
DBritish Mail is of opinion that the pro-
posed conference will be attended with
benelicial results, which we own is more
than we venture to anticipate. ~ As re-
gards Canada the case lies in a nutshell.
Without any conference we have now a
vesident minister in London, who is well
informed as to the state of public opinion
in Canada, and who1s able to represent
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{ihe views of the Government. It would be
very desirable that. the Dominion Board
of Trade should take the Canadian public
into their confidence, and that they
should give some idea as lo what is to be
propounded at the “traly Imperial Par-
liament,” which is to meet in February,
1881,
RRCIPROCITY.

We fortunately  are thoroughly aware
not only of the opinions of the Associated
Chambers, but of the Imperial Govern-
ment and Parliament on the questions of
Tree T'rade and Reciprocity. One. of the
latest speeches made by Lord Beacons.
field on the 22nd March, aftorded him an
opportunity of delivering his opinions on
the questions, which of late have so largely
occupied the attention of our people. 1t
may be well to give, in his own words, his
opinion of reciprocity : “The question of
“reciprocity and the question of protec.
ttion are utterly difterent questions. If
¢ {he whole nation chose to adopt a pro-
t tective policy, nothing could resist that
“ policy being carried into eftect. But,
“wvith regard to reciprocity, 1 have always
“impressed upon those who Lrought it
¢ forward as a remedial measure that it

_f“was practlically impossible.”” .One greab
difficulty in the way is the number of
commercial treaties, which are as many
as 30 or 40. The subject of discussion
was the existing depression, and Lord
Beaconshtield certainly was not of the
opinion that it was possible to find any
remedy by altering the customs dulies.
We may hope, now that Parliament has
been prorogued, that the Press, which
claims more especially to be the exponent
of the views of the Boards of Trade, will
see fit {o throw some light on the subject
of the proposed conference which is to
come off'in February, 1881.

BEEI ROOT SUGAR.

‘Yor some months we had not noticed
niuch discussion on the subject of the beet
sugar industry, but guite recently we have
observed that more than one of our contem-
poraries has undertaken to recommend
the cultivation of the sugar beet, while
there seems reasonable ground to suppose
that there will not be entire satisfaction
with the award of the government bonus.
We have more than once called attention
to the practical difficulty with which this
question is surrounded, and we have not
seen any atiempt to controvert our argu-
ment., Sugar is the article which con-
tributes most largely o the revenue of the
Dominion, and in the European countries
where the beet is cultivated o very large
excise revenue is obtained from it. We

do not believe that it is possible to culti-
vate the beet in Canada except under an
enormous protection such as the country
will never stand. We readily admit that
it would be possible to make beet cultiva-
tion profitable by protection ; but, before
people are induced to invest capilal in a
new indusiry the whole question should
be considered,and a policy determined on
that would Le likely to last for at least
eight or ten years.  1f under a protection
something similar to that which has been
granted to other industries it were possible
to cultivate the beet it would perhaps be
difficult to object to {he experiment being
tried, but we cannot believe that any one
swho is acquainted with all the cirecumstan-
ces will pretend that there is any reason-
able ground to expect that so large a pro-
portion of our cusloms revenue can be
sacrificed in order to encourage thie cultiva-
tion of thebeel. It is much to be feared
that this question will be trifled with so
long that eapital will be divertedintoanin.
dustry that can only be maintained under
a system of protection that will never be
submitied to Ly the consumers of sugar,

THE ITON, GEORGE BROWN,

The painful duly devolves on us this
week of contributing to the numerous
obituary notices of the distinguished
Canadian statesman,whose career has heen
suddenly cutb short by the dastardly hand
of an assagsin. We propose to give a brief
notice of the political career of one who,
during a period of about thirty-five years,
toolt a prominent part-in Canadian poli-
tics, and who is entitled to the credit of
having founded and made a complete
suceess a journal which is not only with-
out a rival in the Dominion, but which has
made Canada better known throughout
the world. We venture to hazard the
opinion that Mr. Brown’s repulation, as
the creator of the Globe newspaper,
will ere long be deemed immeasurably
greater than his achievements as a politi-
calleader. We must not, however, be mis-
understood. As a politician, Mr. Brown
was far from unsuccessful as a leader, and
his earnestness in support of his opinions

led to his having a body of followers pro-.

