MOVEMENT OF GRAIN AND BREAD
STUTFS IN 1879.

The annual report of the New York
Produce Exchange, the statistics of the
department of trailic on the canzls for
the last season, and many compilations
lately received enable us to ascertain the
comparative position of Canada in the
large exportation of cereals during the
past year. The prosperity of Mozireal
depends 0 much on our Jvater commu-
nications with the Lake ports that it
should be a guestion of general interest
to know whether the traffic through our
water line has not decreased.

The percentage of this port in the
receipts and shipments of the five chief
Atlantic seaports seems to be lessening

" every year, and yet this apparent decrease

in the importance of Montreal cannot he
traced to itslosing hold of its share in the
transit of the grain from the Western
Lake and River ports, but is due to direct
shipments from interior ports to the sea
board, without passing through - the lake
ports. There has been for the last five
years & large and increasing movement in
flour or grain from the States west of the
Mississippi River to the Middle and New
England States. The local railway tariff
from interior points in the west to ILake
ports with the local tariff from thence
eastward, together exceed the through
tariff from trans-Mississippi places of
shipment to points of consumption ; and,
besides, the elevating, storage, brokerage,
and shipping charges at lake ports as
well as the lake insurance are thus
avoided.  The importance of these direct
shipments to the sea board is readily ap-
preciated when it is known that last yeay

thereceipts at the Atlantic ports exceeded
by 65,487,667 bushels, the receipts at the
Lake ports.. So long as thereceipts at the
Lake ports exceeded the receipts at the
sea board, the percentage of Montreal in
the receipts remains unaltered ; in 1873,
when the receipts at Lake ports were yet
7,088,173 above those at the seaboard,
Montreal received 114 per cent. of the
whole; in 1879 its percentage is only 6.74,
showing that the proportional share in the
Lake ports receipts hasremained the sane,
and the apparent loss of importance is
traceable to direet shipments from States
and localities too remote from Montreal
lines of communication to use them on the
way to the sea board. The total receipts
of grain received during 1879 at the five
competing Atlantic seaports amouni to
332,485,424 bushels, divided betwesn New
York, Philadelphia, Baltimore, Boston
and Montreal as follows:

In Lhe matter of exports, as in that of
receipts, Montreal seems to ceclie, and
the percentage from 10,42 in 1878 is
down to 8.77 in 1879. The same cause
that had affected the receipts has been at
work ; divect shipents from the interior,
and through freight trains have created
new sources of receipts to ports in the
Middle States to which neither Montreal
nor Boston has had access. Last year,
with the inauguration of a mew policy,
the bonding system which has proven
so easy of operation, was thought an
insuperable obstacle, and restricted the
importation from the lake ports.

Owing to high prices the Chicago
“ring” precluded any transaction with
that’ port, and this year will probably
show a large percentage in our favor,
owing to the collapse of that * ring " and
the facility afforded to the transit ir bond
of foreign produce.

It may be sald that the traffic of the
port of Montreal is at present in a state
of transition.. At the head of navigation
of our water-ways the work of enlarge-
raent is delayed to the detriment of the
commerce and ship building industries of
the country, and in Montresl many mea-
sures, recommended by the public in-
terest of the whole Dominion, are post-
poned till next year. Yet the truffic on
the canals in their incomplete condition
during the past year has given some in-
dication of what importance they may be
to the general prosperity when the coun-
“try shail realize the. benefit which must
result from completion of theu enlarge-
ments.

Omitting the receipts. of flour. and
meal, the receipts in cereals at the port
of Montreal in 1879 amounted to 18,430,-
579 bushels, divided between railweys and
canals as follows:

The freights on the lakes have
been steady and remunerative ; the grain
in the ports of T'oledo and Detroit are at
reasonable prices, and were it not for the
unfinished condition of the enlargement
of the canals, and the maintenance at this
port of the charges so much complained of,
18301 night have seen the beginning of that
prosperity which the navigation of the St.
Lawrence cannot- fail to realize, when our
canal system shall - be completed, and
Montreal n free port. ’

MINISTERTAL UTTERANCES.

