As glucose sirup could be
produced for half the cost of sugar sivup,
the saving eflected by mixing the two
was enorisous, [n the next place, if glu-
cose sirup was allowed to candy and
larden, it was found that it could be
ground up and mixed with low grade dark-
brown sugars, the mixture having the
appearance anrd qualities of refined light-
brown sugar, with the exception that it
was not so sweeb as refined sugar. TFrom
small beginnings the business of the Buf-
falo company grew to importance. The
glucose could be produced from corn at
the rate of thirty pounds of glucose,
worth three and a hall cents a pound,
from one bushel of corn, besides which
the .refuse from each bushel of corn
brought six cents when sold as stock food.
One of the witnesses in the suit men-
tioned in the beginn‘ing of this article tes-
tiied that he mixed from 12 to 20 per
centum of glucose with his cane. sugar,
selling the mixture ata good profit under
the name of © new process sugars,”’ e
sold more than 200 barrels a day. of this
Bugar. '
Upon referring to several Wall street
sugar merchants it was.found that while
the use of glucose in vast quantities was
admitted, the mixers, as. they ave called
‘to distinguish them from sugar refiners,
are not anxious to have much light
thrown upon the business. The refiners
are not mixers They sell sugar only just
as the Buffalo company sell glucose only.
The mixers buy of both and mix to suit
themselves, Several firms do this sort of
business exclusively, calling the product
‘“now process sugars.” The searcher after
knowledge was rveferved to a certain Mr.
A. as a gentleman known (o be engaged
“in mixing sugars.  Mr. A, said that he had
heard a great deal ol late about mixing
glucose in sugar, but thal he koew noth-
ing about it himsel. 1 the reporter
would go across the street to Mr. B, he
wonld {ind out all nbout it, for Mr. B.'s
business consisted of mixing glucose with
cane sugar, Mr, B. had also heard agood
deal about the glucose adulteration, but
could not himself say how much of it was
done, or by whom. But if the reporter
went across the street to Mr, A, he would
find out all about it, for that was Mr, AJs
business. - The result of the investigation
was to the effect that about 12 per cent
of the sugar sold in Wall street was

glucose or ;.ziz'ape sugar, . As the value of
the sugar refined in New York and Brook-
lyn is about $60,000,000 a year, it follows
that about $7,000,000 worth of glucose
must be bought and sold every year by
Wall street sugar and sirup merchants.
One firm whose business is selling sirups

. admitted that glucose syrup was used in

their business, and contended that it was
a legitimate use of nature'’s products, the
mixed sirups being: better liked by his
customers than the pure sirap, which was
too sweet to be pleasant.

Having been told that glucose in sugar
had a bad- effect upon the health of the
consumer, and that therefore it was worse
than a mere assault upon the pocket, the
“chiel ” sought out an. expert on the
Board of lealth, who scouted the notion
that glucose in sugar was unhealthy.
#We eat glucose with every mouthful we
take; every bit of starcliy food we take
turns inte glucose. Theve is glucose in
every fruit. Because saccharine particles
are found in diabetes, people jump to the
conclusion thal it is glucose. Again, they
hear that sulphurie acid is nsed in mak-
ing glucose, and they are horrifiad.  They
might as well be afraid of getting some of
the iron off the hoe with which their
potatoes are dug up as to be afraid of the
sulphuric acid used in- making glucose.
I do not believe that sugar-refiners sell
or export glucose. I'have analyzed sam-
ples of sngar sent to me by Government
ofticers who suspected certain exporters of
defranding the Government in the follow-
ing manner: When raw sagar is im-
ported it pays a duty, and if it is not sold
here, but only. refined and -exported
again, a part of the duty on that'sugar is
refunded. But the Government did not
wish to return money on exported glucose,

which, of cowrse, had paid no import.

duty. I analyzed many samples by tneans
of « device invented by Dr. Ricketts, of
the Columbia Callege School of Mines,
and myself, and found no trace of. fraud,
8o long as the mixers only pub one part
of glugose 1o five parts of sngar there need
be no trouble.. When they get to mixing
one part of sugar to five parts of glucose,
it may be time f{or some oue to protest.”

cultural production of the country. Tta
importance - as an industrial production-
:tnay be inferred from the’ fact that the

number of: ‘operatives employed . in; the
manufacture ' in. ¥rance, in
1875, amounted . to 51,023 . men, 0,367
_women, and'8,192 childven, -which figtires
o not " mc]ude pel;oua employed in. the
cultivation of the root. The report - con-

tmns severa.l cha.pters on the - ohotoe of

soil and its' preparation, planting,. culti-
vating, harvesting and preserving the

‘beet ; ‘we cannot enter into the details,

but the fact is fully established that the
production of sugar from the beet affords
work in the. field and in the fncb01)"
throughout the year. Statistics presented
in the interesting report of D Medur- "
trie show that the cost of-raising a ton of
beets is, in France, abont §4. The total
cost of manufacture in 1878 and 1874 was
$7.09 per ton, and in 1877 and 1878, $0.89.
per ton. “Dr. MeMurtrie estimates at $3
the cost of extracting the sugar {rom a
ton of beeis in the United States.

In view of introducing the sugar beet
in this country, and the manufacture of
sugar from it, an exemption of excise
duty for a certain numbar of years has
been asked from the Government. Even
promises to that effect by members of
the Cabinet do not seem sufticient, and ‘
we are told that a guarantee las been’
asked from ‘the Federal Government ab
Ottawa against any reduction of the im-
port duties now: levied on foreign sugar,
Every one knows that a very large por-
tion of the ﬁ:cnl revenue is derived from
foreign sugar either refined, or imported
here to be refined.

Another use for beet roots raised in
this country, would; be . the export to
Europe: of the dried beet roots, from
which in that condition sugar may be pro-
duced'to advantage. . The San Francisco
Gracer gives interesting details of the pro-
cess of}drying beet roots in the sun, a pro-
cess whichiis largely resorted to in south-
ern California, and adds that sugar has
been made {rom dried beets in Europe
ever since 1835, i A ‘table shows that the
exact cost ofjdried beets in one of the
largest sugar factories in Germany, for a
period of ;5 years, amounts to $9.11 per
ton of green beets, the price of which
enters for $5.75 in the caleulation. The
yield is 22.04 per cent. of dry beets from
green ; hence it takes 4} tons of green
beets_to make one ton of dry. A ton of
dried beets costs in Germany $41. Evi-
dently in Canada the price of a ton of
beet root would be less than $5.75, as the
wood or coal used in drying would cost
Jess than in Germany, and the price, $41,
would leave; even after the cost of transit,
a considerable margin for profis.

" T'he culture of  beet roots must be en-
couraged, but not to such an extent as'to
endanger the revenue, or possibly hamper
the future:fiscal policy of the country.
The uses towhich the product may be put
are well worth considering.
