INDEPENDENCE AND REPUDIATION.

It wdould he highly satisfactory -if the
Liberal party in the Dominion, under the
leadership of Mr. Blake, were ta imitate
the example, recently set them by the
Conservatives and publish their platform.
At present there is no uniformity of
opinion among the organs of the party on

questions of the highest importance. The
Free Press, the organ of the Ontario
Government at Ottawa, the Capital of the
Dominion, and enjoying its patronage, has
quite recently been engaged in a contra-
versy with the Globe, the orggn at Toronto,
on the subject of "Independence," which
the Free Press is avowedly in favor of.
The Hamil ton Evening -2imes, under the
head IFMust our Bargain be Respected,"
endeavors ta convince its readers that it
would be quite justifiable in a future
Parliament to repudiate an agreement
deliberately entered into between the
Government with the sanction of Parlia-

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ment and a body of capitalists, composed
of residents in several countries as well

as Canada. It vould certainly be desirable
that it should be known whether Mr.

Blake and his leading political friends are

prepared to pledge their party to a inde-
pendence " and " repudiation." Again, it
would be interesting to have some more
defined statement of the commercial

policy: which the party would advocate if
in office. The general terni free trade is
ratherabsurd, inasmuch as no Government
has ever attempted to carry out "firee
trade ' in Canada. We cannot imagine
Mr. Bright or Mr. Chamberlain accepting
a duty of 17, par cent. ad valorem as a
free trade policy, any more than a gradu-
ated scale of duties on sugar, so framed
as to exclude the grocery sugars, which
the WVest Indian planters would desire to
introduce. It seems to be admitted by
both of the Canadian political parties that
incidental protection is necessary, and the
difference is merely as to its extent. It cer-
tainly ought to be generally knovn prior
to that general election, which it is at
least probable will come off some six
months hence,, what alterations the Re-
form party would propose to make in the
present tariff. We have not referred to
Mr. Blake's scheme of I Imperial Federa-
tion," but it would not be undesirable
that it should be known to the electors
how' far his opinions are shared by other
members of the party, and likewise
whether any steps are likely to be taken to
carry such a project into effect. We have
glanced at a fewy of the leading questions
on which wide differences of opinion pre-
vail, and on which it is desirable that the
electors should be informed of the views
of political parties.

A MISSTATEMENT CORRECTED.

Such is the heading of an article in the
Ottawa Free Press, which, while it declines
to enter into the " merits of the discus-
sion " betw'een Mr. Goldwin Smith and Sir
Francis Incks in the Contemporary Be
vieiv, on subjects of deep interest to the
Canadian people, cannot refrain froua
pointing out " a strange blunder " made
by one "who ought to he thoroughly
posted in Canaclian affairs." That " blun-
der" was in the folloving ivords: IThe
tariff was framed in accordance with the
wishes of the Canadian people after a
direct appeal ta them." It is alleged by
our contemporary that "Englishmen
" reading this sentence wvould suppose
Il that the tariff had ben before thepeople
" previous to the election of 1878, that

l tiey had considered its details and deli-
i berately endorsed them." We donbb

much whether the Free Press will be able
to find any exponent of the opinions of
Englishmen who will so far stultify him-
self as te place such a construction on the
passage that we have quoted. Any
person taking the trouble to enquire
would'soon learn that the framers of the
tariff were in opposition at the time o? the
general election of 1878, and were not
in a position to frame a tariff, or even to
consult with one another as to its details.
While in opposition the recognized leader
of the present Government propounded,
in the form of a resolution or resolutions,
in general terms the policy of protec-
tion; and no secret was made, wlien the
general election took place, that the fiscal
policy of the party would be in accord-
ance with the views which its members
had declared by their votes. There is
nothing in the extract cited by the Free
Press to lead any one acquainted, even
in the slightest degrea, with the course
usually followed in.similar circumstances,
to imagine that it nwas intended to convey
suclh an utterly absurd idea as that a
party in opposition would do more thian
declare their intended policy in the most
general ternis. The Free Press may be
assured that the vriter in the Coniem-
porary Reviw did not forget even the
celebrated letter addressed to the St.
John Telegraph by the Hion. Senator
Boyd, although lie would scarcely admit
that it has any bearing whatever on the
main point at issue. It is not our inten-
tion ta enter into any discussion with the
Frec Press as to whether Si John
Macdonald's telegram to Senator Boyd
of four lines was as vague as it certainly
ought to have been, and as it probably
would have been, hadnot its framer been
obliged to answer a telegram literally on
the spur of the moment. A fair consider.
ation of that telegram requires that the
message, to which it was an answer,
should also be considered, as well as all
the attendant circumstances. Sir John
Macdonald, who had made no secret of
his determination to support a protective
policy, but wlio had never pretended that
lie hadl formed any opinion as to the
details of a tariff, was suddenly called on
by a telegram to authorize Senator Boyd
to contradict a statement made by the
Government press at St. John that it was
contemplated "to raise the tariff gener-
ally to 35 per cent." When asked by
Mr. Boyd, ICan I contradict this ? " the
safest answer would have been simply
" yes," and had he given such a reply not
a word could have been said against him.
Sir John's ansver was: " It is an absurd
"falsehood, neither in London nor else-
"where have I gone beyond my motioi

