' OUR OCEAN STEAMSIIIPS.”
| THE ALLAN LINB. »
“For the past quarter century, the pro-

-gress of ocean steam navigation has been

wonderfully accelerated. From 1840-—the
year of the Britannia’s livst voyage—to
1850, there was but one line of steamships
plying between Great Britain and the
United States. In the latter year, the
various provinees ‘now forming our Domi-
nion, stimulated to activity no doubt by
the rapid progress of events in the adjoin-
ing States, as well as by the success of the
Cunm'd Line, determined to enter vigor-
ously into the struggle for recognition as
a commercial ‘power in the world. To
Canadians the story of the growth of the
Allan Company must be especially gratify-

ing, for to a very great extent it is identi-

cal with the progress of the Dominion
itgelf. -

. Its present position in the first rank of
European steamship lines is an eloquent
testimony, not only to the magnificent
resources of Canada, but to the ability and
indomitable -energy with which the for-
tunes of the Dominion have, in the teeth
of every obstacle, been builtup. And this
wholly. w1thout the fostering aid of Home
Govemment. When the history of Can-
ada.comes to-be w mtten a'rmn, 1t will be

- Lelpre the world has been owing 1o its

connection with Great Britain, and how
much to the foresight and- enterprise of
such men as Sir ITugh Allap, Sir Francis
Hincks, and the promoters and -man-
agers, of the Grand Trunk Railway, whicl
may very properly be regarded as an
extension westward of the Allan- steam-
ship system. Up to the year 1840, some
seven or eight sailing craft, of 300 to 400
tons burthen each, sufficed to carry on all
the trade betiveen Canada and Greab
Britain ; now the Allan Company alone
possess upwards of 23 steamers and 13
sailing ships, with o carrying capacity of
neurly 70,000 tons, the bulk of which is
engaged in the Canadian trade.

The corporate name by which the well-
known firm of Allan Brothers is styled,
the “Montreal Ocean Steamship Com-
pany,” was given to it in 1856. Prior to
that date, it was known as, and is stiil
more familinnly called, tlie ¥ Allan Line.”

The name of Alexander Allan, of Glas.
gow, like that of Inman, Guion and Tap-
scott, of Liverpool,was early known in the
shipping annals of* either hemisphere.
Indeed, to note the early operations of
this house in connection with the North
American trade, we must go back fifty
years at least. Morve than half a century
ago, Alexander Allan of Glasgow possessed
a fleet of sailing ships trading Letween the
Clyde and the St. Lawrence, Montreal
being then, ‘as it is now, the Canadian
headquarters of the house. It will thusbe
seen thalt the Allan connection with
Canada is of a very old date, and that the
compmy which is now identitied with tlie
vigorous mmtux-xty of our cominerce was,
so to speak, present. at its birth... For
many years the frade was carried on'by
Mr. Alexander Allan alone. 1Ile was sue-
ceeded by his sons Mr. James Allan; M.
Bryce Allan' (Iately deceased), and Mr.
Alexander Allan, jun,, who contnmed to
run the sailing fleet from. ‘Gla‘s'row 'to
Montreal, and likewise established: a ser-
vice {vom Liverpool to Montreal.  In the
meantime, Mr: (now Sh‘) Hugh Allan, who
came to Montreal at an early age, became
a member of the firm with Mr. Andvew
Allan, (both of them also sons of Mr.
Alexander Allan) constituting. the five
Allan Brothers in whose name the opera-
tions of “the company have been con-
Within' :the last few years
some younger members of the Allan
These
were the .men:who, with others, : for
tl\e most part of Scotch birth or desccnt

began to turn their minds to the dc\'elop'
ment - of the" country, by \'mlwny canals
and the estabhahmeut of regulay and

* Tapid communication with the mother

country. The large and annually i increasing
tide of immigration which was setting
towards the ™Vestern States attracted
their attention, and in some degree natu-
rally aroused their jealousy. They could
not sit supmely down without an attempt
to find out whather there were not a fair
proportion of Englishmen, Scotchmen and
Irishmeu, who, while they desired to emi-
grate, did not altogether relish the notion
of deserting the old flag. One of the re-
sults. of this awakening was that nego-
tiations were entered inte by the Allan
Company for the establishment of a line
of steamships to accommodate the grow-
ing trade between Canada and Great
Britain, and to carry the 1nails. The
English branches of the firm at this time
were Messrs. Jumes and Alexander Allan
of Glasgow, and the late Mr. Bryce Alkm
of Liverpool, possessing a sailing fleet of
fifteen vessels. The sailing traditions of
the company, although they ave fast dying
out, ave still represented by the consider-
able fleet before mentioned. In the year
1852, two fine “iron steamships, upon the
serew principle, were added to the number,
These were the Canadian and the Indiun,
each of about 1,500 tons burthen, and
about 250 horse power. They were. in-
tended to run regularly between the Mer-
sey and the 8t. Lawrence, but after n short
time-the i xmpez ative demands of the Cri-
mean wat, wluch a\bsovbed ‘all the steam
fleet of Lwerpool led to"'theu- being em-
p]oyed in the t;x'msport of oops, of which
they conveyed a . large number to iho
Cumea, the British from Portsmouth,
and the Frencht from Marseilles. In this
and similar services they were engaged

