Abranch was opened
in Montreal sorne two years ago, but a dissolu-
tion took place in the Sp.ring of 1881, Mr. Jolin
A. Paterson retiring, and formingla new cq nuiec-
tion in this city. The failure is said t le
attributable to the carrying of too large a stock
for the capital and consequent bad debts,
aggravated, doubtless, by the ill-heelth latterly
of the sole remaining partner, Mr. Jas. Paterson.

THE RIVERS AND STREAMS QUES-
TION.

An unusual amount of misrepresenta-
tion has been promulgated on the subject
of the Ontario Act providing for the use
by the public of all rivers and streams
within the Province, and which lias been
twice disallowed by the Dominion Govern-
ment. No class of the mixed population
of the Dominion is so deeply interested
in Provincial autonomy as the French
Canadians, and yet one of the leading
French organs of the Province of Quebec
bas not lîesitated to join the ranks of
those wlo by a total perversion of facts
are endeavoring to sustain the very
objectionable course which bas been
followed by the Dominion Government in
regard to this Act. We shall cite the pre-
cise w'ords of La .ilerve the journal
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above referred te. Commenting on a para-
griaph in the speech of the Lieutenant-

Governor of Ontario regardiig the Rivers

and Streams Bill La illinerve states that it

w-as " en présence du fait que sur seize

id juges que ont été appelés à donner leur

ic opinion sur la constitutionalité de ce

c bill pas moins de treize ont déclaré
ci qu'il était inconstitutionel et ont ap-

presentations of La Minerve. The Rich-

aioid Guardian in an article copied
withIout comient by the Mfontreal Gazette,
altlough tie latter journal ias never

ventured te inake a simssilar assertion

editorially, states witl reference te the
Ontario Streams Bill, the u nconstitu-
il tionality ofwhiich lias just been declared

cc by the unaninous decision of tIe
ItSupremie Court, which sustains Sir-
" Johsn's opinion, and emphatically con-
" demns Mir Blakes." We aie bound in

charity te assume that the foregoing
remarks have been vritten owing to an

entire misconception of the point at issue,
whici ve shall again explain. Tie deci-
sion of the Supreme Court lias no refer-
ence whatever to the Ontario Stieams
Bill. On tie contrary it is a complete,
justification of tihe necessity of legisla-
tion. The original Ontario Act ivas intro-
duced sonse two years agoin consequence
of the decision of a judge to the saine
effect as that recently given by the
Supreme Court. The point at issue ivas>the
righst of a ripÈîtian pioprietor on a stream
not navigable to makie improvements on
lis property, and tien te refuse all the pro.
prietors above Iim to msake use of those
improvements on paying the customary
tolls. We do not pretend te state ivith
accuracy the points in controversy, nor
is it necessary for our present purpose
that ne should <lo so. Tie facts are hi
substance that one lumberer on a non-
navigable stream refused te permit
another te use the isnprovenents lie hiad
made, and for the use of which he hiad
previously levied tolls. Wre have seen it
stated that proveocation was given by the
party pretending that lie hadl a legal riglt
to use the improvements. Wre do not,
pretend to know exactly what occuî-red,
but relief was souglt in the Courts of
Justice. Thé first decision, as we bave

pointed out, was that the riparian pro-
prietor had the legal right te prevent the
public from using his improvements, and
it vas in consequence of that decision
that the Ontario Government brought in
a bill not te apply te the particular case in
point, but te declare that on every stream
in the Province of Ontario, improvements
male in order te facilitate the passage of
lumber, etc., should be free te the public
on the payment of equitable tolls. Mean-
lime the case in litigation was carried to
the Ontario Court of Appeal, and decided
in favor of the right te use the im-
provements without an act. It was on
an appeal from that decision that the
Supreme Court recently decided the con-
trary way. Hlad its decision been different,
there woiild have been no occasion ivhat-
ever foi- tie Ontario Act. It is of course
open to discussion whether the Ontario
Act ias macle adequate compensation te
those who undertake te make such im-
provements as those whicls have led te
this unfortunate controversy. One thing
is clear, viz., thiat no distinction is made.
The Act is general, and of course ail per-
sons similaily situated on ail other streams
would be bound by it. It has not been
denied that in such casps expropriation is
justifiable, but it would be most incon-
venient if the Province was compelled to
expropriate in every case in w-hici a pro-
prietor miglt cioose te exercise vhat
we are bound after the late, decision te
assume are iis legal rights. As te the
adequacy of the compensation, it surely
will not be pretended by La Minerve that
the Dominion Government is a better
judge than the Provincial LegisIature on
that point. The law nust eitlher be
suffered to stand, and proprietors must
be permitted te refuse the public the
use of improvements on non-navigable
streams, or some mode of comp ensating
such proprietors must be provided by the
Legislature. We need not, however,
pursue the argument on this head. The
subject is clearly one with whici it is
competent for the Provincial Legislature
te deal. The Act is a general one,
and it cannot be supposed for a moment
that the members of a Legislature would
deliberately sanction a mode of compen-
sation te proprietors generally with
reference te a particular case. Even
Legislatures do notalways give satisfaction
wlen dealing with questions more or less
affecting private rights Ne one would
pretend te argue for a moment that the
Ontario Streams Bill is as much an inter-
ference with private rights as the recent
Irish Land Act. And' yet the Toonto
Mail styles it " an Act te confiscate one
"man's property and give it te another

