Debtors
have completely collm'ed sheir credltoxs,
and are showing an amount- of skill -

keeping what they hzw(,, or.in ,plevent-
ing it going.to those who ought to have a
fuir share of the assets, which argues well
for the manner in- which opportunities
may beiimproved, By means of Prefer-
ential Judgaients, Bills of Sale, Chattel.
Mortgages, Mortgages on. Real Estate,
Wareliouse Receipts, Leases for long
periods made when confessedly Ranlrupt,
and numerous . other fraudulent contri-
vances, creditors are beiyng made to feel

their own Lelplessness and &hen‘ debtors' -
It need, therefore, surprise no
one that, from Halifax to Winnipeg, com-.
plaints of the want of means for defence-

powers,

the support of a single Board of Trade in
the Dominjon, One strong impression
ereated by that Bill was, that it was much
better calculated to burke the whole
question than' to promote sound legisla.
tion. . Naturally the various Boards began
to ingnire what had become of the Act to
which’they had been requested to extend
support, and it may well be, that the
Montreal Board of Trade finds itself in a
rather unenviable position, after lmvmg
acted as if the introduction of the pro-
mised . measure were not  a  matier. of
doubt, Toronto has clearly - abandoned
hope of relief from this quarter, and has
appointeda committee to- prepare a Bill,
with & view to  having. it submitted to
Parliament duun\’ the' present session ;

The Reci-
procity Treaty of 1854 was negotiated by
the Governor General of Canada, acling in

concert with. the Ministers of the various
Provinces interested. In 1874 Mr. Brown

was accredited at the request of the Cana-
dian Government to enter into negotia-

‘tions at Washington, which failed, butcer-

RECIPROCITY WITH HAWAIL

It appears that a resolution has been
proposed . in the House of Commons
by Mr. lomer of DBritish- Columbia,
declaring that it is desirable that the
Government . should take - measures to
bring about reciprocity of trade belween
the Dominion of Canada and the Hawaiian
Islands, Nir-John Macdonald stated that
“ he had had communications on the sub-
# ject from those high in authority in the
“ Hawaiian Islands, -and the Government
“were ulready aware that il was desirable
“to bring .about reciprocity in trade
“ between Canuda  and those Islands.”
Under these circumstances he asked the
mover to withdraw his resolution, which
he did. *The imports from the Hawaiian
Islands into British Columbia, according
to the customs reburns, amounted in 1881
Lo §2,180, duty on which was $3"7 and in
1882 10 $4,607, duty $2,008.:0, In 1881
the imports- were exclusively molasses,
and in 1882 molasses and sugar. Both
articles were much more largely imported
into British Columbig from the United
States as well as l'ro'm other countries
which trade with Canada.  The. term
‘reciprocity is rather vague, but has been
igenerully understood - with us to' mean

reciprocal free trade. By the treaty of
11854 with the United HLaLes it was agreed
that certain natural products common to
both countries should be admitied free of
This clearly is not what
is contemplaled in the case of Hawaii,
Our chief exports to Hawaii are coal.. Of
course in: the absence of more information
than is conlained iu the briel remarks of
Sir Johu Macdonald we can only surmise
that he contemplates making gome change
in the. commercial relations belween
Canada and IHawaiis and as sugar ‘and

.molasses are the chief articles that the
