THE BUDGET SPEECH.

We have elsewhere noticed one or two
of the various subjects discussed in the

budget speech w'ioh appear t us

special interest. It lias been weli
knowni that since the adoption ot the
present tariff the revenu,- bas been larely
in excess of the expenditure, although
that is increasing at a very rapid rate.
The surplus on the year enuding 30th June,

1SS2, was $6,316,000, without taking into
account 51,744,000, proceeds of land in
the North West For thie currentvearhlie
estinated surplus is ,S,000,Coo. For thie

next year, coninhencing on lst July, it is
estinated thlat there will be a surplus of
about $3,000,000. In the calculation of
the Minister the loss by reductions in the
tariff is estimated atabout a million. We

presume that in his calculations due
allowance lias been made for a consider.
able increase of revenue consequent on
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the alteration of the duty on printed
cottons, avovedly te protect a neid indus-
try which has bern or is about te be
establislhed in the Province of Quebec.
Tlsere are several other incieases et' duty,
suchli as on agricultural implements, cord-
age and various miner articles, but we are
unable t judge how' far they will affect the
revenue. lI the case of printed and dyed
cotions they will still be imported from
England, and as they are a leading article
of consumsption, the increase of revenue
aWould be considerable w'ere it not that
ample notice has been given te the
importers that the adclitional 7: per
cent wvill only come into operation on
the Ist January next, se that it may be
expected that ample supplies vill be
obtained belore that date. Among the
reductions the principal is the excise
duty on tobacco, which will in future be
12 instead o 20 cents per lb.

Sir Leonard Tilley gave a statement of
sone 18 items on whicls there was an in-
creased revenue in the last year over 1878.
learly a million andi a ialf ivas from wines
and spirits, the excise cluty of the latter
being taken in to accounst. On silks, satins
and fancy goods the increase was $73 1,000;
on tobacco and cigars, eustoms and excise
$364,000. On agricultural products from
the United States, $532,UOO linsen $152,.
000 mînianufactured fur, S63,000; jewel.
lery, $68,000 ; watches, S74,000 ;manu-
factured gald and silver, s53.000; cotton
manufactures, $1,230,000; ivoolen goods,
$1;189,000. The aggregate increase vas
$6,689,000. Sir Leonard Tilley aflirmed
tat there lias never been a period in the
history of the country when taxation was
paid easier and more cheerfully. As t othe
prosperity of the people, the Minister
adducea as a proof of' its existence the
immense increase in tie Savinsgs Banks
deposits, whiclh amounted during the last
fotu years to $13,000,000 over and above
the amoui ts witldrawn, while during the
same period the deposits in the chai'tered
bailks had increased by $3U,473,028.

Sir Leonard Tilley treated at some
length the balance of trade question, and
accountted for several items which have
te be taken into account by those who
plce reliaice on the balance of trade, as
exhibited by the imports and exports of
the country. As we do not pretend te
attaci the slightest importance te the
exploded theory of the balance of trade,
we shall merely glance at somse of the
items mentioned by Sir Leonard Tilley.
Thle fishiery award was $4,500,000; the
Go'ernimen t loans $8,00u,000 the insur
aces on kst vessels $I,000,0U0 sales of
Provincial Government bonds and capital

stock of Pacifie Railbay Co. outside of
Canada $15,000,000 amount brought
in by immigrants $10,000,000. There are
other items, such as freights and labor
paid for disbu'sements of vessels carrying
the exports of the country, but there
might be many other items mentioned on
both sides of the account. ,The value of
the reference ta the subject is that it may
be hoped that it vill convince some of
those who stili pin their faith on the
balance of trade that the inports and
exports of a country are not a reliable
guide as to the balance of its indebted.
ness.

