unbappily, not knowing that it is very difficult

1o make our farmers change their old method

of furmng, they could not get the supply of
the beets they wanted’; to thisis due the failure

of the beet sugar factories. Now the best way

to obtain the - beets, is tor the factories to buy

between 3,000 to 5,000 acres of land, to culti-

vite 1,000 acres every year, and take from the

fermers such quantities as they will condescend

to furnish ; and if our Government could give,

for a few- years, the samec encouragement as

that given by the Massachusetts Legislature
that is'a bounty of &L per ton of beets raised

for manufaeturing purposes, I am sure it would,