bably more devoted to him than any con-
temporary political leader could boast of.
FFew men in any country have acecomplish-
ed as much as Mr. Brown, There are, of
course, wide differences of opinion as to
the wisdom of his policy, but there will be
a general admission that he took the
course which in his own opinion was best
calculated to promote the interest of the
Province, in the capital of which he first
took up his abode, where he has always
resided, and where he has died under

most painful circumstances, to the univer-
sal grief of its inhabitants. It has been
truly said by a daily contemporary that
“to give a complete record of his life
“would be to write a political history of
¢ the country during that eventful period.”
As this manifestly would be impossible,
we shall content ourselves with a brief re-
ference to the principal events which cul-
minated in the recognition of Mr, Brown
as the leader of what we may conveniently
term the new Reform party of Ontario,
We feel it the more necessary to under-
take this task as, in the obituary notices
{hat we have read, we bave {found several
grave errors of fact which are calculated
{o make very false impressions on the
public mind. We shall call attention to
some of these in the course of our present
notice. The late Mr. Brown arrived in
Canada in the year 1843, and it is hardly
possible to form a just estimate of his
political career, without considering] the
state of parties and of public opinion
at the time of his arvival. The. Iferald
states that “the great struggle for Re-
sponsible Government had commenced,”
when Mr. Brown established the Globe.
We nofice this statement with no desire
to be hypercritical, but beeause it is essen-
tially misleading. Tong before the Union
of the Canadas in 1841, the Reform parties
of Lower and Upper Canada had been
engaged in a common warfare against what
we may without impropriety term a bu-
reaucratic oligarchy. It was then that
“ the struggle for Responsible Government
commenced,” and although in Upper
Canada  Sir Francis® Iead triumphed
over its advocates in 1836, the people of
Tower Canada had never desgerted their
leaders, It may be remarked, as by no
means irrelevant, that the struggle for the
secularization of the Clergy Reserves had
been going on at the same time in Upper
Canada, although for obvious reasons it
had attracted little attention in Lower
Canada. It must be borne in mind that
the Legislature of Upper Canada had
attempted to settle the Clergy Reserve
question by passing an Act in the last
session of the Head Parliament contrary to
the remonstrances of the Reformers; that
this Act had been referred to the twelve
Jjudges of England for advice,and had been
unanimously pronounced by them ulfra
vires; thatsubsequently an Actof the Im-
perial Parliament had been passed ex-
pressly to prevent this question from
coming before the United Legislature of
Canada. It ought likewise to be borne in
mind that M. Baldwin and all his political
friends had been strong advocates of
secularization. It is well known that the
Union was forced on the bulk of the people
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of Lower Canada, while the Reformers of
Upper Canada were disposed to accept it
as theonly means of securing Responsible
Government.  During the frst session of
t1e Union Parliament parties were ina dis-
organized state, but Mr. Baldwin's resigna.
tion on' the rejection of his advice to re-
consiruct the Ministry by the admission
of French Canadians, and the subsequent
election of Mr. Lafontaine for the North
Riding of York, had the eftect of placing
him in such relations to the French Cana-
dians that during the subsequent careers
of himself and of Mr. Lafontaine and of
his party, then almost a unit, they were
never separated. 1In that session the Re-
sponsible Government resolutions were
placed on the jowrnals by an almost un-
animous vote. In 1842 Messrs. Lafontaine
and Baldwin, entered the CGovernment
together, on which occasion there wasa
general reconciliation, and from that time.
until the complete disruption of the party
in 1851, when Mr. Brown {ormally seced-
ed from. it, there was a cordial alliance
between the Reformers of  Lower. and
Upper Canada.