Sir John Macdonald and Sir Leonard
Tilley have had an opportunity of deliv-
ering speeclies ab the town of Bath in the
County of Lennox, and they availed them.
selves of"it to refer to the topics most
interesting to the public, viz, the finances,
the Pacitic Railway, and lands in the
North-West. Sir Leonard Tilley expressed
his confidence that the effect of the tarift
would not be a reduction ot the revenue,

as had been anticipated by many, and he

stated that, for the year which closed on
the 30th Juue, $14,100,000 had been re-
ceived, while his estimate was only $14,-
007,000.. What is much more important,
he further declared that, with this in-
creased income, the Government would
have ample revenue with which to meet
the expenditure and the liabilities of the
country, arid he ‘added that the people
were, on the whole, happier, more pros-

perous, and more fully employed than
formerly. This is a very diflerent account
from that which Mr. Goldwin Smith and
Mr. Perrault have given to our neighbors
on the other side of the lines, and we
must own that it is vather inconsistent
with the accounts which we receive of an
extensive emigration fromt Canada to the
United States. It would be sad, indeed,
if the effect of the tarift’ had not been to
increase the revenue very considerably,
as consumers are feeling acutely the high
prices of all kinds of commodities. The
time is' approaching, when ypeople
think of laying in coal for winter as it
has usually been cheup at thisseason, but
it is to be feared that we shall not see
coal cheap again for & long time to come.
The effect of the tariff cannot well be
judged by the amount of revenue ob-
tained under it, and the first year is
hardly a fair criterion. Meantime it is
satisfactory to have an assurance from the
Minister of Finance that there will be
no deficit.

Sir John Macdonald made an announce-
ment that has caused mno little surprise,
which was, that there are capitalisis (we
presume in England) ready to build the
Pacific railway, and asking to have the
work hanted over to them., Of course,
the statements were in the most general
terms, and could not well be otherwise.
The object was to relieve the minds of
those who have been serviously alarmed
lest the country should be ruined by an
unproductive expenditure. It is rather
a remarkable statement to make, that
capitalists are aware that ¢ there was a
certain fortune to be made out of the

_construction of the' railroad,” without

giving the least idea what the conditions
are on which the work wounld be under-
taken.

'The main point is, as to the running of
the road after it has been completed. [t
is quite possible that capitalists might
undertake to build the road for a defined
quantity of land as rumor alleges they
have offered to do, but it would be rather
difficult to ensure their operating it
altér construction. The offers, whatever
they may be, are said to be “under con-
sideration,” . and .we presume that Sir
Charles Tupper’s visit to England, is in
some way connected with them. We con-
cur with the Montreal Glazetle in thinking
that it would be a great blessing if the
line could be placed . in the hands of a
private company,” especially if anything
like the favorable terms could be obtained
that were offered in 1872, when the peo-
ple got 'so alarmed lest capitalists would

make fortunes out of it, as Sir John'

assures us they think they would do novw,

that they started a rival company, and
brought ruin on the whole scheme. Ilad
the Canadian people been patriotically
united eight years ago, the railroad might
have been considerably advanced by this
time.

We fear very much that it will be dif+
ficult to repair the evil done by the un-
fortunate Macpherson Co., not a member
ol which desived to put a dollar in any
Pacitic Railway Company, but only to
block Sir Hugh Allan’s project, in which
they unfortunately succeeded. Doubts
have been expressed whether the capital-
ists propose to construct the Brisish Col-
umbia branch. Sir John Maecdonald will

accompany Sir Charles Tupper to Eng-

land.

THE SITUATION.

It is not a little singular that the actual
state of trade should be decidedly better
than the business community, taken as a
unit, seems willing to admit, but such is
the fact. - Gio where one will amongst our
importers and exporters, our wholesale
merchants, manufacturers, tradespeople,
shippers and brokers,no very encouraging,
certainly no sanguine report of affnirs will
be reccived, while, as & rule, a sombre col-
oring will be given to even the favorable
commercial news that may be enrrent with
public men and newspapers whose politi-
cal prejudices are yet so strong that they
would regard it as a sin to find anything
healthy solong as the party of their choice
was not in power. This absence of good
cheer, this long-faced way of looking at
things, may be regarded as the perform-
ance of an irksome duty, imposed on them
by an assumed necessity for consistency ;
but why business men should follow such
a lead, and refuse to be hopeful and confi-
dent when the actual state of affrirs plain-
ly justifies these feelings, is ditlicult to
understand. . A recent bank report, that
as to current business was certainly very
encouraging, although it covered a period
of reduced dividend, was yet couched in
language so guarded, so ultra-conservative,
that only by reading between the lines
could it be surmised that the author re.
garded the general situation as promising.
And the tone of this report fairly reflects
that of the business community at lavge.