( in Parliament, and have never propsed
Ian increase but a readjustment of the
tarif?." After all that has been said, we
fail to discover mucl ground for the
repeated criticisms that have been made
of this telegrani, Mr. Boyd cited the pre-
cise words of the newspaper, to which lie
wished to be authorizei to reply. They
were that Sir John Macdonald had stated
at London that lie thouglt. " a general
tariff of 35 per cent. would serve to meet
the requirements of the people of Can-
ada." Sir John's explanation had reference
solely to his own statement at London, and
lie designates" as "an absurd falsehood "
the report macle by the Telegraph. He
affirnis that he did not ,go beyond " my
motion in Parliament," which was aill that
could be required fromi the leader of an
opposition party. le further allegei that
he had never proposed I an increase but
a readjustment of the tariff." We have
not seen it asserted that Sir John had
macle any proposition different from what
he stated in the telegran and, there was
certainly no pledge given in the message
as to what lie would do hereafter. In
point of fact lie took his stand, avowedly
and explicitly on the principle o? protec-
tion, as defined by him in his resolution
in the House of Comuions, and as advo-
cated by his supporters prior to the elec-
tion, and ive must, in conclusion, express
our opinion that it is " a strange blunder "
on the part of the .free Press to object to
the statement in the Contenporary. The
" tariff was framed in accordance vith the
wishes of the. Canadian people after a
direct appeal to thenm.

A GRIEVANCE OF THE SHOE
TRkDE.

In accordance with the growing custom
-one of the evil effectsof excessive con-

petition-of forestalling the seasons, the
shoe manufacturers have commenced the'
Spring campaign several weeks earlier
this year than last; and with the ques-
tion of getting remunerative figures for
heir product comes up the old complaint
that several of the smaller manufacturers
have commenced th eir old practice of

cutting" prices to a non-paying basis.
The folly and inevitable results of this
practice have been frequently demon-
strated and commented upon lu the
columns of the JouRNAL, and have been

repeatedly illustrated by the numerous
failures4hat have occurred. But while
there is a certain number of manufac-
turers who have capital and reputation at
stake, and perceiving that an adaince in
prices is absolutely essential to their
welfare and success, always ready to insis
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upon getting profitable figures, the feasi
bility of' suchI a course becomiing general
is open to great question i foir it is well-
known that in no branch of' manifactur-
ing inutstry can Imen of straw " enter
more easily into competition with their
more honiest and legitimaîte neiglhbors,
and hitherto alI eflorts have been in vain
to bind such men down by any aigree-
ment, verbal or otheiwise. Outwcardly
they will soietiies conformi to it, but in

reality will resort to subterfuge to evade
it. For instance i. thlas been statel te tsi
that when an endeavor was made a fhew
years ago to ad vance prices by en ierinîg

into Ia coipact, cerInin unscrpulous

msanuifacturers supplieil ti ir custoiiers

with gonds, apparently at tthe rate agreed

upon by I] t, bLut gave tlein rbate at

the end c' the selisoi einlivalint to the
entire advance. Suci menii as these, who
are infoiiinntiely lo be ltfoind' ini every

trade, possessing no regard wihatever for
the estatblislhel lsages of Coinmerce,
rendI'er concerteid action extremeilly difli-
cuîlt, anl dii tinto bnkiiiuitcy theInselves
soiner ci' Ilter.

It is nîoticeable that failuires
in Ite shoe trade arie beginning te crop
up wittl mote! 'it-qeiiency thi dturing the
ealrly part of tIle yeir, and manîy imiore
may bie expecte'd if soiething is not done
to et)able mranufcttrers to obtain prices
w hich will afiori cltite a reasenable profit.

fellow," or even let his friends deal with

him, if he can help it.

lerein lies one of the mîost trying fea-
tures of the credit system. There are
but few business men wlho have not again
and again been madle acqtainted withî the
valueless character of a litge proportion
oft" bookudehts." Many of these are run
up not so much by the. clis commoily
known as fuds " and "l dead ieats,"
as hy people of the highest respecta-
bility, many of' then peaple ihîose credit
fo iuri rels or thousands iI above
suspicion, who pay thei' t roiissory ilote
obligations p'omptly, but whto put off the
payiient of small accounts till aIl the
profit is eaiten îup in interest, or tilt the
dealer is obliged to throw, up lta sponge
and lIt such accotints go to swell that
portion cf his assets kntown as ut book-
debts."