- during the continuance of the Crimean
“war; the many odd reminiscences. and

queer and laudable adventures. of which
are ‘sbill preserved as ‘traditions among
those of the company’s employees who
were engaged. in them.

In ‘18506, as has been elsewhere stated,
the firm of Allan Brothers assumed the
name. of the “ Montréal Ocean Steamship
Company." At this time the fleet con-
sisted of but. four steamers —viz, the
Canadian and. Indian; fivst alluded to,
and:the North American and Anglo-Sexon.
In the commencemeént of the following
yedr, the ‘Allan Company contracted \f'it-h
tle Canadian Government for a fortnightly
mail service between Quebec and Liver-
pool in the summer; and Liverpool and
Portland (Maine) in the wintex, the navi-
gation of the St. Lawrence being imprac-
ticable -Quring the-winter ‘months. This
contract béenme' operative, in. 1839, as a
weekly sewxce, and has up tothe present

tune been mmnmmed by one of the
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steamers sailing via Londondex'ry every
Thursday and 1-eturmnw cither from Que-
Dhec or Portland every .Sa.turda.y

In 1872the m'ul servicewas still further”
extended by the establishment of a third
with \Ie\wfoundland By arrangement
between the Allan Company and the
PDominion  (Government, during - nine
months of the year the Halifax boats
called at St. John's both going and
rebarning. During the remaining three
months of the year, when the navigation
between these ports is impeded by ice,
the Newfoundland, & wocden auxiliary
steamer of 900 tons, specially constructed
for the purpose, conduets the service.

With reference to some of these steam-
ers, namely, the Phanician and Wal-
densian, the St David, the Corinthian,
and the Maniloban, it should be stated
that they are engaged in what is now a
weekly, but whichi up to 1870 was only a
fortnightly service between Montreal and
Glasgow, for the conveyance of passengers
and goods, In addition to this trade the
Allan Company, when it was requested by
the Dominion Government, on the oceca-
sion before mentioned, to undertake the
fortnightly mail service to Halifax, estab-
lished connections . with the Soathern
United States ports of Baltimore. and
Norfolk, which passengers to the Western
States h'equeucly choosé as their route by
way of the Baltimore and Ohio’ lermd
and the newly consm'ucted Chesnpeake
and Ohio Railroad, whxch ‘runs down to
Norfolk, The people of Norf‘olk, Vu-"xma,
warmly welcomed the. esta.bhshment of
the service in ]8:1 as an event. in ‘their

“with

history, and arve doing everything they
can  to encourage the trade, which is
growing in a very satisfactory manner,
both there and at Baltimore. The service
to Baltimore and Norfolk, via Halifux, is
performod monthly.

In addition to the prond distinetion of
being the first to develop steam trade be-
tween Canada and Great Britain,to the
Messrs. Allan belongs the honor of inaugu-
rating a successful steam service with the
mast flourishing Southern secaports of the
United States, thus giving Loth to emi-
grants and shippers the widest possible
Intitude of choice in the seiection of a
field for their labor or market for their
merchandise,  In order to enable the
reader justly to comprehend the whole
extent and scope of the Allan Company,
we must now mention the Allan Line of
sailing ships :(—Strathearn, 1,704; Strath-
blane, 1,363; St Pairick 1,200; Raven-
serag, 1,229; Cily of Montreal, 1,187;
Pomona 1,097; Chippewa, 1,096 ; Eune-

wides, 10933 Cairngorm, 1016; Abeong,
980; Glenbervie, 699; -~ Gleniffer, 790;
Medara, 781;. Cherokee, 052; making

altogether thirteen sailing ships, with a
total of 13,789 net register tonnage.

Add to these the twenty-five steamers
and 55,587 tons before enumerated, and
we have a 'total fleet of thirty-cight vessels,
valued at upwards of $10,000,000, with a
capacity of 69,376, or in round numbers
70,000 tons, more. than three-fourths of
which are engaged in the direct trade
between Canada and Liverpool. The
steamers are not classed at Lloyd’'s nor
the Liverpool underwriters, the
owners having their own. standards of
strength, &ec., which, however, are much
in excess of the requirements at Lloyd’s.