" for political services." We trust that
our Quebec contemporaries will perceive
that instead of the decision of the Supreme
Court being against the Ontario Act, that
Act bas been passed in consequence of the
present state of the lav, as declared by
the:Court.

BANKRUPTCY LEGISLATION.

We called attention in a recent number
to an interesting report, made to the New
Yoi c Chamber of Commerce by. Mr. D.
C. Robbins on the subject of bankruptcy
legislation. We have since lad an oppor-
tunity of reading t-wo reports made to
the convention of the American Bankers
Association on the same subject, one by
the Lion. C. C. Bonney of Chicago, Presi-
dent of the Illinois State Bar Association,
the other by Mr. T. IL. Hinchman, Presi-
dent of the lanufacturers and Merchants
Bank of Detroit. Mr. Bonney commenced
his address by stating that the necessity
of a National Bankruptcy law is almost
universally admitted, and tiat the practi-
cal question is not, whether ve shall have
a bankruptcy law, but what the provisions
of the law shall be. He thinks that there
will be a concurrence of opinion among
business men that the proceedings in
cases of bankrupey should be Il short,
sharp and decisive." The law should
neither be so easy as te encourage care-
lessness or fraud, nor, on the other hand,
should it be so stringent and severe as te
drive embarrassed debtors to reckless and
desperate expedients. It should be an
honest law, and should encourage fair
dealing. Mr. Bonney is of opinion that
the bill now before the Senate of the
United States, and wvhich, with some
siiglit modification, %as approved of by
Mr. Robbins, would be the best solution
of a very difficult problem. The truth is
that no creditor likes te receive less than
100 cents in the dollar, and it is only
after the bitter experience of the absence
of any law te secure the equitable distri-
bution of insolvant estates that creditors
are forced te admit that an insolvent law
of some kind is absolutely necessary. Mr.
Bonney admits that the bankruptcy laws
which have existed have not given satis-
faction and such beyond doubt is the case
in Canada. He maintains that the United
States system of equity has been con-
ducted under a few vules presciibed by
the Supreme Court of the nation. These
rules aire plain and simple, and the prac-
tice of the court and the jurisdiction and
povers of its officers are well understood.
.Mr. Bonney maintains that the equity
system bas never been tried in bankruptcy
cases, and he thinks that a full and fair
trial of the experiment should be given
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without hesitation. Ie ap pendid tl his
address a copy of the bill pending in the
Senate of the United States and reported
froi the jiudiciary coinusi ttee.

Mi. i Hinchnai commenced his address
by reniarking fiat bankirptcy is one of
the nost diflicult questions tiit business
men have to coisider, or Congress to
legisIate ujpon, Ile said that there was
a great diflèrence of opinion as te the
proper provisions cf a bankiruptcy la', or
as Lo tie nlecessity lor' it, " save only after