Sir Leonard Tilley discussed the state
of the sugar trade at some length, and we
presume that he is correct in bis assertion,
that Canadians pay even less than their
neighbors in the United States for their
sugars. It must,'however, be borne in
mind that in both countries the duties are
highly protective, and more so in the
United States than in Canada. The
diversion of the trade a few years ago
was caused, as is well known, by the
fraudulent b'ounty system. We have
elsewhere made special reference to the
projected attempt to make new regula-
tiens, with a view of encouraging trade
with the West Indies. We are under
the impression that Sir Leonard Tilley is
under a complete delusion as te the feel-
ing in the British West Indies on the
subject of tei Canadian tariff. The sugar
planters in the principal colonies have
expended a large amount of capital in
machinery with a viev of producing sugar
lit toi immediate consumption, and have
achieved great success. That sugar finds
a ready market in England, but is practi-
cally excluded from the Uni'ted States
and Canadian markets, which encourage
the importation of the lovest grades. We
are nlot statiîîg tiss fact by way of object-
ing, to the policy of the Uóvernment,
which bas been adoptecf avowedly in
order to encourage the refining industries
of the country ; our object is simply to
point out that the principal West Indian
planters cannot approve of a policy the
object of which is to exclude their
superior grocery sugars, and to admit the
inferior grades. As te the saving of
$670,000, for whiclh Sir Leonard Tilley
takes cradit, it is simply a delusion. He
had better ascertain the price of sugar in
the London market, and compare it a'ith
ours. We must postpone any notice of
the other speakers in the debates
until a future is.ùe. Mir. Patterson of
Brant was entrusted with the duty of
criticising the ministeria'l programme, and
was replied te by Mr. Thomas White of
Cardwell.

THE NEW BANKING MEASURE.

We have not failed ta give our best con.
sideration te tihe remarks of the Montreal
Gazetle on our criticism of tie Newv Bank
Bill which lias been passed by the louse
of Commons, with but very little consider'
ation. The Gazette thinks that I lad th
" Journal read the Bill, it would have dis-
" covered that the Finance Minister lias
"exactly followed the course wlhich it
"reo.emmends as the proper one." We
beg te assure the Gazelte that we bave
carefully read the Bil, and that we bave
bee unable te discover any distinction
ihatever betw'een ihat our contemporary
terms " small banks " and all other batiks.
The Bill provides penalties for all banks,
and a small bank with $200,000 is te pay
precisely the same penalty for an excess
of circulation of $20,000 as one with
$2,000,0O, and there is no distinction in
the amount of penalty, the maximum
being for any increase over $200,000, se
that an excess of even a million would
only involve the higlhest penalty. The
Gazelle seems all abroad as te the practical
effeet of tlie Bil, which lias noe refrence
whatever te large or smalt' banks, but te
all banks, and vhich is open te th objece
tions that we bave already fully stated.

Tie really important point raised by
tise Gazette is the assumed power of the
Finance Minister te abrogate the charter
of a bank. Our contemporary admits tbat

if the Finance Minister in fixing these
penalties had abregated'the powe' te

perfect the charter wien the law is
wantoniy violated, and hac] made it
possible for a small bank te issue its

"notes te the amount of one hundred
thousand dollars in excess of the paid-

"up capital by the payment of a fine of
$1,000, there would undoubtedly be

îgood cause fur describing the Bill as of
"a nost dangerous character. The Gazette
then copies the savirg clause te the et'ect
that if' anîy controvention of the Bank
Act was punishable, either as a misde-
meanor or' by forfeiture of the charter
of the bank, nothing in the New Bill shall
be construed te interfere with such pun-
ishment. 'The Gazflle then proceeds:-
"'hte Finance Minister thus reserves
"tse right ta forleit a charter wienever
" the circulation exceeds the legat limit,.
" i the circumstance of uch excess

warrant the imposition at so severe a

penalty as sucb a case, as is instanced
by tie'JounN,'A, unquestionably woald

la do." 1ýow, we shîould be Very glad if
the azette would point out the authority
conferred on the Finance Minister or' the
Goveriment te forleit the charter of a
bank< for exceeding as limit of circulation.
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We don't pretend ta be able ta expound
the lawv, but we should imagine that the
violation of a specific provision of the
Banking Act would expose the bank
committing such violation ta an action of j
some kind. 'lie New Bill provides specific t
penalties, and those penalties, and no
other, can be enforced, unless there i a
that provision, which the Gaizelle imagines t
ta be in the Jlcnking Act, empilowvering thes
Finance Minister or the Government to
forfeit the charter. 'lie whole point in
dispute is vletier there is or, is nlot such.

poiver. M.ost certlinly the Gazetle,
while asserting that liere is, has not in-.
formed us where iV is to be found, and
unil lie does, we shall continuie to believe
that the hev Bill is of a most dangerous
character," and in this opinion we are
glad ta find that the Gazette agrees ivith.
us. Let us only be satishied thiat the

power of abrogating the> charter of a
bank making excessive issues exista, and
we shall admit that our principal objec-
tion fialls to the ground.