In 1843, the very year in which M,
Brown toolt up his residence in Canada,
Lord Metealfe made a desperate attempt
to overthrow responsible Government,
and during the struggle that followed, Mr.
Brown, who had established the Globe in
1844, was a vigorous supporter of the
linited Reform party. Upper Canada was,
on the occasion of the Metcalfe crisis, as
untrue, as it had been in the Bond-Head
crisis in 1836, and  the consequence -was
that the party led by Mr. Lafontaine,
while commanding a large majority in
Lower Canada, was excluded {rom power
owing to its alliance with the Reformers of
Upper Canada. At the general election
in 1848 Upper Canada again returned a
Reform majority, and, as Lower Canada
did the same, the united party was very
strong after the formation of the Ministry
of Mr. Lafontaine. Thealliance, however,
which had been most cordial during the
period of adversity, was not destined to
be maintained during that of prosperity.
It would be impossible on such an ocea-
sion as this to enter into minute details,
noris it at all necessary to do so. The
whole case liesin a nutshell. The bulk
o! the supporters of the Reform party in
Lower Canada consisted of French Cana-
dians and Irish Catholics, and in all parts
of Upper Canada the Irish Catholies, with
few. exceptions, belonged to the Likeral
party. About the year 1850 Mr, Brown
began to write very strongly on many
subjects, in a tone that caused great dis-
sitisfaction to. the Roman .Catholics, and
consequently not alittle embarrassment to

the Liberal leaders trom Upper Canada.
In o very interesting obituary nolice in
the Globe of the 10th insk, it is said,
# Mr. Brown thus came to be regarded as
“the Canadian champion of Protest-
“antism.” 1t seems to be imagined that
this was the principal reason for his
rejection at the Ilaldimand election in
1850, and it is'quite possible that it may
have influenced Catholic votes. The
main cause of his defeat on that occasion
was that there were two candidates in the
Reform interest, and, although personally
Mr. Baldwin would have much preferred
Mr. Brown to Mr. W. L. Mackenzie, he
did not deem it expedient as leader of
the party to interfere actively; M
Mackenzie could not have been controlled
and, hacd there been serious division in
the Reform ranks, the Conservative candi-
date would have been elected. There is
no doubt that Mr. Brown felt keenly the
attacks made on him on account of his
pronounced I'rotestantism  during the
lfaldimand canvas, and that he was less
sparing than he had previously been in
his attacks on the Government.

It was early in 1831 that Mr. Baldwin
resigned office, while Mr, Lafontaine had
publicly announced his determination to
retire from public life. The consequence
was that for several months the remain-
ing Ministers were placed in a most
unusual and most objectionable position.
It could hardly be said that there wasa
Government. It was during this erisis, in
Uctober, 1851, that Mr. Brown addressed a
series of letlers, seven in number, in the
Globe newspaper to Mr. MHincksin which
he publicly denounced the policy pursued
during the previous session, and an-
nounced his own future opposition.
When at last Mr. Lafontaine tendered his
resignation Lord Elgin entrusted Mr.
Hineks with the formalion of a new
ministry. Itis extraordinary what mis-
conceptions secem t{o prevail regarding
this Ministvy. The Toronto Mail ecalls it
the Taché-llincks Government, though a
few lines lower down he refers to the
Hincks-Morin  Government. The fivst
mistake is nalural enough, considering

.that Mr. Coté, the present clerk of the

Council, has systematically falsified the

records of the Council office during the’

whole period of the Iincks administration,
treating the late Sir Etienne Taché as the
head, although it is a matter of notorviety
that Mr. Ilincks entrusted Mr. Morin
with the selection of his Lower Canada
colleagues, who always recognized him as
their leader. That is not the only error

of the same kind in Mr. Coté's book, .