What are the facts? Briefly that busi-
ness at the present time is good ; that for
the first six months of this year, if we
may speak from extended observation, in
no single prominent line of trade will the -
figures be found to bear unfavorable com-
pavison with those of a year ago; thatin
many instances the improvement is re-
markable ; that an extraordinary period .
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of reaction in prices has succeeded the
ureat rise of last fall, and has largely, if not
entirely, spent its foree, without bringing
on disaster of any kind, without even re-
ducing current business to the volume of
a yearnga; that hardware men, the hardest
pushed of any line of trade by the falling
market, generally admit up to the present
time better aggregute vesults than a
. twelvemonth ago; that diry goods, leather
and its manufactures, groceries, provisions
and wool tell the same story. “These are
admitted facts; surely they give full
oceasion for taking a cheer:ul view of the
situation.

An indirect proof, bt a very reliable
one, if it be desirable to ofler any in sup-
port of statements that will probably no-

where meet with contradiction, may be.

found in the single fact that the tonnage
registered in this port this season up to
the §th inst, was 214,692_tons against
160,123 tons to the corresponding date
a year ago. The shipping of this port is
really the keystone of the arch of the
country’s prosperity, the crops being the
base on which it is founded. With this
increase in tonnage, and vessels going out
heavy laden at fairly remunerative rates,
with - grain, flour, live stock, butter and
cheese, ctc., bringing better average prices
than a yearago, and with no notable dis-
turbances in monetary circles either from

- failures or other cause, a present healthy
if not flourishing state of aflairs may be
considered demonsirated.

But the outlook also is good. The crop
prospects are excellent, the hay yield is
unusually large ; grass has been.very for-
ward, and an unusally large make of butter
and cheese js assured, and notwithstanding
a considerable decline owing to excessive
supply, these products will still realize
far better than last year ; cattle are neces-
sarily fattening better, and at the same
prices will bring in more money; the
cereals are doing finely, and the only ap-
parent contingency by which exceptional
prosperity may be défeated is disaster to
the crops, a misfortune it is well to be
prepared for, but which it is not neces-
sary.to count upon in the face ol probabi-
lities the other way.

We bespeak then a more cheerful tone
to trade at large. If business men dre
not to be hopeful when both actual condi-
tions and the promises of the future are
good, it will be hard to appoint them a
time for the indulgence of that grateful
state of mind. 1t may be that Dickens

rather overdrew the credit of being ¢ jolly -

under these circumstances,” but between
Mark Tapley and his ante-type, un-
hesitating preference will commonly be
given the former.

DOMINION NOTES.

As intimated elsewhere, we were vather
startled at some remarks made in the first
number of the Jndustrial World, Ly what
they denominate as “one of the ablest
writers in Canada,” on the subject of the
Dominion notes, ig the course of a criti-
cal notice of the disapproval expressed by
the Bank of Montreal and the Merchants
Bank of the Dominion Note Act of last
session, The increase of the note issue
from. twelve to twenty millions; “on a
slender coin basis,” was declared {o be
“a'matter of grave importance, not only
‘““to the banks but to the country at
“at large.” It is true  that the report
went further, and added an expression of
opinion that ¢ Government issues of notles
“ payable on demand are fraught with
“ danger to the best intcrestsof the coun-
111 trl'y."