A dealer of our acquaintance who is a
thiootugh believer' in the presence of better
times among us, having recen tly axhausted
every species of civil dunning to.persuade
some negligent customers to pay up,
resolved et the loss of sone time to try
the efflert of' a personal visit to those re-
siding within a certain district. Great
was his surprise to find that vith snarcely
an 'excep Lion every one paid up tie
amount of his accounst without a murmur,
whilePhe greater number apologized, for
the delay, proving that it wias owing
ualunost wholly to neglect, or to the over-
shadowing influence of greater affaiirs.
The renady for' this state of things is
ready casli,-cash in aivance for- srnall
purciases ; for when it is delayecd, itoften
becomes a worry' te the mind, espeiailly
te business nmen, hîio, in the mu,àltitude of
cares involved in a large ant increasing
business have not aliays the coolnese
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which the Iron Duke was ever able to
command, whether under the fire of an

enemy or a legal writ.

BRIBERY.

We have read. not without amazement,
KJr. Senécal's charge against Mr. Thib-
deau and Mr. Préfontoine of having
accepted a sum of money, stated at $1,500,
in consideration of the withdrawal of
opposition to a railroadl and tunnel bill,
which was at the time pending in the
Quebec Legislature. The accused parties
have promptly denied the truth of the
charge, but there are persons well-known
to our citizens who assert that they saw
the monsey handed over, who cau give
the denominations of the bills and even
the banks from which they were drawn.
It is also stated by at least one respect-
able authoritLy that the honorable Serator
did not literally hand over that $500 to
the denying newspaper, that it went
directly into that gentleman's own pocket
to cancel the newvpaper's indebtedness to
him for an advance of $750 made by him
to that organ some time ago. " There
are more ways of killing a cat than by
choking it with butter."

TME BANK SIATEMENTS.

Our usual abstract will be found
below. The decrease in circulation le
what invariably takes place at this season
of the year. There is a considerable in-
crease in the deposits from the public,
which now aggregate very nearly ninety
millions of dollars, more than the half of
whch are payable on demand. The
Dominion Government deposits exceed
ten millions, but will dotîhtless be con-
sideralbly reduced after the payment of.
the subsidies to the Provinces and January
interests. The discounts have fallen off
by nearly two millions. The amsounte due
by the foreign and British agencies have
increased by about two milliots eac.
There is no change of importance in the
Dominion note issue, but there is an in-
crease in the small note issue, which has
been steady since the suppression of the
Bank fours. In the large notes there has
been rather a falling off. which is a matter
Of congratulation. Those issues have
been quite as large as is desirable

THOSE CUSTOMS SEIZURES.
Ti bsiness comtu ity fias ben somewhat

exercised ltiring the last foiv days over two
hteavy sepizres of imported merchandise con-
sigiied te this-'port One of tlhem concerne a
lot of furs or, skins imported hy a new wh1lole-
sale firm with an old head. The said iead
of the concern has had a varied'eiperience
in Mdontreal, and is well known to the

wlolesale trade. The gonds seized arc claimed
by tlie importers to be exclusively , Raw
Furs," and as suh not li-ible to duty, while
the seizire appears to have been made in
the belief that a considerable portion of them
com"s under the denomination, 4 Dressed Fur,
Skins," and therefore liable for a du tyof 15 per
cent. The importers lest no tim in hicing to
Oîîcwa and makling their allilavit as to the
alleged characterof the goods, and imnediately
a report wens telegraphed to lie daily pre4s
thait they weru released upon security being
given, but this appears to b unfounded. It
would appear from the opinions and aflidavits
of all the leadine firms and experts in the
trade thata portion of the goods is undoubtedly
"dressed," and of the character on whiclh they
(thaeleadingimporters) have been obliged to pay
15 per cent. duty. On the tier land, the state-
ment of the firm chiefly cocncerned is spported
by the affidavits of a few small .etailers. An
ordinary examinatiot of the goods will proba-
bly satisfy thie government on this head. The
ohjct of ithe 15 per cent. duty is to protect the
home labor market, the operation of dressing,
svhicht consist; of ctrrying and preparing the
skitns for the mnnnfacturer, wlho in his turn is
protected by a 25 per cent, luîty, b ing non
largely carried on ln this citv, giine em-
ploynment te a large etnnher ofh ands. The skins
which catiqed the seizutre in the present case,
by our lynx-eyed appraisers, are ready, with the
sole exception of dyeing, for the hanls of
the manitfhcetatrer. A large proportion of the
seizere conwistsunmig'.ably of Ratw Fntrs,
but these will prohably he confiscated with fho
rest according :te law. Respectable wholtsale
firms reaso)ablv say thtat if those goods ars
allowed to pass on ie I "rce list" their
alternative is eitîter te enter loto t he smnaglmint
business theimselves, or give up that part of the
trade alttogetler.