The ships at presentin use arefine iron
vessels, some of them, such as the Glen-
iffer, possessing great sailing powers.
They are, for the most part; engaged in
trading between Montreal and Quebec to
Liverpool and Glasgow.

When Canadian Freight is not to be
had, some bf the vessels are despatched
to Calcutta, Bombay, and other ports.
Up to about ten years ago, two voyages
out and home in the season of navigation

" were considered fair work for one of these

sailing vessels; but now those engaged in
the trade make regularly three voyages.

The  Gleniffer, in the year 1871, made
four voyages to Quebec and back during
the eight months of the St. Lawrence
pavigation. In addition to this the Glen-
(ﬂcr made ‘one voyage to New York with.
in the twelve months, and had one month
to bein port before the next opening of
the St/ Lawrence navx"amon. Heor short-

est passage was made in fifteen days from
Quebece to Greenock. And now a few
words in regard to the fuel required to
keep this immense fleet of steamers in
operation.” The high price of coal in
England has necessarily turned the at-
tention of the steamship owners to the
business of obtaining this article of neces- .
sity from other guarters. It was a matter
of course that the attention of Sir Hugh
Allan, one of the Canadian pariners of this
company, should not overlook the coal
resources of the Dominion.  Some time
since property was acquired at Acadia,
near Picton, Nova Scotia, which was known
to contuin conl. The Acadian Coal Com-
pany was formed by Siv Hugh Allan, and
now the Allan Company maintain a
steamer of 93! tons called the .4cadian,
which is solely engaged in conveying the
coal from this district to the various depots
of thie company on this side of the Atlantic.
In regard to all these great steam lines,
we should observe thatsuch undertakings .
are fraught with consequences and results
far removed in importance {rom their
simple pecuniary results. 'To quote the
words of a late writer, “ they make states
as much as they are made by them.” The
Messrs. Allan have not only succeeded in
developing to its presént resources one of
thie most valuable trades between Great
Britain and the most available and at the
same time not least valuable of her colonies,
but they have contributed largely to
peaple our broad acres with a hardy, in-
dustrious population, and, in so doing,
have greatly contributed to keep alive
that feeling of patriotism and loyalty
which now, more than ever, forms so
gratifying a feature of our national life.
They have also done much to improve the
build, both as regards safety and com-
fort, of' ocean steamships generally. Just
compare the voyage to Halifax or Quebec
as now made in an Allan steamer, with
the experience of 1840, oreven 1850, when
a collier brig, or at best a timber merchant-
man, was the only available means of
transit. ¢ Old things have passed away,
and all things are become new.” In place
of time-honored traditions, there is now
prevailing another spirit of sca-enter-
prise—such as we are seeking to pourtray
herein ; steamer travel is now become so
easy and cheap that men of business and
of leisure traverse the ocean in quadruple
the numbers they formerly did. Every
change has its compensations, and if the
ancient romantic excitements by the sea
be in a great measure lost in the seourity
and- apparent ease of modern voyages,
men will accept the change at least with
resignation “if'not with_thankfulness.—
Coimn. '
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A NEW INSOLVENT LAW,.

Teathen Rome made the debtor asluve
“to his ereditor, aud, although the softening
and humane mﬁuences belonging to the
C)mstym Era’ have inodified it from time
to time the idea of obligation is yet o part
of our common law. Not so miany years
ago the prison was still the doom of the
«debtor,whether fraudulent or unfortunate,
and the leniency shown to-day may be
partially o veaction in the mind of an in-
consnlexate commumty—~certes we are too
easy with rogues who do not deliberately

. defrand their creditors and yet who ave:

. sufficiently dishonest to neglect their

- obvious responsibility ; we have too often
allowed them to force on usa composition
which gave them a handsome surplus, and
allowed them to continue in the reckless-
ly extravagant living and waste of fair
trade profit’ which had already brought
on their first losses and bankruptey. 1t

.is only receuntly that we seem to have

.abandoned somewhat the vicious policy
of allowing debtors to buy their stock, und,
instead, to give the solvent trader of the
locality a chance to take up what is fit for
sale and pay. for if, “thereby relievingbim
of a rival who defrauded us and injured
him. :

There is no need of fostering this senti-
ment by any statute ; it is healthy in its
own course, and will no doubt result in
the weeding-out of the  incapables . who
have brought discredit on our commercial
classes ; but, at this turning point, it would
,surely be- well to. look to the planning of
a gaod law of bankruptcey, and here is our
view of the question :—