a panié ai' a great fnancial cuisis.
Mr. RIinchiman seems to concur in opinion
with rli,. Bonney and Mr. Robbins tiat
the baiikruptcy jurisdiction should be
exercised by the Suprenie Court, but he
would only sanction such a lawe at times
of commnercial panic. He remarked, and
doubtless very correctly, tiat the history
of bankrupt lavs shows thei te have been
very unjust, ind very unsatisfactory, sub-
jecting both debtor and creditor to raeat
unnecessary loss. Mr. ltinchnaia entered
largely into details of the losses conse-
quent, as he put il, on the bankrupt aws,
but, as might be more correctly stated, by
the bankiuptcies themselves. le entered
at soie length into the losses sustained
ivhile the last bankrupt laiws were in
force, but lie did not pretend to argue
that the failures 'ould not have occurred
ihad no such lawvs been in force. On the
contrary, lie gave a list of the failures dur-
ing a series of years, whici is very inter.
esting, and iwhsich is, in, Our opinion, cal.
culated to disabuse the public oi a point
on which there lias beei no little mis-
concýption. No effort has 'been spared
to persuade the Caniaclians people that the
depression wiicih prevailed subsequenit
te the year 1S73 might liavo been pre-
vented by the adoption of a higher tarif*
Nov it cannot lie denied that in the
United States tiere was no lack of pro-
tection te doniestic manufactures, and it
is therefore imiportan t to direct attention
to the experience of tit country during
the cisastrous years fromS 1713 to Is7s
lir. Iinciian submnitted a table showinsg
the nuisber of failures in the United
States, and tie aimounît of liabilities dur
ing a series of years. In the ive years
froin 1862 te 1866 inclusive, the average
annual failsires were 940, wuith liabilities
$22,181,l80; in the ive years from 18671
te 1871, the inimer iwas 2729, wvith lia-
bilities $SL,781,600 3 fromi 1872 ta 1876,
the inisnber was 63S2, and ainount S179,-
382,200 fron 1877 ta 188!, the last yeair
furiiished, tihe number ias 7064, and
ainounit $134,022,010. It is desirable ta
point ont that tie last live years include
tiree from 1879 ta 1881, ivhsei the
ressction hiad takein place, and it is there.

fore pioper ta divide thei. The average
failures in 1877 and 1878 wuere 9675,with lia-
bilities of $21 2,526,534 i while in tie three
years from 1879 te 188!, the average Ias
in sîsînuber 3195 and amouit $81,685,661.
This last average is not msaterially dif-
ferent either in number eor amoint from
tise faiures dur'ing tise five years freim 1807
to 1871. The above figures should con-
vince every intelligent enquirer after
truth that no systei of protection will
be a safeguard against commercial depres-
sion. On the imain question, the only
difference between the two gentlemen
ivio treated the bankruptcy question
before the Bankers' Convention is that
onle holds that legislatioi of a permanen t
character is absolutely necessasry, and
thaît it should be of a very differnt char-
acter from whsat ias been in force in timses
past, as veil in Great Britain and the
Uiited States as in Canada i vhile the
other admisits the necessity of such legis-
lation cio special occasions, and is iiiclined
te cosncur in its beinsg entrusted ta the
Courts of JLsstice to contrel the pi oceed-

" the iraste of the people's "earnings in a
" hopeless conflict wvith the orcinances of
inature." iThe for'egoing expression is

rather vague, but, judging fronm former
forecasts, wue inlfer that tie ivaste "
against wlich the protest is made, is pub-
lic expenditure on Canalian works that,
in the event of annexation being our des-
tiny, nsigit be dispensed with.

The topics in the Bystsi'ler', in iwlicl
wve feel specially interested, aire of course
those relatiIg to commsercial matters. As
misiglt be expected fromi aise who is
strongly opposed te party connection,
both the Governm en t ansd the Opposition
are freely censured, but especially the
formnier. Witi regard to the Opposition
it is said tihat '' teiyI he cliangec their

leader, they Iad nai ciangesd thseir'
editor, and the edito, crossed the policy

"of the leader on the main question in
'the decisive ho0uru'." We confess te
being mystinied by the above statemnent,
w'hich is followed by another equally
mysterious, "l no was the policy of the
leader, wîell deinned. It is iot i cosumser-
cial questions that lie is most at hone."
IL seesss that the Globe, whisich must
be the argan referred to, crossed a lpolicy

hisich was not weil deinned, the leader
not beinsg at home in conîniercial ques-
tions. Without pretending te have
followied very closely the speeclhesof the
leader or the articles ii the Globe and
oaher organs of the Opposition, ive have
been under the impression that there lias
been no material difference of opinion
between tien. They have not pretended
ta be free traders in the strict acceptation
of the tert, but have assailed particular
items in the tariff, notably coal, lin detail.
We doubt whether thre lias beei any
difference of opinion betveen Mr. Blake
and the Globe thsat would justify the
assertion that the latte' crodad the psolicy
of the former. We hadseen moreover
unsder the impression that -Mr. Blake liad
devoted a gret deal of attention ta com-
mercial questions.