We should stilI think it is a mistake ta
impose a penalty for mere inadvertence,
and also ta fix a s) ecific amount insteat ai
a percentage. It is simply impossible for
a bank wéhose normal circulation is up, ta
its authorized Iuiti t, and whiclh has a fnum-
ber of agencies, t 'avoaid an occasional
slight excess. It will ba under the neces-
sity of reducing its normal circulation
below its logal limit in order to be sure
lhat it never exceeds. A Blank with a
million of capital and the same nîmouit o
authorized circulation has to pay the sanie
penalty for exceediig its legal limîit by
tuo per cent thata simall baik ivould have
woul have ta pay if it exceeds ten per
cent. Canî the czete venture to main-
tain that this i8 reasoiable? A bank
wibh $200,000 paid-up may exceed its
legal issue hy 9 per cent by paying a pen-
alty ai only $100 vhile a bank with a
million vould i pay the samie if it onily ex-
ceeded nthier less thai 2 per cent. 'lie
the rue principle is laid down in section 4
which providels a penalty for not holding I
tho fuît amount of Dominion 'Notes in the
reserves. 'lie baiksare directed to hiold
oie-half of their reserves in Dominion
Notes, but ara subjecoted o a penalty if
they hold less thati 33I par cent. If this
priiciplo ivere applied ta the bank circui-
lation the penalty shiould only bu ini-
curred if the circulation was something
like 5 per cent in excusa of its legal limit.
This Nouli avoid subjecting a baik ta a
penalty for marc inadvertence, caused in.
ail îrobability by the difiiculty of regulat-
.ngexActly the issues iti large iiumber oai
ugenieis.

TRADE WITII THE WEST INDIES. t
w

It is much to be feared, judging froim t
ir Leonard Tilley's treatient of the sub- e
ect which ie have designated above, F
bat the Government is likely to involve
tself very unnecessarily in difficulties of e
very serious character. At present our d

rade with the West Indies is on a most l
atisfactory footing. There are not, so S
ar as ive are aware, any discriminating or a
,ven protective duties imposed in any of
he tropical countries with vhich we t
rade. The duties imposed in the various

West Indian Colonies are strictly for the
purposes of revenue, and do noV il any
Vay operate to reatrict trade. What then
do we want ? Sir Leonard Tilley states
that "it was suggested îtat the Govern-
'ment sliould tale steps ta see if sone
'arrangement could not be made, espe-
"cially with the sugar producingeountries
'and vith the West Indian colonies,
"where they produce sugar and other pro-
' ducts imported inîto the Dominion of
i Canada, by ihich wie could in terchange
"or exchange the natural products of the
"Dominion o Canada l'or the products o
' the West Indies. The deputation ias,
"informed by the Government that it,
"ias perfectly in accordance with tieir

policy ; that thley were in a position to
"ask the House, providing such arrange-
"meut could be made, ta reduce the
"duty on sugar ta all countries that iwoutid
"give us an equivalent by a reduction of
"the duty on the manufactures and pro-

ducts of Canada." Noîw we oir that
the above language is incompreliensible
ta us, unless it means the establishment
of discriminating duties, whieh, even if
practicable, ivould be a most suicidai

policy for a country like Canada ta adopt.
Let us just take a practical view of the
question at issue. -We import sugar from
Vte British, Spanish and French West
India Islands and from Brazil, and those
couitries import varions products and
possibly some manufactures from the con-
inent of North America. Their duties

are imposed for revenue purposes alone,
and Sir Leonard Tilley adnits tlit these
colonies I liave very little revenue to
spare." Strange as it may seem, the
Finance Miister never even alluded to
the practical difliculty in the way, and we
can draw nîo otier inference than that he
lh ivlolly unable to grasp it.