which has nevertheless been taken with-

out examination as an authority for suc-

cessive  “ Parliamentary Companions,”
The Witness states that Mr. ITincks suc-
ceeded “to some extent’ to the leader-
ship of the party, a qualification which it

would require the writer himself to
explain, The Ilerald alleges that * the

new Blinister devoted himself mainly
to measures intended to promote the
material improvement of the country,”
and that ¢ financing in various forms
became the order of the day.” 1le like:
wise, when alluding to Mur. Brown’s atti-
tude of * downright hostility to the Gov-
ernment,” refers to serious charges of
“ peculation against its head,” the pecu-
lation having been simply a purchase of
debentures of the city of Toronte from a
firm of contractors who took them in pay-
ment of worl from the Northern Railway
Co., to whom they had been granted by the
city.

It is only necessary, in order to con-
vince the Iferald of the injustice of this
reference, to state that Mr. Brown public-
ly withdrew from the party, of which M.
Hincks was the leader, in Oct., 1851, and
that the purchase of the debentures was
only made in the autumn of 1852, and was
only publicly discussed in 1853 and 1854.
The Globe notice, which is, of all that we
have seen, the least open to criticism, .
charges that the Ministry was in 1853
‘‘hostile to dealing with the Clergy Re-
serves and other important questions on
which the public felt strongly.”” Now, in
1850, the first step was taken to bring
about the seccularization of the Clergy
Reserves by the passage of an address
praying for the: repeal of the Imperial
Acty and from that time forward no effort
was spaved by Mr. Hincks to effect the
desired object. On the formation of the
new Ministry in 1851, it was clearly under-
stood that secularization was to be a
Cabinet question, as was also the abolition
of the feudal tenure, the increase of the
representation, and the reform of the
Legislative Council. Such measures ave
hardly of the character described by the
Ierald. ‘There certainly were measures
demanded by Mr. Brown which no Minis-
try acting in concert with Lower Canadians
could accede to, such as the refusal to
incorporate charitable and educational
institutions, and to grant them aid, and
the abolition of sectarian schools; and in
process of time representation by popu-
lation. It is nol unworthy of note that
up to this day the measures for which the
Reform party was broken up have not
been carried. In point of fact, Mr. Brown
wholly ignored the necessity of the alliance
between the French Canadians and the
Reformers of Upper Canada, and became
the Champion of Protestantism. - That he
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.acted from conviction, noone, we presume,
-will dispute, and he most assuredly mani-
fested all the earnestness and zeal for
which he was so eminently distinguished.
At the general election of 1854, M.
Brown acted more decidedly than at the
previous one in opposition to the Govern-
ment, and the consequence was that the
latter had no fair play in Upper Canada.
What we mean is this. Notwithstanding
Mr. Brown’s secession, parties through the
country were still known as Tory and Re-
form. The members of the CGtovernment
and their supporters went to the country
as Raeformers, as they had always done,
and in cases where Mr. Brown’s suppor-
ters were selected as candidales they
received a loyal support from those who
adhered to the Minisiry against their
Tory opponents. On the other hand,
wherever the candidates were known to
be loyal to the Ministry, Mr. Brown's ad-
herents gave the preference to the Tory
candidates. Notwithstanding this serious
drawbaelk, the majority of the Reformers
returned adherved to the Ministry, but it
was impossible to contend against an
opposition led by Sir Allan Macnab and
by Messrs. John A. Macdonald, John
H. Cameron, Cayley, George Brown, J. &
Macdonald, W, II. Merritt, W. L. Maec-
kenzie, Dorion, IHolton, Galt, Cauchon
and Sicotfe. It was a formidable opposi-
{ion, and when beaten on the speakership
by three votes, and when subsequently
the House refused the Attorney General
o delay of 24 hours to consider a question
of privilege, Mr. 1llincks, with the con-
.currence of his colleagues, determined on
resigning. 1t is stated by the Gazette
that it was generally understood that My,
Brown expected a coalition between him-
-gself and the Conservatives, which we think
highly improbable. Moreover, the
Gazette has probably from an inadvertence
done a great injustice to Mr. Hincks,
of whom he says, *he approached Sir A,
“ Macnab, the leader of the opposition,
#and offered him, if he would combine
¢ with the Lower Canada Reformers, and
“ take in & couple of Upper Canada Re.
¢ formers, that he would give him his sup-
¢ port.’ All this is fiction. On Sir Allan
Macnab being sent for by Lord Elgin, he
at once put himself in communication
with Mr. Morin, the leader of the Lower
Canada majority, and, after. discussing the
situation, made him an offer to accept the
Lower Canada section of the late Ministry
as well as their measures. My, Morin
then oconsulted Mr, Hincks, and both
agreed that Mr. Morin would not be'justi-
fied in refusing such an offer, especially
- after the total disruption of the Reform
party in Upper Canada, with which Mer.