That Government notes can be issued
with perfect safety, and with profit to the
publie, by economizin g the use of gold is
apparent from the operation of the Domi-
nion Note Act for several years. IL is
quite possible to concur in one of the pro-
positions of the banks, and to dissent
altogether from the other. 1t is of course
natural that the banks should be in favor
of the suppression of all Government is-
sues, but they cannot be unaware that it is
only in the small note circulation that the
Government competes with them, and
that the whole amount of the Government
small note circulation is only about three
millions of dollars. The suppression of
the bank issues of §4 bills has not been
made the subject of serious complaint,
and most assuredly is not “a matter of
grave importance,” either to the banks or
to the public. :

The important matter is the large in-
crease of issue on “ a slender coin basis,”
and in discussing this point the Industrial
World admjts that the reduced reserve is
only safe ‘‘so long as business is prosper-

ous and conducted upon a sound basis,”

but it adds, “when a financial crisis
“ threatens the country, such as overtook
#us in 1875, the reduced specie reserve
“will unquestionably intensily the crisis”
unless the Ggvernment prepares for the
drain when it comes. This is a virtual
admission of all that we have contended
for, but the Industrial World proceeds to
discuss the effect of the depression of
1875. He tells us that * the banks were
“suddenly called upon to providesterling
“ exchange in settlement of the adverse
“balance of trade and found their re-
“ gources inadequate to meet the demand;
“in a word there was not gold enough at
“ their command to purchase the neces-

% sary exchange.” 1e proceeds to state
that the  Government waslooked to to
“ bridge the difficulty by the redemption
“of Dominion notes,” but' that it was
found that the Government deposits ¢ did
not meet the emergency ;' in fuet, the
allegation is that the Government was
calling on the banks for gold at the very
time that the banks were demandinggold
from the Government. We have nothing
to do at present with the difliculties of the
banks, but we emphatically deny, on the
authority of the published bank state-
ments, that the Government could have
been in any difticulty whatever in 1875 as
to the redemption of their netes.  They
had, in addition to' the gold held in the
sub-treasuries large deposits on call in the
banks, besides a still larger amount on
notice. The cause of the trouble was that
the banks wanted gold for exportation,
and not cheques on themselves, but no-
thing is clearer than that banks must be
prepared to meet their deposits. The
point that we bave to do with, is whe-
ther there was ever the slightest dan-
ger of the Government being unable to
meet its demand liability for its circula-
tion, and the returns prove that thiere was
not. Let the Judusirial 1Worid name any
date it chooses, and give ligures, and the
correctness of ourstatement will be made
manifest. We read, we own with amaze-
ment, that ¢ the experience of 1875 seems
‘4 to establish this fact that the Govern-
“ment deposit in the banks cannot Le
“taken into account in estimating the abi-
# ity of the treasury to redeem Dominion
# notes when a sudden heavy demand is
tmade [or that parpose ;7' in other words,
the banks are insolvent. The banks, itis
said, are not in a position to pay their
deposits when they require gold- for the
purposes of exchange.

But though amazed at the foregoing
statements, we own that we could scarcely
believe our eyes when we read the next
paragraph, which is as follows :— The leg-
* islation of last session, by reducing the
“specie reserve held by the Government,
“imposes additional responsibility upon
“ the banks, and practically compels them
¢ to maintain the specie reserve for both
# the Dominion notes and their own issues,
#in times of crisis, when sudden large de-
“ mands for gold are made, so that the pro-
“test made by the directors of the Bank of
# Montreal and Merchants Bank against
“the extension of the Dominion note is-
“ sue, and reduction of the specie reserve
¢ against such, is not to be wondered at,and
¢ is, under the circumstances, easily justifi-
“ able.” Sothe banks are not'only to be
compelled to hold a larger amount of

Dominion notes than ‘formerly, but are to-
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maintain tlxo specie reserve for hofl, Ilu'
Dominion noles and their awn issues !
and this from one of the ablest men in
Canada: !t The utter absurdity of the
proposition is so manilest that it is only
necessary to direet attention to it.  Asto
the banks, we have more than once
pointed out the danger of their holding an
excessive amount of Dominion notes, but
if their eyes are not opened by the Jndnus-
frial World it will be vain to eaution them
further. )

THE QUEBEC LOAN.