The next case concerns the seiztre of soes
1900 demijohna of " vinegar," aboutt one-fourth
of which was tlisevered to be high-wines, 67
over proof. Tie hiad and front of this business
seeinp the examination abouiît to be maie, more
matfully confessed the whole affair ; the gane
was lost, and te "l threw uip his . hand." He did
net, however, say anything of other transac-
tions known to himself and the governtment, by
Swlîich the revenue is at a probable loss
of $15,000 or more the present season.
IIt is a qtuestion how far the govermnent will
be inclined te piy with transictions of
this kind, in view tf thle interests ofhoncst tax-
payers as well as dttv-pnying manufaîcturers
and dealers. Thtere isalre-dv considetable feel-
ing evoked, ani shotld these. two se-iztres b
released there will arise a iowl that will make
malke itself icard and flt from ee end of the
ccntry to the other. Ve may return te this
subject again.

M1ANUFA TUIU1NG INDUSTRIES.

A barbed wire manuifîcttory is te b e erected
shortly in Winnipg hy a Chicago firm. The
location will bc noer the railway station.

An extensive mpae pulp factory is to b
estabiisled on the Lievr6, near Buckinham. ft
ise xpected tobe in operationearly next Spring.
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A new carpet fa ctory, tire sfories high, will
shortly be erected in Toronto, the promoter
laving purclisel a suiitable site 180 by 200
fcet, in rear of' lr. Sintnton's paper fnctory.

'ie work on the nev cotton faclory at
Windsor, N. S., is progressing rapidly, and it is
expected iat the building will be completeid
and the machinery placed this winter, so tait
operitions nay bc commenced ea'rly next
Spring. ThIe capital stock of the CJoinpany is
$200,000.

Mir. ileGrath having accepted the $10,000
bonus oin the conditions agreed to by the In-
gersoll Town Council, the plans for the lire-
posed kinitting niill lire being prepared, and the
erection of Ihe building is to b procecdcd witli
withiout deiny.

The silk miiniifaciluring enterprise started in
Ihis 'ity soie montis ago by Mr. A. J. Corri-
veau lias passed into the control of a joint-
stock company composed of Nlessrs. A. W.
Ogilvie, A. F. Ganlt, M. I. Gault, Thos. Craig,
A. J. Coi riveau, G. W. Craig, and E. Corriveau,
all of Iis ciiy. The capital is $200,000, of
which $100,000 lis been subscribed, and
tIe manifactured rlicles will comprise dress
goods, ribbons, and hanidkcliefs. The cree-
tion of a new factory, 130 feetc long, 40 feet
wide and thrre stories high, w'ith a winîg 50 feet
long, will bu comîmenced almost. imnimediately.
This s the oiily faitory of the kid in Ciiadia.

IIONTREAL WHOULESALE MARKETS.

The wonfed quîietude in wlolesale circles at
this time of year has infortiiiiilely been extend-
ed this seasin to the retail t rade, in consequence
of the miserably dill and iiiisensonably mild
weatlier, w'hich, with the exceptiociof a very
fbv Odd lays, has pi'erailed sinice tlle st inist.
Mark Twain nover uaide a truer observation
tlian whien lie renirked at the banquet tendered
him in this city fast wveek that the kind of
weatlier to vhich wve wvere being treated was
not the ireaflier our Cninlianiî prophet promiised,
but acncording te Mark, the country was ta
blame, not the prophet. The weather is blanied
for aill the disappoiniienits in trade just now.
The Christmnais trale opencd uinusuîally early
ttis year> and with frost and sniow there is no
doubt a larger business vould bc done in the
various retail departiments in this city than
for many years. lin notions and stationery,
fancy goods, cards, etc., an unusuailly brisk
period is promîised. Remiîtitices have coni-
tinued reiarkably good, considering [lie
staignant condition cf at1irs in the cointry.
From' appearances to-day the river will bc
frozen over beforc ouïr next issue.
The local moniey market lias continied quiet
and easy for discount biiiess, with no changé
in the tole or in rites. Stock lons are less
easily negotiated, ihowever, and Ehly ut a con-
siderable imargin, at 5 per cent. on cl, and 6
on tinie. Sterliig excliaige very dill, but
rates firi; no business. On the Stock Ex-
elîiiiigc the business for the veek lias been
smîîaller tlian iisiual, and values have not undter-
gone naterial change. Transactions have
been lirgcr in the aggregate thI last couple Of
days, and the market closes stronger, vith nu

Dny Goons.-The second hailfof December is
usially theldullest period in th year with the
wholesalotrade,whosechiefoccmpahilonisstock-
taking and bllancimg accounts, while retailers le
both city anîd cointr expect to behc miost buusy
at fhisperiod.