Tusolvent laws framed by lawyers have
Jnvariably proved defective in practice in
Canada, because the general ‘effort was to
‘provide : statutory enactments with the
force of common law ; and the legal argu-
meénts on’ the interpretation of these
statutes, which were themselves mere in-
terpretations of connmon law, caused such
delays in: settlement that by experience
‘the creditors were inclined to think it
Jbetter. to. compromise any but fagrant
cases; as one ordinance or act must logic-
ally follow another, so does one vicious
statute follow another, so that any amend-
ment carries certainly with:it all the faults
of its predecessors. A return.to the first
principles of law on trade would, therefore,
bo the primary lesson for our legislators,
and the next lesson would be how to for-
mulate new rules foragsisting and develop-
ing honest, discreet traffic.

satisfactory. The improvement of the
nurseries in the rivers and bays will
warrant our expecting an increased
natural yield. Poaching and illegal fish-
ing by the aggressive fishermen of the
United States at places accessible to them
under the still incomplete Treaty of
Washington are causing mischief to our
fishery grounds, and serious complaints
have been received oftheir conductin the
Bay of Fundy and elsewhere.. The seal
fishery, one of great importance, belongs
so much to the high seas that the Mari-
time nations, including the Dominion,
would do wisely to contribute to form «
police force for the protection of this
valuable animal from rapid extinction by
the wasteful methods of hunting and kill-
ingso customary now with all the seal-hun-
ters. A remarkable feature in the lobster
trade is that during the last hall year the
amount of canned .lobsters sent to Great
Britain was $428,000 or four-fifths of the
entire export of the article, and, as the
entire year shows only aboul one-half
more as the export of this article; we may
conclude that the selfish interpretation
by the United States authorities of the
free-trade clauses of the Treaty has pro-
duced its effect.  Codfish, it will be
observed, forms more than half our fish-
export, and it is not only thisbhut it is our
most important half, nourishing as it does
a trade with intertropical and South Euro-

in the returns of the two years past, the

-pean ports; a direct trade of this kind is

not merely valuable, but it is necessary to
foster our independent maritime strength.
The re-stocking of many of our streams
with salmon-—a fish which has for a long
while disappeared therefrom—has, thanks
first of all to. Mr. S. Wilmot, of Wilnot's
Creek, Ontario, been attended in many
instances with great success, and, as a
share of our fish-food, this species will
always be desirable. One important item
however in the appendix, we observe is in
a report from British Columbia, which
produces the views of Professor Spencer
¥. Baird, United States Commissioner of
the Pacific Coast TFisheries. He holds
that it is finally impossible to prevent the
destruction of ﬁsh by the mischiefs arising
from sawdust, miners’ gravel, foulwaterof
paper mills and other causes, among which
we may count the reduction of the volume
of salmon rivers from denudation of forest

territory; he therefore advises a syste-
‘matic culture of salmon and of .the other

fish which ascend frésh water streams, and
Droposes ta confine this farming or fish-
‘making process to;streams too large and
too deep to be nﬁ'ected by the frequent

hmdmnces resultmg, as in the above men-

tioned cases, from the positive progress of
the country ; he shows by his own expe-
rience that artificial hatching of spawn
will produce from one pair of fish as many
offspring as would be matured from 1,000
pairs of fish left to do their natural worl
under all the destructive conditions of
their ardinary being. In this we quite
agree with Professor Baird, and we think
that in the art of pisciculture we could
learn much from the Japanese ; an appli-
cation of Professor Baird’s views might
reconcile the conflict of interests now
existing between the sawn lumber trade
and the propagation of valuable fish; both
interests are too valuable to the country
for one to be ullowed to interfere with the
other.