The BYslancder seemîs disappoiited at
the exteit t ivhich the protective policy
lias been carried. h''ie cry in 1878 wm'as for
"adjsistment," but nsow they bave "openly
declared for protection," We confess
that ire are surprised to iid any aise wholi
doubted li 1878 tist if the Coiservatives
were susccessfusl, the policy w'ould he ro-
tection to hame industries. The Bysuander,
iowrever', is not very consistent. His con-
victioni is not tisat " of a purist in Free
Trade," but of oe " iwho takes the rule of
Ipolitical economy to be expediency in

the broadest sense of the term, emu-
"Is'acing the fusture as wrell as the present,
sanctioning the special fastering of in-
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"fant industries if it can be profitably
lone." Now ve apprelhend that there

are few protectionists vlo 'ould lot ac-
cept the abovp described concession as
ample for a guide for the Finance Minister,
w eo, we venture ta aflim, 0vould main tain
that he lad been guided procisely.by the
principle laid down above. The Bystander
thinks that Free 'l'rade iould be the

greatest of blessings if possible, bt holds
that it is impossible, becauise " every
nation is practically compelled ta raise
revenue by customs," and each will give
e its on industries all the advantage in
its pover." He proceeds : England has

liei taii, mnid adjysis it__1o her own cir-
cumstinIces like the rest." 'his plain

inference is that Engiand 'piotects hier
own industries lilce the rest, and yet it is
notorious that such is not the fact. Eng-
land has long carried out consistently the

policy of imposing a countervailing excise
duty on all articles on vlich there are
import duties. Spirits are, w'e believe, the
only article manufactured in the United
Kingdom'and likew'ise imported, and the
excise duty is the same as the custons.

It is desirable that it should be clearly
uncerstood that it is quite possible ta
levy customs duties under' a free trade sys-
tain. The obstacle is that Canadian public
opinion is against free tri'de, and those
w'ho are called frea t'aders in Canada are
favorable ta " incidental protection "l as
it is termed. The difference between the
two parties is merely as ta the extent ta
whicli protection should be carried. The
Bstander' is, as of old, in favor of commer-
cial union i he states that " the commer-
lcial interests of the people at large are
'<over-riclden by thosa of a political class,

h iicli lias a special interest in the
&Zpresent system, and fancies that coin-

msiercial union vould bring political union
in its train. Commercial union means a

common tariff, a visionary scheme of the
Bstander Vholly impracticable in the
opinion of the best United States au-
thorities. We doubt much whether the
By'stander' believes that commercial union
wrould notofnecessity bring political union
li ils train. The next sentence iwe own
thatiwe wrholly fail ta comprehe:d. It is as
followvs :-1" Sane of these very men hava

done their best ta iweaken by partial
ireciprocity the bulvark, the i'emoval of

hivich by coniplete reciprocity they
cannot contemplate vithout transports

"of alarni." We vere not aware that any
cpartial reciprocity " ivas in force. 'a
inceonsistency of the Bysaîcier' on the
protective system is most glaVing. Wa
aire told in one place that le the imposition

of taxes not for the purpose of revenue
but for the purpose of exclucling foreig

" goodls and enablinI the haine manufac-
turer ta sa clear las been proved by

Scalanitous experience,and is pionounced
I"by every independent authority ta ba
Il the iost costly and the most objection-
e able of all ways o? enriching a fenv at the
" expense of the people." This of course
is just %vhat the Globe isconstantly assert-
inîg; but on the sanie page of the Byslander
we find: 'l'o adapt the Canadian tariff
l ta the requirenents of Canada wras riight,
"it wî'as r.ght tl raise the sum requirecd
" by iicr'eased taxation, inslead ofeontinîuî-
" iug thefaallUy sedutctive policy of lans."
Now' ie must repudiate on behalf ai ne
and all of the Finance Ministers of Canada
the imputation that any one of them ever
adopted as a policy the raising of loans ta
meet current expeniditure. It iwill be
found tiat since con federation the revenue
has been amply suficient ta meet all the
expenditure, including a sinlzing fiun11d for
the redemption of the debt. 'l'le dei-
ciencies during tiree years of severe
depression were small ien compared
with the aggrega amounts of surplus in
the years preceding and subsequent ta
depression. It is eviident fromi other pas-
sages that the Bystander is vell aware
that the prosperity which the country
las recently enjoyed has been shared by
other countiies both underfree trade and
protectionist tai'itfs, a'nd that the depîres-
sion iwhich w'as felt in Canada iras general
in the United' States during the sanie
pariod, notvithstanding the very high pro-
tective tariff rhich iras in foé'ce. -He reiers
ta e' The general revival of trade in N'hich
Canada has shared." Our observations on
this brancli of the review have extended
ta such a length that ire must postpone
our notice of same other topics of interest.

MOVEMENT OF GOLD.