Let us foir argument sale assume liat
the negotiations, or, ta be more correct,

the inquiries we entered upon sonietime
1 s vlth Vhe view of extending trade

Nyith Vhe West Indian Colonies if posai-
a ble,"l lad resulted in an assurance that
the other parties were prepared to accede

our wishes. We are not aware exactly
hat Sir Leonard Tilley means by the
erm " West India Colonies," vhidh is
qually applicable ta the British, Spanish,
rench and Danish colonies. Doeus Sir
eonard Tilley imagine that any of the
aolniea in question would reduce the
uty on Flour or Cornmeal from Canada,
eaving it in full force, against the United
tates? Ie either contemplates discrimin-
tion or lie does not. If there is ta be a
eneral redluction, then it must be obvious
liat the trade of Canada would not be
benefited in the slightest degree. Whether
lie duty on flour is 25c, 50c, 75c or $1 per
barrel ta the Vest India consumer is a,
natter of perfect indifference ta the Can-
adian producer. If, however, Canadian
lour is ta be admitted on better terme
from Canada than from the United States,
then we ask viether there is a single
colony with which WC trade, British or
Foreign, that would dare ta discriminate
against the United States in viev of the
fact that that country imports far more
largely fron the tropical countries than
the exports. We will assume for the sake
of argument that the Spanish Colonies
should agree to the proposal that is
shadowed forth by Sir Leonard Tl'iley, and
that the dut ies on Spanish West Indian
augars shoulti be reduced. Dces Sir
Leonard Tilley contemplate admittimg
the sugars of the Spanish Colonies on
more favorable erms than those of the
British Colonies, and if he does.is he pre-
pared ta -rneet the opposition of the
Imperial Government ta such a policy ?
Discriminanng duties im favor of a foreign
colony and against a number of British
colonies! The whole scheme is absurd
on the very face of it. Canada has no
iterest whatever in urging a reduction
of the revenue duties iniposed in the
West Indian Colonies, and is not in a
position ta make an effort ta procure
admission into the West Indian markets
on more favorable terms than the United
States, contingent on the imposition of
discriminating duties im Canada.

TUADE WITHI FRANCE.

It waas with great satisfaction tlt ve
read that portion of Sir Leonard Tilley's
speech whiclh relates ta trade with France.
WC should have been more pleased hrad
there been lia reference ta the "I humilia-
ting negotiations," as they are termsd,
which have been carried.on for a consider-
able time, and vhich we learn -" are not
broken off but are still continued."-'he
abject of those negotiations vas ta pur-
cliase from France by a reduction ofour
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revenue duties the admission of our
exports on the same terms as the most
favored nations. No sueh proposal should
bave been made. Commercial treaties
are simply commercial humbugs. Every
country should make its owsn tariff accord-
ing to its requirements and ta the wrishel
of' its oin people, and should avoid ail
int'erference with the tariffs of other
countries, alvays providing tha' such
couitries do net discriminate in favor of
one or more countries against others. In
such cases the only reniedy is te adopt a
retaliatory policy against the offending
country.

For upwards of four years iwe have been
contending for the adoption of a retalia.
tory poiey towardIs France, which lias
refused ta admit our exports on the
footing of the most favored nation. le
have repeatedly pointed out the true
policy, which ire held ta be the imposition
of an extra duty ais the experts of al[
couitries, which refuse ta admit Canadian
exports on fair terms. During that period
ive are net aware that a single journal,
either on cite minlisterial or opposition side
lent its aid ta wyhat ie consider the true
Canadian pobicy. Some of the French
Canadian jouinals, notably the Courier de
Ki(ontr'éal combated aur views, arguing
that " because Canada bas a uniforn
tariff it Cannot ask a privilege from
France." Even the French Consul Gen
eral ivrote te us in 1879, objecting ta our
view of the question, on the ground itht
France had twto tariffs, a fact of whicl iwe
were fully aware, anti that the conventional
tariff w'as enforced against ail countries
that had no treaties.