Morin and his friends had herctofore
acted in concert. At this time My, Hincks
had no idea that Sir Allan Macnab would
make any overturg to him. . In the
course of the day, he received a communi-
cation from Sir Allan Macnab, who was
confined to bed with gout, and who wished
tosee him,his object being to communicate
to him the arrangement made with M-

Morin, and to ask him as to his own course..

Mr, Hincks at once informed him that he
should feel bound not to go into opposi-
tion to a Government of which his late
Lower Canada colleagues formed part, but
that, if two of his own friends were includ-
ed in the Ministry,it should have his
cordial support. On Sir “Allan Macnab's
acceding to this suggestion, he named
Mr. John Ross and Mr. Spence. In the
Herald's articlereference is made to a
gentleman with whom the writer was con-
versing when a message reached him, in-
viting him to sce the Premier. This gentle-
man js described as one of those desig-
nated as © pharisaical brawlers,” and his
conversion is. jocularly described. The
individual must have been the late Robert
Spence, who had proposed My, Cartier as
Speaker and had been thoroughly loyal
to the lineks Ministry. Of course he
might have denounced coalition while in
utter ignorance of facts.

We have not ventured to extend our
notice of Mr. Brown’s career subsequent
to 1854, after which he becamestill more
distinguished. Our object has been to
narrate the circumstances under which
he deemed it wise to break up the allinnce
between the French Canadians and the
Reformers of Upper Canada, and to force
the former info the Conservative ranks.
Any one who had predicted such a result
ten years previously would have been
thought ‘deranged. Mr. Drown’s untiving
industry and zeal enabled him to succeed
where nothing but failure could have been
anticipated. In concluding, we venture
to express the hope that a history of Mr-
Brown’s life will be undertaken by some
one competent to perform the work.

MECHANICAL ELECTRICITY
A NEW ROLE.

A series of experiments which have
been in progress for some time past in
New York and other cities, with the viesw
of substituting mechanical for chemical
electricity in the working of telegraph
wires, appears to have at last been crown-
ed with success. The machinery was i'n‘Llo-
duced about a fortmght since which will
shortly supersede the cumbelsome and
unsightly cells now. in uge, with their pla:
tinum, zine, acids, and other disagreeable

and expensive chemicals and- minerals ;

and the new method will shortly be used
in all the principal cities. Among the
many advantages claimed are cheapness,
unlimited capacity, and uniformity of
power.

1n 1869 the cost of operating wire had
been reduced to %!.17 pevmile; which
was thought then to be the limit of me-
chanical economy. Ten years of progress
still further reduced this rate to 34 conts
per mile, with a corresponding increase
of business. This, indeed, seemed to be
thie utmost limit of economy which could
be attained, and probably under the old
system no farther progress in that direc-
tion could have been made, It is now
estimated that the present improvement
will reduce the expense fully 50 per cent,
more. It is ealculated that the saving in
one company’s office alone will amount to
several thousand dollars per . annum
besides the advantage of occupying far.
les§ space, and securing better service for
the wires. When machinery comes tobe
substituted in all the principal oflices, the
aggregate amount of money saved will be
suficient to malke slockholders’ eyes
sparkle, and still {urther advince the
value of investments. An equal sum will
be saved on the Gold and Stock Com-
pany’s lines.