"I'he articles that have appeared in this

" journal on the subject of the Quebec loan

have been subjected to a good deal of cri-
ticism, but our caleulations have not been
impugned, although one of the writers on
the subject, calling himsell ¢ Rusticus ”
seems to admit that he has got * mixed
and muddled,” which is not to. be much
wondered at, as he evidently does notin
the least comprehend the subject. The
two luminaries of the Gazelle and Wilness,
thongh quite ready to criticise our article,
are wholly nt variance with one another
on the subject of the respective merits of
propositions A and B. We are charged by
¢ Pinance ™’ with being desirous of criticis-
ing and finding fault, simply because we
stuted that proposition A was more favor-
able than B.  In this opinion # Rusticus 7
coneurs, although he has estimated that
ihe sinking fund would be invested at 44
per cent.  If the investment of the sink-
ing fund were estimated to produce 5 per
cent,, which is the rate of the loan, con-
tract A would be still more profitable.
We are nevertheless of ‘opinion that o
terminable annuity even if a little less
advantlageous, is preferable to a sinking
fund to Le annually managed by the (-0\'

ernment.

We must however protest against # mix-
ing and muddling,” and we shall certainly
not trouble ourselves to reply to the criti-
cisms which ¢ Rusticus” has offered on
the loan, which itis not our duty to defend.
Our , point was that there was misappre-
hension in the public mind as to the ac-
tual percentage of loss on the transaction.
We stand by our figures, but, to aveid
“ mixing and muddling,” we .slmll on the
present oceasion confine omae]\'es. to what
is really the important point. The loan is
20,000,000 of francs at 2 diseount or 19,600,
000 franes, or £784,000 sterling, which is
at 25 francs to the pound sterling. Thé in.
terest is payable in London, not option-
ally in London orParis, as we have proved
by a quotation from the text ol the agree-
ment. The principal is to be placed to
the credit of the Government in Paris at
ihe par of 25, whereas the veal par is:

252213, and the Jatest accounts when our
ah.ulubxons were made, gave 2530 as’ the
actual rate of exchunge. 1t must be ob-
vious Lhat, as the half-yearly interest is
payable by Canada to the bankers in Lou-
don, say £20,000, whereas the coupons,
five hundred thousand franes, ave payable
by the bankers in Paris, by drawing on
Tondon at 2530 they would get, in nddi-
tion to the half per cent. commission, a
prolit of 6,000 franes semi-annually: on
the exchange, and on the final payment a
profit of two hundred and forty thousand
franes. What the loss will'be in drawingthe
amount from Paris we have stated as 4,207
pounds stg., and we adhere to it. Ihcrc
is no opportunity for our critics to escape
either by imputing wotives or by charvges
of mixing and muddling from  dealing
with the plain statement that we have

again made, although' less in detail than
previously. Since writing the above, we
have scen Mi. Robertson’s explanations
which are at variance with the printed
agreement, and as to drawing through
New York he would not improve his po-
sition.

THE CHAPLEAU-PRENTICE M-
BROGLIO.

We had fully intended devoting some
space in our present number to a review
of the evidence taken before the Commit.
tee of public accounts which has heen
charged with the investigation of* the cir-
cumstances bearing on the loan of S300,-
000 obtained. by Mr. Prentice for the
Quebec Government from the Banque dn
Teuple. We have after further consider-
ation determined lo postpone our review
until we have the whole evidence, to
gether with the report of the Committee
before us, and until we learn the course
that will ultimately be taken with refer.
ence to the motion of which notice was
given by Mr, Marehand, and which, so far
as we have been able to learn, the Cov-
cermmment is willing to consent to. It is
creditable to the Government of Quebec
that it has not made any attempt to
evade a full enqun‘ y into what can only be
considered the serious charges preferred

- by Mr. Prentice.

There is one poinl connected with the

- charges, though quite incidental, which it

is well to set right at once. It is clear
from the evidence of Mr. Barbeau -that
there was no interference on the part of
the Bank of Montreal to prevent the loan
being made to the Government by the
City and District Savings Bank. [t seem.
ed very extraordinary. that there should
Iinve been such interference, but it was
very positively stated and at one time
believed.

CTHE INDUSTRUATL WORLD."