THE

LATE W. HAMILTON MERRITT, M.P,

A work entitled a “Biography of the
Hon. W, IL Merritt, M.P.” has recently
beenpublished at St. Cathavines, long the
residence of the deceased statesman, and
situated on the Welland Canal, the work
with which his name will ever be con-
nected. The long public career of M.
Merrity, and his unceasing advocacy of
public improvements, entitle this record
of his life to notice at our hands. We
learn also that Mr. Merritt assisted in esta-
blishing the first newspaper in- St. Catha-
rines, and had consequently some con-
nection with the press. He was certainly
indebted to the local press, through his
whole career, for a warm support of the
views which he advocated with unmiti-
gated zeal. We are told thab this paper
“was well printed—so accurate .that an
“error was seldom . detected either in
«gpelling or. dictation. It was Mr. Lea:
“yenworth’s pride to be considered the
“best printer in the country.” The work
now under consideration was printed by
a Mr. Leavenworth, probably the sue-
cessor of the accurate printer of 1826.
Fifty years have since elapsed, and we
regret to-have to state that a more slo-
venly printed book than the one before
us we have never met with, Itisliterally
full of errors of all kinds. The bad spel-
ling, disgraceful though itis, might be par-
doned, but the inaccuracies in names are
met with everywhere, and cannot but be
embarrassing to readers only partially
acquainted with the past history of the
Province. We may have occasion to refer
to some of these blunders hereafter, Lut
no one can take even the most cursory
glance at the biograpliy without discover-
ing the blot to which we have called atten-
‘tion. The late Mr. Hnmxlton Merritt was of
T. E. Loyalist parentage, hls grand- fabher,
‘Thomas Merritt, baving resx;_led in" the
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neighborhood of Long Island Sound
whence he, accompanied by his son Tho-
mas, said to have been a ¢ Coronet’ in the
(ueen’s Rangers, and others of his chil-
dren, emigrated to St. John, N.B., but,
after a short stay, the son Thomas returned
to the United States where, on the 3rd
July, 1793, his son, Mr. Hamilton Merritt,
was born, In 1796 Mr. Thomas Merrité,
jun., moved to Upper Canada and settled
on the Twelve Mile Creek. As may be
supposed, his son had but limited oppor-
tunities of obtaining education. He at-
tended a log school house at the  Cor-
ners,” and was afterwards sent to Burling-
ton, where he received *mathematical
instruction, field surveying, &c.,’” and is
said to have subsequently obtained some
classical knowledge. At the age of fifteen
he went to Quebec to join his uncle, Nehe-
miah Merritt, with whom he made a jour-
ney to Halifax, and was afterwards sent
in a vessel of his uncle’s to the West
Indies, but, owing to various casualties
only ‘reached Bermuda, whence he re-
turned via New York to St. John, where
he remained some time, and made * fur-
ther advances in navigation, surveying,
algebra and Latin.”’  Here he commenced
.keeping a diary, the cited extracts from
which are not very interesting, We have
some difficulty, owing to the carelessness
of the aunthor, who, though by no means
deficient in zeal, cannot be complimented
on the execution of his work, in ascertain-
ing the year in which Mr. Merritt left St.
John to return to his father’s residence at
Twelve Mile Creek. It appears, however,
that, before he was nineteen years of age,
he was in partnership in general business
with: Mr. Chisholm. Trade in those days
was & mere system of barter, but an inte-
resting and rather curious fact is stated,
viz,, that Mr. Merritt “ found the advan-
tage of a good system of bookkeeping,”
and “always thought that the failures in
those days was principally for want of a
good knowledge of bookkeeping.” The
same remark holds good in 1876, but it is
singular enough that Mr. Merritt should
havebeensomuchalive to the importance
of bookkeeping, and yet should, later in
life, when President of the Welland Canal
Co., bave got into so seriousascrape, owing
to the disgraceful manner in which the
books of that Company were kept. Ithad
been generally supposed at the time that
Mr. Merritt had himself no knowledge of
hookkeeping, and that he was wholly un-
aware of its importance. Mr. Merritt was
about nineteen years of age when the
- American war broke out, but, even then,
~he had not only carried on business for.
some time (we donot know how long) but
ahd" sold out hlS mterest and gone “ uo

the homestead farm,”—¥ the business of a
country store being too contracted for his
ideas.!” Qur author does not dwell at any

length on the operations of the war which

was declared between Great Britain and

the United States on the 19th June,
1812, at which date Mr. Merritt had not

completed his nineteenth year. There
seems no room for doubt that Mr. Merrits
did his duty most loyally, and on all ocea-
sions during his subsequent career he
endeavored to procure a recognition of
the services of his fellow-colonists. During
the war he was taken prisoner, and de-
tained about eight months, until the pro-
clamation of peace, reaching home about
the end of March, 1815. On his way
he married, at Mayville, New York, on
13th March, Miss Prendergast, daughter
of Dr. Jedediah Prendergast, who had
spent a few years in Canada in the neigh-
borhood of Mr. Merritt, and to whose
daughter Mr. Merritt became affianced at
a very early age. He had not completed
his 22nd year at the time of his marriage.
Dr. Prendergast is said to have been “a
gentleman of considerable means? and
we learn from the biography that he and
Mr. Merritt maintained & cordial friend-
ship through-life. = On his return to
Canada, Mr. Merritt re-entered on com-
merecial life, in partnership with Mr
Charles Ingersol], who zafterwards married
his sister, and who subsequently settled
in the County of Oxford, and founded the
village now known by his name, about
twenty miles east of London. The part-