It appears that sbipments of gold ta
New York have been made, though on a
small scale, from England, and, owning ta
the ery moderate reseirve of the Bank of
England, sone apprehiension is felt as ta
the consequence of further demands. It
is believed that there is some ground foi'

appreiending an increase in the bank
rate of interest, iwhich vould seriously
disorganize trade. As ta the cause of the
threatenied tigitness in the money mari-
ket, it must be attributed ta the enor-
mous expenditure of capital in the con-
struction of raihvays. It is estimated that
during the current year twelve thousand
miles of iiew ailways have been con-
structedl in the United States. In viewn
of the complaints made of the sco'city of
god ii Engifland, and the disastrous con-
sequences lilkely ta followr a stringent
money maiket, it is inconceivable that

her statesmen should neglect to adopt
measurcs ta economize the use of gld.
It was ivell said by the late Mr. Bagehot
that the practical effect of requiring the
Scotch anl Irish banks ta hold gold in
stead of Bfank of England notes, which are
iot a legal tender in those parts of the
United Kingdom was taking gold from
the point iwhere it ias wantled and plac-
ing it vhere i*t is not reqired. The Scotch
and frish. banks are compelled ta hold
gold for all issues exceeding an aiount
fixed by law. Then again the removal ot
the prohibition ta issue £1 notes in Eng~
landiwould bring many millions of gold
inta the Bank of England, w'hich is nov
distributed over the country. To people
out of Englancd it seems the height of
absurdity to permit joint stock bankcs il
Scotlandland Ireland ta issue £1 notes
and ta prohibit the Bank of England,
w'hose issues are all secured,partly by gold,
and party by national securi ty, from mak-
ing such issues. If, by the adoption of
such simple measures, the stock of gold
in the Issue department of the Bank
could be increased by fifteen millions of
pouncds, which is by'iîo means an exagger-
ated estimate, there could be no objec-
tion ta its baing empow'ered by laiw ta
make loans to the discount department'
on the deposit of national securities at all
times when the rate a interest exceeded
6 per cent. The knowledge that such
relief was always obtainable would pre-
vent that hoarding by capitalists which
bas alays been the chief cause of panics
in the money market.

THE BUSINESS TAX.

It is stated that there are no less than
four hundred actions taken by the Gov-
errment of the Province of Quebec against
various incorporated companies, and that
the said Government is determined not to
accept a decision on a test case but ta
make the proceedings as vexatious as pos
sible. We doubt if any similar instance of
oppression can be cited inmodern history
We have already entered very fully into
the merits of this tax, but we think itnay
be desirable ta call attention to the plea
in the suits against the Ontario Bank, for
w'hich iwe are indebted ta our evening
contemporary, the Star. 'l'le case is hat
of the Ontario Bank, and it is défended by
Messrs. Abbott, Tait & Abl.otts. Tie
case of the baniks generay is even
stronger than is that oI an ardinary incor-

porated conpany. 'Phe Loual Legislatuire
is empowaered ta riise a revenue by direct
taxation w'itii the Pi-ovince fori provincial
purposes. The Ontario Bank carries on
its business under a Dominion Charter, its
head office is located in the Province of
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Ontario, and only about one-third of its
shareholders reside withitin the Province
of Quebec, whlere not more thain one-third
of its papital is employed ; and yet those
sharehollers resiuding in England, Seot-
land, tei United States, Ontario and else-
where, are taxed for local objects in the
Province of Quebec. Surely, apart ai Loge.
Lther from Lhe constitutional question,
the vextatious prceedings of Lte Quebec
Goverinment presenta nuch stronger case
for the interference of the Dominion
Governittment by Lthe exercise of the veto
titan hlie Ontario Rivers and Streants Bill.
Tihe insurance companies applied to the
Dominiion Gover-nment to be lieard by
counsel agaitnst Lte Qtebec Bill, but Lteir
application wvas refused, and no action lias
been Laken on their petition foi disallow-
ance. We observe that Lite costs in the
suits Iendiniiig, and wvhiiic it is said ivill all
be caried to the Judiciatl Conimittee of
the Privy Council, are estinated' at $600,.

000. Ther e will bc aieavy responsibility

on both the Quebec and Dtotminion Gov-
ern mîents for tiese larassing pi-oceedings,
which are geierally looked on as aggres.
sive on the part of ithe French Cantadians
on the: British population. It was publicly
avowed by one o the , Ministers titat the
object of the tax was to rolieve tLie 'oiners
of real property in the Province and to
niake the business people pay the re-
quired tax.

A dissolu-
lion by liiitîîtion tooi place in 1866, whie te
eldest soi, Nlr. Albert D. Nelson, was admîitted
lo a Iatnilershtlip untîder the namte of Nelson,
Woodt & 00. Alr. Wood retired, througi il-
heailh, in 1874, whtei flite present firm was
formiied, consisting of Mir. Il. A. Nelson and his
fuur sons, Messrs. Albert t). aind Frederick E.
Nelson carrying on the business iiin aloitreal, and
Mesrs, loratioi W. and cls.