We find in the report of Sir Leonard
Tilley's speech, the followingPassage

I desire hers and at this time te state
on behalf of the Government that if wve

'fai ta make satistactory arrangements
"iwith Governments that do not place the
"natural products and manufactures of
"Canada on equal terms witLi those of

any other country ire ivili ask Parlia-
"ment at the next session ta impose a

duty of 10 per cent. additional on their
"products until they grant us such
" terms." Tie above passage is a poin ted
condemnation of the policy of the Gov-
ernment for seeral years bak. Had Žýir
Alexander Galt been instructed ta hold
siminlar language ta .he French Govern-
ment, instead o entering into specific
negotiations for a reduction of duty on
sanie articles conditional on reductions
in tshe Canadian tariff on French wines, it
is far frm improbable that an arrange-
ment would have been lorg aince arrived
ait.

The Montreal Gazelle, which has been
silent for years on the subject, refers ta
the nsew policy of the Finance Minister as
folloiys :-" That is a practical policy in the
direo i;ch of the- extension of Canadian
"trade which cannot fail to meet Vith
' approbation. Au d it is a policy which is
" calculated to hasten the attainment cf

''that object for wlhich iwe have been striv-

" ing ai iate years-reciprocal trade with
< European countries.? We ronfes that
ve are uaware of a single reason that
can e urged for the delay in) adopting a
policy that " cannot fail ta meet with
approbation," but which nevertheless
elicited no approbation ivhen urged from
time ta time during several years in the
columns of this journal. We are glad
that a newv ligh has broken upon the
Finance Minister, and that the Govern-
muent vill act in future with mare film-
nesis in their negotiations ivith France
than they have hitherto done.

It will be interesting ta learn whetlher»
the Government of the Dominion will
receive from the French Canadian press
of Quebec tiat cordial support in their
new policy toivards France that is so
desirable We have never been able to
comprelhend the reasons that have here-
tofore inducet that press ta sanction the
hostile policy adopted by France towards
a country that is peopled so laigely by
the descendants of inhabitants a old
France. Had the French Canadians,
instead of exhibiting a willingness ta
subonit to vhatever treatment the French
Governient chose ta inflict upon them,
manifested a deterination ta insist on
commion justice, we should have had
satistactory commercial relations w'ith
France several years ago.

INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION.

The introduction before Parliament of
a Bill ta deal with cases of insolvency has
within the last fesw days been entrusted
ta Mir. J. J. Curran, M.P., of this city.
As the experiences of the last few' mon tis
prove the necessity for same such legis-
lation, in the interests bath of wholesale
and retail dealers, it is to 'be hoped that
this measure, which has received every
attention froms the leading Boards 'of
Trade and business men of Canada, may
find a persistent and zealous promater
in the worthy member for Montreal West,
on whom, in this most important respect,
the eyes of the entire business community
are fixed, and who lias therein an oppor-
tunity of distinguishing himself sFidomn
vouchsafed ta individual Members during
the opening session of theirParliamentary
careers.
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THE SUN LTFE.

The annul statement of the Sun Life
Assurance Company, w'hich with the pro-
ceedings of the annual meeting will be
ibund elsewhere, affords another proof of
the progress being made by Canadian
Life Companies. It %vill be observed that
whbile the business of the Sui Lite lias
largely increaF'd during the yea' the
applications being nearly hai a million
dollars over those of 188 the amount
declined was quadruple that of the pre-
vions year, indicating still greater care in
the selection et lives and a due regard for
the strength of the coipany. The assets
inceasedt nearly l00,O0 during the sae

period, and these now amount te $636,000
including the paid-up capital le ex-

perience ofthe company during the year
as regards mortality is a further testi-
mony to the care exercised in selecting
lives, the clains having been abatt 18
per ent less tihan the estimate. The re.
port of the company is worthy of perubal,
and goes aiso ta prove their right to the
motta: "Privileges, not conditions."

REPREHENSIBLE REPORTS.