The process of generating electricity by
the * Dynamo-Electro Machine,” as it is
called, is by no means new, but it has
never been successfully applied on any
such extensive scale as is now proposed.
The electricity isnot obtained by running
one machine to its utmost capacity, but
Ly running a number of machines com-
bined, at a moderate rate, thereby produ-
cing a more uniform result and preventing
any inconvenience which might arise by
the temporary disability of any of the
machines, The three machines first used
for this purpose in New York a few weeks
ago were driven by a twelve-horse power
engine, but it is claimed that an engine of
two-horse power could do the work re.
quired.

The generators employed are called
Siemens generators. They are small, and
are said-to contain 600 feet each of No..
12 copper wire in coils, These gener-
ators are not a new invention, but have
been selected as the best adapted to the
purposes required. They are thus des-
cribed : The armature is a hollow cylinder
of soft iron, with brass heads mounted on

- & shaft, carrying the driving pulley, about

which the fifty-six iron wires are wouund
and covered by the insulated conducting
wires wound crosswise. The terminal
wires are soldered to the bars, and the
armature revolves between the poles of a
fisld'magnet, while . its - commutator
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cylinder is touched at the ends by the
brushes, which take off the flnid. The
armatures are in the telegraphic circuit,
and the wires of the field-magnets are in
connection with the exciting power. This
is the principal difference between the
present arrangement and that employed
in other magneto machines. Only two
of the generators are now used simultane-
ously, one being held in reserve in case
of accident. One of these supplies the
copper cireuit north and east, and ihe
other supplies the zine cireuit south and
west.

The room in which the machines have
been placed is an immense parallelogram
containing the cup batteries. Some of
these have been removed to make way
for ihe generators. The fifteen new gen-
erators which are to be placed in position
will be almost suflicient to take the place
of all the cups. . The force of these gener-
ators when in operationwill represent the
lluminating capacity of 1,500 candles
each. It is intended that ihey shall be
run by three engines of five horse-power
each, although the average demand will
be for about six horse-power in all.- Two
engines and ten generators will be used
at a time. The other engine and gener-
ators will be held in reserve.

The electric power now required for the
business in New York City is derived
from 14,300 gravity-element cells and
4,600 bichromate-of-potash cells, which
constitute what is known as the line bat-
tery, and about 600 cells required in the
local work. These cells cost originally
from $1.50 to 2 each, and the chemicals
and platinum which they contain require
1o be frequenily examined and changed,
in order to keep the wires in proper work-
ing order. The weight of these cups, or
cells, is about seventy-two tons, and they
are arranged in tiers, occupying an enor-
mous space.  The dynamo-electric ma-
chines will occupy comparatively little
roony, thus giving great gain to the com-
pany in space, much needed for other
purposes. All the generators will be
combined, so that any of them may be re-
“leased or added at pleasure to meet any

emergency, when greater ov less power is
required. The first machine of the series
has an electro-motive force of fifty volts,
and each successive machine has an in-
creased power, so that in n series of ten
ihe Jast would have a tension of 500 volts.
Relays at all grounding points will supply
all the extra force required, thus making
the chemical or battery electricily assist
the mechanical. At all way stations where
the amount of electricity required will
not warrant the erection of machines,
chemical electricity will still be used.

The new power has been in tse in San
Francisco, California, for some time past
with the most satisfactory results. With
such an economical invention coming into
use, the public need not apprehend any
movement towards higher rates for tele-
graphing in the future.