We own that we were
at first inclitted (o0 resent an expression which
ocenrred in the append of this new paper for
support, and which was that # the cudenvour
Hwill e made 1o B« eoid wow wnoecupicd.”
In view o the fuel 1hat two weekly journnls
lave at least attempted, we shall not presume
to aflim suceesstully, to oceupy the very same
ground as that which the * Industrin} World ™
seentedd Lo us 10 wish to approprinte exclnsively
to itself, we were inclined to think our new
rival guilty of wo little presumption,  We
gather, however, from & complimentary notice
it the Montrenl fluzeffe that the new weekly is
10 be par exeellence an organ of the manufice-
turers; and as Ottawn is the seat of Govern-
ment, where  axe.grinding is at all times
actively carried on, it is not imprabable that
there may be o »oid that no ene hns ns yet
desired to ocenpy ! The new journal disclaims
all  connectivn with  the government, but
dechires itsell a strong  supporter of the
government policy. It affirms that many of
the ablest weiters in Cnnada have consented to
become contribitors to its columus, and as
those columns in the first number nre tolerably
well filled, the public will have an opportunity
of judging for themselves as to the ability
of 1he contributors whose names will. be
announced “in due course - We shall not be
deterred by the announcement that © the very
best talent of the Dowinion ™ has been engaged
in the service of the new journal from eriticiz-
ing o leading article on a vitally important
subject, which startlel us not a little. We
may, perhaps, be thought hyperceritical jf we
suggest to whichever of the ablest writers wag
the anthor of the appealy, thav “to 17 « vord
pow unocenpled” is rather o hazy mode of
expressing what he meant.

. The position.of the Bank, as shown by the
statement, presents, with one exception, a ‘satis-
factory improvement on comparison with the
statenent presented at owr Instaunual weeting,
The ‘exception referrved to is the incrense shown
in the amount of overdue debts. This in-
crease is mainly caused by the suspension of a
Jumber company, the. assets of -which have
heen taken over by the Bank. Your Directors
feel confident thut through arrangements now
in progress, thesc assets will soon be realized,
und the capital which they represent be again
made productive, and that no material loss
will result to the Bank. While the jmprove-
ment, which it- was genernlly anticipated
would take place in the trade and commerce
of the country, has not heen fully realized, it is
satigfactory 1o know that the business done has
been curried on upon a much sounder basis
than has prevailed for some years past, and
much greater economy and prudence has been
shown by all classes. This has prevented any
great increase in the volume of business, and
congequently restricted the demand for 1he use
of banking ecapital, and limited tlie protits to be
derived therefrom. The decided improvement
which bas takeu place in the lumber trade, and
the present favourable prospects of the agri-
cultural interests, if realized, will afford u sufe
basis for au  increase in the general trade and
commerce of the country, and a prospect of an
increased demand with & more profitable return
for banking capital. Your Directors’ attention
Lias been especially given to impostent measnres
affecting bankisg and commerce, which have
been consideved and passed at the lute session of
the Dominion Parhament. The measure provid-
ing for an extension of the churters of the exist-
ing banks conlains some importazt changes, one
of  which may cause somc restriction in the
circulation. In other respucts, your Directors
think it an jmprovement upon the Lie existing
jaw." The iuspection of the various oflices of
the bank has been continued throughout the
past- year, and . eareful scrutiny or the busi-
ness ‘doue -hss been made by tne oflicers in
charge of those duties. "Your Directors have
pleasure in testifying to the fuithful aud satisfae.
tory manuer in which the General Munnygerand
other oflicials of the Bank have performed their
several duties during the past year. All of
whiel'is respectfully submitted.