nership was not prospérous, and resulted

in insolvency and the retirement of Mr,
Ingersoll from the business. - It is credit-
able to both to be able to record that no
efforts were spared to satisfy the claims
of the creditors, the principal of whom
were the well-known Montreal houses of
Forsyth, Richardson & Co., and Gillespie
&  Co. An- interesting circumstance
which is recorded at this périod is that in
1818, at the age of about twenty-five, Mr.
Merritt first conceived the iden of utilizing
the water of the Chippewa river, and was
led to take part in a survey, which proved
to be one for the Welland Canal, although
made with imperfect instruments, and
although & serious mistake was made in
the levels... From the time that Mz,
Merritt conceived the idea that a canal
might be constructed, with great public
benefit, to conneet the waters of Lakes
Erié anid Ontario, he seems to have work-
ed most energetically forthe accomplish-
ment of an object on which he had . evi-
dently set his heart. He writes in 1823,

“The “waters of ‘the Chlppe“a. will be
' down the “twelve *in' two years;” and
“again; “It is my determination to pursue

the object steadily.”: He met with the

nsual discouragement which attends all
projectors. After an unsuceessful mect.
ing he thus moralizes :—¥ Most of men
“ have narrow minds. They cannot com-
“prehend any measure beyond their
“daily concerns. They ave fearful of
“some imaginary evil and do not dwel}
“on the public good. I amand hope will
“be wise enough ever to be averse to

“ public meetings.  Have never yet seon

“any good arise from them.” In January

1824, the first act incorporating the Wel-
land Canal Company was passed. The

names in the charter were George Keefer,

Thomas Merritt, George Adams, William

Chisholm, Joseph Smith, Faul Shipman,

John DeCew and William Hamilton Mer- -
ritt. The capital was $160,000, divided

into. shares of &50 each. Mr. Memitt

seems to have had the whole weight of
the enterprize on his own shoulders, and,

in addition to other difficulties, had to con-

tend with local jealousy, the people of
Niagara desirving that the outlet on Lake

Ontario should be at the mouth of the

Niagara river.. e visited Montreal,
coming home by Troy, in the State of
New York, and succeeded in getting

stock to the amount of $50,000 sub-

scribed during his tour. He subsequently

visited New: York, and succeeded in

interesting Mr. J. B. Yates, a well-known

capitalist, in the scheme, and in obtain-

ing a subscription from him of $30,000.

On the 30th November, 1824, the first sod

of the Welland Canal was turned, when

Mr. Merritt made a speech of consider-

able length. One of the most remarkable

passages is the declaration that, while the

Erie Canal had cost $8,000,000, Canada

would reap equal if not superior advan-

tages by an expenditure of $160,000.

How little did the speaker imagine that

the work which he was advocating would

involve an-expenditure of over $9,000,

000, and be still far from complete! The

commencement of the canal may be con-

sidered the commencement of Mr. Mer-

ritt’s public life, and, although we are

unable to coneur with the publisher that

the work under consideération is “a com-

plete text book to Upper Canada histovy,”

it may be interesting to our readers that

we should continune- our notice of it in

future numbers.

that lumber manufacturers of Michigan,
if they exercised more care in sawing
their pine, might defy the world to sur-
pass it in quality. 1t is very desirable in-
deed that more care be used in preparing
lumber for the market. It is not alone
in Michigan that slovenliness is manifested

s to the manner of preparing this staple,

for export, and the consequence is the
sale of a superior article of growth at
several dollars a thousand less than if
properly prepared. = The tenor of the
letter would lead us to infer that because
of this order by Liverpool buyers to their
Monireal correspondents to secure con-
tracis for seventeen millions of Michigan
deals, the people of that State are afraid
that Canada is' too successful a rival
in the foreign market. -On this peintthe
better plan for all is to make  haste
slowly and not slaughter an article which,
unlike wheat, cotton or other articles of
export, cannot be reproduced in a single
season. As any person can easily see for
himself by counting: the “rings’ on a
log of twenty-two inches, it takes about a
hundred years to grow . a tree to yield
that standard. We are of opinion that

MORE INSURANGCE FRAUDS.

When are we to have an I'nspector of Insu-
rance ? Here is o case for him: The Agricultu~
ral Insurance Company, of Watertown, N. Y.,
reinsure all their risks up to May 1st, 1874, in
the Canada Agricultural Company of Montreal,
which commenced business in that month, and
at the same time band over their deposit to the
same company 45 a guarantee to the insurers.
In June, 1874, a month later, a policy is issued
by the Agricuitural of Watertown to a person
in Hants (which we presume is one of wmany) .
endorsed outside by C. E. DeWolf, General
Agent, and countersigned inside by R. G. Tre-
maine, General Agent, but without date . of
policy or date of countersigning. The ingide
General Agent says the Canada Agricultural is
responsible in case of loss, but as their name
does not appear anywhere on the policy, and it
was issuted subsequent to the handing over of
the business, as appears by circular, we cannot
see how the insurer has a legal claim against the
latter. It may be all right; and as the Canada
Agricultural -is a good company, there is no
question about the policy, provided it is proper-
1y issued.