The numuber of correspondents of outside
papers te be found prowlitg thirougi the sircets
of Montreal, r'ady to pounlice upon the f2rst tit-.
bit of runior concerning the affairs of trade in
this city, has increased to suel, a degree of Iate,
that it is not surprising if errors and consequent
niischief should occasionally result. Were
these papers te devot3 suimse of their space te
an occasional mention of somcthing else be.
sides failures or ruoiers of flailtres,-say the
building of elegant and costly residences or
business blocks, the extensire strides and
enlargemient being madie by the wholesale
clothing, dry goods, boot and shoe, cotton
mills ansd other trades-tlicre would be less
cause for dissatisfaction. Last week some oane
evidently inîterested in a certain bank's stock,
brnuited a rumor affecting the condition of one
of its larger cistoners, a worthy wiholesale
manufacturer of boots and shoes for the jobbing
trade, wlo has been gradutally recover-
ing ntch of the ground ho forneriy
lo.t. Tite maniufatcttrer is to-day doing one of
the safest businesses in Montreal, ad there
was no foundation whatever for the rumer.
Anotier boot and shoe deatiler was included by
a western coitenporary in the niidst of its
list of casual ties, itmailed as they,say, to thern by
a correspondent in this city on the previous
Tueday. ' As a correspondent of the paýber is
conncsedtd with one of the mercantile ageicies
here, he owes soie expilanation to the public
as wvell as te bimself. Tbere cati be no ques-
tien that our contemporary or its corrcspend
eUt had any desire to iujure the merchant re-
ferrr-d te, but there cati be little doUbt as te
the evii effect of piblishing runors or any
'"news" affecting the solency of, any mer.
chant unless there be7proot of its correctnes.
Such is the importance given by westen
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newspapers (United States as wiel as Can-
adfian) t the simaillest business troubies, or the

TORONTO WH1OLESALE MARKEIS.
Tonosro, April 5, 1883.

The situation differs fromn that of last weelt
only in being a week nearer to the hoped-for
change for thie better. Last month is not
usually set down as a fair month for traite by
wllolesaile men. Soie dry goods ina say they
have done well in the way of sales ; aitiers
have îlot done ivell. Paityients as yet unot satis-
faetory. The trade is loping that when good
roads permit the farmers ta market thir pro-
duce, bills vill bc pauid and storekeepers' ae-
coLnlts b settled witi cash instead of renewals.
Ilaîrdwa-re is rather qliet, but a good business
is nearly certain wlen warmf weather sets in.
Groceries have been very quiet, and it is only
certain that au iimplrovemlenit wilI Occur be-
cause it is kniown that stocks in country stores
are ncarly exhaisted. Tie bout anîd slhoe busi-
ness is fatirly active, with an ordiniary traite
being doue in spring and siumaer goods. Pro-
Visions are very quiet also; the one satisfactory
feature being that prices reiain steady in near-
ly every line. As regards the general credit of
tie rettil dealers .lere is not muoch said to
deprecate, fori il is conceded that in ordinary
events their dîebts Will be discharged. But a
great deal depends on this tiking place. It
will be necessary that another good crop
slhould be gathered this year, with fair priees.
Tlere must also be close buyinîg and selling
and an escape from bad debts. There are no,,
many whîolestide me, wIo are seeing an ai-
uost certain time of great commercial troubles
before tie yeir is eñided, and point to the over

$5,000,000 wrorth of failures in tie ilree moniths
pîazssed of 1883. It is p)robably saome advantage
to hve iltheir eyes openîed to wbt they believe
to b a cominig danger, ait leist, and with care
and economy the danger muay b auverted. Alto-
tetler the whole trouble mîay be suîîmmed u1 in
a few words : business is overdone, and credits
are 100 cleap and too long. Financial atrirs
are somnewlhat charge.d. Owving to a falling-off
in transactions, brukers are not pressing for
loil5 fis ashitherto. Louans un bank stocks iare
uîîîide at 74 "per cent.; and on loan and maiscelk
lancous stocks ut 7 pier cent. Commercial

paper is discounted at 7 per cent for first class ;
an'id ordiinary discounts are obtained it 7 and
8 1er cent. Tie banks are not retardiig legiti-
mîate business by over-catlion. Specllaition ln
banlk and other shares has been quite narruwedl
dowi during tlhe past week.