AN argument upon proposed . additional re-
strictions to be placed upon the sale of oleomar-
garine, to the end that it might not be mis-
taken for butler, was held before the Committee
on Agriculture of the New York State Senate
on the 4th inst.  The interests of the dealers in
oleomargarine were represented and strongly
supported by Mr. James Wilson, who claimed
that the opposition to the sale of the article
avose from business rivalry. In the course of
his remarks Mr. Wilson submitted that the
effect of the introduction of the new industry
had already been to raise the value of the an-
nual product of bLeef fat from $13,170,102 to
220,646,662, and that, if permitted to manufac-
1ure  oleomargarine without undue restriction,
the value would be further enhanced to $27,-
854,414, His special points ~were that oleomar-
garine is a pure, wholesome article of food,
equally so with the best dairy-made butter, and
that it enhances the value of catile, and thus
favors the farmer. Mr. Wilson coucluded his
argument as follows:

% And now, Mr. Chairman and gentlemen
of the Committee, let me ask, in sober earnest-
ness, have we not had about enough of this ad-
verse legislation that is solely coatrived in or-
der to harass and annoy us while we are engaged
in a legitimnic and honorable business, the effect
of which, as I have shown, is to lift the value
of our annual supply of 800,000,000 pounds of
beef fat to the proportions that I have stated, We
ask, in simple jusiice, to be let alone as business
men and merchants and to be permitted to add
to the productive wealth of the country and to
the commerce of the world.,” Whereupon the
following interesting colloquy ended the pro-
ceedings ¢

The Chairman-—You say that by the action
of animal heat the fat of the cow is converted
into mitk ?

Mr. Wilson—Into oil.

The Chairman—And from that the butter is
extracted ?

Mr. Wilson—7Yes, sir.

The Chairman—1Isit a fact that anything like
butter can be derived from the steer ? Allthis tal-
low you use here is from sicers, not from cows.

Mr. Wilson—I_will answer you. The dilter-
cnce is between the sexes. It is the steer fut,
which hie has held and fstored up from his in-
fancy that permeates the meat and malkes it
nutritious. :

The Chairman—Is it an actual fact that but-
ter may be obtained from steers?

Mr. Wilson—Undoubtedly. It lias been
proved that milk can be taken by friction from
the breast of alman,

The Chairman—I understand from’ your ar-
gument that you are not opposed to the mark-
ing of these packages? :

Mr, Wilson—We,are doing it.

A Kexrtucky Gounty, after the manner of a-
good many counties below the border line, re--
cently appeared, by counsel in Court, very anx-
fous to pay its debts, but prevented from doing.

GENERAL MARKETS.
Tuonsnay, May 13th, 1880.

There is a genoral feeling of disappointment
with the business of the season, as thus far
developed, since  the opening of navigation.
Lxpectation during the late winter months ran
high, but not without. good reason, as the un-
usunl activity and buoyaney in the mackets
here and abroad atlested. A good deal of this
aclivity now proves to have been mere specula-
tive excitement, and reaction has of late been
doing a very serious work. This bas been a
suflicient dampener upon enierprise, but, added
to it, there comes the abnoimal state of the
wheat market in Chicago, by whicl prices are
still kept velatively with Liverpool, so as to
leave little or nothing for ocean freight. The
freight market is thoroughly unsettled, and the
situation is anything but satisfactory. A light
business is doing in dry goods, mostly with buy-
ers from neighboring towns and along the river.
Hardware is less active. There is no further
change in raw material, the depression eontin-
uing extreme. Leather is firm, and not inac-
tive ; black leather particularly in request, and
still looking upward. Hides are down 50c., but
arc in ecager demand. Denlers are taking less
than their .customary profits. The boot and
shoe trade is slack, and wiil likely continue so
for & week or two to come, until work for the
fall trade is actively entered upon. Wool is
unchanged ; late London salesTaltract interest.
Butter, as reported, moves off easily at good
prices in some quarters, whilein others stock is
accumulating, and difficult to market, even at
concessions. Qur report presents briefiy these
two phases of the market. Cheese is lower and
weak.

Invoices at anr
own ports since the 1st instant are being made
on the basis of the lmperial measure, and it
may be well to remember that a penalty at-
taches to any violation of the estnblished law
in this respeet.