Tux interesting and somewhat complicated
case of the Bank of Toronto against Huod was
vecently heard on appeal in'the Conrt of
Queen’s Bench, - The facts presented were
briefly as follows: One McMullin, doing busi-
ness. under the style of the # Novth Ameriesu
Packing Company,” shippeil a certain quantiny
of beet to P. Pupin, of Pnris, France, anml
drew agaipst the consignment, which was
vatued ut $16,143.36. The Bunk of Toronto
discounted the draft for S13,043.30, leaving n
margin of $2,200.06 to cover contlingencies.
Before returns of this transaction were received,
MeMallin sold out his business 1o AL W, Hood
for the sum of S42,500, giving with the bill of
sale a scheduie of the Habilities nnd assets off
the hnsiness, amongst which the 32,200 margin
in the hands of the Bank of Toronto nppenred
a3 an asset.  Subsequent to this transfer ndvics
was received that Pupin vefused to honor the
draft on the ground that the beel was not of
the gquality stipuiated, and the Bank ot Toronto
was compelled to sell it for account of wlom
it might concera, realizing only £2,054, or
about 310,000, and leaving, instead of a surplus
wnrgin, a deficit of about $4,000 on the amount
of the disconnted draft. Hood, upon purchasing
the business of MéMulling had taken an nctive
interest in this transaction, conferring with the
Bank in regnrid 10 i1, and fully expecting in due
time to receive the margin that the sale of the
beef would release. Upon linding that n loss
was the result, the Bank demanded settlement
of Mood, awd this he refused to make on the
gronnd that the trausaction was not with him
but with McMulling or the “ North American
Packing Company,” and that he, Hood, was
onty interested in the margin o> the draft, not
in the teansaction: itself. " The Bank thercupon
entered suit and obtajned a decision in its favor,
but now Hood on "appeal lars come ° off
victorious, Justices Ramsay, Dorion and Cross
concurring in reversing the decision of the
lower Court, and Justices Monk and 'l'essier
dissenting. Asthe matter stands, three Justices
have decided for Hood and three for the Bank
of Toronto. Whether or not the Bank will
further appeal to the Supremme Cowet is not
authoritatively known, but the probabilities are
that it will ’ ’

The importance of limely provision against
the cffects of the extensive reduction of our
forests throngh the consnmption of lumber
without correlative reproduction has often been
noticed in the Jourxar. The following extrace
from a correspondent of the New York Tribune
puts the matter in a practical and business-like
way that can hardly fnil to interest and prove
advantageons to those in & posdition to give
heed to and act upon the suguestions offered ;
# When we know what the future will require,
it is wise economy to provide fur it.  Ten years
hence not iess than 20,000,000 railrond tics will
be needed annuully.  [Fence posts: by the mil-
lion will be wanted; while the immense con-
sumption of lumber of all kinds will be largely
increased.  The farmer should provide for this
certain. demand of the future.. When once
started, unlike most. other things, forest trees
will take care of ‘themsclves, ' Here is anin-
vesun- nt with & sure profit.  There are millions
of acres of rough land, hillsides; and untillable
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spots, which conld be clothed with forest trees
growing into money.”

Tne excise returns giving the consumption of
intoxicating liquors in England, Scotland, and
Irelacd for 1879, which have just bheen printed,
show the total consumption of liquorsofall kinds
1o have been 1,050,600,718 gallons, divided as
follows ¢ British spirits, 27,056,630 ; foreign
spirits, 9,56d0,851;  wine, 14,945003; beer,
980,768,124 ; Hritish wines, 17,500,000, costing
$640,719,320, as agninst $710,044,50D in 1873,
—the falling off in congumption being attribut-
able to the crippled resonrces of the people,
growing out of trade depression, The details
of this conswmnption are of interest.  Tn 1879
Eagland consumed $330,89%,350 worth of beer;
Scottand,  $16,688960 worth; and -lreland,
£20,203,475.°  Of spirits, Begland consumed
381,570,870 ; Scotland, 810,437,385 ; and Ireland
$26,925,000. The resultshows, that, while Eng-
land consumed more than sixteen times as
much beer as Ireland and twenty times as
wmtch as Scotland, she ouly consumed three
times a3 much spirits a3 Tredand and but twice
ag much as Scotland, though England hascight
times a3 many people as ‘Scotland and five
times as many usireland. The consumption per
capita of intoxicating liquors in 1879 in Great
Britain was about thirty-two gailons, or one
barrel to each man, woman, and child.

Tarak are now four hardware establishments
in Orangeville, Ont.—rputher too many, it might
be thought even for that flourishing little towa,
Jusiness,. however, seems to be progressing
favorably, and we hear of no complaints of
excessive competition.  The two original hard-
ware merchants of the town, A. Macgowan
wmd W, Parsons, who succtmbed at diflerent
times, under stress of financinl weather, have
wiven place to the purchasers of their estates,
A& W, Johnston and J. Lindsay, respectively.