- After reading the above extract from
the Halifax Herald we called at the head
office of the Canada Agricultural Insur-
ance Company in this city, and received

the follmkm" explanation from the man-
ager, Mr. BE. H. Goff: At the time of the
merging of the Agricultural of Watertown,
New York, into the Canada Agricultural
Insurance Company, a few days before the
1st May, 1874, there was a clause inserted
in the agreement authorizing the new
company to use, if necessary, the policies
of the old one, in the hands of agents
especmlly in sections remote from the
head office, till the lst June, with a view
of preventing any stoppage in the busi-
ness of the company in those places, and
until the - entire machinery of the new
company was seb in motion. The holder
of the policy in question need have on
doncern in the matter, as his unearned
policy. will be,, renewed for him if he

chooses, on application to the agent of
the Company in his district.

Our MeaT Sceeny.~The British ave a meat-
cating as well as a shop-keeping nation. What
was aluxury among the poorer classes a few
years ago is now ranked as a uccessity. Meut
at 8d., 10d., or 1s. & lh. is bought ungrudgingly
by thousands of mechanics ; but there must be
no mistake about it—it must be the real thing,
and not a suspicious compound of fibre and
jelly, shaken out of an air-tight tin box. [t
must look juicy and veal, or the British work-
wan, no matter how humble his degree, wili
none of it. TFresh meat has in teuth become
almost as indispenstble a necessity as wheat—
o second stafl’ of life. But, unlike wheat, we
produce nearly all our meat at home. The
value of the home-reaved cattle, sheep, and pigs
we slaughter and eat annnally is estimated ng
80 to 90 millions sterling; but the value of
ment-making animals  imported last year is
comparatively nothing—it is scarcely 7 mil-
lions. Our home meat manufacture is therefore
incomparably the more important, and when it
is - asked, Shkall we run the risk of fmporting
disease by encouraging free importations of
foreign animals? the answer is, No: we had
better preserve our own from contagion, and
be over severe as to foreign beasts and sheep,
rather than infect the many by allowing tainted
foreign droves to passin nnrestricted and unex-
amined. The difficulty, then, vemains ns to
paying a famire price for mant, on the one side,
or going without the luxury, on the other.
That difficulty is as yet unsolved. Preserved
*# fresh” meat has been brought from Americn,
and much fuss has been made about it. - The
foct that it wos sold at: prices considerably
under what the real thing obtains is made
much of, ag showing that the imported article
can undersell native preduc~. But, if the im-
ported beef is really equal to British beef] it
will sell for as mueh as the latter; if inferior,
no great competition by it can be predicted. At
Glasgow, o consignment from America of meat
préserved by the new refrigerator method: was
a week or 50 ago exposed for sale, but o very
flattering reception was given to it. It was
found that “the Awmerican beef lacked that
fresh appearance which good newly-killed beef
always presents. In fact, it looked more like
salt beef, and a few of. the butchers present
were of opinion that it had been washed with

THE CASE OF JOHN O'BRIAN.

February and 3rd
Mareh, under the Editorial heading ¢ History of
an Insolvent Case, you make some strictures on
my professionnl conduct of the case, basing

assets  of the estate, and further requiring the
production of - books and paper.:  The assignee
met the application by the statement-that” the
delay in preparing the dividend gheet was-in
complinnee with the instructions of ‘the inspec-
tor and the ‘wishes of the'creditors, but' the
judge considered-that'the statute over-rove their
tnstructions, and -the assignee was directed to-
prepare a dividend sheet. : SRR

15. In_obedience to the order the assignee
Prepured this" dividend sheet, and ‘collocated
‘1hie claimatit” therein as au ordinary. creditor.
Mr. Butterfield demanded’ an inspection’ of the
books and papers of the insolvent, but ns Bullis
bad long left the: province, ‘and ‘no power of
attorney from him to Mr. Butterfield, or'apy. one
else, -to act on - bis behalf, had, been ¢ither filed
with or produced ‘to bim, he’declined to do so
until his authority was.shown,. Mr. Butterfield
then applied to the *Court, and obtained a Tulé
ntsi 1o show ciuse why the ‘assiggned should not
file with the clerk ‘of the Conrt & duplicate of ‘&’
correct register of all his proceedings, and of the
reception of all papers, claims, minutes of meet-
ings, and other proceedings, from’ the time of his
appoimiment, “(This had -becu’ déne | nearly
twelve months previously).” Why he stiould not
permitthe claimant to inspect and take copies of
same, and why," if hé  had lodged ‘mouies'in
bank belonging to' the estate; in his own nnme
he should not be dismissed from his said ofjfice.

18, In the affidavit of Mr. John Butterfield, in
support of this . motion,- he - stated that ‘the
assignee had collocnted in his dividend sheet Mr.
Gillies and the Royal Ganadian Bank, for debts
seeured by mortgage, that he had not registered
the proceedings and -had, not accounted for a
large quantity of : lnmber. which che .charged |
insvivent. was- possessed of at the date. of the’,
insolvency. Mr. Butterfield mistakes on all these

points; and various other charges made by him,
were subsequently apparent. .

17. In the ‘statement filed with the dividend
sheet by the assignee he mercly set forth the net
amoung received from the grist mill, instead of
shewing -the gross veceipts on the “one haud,
und the cost of working it on the other. This
made no difterence to tue creditors in declaring

¢a dividend but it would have reduced the per-
centaye payalbile to the assignee il his services were
to have beeu so covered. He was also charged
with having made no mention of two uacollect-
ed debts on - that amouwnt, and properly in as
much as theywould have come in in the further
and final divideud sheet afier collection, Que of
these was due by Mg, Channcey Johnson, the
tuther of the assignee, for grist from the mill sent
to hig store aud sold there,  That gentleman died
suddenly in October, 1874, aud at the time of his
death lhe wuas chargenble with grist  to the
extent of $195.52,  Shortly prior to Mr. Butter-
field’s movements adminis ration was takenout
to hisestate, but the administratrix had not paid
the amount due (6. the insolvent's estate 1o the
assignee at the time that the dividend sheet
was prepared; and it was, of course, omitted
therefrom; but, in subsequently preparing the
amended dividend sheet, he assignue asswined the
debt, ‘10 ‘ennble him to close the estate, There
wasd a trifling error discovered in the miller's
accottst which was at the same time corrected.
18, Mr. Butterfield charged that the costs in-
curred . should not. bave been deducted to the
extent they were from the fund applicable to
dividend: in this respect theassignee fell intoan
error.  The particular costs which the creditors
jntended should he defrayed with the dividend
payable to them personnlly should have been
left out until the dividend was declared, this
would raise the amount .of the dividend a
fractional part of a cent, and when the amount
was thus get apart to ench creditor he was free
to pay itover lor the purpose intended. It made
a few cenls diflerence to the claimunt, none o the

creditors concurring inits application, but was

a technien’ error, in no way ‘aflecling the
amount admitted by the assignee to be 1n his
hands for the purposes named. )

19. The assignee fell into another technical
error, the monies of the estate were admitled to
be in Bank in. his owa name, instead of in the.
name of the insolvent's estate, and in this respect
the leiter of the luw was not complied with,

20. The judgment ot the Gourt was given on
12th July direciing the assigne- to transfer from
his oivn name in bank to that of the estate, the
sum of $655.17, within 30 duys, and in the mean-
time to cll o meeting of the cleditors 10 seitle
the sums tohe puid to the assignee and account-

“ant, after which a final dividend counld be de-
clared, and the estate wouud up. The Court,
however, refused to remove the assignee for
what were mere  technical omissions. Your
informant has suppressed all proceedings afier
that, but [ shall now detail thewm,” =~
21. The claimant proceeded to contest his
collocution in the dividend sheet ns un ordinary
creditor, requiring’ to be paid in full as privileg-
ed. I reported to Messrs. Cuok Gitothers and
sther creditors that he: had, in my opinion, no
right to rank as privileged, but, 'as. he was no
mark for costs,, had left the province, sud his
wiiereabouts waus uitknown, it might be advis-
able to aceord him the privileze. claimed as the
assets would sufler as’ much, eveu by 8 suceess-
ful ‘contest with ‘him, as any costs against him
would be mrecoverable. They were not dis-
posed to submit 10 his clnim of privilege, and iv
- was cdontested in the manner preseribed by law
betore the assignée, wiio guve the clrimaut the
benetit of a legal ‘doubt as to the costs of his
judgnient, beipg . privileged, amounting to
328,20, ranking the residue of his elnim with the
other creditors. “Against.this award th clt_\m.\-
ant.appeal+d to the County Judge who dismissed
his uppeal with costs, which were deducted from
the Sum otherwise awarded him.
